Statement.

There is no denying the

capital importance of the

address which Mr. Wil-

son yesterday delivered
to the United States Senate. It is not
diminished by the fact that the mo-
mentous change which it foreshadows
in the century-long and almost tradi-
tional policy of the United States is
forced upon it from ocutside by sheer
force of events and circumstances in-
stead of springing from the native de-
liberations of her statesmen. While
the speech, of which we have not the
literal report, professes to concern it-
self almost entirely with the functions
of the now familiar League to Enforce
Peace and with America’s share in it,
a more natural celebrity which it is
bound to acquire consists in the knell
it rings of the Monroe Doctrine.
Henceforth there can be no “America
for Americans.” The doctrine pro-
bably never had more than a theore-
tical foundation: it had neverbeen put
to any critical test before this war,
and that has demonstrated its imprac-
ticability. The days are' past when
even the direct and most serious ef-
fects of war are confined, to the geo-
graphical situations of the belliger-
ents, at any rate when these are first
class powers. The enormous exten-
sion of trade and of all international
relations forbids it. A European war
is a world war. Never again will the
United States be able to stand aloof
from such a war, if she succeeds in
escaping this one. Probably, too, the
corollary holds good, and an Ameri-
can war would prove equally a world
war, so that the doctrine fails in both
aspects.

The League -itself, and the self-
satisfied agreement of the American
papers that their President has sur-
mounted the obstacles that bar the
road to peace, or found a future
panacea for international ills,—these
are another matter. The view will be
received elsewhere with respect, but
a respect that reserves to itself the
right to differ. We are rather inclined
to share the opinion held by many
that the surest guarantee of peace
will be found for years to come in the
abiding memory of the horrors of a
useless and unnecessary war. Neo na-
tion will again so wantonly, so care-
lessly embark on any war as did Ger-
many on this one, for all nations see
now, what Germany failed utterly to
foresee, the consequences it may lead
to. The mere leaguing of nations,
howsoever solemn the pledges that
bind them, is not likely to prove suc-
cessful, for history will but repeat it-
self, and the balancing of self-inter-
ests divide them as before. 8o -at
least a sceptic would anticipate. What

RIO JANEIRO, To-day.

The Danish steamer Hammershus
was fired on last night by guns of the
fort at Santa Cruz and halted while
trying to put to sea secretly after re-
ceiving a quantity of provisions, and
according to reports a large quantity
of explosives from German ships an-
chored in the harbor. The Hammer-
shus entergd port at 10 o’clock last
night and dropped its anchor close to
the German ships. It took on board
a large =imber of cases, and then at-
tempted to leave the harbor. The
movements of the ship were observed
from the port and it was signalled to
stop. The signals wére ignored until
the cannon shots were fired when the
Hammershus halted and was boarded
by the port police. The police com-
pelled the steamer to anchor in the
neighborhood of the Sole Brazilian
warships, where it is being kept un-
der surveillance pending an investiga-
tion. .

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England Faces _1917
in Her FullestStrength

Her Naval, Military, Industrial, Fin-
ancial, and Spiritual Powers All at
Their Highest Point in Great Strug-
gle Against Her Foes, i

' This year, on the eve of which we
stand to-day, will, I hope and believe,
be Britain’s year—the year in which, |
rising to our full height of power, we |
shall strike down with blows snch as |
no other country can deliver the com- !
mon foe of peace and democracy. I
wish more Americans could visit Eng-
land just now and see for themselves;
what it is we are doing, and the spir-
it in which we are doing it. The ex-
perience would enlighten them, would
amaze them, would, I think, pro-'
foundly thrili them.
They would see a nation that has |
united all classes of its people under
common sufferings in a common bond
of helpfulness and sympathetic un-
derstanding. They would see the soul
of that nation exalted and ennobled
by the dignity of a supreme and long-
continued sacrifice. They would csee!
now in the past thirty months Great
Britain has transformed the very es-
sence of her social, political, and in-'
dustrial arrangements in order to

\

der the jackboot of Prussian militar-
ism.

They would see an England of which
men will speak with even greater
respect than of the England of Eliza-
beth or of Marlborough, or even of the
England that warred down Napoleo:r.
They would see gathered together for
the discharge of her still unfinished
task such an accumulation of power
—naval power, military power, indus-
trial power, financial power, spiritual
power—as has never yet been amass-
ed within the limits of a single State.
And they would see the British pea-
ple spending that power lavishly, al-
most gladly, that freedom and civil-
isation may still exist.

And yet we shall be contributing in
reality very little more to the common
cause, in 1917, than we have been con-
tributing all along. From the first
day of the war circumstances have
made us the prop and pivot of the
whole alliance. Without us the war
would have been over long ago and
Germany would have won. Without
us it would end even now in a very
few weeks.

A Mahan of the future will have no
need to go beyond this war for what-
ever illustrations he may require to
point the deadly influence of sea-
power. Suppose Great Britain had
been neutral and the British navy had
never moved. What would have hap-
pened?

The German and Austrian dread-
noughts, with a five to one prepon-
derance over the combined dread-
nought strengih” of France and Rus-
sia, would have held an easy com-
mand of the -8 Germany could then
have supplemented her land attack by
disembarking troops on both the Rus-
gsian and French coasts in the rear of
the Russian and French armies. She
would have shut off all the French
oversea trade. She would have cap-
tured or destroyed or driven into port
practically the whole of the French
end Russian merchant marine.

France would have been blockaded.
I N S

With her chief industrial provinces in
German occupation she would have
been unable to import any food, any
raw material, any munitions, while
Germany would have been free to

} draw on the resources of the entire
, world. In less than six mouths, for

all her magnificent valor, France
would have succumbed.

That was the German calculation
and it was a perfectly sound one. But
it fell like a house of cards when
Great Britain intervened. Instead of

| securing at once the command of the

sea, Germany lost it at once. Every-

; thing that she had hoped to inflict up-

on France and Russia by maritime

; supremacy was in fact inflicted upon

herself. The tables were absolutely

{ turned.

How have the Allies been able to
maintain an unceasing and disint2gra-
ting pressure on the very vitals of
Germany? What has ‘made it possi-

; ble for us to land some 2,000,000 men

on the Continent off Europe, equipped

. with every single item in the infinitely

varied paraphernalia of modern war?
How is it that we have been in a po-
sition to conduct simultaneous cam-

 baigns in Egypt, East Africa, the
i , Cameroons, Southwest Africa, Meso-
- save Europe from being crushel un-'

potamia, the Balkans, and the Pacific?
There are Russian troops fighting at
this moment in France and around
Salonika. How did they get there?
3ritish subjects in hundregds upon
hundreds of thousands have flocked
from all the ends of the earth to the
central battlefield. What agency cou-
voyed them? What power protected
them?

The United States has built up with
the Allies a trade that throws all pre-
vious American experience of foreign
commerce into the shade. But how
many Americans, I wonder, stop to
ask themselves how it is that this
vast volume of merchandise has cross-
ed the Atlantic in the midst of the
greatest war in all history almost as
swiftly and securely as in the days of
profoundest peace?

One by one Germany'’s colonies
have been torn from her grasp. How
comes it that not a single blow has
been struck in défense of them by the
Tatherland itself? How is it, again,
that of German sea-borne commerce,
there is none; that not a single Ger-
man merchant vessel dare show her
nose—her nose, I said, not her peris-
cope—out of harbor; and that Ger-
many has been totally stripped of the
encrmoils asset of her foreign trade?

How is it, once more, that the Bel-
gian and the Serbian armies have beer
re-armed, re-constituted, and re-
equipped; that Russia has been re-
munitioned; that France, though her
Pennsylvania is in the enemy’s hands,
is still for purposes both of war and
of commerce a great manufacturing
naticn, and that all the Allies can im-
port freely what they need from the
neutral world?

The answer to all these questions,
ard the sole answer to most of them,
is the British Navy. Our control of
the scas is not a mere adjunct to the
strength of the alliance. It is its ba-
sis. It supports the whole edifice.
Without it all that the Allies have
built up would crumble to pieces.
With it they can erect as on.a rock
the instruments of certain victory.

But sea power is not" the only,
though it is by far the greatest, of the
contributions that make Great Brit-
ain the mainstay of the alliance. We
are its bankers as well as its protect-
ors on the ocean. By now we must,
I suppose, have advanced to our allies
not much less than $4,000,000,000.
Practically we have taken upon our-
selves the responsibility for the cred-
it of the alliance abroad.

And that is more than a remarkable
demonstration of financial strength.
It has been a service of inestimable
benefit to all our allies and of literal-
ly vital moment to at least two of
them. We did not know until this war

-and even now it is hard to realize,

what wealth there was in the British
Isles. We are spending in a single
month more than the TUnited States
Government spends in a whole year.
We have raised in loans and on credit
since the beginning of the war about
$15,000,000,000, or three times the gen-
erally accepted estimate of the cost of
the entire civil war. And besides
spending some $25,000,000 a day on
Government account, there never, I
suppose, was a time when the British
people poured forth their private gen-
erosity in such an unstinted torrent.

1 should judge that by now they
must have subscribed for their own
sufferers by the war and for their al-
lies at least $300,000,000, a sum over
eight times as large as the people of
the United States, who have certainly
not been behindhand in their charity,
have given to the war funds. And this
at a time when we are raising over
$1,700,000,000 annually by taxation,
and when from one-tenth to over one-
half of one’s income is claimed by the
State.

But besides being the maritime and
financial bulwark of the Alliance,
Great Britain is also becoming its
supreme arsenal and workshop. Al-
ready, and on an enormous scale, she
has furnished the Allies with indis-
pensable supplies, munitions, ships,
coal, clothing, and other material. To
her all who are fighting with her turn
as to an exhaustless treasure-house,
and rarely turn in vain. Shells, ficld
howitzers, heavy guns, grenades, ma-
chine guns, and small arms leave Bri-
ish ports in immense quantities day
after day for the use of our allies.

Millions of tons of coal
and coke reach them from our shores
every week; one-fifth of our total
production of machine tools -is set
aside for them, and huge cargoes of
explosives and machinery are daily
dispatched to their address.

That is a miracle of improvisation that
must, I suppose, be unique in indus-
trial history.

We are now turning out in three
weeks as much eighteen-pounder am-
munition, in two weeks as much field
howitzer ammunition, in eleven days
as many medium-sized shells, and in
four days as many heavy shells as we
were turning out in the whole of the
first year of the war. The enormous
British armies overseas have been
equipped with rifles and machine guns
solely from domestic sources. Every
month we are manufacturing twice as
many heavy guns as the entire army
possessed eighteen months ago, the
production having multiplied sixfold
in the last year, and being still rapid-
Iy on the increase.

Americans, I imagine, have little
idea of the tremendous scale on which
things are done. Since the beginning
of the war we must have ordered and

paid for abroad or manufactured at
home—mainly the latter— about
100,000,000 yards of woolen cloth, as
much of flannel, as much of cotton,
about a thousand million buttons, and
another thousand miillioh horseshoe
nails, 60,000,000 pairs of socks, nearly
30.000,000 blankets, 10,000,000 woolen
gloves, 50,000,000 brushes, 25,000,000
knives and forks, a thousand million
sandbags, 7,000,000 razors, over 2,000
miles of wire rope, a thousand mil-
lion pounds of flour, 250,000,000
pounds of crackers, and at least 200,-
000,000 pounds of Tommy Atkin’s de-
light—I mean, of course, jam and mar-
malade.

Besides this we have increased our
navy by the tonnage equivalent of
between fifty and sixty superdread-
noughts; our merchant marine is to-
day all but as large as it was at the
opening of the war, in spite of all
losses; London remains the financial
clearing house of the world, and the
British people have brought the value
of their ordinary export trade to a
figure that must soon surpass the re-
turns for the most prosperous years
of peace.. And yet, I dare say, there
are still Americans who believe that
British labor has not pulled its pro-
per weight.

But as the climax to all her other
achievements Great Britain has con-
verted herself into a military power
of the first rank. After raising an
army that far outdistanced in point of
numbers any army ever raised on the
voluntary system, she has thrown
aside the prejudices of centuries and
imposed universal military service on
all her men between the ages of 18
and 41. Five million men enlisted in
the army from the British Isles be-
fore conscription came into force. By
the time the war is over at least
12 per cent. of the population will
have served with the colors.

And this new army, drawn from
every class and profession and trade
iin the’ United Kingdom, has shown
during the last five months on the
Somme, in what is by far the greatest
battle of this or any other war, that
they can beat the Germans at their
own game. The troops that. could
carry such positions as Fricourt, Con-
talmaison, and Thiepval can carry
anything, and the Germans know it.
We have developed the scheme of at-
tack which they attempted at Verdun
and we have turned it against them-
selves on a far biigger scale, .with a
far heavier weight of men and metal
behind it, and with far greater results.

Since the battle of the Somme be-
gan over 700,000 of the enemy have
been put out of action; and what has
happened on the Somme is a mere
joke to what is coming. We can con-
tinue it indefinitely; we can repeat it
in other sectors when the right mo-
ment strikes.: Combined with the
strangle-hold which our fleets main-
tain on the arteries of German life,
our armies in' France and Flanders,
backed up by a commissariat, medical,
transport, supply, and repairing or-
ganization that is the last word in
military efficiency, are a guarantee of
victory as good as any nation could
desire.

The world did not know, Germany
certainly diq not know, I am sure that
we even knew ourselves, of . what
Great Britain was capable when all
her resources of character and ma-
terial might were extended to thé ut-
termost. But we know now; the

~ Obitaary.

JOHN DWYER, M. H. A.

An exemplary citizen and a splen-
did character was removed from our
midst this morning when Mr. John
J. Dwyer, M. H. A, entered into his
rest, after a protracted illness, and it
is with profound regret.that we re-
cord the sad happening. Some months
ago he was afflicted with a severe at-
tack of paralysis. His remarkably
strong physique helped him to rally,
but his recovery was only temporary.
Gradually the end came and this
morning he breathed his last at his
residence, “The Oaks,” Carpasian Rd.
Deceased was 78 years of age and one of
the oldest men in the public life
of the Colony; he was also one of the
oldest members in the Legislature in
the matter of representation, having
been the city member for St. John's
East for virtually 20 years. In the
General Election of 1900 when the
Bond Administration came into power
he headed the poll in his district.

His personality was such that both
in the House of Assembly and in poli-
tical campaigns his speeches and con-
tributions to debate were always par-
ticularly attractive. He possessed a
rich vein of humour which, combined
with his experience in -life easily
marked him as one whose opinion
could always be based upon good,
sound judgment. Despite his advanc-
ing years, his life had been such an
active one and his constitution was
80 great that even in the last General
Election of 1913 in which he took
part, no more active candidate was in
the fleld. He had a good reputation
for the energy he would put into
political campaigns and his personal
acquaintance with the electorate out-
side the city limits was well known.
He was a man without blemish as to
his political life, and was commonly
designated “honest John Dwyer.” Al-
most foremost in looking after the in-
terests of his district and the welfare
of his constituciits, he was at the same
time an earnest and consistent advo-
cate of the right. Even those who are
disassociated with him by party ties
are loyd_in their utterances of com-
mendation of the fine sterling char-
acter of the man.

He was engaged at farming all his life
time and was looked upon as the best
practical authority on agricultural
matters in the Legislature and in fact
in the country. Of his success as a
farmer the farm on Carpasian Road is
striking testimony. He was a great
disciple of outdoor life as evidenced
! by his wonderful physique.

He was a prominent member of the
i Benevolent Irish Scciety and other
jorganizations and a devout. Roman
| Catholic. Mr. Dwyer never married.
He is survived by 2 sisters and nephew
and a large circle of friends to all.of
whom the Telegram extends its deep-
est sympathy.

MICHAEL J. KENNEDY, M. H. A.

With shocking suddenness the death
occurred on Sunday afternoon of one
of St. John’s most prominent citizens
and a member of the House of As-
sembly, Mr. Michael J. Kennedy. He
had attended Mass in the morning
and later spent a short time at the
Knights of Columbus Rooms. On
his way thence to his home he was
seen to fall on New Gower Street, west
of Stephen’s Street. He was at once
carried to Connolly’s mortuary rooms,
but death had already supervened.
He had suffered for some time from
an affection of the heart, which sud-
denly -failed him. Mr. Kennedy was
the senior partner of M. & E. Ken-
nedy and among the very first of our
local builders and contractors. BEvi-
dences of the firm’s work are many
and various, among the most note-
worthy being the St. Bon’s Aula Maxi-
ma and the Newfoundland Clothing
Factory, and portions of the General
Hospital, Roman Catholic Palace and
the Lunatic Asylum. Thus the loss to
St. John’s of Mr. Kennedy’s talent and
ability is a severe one. It manifested
itself outside his business. In 1902
he was elected a Municipal Council-
lor and was reinstated by a great ma-
jority at the following election. He
had occupied a seat in the House of
Assembly as member for St. John's
West since 1908, when the Premier
wisely chose him as a colleague, re-
taining his majority in the two suc-
ceeding elections. He was in his 58th
year, having yet before him the prom-
ise of valuable years of work. He
was prominent in the Total Abstin-
ence and Benevolent ‘Irish Societies
and of the Knights of Columbus. He
leaves a widow and a brother Edward,
for whom, with many other relatives,
general and gincere sympathy is. felt.
