{ her return to England at the end of
the war, Miss Haslam was appointed
Superintendent of a new Infant Wel-
fare Centre in London which she or-
ganised entirely and ran most suec-
| cessfully. At the beginning of this

certificate of the Royal Sanitary In-
stitute. Miss Haslam is accustomed to
giving lectures to mothers, and teach-
ing first aid, home nursing and similar
subjects; and though she only arriv-
ed here 10 days ago she has nlready
addressed the wives of the Great War
Veterans, the Cochrane Street Church
Mothers’ Meeting, and two or three

has daily paid innumerable, visits with
Miss Kendall in order to get an idea
of the condition of things and the
greater needs of the people in the
poarer parts of St. John's. It is Miss

gzirls and future mothers lies the
great hope of the work she has come
here to do. Miss Haslam has been able
to meet several of the doctors in St.
John’s by whom she has been most
kindly received and has the great ad-
vantage of having gained their sym-
pathy and co-ordination. She hopes
still further to extend this by calling
upon those whom as yet she has not
had time to meet.

It is now essential to co-ordinate
finally and officially the position of
the Women’s Patriotic Association in
this matter with the Department of
Public Health and_the Government,
as this is the only way in which the
Child Welfare Work can Hope to pro-
gress satisfactorily and -with = the
strides that Newfoundland now an-
ticipates. Miss Haslam has expressed
her high opinion of the work which
the Community Nurses are doing as
organised by Mr. Gosling three years
ago. But every day the work is in-
creasing. There are now 1400 babies
being visited, making it guite impos-
sible for three Community Nurses to
give each infant more than one visit
per month, and no visit can be paid
after the child is twelve months old.
To meet this it would be necessary
to have a series of infant welfare
centres startéd in the town to which
the mothers can bring their babies,
thus relieving the pressure on the
community nurses. ’

The ideal Iafant Welfare Centre is
‘attended one afternoon a week by a
doctor, whom the mothers are able to
consult upon children’s minor ail-
ments, and where they are given in-
struction and help by the Superin-
tendent and the community nurses in
carrying out the doctor’s advice. Mo-
ther-craft in all'its branches is taught
at the Centre by means of simple
health talks and demonstrations, A
.cup of tea and a piece of cake, for
which a small charge is made, gives
the centre a home-like atmosphere,
and a welcome is always assured.' A
! Centre is not a charity organization;
i { nothing is given away free except the
gervices of the doctor and the nur-
ses.

It is such a Centre that Miss Haslam
hopes to have started very shortly in
two rooms, put at her disposal in the
Department of Public Health, Duck-
worth Street, and she considers it
most important that there should be
at least two similar centres in other
parts of the town which would be
! within easy reach of the mothers.

Yesterday morning witnessed the
$nnual  resumption of the CM.B.C.
Tarbor Mission work. Immediately
JMer the corporate Communion in the

.. E. Cathedral there was a service
held on Bowring’s wharf at which the
new boat built last year, was dedica-
ted by His Lordship Bishop White.
Besides the acquisition of a new and
better boat for the service, the Harbor
Mission workers of the C.M.B.C. have
this year affiliated with the world-
wide “Mission to Seamen,” thereby
making a much stronger and more
personal connecting link with foreign
saflors. “The Mission to Seamen,” of
which the patrons are their Majesties
the King and Queen of our Empire,
and the Heads of the Anglican
Church, have branches in most of the
large seaports of the world, and the
literature printed by the . Society,
goes to each port, and will be distri-
buted by the C.M.B.C. workers in this
year’'s work on the harbors. The
Mission has been 64 (sixty-four)
years in existence and each succeed-
ing year sces a large advance and in-
crease in membership, and more
slowly, but not less surely, in finance,
but of course the actual benefits of
the Mission cannot be guaged correct-
1y, for who can tell the influence of

the little seeds sown by the ardent
and oftentimes humble workers of the
Harbor Mission circle. That the
Mission to seamen is appreciated,
wherever a branch is working is
shown by the multitudinous letters
received at the headquarters of the
Mission in London from sailors of all
creeds and nationalities. In 1917 there
were 99 seaports in which the Mission
was doing yeoman service, where
ther were in use about one hundred
and fifty (150) seamen’s churches and
institutes, while 756 vessels were en-
gaged in visiting lighthouses, light-
ships, etc. During the same year,
about 400,000 seamen attended Mis-
sion services afloat and ashore and
nearly 6,000 communicants participa-
ted in the Blessed Sacrament of
Our Lord's Body and Bloed. As
illuminating the other work of the
Mission it is only necessary to state
tha tduring the last 35 years roughly
about 160,000 Bibles and 15,000 Prayer
Books have been sold to seafaring
men. An eloquent testimony of the
value of the Harbor Mission workers.
Besides the religious aspect of course
the social question is handled with as
much care, and with as good results
as the spiritual, for where the mind
and body are socially fed,” the #pirit

There are times when we must
do so agd take a firmer stand in re-
gard to the Prohibition Act and he
asked are we going to do the same in
this. A public spirit must be created
and maintained and the measnre
would be carried out. Something must’
be done towards ensuring a weekly
ddy of rest.- There is a tendency,
however, to put in something in place
of rest but it must not be made a day
of sloth. When it comes to the ob-
servance of the day, the first part is
not spent in rest, which is loving
obedience in giving the Creator his
just due. In his parish many are ob-
liged to work on Sundays and his ad-
vise is to do so if’they must in the
interest of their families, but do so

his physical powers deteriorate. His
mental and spiritual nature needs it
also, His drudgery is relieved in
thinking of his destiny in the house
of God. The day of worship is a nmoral
necessity. We cannot have the day of
rest without legislation as greed will
‘have its toll and men be compelled to
‘choose between work and worship. We
mnst’ heve legislation to keep them
from. béing exploited. In the Unitad
States 7,000,000 work seven days a
‘weéel. Jh Canada thousands are re-
Jeased from labor by the Lord’s Day
Act without reduction in wages and
. 1ot of unneccessary work cut out.
\The law is fecgessary for those who
‘cannot benefit themselves. The claims
as to interference with personal lib-
erty with which the idea will likely
be met here have no jnstification. He
hoped to see the, law on the Statute
Book and man granted his God-given
right.

The second resolution was moved
by Rev. Gordon Dickie who felt that
all would be better spiritually and
physically for the day of rest and it
is the duty of everyone to eee that
we get it. Labor organizations endorse
it, corporations have been compelled
to grant it and it is best for the com-
munity,

Rev. Dr. Jones in seconding the
resolution said he and Rev. Dr, Curtis
had been agsured by the Prime Min-
ister that the Government would do
all possible to see the act brought in-

‘to effect. Under the Act in Canada

provision is made for works of nec-
ceasity, piety and charity. A deputa-
tion from Grand Falls has agked to
have something done towards secur-
ing the day of rest, and the new law
will apply to the whole Island. He
deplored the lethargy as to enforce-
ment of laws and hoped for unity in
passing and keeping the new one,
The legisiation is not against certain
forms of recreatien, but to see that
the day is not used for purpeses of
gain. He was sure the government

would give it attention and he ox-]

pected all to see it enforced.

Some Notable Events

In Connection With Icebergs and
Icefloes.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)

There has been scarcely a year
since the beginning of the past cen-
tury that accidents have not occurred
along our coasts and on the Atlantic,
saused by the numerous ice-bergs
shich lumber 2long from their native
Jlement in tue Far North. Only
eight years ago (April 25th, 1912),
She greatest marine disaster in his-
tory occurred, when the great steam-
ship Titanic collided with an ice-berg,
and out of the 2340 on board some
1500 persons were drowned. But we
had many more previous to that dis-
aster. It may be interesting to re-
call a few of the more notable ice
calamities of the past thirty or forty
years. Perhaps the most notable in-
stance of an ocean liner colliding
with an ice-berg (evcept the Titanic),
is the case of the Guion liner “Ari-
zona,” on November 7th, 1879. Ice-
bergs are found in the North Atlan-
tic at all seasons of the year, and a
record of mishaps to sea-going craft
would exhibit disasirous misadven-
tures almost in every week of the
fifty-two. The “Arizona’ at that time
was a crack vessel of the Atlantic,
and had some six kundred passengers
aboard, when in a dense midnight
fog che ran full tilt against an ice
mountain, and smashed in her fore-
part from stem to foremast. If she
had not been a staunchly-built ship
she must inevitably have foundered;
as it was, however, she succeeded in
reaching St. John’s forty-eight hours
later. Those on board had a most
nerve-racking experience. When the
collision occurred tke passengers
stampeded for the deck, and only the
most strenuous efforts of the officers
and crew prevented a panic. After
the panic had been allayed the col-
lision bulkheads became endangered.
Gradually the ship leaked more and
more, and when she reached St.
John’s she had sunk almost to the
water’s edge, and could not have kept
afloat more than a few hours longer.
When the work of repairing her be-
gan two hundred tons of ice were
taken from her forepeak, where it
had been driven by the force of the
collision. \

MISSING SHIPS.

Not all ocean liners are so fortun-
ate in the results of their encounters
with ice as was the “Arizona.” The
mere recital of the names of big
steamers that have gone to the bottom
from contact with ice in the last sixty
years would fill cclumns. There is
reason to bejieve .that the mysterious
disappearance of scores of ships, with

all hands aboard,-upon which no light:

has ever been or ever will be thrown,
is due to collisions with ice. Among
these latter may be enumerated the
White Star liner “Naromic” in the
winter of 1398; the State liner
“Georgia” in 1897; the Allan liner
“Huronian” in 1902; the Field liners
“Nutfield” and “Freshfield’ in 1907;
the Atlas liner “Athos” in 1907; and
the Sydney liner *“Stikklestad” in
1909, to name only a few out of the
scores. I may here mention that the
repairs to the “Arizona” were per-
formed by the famous and skilful
shipwright the late Mr. Daniel Con-
don, who was warmly congratulated
for the successful acccmplishment of
the work by the Company, as well as
the press and the English speaking
of the world. The repairs were ef-
fected at Shea’s wharf, and she sailed
for Liverpool on November 28, 1879.

PERILS BY SEA.

The dangers and Giscomforts which
fall to the lot of tucse aboard ocean
liners which collide with the bergs,
and which lose few cr many of their
personnel in these encounters are
thrilling in the extreme. In 1861 the
“Canadian,” of the Allan service,
struck a berg in Belle Isle Straits and
went to the bottom almost at once,
cQrrying fifteen persons with her,
while the remainder of the crew and
passengers were adrift for several
days in open boats before they made
land. On May 20, 1873, the steamer
“Doverian” was lost off Cape Race by
striking a berg at nright, and of
thirty persons aboard twenty-three
perished. On May 2nd, 1876, the
steamer “Caledonia’ was lost oft
Labrader, having struck a berg and

| foundered soon after. She had eighty-
two persons aboard, only eleven of
whom escaped. These clambered on
to the berg, and 'were there three

June, 1875, the Dominion liner “Vicks-
burg” collided with s floe off Cape
Race, and forty-seven persons went
down with her.. On March 28th,
1887, the steamer “Susan” struck a
berg oft Cape Race, and five were
drowned. ‘

THE LOSS OF THE “HUNTSMAN."

On April 28, 1872, the barqt. Hunts-
man, Capt. Robert Dawe, of Bay
Roberts, was dragged by the running
ice over the Fish Rock, off Cape
Charles, Labrador, and (if I remem-
ber rightly) forty-four of the crew
out of sixty-two were lost, including
the Captain and his son.’ One man,
Solomon French, of Bay Roberts (who

is still alive), was thirty-six hours |*

on the rock, exposed to. wind, wave
and weather before he was rescued.
I think, but I am rot sure, that the
dighteen survivors were brought
home by Job Bros. & Co.'s steamship
“Nimrod,” Capt. Peter Cummins.

CANNIBALISM.

In 1897 occurred one of the most
appalling tragedies of modern ice-
berg disasters. In April of that year
the French fishing vessel “Vaillan.t”
bound from Brittany (France), to St.
Pierre, Miquelon, with seventy-four
persons aboard, crashed into a berg
off Cape Race and sank within ten
minutes. Of her people sixty-two
went down with her. The other
twelve escaped in two boats, ani
were adrift for a week, being without
food and poorly clad; some perished,
and the others kept themselves alive
by eating the dead bodies. Eventual-
ly the survivors became reduced to
four, and these, when picked up, had
their hands and feet so badly frost-
bitten that these extremities had to
be amputated. A similar experience
to the above befell survivors of the
French trawler “Kleber’ ‘in the
Spring of 1900. The vesel had forty-
seven persons aboard, of whom only
nine survived the foundering of the
ship. Four of these, having died,
served as food for the five who re-
mained. A rescuing ship on her way
from. St. John’s to the Quero Bank
came upon the lLapless castaways
perishing from exposure and thirst.

MELVILLE BAY HORROR.

To a like circumstance, the destruc-
tion of a ship by a mass of ice, is due
the most terrible occurrence in mod-
ern Arctic annals. In 1881 the
Greeley expedition, sent into the Arc-
tic regions by the United States Gov-
ernment, established itself in Lady
Franklin Bay for a three years’' 8O-
journ. Two years later the New-
foundland sealing steamer “Proteus”
was sent north with stores and sup-
plies, to be left at Cape Sabine, at the
head of Melville Bay, for the use of
the explorers when they retreated to
that spot. The ship, however, was
pushed into the ice in that bay by
order of the inexperienced American
officer in charge, in defiance of the
advice of that capable apd experienc-
ed master mariner, and ice-pilot,
Capt. Richard Pike, and she was
crushed so that she sank within an
hour. The crew had tc make a three-
hundred mile voyage in open boats
to South Greenland, where the Ameri-
can warship “Yantic” picked them
up and brought them to St. John's.
When the explorers came south in
October they found themselves faced
with the apparent certainty of star-
vation and the terrible prospect that
not a man in the party would escape
the worst of deaths, for they wer2
marooned on a desolate Arctic head-
land, without shelter, food or firing,
with not a human heing within hun-
dreds of miles and absolutely no hope
of relief, under the most favorable
prospects, for six or eight months.
It is impossible within the limits of
this article to give anything like an
idea of the tortures these thirty-one
human beings endured during that
desperate winter. After they hal
consumed the scanty supplies which
they had brought with them from ta3

North, they had to maintain life by
means of shell-fish caught with their
naked hands along the shore, and
then to make an unpalatable yet eat-
able mess of their sealskin boots and
garments, until at last, as the less
robust of the members of the party
died, it is said, the others kept them-
selves alive by the dreadful alterna-
tive of cannibalism. When the
strongest boats of the Newfuondland
sealing fleet, purchased by the Am-
erican Government, and equipped at
the cost of £50,000, were pushed
north next Spring, st a date earlicr
than the Arctic Circle had ever been
entered before, only six of the party
remained alive to tell the tale of the
fight against death unique in the re-
cords of adventure in any part of the
known world.

POLARIS EXPEDITION.
Two Thousand Miles on an Ice-floe.

Undoubtedly the most unique ex-
perience and miraculous escape in tne
history of the world was that of the
crew of the Arctic ship “Polaris.”
Never in the wildest stretch of im-
agination have the writers of fiction
and romance penned such a tale,
which only men, who were in ‘the
flesh at the time, and had full infor-
| mation or the subject, would class it
| as increditable. For myself, I was
telegraph operator in Harbor Grace
;at the time, and early in the morn-
ing of the arrival of the S.S. Tigress,
Capt. Isaac Bartleit, at Bay Roberts,
a meesage was flashed over the wires
from James Gordon Bennett of New
York to the chief operator in our offi-
ce, the late W. H. Thompson, Esq., to
proceed at once to Bay Roberts, and
telegraph full particulars to the New
York Herald of which Bennett was
proprietor. There was no telegraph
office in Bay Roberts at that date, and
Mr. Thompson hired three horses and
’carriages, and proceeded to the above
town in one of them, and so arranged
matters, that according as he took
down the statements of the officers,
one of the horses and carriages /'was
always at hand to rush the portion
of the long message to the office in
Harbor Grace. The message was sent
down in installments, and the horses
and carriages returned to Bay Ro-
berts for a further supply until all
particulars were obtained. I forget
the exact number cf words, but it was
certainly over 3000, and must have
cost the New York Herald quite a
large amount. But, of course, Ben-
nett of the Herald, ¢id not mind the
expense. It was something like when
Stanley telegrapheg bim from Africa,
when he was forsaken by his follow-
ers and required more assistance to
prosecute his search after the fam-

CORRESPONDENT TELLS OF DEED
OF SPLENDID BRAVERY.

From Hill 212, overlooking Fere-en-
Tardenois and the valley of the
Ourcq, William Slavens McNutt, Col-
lier’s correspondent, watched the Am-
erican infantry start the Germans on
their final retreat from Reims-Sois-
sons-Chateau Thierry pocket. He
says:

And then I saw the most painfully
dramatic thing I have witnessed in
all this war. Out from the little strip
of wood that the Americans had just
captured, walking slowly out into that
open, bullet-swept field over which
the charge had passed, I saw two men
with the brassard of the Red Cross
on their arms bearing a wounded man
on a litter. They had perhaps 300

yards to go back across that open
field before the curve of the hill would
shelter them from the machine gun
fire from the hill above. And they
could not duck, they could not take
cover. They must walk upright on
their work of mercy, walk upright in
that storm of lead, and, walk slowly
for the burden they bore!
