The Limitation
on the Power of the
Legislative Council.

By “An Act to make provis-
fon with respect to the power of
the Legislative Council in rela-
tion to those of the House of As-
sembly,” which was placed on
the Statute Book in 1917, th
authority of that body was con-
siderably curtailed.

This action arose out of a war
measure known as the Business
Profits Tax, to which the Upper
House would not agree, but
which the Lower Chamber was
determined to enforce. That the
attitude of the Legislative Coun-
cil was not altogether without
justification was clearly indicat-
ed after the measure was
ratified. Here as in England, it
was soon found that it could not
be effectively applied, it did not
bring in the increase of revenue
anticipated, and it tended to dis-
courage and impede commercial
enterprises.

The measure is intended to
apply only to Money Bills, but
the wording of the Act is of so
general a character that a con-
siderable number of the bills
sent up from the House of As-
sembly come within its scope. It
was obviously never intended
that the Upper House should be
deprived to such an extent of
exercising its influence on our
legis¥ition. It is representative
of ourindustrial and professional
life and the fact that it is not
elective gives it certain advan-
tages. For example, it is not in-
fluenced to the same, extent as
the Lower House by party ties;
it does not change its personnel
periodically, but at the same
time it is possible to introduce
a new element as occasion de-
mands; it consists to a great ex-
tent of members who have had
long experience in administra-
tion in the House of Assembly;
it is less likely to be affected by
the fluctuations of public senti-
ment, as the positions of the
members are permanent; the
members are of mature years
and are closely associated with
our most important industries.
Consequently they are bound to
consider a measure carefully in
order to make certain that it
will be for -the benefit of the
country generally before passing
it.

While in a -manner, the cur-
tailment of the power of the Up-
per House can be attributed to
their own actions, it seems
nevertheless regrettable that
their influence on pur legislation
cannot be exercised to a greater
extent.

If the mere numbérs
of participants i professional and
amateur games could be gathered for
comparison, it would be found that
the amateurs outnumbered the pros
by a stupendous majority. And by
amateurs, in this coanection, I do
not mean every ruanner or corner-lot
ball player, but recognized amateurs
who perform in public meets. Cer-
tainly the attendance at amafeur ex-
hibitions, when all such exhibitions
are considered, vastly exceeds .at-
tendance at professional games.

It is only in the United States that
professional sport is magnified in the
public interest by tremendous pass
support. And, frankly, it does not de-
serve this, because, it s a cold, de-
monstrable fact, that public interest
is greater in amateur sport; more
people participate n amateur sport
either as athletes or as interested
spectators. Certain newspapers have
recognized this fact by organising
and providing  prizés for amateur
athletic contests, especially among
high and preparatdry school younzg-
sters.

All of this is apropos of the topic of
America’s athletic caresr, especially
the crucial part in that career which
will be reached when, next year, the

massed athletes of the world meet in {-

the historic quadrennial games. Then,
in Paris, the Americai love for Am-
ateur athletics must be ecrystallized
into terms of victory. The teputation
we have made for this nation ever
sinte we participated in Olympic
games must be sustained. The other
countries of the world are taking the
games seriously; even the wretched
Ruhr situation is not preventing both
France and Germany from turning
the eyes of their youth towards the
1924 Olympiad where they hope ‘to
‘wrest athletic honors from the rest
of the wotld. ' The games next yeéar
will "be greater than the games of
1920, for several reasoms, chief of
which is ‘that:the.year 1920 was too
close upon the year 1918, when the
war ended; the nations of the old
world had no chance to, shake down
properly into pemce-time pursuits.
While even new it does not appear
that they are shaking down any too
eagerly they have, none the less, the
better résources to draw from than in
1920, especially those nations who
lost so heavily in man power dmring
the great struggle. The nations that
remained neutral during the war, and
even ‘the United States, whose loss
was neither proportionately nor abso-
lutely as large as the losses of Grest
Britain,-France, Italy, Germany, Aus-
tria, etc., had something of an advan-
tage in 1920, which cannot be expected
to exist mow. These older countries
have had an opportumity to train the
next ranks of ‘athletes.

A Canadian Centenarian

CALUMET ISLD Que.. Aug. 15.—
Born four years before the great Napol
eon Bonaparte died-in exile on the
Island of St. Helena.and a witness to
the burning of the Parliament Build-
ings in Montreal, on April 25, 1849,
which followed the sanction of the
Rebellion Losses Bill by Lord Elgin,
then Governor-General of Canada,
are some of the claims to distinction
of Mr. Joseph Beland, sturdy French-
Canadian centenarian and a pioneer
of Calumet Island, Quebea. Should
Mr. Beland live to see May 8rd, next
year, he will have then attained his
one hundred and seventh birthday.
Mr. Beland has lived under six Brit-
ish sovereigns. He 1is still vigorous,
and his general appearance would
lead one to believe that he was closer
to 80 years of age than considerably
beyond the century mark and still
going strong. In fact, only the produc-
tion of the centenarian’s birth cer-
tificate carries conviction as to his
exact age

One wanld imagine that Mr. Beland,
burdened as he is by the weight of 106
years and with a record of sustained
arduous work as a lumber Jack,
pioneer settler and farmer, during a
period of more than 80 years, would
be quite content to lead for the
balance of his terrestrial existence a
{ife of complete repose. But this is
not the case with the venerable and
stout-hearted tentenarian of Calumet
Island. Mr. Beland’s one worry is
that the relentless hand of time will
ultimately press so strongly on him
that he will be-compelled to Wwhile
away the closing days of his existence
in an armchair.

Standing about five feet’five inches
gnd weighingabout 140 pounds, Mr.
Beland is anything but & frail man.
‘He walks with € firm step. One of his
feats last“winter~was to cut down a
towering'red pindmeasuring five feet
in‘ circumference. Mn. Beland- boasts
4hat he1s:still able to cut one cord of
awood g day.either with the axe or
"bucksaw. It is no idle boast, and on
morda than one occasion he has per-
formed this truly remarkable feat for
& man of his years.

Mr. Beland leads thé simple life.
He is as a rule an early riser and un-
til recently was in the habit of getting
up before sunrise. His customary
hour of retirement is nine o’clock. He
is blessed with a hearty appetite. Mr.
Beland has been a smoker all his life
and will occasionally take a drink of
liquor,

Mr. Belan® #aid he came and set-
tled on Culmet Island when about 18

years of age. He remembers being in
Montreal when the Parliamént Build-
ings were burned down on April 25,

1849. He also witnessed the rioting

that marked the burning of the Build-
ings and the attack on Lord Eigin,
then Governor-General. As & boy and
young man, Mr. Belan@ witnessed the
birth and growth of one of Canada’s
greatest industries, that of lumbering.
He was in the employ - of ‘various
companies operating in the Upper and
Lower Ottawa valley 88 & Iumber
jack and river driver. i

“In my duty,” Mr. Beland ' statsd,
“we used to work long hours and
were paid 50 cents a day and icon-
sidered it good wages. The concerns
were very strict and if a man “jump-
ed” before his time was up he lost all
his wages for the winter’s work.” Mr.
Beland recalled having been H&sso-
ciated with Joseph Montferrand, the

famous French-Canadian strong man |

and “bully of the shanty,” who is
credited with having performed her-
culean feats and on many-occasions
beating single-handed” several men-
who ti¥ed to knock him-omt.

Although the information was not
given by Mr. Beland some of his re-
latives stated that he was a d-,
uncle of Hon. Dr. H. 8. Beland, Min-
ister of Health and Seldiers Civil-Re~
