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To Stop Poisoning 
Our Foods

The Daily Mail has been carry­
ing on a crusade against the use 
of preservatives and deleterious 
colouring matter in' foods, for 
more vigorous measures to pre­
vent the distribution of adulter­
ated or contaminated milk, and 
to enforce cleanliness in the 
handling of such articles of food 
as are not washed before being 
eaten.

In the last copy received the 
Mail makes the following editor­
ial comments on this subject :—

"A few months ago one of the 
greatest chemists in this country told 
the public that ‘we are bombarded 
with chemicals and poisons in minute 
quantities at a time at all meals: no 
organism can stand it indefinitely.’

The use of poisonous substances 
and colouring matters in food has in­
creased greatly in the last twenty-five 
years. It may be an accident or it may 
be a result of the poison in our food 
that in this period there has been a 
great increase in the mortality from 
cancer.

All reasonable people are agreed 
that oné of the first tasks before the 
new Parliament, when the necessary 
routine business has been disposed of, 
should be the passing of an Act to 
stop tliç poisoning of the people’s 
food. The two recent reports to the 
Ministry of Health on the danger from 
poisonous preservatives and the facts 
which we have given day by day in 
our columns leave no room for any il­
lusions. There is need for action with 
the minimum possible of delay.

One chemical in particular, for­
maldehyde. ought to be strictly for­
bidden here in all foods, as its use is 
now forbidden in many foreign coun­
tries. The peril from it is the greater 
because it appears to act cumulative­
ly, for which reason the interim re­
port of the Ministry of Health Com­
mittee singled it out as ‘peculiarly ob­
jectionable.’ It is not very commonly 
employed, because popular knowledge 
has spread and the facts as to its ex­
tremely poisonous character have 
been widely diffused. But it does from 
time to time occur in meat and in 
other foods, and it ought to be stern­
ly banned.

Nor is boric acid altogether trust­
worthy. Two of the best medical au­
thorities state that while it removes 
the outward sign of decomposition In 
food, such as, unpleasant smell and 
taste, it does not prevent the growth 
of dangerous bacilli. As for the ar­
tificial colouring matter with which 
kippers and fish and butter are 
dosed, they should certainly be care­
fully regulated.”

The opinions expressed by the 
Mail are based on the findings of 
a Commission of investigation 
appointed by the Ministry of 
Health, and are endorsed by sev­
eral eminent medical men in 
London.

That the danger is not exag­
gerated is shown by the follow­
ing revelations made by the 
Commission. Samples of food 
taken and examined in Poplar 
showed that:—

All samples of lemon curd, coffee 
essence, fish paste, lemon squash, and 
lime juice cordial were adulterated.

93.6 per cent, of margarine tested 
was impure.

60 per cent, of the cake examined 
contained preservatives.

61.2 per cent, of samples of butter 
were adulterated.

30 per cent, of the sausages were 
dosed with boric acid. r .

All samples of cocoa (some of them 
labelled “pure cocoa”) contained 
some form of added alkali.

In Fulham one in every 20 
samples of food taken was adul­
terated. This applied to 4.5 per 
cent, of the milk tested, with the 
result that thirty milk sellers 
voluntarily gave up registration 
and others had their licenses 
cancelled Foods were found 
stored in filthy buildings, and

strong complaint was made of 
the manner in which foodstuffs 
were exposed for sale in shops.

Perhaps the most serious of 
the discoveries was in connec­
tion with sausages and preserved 
meats. Five out of sixteen sam­
ples of the former and seven out 
of nine of the latter were found 
to contain contaminated meat, 
or portions of flesh which ih its 
normal state would be banned Mt 
food for human consumption.

On our desk we have a com­
munication from a eitiaen mak­
ing a serious charge against one 
of the publie institutions as to 
the manner in whieh the swill is 
disposed of. Without eorrebera- 
tien of the statements made it 
would serve no purpose to make 
them publie, but as it is not the 
first time that the complaint has 
been made, we jmve placed the 
matter in the hands of the com­
mittee at present making an in- 
vestiggtion of the public institu­
tions, and feel confident that it 
will receive their prompt atten­
tion.

There are other matters in 
connection with the local prepa- 
tion of the statements, it 
could be improved by a stricter 
supervision than that which is 
carried out at present. Unfor­
tunately there is no particular 
official directly responsible for 
inaugerating a system which 
would apply to every part of the 
country, and seeing that it 
functions, and in consequence, 
what is everybody’s business is 
nobody’s business.

Capt. Wto. Doyle of the schr. In­
spiration arrived this morning from 
Liverpool by S.S. Digby. He brought 
hie ore*- with the exception of mate 
Noseworthy, who Is ill in hospital at 
Liverpool with httn. tt will be 
numbered that Capt. Doyle and Me 
crew were reeened on Nov. 4th, by 
the Royal Mall steamer Cardingshlre 
after their vessel had been dismasted 
The Ifisplratloe left Pernembuee m 
Sept, list la ballast far this part and 
«eeordiag to 6»pt, Beyle, made a 
good passage uatll October 17th, wbea 
at * a.m, In let, <1N„ leag, 61W,, they 
eaeetMtwed a torrifle lightning etorfn 
with rain and a heavy eea- A flash 
of lightning hit the foremast, split It 
Ip three pieces and carried away the 
main topmast and glbboon. When the 
foremast gave way It blocked up the 
mizaen and main rigging. Work of 
clearing the wreckage waa begun, but 
It had not proceeded far when the 
turnbuckle in the mteeen rigging 
gave way, and the mizzen mast broke 
off at the deck, and going over the 
side carried the main mast head 
with it. It took four hours of hard 
work to cut away the tangled mass 
of wire ropes and rigging. There was 
very little wind when the lightning 
storm broke over the vessel, but af­
ter daylight It Increased it» force un­
til it blew a hurricane. Two days 
were spent in putting up rig­
ging and stays to the stump of the 
main mast and setting up jury sails. 
When this wag completed the captain 
decided to put back to Barbados, as 
it was impossible to make this coast 
with such a fragment of canvas. 
In the meantime the vessel was being 
driven before a W.N.W. gale. On Wed-^ 
nesday and Thursday, 29th and 30th, 
light winds with heavy sea prevailed 
and little progress south was made. 
On Saturday Capt. Doyle spoke S.S, 
City of Aukland, and asked to be re­
ported to the owners, Messrs. Jamse 
Baird, Ltd. On Sunday a heavy breeze 
from the N.W. sprung up and con­
tinued all Monday, so that the vessel 
had to heave-to. During the night the 
rudder braces were carried away. The 
rudder going through the case 
smashed it badly, with the result that 
the ship began to take In water tons 
at a time so that work at the pumps 
availed nothing. When daylight broke 
distress signals were sent up, and at 
7 a m. on the 24th In, L*t. 38.60 N. 
Long. 42 W., the S.S. Cardingshlre, 
Capt. Faulkner, hove In sight. Getting 
as near as possible the steamer 
launched a lifeboat containing eight 
sailors in charge of Chief Officer 
Avern. The rescuers had a most diffi­
cult time in reaching the sinking ves­
sel, and before they accomplished the 
task there was over two feet of water 
in their boat. At 8.30 a.m. the Inspira­
tion was abandoned, and two hours 
afterwards all were safe on board the 
Cardingshlre bound to Liverpool. 
They arrived there on Nov. 11th, and 
were taken to the Sailors’ Home, 
where they remained until Joining S. 
S. Digby. Capt. Doyle speaks highly 
of the treatment he and his men re­
ceived from the captain, crew and 
passengers of the Cardingshlre, and 
the officials at the Sailors’ Home, 
Liverpool. Capt. Doyle lost all hie 
clothing and nautical Instruments, and 
the crew likewise suffered the loss of 
all their belongings In the wreck. The 
report in some of the English news­
papers that the Inspiration was short 
of provisions is absolutely false, and 
according to the captain when the 
vessel was abandoned there was 
enough food on board to last for 80 
days.

FAVORS BRITISH POLICY IN 
EGYPT.

Great Britain's ultimatum to Egypt 
cannot be rightiy judged if it is in­
terpreted as a mere demand for re­
paration for the murder of a British 
general. Sir' Lee Stack was the Sirdar 
of the Egyptian A TONIC !YOU NENEW LINES JUST OPENED army as well as 
Governor-General of the Sudan, un­
der the Britlsh-Egyptian condo­
minium. The Egyptian Government 
undoubtedly deplores his assassination 
—a useless and terribly expensive 
crime in its view—and is ready to pay 
the money indemnity demanded. 
Were this personal indemnification 
the only thing involved the incident 
could easily be closed. But the Bald­
win Government has apparently de­
cided to utilize the occasion to preci­
pitate a settlement of questions with 
Cairo which were pending before the 
murder and are only collaterally con­
nected with It. V

Egypt has become more aggres­
sively nationalistic from year to year. 
The grant of independence did not 
promote co-operation. It stiffened 
the native demand for complete sov­
ereignty. The two countries are allied 
in name, but the spirit of an alliance 
is lacking. Great Britain, with an eye 
on the future and sensing the past 
economic possibilities of the Sudan 
and the vital need of maintaining 
communications with India, has come 
to doubt the wisdom of the policy 
which abolished the protectorate and 
set up an ostensibly independent na­
tion.

Great Britain has the right to 
hasten a settlement of the questions 
left open by the Treaty. She has the 
power to force a solution in conform­
ity with her own interests. In deal­
ing with Egypt her temper will be 
strictly nationalistic. Yet those who 
would have it otherwise should re­
member that she is in Egypt as a pro­
tector of all foreign interests and 
that whatever case against the pre­
sent brusque intervention Egypt may 
have rests upon an act of generosity 
a couple of years ago which the Lon­
don Government has since had many 
reasons to regret.—New York Herald- 
Tribune (Republican.)

So far as my conversation with 
Zaghlul Pasha turned on the question 
of the Sudan, I must adhere to the 
statements I made on the subject in 
the House of Commons. About that 
neither in Egypt nor in the Sudan 
should there be any doubt. It there 
is it will only lead to trouble.

In the meantime, the duty of pre­
serving order in the Sudan rests in 
fact upon his Majesty’s Government, 
and they will take every step neces­
sary for this purpose. • •

Prof. Pictet of Geneva, Switzerland, j 
world-famed expert in refrigeration, i 
recently put two dozen fresh-water 
fish into a deep tray containing water j 
nearly at the freezing point. This tem- j 
perature was maintained foiv.24 hours, | 
and the water was slowly frozen 
Into a solid cake of ice • encasing the 
fish. The block was kept in a freezing 
apparatus for two or three months at 
4 deg. Fi below zero and then very 
slowly and carefully allowed to thaw'. 
The fish revived and swam about In’ 
the restored water. Repeated experi­
ments have shown that the aforemen­
tioned temperature is the lowest at 
which the life of fresh-water can be 
sustained, although some other 
creatures can survive much lower 
temperatures.

Division* had been selected for 
the honor of putting Canada's finish­
ing touch to her participation In the 
war by eceupylng for a time the 
Bridgeheads of Cologne and 
The Armistice bad found the 
"at rest" In the vicinity of Valencien­
nes and tt was only a matter of a few 
hours following the close of hostili­
ties when they were ordered to pre­
pare for the long and arduous march 
to Cologne—a distance of nearly 160 
utiles. The move forward began al­
most immediately, and on Nov. 18 the 
outposts of the 3rd Canadian Division, 
a few miles east of Mons, were passed 
and the Canadian Army of Occupa­
tion entered upon its final stage of 
activity. The retiring Germans, in 
accordance with the terms of the Ar­
mistice, were withdrawing seven days 
ahead of the Canadian advance.

The earlier days of the march were 
replete with features that revealed in 
their pathos the tragic effects of war. 
The roads were thronged with re­
turning refugees. Old men and wom­
en, leathern skinned and wrinkled, 
trudged wearily back to their homes, 
pushing wheelbarrows or perambula­
tors that held all their household 
properties. A table, perhaps^ a rick­
ety chair or two, a few broken orna­
ments and a bundle "of clothes com­
prised their belongings. Some wag­
ons drawn by amazingly-matched 
teams—à donkey hitched with dogs, 
or a starved-looking horse harnessed 
In company with a cow—and laden 
with domestic effects, announced the 
return of the peasants. The usually 
numerous family, each member bowed 
under a load, stumbled along beside 
the cart.

But the. §ifht that affected the 
troops a-gréât deal more and at the 
same time eet a keen edge on their 
anger was that of scores of British 
soldiers, ex-prisoners of war, limp­
ing painfully back, many of them not 
yet recovered from their wounds, un­
shaven, unkempt, ragged and famish­
ed. The majority had been in the 
hands of the enemy only a compara­
tively -short time,. at the roogt since 
the disaster of March, 1918. At the 
Armistice the Germans had freed 
those who had been “caged” a short 
distance in rear of their lines. The 
men literally had to beat their way 
and sickness had overtaken many. It 
was not uncommon to locate ex-pris­
oners lying ill in civilian homes, tend­
ed by the kindly inhabitants. Their 
stories, recited with much bitterness, 
told of prisoners forced to work with­
in range of the British artillery, of 
starvation rations, of utter indiffer­
ence to the sick and wounded, of bad 
faith and Ill-treatment.

The route of the march traversed 
the “cockput of Europe," battlefields 
that told the story of Marlborough 
and Wellington, of Napoleon and his 
marshals, along perhaps that same 
road where Gruchy*s cavalry had rid­
den in fruitless pursuit of Blucher’s 
defeated Prussians after Ligny on the 
eve of Waterloo.

“It means,” says Raymond 
t Pearl, “that the number of potentially 
r different ‘blood-lines’ concentrated In 

a given individual Is fewer If the In-
- dividual is Inbred than If he Is not.” 
i Professor W. K. Brooks studied the 
■ ancestry of the people of a small Is­

land off America. Taking three 4n-
- dividuals who were not near «reia- 
5 lives at all, he found that of the 
r maximum number of 1,146 ancestors 
" they might theoretically have had In 
’ seven and one-half generations, the

names of 452 of them, or nearly half,
1 were recorded. But these 452 named 

ancestors were not 452 distinct per- 
I sons, but only 149.
! He says: “Few of us know even the 
. names of all the living descendants of 

each of our sixty-four ancestors of the 
sixth generation; and, so far as our 
own choice is concerned, marriage 
with one of them may be an accident.

The New View.
If we grant that there is consider- 

| able inbreeding in any old, well- 
established community, and that, not 
knowing even the names of the des­
cendants of each of our sixty-four an­
cestors of the sixth generation back, 
we may well marry a relative without 
suspecting the relationship, our nèxt 
question is as to the results of such 
chance matings with unknown re­
latives.

Recently a number of experiments 
j have been reported by various lnves- 
( tigators on the effects of Inbreeding. 

The older view that inbreeding is in­
jurious is being rapidly replaced 
by another. In the light of the newer 
experimental work it seems to be 
clearly established that Inbreeding is 
not injurious merely by reason of the 
blood relationship Involved.

Kept In the Background.
The only Injury proceeding from 

inbreeding comes from the Inheritance 
received (write East and Jones, In 
“Inbreeding and Outbreeding," quoted 
by Mr. F. B. Hanson, writing on the 

..subject in 'The Journal of Heredity').
If undesirable characters are shown 
after inbreeding, It le only because 
they already existed In the stock and 
were able to perilst for generations 
under the protection of more favour- ' 
able characters which dominated them 
and kept them from eight. Thq power­
ful hand of natural selection was thus j 
stayed until Inbreeding, tore aside the 
mask and |the unfavourable charac­
ters were shown In all their weak­
ness, to stand or fall on their own 
merits.
