IGNATION.

HALIFAX, July IS.
Hon. E. H. Armstrong, Premier of 

Nova Scotia, from his bed In the Vic­
toria General Hospital, sent a letter 
to-day to the Lieutenant Governor of 
Nova Scotia resigning bis premiership 
and the Liberal administration of the 
Province, In accordance with the 
wishes of the people who returned 
forty Conservatives and only three 
Liberate in the provincial elections 
held June 25. Following receipt of the 
resignation, which was borne to Gov- 
ernfent House by Hon. W. J. O’Hearn, 
Attorney General, and Hon. A. S. Mac­
Millan. Minister of Works and Mines, 
Lieutenant Governor Douglas visited 
Premier Armstrong’s bedside for a 
conference, after which he summoned 
Hon. E. N. Rhodes, leader of the vic­
torious party, to Government House. 
It is anticipated that Hon. Mr. Rhodes 
will bfe asked to form a government, 
and that he will present a slate of 
cabinet ministers to-morrow morning. 
The Liberal party had ruled in Nova 
Scotia for 43 years, and Hon. Mr. 
Armstrong had been Premier since he 
succeeded Hon. G. H. Murray in 1923. 
Only one of Mr. Armstrong’s support­
ers in the last House was returned in 
the elections just held, Hon. William 
Chisholm, Minister of Works and 
Mines.

MINERS WON’T ACCEPT.
SCARBOROUGH, Eng., July 15.

The Mine Workers’ Federation to­
day unanimously adopted resolutions 
refusing to accept the Government's 
court of inquiry into the mining dis­
pute and refusing the coal mine own­
ers’ proposal for negotiations until 
the latter withdraw the notice ter­
minating the present working agree­
ment.

N.S.W. OPPOSED TO BORROWING 
IN U.S.A.

SYDNEY, July 15.
The Government of New South 

Wales has refused to join the Aus­
tralian Commonwealth in the suggest­
ed loan issue to be floated in the 
United States. Premier and Treasurer, 
J. T. Lang, expressed the view that it 
would he time to consider New York 
when he found London definitely 
closed to him.

SCOTT MUST HANG.
SPRINGFIELD, July 15.

Governor Small to-day refused to 
commute the death sentence of Russel 
T. Scott, formerly a prominent Cana­
dian financier, who will be hanged 
next Friday for the murder of Joseph 
Maurer, a Chicago drug clerk.

SERIOUS FLOODS IN KOREA.
TOKIO, July 15.

Despatches to the Japanese news­
papers agree that the floods reported 
in South and Central Korea are more 
serious than usual. A number of per­
sons have been drowned.

KRIM PREPARING TO STRIKE.
FEZ, July 15.

Abd-el-Krim, Rifflan chief, is strain­
ing every resource in preparation to 
strike a blow against the French be­
fore the Franco-Spanish co-operation, 
arranged for at the Madrid Confer­
ence, becomes effective. All informa­
tion gathered by the French Intel­
ligence Service tends to bear out this 
assertion. The Riffians’ propaganda is 
especially active and appears to be 
meeting with success, notably among 
the Tsouls and Branes in the Taza 
region, of which tribes further por­
tions have gone over to Abd-el-Krif. 
Intermittent fighting continues all 
along the line. Although of a minor 
character, it is extremely wearying 
upotr the' trodps, who are suffering 
from heat and strain of constant vig­
ilance.

public the benefit of reasonable com­
petition."

Cocoa beans, not roasted, crushed 
or ground, are given a preference of 
21.50 per hundred pounds, as against 
12 general tariff. Raw lime juice, con­
centrated, not refined, 15 cents per 
gallon preference; fresh limes free; 
arrowroot free; cocoabuts free if they 
come by ship direct to Canadian por$ 
—otherwise they have a preference of 
50 cents per hundred; grapefruit “if 
imported direct by ship,” preference 
$1 per hundred pounds ; "grapefruit, 
N.O.P., if not imported by ship direct, 
a preference of 50 cents per hundred 
pounds”; preferences of $2 per gallon 
and 60 cents per gallon on rum of 
specified standards; onions admitted 
free against a general tariff of 30c. per 
pound. Green coffee free as against 
a general tariff of two cents per 
pound. Green coffee free as against 
a general tariff of three cents per 
pound. Ginger and spices, unground, 
free. Nutmegs and mace, whole or 
unground, free. Pineapples in airtight 
cans or packages, half a cent per 
pound. Angostura bitters, 25 per 
proof gallon. Marine sponges free.

The agreement states “the customs 
tariff of Canada shall provide that 
sugar above number 16 Dutch stand­
ard in color when imported by a re­
cognized sugar refiner, for refining 
purposes only, upon evidence satis­
factory to the minister of customs 
shall not be subject to these duties, 
i.e„ the duties on sugar over number 
16 Dutch standard, specified in item 
134 of the Canadian tariff, provided 
that sugar as defined under item 134 
shall receive a preference of not less 
than 25 per cent of the duty charged 
on foreign sugar.”

Preference to Canada.
Jamaica, the Bahamas and British 

Honduras grant to Canada:
(1) On flour a preference of two 

shillings per barrel of 196 pounds.
(2) A preference of not less than 50 

per cent on butter, cheese, lard, con­
densed milk, meats of all kinds, fish, 
apples and potatoes.

Barbados, Trinidad and British 
Guiana grant to Canada the following 
preferences: Two shillings per barrel 
of 196 lbs. on flour, apples 50 cents 
per barrel; beef, salted and pickled, 
$1.50 per barrel of 200 lbs.; boards, 
planks, shingles and lath a preference 
of not’less than two-thirds per cent. ; 
boots and shoes preference of not less 
than two-thirds per cent.; fish, can­
ned, preserved, dried, salted, 
smoked or pickled, an ad valorem pre­
ference of not less than 66 2-3 per 
cent. Lard $1.50 per hundred pounds; 
condensed milk one shillings per case 
of 48 lbs.; pork, salted or pickled 
$1.50 per^barrel of 200 pounds. Brit­
ish Guiana grants a preference of not 
less than four cents a gallon on gaso­
line and kerosene when refined from 
crude oil produced in British terri­
tory.

The Leeward and Windward Islands 
undertake to use their best endeavor^ 
to have granted similar preferences to 
those granted by the Barbados, Trini­
dad and British Guiana,

All colonies except the Bahamas 
and the Bermudas grant the following 
preferences : On brandy, gin, rum, 
whisky, if tested, a preference of not 
less than two shillings and sixpence 
per gallon of the strength of proof. 
Spirits, perfumed if not tested, a pre­
ference of not less than two shillings 
and sixpence per liquid gallon. Wine, 
beer and ale a preference of not less 
than 20 per cent.

Indies Agreement

MUTUAL TARIFF PREFERENCES j 
ARE FEATURE OF PACT.

for two steamship services. First a 
fortnightly freight, passenger and mail 
service from Canadian ocean ports all 
the year round, calling each way at 
Bermuda, St. Kitts, Nevis, Antigua, 
Montserrat, Dominica, St. Lucia, Bar­
bados, St. Vincent, Granada, Tobago, 
Trinidad, and Demerara.

The vessels in this service are to be 
from 6,000 to 6,000 tons, capable of a 
speed of not less than 12 knots, and 

j providing accommodation for 100 first 
] class, 30 second class, and 100 steer- 
1 age passengers, and with a cold stor­
age accommodation of not less than 
10,000 cubic feet. In addition to the 
foregoing Canada will provide a fort­
nightly freight service with, vessels 
of about 4,300 tons, and a speed of 10 
knots from Canada river ports in 
summer and ocean ports in winter, 
calling at St. Kitts, Antigua, Barba­
dos, Trinidad and Demerara. All 
freight rates are to be subject to the 
control of the Canadian Government. 
Towards this service the Barbados, 
Bermuda, British Guiana, Leeward Is­
lands, Trinidad and Windward Is­
lands will contribute £29,000 an­
nually.

Provide Mail Service.
Second, the Government of Canada 

also undertakes to provide fortnightly

The agreement, which is sub­
ject to the ratification, of the Parlia­
ment of Canada, the Colonial Office 
and the governments of the other 
contracting parties, is 'for a period of 
twelve years, amd will come into ef­
fect upon proclamation.

Canada undertthe agreement extends 
-3triff preferences on bananas, cocoa, 
4flans, lime juice,, limes, arrowroot, 
jocoanuts, grapefruit, rum, onions, 
cocoa butter, green, coffee, ginger and 
spices, nutmeg, pineapple, sugar, ma­
rine sponges, angostura bitters. All 
gpods other than- tobacco, cigars, 
cigarettes--&nd spirituous or alcoholic 
liquors, being produced - or manufact­
ured in any of the .colonise mentioned, 
when imported to Canada shall not at 
any time subject to a tariff more 
than 50 per cent of’the duties impos­
ed on similar goods’ under the general 
tariff of Canada. .

Jamaica, tiie Bahamas, British Hon­
duras, Barbados, Trinidad and British 
Guiana give Canada preferences on 
flour, buffer ciieeee, lard, condensed 
milk, meats of all kinds, fish, apples, 
and potatoes, boots, cement, prepared 
cocoa, confectionery cordage.

Medical Association
Convention

(Concluded.)
The pathology of preventive medi­

cine opens a tar larger Held than of 
curative medicine. Consider one point 
alone. While the Great War was on 
we had an opportunity to take a 
physical census of our population, and 
We found only one man In three fit 
for general service. Of the enormous 
number of rejections, over 200,000 in 
Canada alone, 90 per cent, were unlit 
because of disabilities which should 
have been discovered and could have 
been remedied In childhood.

The relation of the doctor to the 
public Is much more complex to-day 
than ever before. The public are de­
manding more from the profession. 
They are supporting hospitals, san- 

i atorla, cl Inly. • district, school and 
health nursing services, and kindred 

} operations to an extent difficult to 
: realize. So much is the public con­
tributing to the cost of all this health 
work, it Is rather surprising we have 
not heard more of State Medicine.

Several years ago Sir Arthur News- 
holfe published an article entitled: 
“The increasing Socialization of Medi­
cine,’’ which In its concluding para- 
graps undertakes to summarize the 
obligations of the profession in this 
ever enlarging field of preventive 
medicine. I cannot do better than to 
quote him freely. He says: “It is. I" 
think, clear that the State will year 
by year take an increasing hand in 
medical matters. It Is useless, even If 
it were desired, to attempt to oppose 
the Inevitable and the eminently de­
sirable trend towards vastly increased 
utilization by the state of medical 
science In the Interests of humanity. 
It Is for physicians to guide the course 
#f events and to insure that no plant 
is sown which will afterwards need 
to be uprooted: that no development 
is permitted which will hinder the ful­
filment of our Ideal. Personal hygiene 
forms a rapidly increasing part of 
public health work; hence It is indis­
pensable that all forms of public 
medical service shall be linked up 
with the public health service and 
controlled locally and Centrally in 
accordance with this. This may im­
ply, and in England it does imply— 
the urgent need of reform and re­
construction of local as well as of 
central public health administration; 
but to attempt to separate medical 
from public health provision is to re­
peat the blunders which, despite 
skilled advice to the contrary, have 
been made on two great historic oc­
casions.

A complete service, adequate to the 
needs of the community, cannot be 
secured by a session’s legislation. It 
must grow as the result of stefcdy 
advance. The motto in growth might 
well be, "First things first." What 
are the medical services which are 
provided too sparsley at the present 
time and for which the masses of the 
population cannot afford individually 
to pay, except possibly to a fractional 
extent? There can be no doubt as to 
the answer. What Is the most urgently 
needed Is the provision of hospital 
beds, for every patient who can be 
more satisfactorily treated In hospital 
than at home. Next to this comes the 
provision of gratuitous medical ser­
vices, (e.g., maternity and Infant con­
sultations, eye, throat, ear, skin or 
venereal disease, tuberculosis, X-Ray 
Departments) preferably linked 
around a hospital, where patients can 
be sent by private practitioners for 
an expert opinion, or in certain cases 
may present themselves Independent­
ly. And as Important as either of 
the preceding desiderata. Is the pro­
vision of a complete nursing service, 
on which each private practitioner 
can call for assistance as required, 
payment, if any Is exacted, being on 
the easiest possible conditions, and 
not made compulsory.

Then he concludes,—There Is need­
ed a reconstruction of the training of 
each medical student, which will 
make preventive medicine In its 
widest sense an integral part of his 
training, and will ensure that before 
he begins practice he has definite in­
struction in the application of the 
whole of his knowledge to prevent­
ive purposes. The past conception 
by the public Imthe relation of medi­
cal men to the community—apart 
from the special cue of medical of­
ficers—has been mistaken. The doc­
tor has been regarded as a help when 
serious or acute Incapacitating ill­
ness occurs, but he has hut seldom 
had the opportunity of giving advice 
in the earliest and more controllable 
stages of tilness. His training has 
been conducted on the assumption 
that his chief role should l»e on pre­
sent lines, with the result that most 
medical practitioners enter into prac­
tice with a too scanty knowledge of 
hygiene and preventative medicine, 
and have to learn slowly and In be­
lated experience the influence of en­
vironment on the health of their pat­
ients. The teaching of medicine should 
be much more largely physiological 
and hygienic than at present, and 
such subjects 'as food values, the hy­
giene of infancy and childbirth, the 
physiology of breast feeding, and the 
influence of environment on the health 
of their future patients should be the 
subject of careful training—especial­
ly In regard to housing, feeding, cloth 
ing, and conditions of wort*. Were 
this done, the ldpal condition, in which 

*1 each medical practitioner becomes a 
medical officer of health In the range

of his own practice, would approach 
realization.

Many medical practitioners already 
fulfil this ideal. It would ottener be 
realized were It not for the exces- 
elpe work which many are obliged to 
undertake. In the early history of 
public health In England; poor law 
medical officers, attending the Impov­
erished In their dwellings end fam­
iliar with their home conditions, be­
came part time medical officers of 
health. But thi attempt to combine 
prevention and treatment proved un­
successful, because these officers vis­
ited only a small proportion of the 
dwellings of the poor, because they 
were not trained In preventive work, 
and because the good seed of preven­
tive work wap choked by the increas­
ing demands of lucrative private prac­
tice. In connection with the future of 
general medical service, curative as 
well as preventive. It Is not beyond 
the range of human Ingenuity to pro­
vide schemes tor district medical of 
fleers (health and clinical) adequate­
ly trained In public health work, and 
linked up closely with the hospital 
and dispensary unit tor their area.

This will cost moneys but i sound 
health Is onr greatest personal and 
national asset, and disease ts always 
more expensive than health. "Who 
winds up days with toll, and nights 
with sleep" had “the forehand and 
vantage of the King,” if the latter suf­
fers in body and mind. The real 
wealth of a nation does not consist 
In its money, In the volume of Its 
trade, or in the extent of Its domin­
ion. These are only valuable in so 
far a* the help to maintain a popu­
lation—and not only a portion of it 
—of the right quality; men, women 
and children possessing bodily vigor, 
alert mind, firm character, courage 
and self control. This idea can never 
be realized unless and until the medi­
cal men of the future train themselves 
for and devote themselves to their es­
sential share in its fulfilment, and 
while keeping this ideal In view see 
to it that every step taken is one 
which will be consistent with the com 
plete scheme of the future.”

To accomplish these Ideals to the 
greatest posible extent, constitutes, In 
my mind,—"The Ethics of Medical Or­
ganization."

Forty Bodies Taken 
From Ruins of Once 

Gay Dancing Resort
DEBRIS REVEALS STRANGE STOR­

IES, AS SEARCHERS FIND VIC- 
TIMS OF DISASTER—MARRIED 
MAN FOUND IN DEAD ARMS OF 
ANOTHER WOMAN—GIRL’S PA- 
THETIC FATE—POLICE SHOOT 
LOOTER—THE INVESTIGATION 
OF THE DISASTER BEGINS.

Boston, July 6.—The forty-fourth 
body was taken from the wreck of 
the Pickwlth Club, once gay night 
resort, at five-twenty this morning, 
just fifty hours after the throng of 
“Night before the'Fourth" revellers 
were flung down and buried with the 
collapse of the building.

All night long the search had gone 
forward. Under the concentrated 
glare of dozens of arc lamps an army 
of men had patiently brick by brick, 
stick after stick, worked their way 
down through the mass of debris, 
pausing now and again to lift an­
other unfortunate.

By this morning, they had found 
the bodies of nearly all who had 
been reported missing.-

The body of Miss Edith Cauley was 
brought out pitifully bruised. In 
her dress they found the money for 
which she smiled away the broad 
bandyings of the guests that she 
might realize her hope of marriage 
and a home.

Frank Tillo and Neddo Flanagan, 
who had won many local ring bat­
tles, were found. Inspector Benja­
min Alexander, of the Boston police, 
who had thought to add another ar­
rest to the several made at the club, 
died in the wreckage. Some of ' the 
bodies found were of persons paying 
their first visit to the club, others 
were those of habitues. Johnnie 
Scale# and John Duffey, for the last 
time had wandered singing between 
the tables while drinks were pressed 
upon them and silver showered on 
the dance floor.

The debris whispered a strange 
story. One man, his wife's picture 
In the pocket over his heart, was 
found in the dead arms of another 
woman. Once and again a work­
er picked up a bottle of spirits or 
whiskey unbroken by a force that 
wrecked so many lives.

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Suggestions tor Improving Our Industry
Our remarks on the fishing industry during the past week 

have dealt, not so much with the actual methods of catching, 
cleaning, curing and marketing the product, which is a matter 
for experts, as with the underlying principles and the extent to 
which they have been observed or disregarded.

The urgent need for action by which the industry can be 
placed on a firmer foundation has been stressed,, and our argu­
ments, we believe, have been substantiated by the evidence sub­
mitted of indifference, lack of initiative, and objectionable prac­
tices.

In order to stimulate the interest of the producer, we have 
constantly been told that the Government should give a far 
greater measure of assistance to the industry. To the enquiry 
as to what form the assistance should take, the answer in most 
cases has been, “Give the fishermen a bounty.” Having always 
been sceptical as to the professed merits of the bounty system, 
we have given the matter some consideration and admit frankly 
that our view has not changed. An excellent bait to catch votes, 
an expedient employed by a Government unwilling to face or in­
capable of dealing with the real difficulties of the problem, the 
bonus system mainly results in giving financial aid to the indi­
vidual with one hand and taking it back with interest with the 
other. It robs Peter to pay Paul where the person concerned is 
both Peter and Paul. It lends itself too easily to abuses ; it tends 
to kill initiative ; it" is really nothing more than a stimulant, and 
It only relieves the burden of one section by adding to thé burden 
»f another. In one case only should it be resorted to, and that is 
in a case of emergency. It was tried in the fisheries around the 
English coast and abandoned, and, we understand, within a short 
time it will cease to be paid by the French Government.

We are under no misapprehension as to the use that will be 
made sooner or lafcer of our remarks in this connection. Political­
ly it may be unwise to utter them; it may not even be tactful, 
but, as may already have been observed, in dealing with the prob­
lem of our industry, we have not taken into account individual or 
party considerations, but have attempted solely to consider it as 
a national one to which the efforts of all must be directed if a 
solution is to be found.

Feasible suggestions have from time to time appeared in the 
Press whereby public funds might be expended to advantage in 
connection with the fisheries. Norway has made the study of the 
fisheries a part of her educational system. So should we. Cana­
da has her biological station which is engaged in marine research 
work, and schools have been established to provide instruction 
on all matters pertaining to the industry. The public funds of 
the Colony might be expended in this direction with little fear 
of their being diverted from the main object. Again, the ne­
cessity for bait depots has frequently been emphasized, but un­
fortunately without having the desired effect. „

Apart from the efforts made by a few individual firms to 
introduce new methods in the handling of our staple products, 
little or nothing has been done to improve upon the system 
which has operated for centuries. Instead of virility there is 
stagnation. Instead of progress in recent years there has been 
retrogression. Trace the history of any industry abroad and 
we find it marked bjr methods introduced to increase output, to 
improve quality, to facilitate handling, to practice economy; 
and in order to effect these improvements the latest scientific 
knowledge has been applied. In some instances the substitu­
tion of machinery for manual labour has been for a time strenu­
ously resisted by the workman, but in due course he has discov­
ered that the change has not only lightened his labour, but has 
resulted in increasing employment. In order to bring about 
these desirable changes the sympathy and practical support of 
the Government are essential.

Since the first of these articles on the fisheries appeared 
we have been privileged to examine the plans of an interesting 
salting and drying device for which a patent has been ap­
plied by Messrs. Smeaton and Churchill of this city. Those ex- 
perienced in the fish business, to whom thé plans have been sub­
mitted, are most favourably impressed with the invention, and 
if it turns out to be as great a success as they predict, it may 
prove a decisive factor in overcoming many of our present diffi­
culties. We congratulate these gentlemen on their ingenuity 
and enterprise and trust that they will receive every encourage­
ment to test its value.

Already certain artificial driers have proven conclusively 
the feasibility of the method, and no doubt experience will teach 
how they.can be improved upon. If their use became general, 
the quality of the cure would no longer be dependent upon weath­
er conditions ; the fishing season could be considerably extended ; 
the frequent delay between the time of catching and curing, the 
fish would not occur; the carelessness in curing, in the anxiety 
to get back to the fishing grounds wouM cease ; the fisherman’s 
work would be on a cash basis, and inconsequence the supply 
system would become to a great extent unnecessary, and by the 
establishment of these centralized depots, a standardised cure 
would be assured.

In concluding these articles on our fishing inudustries by 
suggesting certain lines along which action both by private in­
dividuals and the Government appears possible, we should like to 
explain that our one idea is to focus public attention on our 
greatest source of natural wealth, to lead others who know far 
more about the subject to express their seasoned views, and 
above all to make it clear that not by a long way has the whole 
field of development of .the industry been explored.

Let us turn such talents as we possess to «their full account 
by showing greater faith in them. Wealth there is in abun­
dance in our waters, but it requires all our energy and all our 
enterprise if we are to secure it. In this way only can we stabi­
lize the industry and improve the living conditions of our toilers.

Yesterday’s Meeting of 
the Medical Association

At yesterday’s meeting ot the New­
foundland Medical Association, the 
subject dealt with was Tuberculosis, 
which, both from a public and profes­
sional standpoint, Is a matter ot par­
amount Importance In connection with 
the health of this country.

An address on “early diagnosis Pul­
monary Tuberculosis’’ delivered by 
Dr. E. E. Miller, Superintendent of the 

'Kentvllle Sanltorium, who is recognis­
ed as an eminent authority on the dis­
ease throughout the whole of America. 
During the course ot his address 
tables ot statistics were submitted to 
illustrate the prevalence ' of tuber­
culosis In the Canadian provinces and 
in Newfoundland, and a demonstration 
was given by means ot X-Ray platee 
showing the disease In Us various 
stages.

The lecturer dealt fully with the 
methods to be followed In making an 
early diagnosis, and also explained In 
detail the treatment followed both In 
the Sanltorium and outside.

After the conclusion of the ad­
dress a general discussion took place, 
and the questions addressed to the lec­
turer were fully Indicative of the in­
tense interest with which his remarks 
had been followed, and of the high 
opinion In which his views on the 
matter were held. ,

Not orily the members of the medical 
profession but the whole country are 
under a great obligation to Dr. Miller 
for his visit and for the valuable In­
formation that he has given on this 
subject. We trust that the address 
will be available for publication In full 
In to-morrow's Issue of the Telegram.

The report, 
which covers a period ot May up to the 
end ot June, gives a total of 139,243 
qtls of fish exclusive ot Labrador. 
The statistics are condensed from 
cable reports confirmed by letter sent 
in at the end of the month by inspect­
ors appointed tor the purpose. Each 
inspector in addition to collecting 
statistics, police the lobster grounds 
and keep a look out for violations of 
the cod, salmon and herring fishery 
laws.

CARDINAL BEGIN DYING.
QUEBEC, July 16.

Completely paralyzed from his 
head to his feet on the right side ot 
his body and almost unable to speak, 
Cardinal Begin, the Roman Catholic 
Primate ot all Canada, is dying in 
the Archiépiscopal Palace here to­
night. Stricken with uremia on 
Sunday last, the 86-year-old Prelate 
is aided only by his sturdy pioneer 
constitution In his fight for life. 
The meagre reports ot his condition 
given ont at the Palace, stated at 
noon today that his Condition was 
very serious, and to-night that he 
was a tittle worse. It Is not expect­
ed that he will survive the week, and 
the prayers of the faithful through­
out Canada and the United States 
have been asked on hls behalf. His 
Eminence was In good health and 
was active In the duties ot his office 
until Sunday list, when he journey­
ed to St. Nazaire Co bless a corner 
stone. Returning to hls Palace In 
the afternoon he collapsed.

LABRADOR MOSQUITOES MAKE
WAR ON MACMILLAN’S CREW.

HALIFAX, N.S., July 16.
The crew ot the Bowdoln, one of 

Commander Donald MacMillan's Arc-4 
tic exploration vessels now beached 
at Hopedale, Labrador, to have a 
new .propeller attached, have been 
kept busy fighting mosquitoes, and 
spend their spare time swimming in 
water of a temperature of 62 de- 
degrees and playing baseball with 
the Eskimos. According to an ac­
count of their trip picked up here 
to-night by local radio fan, the des- 
spatch said some of the crew slung 
themselves high up in the masts to 
sleep free from the mosquitoes. 
Work was progressing on the vessel 
and the crew was reported all well.

BIFFIAN MENACE GROWING.
TETUAN, Morocco, July 15.

Despatches from the French zone 
tell of several attempts by the Reb­
el Tribesmen to break through the 
newly established land blockade. The 
attacks revealed the presence among 
the rebels of Fichtla Tribesmen who 
heretofore have been considered neu­
tral. Newspapers- published In the 
Protectorate are ot the opinion that 
the . rebellion Is growing. They state 
the fact that the French forces are 
limited to defensive tactics, and 
counsel a rapid offensive to stop the 
Rifflan menace and to put an end 
to the political activities of the Riffl- 
ane, who are trying to bring about 
defections among the tribesmen.

COUNTS MOO,000 PEOPLE.

* Ward, Board Recent unofficial estimates of the 
population of Greater London have 
put the flgures at about $8,600,600. 
The London telephone area covers 
735 Square miles, and the_ metropo­
litan police district <91 square miles 
and both ere said to be growing 
rapidly. The distances across Lon­
don, from various sections of the 
greater city, vary from 20 to 30 miles.

Sir Kingsley Wood, M.P., speaking 
recently qn the housing question, an­
nounced that the total number of 
houses authorized at the beginning 
of 1924 aggregated 198,808, and of 
these 52,109 had already been com­
pleted.

Speaking at Derby Mr. J. H. Thomas 
M.P., political secretary of the Nation­
al itnlon of Railwaymen, said:

Either a lockout or a strike In onr 
■present economic position would be 
absolutely disastrous to the future of 
the country, and God knows what the 
end- of It would be.

I believe that It Is the duly not only 
of the eoal owners and the miners but 
the Government as well to realize the 
gravity of the situation and not talk in 
a spirit of desperation, as if there has 
got to be a fight to the bitter end.

The bad position, not only of the 
coal but also of the steel trade, has 
fpund its reflex in the railway returns, 
and It is no good to run away from 
facts. Those of us whose duty It Is to 
*atch these returns cannot be other 

! than disturbed by the, tremendous vol- 
I ume of decrease in railway traffic dur­
ing the past twelve months.

The railway companies have taken 
the unprecedented step of inviting all 
the men’s representatives- to meet 
them In conference to have a free and 
full talk and to put all the cards on 
the table.

I think It Is the best thing that the 
companies could have done.

I Intend, as my executive intends, to 
go Into that conference to-morrow 
with a genuine and single-minded de­
sire to face the facts. If the industry 
is to be pulled round, and If we are to 
save the situation, It Is not going to be 
done at the expense of one section at 
'the bottom while forgetting, the other 
section at the top. It will have to be 
gone into by everyone making their 
contributions.

This is not the time for panic. It Is 
not the time to pass resolutions and 
say unless this or that is done we are 
going to have a strike, or for the em­
ployers to say that they are going to 
have a; lock-out. This is the time 
when cool heads and calm Judgment 
must be brought to bear.

There are about 12,000 Britons, a 
great, number of whom are Scotsmen,

1 lu various communities throughout 
China. Without them the Govern­
ment, trade, or industry of the ycoun- 

! try could not endure.
Unofficially, the Central and Pro­

vincial Governments are glad to seek 
advice from British diplomatic and 
consular officials.
'There are large concentrations of 

British In Hong-kong, Shanghai, Ti­
entsin, and Peking, who are fairly 
well equipped to look after them­
selves.

In Canton, Swatow, Foochow, Am­
oy, Hankow, and at the Yangtse 
River ports there are smaller groups 
who are not so fortunately situated.

Britons are also scattered, some­
times siyghr and sometimes with their 
women-folk and children, throughout 

> the interior of a vast country.
Banking and Commerce.

The docks and wharves of the 
great Treaty ports employ 200 Brit­
ons as supervisors, harbourmaster*, 
and In other capaeltlee to handle the 
merchandise of the 700 British firms 
established In China.

In every considerable town there 
are branches of British banking firms. 
All of these employ British managers 
and clerks.

There are also several Englishmen 
employed by the English newspapers 
published In China.

Revenue from the maritime Cus­
toms, the salt tas, and the "llklp," 
or Internal Customs, Is controlled by 
an International board, whose In­

spector-General and many of whose 
other officials are British. By the 
nature of their work these men are 
compelled to live often In the most 
inaccessible and lonely stations.

Expert Engineers.
The great coalfields, as yet almost 

l untapped, are largely managed by 
British mining experts and engineers. 
The railways that carry their produce 
to ports and distributing centres have 
been built with the help of British 
brains and capital.

The ports were unsuitable for han- 
I tiling modern shipping and the har- 
' hours were undredged and neglbcted 

until such bodies as the Yangste 
Conservancy Board were established 
at the suggestion of the British 
Chambers of Commerce.

Under thé direction of Mr. F. Palm­
er the channel was made safe tor 
navigation, and it Is now Central 
China’s great highway of commerce.

Life in a British concession Is pleas­
ant enough. There are fine buildings 
and broad metalled roads, roomy 
bungalows for the married folk and 
comfortable messes or "chummeries,” 
where halt a dozen bachelors club 
together to keep house. Every set­
tlement, however; small, has a club 
as the hub of its social life, and 
perhaps a sports club as well. ,

Consular Corps.
The scattered Consular Corps dis­

tributed from Harbin to Yunnan, and 
the minor officials who help them, 
are less to be envied. In the vari­
ous Treaty Port concessions there 
are municipalities with their ser­
vices ranking from the chairman of 
council to thé humble but most es­
sential constable.

Hong-kong has the essential ele­
ments of a complete British admin­
istration.

British experts are employed by 
many Chinese enterprises in Shang­
hai, which has long been known as 
the Manchester of the East

There are venturesome young men 
with the gift of tongues (for China 
has many dialects) who venture far 
into the inhospitable interior to sell 
machinery, piece goods, oil, cigar­
ettes, sewing-machines, thread, soap, 
and the like. Life for them is full of 
hazard.

Then there are the navigators and 
engineers of the coasting and river 
boats, who live a hard life and never 
know when It may be their turn to 
encounter pirates.

Enemy Discovered

In the Argentine Republic locusts 
or grasshoppers, are so persistent a 
pest that the Government Includes a 
special department for coping with 
their migrations. The most practi­
cable method of giving battle to the 
locuete consists of driving them into 
sunken traps, where they are burn­
ed. Recently a natural enemy of the 
locust was found, a true insect which 
pursuee them on the wing, deposit­
ing her eggs within the bodies of the 
swarming migrants.

We may call It w^at w# llke-^a 

sixth or seventh sense, or give It any 
scientific ngme—but the t%ft remdiu* 
that birds arq able to Perform teats 
that to brnngn beings are impossible. 
Birds have, tor instance, a most mar­
vellous sense of direction. This cannot 
be put down to giemory, for youns 
birds reared go strfdgpt to the same 
African baunts to which their parents 
want weeks before them. But It Is as 
weather prophets that birds excel. 
Last autumn I told many of my telenda 
that we were going to have a mild 
winter. Lapwings gare ms the infor­
mation. For several days last October 
vast flocks of lanwlmts flew over my 
home going north. They should, ac­
cording to all the rules of birdland, 
have been going south, tor our Eng­
lish lapwings winter in the south of 
France and Spain. The birds by some 
wonderful sense knew that they could 
safely travel to feeding grounds In this 
country without being frozen out.

A friend of mine possessed a tame 
raven, in fnany respects almost hu­
man. It was tbe raven's general rule to 
sleep In a porch on the south-west side 
of the house. Twice In two years it 
changed Its sleeping quarters to the 
north side. On each occasion terrific 
gales from the south-west came on 
hours after the bird went to roost 
How did It know?

I have known a wood In the sum­
mer to be filled with the songs of 
birds. Suddenly the songs ceased, and 
I knew from experience that's thunder 
storm would soon be raging.

Swsllows, martini, and swifts will 
tells us without fall whether the fol­
lowing day will be fine. If they are 
flying high, say five hundred to a 
thousand feet above the ground, we 
can look forward to a whole week of 
sunshine; If the birds are about fifty 
feet high, the outlook Is doubtful. But 
It they skim a few feet above the 
ground there will certainly be rain on 
the morrow.

flow IS THEA World Coming Back
In an Impressive article on "What 

Europe Thinks," quotes an unnamed 
English "editor” as follows:

"We thirsted for governments which 
asked us no tax or service of citizen­
ship ; we wanted a magic International 
formula which would allow every one 
to dance all day and prevent all con­
flict. We insisted on a paper plan of 
the world which would make the least 
fit man as fit as the fittest. We flew in 
face of man’s nature and we defied 
God. We preached freedom and got 
license; we gave In a requisition for 
pay without labor, happiness without 
virtue, public welfare without con­
tribution, rights without obligations, 
decency without clothing, social re­
lationship without standards, Justice 
without lews, liberty and securlt” 
without authority."

This Englishman, says the "Well 
Street Journal," was speaking of 
Europe, hut are In no position to 
make a moral umbrella of the fall­
ings of our neighbors. We were 
swamped a few years ago with talk 
qj "Ideals." This quotation describes 
the Ideals, for It shows how men ex­
pected an outside agency, called gov­
ernment, and even International gov­
ernment, to take over individual re­
sponsibility.

So long as man Is a moral agent 
with a soul to be damned or saved 
he will always come back to the Ideals 
which have stood the test of time, 
which stand long after the man who 
glve^ his life for them is forgotten.

A signed column In one of the New 
York ..morning papers speaks of the 
“deadly arts.” Such an art Is de­

This commentator, naively show­
ing that he himself Is no artist, In 
the highest sense of the word, places 
"editorial writing” as the first of the 
seven deadly arts.

It Is not difficult to see from the 
English editor's words, some sort of 
an indictment of mass production, 
not only of things but of "regulatory” 
laws. The remedy Is In the older 
and better ideals—those we seem to 
have forgotten. At the risk of seem­
ing old-fashioned It may be pointed 
out that every substitute for the 
Phristlan religion has tailed.

He also swore that no­
body on the Herbert Green gave him 
any liquor other than the 6 cases. He 
did not bring ashore a bottle of Am­
bassador Whiskey, but ' remembered 
having two or three drinks of the 
same stuff on that night, on one oc­
casion he had a drink In the ship’s 
cabin when Wilson was paid his bill 
He also swore that he did not have 
Ambassador whiskey on the schooner 
Orleans, and had no other liquor from 
the Herbert Green than the five cases. 
He did not give Officer Wilson a drink 
of Ambassador's whiskey on board the 
Orleans at 9 p.m., or any other time 
Saturday night". Wilson boarded the 
Orleans In company with Green Sun­
day morning to make a search of the 
vessel.

Witness told Super-cargo Ryan he 
did not want whiskey for nothing. He 
asked Ryan how much he owed him, 
hut received the reply to get out of 
the way, or words to that effect. The 
captain told him he expected to pay 
tor It. After witness had left the Her­
bert Green after conversation with 
Super-cargo Ryan, he passed Kendrick 

i on the dock, but returned a moment 
later, when Kendrick Joined him to go 

! aboard the Orleans. The witness could 
could not remember whether he had 
invited Kendrick along or not. Wil­
son remained on the Furness wharf. 
Capt. Bryne stated he did not know 
what Customs Officers were in charge 
of the Herbert Green on Saturday, 
but remembered Wilson was In 
charge that night. He could not swear 
that Kendrick told him two officers 
were in charge. Witness could not 
remember telling anybody he got the 
liquor on the southslde, or at the dry 
dock premises after the police had 
made the seizure, neither did he deny 
to anyone that he had got the liquor 
on board the Herbert Green.

Guy Sheers, sworn and examined— 
Witness remembered Saturday night 
July 4th, when he made a friendly 
visit or Capt Bryne of the Orleans 
about nine o’clock.

Byrne asked witness it he was ac­
quainted with Kendrick to which he 
replied "No.” After being Introduced 
the captain stated that Kendrick was 
going to fix him up on board the Her­
bert Green.

Witness hurried off to 
the store before It closed. This was 
about ten o’clock. Witness secured 
$100 and proceeded directly to the 
Orleans. Capt. Bryne was then alone, 
Kendrick having left the vessel short­
ly after witness left. Witness was 
gone no longer than fifteen minutes, 
and as far as he knew Kendrick was 
on board when he left to get the 
money.
