The Credit Valley Railway.

On Monday morning & party of gentle-
men started from Toronto in carriages,
on a tour for the inspection of the work
that has been so far completed on this
railway, The party comprised Hon,
Attorney-General Mowat, an invited
guest, Geo. Laidlaw, President of the
Road, the Directors, and several promi-
rent business men from the Queen City,

Starting from Toronto the road runs
parallel, at varying distances, with Dun-
das Btreet, passing through Lambton
Mills at the Humber, thence to Cooke-
ville, and on to Streetsville. Here the
road runs both northward and westward,
the original design having been to build
© nerrow gauge road along the valley of
the Credit river. This plan, however,
has given way to a more extensive one,
and the narrow gauge has been aban-
doned for the regulation gauge of 4 feet
84 inches.

The vond which was originally
designed to follow the valley of the
Credit River starts from Streetsville,
and on its northward route passes
through  Meadowvale, Churchville,
Brampton, Edmonton, Campbell’s Cross,
Cheltenham, Boston, Forks of the Credit,
Churche’'s Falls and Alton, making its
terminus at Orangeville. At Churche’s
Falls & branch runs westward “from this
track,passing tho stations of Erin Village, |
Hillsbury, Gara Donglas, F«‘rgui,J
and Elora, which is tha terminns.
