Indeed, from all outward appearauee,
there is mot a cloud om the European
diplomatic horizon, and consequently it
is not surprising that the French peo-
ple are unable to account for the Ger-
man . Emperor’s  manifestations of 1il
bumor with France, otherwise than
that he is displeased at the renewal of
{rielndly relations with England gnd
taly.

Important as was Alexieff’s achieve
ment at Port Arthur in repulsing the
-Japanese attempt to bottle the place, it
is dwarfed by the details of the fighting
on the Yaln, showing the severe, losses
suffered by the Russians, who have
demoved S00 wounded alone to Femg-
‘wangchen, while it is estimated that
the Japauese loss is between 3,000 and
4,000. If this statement of the Japa-
nese loss is correct the Russian authori-
ties say that General Sassulitch must
‘be - given  credit for carryimg out that
part of his orders, to make the cross-
mg of the Yalu .as costly as possible
to the enemy.

Unfortunately ‘Sassulitch  had oaly
10,000 men, of which 2,000 men were
unabie to partieipate in the fighting, as
they were occupying Antusng, and. Ku-
roki, appreciating - the inability of his
oppgnent to bring up reserves, threw
his weighty foree upen the points se-
lected for attack.

The Japanese had from 33,000 to 40,-

men, besides the greater quantity
of guns, many of them being of heavier
calibre than those of the Russians, thus
outnumbering the actually engaged by
more than 5 to 1.

The Japanese succeeded in flanking
two Russian battalions on both sides
and enveloping them in the rear. e
Russian  bands. were playing martial
airs, and it is to be added with a priest
holding aloft a cross charged amd the
Japanese halted before them, ~after
which they succeded in reaching the
supports.
