London, June 22—In the House of Com­
mons to-day Mr. Gladstone stated the al­
terations the Government had decided to 
make in the financial clauses of the Irieh 
Home Rulp bill.

No change in managing or collecting the 
existing taxes would be made. The Irish 
Parliament would be empowered to estab­
lish new taxes.

He thinks 
that anyone taking a walk Sunday after­
noon through the thickly populated parts 
of the city where the working class reside 
would soon become a convert to the idea.

On the shady side of all the streets can, 
be found the workmah ami his family sit­
ting out on the step in the vain hope of 
being able to get the benefit of a wiff of 
fresh air at intervals.

The children, hot and uncomfortable, 
dressed in their best bib and tucker, have 
to content themselves with sitting on the 
step also, as in these eeotipns of the city 
contact with what little gross there ia means 
contamination of the Sunday suits.

If street cars were running, Mr. Chamber» 
is positive that the parks would be crowded 
on Sundays. He knows of thousands of 
»or people, who, although they have

Henry Clarke, a plasterer, of 385 Ham* 
burg-avenue, in this city, committed suicide 
at Humber Bay yesterday looming by 
placing his head on the G.T.R. tracks half 
a dozen feet east of the new iron bridge. 

About 9.40 o’clock the engineer of A 
special freight approaching Swansea sta­
tion observed a man standing near the 
abutment. The man had a revol­
ver in his hand and filed two 
shots straight across 
He stooped down and placed his neck across 
the south rail. The train had by this time 
come within a few yards of the man, who 
made no attempt to shift hie position, and 
was run down. When the train arrived at 
Swansea Agent Harry Lorimer was notified. 
Section Foreman Martin Cuff, Constable 
Gibson and others proceeded to the 
scene of the suicide, where a hor­
rible sight presented itself. The 

had been completely decapitated 
the head, which was frightfully crushed, 
lying between the rails, and the trunk on 
the outside. The right hand and arm were 
also crushed. A short distance from 
the head lay a whisky bottle two-thirds 
filled with liquor. The revolver, which the 
engineer had seen in his possession, was 
also close by. The wheels had passed over 
the weapon, smashing the handle.

The body was removed on # 
stretcher to Purse’s Hotel, where late last 
evening it was recognized by Mrs. Clarke 
as the body of her husband.

Deceased left home at 6 o’clock yesterday 
morning, taking the revolver with" him. He 
probably intended shooting himself, but 
after discharging the two shots in the air 
changed his mind and threw himself in 
front of the train.

Clarke was 44 years of age and had no 
children. The body will be handed over to 
t(ie widow.

selves, as Canada, ^nd no country whose banking 
law to. taken as a Whole, as good. But, to return 
to Australia, the effect of all this was an enorm­
ous lending by the banks on lanus and mines and 
fixed properties, this not being confined to one 
city or locality, but extending to every locality 
and to the whole population. This was very bad 
banking, as we know from former experience in 
Canada- Along with this came Inevitably an 
enormous increase of spending on imported 
goods, immense extensions of mercantile credit, 
and lines of banking accommodation, and also of 
prodigious and rapid development in building 
and improvements of all kinds, both private and 
public.

There never was in the world, apparently, such 
a wealthy end prosperous community ae tilled 
the Australian colonies a few years ego. But 
the foundation wae not solid. Winnipeg and 
Manitoba were exactly to the same condition 10 
years ago. nod from the same cause, viz., that 
cotocidently with the expenditure of immense 
sums of borrowed money on public enterprises 
there were enormous turns of money taken from 
outside the province and deposited in tanka 
The very tune features were common to both, 
vis., n prodigiout rite to values, vast increase of 
wages. Incomes, profits and luxurious expendi­
ture, large numbers of people rolling in wealth, 
and a general belief that this was the natural con­
dition of things, and would go on forever, follow­
ed by a turn of the tide, difficulty In realizing 
property, heavy fell in values, enormous loetee 
to the lenders of money, end finally an nil but 
universal breakdown of credit and business. In 
the case ot Manitoba, It there had been establish­
ed to the province at that time local banka nnd 
local loan companies, every one of them wduld 
have failed. As It was, every bank and loan 
company that did business there, ourselves in­
cluded, made heavy losses. In Australia the 
loan companies were the first to feel the reaction,
They also had been borrowing money freely in 
England nnd Scotland, and lending It on Inflated 
values. These concerns became embarrassed or 
bankrupt one after another tor a year or two,
■nd then the turn of the tanks came. These 
banks were mostly large institutions with • 
heavy capital and ample reserves. Yet they went 
down one after another, the failure of one In­
creasing the dietr’uet to others, until at lest there 
were only three left; these three having been dis­
tinguished for their caution end prudence to the 
midst of abounding folly ana excitement. *

I need not remind you that the state of things 
above described has no parallel in C 
conclusions with regard to Canadian credit can 
be drawn from this Australian experience. The 
Dominion Government has not been on the Eng­
lish market as a borrower for yeara The large 
expenditures on the Pacific Railroad construc­
tion were finished many years ago.There has been 
no general Inflation in real estate, and any threat­
ening symptoms to particular localities ha 
aided And aa to our own Provincial Govern­
ment’ ns I note further on, the tendency to Im­
prudent borrowing has been entirely stopped, 
ana an equalization established between income 
and ex,enditure. My judgment is, that despite 
certain unfavorable features to business which 
cannot but press themselves on the attention of 
tankers, there is much quiet nnd solid prosperity 
to Canada at present. X

GOSSIP PROM CHICAGO.
R. Cochran received the following despatch 

from Kennett, Hopkins & Oo. to-day:
Chicago. June 22.—Wheat—some specialists 

were buying July and selling September, and 
this started the scalpers to buying July, causing 
a sharp rally, In which outside markets sympa­
thized but feebly. There waa no news of im­
portance, and the advance was brought about 
solely by the scalping element, which is inclined 
to be bullish on the price. Armour has been a 
heavy seller here of July wheat, and is reported 
to have bought about 500,000 in Duluth. Thiet 
wheat is better than ours and 3*c cheaper. 
Chicago prices are sd high relatively that our 
stocks are not likely to be reduced much, and 
we shall doubtless have over 18,000,000 here when 
the new crop begins to pour in. Expert de­
mand is light and foreign markets are generally 
weak and lower. Corn and oate are depressed 
by the flue weather and favorable crop pros­
pects. Western men are generally bearish on 
corn and -say it is a sale.

Provisions heavy. Nobody wants product at 
these prices, except for immediate consumption 
and that demand is light. The foreign demand is 

abroad flat.
