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minds that the cause of a great many 
disasters and luined homes is owing 
to lack of concord between husband 
and wife in the management of fam­
ily concerns. We could mention a 
score of women whose husbands 
have failed in business or died insol­
vent, who did not have any idea of 
the state of his financial affairs, until 
the cruel blow came which turned 
them out to wrestle with poverty for 
the remainder of their life’s day. 
Then oftener than otherwise, the 
world would say, “It was her extra­
vagance that ruined him.” Such an 
astute judge of things is the world.

Lambton and Western Ontario's 
exodus to the West is decreasing. 
“Stay in Ontario” is appealing more 
and more to the public. Advantages 
of Ontario are becoming manifest 
as never before and the result has 
been the gradual dropping off of the 
western trek till the present exodus 
from this section of Canada to the 
western prairies is just half of what 
it was a year ago. Railroad ticket 
sales—the thermometer that actually 
guages the immigration to the west 
are less by half, from Western 
Ontario to the west, than what they 
were a year ago. This 50 per cent, 
reduction taken in conjunction with 
the large number of Western Ontario 
people who have returned from the 
West, is regarded as a criterion that 
Western Ontario is coming to its 
own.

What has the public school sys­
tem done for the boys who at this 
season of the year always start look­
ing for their first job ? Do these 
boys write a good hand, do they 
spell with reasonable accuracy ' and 
cipher with reasonable speed ? Have 
the boys been taught the value of a 
bright face, a willing manner, a 
kindly but not necessarily servile 
presence ? If the public schools 
have taught the boys to read, write 
and spell, to be courteous in speech 
and kindly in manner, they have 
given the recipients of such teaching 
a great advantage over the uncouth,

over one hundred thousand dollars 
was spent last year in improving 
cheese factories and creameries.

O. A. C. No. 21 barley, developed 
at the College from Mandscheuri, is 
now taking practically all the prizes 
in competitions, and O. A. C. No. 71 
oats, which is now being further ex­
perimented with, promises to dupli­
cate the success of O. A. C. No. 21 
barley.

In treatments for loose smut in 
oats and stinking smut in wheat it 
was found the greatest yield per acre 
was produced from grain which was 
immersed in a solution made by add- 
ing'one pint of formalin to 42 gallons 
of water for a period of twenty min­
utes.

Through its Fruit Branch the De­
partment is teaching orchard owners 
how "to prune their trees properly, 
and showing the farmer that the 
apple orchard is a valuable part of 
the farm if properly cared for. 
Thirty-four demonstration orchards 
were conducted.

Important results have been se­
cured by members of -the Ontario 
Agricultural College staff with alfalfa, 
showing that it is essential to grow a 
hardy strain in Ontario, and one of 
the best is the Ontario varigated 
alfalfa which originated in Haldi- 
mand county.

Under the direction of the Agricul­
tural Societies Branch of the Ontario 
Department of Agriculture, 153 so­
cieties held field crop competitions,

Agricultural Societies

The following is some of the infor­
mation contained in the report of 
Hon. Jas. S. Duff, Ontario Minister 
of Agriculture, which has just been 
issued.

Dawson’s golden staff, the most 
extensive variety of winter wheat 
grown in Ontario, bas given the high­
est yield per acre of the fourteen 
varieties grown at the College in the 
last seventeen years.

Of the 492 hoys taking the general 
course at the College, 356 were from 
Ontario, 70 from other Provinces of 
the Dominion, 66 from 17 other 
countries, including 22 from England 
and 17 from the United States.

In 1912 a total of 17,212 acres in 
the Province was surveyed for tile 
drains and 2,278 miles of dram laid, 
while 70 demonstrations were under 
the auspices of the Department to 
show the possibilities of drainage.

Through its staff of thirty-four in­
structors the Department has im­
proved the standard of dairying, and

COTTAGE CHEESE.
How It May Be Easily and Quickly 

Made In the Home.
When one uuderslitmls the |«w*ilitll- 

ties of sour milk ou the furm. where It 
may be used iu satisfying ,|M,unity, 
the secret of umuy healthful aud ap­
petizing dishes will be solved. In the 
form of “cottage cheese” many deli­
cious desserts and side diahrâ will 
give a pleasing variety to the daily bill 
of fare.

Plain cottage cheese "without the 
trimmings” is well worth considering. 
It may also be made to serve as the 
foundation for various other dishes. 
To serve it at its best there are two 
points to keep in mind. The sour milk, 
or “clabber,” should never be allowed 
to reach boiling point in separating 
the curd from the whey, and care in 
draining the curd is equally impor­
tant

When the sour milk first forms a 
smooth “clabber” and before it has 
had time to separate is the best time 
for starting the cheese. Set the pan

on the stove and let is simply "come 
to a scald,” but do not on any account 
allow it to reach boiling point or the 
cheese will be tough and bard.

At the first sign of scalding, when 
the curd and whey begin to separate, 
pour the cheese in a bag and hang it 
away to drain without squeezing the 
bag.

Careful draining is very important 
When allowed to drain too long it will 
toughen, and when the bag is squeezed 
to hasten the process the cheese will 
lose its lightness and creaminess.

The best plan for draining is to sus­
pend the bag over a bar. When made 
in large quantities for marketing the 
big draining bag may be suspended 
from a broom handle laid across two 
chair backs, with a big bowl or pan 
on the floor to catch the drippings. 
As soon as the whey has drained off 
and while the cheese is still soft and 
creamy turn it from the bag, beat it 
up with a little sweet cream or milk, 
season with salt to taste, and it is 
then ready for serving as plain cottage 
cheese.

With the addition of a variety of 
flavorings it may be served ih^raany 
appetizing ways. When mixed with 
sweet custard it gives the bulk to vari­
ous pies and cheese cake desserts. In 
almost any form it is one of the most 
healthful of food product^.

Snug White Skirts.
The softest materials are being used 

for white underskirts. The overskirts 
are so narrow that the white skirt of 
necessity must be as sheer as possible.

The more expensive skirts are slash- 
ed to a depth of six inches in the 
flounce to assure ease in walking. 
Beading is used to head the flounces, 
which are being worn this season. 
Beading, too, is worn to edge the skirt 
itself.

One and three-quarter yards is the 
width for the fashionable skirt, but 
they are also being made two yards 
wide.

New materials, such as Oxford cloth 
and cotton rep, are used, and in addi­
tion soft finished piques.

When these cotton goods are used it 
is advisable not to use under flounces. 
Buttonhole scalloping and fancy hem­
stitching make admirable edgings for 
these skirts.

The Trajectory of a Thing.
The trajectory of a thing is the 

path of a bullet or anything else 
passing through the air from the gun 
to the place where it strikes.

In shooting 
at an object near at hand you aim 
point blhnk, because the bullet prac­
tically reaches the target before it 
falls at all, but when you fire at a dis­
tant object you must aim above it, 
so that the bullet may have room to 
fall and yet hit the object. The 
desire of every marksman is to get a 
trajectory as fiat, as possible, so that 
the bullet shall Have no jjeed of fall­
ing very far. A flat trajectory is ob­
tained by increasing the speed of the 
bullets, by diminishing their size and 
increasing the powder charge.

WHERE QUALITY AND VALUE MEET

Agricultural Statistics
Ottawa, July 11.—A bulletin issued 

to-day by the Census Department gives 
some interesting and illuminative statis­
tics with regard to the progress of Agri­
culture in Ontario during the decade 
from 1901 to 1911. It is significant that 
the total Agricultural population of the 
Province shows an actual decrease during 
the decade, although the value of agricul­
tural products, notably in feed grains and 
in live stock and dairy products, shows a 
large increase. The immense ^possibili­
ties for further agricultural development 
in the Province is shown by the fact that, 
exclusive of the 141,000,000 acres of the 
new district of Patricia, only 15\ per cent, 
of the total land area of the province, or 
21,933,700 acres out of 166,951,636, is 
occupied for agricultural purposes.

The rural population of the Province at 
the date of the census was 1,194,785, a 
decrease of 52,184 during the decade, and 
of 100,238 since 1891.

During the ten years from 1901 to 1911 
the area of occupied land increased by 
2.73 per cent., while the number of farm 
holdings decreased by 10,861. This lat­
ter decrease has occurred wholly in the 
case of the smaller holdings. Most of 
those were usually contiguous to cities 
and have been cut up into building lots. 
The average size of farm holdings at the 

1 date of the census was 98.25 acres, as 
against 95.25 acres in 1901.

Story of ■ Locomotive

The weather man made every effort

in more or less copious quantities during 
the early hours of the morning and up to 
about nine o’clock this forenoon. Then 
the clouds gradually disappeared and 
Old Sol came forth in all his old-time 
glory, bringing fine weather and happi­
ness to our citizens and thousands of vis­
iting Orangemen and others.

The morning was spent by the mem­
bers of the local Orange lodges in receiv­
ing brethren from outside districts, and 
fife and drum bands were much in evi­
dence, as well as the- local Boy Scouts 
bugle band. The streets were crowded 
with people, and the colors of the Orange 
Society were everywhere to be seen. 
The occasion is the 223rd anniversary of 
the Battle ot the Boyne, and the celebra­
tion of to-day was a fitting one in every 
respect. The attendance was not as 
large as anticipated, but what was lack­
ing in numbers was made up in enthusi­
asm by the brethren, and those who 
accompanied them. The members of the 
order gathered at the market square 
shortly after one o’clock in the afternoon, 
and prepared for the church parade, 
which was composed of visiting Orange­
men from • many places in Ontario and 
the State of Michigan. Past County 
Master Jas. Cox was field master for the 
day and performed these duties to the 
satisfaction of all concerned. The parade 
formed at the market square and then 
proceeded on the following line of march: 
Christina street, south to Wellington, 
west to Front, north from Front to 
George, east to Christina, and north to 
Bay view Park, where the celebration 
proper was held.

The procession was one of the ^largest 
Orange parades ever witnessed in Sarnia.

Death of W. A. Hone
On Wednesday evening, July 9th, 

Petrolea lost one of its most highly 
respected citizens in the person of Wil­
liam A. Hone, who passed away after a 
three years battle with diabetes. Though 
Mr. Hone had been in failing health for 
some time, his death came as a shock to 
his friends, as he had been up and around 
as usual until a couple of days before the 
end.

The Post Office Department have is­
sued instructions to close Widder Post 
Office. Widder was one of the very 
early postoffices esta blished in W estera. 
Ontario. It was established in the late 
40’s, over 65 years ago. Mail reached it 
by courier to and from Wisbeach on the 
Sarnia gravel. The courier met the Lon- 
don-Sarnia stage at Wisbeach and deliv- 
ered mail at Arkona and Widder. A few 
years afterwards the route was extended 
to Sylvan, then called “Proctor’s Mills."* 
The late Wm. Randall, familiarly known 
as “His Majesty,” from which place he 
carried mail for over 50 years, was the 
first courier from Sylvan. He started 
from Sylvan, called at Widder, then 
Arkona, and delivered his bag to the 
post office at Wisbeach. No doubt by 
the extension of the rural mail delivery 
system, both Wisbeach and Sylvan wilt 
be closed and their existence then wilt- 
only be a memory, soon to be forgotten. 
Widder was named after Mr. Widder,, 
one of the land surveyors of the Canada 
Company, who helped to lay out the 
farms in what was then called the Huron 
district.—Standard.

Agricultural Course in High 
Schools

In connection with the course for high . 
school science teachers, the Education 
Department has announced its intention 
of authorizing a course ot study in agri­
culture for the high schools and collegi­
ate institutes before they open next 
September, the examinations in which 
may be taken as bonus options for 
entrance to the normal schools and the- 
faculties of education. All institutes are 
to be provided with suitable plots of" 
ground, where experiments and demon­
strations may be carried on. Plots wMl 
be allotted to the various students, and 
the kind of farming carried on in the - 
locality will determine the nature of 
their work.

Annual special grants of $100 will be- 
paid to high school or collegiate institute 
boards taking up this work, and of $75- 
each to qualified teachers engaging in 
it. It is provided that, until a teacher- 
is qualified, the county representative of 
the Department of Agriculture may con­
duct the course.
