Judge Benedict last woek very prompt-
ly and justly granted the motion for a
new trial in the case of Capt. Blocomb, of
the Northern Light. We have often differ-
ed with the learncd judge, but we have
had reasen many times to commend his
acts ; none more than in the present ju-
stance ; for we think that Capt, Slocomb
can prove, on & new trinl, that his treat.
ment of the fellow Slater was not as harsh
ns it should have been ; and, moreover, if
we are correctly informed, the Captain did
pot have an opportunity to properly prt
his side of the story before the jury or ths
public, We say the public, for the ressor
that his case was prejud.e! by the pres
before his tiial, and public opinion wa
pointed in an outrag against
him, and the jury partook of this feelirg

ly, war, to a greater or less degree; biased,
nothwithstanding the charge of the learn-
ed judge, We hold that it is cruel, un.
just and unmanly for public prints to assail
anyone as Capt. SBlocomb was assailed,
The newspapers actually hounded him so
unfairly that his liberty wag in seridus
danger, before the formal charges were laid
at hix door. We have beard men whose
standing is unquestioned, and who are
familiar with things of the sea, say openly
that Captain Slocomb failed in his duty
when he neglected to allow Slater to carry
his desperate threats and acts one step
further than be did, and then shoot bim
down as they think he deserved, and thus
rid the sea of 8 dangerous character. As
we understand the case, all that Capt Slo-
comb desires is a full hearing,and to ine
duce testimony that was debarred at the
first tridl. He feels confident that his acts
will be justified, and that he will no longer
be forced to bear the odium of being an in-
bumao brute, capable of torturinga fellow-
being, as was charged against him. Who
among men living on shore would tolerate
such acts as were committed by a man like
Slater, and especially when srurrounded by
all that was dear to him in life, as any
man's family is, or would take the chances
of having his home wrecked and ruined by
an outlaw and tramp?

matters worse, He said: ‘ Stick to me
men, and I will stick to you.’

When the captain found that this man
was no sailor and told him so, he replied :
« Youare a liar” What captain or man
would not strike another for such an in-
sult. The captain slapped bim on the
face with & ruie which be held in his Land
at the time,

The man was disrated and told to take
the boatswain's quartess, He went instead

the sailor, The law imposes a pcnalty of
not more than five years’ imprisonmnent or
a fine not exceeding $1,000. I have re-
ceived from eeveral gentlemen, shipping
merchants of this city, a petition in your
behalf. They say they have known you
for many years and know you to be a hu-
maue man. They petition that sentenve
in your case should be suspended, but in
that regard 1 am not able to agree with
them. These gentlemen speak in the
highest terms of your character. 1 have
also received areport from the Shipping
Commissioner, who says that he had never
heard of yon abusing any of your sailors,
and he gives an excellent report as to
your character.

The ex-
treme fine is $1,000, but I learn that you
are a poor man and could not pay that
amounnt. In the exercise of my best judg.
ment, T shall sentence youn to pay the fine
of $500 and stand committed uutil paid.’

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— ¢ Give your boys a trade,” has
almost bacome & trite ‘expression
anong the journals of the day. The
reason is not far to seek—the profes
sions and - mercantile callings have
become crowded. An advertisement
for a clerk in a c¢ity newspaper will
secure hundreds of applicants ; but let
a master mechanic advertise for a comx
petent workman, and the result is far
different. Really good, tborough mecha
nics are not men who go begging - for
situations. While we endorse the prin
ciple of giving a boy a trade, we would
say further~see that he becomes mas+
terof it. If a boy goes to learn 'a
trade, and he has not sense or ambi
tion enough to master all its details, he
should be compelled to, if possible, and
il not possible, let bim be taken away
and given employment suited to his
ability. There are far too many incom-
petent mechanics in the country.

The old apprenticeship system bad
drawbacks undoubtedly, at the same
time, it had one merit not to be under-
rated, and that was, after the appren~
tice was out of his time, his right to
the name of a journeyman was some-
thing more than a mere compliment.
Under the present system boys. think
they know as much as their masters
almost before they get beyond the pri-
mary steps of their trade. Under the
old system, an employee could afford
to let a boy try experiments, stand
around and ask questions of his better
informed comrades, take a long time
over vhat was,to him, a new job, &o.,and
thus give him a cbnce to obtain a more
varied knowledge of his trade than be
could otherwise. 'The employer could
allow this, as the boy’s time was of
small value to him, and cost him pro
portionately. < In many cases he was
paid to teach the boy his trade. Now-
a-days a boy must have wages as soon
as he goes to work, and as soon as he
begins to be of some use, more pay is
wanted, dnd his almost absolute free~
dom makes him independent in his
own mind of his master, and at the
leasl disagreement he is' ready to “go
to the States”” or somewhere else to
seek another situation. His services
being paid for fully in proportion to
his usefulness, his master cannot afford
to let him dally, but must make him
work, and work at that portion of the
srade which will result in the most
profit to the shop.

The outcome of this system is, in a
Iarge majority of cases, unless the boy
is particularly shrewd and desirous to
learn, an indifferent workman. Anos
ther reason why there are s0 many
mechanics who are not thorough mas-
ters of their business, is the confining
of men in large establishments to one
department of labor entirely. A boy of
ten goes into a large manufacturing con
cerd “ 10 learn the trade,”” and comes
out finally perhsps a master of one
branch of it, but would be of no more
use in the other departments than a
{ifth wheel would be to a coach. There
fore, we repeal again, give your boys a
good trade, bul see that they are put
where they can obtain what they go to
Jearn, and see that they do it. The
first few years’ wages of a boy learn-
ing a trade 15 of entirely secondary
importance. If he masters his busi-
ness he will never want for money as
long as he wishes to and can work.

The Scient{ﬁc American, than which
we have no better authority says : —

o Notwithstanding the present slack-
ness in business, there is a demaud for
skill'in the mechanic arts now,as there
usually is. - The proprietor of a manufac-
tory of machine tvols recently supplement-
ed 8 jeremaid on the dulluess of the times
by an ingniry for several first-class work-
wmen. In explahation he said be bad more
than he needed of the qoalities of ‘¢ main
strength and stupidity " in his establish-
ment, but still had room for cultivated
eyes and hands guided by jndgment ; in
short, skilled workioen were in demand.”

The Boston Commercial Bulletin also
says:

¢ Each ensuing day makes more pto-
winent the fact that we bave come upon
the time when the mechanic is master. We
have crowded professions and ill-filled
trades. A chance to fill the position of
a sub-assistant clerk in a wholesale bonse
is eagerly grasped at by a hundred appli-
vants, though the wages received be scarce-
1y more than a chance to Jearn the busi-
ness, Lel a master-workman try to obtain
an apprentice at three times the salary of-
fered the clerk and hisapplicants will be
poor alike in quality acd quantity. A

skilled workman in any trade pever need
want for hire ; he is eagerly sought after
by a bundred employers; he is indepen-
dent of the condition of the market; the
skill and cunning of bis hand and eye are
t0o valunble to lose, and must ve paid for
whether the products are slowly or rapidly
consmmmed. If business ceases, the master
hand is eagerly seized by some rival house,
whicl knows and values the productof his
#kill, He who would crush down the ob-

stacles to snccess in our own days must

have, as well as the whit to see the crevice,

the strength to deal the blow, This is an

age of the steam engine, and it is tbe engi-

neer, not the conductor who is master.”

— The United States Government
are endeavoring to secure reciprocity
with Canada in the matter of coal and
iron ore, and an association hasj been
formed in the United States to carry
the project forward., The meetings
that bave been held by the Association
are the objects of considerable interest,
and are attended by the most promi-
nent firms in the coal and iron business
in the republic. A ‘committee has al-
ready waited upon Sir Leonard Tilley
and the Hon. Mr. Bowell, Minister of
Customs, at Ottawa to bring about this
result. Our ministers are disposed to
treat in the matter if the United States
Government will add lumbfr‘and salt to
the list.

As regards coal the balance is in
favor of Canada, as it is well known
that the anthracite coal of the United
States is far superior to our coal for
many purposes. Canadian coal is ex-
ported in but small quantities to the
States. They do not require it except
in the New England States, and tbe
Prairie States and territories, where it
i8 cheaper to get our coal than from
the nearest mines in their own coun:
try. But all ovér the United States our
jron ore is needed for Bessemer steel.
‘I'hey do pot ship any of their own ore
bere, as their supply is limited, and
entirély - insufficient for their own
wants. - Large quantities are exported
from Spain and Africa, upon which
they pay a duty of 73 cents a ton, and

from us they exported during the year
23 N

ending the 30th of Juue, 44, 635 toms
of ore, paying into the Customs there-
tor $33,476.23.
During the year mentioned the
United States exported. inta Canada
1,562,601 tons of coal, on which the
duty for home consumption at 60 ots.
per ton on bituminous and 50 ots. on
anthracite amounted to $847,727. 1In
the same period Canada sent to the
other side only 302,803 tons of coal.

should buy coal cheaper for the treaty.
We hope it will be impossible for the
vetail dealers to bind us with “*a ring "'
that will prevent us from enjoying the
rebate of duty. Tbe policy of the
treaty is, in effect, consistent with
sound protectionist principlesas taught
by some schools. For, if there be any
such thing as raw material, coal and iron
ore would seem to come under that
head. If our authorities insist' on hav-
ing lumber and salt added to the list
there 1s no doubt they will be accom-
modated. In the event of such an ar«
rangement coming into effect we shall
feel like repeating a late warning given
in these columns concerning the false
thrift that would sell too rapidly
the forests of our country. The treaty

roposed is, in” our estimation, 8 wise
one for both countries in its immediate
and prospective results, It might give
to trade the impetus needed for spriog
activity, and would possibly be the en
tering wedge for a 'broader and more
advantageous reciprocal trade."

Whereas, The judgment of the Lords
of the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council, on the appeal of Hodge and
the Attorney-General of Ontario, sub-
sequently delivered, shows, contrary to
the said representations, that legisla
tion by the Dominion Parliament is not
necessary in “ order to prevent the ua-
restrained sale of intoxicating liquors,
and for that purpose to regulate the
granting of shop, saloon and tavern
licenses’ ; and

Whereas, It has been shown that the
said Act was brougnt into Parliament
and passed under a mistake ; and

Whereas, It is not desirable that the
Parlinment of Capada sbould attempt
to interfere with the constitutional
rights of the several Provinces to res
gulate the granting of such licenses,
which they have exercised ever since
Confederation, and which are now es-
tablished by the judgment of the Court
of last resort.

The Oldest Inhabitants.

WERE THE OHINESE IN AMERICA THREE
THOUSBAND YEARS AGo ?

What if antiquarians are able to
prove that the Chinese were the earli-
est settlers of this continent? That
from the loins of children of the
fl .wery kingdom are descended the
native tribes whom the white pioneers
found possessing the land ? This theory
has been often advanced. A few
weeks ago a party of miners who were
running a drilt in the bank on one of
the creeks i the mining distriot of
Cassiar made a remarkable find. . At a
depth of several feet the shovel of one
of the party raised about thirty of the
brass coins which have passed ocurrent
in China for many centuries. They
were strung on what appeared to be
an iron wire. This wire went to dust
a few minutes alter being exposed but
the coins appeared as bright and new
as when they first left the Celestial
mint. They have been brought to
Victoria and submitted to the inspeo~
tion of intelligent Chinamen, who
unite in pronouncing them to be up\
wards of 3,000 years old, They bear a
date about 1,200 years anterior to the
birth of Christ.” And now the question
arises, how the coins got to the place
where they were found. The miners
say there was no evidence of the
ground having been disturbed by man
before their picks and shovels penetrat.
ed it ; and the fact that the coins are
little worn goes to show that they were
not long in circulation before being
hidden or iost at Cassiar. Whether
they were the property of Chinese
mariners who were wrecked on the
north coast about three thousand years
ago and remained to people the conti-
nent, or whetber the Chinese mariners
who went to Cassiar seven or eight
years ago, deposited the ecollection
where it was found for the purpose of
establishing for their nation a prior
claim to the land, may never be
known. But the native tribes on
this coast resemble the Mongolian race
80 closely that one would not be sur-
prised at any time to hear of the dis-
covery of yet more startling' evidences
of the presence of Chinese on this coast
before the coming of the whites.

Close Shave.

The name of the * honest son of the
pick and shovel’” is John Quiney
Adams, and he hails from Western

A Moxster Tive Pigce.—The large
clock at the English House of Parlia-
ment is the largest one in the world.
The four dials in the clock are 32 feet
in diameter, Every half minute the
minute hand moves nearly seven
inches. The clock will go eight days
and a half, and will only strike for
seven and a half, thus indicating any
neglect in winding it up. The winding
up of striking apparatus takes two
hours. The pendulum is 15 feet long;
the wheels are cast iron; the hour bell
is eight feet high, and nine feet in
diameter, weighing nearly 15 tons, and
the hammer alone weighs more than
400 pounds. The clock satikes the
quarter hours, and by its striking the
short\hand reporter takes the place of
the old one, while the first retires to
write out the notes that he has taken
during the previous 15 minutes.

Do OxeN KNerL oN CaristvaAs Eve?
—In the southwest of England there is
a notion that oxen are to be found
kneeling in their stalls at midnight of
Christmas, as if in adoration of the
Nutivity ; an idea which Brand sup
poses to have originated from represen-
tations by early painters of the event
itself. That writer mentions a Cornish
peasant who told him (1790) of his hav-
ing with others watched oxen in their
stalls on the eve of the old Christmas
day. ‘At twelve o’'clock at night the
two oldest oxen fell upon their knees,
and, as he expressed it, in the idiom of
the country, made a moan like Christs
ian creatures.” To those who regard
the analogies of the human mind, an
anecdote related by Mr. Howison in
his ¢ Sketches of Upper Canada’ is full
of interest. He mentions meeting an
Indian at midnight, creeping along in
the stiliness of a beautiful Christmas
eve, The Indian made signals to him
to be silent ; and, when questioned as
to his reason, replied, * Me watch tosee
the deer kneel ; this is Christmas night,
and all the deer fall upon their knees
to the Great Spirit and look up.

A Novel Method

The following method of draining

land, although not a new cne by any

means, is well worthy of notice. An

expert well-borer sunk several teat

shafts in various parts of a farm, and

found that the underlying blue ground

was a tenacious blue clay, fourteen to

sixteen feet thick and almost perlectly

impervious. Beneath this was found a
siratum of white sand. The well~borer
and his macbine were placed in & wag-
gon, which by means of a long rope
was hauled to the deepest part of a
pond about an acre In extent. Here
he bored a well down to the sand, com.
pleting the operation before sunset of
the day when the work begsn. In 36
hours the water had disappeared, and
the well was dry. To make this short
perpendicular drain permanent, he had
it cleared of sediment, sunk the shaft
about two feet into ihe bed of the
sand, and filled it to the top with clean
coarse gravel from a creek bed. The
gravel was beaped about a foot high
above the shaft to strain the water pro-
perly that the shaft might not become
¢choked. - There are thousands of places
in the West, where, year aflter year,
farmers bave plowed around such wet
spots, giving them up to the possession
of rusheés and frogs. Yet, they ocould
be drained by a few hours’ work. A
large swamp lay lor years on the south-
ern edge of a village, a noisome bars
|rier to progress and a bone of conten-
tion in village and towaship politics,
To drain it a large ditch a mile or two
long would have been required; but
some one fortunately discovered that a
thin sheet of clay was all that kept the
waters from going down into a stratum
of gravel, ‘boulders and sand. The
wells were-sunk and the swamp thor-
oughly drained, at an almost nominal
cost, leaving a rich black soil which is
the most productive and valuable in all
that district. There may be thousands
of similar swamps, where two or three
days spent in sinking test shafts would
show a ready means for converting
sloughs or swampe into fields of won.
derful fertility.— Irish Farm.

‘What to do with Cuts or Wounds.

Farmers who live far from surgical
aid, and those who go off on hunting
and other excursions, are often at a loss
to know what to do when an accident
occurs. In many families some kind
of a liniment or application is kept
which is regarded as u universal reme-
dy, but it is often the worst thing that
can be applied. Io all cases of wounds
recollect that nature makes an immes
diate attempt to repair damages, and
the best thing we can do is to give her
a chance and aid bher. In the majority
of wounds, where no important artery
or wound is cut, all that we bave to do
is to bring the edges of the wound to-
gether and hold them there, and if the
wound is not a ragged one, healing
will commence at once. Should, how
ever, the edges of the wound be much
torn, then use cold water dressings un-
til surgical aid can be bhad; these may
be lint or any soft oloths, wet in the
coldest obtainable water and kept wet
over the wound. Should an artery be
wounded the fact will be known by the
blood coming out in jerks or spurts,
and one must make use of such ana-
tomicsl knowledge as bhe may have.
If the wound is on a limb, applying
a compress somewhere between the
wound and the body will stop the
bleeding. Tie a handkerchief around
the limb, and use a stick to twist it in
such a manner as to bring a pressure
on the artery. A wounded vein is
much less difficult to manage. A bit
of lipt bound firmly over the wound
will usually stop the bleeding. In all
such cases an abundant use of the cold-
est water is advisable. Perfect quiet
ie essential; make the wounded per-
son keep absolutely at rest, and baving
despatched a for the nearest
surgeon, apply oold water dressing,
avoiding the use of all “ balsams,”
¢/ pain killers,” * reliefs,” and the like,
which are of & highly inflammatory na.
ture, though wounds sometimes get
well in spite of them.

The potato, originally a South Amers
ican plant, was introduced lo Virginia
by Sir John Harvey in 1625, though it
was unknown in some counties of Eng.

In Pennasylvania, potatoes are mention.

York products in 1695, but in 1775 we
are told of eleven thousand bushels
grown on one sixleen-acre patoh in
this province. Potatoes were served
perbaps, as an exotic rarity, at a Har-
vard installation dinner in 1607; but
the plant was only brought into culs
ture in New England at the arrival of
the Presbyterian immigrants from Ire«
land in 1718, Five bushels were ac-
counted a large crop of potatoes for a
Connecticut farmer; for it was held
that, if a man ate them every day, he
could not live beyond seven years,

Paris GreEN.«= A Springfield farmer
has died in consequence of walking
with bare feet, last year, through a po-
tato field where Paris green had been
used. The poison was icated
to his blood through some slight abra.
sion of tbe skin, and he has been dying
a lingering death. First one toe was
amputated and then one leg, but all
attempts at saving his life proved fas
tile. It is impossible to be too careful
in the use of this deadly poison.

To make them, use one pint of raw po-
tatoes, cut in pieces, and one cup of
flaked salt fish, Put them on together
to beil, and cook until the potatoes are
tender; draw off the waler, and mash
with a perforated potato masher, beat.
ing the potato and fish well together;
add one tablespoonful of butter, one-
quarter of a saltspoonful of pepper and
one egg; beat again thoroughly until
the ingredients are well mixed, and the
whole is. smooth and fine as velvet.
Shape on the spoon intn small balls
and put into the frying basket, which
bas previously been dipped in the hot
lard to keep the balls from sticking to
it; do not let the balls touch one ano-
ther, as the entire surface must be
browned. Have the fat so bot that a
bit of bread will brown while you are
eounting 40, plunge the basket in snd
remove as soon as the fishballs are
brown, drain well by shaking the bas-
ket lightly over the fat, until nothing
more ocan be shaken from it, set the
fishballs into & pan lined with thin
brown paper, and set into the bhot clos
set until all are cooked. You will have
a breakfast dish that is fit © to set be.
fore the king.” It is not much trou-
ble, either—no more than cooking the
ingredients separately, and shaping
them by hand, The beating is' the
most particular part of the whole task,
as that makes them light and puffy.

Fritters are nice, either as an entree
or as a desert, and they may be made
with fruit, with clams or with oysters.
The demonstration given by Mrs, Lin-
coln was of apple fritters, which are al-
ways very much liked by all who par-
take of them. The same batter, how.
ever, is used for oysters or clams, and
the mode of cooking is the same. Beat
separately the white and yolk of one
egg, add to the yolk one.quarter of a
cup of milk or water, one-balf a table-
spoonful of olive oil, one saltspoonful
of salt and one~half a cup of flour, or
enough to make a thin batter, about
the consistency of a griddle cake bat
ter; last of all add the white of the
egg, which bas been beaten stiff. Core
the apples, pare them, and cut into
thin slices, making pretty rings; sprin-
kle these rings well with sugar and cin-
namon, dip into-the batter and fry in
fat bot enough to brown a piece of
bread while counting 60.

The common complaint of inexperi-
enced cooks regarding fried oysters is
that they are fussy and hard to do,and
‘“make a mess '’ with the crumbs and
egg. Now, the sauted oysters are real.
ly fried oysters, and, done in the fol-
lowing manner, are not fussy, and are
very nice, as nioce, indeed, as if the egg
had been used. Season some fine
cracker crumbs with a little salt and
pepper, drain the oysters, dip them in
the seasoned crumbs and brown them
in melted butter. You will find them
delicious. Done in this way, they are
nice for lunch or tea, and are easily and
quiockly prepared too. ‘There are times
when one wants to prepare a sudden
dessert ; unexpected company comes,
and the dessert prepared for the family
is inrufficient, or possibly is not con-
sidered quite nice enough. What is to
be done? Time isshort,dinner is reas
dy to serve, and there are important
duties crowding the hours after it, and
what is more to the purpose, everys
body is so bungry.
