He Found the Ark.
A GREEK PRIEST TELLS A QUEER STORY OF
MANY DETAILS.
The Rev. John Joseph Nouri. D. D., L.
L. D., the Chaldean Archdeacon of Babylon

Jerusalem, who arrived at San Francisco

the other day on the steamer China, says he |
has seen Noah's Ark. As recounted, he
has traveled, preaching and exploring in |
various lands, 250,000 miles. He set out
from his home in Jerusalem seven years ago,
and it will be five years yet, he says, befol
he gets back. In the five years he will
travel 150,000 miles more, making a total
in the twelve years of 400,000 miles, or a
distance of more than 15 times around the
earth. In addition to the office held by
him, as indicated by his degrees, he is
Pontificial Delegate General of Nebador
ex-Grand Secretary of the Metropolitan
Archdiocese of Persia and India. He was
educated at Babylon, previous to which he
spent much of his time at Jerusalem and
Bagdad.

One of the things he told about was his |
explorations in the Mountains of the Moon,
in the east of Central Africa, while trying
to find the source of the Nile, in which he
found gold so plentiful that the mountains
were fairly ribbed with it, and bowlders
along the way sparkled with the yellow
metal.
sources of the Tigris and Euphrates in
Mount Ararat in Armenia, and a tremen-
dous vessel on top of one horn of Mount
Ararat, which he regards as the veritable
ark of Noah.

¢ 1n this journey to the undiscovered and
hitherto unexplored Mountains of the
Moon,” said he, “‘I set out from Alexandria
and penetrated 2000 miles in the interior.
I went by way of Cairo, thence down the
Codar, and thence te Khartoum in the Val-
ley of the Nile. From thereI proceeded to
Timbuctoo, in the south of the great Sahara.
Timbuctoo now has Dbetween 60,000 to
70,000 people. It is very ancient and very
famous, vying with Morocco, Algiers and
Tripoli in commercial trade. Great cara-
vans of horses, camels and elephants ply
between all these cities. I had travelling
with me and composing the rest of my party
six Abyssinians, who were of the Greek or-
thodox faith. We moved forward in all
kinds of ways, sometimes on donkeys, again
on camels and in high mountains on foot. It
took us between five and six months to com-
plete our explorations. All this time,
whenever we were among any people, no
matter how barbarous, I preached to them.

¢ About 200 miles over the desert from
Timbuctoo we began to get into the gold-
bearing mountains. The richness of the
mountains increased as we advanced until
the rocks were seamed with gold.

« From here I still extended my research-
es, preaching all the time when I could as
I went. Ihad in view the searching of the
sources of the two great rivers of the Bible
—the Tigris and Euphrates, of Mesopo-
tamia. Gaining facts, as I am, for a great
ecclesiastical history of the Eastern Church,
throughout the world, and constantly visit-
ing ancient museums, universities and
everywhere where manuscripts and tablets
could be found, I thought it was important
to search for myself for the sources of these
great rivers. I found them after great dif-
ficulty, and in doing this I climbed almost

There was perpetual snow
there, and it lay very deep. A violent
wind was blowing, and the mountain was
so precipitous that we could not go far-
ther. Accordingly, we retraced our steps.
and when we got to a point from which
we could cross over to the other mountain
we went over to it and began climbing.
We reached the altitude of 14,000 to 15,-
000 feet. The snow here also was very
deep. We walked on till it was impossible
to go any further. We walked. for hours
on the snow, and finally came down 2000
or 3000 feet

It was in the month of March that we
made up our minds that it would be im-
possible to reach the top in such weather.
We must wait till the snow, or a great deal
of it at least, melted. We accordingly went
still further below and remained till April.
Then we were abundantly paid for our la-
bor, for we discovered what I feel sure was
I discovered it
myself being the first to see it. [ saw it
through a field glass at first, though we
got so close to it that it was visible to the
eye alone. We bad reached a height over
the green grass, and at length in deep snow
and over glaciers of probably 15,000 or 16,-

A TFrench-Canadian Roman Catholic
paper — the Canada — published in New
York, thus gives vent to its fears for the
safety of its people among American
¢ heretics ”:—

¢ Let us pause here a moment and see
what is going on in the United States among
our countrymen. It is useless to try to de-
ceive public opinion by cramming our
newspapers with orts of patriotic pomp-
ous maanifestations, with the narrations of
national and blustering pageaats (fefex),
with statistics showing the construction of
new churches, parochial schools and nation-
al institutions of all kinds. We should go
straight to the heart of our population,
study it very closely (‘a la loupe), and see
if we have reason to believe that the future
of our race hangs on those exaggerations.

“We have already asserted that the re-
sult of our conventions has been next to
nothing, practically speaking. A discus-
sion took place, some time ago, on this very
point, aud some journalists have placed to
the credit of those conventions a work
which has been exclusively done by our
clergy of the United States. We do not
wish, for the present, to handle this question
anew. Letouropponents rather answer the
following questions: What is going on
among us in spite of our churches, of our
parochial schools, of ournationalinstitutions
and in spite of the heroic efforts of our
clergy? Are our countrymen as well
grouped as is asserted around the same
altar, the same national institutions and
around men who should be our directors or
leaders? One should come here and truth
shall soon be found out. Our churches are
deserted by far too many of our country-
men; our national societies number but a
few French-Canadians whilst we should
coant thousands of them there; hundreds
of children attend the public schools when
our parochial schools should be crammed
with our children, and our priests, unfortu-
nately, do not receive the respect, vener-
ation and devotedness they are entitled to.
These are painful things to have to say;
but we think it our duty to show the re-
verse of a medal which has been represen-
ted as being brilliant and which should not
b~ used as a propaganda tool that would be
fatal to our country.

“The clearest result of this state of
things is as follo Faith is getting weak-
er and weaker; patriotism is vanishing; re-
spect to our institutions is disappearing,
and the mother language, considered gen-
erally as the last characteristic of a nation-
ality, is giving place to the English tongue.

““The second movement toward the adop-
tion of English, is to be found in the midst
of Canadian homes. The children pick
up a little of the English language every-

where, and the parents have not the energy |

Last year when the census of the United
States was taken, seven thousand persons
were found in prison charged with homi-
cide. In Canada the number of persons
charged with murder was 17; with man-
slaughter, 19. total 36. The population
of the United States was 63,000,000; that
of Canada, say 5,000,000. If life were as
safe in the United States as in Canada, the
number of murders and homicides there
would be about 460 instead of 7000. On
the other hand, if human life were as un-
safe in Canada as in the great neighboring
Republic our ghastly list would rise from

50. The difference is enormous.

Barbarous Russia.

Dr. Talmage was warmly received by the
Russian court and such people as were
within his reach, and his impressions of
the Russians are very favorable. There is
a class—the ruling class--of Russians, cul-
tured, polite, fit associates of the foremost
people in Europe. But the vast majority
of the people are still very far behind in
civilization and ch anity. An American
divine, Dr. Dowling, unburdens himself in
the Independent by telling his experiences
during a recent Russian visit. A contri-
butor to Harper's Magazine was ordered
out of the country because he wrote of a
high official as “‘an old wooden-head.”
A representative of the Ilustrated London
News was summarily ejected for taking
pictures. Dr Dowling regards a great ma-
jority of the ordinary people as marked by
a ““vicious and suspicious stupidity.” They
are utterly unfit for self government, and
the worst thing that could happen to them
would be to be left to their own resources
in the matter of government. You might
as well put a three-year-old baby astride
Bucephalus and tell him to ride. Two
hundred years is not long enough to bring
a nation out of barbarism into a capability
of self-government; and it is less than that
since Peter the Great ‘‘ knouted Russia in-
to civilization.” We cannot expect Russia
to do in two centuries what the rest of us
have been doing in ten. Out of the sixty
millions of its inhabitants, forty-eight mil-
lions of its inhavitants, forty-eight millions
can neither read nor. write. Think of it!
Eight per cent. dwelling in absolute dark-
ness! In America the ignorant classes rep-
resent only fifteen per cent. of the popu-
lation; and in Germany, only five per cent.
Everywhere in Russian cities the signs are
painted with pictures—the baker is knead-
ing bread, the butcher killing beef—be-
cause these are the only symbols which the
great mass can understand.

It will take Rus: long generations to
grow to manhood so as to be fit for self
government. Dr. Dowling s that the
people are in a terrible condition and are
awfully oppressed.

“ Last night twenty-five men dropped
dead in the streets of the city of Moscow,
twenty-one of them from drunkenness.
This vice is all-prevailing, and seems to be
their only refuge. “The opportunity for
tyranny is boundless, because, while in all
other nominally civilized countries what-
ever is not prohibited is permitted, here,
whatever is not permitied is prohibited.”

Thus the lower classes are not at the
mercy of their rulers at all times. Our
traveller found that in the copies of the
Times which had reached Russia every re

ference was blotted out by the censors of |

Gradually, however, they lost their
power in politics and with Balmaceda’s
election to the Presidency they seemed des-
tined to play thereafter decidedly a minor
partin the government. The revolt against
Balmaceda, however, largely restored the
strength of the conservatives. Members of
this party gsve immeuse sums of money to
overthrowhim. When the revolution ended
the conservatives fought to regain control
of the administration and have been ever
gince the principal opponents of President
Montt’s policy.
