“SUN,” The last named led a fleet of 80 ships to as­
sist in the conquest of Troy and was the last 
of what we may call the legendary kings. 
After him a gap of several centuries occurs, 
and when the record is resumed it is no long­
er fable, but authentic history.

At the time of the Persian invasion of 
Greece the island was prosperous and popu­
lous. It was divided into several independ­
ent republics, which, like those of peninsular 
Hellas, were not always in peace and friend­
ship with each other. They kept free from 
foreign ware, however, except as they vol­
untarily furnished mercenary troops to which 
ever aide would pay the best for them. 
This was done in both the Persian and Pell- 
oponnesian wars, when the Cretan archers 
were as noted and as dreaded as those of mer­
ry England in later days.

The prowess of the ancient Cretans and 
their inwnlar position kept them free from in­
vasion down almost to the Christian 
While the eagles of Rome “flapped wide 
wings in fiery flight ” over nearly all else of 
the known world that island retained its in­
dependence. Indeed it was only through in­
testine quarrels that it was at last subdued. 
Some 70 years before the Christian era Rome 
took advantage of the prevailing discord in 
Crete to invade the island, on the pretext 
that the Cretans had given aid and comfort 
to Mith rida tes and had ill treated some Ro- 

soldiers. The first army was repulsed 
and almost annihilated by the Cretans.

But Rome was determined to achieve the 
conquest if it took the whole power of her 
empire. Army after army was sent, and 
after three years of desperate fighting Rome 
prevailed. For the first time in_ her _Iiistory 
Crete became, in 68 B. C., subject to an alien 
master. From that day to the present, for 
more than 1900 years, she has been a con­
quered province, never once regaining the 
independence so long maintained and so re­
luctantly relinquished.

I., in the early day» of hie 
reign holde brilliant court here in apartment, 
which later on harbour him ae prieoner. 
Charles II. reside» In this royal home in great 
splendour. George I. occasionally oocupiee 
Windsor, while George III. make* it hie 
principal residence.

Many million» of pounds have been expend­
ed in rearing this royal structure, by its 
many royal oooupiers.

There are three principal entrances to the 
Castle Court. We enter by the gateway of 
Henry VIII. to the lower ward. We have 
climbed to the summit of the 100 ft. bill on 
which it rests from the elopes via Thames 
street, past Winchester Tower, and buckling 
_r:md Ceasar’s Tower, up High street, past 
Caster Tower, and around Salisbury Tower. 
In the entrance to the gateway we pass the 
fine bronze jubilee statue of the reigning 
Queen. The inhabitants of W indsor erected 
tbis ten years ago to commemorate her Ma­
jesty’s J ubilee.

The Lower \\ ard is that part of the castle 
west of the great Round Tower, and formed 
the whole of the castle before the reign of 
Edward III. In its circuit are the towers 
which we just named, and also Henry VIII's. 
The first object which is particularly no­
ticed on entering the Ward is Her Majesty’s 
Chapel of St. George, on the south of which 
are the Military Knights, the military doing 
duty at the castle. At the north are the 
ecclesiastical offices of tbe^ establishment. 
The Belfry or Caesar’s Tower was erected by 
Hflbry III., and the lower part has remained 
intact since its foundation. The walls of 
the vaulte'd crypt are 12& it. thick. It is a 
chamber 22 ft. in diameter. From this tow­
er a subteranean passage has been discovered 
leading under the Thames to Burnham Ab­
bey. It is about three miles in length, ten 
feet high and six feet wide, built of solid 
masonry. It is supposed to have been con­
structed to effect the escape of the garrison 
when in danger. Caesar’s Tower is the 
Clock Tower, and was such in the time of 
Edward III., for by the issue roll of the 51st 
year of that sovereign, £50 was expended

worthy entrance to the Lower Ward is the 
“ Hundred Steps.’’ Theee steps are gained 

gb a gateway from Thames street, op­
posite Winchester Tower and Albert Chapel, 
through a gateway to a flight of stepe, which 
wind around the bill to a small platform at 
which is a postern gate, studded with iron 
bolts, through which you are led to another 
flight of stone steps, within the castle. At 
the top are the Dean's cloisters, communi­
cating with St. George’s Chapel and St. 
George’s School.

Partly upon the sight of St. George’s 
Chapel was a chapel erected by Henry I. 
and dedicated to Edward the Confessor. 
This was destroyed. Henry IIL next built 
a chapel here, a portion of which still re­
mains. The present noble structure was 
commenced in the reign of Edward IV. in 
the year 1474, and has been enlarged and 
much improved by succeeding sovereigns. 
At the south front entrance is a small porch. 
Upon the wall of this porch is a brass plate 
on which is this inscription.

“Here lyeth George Brook, sometyme 
reoman of the Garde unto King H. the 8, 
Sd. the 6, Queene Mary, and unto Queene 

Elizabeth, that now is until the tyme of his 
death, who died 24 day of October, 1593, in 
the 35 yere of her Maties reign.

“Me lyved content with meane estât.
And long ago prepared to die;

The idle parson he aid hate;
Poore people's wants he did supply.”

The principal entrance to the chapel is at 
the west end of the nave, by a fine flight of 
stone steps. At the end too is the great 
West Window, consisting of tiers displaying 
seventy-five figures, representing Edward 
the Confessor, Edward IV., Henry VIL, 
knights, patriarchs, bishops, etc., inter­
spersed with heraldric bearings, insigna of 
the Order of the Garter. Inscribed upon 
the bottom of the window is this prayer of 
the daily service at the Chapel:—“ God save 
our Gracious Sovereign, and all companions 
of the honorable and noble Order of the 
Gaiter.”

One of the important monuments in this 
chapel is that erected by the Qeeen in the 
memory of her distinguished father, the 
Duke of Kent. It is a marble effigy upon 
an alabaster sarcophagus, 
cenotaph of H. R. H. The Princess Charlotte.

The architecture of St. George’s Chapel is 
very grand, and the carvings of oak and 
atone are said to be unsurpassed. It is of 
the perpendicular style, and fine in propor­
tion.

themselves for the work in advance of ap­
pearing before the pupils to teach the differ­
ent subjects.

the Knights of the Order of the Garter is 
performed. At the stepe to the communion 
table is a plate upon the paved floor, which 
denoted that here was the temporary resting 
place of the late Prince Consort. On each 
side of the choir are the stalls of the knights, 
each bearing the name of the knight whose 
stall it is, his office and titles. Over the 
stall is a canopy supporting the sword, hel­
met, and mantle of the knight.

The royal vault is beneath the centre of 
this choir, where are the remains of Henry 
VIII., Lady Jane Seymour, and Charles I.

The organ, between the nave and the 
choir, was erected by George III. at a cost 
of one thousand guineas. It has since been 
much improved, and is of extremely fine

The Albert Memorial Chapel is but 68 feet 
in length, 25 feet in bredtb, and 60 feet in 
height. It is considered one of the most 
splendid interiors in the world. It is indeed 
rich in its decorations, brilliant in its me­
morial windows and gold mosaics. Here is 
a grand antique marble cenotaph of Prince 
Albert, buried at Frogmore. Interred'here, 
beneath in the royal tomb house are Princess 
Charlotte, Queen Charlotte, George III., 
George IV, Queen Adelaide, George V., 
King of Hanover.

Her Majesty Queen Victoria has done 
much to embelish this chapel, in order to 
perpetuate the memory of Prince Consort.

Upon a lofty artificial mound, once sur- 
nded by a mote, (now partly filled) be­

tween the Lower and the Upper Wards, 
stands the lofty keep or Bound Tower. 
Held captive here was once King John of 
France and David King of Scotland, For a 

ecclesiastical 
Lent, the Earl of Surry was subject to a se­
vere imprisonment here. Under Oliver 
Cromwell’s sway, a number of the Royalist 
party were confined here, notably the Earls 
of Lindsay and Lunderdale.

An ascent of one hundred stepe from the 
Ward, brings the visitor to the main build­
ing. A piece of ordinance here commands 
the whole staircase. An arched gallery leads 

the interior. Here is seen the bell taken 
at Sebastopol in the Crimean War. It 
weighs 17 owt.

Physiology and Alcohol.Hard Study in School -I(BY ALEXANDER SUTHERLAND, M. A. )

If one takes down the twelve most recent 
authoritative works on physiology, and turns 
up their reference to the action and effects 
of alcohol, he will find a singular uniformity 
of condemnation. Some writers are explicit 
in their adverse opinion, others are cautious, 
and leave the reader to make his own con­
clusions from the facts; but these facte are 
ranged in such a form aa to lead to no con­
clusion but one of almost unhesitating con­
demnation*

The old medical theory was that if a man 
felt as if wine were doing him good he should 
take it. Newer and wiser views tell a man 
that if he feels as if it were doing him good 
he should be wary of it. The old theory 
was that if a man, on returning in the even­
ing from business, found himself jaded and 
run down, a glass or two of wine with his 
dinner would pull him together again and 
put new life into him for the evening. Re­
cent physiology utterly condemns this course.

A man who has the worries of business on 
his mind all day, goes home with the tone 
of his blood vessels upset. But he settles 
down to dinner, and takes a glass or two of 
wine. Now, the one physiological effect of 
alcohol is to paralyze the contracting, vaso­
motor nerve; hence the arteries in his body 
expand, a fuller tide of life-giving blood 
flows to brain and limb, and every faculty is 
enlivened. The man says that his glass or 
two has done him good; and so it would 
have done if the action of the drug entirely 
ended there. The man’s face has lost its 
pinched, pale look; his finger, from which 
the ring was a little ago ready to drop, now 
looks fuller, redder, fleshier, and the ring is 
a tight fit. The man is cheerful, and if he 
does not exceed a glass or two, is a livelier 
companion.

But the experiments of Dr. Park es have 
shown that the effect of alcohol is at its 
maximum in about three hours. Then comes 
the reaction. Those contracting nerves, 
paralyzed for a time by the drug, get rid of 
its effects—they begin to assert themselves. 
Now, if a man has dined at six o’clock and 
goes to bed before midnight, he is very like­
ly to feel a noticeable loss of tone before he 
retires. He takes a final glass, and goes to 
bed blessing the benefits of alcohol.

During the night the reaction comes, and 
in the morning the man rises more than ever 
prepared to be jaded and wearied with the 
worries of his business. If he braces him­
self up with more alcohol during the day, 
he is only laying in the heavier penalty of 
future reaction. He wants a little more 
wine in the evening to make him happy 
again; and so the thing goes on—the man all 
the while thinking that alcohol is doing him 
a world of good, when in reality it is perma­
nently deranging the tone of his whole sys­
tem.

I -The Care of Window Boxes.

Window boxes are more often failures than 
■accesses. Why? Because they are not 
properly cared for. It must be borne in 
mind that a window box, from the exposed 
position in which it is placed, loses moisture 
very rapidly by evaporation. The wind and 
air get at it from below as well as on the side, 
ends and top. Only that side next the 
building is sheltered. It will, therefore, be 
readily understood, if one stops to think 
about it, that a great deal more moisture 
must be taken from the soil in such a box, 
in a given time, than it would be postible to 
extract from the soil in a pot or box whose 
exposure is less.

The secret of growing plants well in such 
boxes consists in giving not only a great 
amount of water, but in giving it often. 
Enough should be applied every morning 
and evening to thoroughly saturate the soil, 
and the way to make sure that the soil is 
wet is to keep on applying water till some 
runs off at the bottom of the box. If It is 
given in small quantities, it will not be long 
before the leaves begin to turn yellow, and 
very soon you will have a sickly looking 
plant, and in a short time it will be dead; 
just because there was not enough water 
given to moisten and keep moist the roots 
below the surface.

One of the most satisfactory plants used 
in a window box is the common single petu­
nia. It will bloom profusely, is bright and 
fragrant, and soon covers the entire surface 
of the box, and droops over the sides until 
they are wholly concealed. The Madeira 
vine is pretty when planted about the edge 
and allowed to droop in festoons. The he­
liotrope is a good flowering plant for such 
use, if care is taken to give water enough. 
It is fond of strong sunshine, bat soon suffers 
if its roots are allow to get dry. A scarlet 
geranium will brighten up a window won­
derfully, and a good plant to use with one, 
about the edges, is the nasturtium, with its 
brilliant yellow and maroon flowers and pret­
ty, pale green foliage, with which the box 
will soon be covered.

Did She Pay Too Much?

An instance of the way in which the 
simplest problems in mathematics sometimes 
present strange difficulties, is told by an eye­
witness of an amusing incident in a New 
England street car. An old lady handed 
the conductor a ten cent piece, which the 
eyewitness noticed, as she eat next the old 
lady, was Canadian money. The conductor 
handed the old lady a five-oent piece, not 
discovering at the moment the character of 
the coin he had received.

As soon as he saw his mistake he turned 
back and said, “ Lady, I am sorry, but we 
are not allowed to take Canadian money,” 
and so saying, he handed her the ten-ceut 
piece.

•• Are yon sore that’s my money?" asked 
the old lady sharply.

“ Yes, ma’am, and I’m sorry I made the 
mistake,’’ said the conductor.

“ O, I’m willing to take it back if yon’re 
sure it’s mine,” returned hie passenger oblig­
ingly, slipping the dime into her pocket book.

“ And yonr fare, please, ma’am,’’ said the 
conductor, respectfully, after a pause.

“ What? Why I don’t see how yon cal­
culate that; It’s real mixin’ to me,” said the 
old lady, flushing, as she took the identical 
five-oent piece which she had received as 
change, and handed it to the conductor.

“ Well, but ma’am, I haven’t your fare 
yet,” said the conductor patiently. *' Don’t 
you see how it is?”

“ No young man, I don’t,” said the old 
lady, looking severely at him; bat rather 
than have any talk about it I’ll give yon 
another five-cents.”

She counted ont five pennies and poured 
them into his hand; then she replaced her 
pocket-book in her bag and sat back into her 
seat with very red cheeks.

“ Do yon see how he figured it, child?” 
she said, turning helplessly to the yonng 
woman next to her, a moment later. “I 
shouldn't want to bandy words with him, 
for arithmetic never was my strong point; 
but seems to me it was real extortion. There 
was twenty cents I had to give him before 
he was anyway satisfied; bat I suppose he 
knows how he figgered it!"

A Saver of Time and Health.

More than ten years of my life were lived 
on a plantation, and were I asked now what 
feature of farm life caused the most unceas­
ing, unrequiting labor to farm wives and 
daughters, I should unhesitatingly say:
“ Bringing in taking out the water necessary 
to keep the house and its inmates up to that 
mark of cleanliness which is deemed bat a 
step behind godliness.” Could the number­
less hours consumed in travel to and from 
the cistern, and from the waste barrel, be 
devoted to reading, rest, and the planting 
of flowers, how infinitely brighter and hap­
pier would bo the average farmhouse woman. 
A sink in the kitchen*, with a water tank to 
supply it, and a bathroom with proper 
means of taking off the waste water, are un­
dreamed of comforts in thousands of farm­
houses. I will describe a simple device, 
which can be constructed of material that 
accumulates about every farm.

In the bottom of an empty flour barrel, 
aaw a square hole of about four inches, and 
one of the same size through the kitchen 
floor. Place the barrel over this, so that 
the two apertures come exactly together, 
and secure the barrel firmly to the floor with 
several nails. Into the top of the barrel tit 
an ordinrry tin dishpan, having first out in 
the bottom of it a email hole that can be 
stopped with a bottle cork. The pan rests 
on and is secured to, with four small screws, 
a four-sided wooden gutter, which extends 
from the bottom of the pan through the 
aperture in barrel and floor, and rests on 
another gutter lying along the ground and 
emptying into the garden or some conven­
ient ditch. Thus we have a homely but use­
ful sink. To supply it with water, take the 
largest hogshead or barrel to be had, and 
elevate it outside the kitchen wall a foot 01^ 
so above this sink. Let a small pipe extend 
from the side of the hogshead near the bot­
tom, through the kitchen wall just over the 
sink. Put a faucet at the end of this pipe, 
over the dishpan, and your kitchen is sup­
plied with water, as well as a means to get 
rid of it. Any rough logs or planks will do 
to build the elevation on which the hogshead 
is to rest, and it must be filled from the roof 
gutter. Even though it become empty oc­
casionally from lack of rain, it were better 
economy to pay a boy a few cents to fill it 
than that time and strength be wasted by^ 
the farm wife in daily travel with heavy 
bucket to and from the cistern.

The bright girl who is not quite sure that 
she is acquainted with all the social virtues, 
asks about the management of some food, 
and here are a few general rules for her: 
Never bite food of any kind. Break your 
bread in small pieces; cut celery in bits and 
then eat it from your fingers, and enjoy yonr 
cheese by cutting small pieces from the por­
tion given to yon; and with the assistance of 
a knife, putting each on a bit of bread or 
toasted biscuit, and so conveying it to yonr 
mouth. Common usage has made it proper 
to eat corn from the cob. It is never a pretty 
eight, but it is done, and hence the action 
must be as delicate as possible. A wise 
hostess usually selects very small ears of corn 
for her table.

Strawberries, when served on their stems, 
are eaten from the fingers. An apple or a 
pear is pared, quartered and then cut up in 
bits, which may be conveyed to the mouth 
either with the fingers, or a fork, as one 
fancies. Peel a banana with a knife, and 
cat off the small pieces that you wish to eat, 
using either yonr fingers or fork in conveying 
them to your mouth.

THOMAS DEARNESS,
Importer of Marble When the Garments Catch Fire.

Hardly a day passes at this season but that 
some startling headline announces “A Wo­
man Burned to Death! Rushed Through 
the Halls—A Flaming Human Torch!” This 
is the story over and over. A garment 
catches fire, the flames mount to face and 
hair, the woman becomes confused, suffocat­
ed, and rushes madly up and down, shrieking 
for assistance, and creating a current of air 
that increases the fire. The best thing to do 
in such a case is instantly to roll upon the 
floor, over and* over until the flames are 
smothered. If the victim lacks the presence 
of mind to do this, let some one thro% her 
on the ground and envelop her as speedily 
aa possible in a quilt, a bit of carpet, a coat 
or shawl, wrapping her tightly. Then as 
quickly as possible bring plenty of water and 
make everything thoroughly wet, for though 
the flame is extinguished, there are still the 
hot cinders scorching the flesh. Now, if the 
burns are severe, the patient should be car­
ried into a warm room and laid upon a table 
or carpet while the clothing is removed, a 
warm stimulating drink administered, and 
the doctor sent for.

Cut every bit of clothing away with a sharp 
knife or pair of scissors, unless it sticks to 
the body, when it should be allowed to re 
main, and cover the burns with pieces of old 
linen or cotton wet with linseed oil and lime 
water, or even warm water and milk with 
soda dissolved in it, and cover again with 
dry clothes. Aa soon as all the clothing is 
removed and the burns temporarily dressed, 
lift the patient into bed and cover as warm 
as possible.

Hill-Climbing on Bicycles.

Discussing hill-climbing, the “ Bicycle 
Rider ” offers some suggestions that are 
worth attention: An easy way of mounting 
a fairly steep hill of a mile in length when 
out for a 15 or.20 mile spin is to begin by 
maintaining a steady tread on the pedals, 
pushing them over when at the top, and, 
more important still, clawing them round 
past the dead centre at the bottom, sitting 
in an easy posture and in a slightly forward 
position- With this careful ankle action the 
beat result is obtained, and the first half mile 
or more is compassed in comparatively easy 
fashion. A change of position may then be 
made in order to relieve the muscles. Sitting 
well back in the saddle, head back and arms 
straight, the rider now thrusts out forwards 
rather than downwards, at the same time 
keeping the steering perfectly straight. A 
great amount of power is exerted in this 
manner by the lower limbs; it is a complete 
change from the first position, and the rider 
soon finds himself at the summit, still fresh 
for the continuation of his journey. A 
steep bank, if at all long, should always be 
walked but if short may be ascended with 
moderate ease by taking a sharp spurt at the 
bottom, which, with a strong pull on the 
handles, will quickly land the rider at the 
top. To accomplish these spurts without 
undue strain a great deal depends on the po­
sition of the rider, who must be well above 
his work with full ^>lay for extending his 
limbs. Those who ride with bent arms, ap­
parently seated in a hollow instead of well 
up on the saddle, cannot expect to utilize 
their full powers. In touring it is always 
best to make a point of walking the greater 
part of all long hills, even if ridable in an 
ordinary way, for one long “ grind” takes 
more ont of the tourist than five miles of level 
road, and if he is out for six or eight hours 
he should reserve his strength if he wishes 
to enjoy the journey to the full. There is 
one broad rule which may be taken as fairly 
decisive on the question of hill-riding being 
harmful or not, and it is this: If daring the 
ascent the rider can keep his month closed 
the whole time he is not overstraining him­
self; but if the exertion causes him to gasp 

‘for breath it is distressing to the lungs and 
heart and is proved to be excessive-r-it 
would be far better to walk. For the sake 
of saving five or ten minutes it really is not 
worth while getting heated and overfatigued, 
thus to a great ex tent neutralizing the health- 
giving properties of cycling.
