Twenty-five years ago Cairo was an 
Oriental city. To-day it is a mix­
ture, an amazirg mixture, of East 
and West. Sit on the terrace of one 
of the great hotels on the Kamel 

J street for half an hour at any time of 
day and you will see in the passing 
show the most extraordinary medley 
that the modern world has known, 
writes H. Hamilton Fyfe in The Lon­
don Daily Mail. Here dashes a taxi­
cab, and scrambling out oi its way is 
a man on a donkey, who looks as if 
he came straight out of the Book of 
Exodus. He jogs along with a digni­
fied air. You meet men riding on 
donkeys on every street. There are 
stands for these patient aninia^. just 
as we have stands for cabs. You can 
hire them as we take a hansom.

After the donkey come smart motor­
cars and carriages, in which wealthy 
Cairenes are taking the air. They 
might be in Piccadilly or the Avenue 
des Champs-Elyaees. Then suddenly 
there is a stoppage of the traffic. 
What ia that wailing noise? It comes 
from a body of ragged-looking men, 
beggars apparently, who are shuffling 
along three or four abreast. They 

-j wear white turbans over a brown 
cloth skull-cap. Their dirty robes of 
white or blue reveal bare" legs be­
neath.

Behind them comes a more respect­
able procession, all men, some in 
European clothes with the red 
bush or fez, some in long garments 
of striped silk, showing at the neck 
a neat embroidered waistcoat. And 
see, following them again is a bier 
covered by a colored cloth and borne 
upon men’s shoulders.

It is a funeral, a poor man’s funer­
al. A well-to-do corpse would have a 
number of mourners currying silver 
censers and dishes of green herbs, to 
go in front of it. This is the last 
promenade of a man of no account. 
Yet the beggars cry with a will, 
"There ia no God but Allah, and Ma- 
homrned is his prophet," and the 
police clear the way. The dead man 
is attracting more attention than he 
ever did while he was alive.

If you wait long enough you are 
sure to see the stream of fashionable 
cars and barouches interrupted by s 
wedding. First comes a band making 
Oriental music on brass instruments 
or bagpipes and tom-toms, then a 
string of decorated carriages.

London, .April 2p-Not a few. difl| 
culties always attend emigration 
schemes as a means of relieving un­
employment and distress. It is found 
tnat the men and women whom the 
colonies want, .and who are likely to 
succeed there, Erne just the very men 
and women who are needed at" home; 
while the men and women,. who can 
find no 'berths at home are equally 
unable to find berths in the colonies.

Townsmen form the biflk of the un­
employed at home, but they are coun­
trymen with agricultural knowledge 
who eme wanted in the colonies; and 
thougn some townsmen have been 
able to adapt themselves with success 
to farm life, this has not been the 
general rule.

A new society, formed through the 
eflorts of Mr. Kingsley Fairbridge, of 
Exeter colleger Oxford, a Rhodes 
scholar, hopes to overcome these dif­
ficulties by means, of a scheme com­
bining emmigration and education. 
The proposal is to take poor-law and 
other children abroad at the age of 
eight or ten years, and to give them 
ten or twelve years o, thorough agri­
cultural education at a school of ag­
riculture.

Children have, of course, often been 
enabled to emigrate by philanthropic 
agencies, and in some cases by guard­
ians, and have been “adopted” into 
farmer'-’ families. The objection to 
this system, especially in the case of 
young children, is the difficulty, in­
deed the impossibility of exercising 
any really adequate supervision over 
their happiness and welfare.

A scheme somewhat on the lines of 
that proposed by the new society has 
been carried through on a modest 
scale by the enterprise of Mrs. Close, 
who established a small farm for 
workhouse children in New Brunswick 

Mr. Fairbridge’s scheme is more 
ambitious. He proposes a school of 
agriculture wnich shall not be of the 
institution type, but rather a “loose 
collection of farms, having a central 
point for the corporate life of the 
community. Half the year will be 
given to study, the other half will be 
devoted to practical {work on the 
farms.”

On the conclusion of their stay, 
some of the pupils may be able to 
take up farming on their own account 
but the majority will, of course, be­
gin as the employes of farmers, while 
the gins will be well trained for 
places where a knowledge of dairy 
work, poultry farming, dressmaking, 
and so on are necessary.

The scheme has been warmly taken 
up by the members of the Colonial 
club at Oxford, who have formed the 
nucleus of the new society. The sup­
port of the agents-general for the col­
onies has been obtained.

Funds are, of course, required be­

Editor of Monitor-Sentinel :
Kindly per-mit me to call the 

attention of your readers and the farm­
ers of Annapolis County to the Brown 
Tail moth situation.

The moth is now nearly confined 
to the Annapolis Valley from Digby to 
Middleton. It is unfortunate that so 
many nests have been found in the 
county this year. Where there are so 
many found there is always greater 
danger that some will be missed. Yet if 
every person will take an interest in the 
work and look over his trees and those 
growing on adjacent waste lands, these 
moths could be controlled here as well 
as in Digby County. When first discus­
sed the region from St Mary’S Bay to 
Doucette ville was the worst infected 
in the province. This year we could not 
find a single nest there. Had Annapolis 
County done as well the moth would 
have been practically exterminated. "

The farmers do their duty much 
better than the citizens of towns and 
villages. The person with only a few 
trees in his yard or an old neglected 
orchard or the owner of some waste
