REPORTS o COMMITTEES.

On Young People’s Societies.

In presenting this, the third annual
report, your committee feels that the
year just closed has been one of ac-
tivity in aill departments of religious
work, and the part taken by the En-
deavorers has been no small factor in
the success that bas attended the proc-
lamation of the gospel of our blessed
Master.

Only a summary can be published

$11 for Educational Fund —a total of

A comyparison of the report just read
with thuse of preceding years will sho -
that more inturest is being developed
in Home and Foreign missions. The
amount contributed this year for Home
missi ns is six times the amount given
in 1893. and four times that of last
year. No comment is necded on this.

Again, from the reports and from
pastors who are favorable to the Er-
deavor movement and alive to the ir-
terests of the Church and the spread
of Christ's kingdom come thie assurance
of the deep interest that the Endcav-
orers tzke, not only in their own
Prayer-meeting, but in all departments
of church work they are most active—
in the Sunday-sch-,0l, in regular atte: -
dance at the m*d week Piayer-meeting,
in leading others to Christ, visiting the
sick, caring for the needy, ctc., etc.
In fact, the practical part of Christianity

Another socicty has organized a mission
Sunday-school, about a mile and a half
from their place of meeling, which. is
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proving a source of strength to the
church ; two of their number have de '
cided to prepare for foreign work ; onel
is studying for the ministry. They are
also educating a child in Miss Rioch’s
school in Japan, and the same socicty
distributed fify copies of the Disciri £
oF CHRisT among the church members,
previous to the Home mission collec-
tion. One society is looking after the
children of those parents who do not
belong to any church. Another has
taken stock in the Heathen Building
Fund ; has a class of trained workers
to do pesrsonal work in thecity for their
Master; and one committee of this
society has undertaken to advertice
the meetings of the church.

From the reports we also learn that
there are a number of points financially
weak that should have regular preach-
ing, but the funds in the hands of tae
Board are overtaxed now, and, if these
places are to have the gospel proclaimed
to them, there must be an en'arge-
ment of the mission work, a quick-
ening of the missionary spirit in our
midst. And as Father Clark has said,
¢ May it not be the glad mission of the
Christian Endeavor Society to introduce
a new era of benevolence, not to per-
petuate the grudging dole that has bren
wrung irom tight fists i the past, a
meagre offering that will never evan-
gelize the world; but to bring in an
era of proportionate and systematic
giving as God hath prospered us?”
With this end in view, your commniittee
begs to recommend that a day b: set
apart as a Missionary day in each
Endeavor Society in the province to
disseminate missionary knowledge, stir
up missionary zeal, and plan systematic
means of giving, especially in assisting
the Home work; and would beg t»

recommend that a day the first
week in December be named for that
purpose.

Qur brethren across the line consider
no state properly equipped for the
propagation of the gospel until they
have founded an institution of learning
where their young men are trained and
educated for the minisuy.

The minister of the future must come
from the ranks of the young. The
fields are alrcady white unto the har-
vest, and what we need are young men
to consecrate their lives 1o the preach-
iog of the gospel. If we are going 10
establish our cause in every hamlet ¢f
this fair Dominion of ours, as we should
do, we must foster this spirit, we must
educate the young. The founding of
the Bible school at Torontn isa stepin
the right direction, and in order to
stimulate the educational work we beyg
to recommend that each Endeavor

Society hold an educational day the
first week of September in each year.
Wine societies gave by a systematic
plan. Sixteen use lesson helps, and
seventeen use the International topics.
Owen Sound and Wiarton reported
nnt meeting at the present time, and
Durchester, Rainham and Seikirk made
no report. Erin, Erin Centre and
Hillsburg, while having no formal or-
ganization, meet wetkly, use the Inter-
national tapics and pledge themselves
to be faithful in attendance at the ser-
vices of the church.

to meet the necessity of preaching the
Gospel on the Manitoulin Island, the
sum of $s0 be granted Bro. Lister, to
be used for that purpose.

We would also recommend that after
paying the amounts designated, if suffi-
cient funds are in the hands of the
Board of Managers, that the sum of
$25 be given to the church at Winger,
to assist in paying their pastor.

These appropriations to be only
paid upon the condition that a pastor
is employed during the year, or pro-
portionately for the time he may be so
engaged, unless with the consent and
approval of the Board of Managers.

HOME MISSION WORK.

Your Committee, recognizing the
demand and importance vpon us as a
religious body to present to our fellow-
men in this province the simple plea of
the Gospel, without addition or adulter-
ation, would reiterate the recommend-
tion of last year, that all who are in
sympathy with this work, as at present
conducted, should not relax their ef-
forts in this direction, so thut the Board
may not only have their sympathy but
their financial assistance.

In view of our Saviour’s prayer, that
all 1hese should be one, as I and My
Father are one, your Committee would
recommend that such committee be
named by this Convention, to attend
the aforesaid Conference, with a view
of bringing about a so much desired
end, if it can be consummated upon a
New Test..ment basis

EVANGELISTIC WORK.

Your Committee are of the opinion
that to reach and strengthen weak and
struggling churches, and 1hat the
Gospel may be preached in the 1egions
round about. it is desirable that as
much of this kind of work should be
done as possible, and would therefore
recomnmend that, as far as the funds
that are set aside for this special pur-
pose will admit of, the recom-
mendation of last year be followed for
another year, viz.. The Board of Man-
agement be empowered lo use their
own judgment as to the employment
of a special evangelist, or such of our
preachers as in their opinion may from
time to time do this wortk to the best
advantage, with this addition, that our
preachers have the preference.

Your Committee would observe that
in the foregoing thcy have outlined
the recommendations they would de-
sire the Board of Managers to have
carned out, allowing, however, the
Board sufficient latitude to use their
judgment as to the points assisted and
the amounts given.  °

1, That a Bible school has been
established in Torento, according to
the recommendation of the Annual
Meeting of June, 1894.

2, That a teacher, Bro. T. L. Fow-
ler, M. A., was engaged by the Board
of the Co-operation, at a salary of
$600 for the six month’s session.

3. That rooms in the Cecil Street
Church building were used as lecture
rooms.

4. ‘That there is now the nucleus of
a hbrary.

5. That there were five students in
attendance at the said school during
the whole session ; and there were five
others who availed themselves uf a
correspondence course, makng ten in
all who intend to become preachers.

6. That the work done dunng the
session was in every way highly satis-
factory, and 1n the opinion of the com-
mittee is a cause for great rejoicing
among the Disciples of Christ 1n
Canada.

Recommendations :

1. That the Bible Schooi be con-
tinued, and that it be made self-sup-
porting as soon as possible ; and, to
this end, that brethren be urged 10
contribute liberally to the endowment
fund.

2. That individuals, and our pub-
lishing 'ouses, be asked to donate
books for the library of the school.

3. That Bro. T. L. Fowler, M.A.,
continue in charge of the school,

On Sunday Schools.

Your Committeé have much pleasure
in presenting their report of Sunday-
school work for the past year.

The results on the whole are satis-
factory and in some schools particularly
so. The whole number reporting is
somewhat less than last year, with only
one new school organized, known as No.
9. Harwich. The total number of
schools reported this year is 3o, as
against 34 received last year; while
the number on the roll reported 1s 1954,
with an average attendance of 1237.
(To those who remember last year’s
figures, I must remind you that unre-
ported schools were added to that list.)
To these schools there were 180 teach-
ers ; while 662 church members attend
theSunday school sessions—a gratifying
showing, indicating that the church is
attending school.

\We now come to the important mat-
ter of additions to the church from the
Sunday-school, and the record is
especially gratifying. 151 of our
scholars have accepted Christ during
the year; the largest ingathering being
St. Thomas, with 61 ; London, with 14 ;

Among methodstosecuregood atten-
tion, the following are noted : * Good
teachers and good lessuns,” ¢ Prizes for
bringing new scholars,” “Good sing-
ing,” * Visiting the scholars at their
homes,” entertainments, picnics, etc.

We pass from these to the financial
record. For home support, $550.85 ;
for home missions, $36.72 ; for foreign
missions, $132. This is somewhat less
for home missions and somewhat more
for foreign nussions than last year. If
any one in this C.-nvenuion can help
us to give our Sunday-schoolsa warmer
interest in home missions, they will be
doing good service,

‘The total amount raised by our Sun-
day-schools and reported will be about
$842. ‘These figures are necessarily
ncorrect, growing out of the fact that
cleven of these schools make no repeit
as to their own current expenses, and
six of them report no money as being
spent for any purpose, and London
reports $73.29 more spent than raised,
yet in some cases we know they spend
woney for literature as other schools
do.

There is a noticeable difference in
the amount speat on the running ex-
penses of the schools. Taking the
largest schools we have, this showing,
St. Thomas, with a roll of 207, has
spent on its school $65; Toronto,
coming next with 190 scholars, gives
nearly double the amount, $:19, as its
expenses of school ; while Owen Sound
follows with 115 on the roll, and the
modest sum of $28. These figures,
both large and small, no doubt may be
explained satisfactorily.

In Home Missions St. Thomas leads
the list, with $28.96 ; Glencairn follow-
ing with $16, and Everton with $10.
Toronto’s gift is not complete, or we
would place it in this list.

In Foreign Missions Glencairn leads
the list, with $28 ; Toronto next, with
$18.84 ; St. Thomas, with $14.65.

All the schovls are using the Inter-
national Jessons, and all but five keep
open the who'e year.

This, then, is a brief suminary of the
year's work, so far as figures can show
it.. The real blessings that come to
teachers and -taught cannot be tabu-
lated. The strength and encourage
ment to congregations from the numer.
ous additions cannot be tabulated ; nor
can the future results to the church at’
large be set down.

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The B.A''s.

In the discussion of the educational
question at the late Convention, cer:ain
remarks were made and opinions vent-
ed, which, should they po ahroad and
be accepted by the outside world, as is
pussible and prubable from their source
and the publicity piven them, would
tend to produce in the minds of casual
and uminformed readers and observers
a thorough and unmingled contempt,
or at least lack of respect, for a body,
howevir strong in other respects may
be their plea, which holds or hatbors
views so savoring of wmeditevalism, 1
would simply refer anyone who may
think the statement somewhit strong
to the (ollowing remark, which, among
others, is reported in the London Ad
zertiser of June 1 and 3: * We don’t
want university graduates  You can’t
build up the cause in Canadaby B.A’s.
We have bren trying for fifty years and
failed.” ‘I'hat so er atic an utterance
should be made by anyone, especially
by one whe, if rumor and the newspa-
pers lie not was wo-* t to wear an orna-
ment of a similar nature, is somewhat
remarkable.  However, opinions in
this, as in other matters, change ; and
the muker of this remark has, doubtless
out of deference 1o his latest theory, as
thus expressed, long since been under-
going a process of mortification of the

flesh,
It is by no means easy to discover

the meaning of this remarkable state-
ment or misstatement.  Is the author
of it, who thus affects (for what reason
we are left to iinigine) 10 despise acad-
emic trsining, and men so trained,
brazen enough to impeach the value of
the labors of such men as Sheppard,
McDiarmid, Sinclair, Munro, Lhamon,
T. L. Fowler, and others who might be
named ? Does he mean to pronvunce
as futile the efforts of these men, most
of whom have adorned the pulpits and
wildernesses of our Province and the
columns of our religious journals, and
who have nobly honored their respect-
ive Alma Maters by their devotion and
services in the cause of primitive Chris-
tianity ? And in the same breath does
he include in his indictment the pio-
neers and heroes of the early days who,
though trained in the school of adver-
sity, strove to supply by their own un

aided efforts the lack of academic
training, and to open the doors for
their children and succeeding genera-
tions to this noble heritage, which they
themselves were only permitted to gaze
upon from the neighboring Sinai? For,
forsooth, we are told they have failed.
Does he mean to pass judgment upon
the work of the leaders of our current
reformation, who spent their lives in

their «fforts to establish primitive
Christianity, a~d who founded schuols
which have conferred and do confer the
very degrees which, with the possessots
thereof, this sage scouts at? Does he
disdain tc recognize that Hercules ot
modern reformers, Alexander Camp
bell, whose magnificent scholarship
and academic standing in the universi-
ties of the old world, wi h his strength
of mind in combatting mediavalisms
such as that under present considera-
tion, though wi h foemen more worthy
of his seel, commanded the respect
and influence which he deserved, and
laid the foundation for the tuccess of
the movement in which all true Disci.
ples glory? Does his statement actu-
ally mean what it says, when he thus
literally places under the ban men
such as Campbell, McDiarmid, Shep-
pad, and others, who have, and w.thin
filty year , labored in Canada? Does
he intend 10 create the impression that
th= Disciples of Ontario have repudiat.
ed these herues and pioneers in their
cause, and have thus shamelessly for-
sworn their traditions ? If so, then on
behalf of all, whether graduates, under-
graduates or others, who have not so
forgotien the past and are not disposed
to betray the trust imposed on them by
their predecessors, 1 would indignantly
renudiate any such heresy and mis-
statement of facts,

The author of the offensive remark
in question unwittingly uttered a par-
tial truth when he declared that we had
been trying for fifty years to build up
the cause in Cenada by college-:rained
men. This is literally tree. It has
only been due tu the exigencies of cir-
cumstances that academic education
has not been so universal as might have
been wished, and not by any meaus for
want of appreciation of it  But, saith
our cynic, we have failed. So, what
matters it ?

At the present juncture, when the
Disciples ot Christ in Ontatio are mak-
ing special efforts to found a school on
their own soil, and firmly establish an
institution, of which they need not be
ashamed, in affiliation with our magni
ficent pravincial University, it is cer-
tainly deplorable ti:at one should be
found who would make such utterly
reckless misstatements of fact angd give
expression 10 opinions so savoring of
the dark ages. That such statements
and others of a similar nature should be
reiterated and published to the world
by the secular press, is a stinging dis-
grace, and must bring the blush of
shame to all who are truly interested in

the advancement of our cause and in
the preservation and advancement of
the standard of intelligence, learning,
and zeal of its exponents. |

Proceedings of O. C. W. B. M.
Annual Meeting.

‘The eighth annual convention of the
Ontario Christian Woman's Board of
Missions opened Friday morning, with
a fair attendance of delegates.

The President, Mrs. Malcolm, in the
chair.

Devotional exercises were led by
Mrs. S. M. Brown.

A letter of greeting fiom the C. W.
B. M., Maritime Provinces, was read.

The President’s address was full of
encouragement, and urged the exten-
sion of our work.

Committees were appointed on Fu.
ture _Work, Resolutions, Obituaries,
Programme, and Auditing.

The principal questions which came
up for discussion were : Our distinctive
home work ; The foreign work, and
The framing of a constitution.

After considerable discussion, it was
decided 10 continue in affiliation with
the Board of Co.operation for home
work. The difficulty of selecting points
to be taken under our especial care
made this seem necessary. Two of our
members represent us on their commit-
tee. The sum of three hundred dol-
lars was pledged for Home Missions
during the coming year. It was agreed
that we endeavor to raise $100 and
more, if possible, for the Educational

Fund.
The needs of the work in Japan

were: brought forward. Our missionary
there has been put in charge of the
Training School .or Bible \Women
and the Girl's Fiome. In order that
these may be carried on successfully, a
considerable sum is required. We felt
that with the aid of the Mariume C,
W. B. M. we could undertake this, they
having last year paid more than half
the expenses of the foreign woik, and
their watchword 'is ever * Forward.”

It was decided to appeal to the
Young People’s Societies nf Christian
Endeavor to aid us in the work by con.
tributing $1o0 for the support of an
educated Bible-woman who under-
stands English, to assist in the Train-
ing School; also to ask the Sunday-
schools to send their offerings for
foreign work to us. $396 are required
for the propcsed extension, besides $25
given to assist in the erection of a
buildirg to be used for charity-schoot
and w..man’s meetings.

The open meeting was held Satur-
day afternoon, when the reports from
the Corresponding-Secretary, Treasurer
and Superintendent of Children’s Mis-
sion Ba ds, were read. The Secretary’s
report contained a report from the

Ma itime Provinces, showing increased
interest in the work, and the large con-
tribution of $402 during the year; a
report from Miss Mary Rioch, contain.
ing greetings, and a detailed account of
the year’s work, which has been most
abundantly blessed, and an abstra-t of
reports from auxiliaries. The " entire
report was interesting and worthy of
careful reading.

The T'reasurer’s reports showed that
all our obligations had been met. Miss
Sinclair read a most interesting paper
on “The Wotk of the O.C. W, B. M."”
The Superintendent of Children’s Work
recommends that the Mission Bands be
put in the care of the Auxiliary in each
church, In the evening Mrs, Smith,
lately 1eturned from Japan, gave a most
interesting account of the people in
that country, and her experience dur-
ing a five and a half years’ residence
there as a missionary,

Monday morning was occupied by
discussing a constitution, which was
finally adopted.

The Committee on _Reselutions
brought in the following report :

Whereas through the loving kindness
and tender mercies of our Heavenly
Father we are again at the close of an-
other-year of service, and are-permitted
to meet in convention to plan and pre-
parc for strengthening and extending
our wotk fer Christ ;

1. That our foreign work be extend-
ed through the coming year by a girls’
schoo), at d a trained Bible-woman for
the assistance of our energetic and
faithful sister, Mary M. Rioch, whose
labors in Japan have ueen greatly
blessed.

2. That we deeply regtet the absence
because of illness of Sister Bessie Fark-
inson, our Recording Secretary, and
wish to place on record our heartfelt
sympathy with our sister, Bella Sinclair,
in her severe afiliction, and also with
Brother Hugh Black and family in their
sad bereavement,

3. That the thanks of this conven-
tion be tendered to the retiring com-
mittee—Mrs. Gisfillan, Miss Windatt,
and Mrs, Baughmar, who have so ably
prepared the programmes for the use
of auxiliaries during the year; also to
Mrs. Brown and Miss Agnew, for so
acceptably editing the woman’s column
in THE DiscIPLE.
