The growth of the Brotherhood and the
enthusiasm of its adherents affords the best
evidence that it has filled a gap in the
mechinery of the Church corresponding to
a deep need.

It is from the youny that the fruits of
activity, energy and hopeful enthusinsm
are to be obtained, and that movement
will be most successtul which enlists these
strong elements of human nature upon its
side. The Church of England hay st cer-
tain periods of her histury scemed blighted
by a spirit of upathy and indifference, the
missionary and propagandist impulse has
deserted ler, and her vitality has seemed
tu wane, but during the past generation
she has shown a remarkable revival of life
and vigour not vnly in England but in the
United States and the Colonies. The
Brotherhood should be another factor in
carrying forward this revival, and in crown-
ing the Church with that prosperity, which
her achievements as a Branch of the Church
Catholie, the largeness and liberality of
her Aoctrines and the tolerance of her
spirit, merit.”

Indeed the whole matter was so well put
by the Governor-General in his cpening
Address at this Service, that it would
be a pity not to preserve st any rate
a few of His Excellency’s well chosen
words in permanent form. ‘I, for one,”
said His Bxeellency, * fully recognise
the importance of the eultivation of the
body so as to produce the highest con-
dition of energy, vigour and efficiency. I
myself so fully appreciate athletics that
when T wasat College I am afraid I thought
more of getting into the college-hoat than
of taking a high place on the class list.
(Laughter.) That was no doubt & mistake
which I found out later. (Laughter.) But
there is another and a higher side to our
lives There ave some things to which the
sacred words may be applied, ‘“These
| ought ye to have done ; and not to leave

the other undone.” (Hear, hear.) 1t is
especially for the promotion of this higher
life, as I understrud, that the Brotherhood
of St. Andrew hus been formed and exists.
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(Cneers.) We cannot bub recogaize the
“neonscious influence that memborship of
such a Brotherhood must exert. Ws had
at illustration of thee this very day. I
happened to be at St. George’s Church this
morning, and 1 thizk all who were there
must have been refieshed and ivspired,

cven before we caime to the other parts of
the Service, by the siuging of the young]
men, who, I fancy, were all members of
the St. Andrew’s Brotherhood. Thehea.rb-l
iness with whiun they sang and joined in
the responses had au clevating effect on the
whole congregation. (Cheers.) I could
not help thinking that they assisted us to
rerdise that the Service of the Church of
England may be anl ought to be a recip-
rocal Service, the congregation taking part
with the Clergy. (Cheers.) Theinfluence
of the members oftheSt. Andrew’s Brother-
hcod must be aleaven to raise those around
them (hear, hear), and this influence will
be all the more valuable, if it is unconscious
and unselfish. It is a Society for young
men, and for that reason we feel anxious
for its prosperity and increase. There is
only one life in this world, so far as we,
kncw, and only one period of youth for us
all, with its precious opportunities and
privileges and advantages, and it1s for us
to use these rightly, so that we may leave
the world better than wefoundit. (Cheers.)
IPor this each one of us is responsible.”

The final Service of the Convention was
held at Clirist Charch, at 7 p.m., where an
excellent Scimon was preached by the Rev.
Rural Dean Mackenzie, of Brantford, Ont.
At the close of this Service there was a most
impressive farewell meeting, conducted by
the Rev. Canon Muckleston, of Pertlh,
Ont. At this meeting a few last words
were spoken by several Laymen, as well as
by the Bishops of Missouri and Quebec,
the latter having cume up from St. Albans’
where he hadbzen preaching at the Evening
Service. And now, after offering some
earnest and aj propriate closing prayers,
when ail was done, our Rishop closed the
Convention with his solemn Bpiscopal
Benediction.

Tt is trusted that this brief record will
lead mnny young men to consider whet-
her they ought not to join some Chap-
ter of the Protherheod, which can be easily
formed in any Parish, on applicat.on to
Spencer Waugh, Xsq., Toronto, General
Secretary; and it is hoped that many will
also determine that, if it is in any way
possible, they will attend the next Conven-
tiomn,

at New Liverpool, in the afternoon, and
one at Levis, inthe evening. The attend-
ance at New Liverpool was particularly
good, considering that the Bishop’s visit
was on @ week-day, and also the distances
many of our people live from the Church.

His Lordship’s addvess was very interest-
ing, and awakened i good deal of sympathy
in the minds of his hearers, as was evinced
by the fact that $33.43 were given asan
offering to assist his work.

A desire was also manifested to render
him further assistance, which will result, T
hope, in reviving the local Branch of
Woman's Auxiliavy, whose labours will be
devoted to that object. After the Service
at New Liverp-+! His Lordship drove to
Levis and gave . address in the evening
to a larze and interested Congregation, all
of whom szemed to enjoy the eloguent and
interesting account which he gave of his
Iabours amongst the Indians.

An offering of §10.30 was given at this
meeting, snd a suggestion was made here
also, which I have no doubs will be carried
into efect, that the Woman’s Auxiliary de-
vote annually some portion of its funds
towards assisting the Bishop in his devoted
efforts to extend Christ’s kingdom into that
remote part of our Dominion.

SHERBROOKE.

At a missionary meeting, held in the
Church Hall,. Sherbrooke, on the cven-
ing of 23rd Jan., the Bishop of Atha-
basen mve a very iunteresting accound
of his work in the Great North West.
The Bishap’s address was almost pathetic
in its earnestness. After justifying his

_ position as a collector of money, he drew
an impressive picture of the isolation,
hardship and difficulty of his work. The
extent of the country, absolutly unopened

by settlement, so that travelling must be
done by canoe and on snow-shoes, the
| difiiculties involved in the unwritten Indian
tlanggnges, the peculiarities of the Tndian
. disposition and character were all dwelt
'upon. But the Bishop was careful to put
i forward too the hopeful side of the work.
. He gave several illustiations of the read-
. iness of the Indian to receive and profit by
- Christian teaching, and made an earnest
- plea for money to help ip the building of
Schools. The chief hope is in the children,
: especialy in the girls, the niothers of future
generations.  As the Indians of Athabasca
are heyond Treaty limits, no aid can be
"obtained from Government, towards edu-
cation, &e. .

At the close of theaddress, on the mnotion
of Dr. Heneker, scconded by Major Wood,
a hearty vote of thanks was given to His
Lordship of Athabasca.

The Bishop of Quebec was present and
presided in his usual, happy manner. The
collection amounted to $42,
