In addition to the circular sent to all
members last month containing Rules
and Regulations in full, further instruc-
tions for the management of this Depart-
ment of the C.P.A. are published in this
issueof the ToroNTO PHILATELICJOURNAL.

| They are very plain, so that every mem-

ber can participate in the benefits to be
derived from sending their stamps on
circuit, and receiving others to select
from. The stamps should be marked at
cash prices and as low as possible. This
will-ensure guod exchanges or sales They

{will be charged at prices marked to the

members who retain them, their own
sheets being on circuit at same.time, the
amount taken from their sheets will le
credited to them and the balance drawn.
The superintendent will render quarterly

statements, and the balance if in tavor of

Department must be paid to him in cash.
The price charged for sheets and covers
is to defray the necessary expenses of the
Department. I have received to 1oth of
April 128 filled sheets and covers, values
nearly $500, and sent out 300 blank sheets
and covers. All the exchange books arc
now circulating among the members in
the exchange. 1 am much pleased to
announce that the Halifax Philatelic So-
ciety has becomea branch of the Exchange
Department, with Mr. Frank C. Kave, of
the Halhifax Postoffice, as manager.

POSTAGE STAMPS AS A PAS-
‘TIMIE.

BY MRS J. A, MASON.

The practice of collecting postage
stamps is now universally acknowledged
to be one of the most useful and elevat-
ing of all pastimes. True, many raise
the objection that it is so expensive.
But what pastime is there that is not
attended with some outlay, and judging

+

‘by comparison stamps rank about the

cheapest.

Many a successful business man to-
day dates his first business venture back
to the time when he bought a packet of
thirty stamps for a nickc] and sold them
at a cent apiece, realizing what he con-
sidered a small fortune of profit in the
transaction.

A poor man living in Denmark had

radquired a love of Philately when a

small boy, saving every cent to add to
his collection. Born of lowly parents
and having to work very hard, his educa-
tion was nccessarily very limited, but by
his constant devotion to his favorite
amusement he became familiar with the
various countries and their rulers, and
naturally of an investigating turn of
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mind ‘he became interested in reading
about those couutries representéd on his
stamps, On arriviny at maturity he
had acquired a good guneral knowledge:
of history, as well as ge graphy. With
this knowledge also came the desire to
travel and visit other countries and per-
haps gratify the craving of ambition by
becoming a wealthy man. But how to
attain this object with his mecagre in-
come was a question. Finally he decided
to visit Copenhagen and arrange for the
sale of his collection which numbered
between five and six thousand. He was
so successful that he realized sufficient
to enable him to visit the Uuited States
and Canada. Now he is a prosperous
tradesman on the fair way to fortune,
rapidly realizing all his boyish day-
drcams of success. Another case came
under my observation. A young man
came from England to reside in Canada,
bringing with him a very fine collection
of stamps. He secured work in one-of
our large cities, and for a while all went
well, but depression in trade, followed
by the failing of his em ployer, threw him
out of a situation just-in the beginning
‘of the dull season.

Having no friends and few rcsources,
his money soon spent, no opportunity
afforded for replenishing his exchequer
till he bethought him of his collection.

When to his satisfaction he rold it for
sufficient to tide him over his difficultics.

Such are somec of the advantages
accruing from money carefully invested.

Exchange Department C,P.A.

1. The object of the Exchange Depart-
ment of this Association is to facilitate the
exchange of duplicate stamps. entire en-
velopes and postal cards, among its mem-
bers. This end will be attained by the
use of exchange books and boxes, as provid-

ed in the Appendix, which is annexed
hereto.

.2 To simplify the workings of the Ex-
change, Article VIL], of the Constitution
provides for the formation of Branch
Societies in places where six or more
members of the Association can be brought
together, or any existing society with the
requisite number of members, can be en-
tered as a Branch by applying to the
Secretary. By the-aid ot these- branches
a number of members deal with the bx-
change as one, and the main object of
Philatelic societies, the exchange ol dupli-
c.tes, is/attained. « .

3 Individual members not residing
where a branch socity is located, are entiti-
ed to all the privileges of the Exchange,
in the same manner,and under the same
conditions as a branch society.

4 The Secretary of each Branch Socicty
must furnish the Superinteudent. with a
list of its officers and members, with {ull
Post Office address of each.

5 In case the Superintendent is prevent-
ed by sickness, or other cause, liom per-
forming his duties, the Board ot Ofhcers
may appoint a subsuitute to act duting
such incapacity.

6 Branch Societies are allowed, wl.en
practicable, to receive as many exchange
sheets and envelopes as they-send out.

7 Branch Societies are allowed to keep
exchange sheets and envelopes three days
for each meniber participating, and three
three days to make up the account. A
fine of ten cents a day 1is imposed for each
day the exchanges are kept over 1ihe
established time. Branches must decide
among themselves the order of preference
in choosing from exchanges.

8 When sending exchanges the Super-

intendent will designate a circuit route,

which must be strictly adhered to. At the
time of forwarding exchanges to the next
member on the circuit, the Superintendent
must be notified by postal card. giving
date.and total of the amount taken by the
senders. )
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g Branch Societies are responsible for
what they have on hand from the day of
receipt to the day of sending, and for any
difference that may arise during that tiie.
The Superintendent may refuse the pri-
vilege of the exchange to any one not
settlingaccounts promptiy when rendered.

10 Each Branch must prepay the post-
age in forwarding exchanges, which must
be registered if their value is over ten
dollars, or be seni at the risk of the
senders.

11 In planning the order of circulation,
the Superintendent will ns: the rule of
rotation, in order that each member may
have an equal chance in first choice, the
party being second in the first exchange
being first in the second, and so on.

12 The Superintendant has first choice
of all exchanges. He can also send his
own sheets free.

12 The Trustees shall decide upon all
" cases of misunderstanding that may arise
in this department.

MANAGEMENT OF EXCHANGE BOOKS AND

BOXES.

1. Members wishing to avail themselves
of the facilities of wnis depar.nent can
obtain the official exchange sheets for
adhesive stamps and cut envelopes, and
covers for entire envelopes, Postal cards,
ctc.. of the Superintendent. Five cents
each will be charged for these, which
must be remitted with the order. They
will be sent postpaid.

2. Members must remove the paper
from the backs of stamps, and attach
them to the sheets with gummed paper
hinges, in order that they may be examin-
ed for water marks, etc. Space is pro-

vided on the sheets for the owner's name, |

name of the branch society to which he
belongs, and the value of the sheet. Each
member marks his own prices ; the Super-
intendent adds the sheet and book num-
bers. . )

3. The envelope for enti.e specimens
must not contain more than twentyjpieces.

They are printed with space for owner’s
name, list of contents, price of each, total
value, name and circulation number of
those who remove specimens, &c. A
number in pencil can be placed on each
piece to correspond with the list number
on the outside of the envelope.

4 Members having prepared their sheets
for circulation, will promptly mail them
to the Superintendent, who will make
them into books and boxes, and place
. them upon the circuit.

5 Several sheets bound together con-
titute an exhange book, and a number of
envelopes an exchange box. :

6. In dealing with Branch Societies
the Superintendent will draw balances as
a whole for each branch, dealing with its
Secretary, who will adjust the account
with his members., The Secretary will
also gather the sheets of his branch, and
mail together in sending them to the
Superintendent.

7. After exchanges have completed
their circuit, and are returned to the
Superintendent, he will render an account
lto each participant. Eight days are
jallowed after members receive their state-
ments, in which to settle balances due the
exchange department. Balances due to
members wil! be remitted as soon as the
accounts can be adjusted. '
