should satisfy the most exacting Catho-
fic. We have frequeatly been told,
however, by those in a position to
know and we must uot shut our eycs
to the fact, that there arec members in
theC. M B A, whoscemto igoore
the religious aud fraterual side of the
Asgociation and imagzine that it is subd-
otdinate to tho busincss side.  This is
indeed, au uusound position, a very
orronvous idea, aund we sincerely hope
it way quickly ba cradicated. T'he
primary coudition of membership, all
must roadily see, is that of Catholicity,
aud practical Catholicity. The Catk-
olic Mutual Denetic Acsociation must
satl under no sparious uame. 1t must
bs what its name predictsif it is intend-
od to bo a permavent srganization, an
orgauization desorving the sauction
and Liessing of tho Church.

Al the daugor to our Association
coXmes fromn this side. If a member
falls 1o fulfi} tho monotary obligation,
aneglects to pay his ducs and assess.
ments, he ips0 fuclo suspends or expels

DEATHOF ARCHBISIHIP FABRE
OF MONTREAL.

O € M. B, A members through
out ¢ wada regret to hear of the death
of His Grace Archbishop Fabre. Ie
was a true fricud to our association,
and to his wito counsel and just de.
cisions at & critizal tinie {a the history
of the association, may, to a great ex
tent, be attributed the success of tho
C. M. B. A. of Cauada in the Prov-
ince of Quebec.

The Catholic Record in its leading
article of the O:h inst. says of the de-

" ceased prelate:

His Grace
Charles Fabre, of ‘ivutreal, died at
the Archiepiscopal residence, on
the 30.h ult. Iis Grace was the
Metropolitan of tho ecclesiastical
Province of Mo treal, which be.
sides tho Archdiocess includes the
diozeses of St. Hyacinthe, Sherbrooke

rand Valleyfield.

Archbishop Fabre was the third Bis.
hop in succession in the diocess of
Moutreal. Hez was a native of Mon-
treal city, where he was born on the
23th Fetuary, 1827.  He received Lis
education partly in Canada and partly
in France. He received his prepara.
tory studies at the Seminary of St.
Hyaciathe, and ccntinued his eccles-
iastical course at Issy in France,
where he was a classmate of the emi.
nent lato Archbishop of Algiers, Car.
dinal Lavigerio, and others who were
aftcrwards promineat in the Church.
*{s was ordaiued to the holy priesthood
in 1330 by Bishop Prince, and had
chargaesuccessively of Soreland Pointe
Cinire parishes, and in 1531 he was
appointed a canon of the cathedral of
Montreal and was stationed in that
city by Bishop Bourget.

In 1873 he was consecrated to ve
Coadjutor Bishop of Moutreal and he
succeeded t) the See in 1876, on Bis-
hop bourget’s resignation owing to ill
health, and he was promoted to bs
Archbishop in 1536.

Seven of the priesta
whom he ordalned have sinco becomo
Bishong, including Archbishop Lange-
vin.

Mpr. Fabre was an indefatigable

worker, and regularly n-ade his visita.
tions to all the parishes of his diccese,
in which religiou hasgreaily prosperced
during his administration. He was
distinguished for bis gentlemanvly
affability and Christinn hindness, aud
he will be mournced by Protestants as
well as Catl Mes throughout the
Dominion, and especizlly in his native
ity.

Membors, that the sum of one dollar be paid
out of the General Fuud of the Grand Council
for each new member brought in, such pay-
ment to be made to the member bringing in
