Sept
only lost 2e, and Dec. ie, but they close
at botton. Bears have certainly had the
advantage all day; strong efforts have been
successfully made to depress prices.

Corn also lost one cent on the day ; the
extreme heat in the corn belt should have
helped to advance it, but neither statistics
nor nws had any effect.

Provisions were dull and only traded in
to a very limited extent. Near the close of
the day they went off rapidly and sold
down to 37c under yesterday's last price.
