THE PRESENT SESSION.

The session .of Parliament now proced-
ing is not likely to be marked by any
distinguishing legislative departure ; a fact
that will do much to strengthen the com-
mercial sitvation, We are assured, author-
itatively, that no changes will be made in
the customs tariff, and consequently im-
porters will be able to purchase the goods
necessary to fill the requirements of their
customers without the anxiety which
necessarily is present when there is any.
posgibility of an alteration in duties. No-

-thing so demoralizes trade ae a prospective

Change in the existing tarift. The importer
becomes timid in his purchases fearing

‘that an increase in duty may render his
‘venture unprofitable, the relpiler hesitates -
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advantage that might be reaped by a
competltor, and thus a period of commer-
cial uncertainty supervenes that is usual-
ly followed by ‘a general chorus of com-
plaint’ when the new tariff is officially
announced. - The fact that the present
year will be free from any doubt or unckr-
tainty as to the duties on imported goods
will go.far towards re-establishing public
confidence, and will be an importantfactor
in forwarding that improvement in tho
commercial situation which is now dawn-
ing upon ng with the advent of spring.

The estimates of public expenditure for
the- ﬁscal year ending on the 30th J une,
1889, are not quite so satisfactory as we
might wish, although they call for an
expenditure of bhalf a million dollars less
than the expendiiure of the present fiscal
year, and are materially less than the
average of the past three years. They
compare as follows :—

In comparing these figures, however, we
must remember that the sudden increase
in expenditure in 1886 was due to the
unforeseen and extraordinary expenditure
on account of the Riel rebellion, and that,
since then, a considerable sum has been
laid aside every year for expenses in-
curred in that costly expedition. When
we bear in mind that the present esti-
mates do not call for any appropriation on
this account, it is evident that the decroase
in the figures for 1889 is more apparent
than real, and that our ordinary expendi-
ture is. rapidly approaching that of the
years in which unexpected and temporary
cauges of oxpense had swelled the fiscal
payments bigyond the normal averago.
Lat us take the principal items of the

actual outgo during the fiscal yedr ending-

on the '30th June, 1885, and compare. it
with the estimated expenditure in the
coming fiscal year, and we find they com-
pare as follows :—

It will be observed in this companson that
the item of expenditure in the collection
of revenue has increased over one million
dollars in four years. Whether this in-
crease be really offset by a growth in the

‘mcome or not, it is a disquieting feature,
and "although the increment does not’

mvolve any new or additional taxation it
ig an 1tem that will bear close examina-

tlon and whlch should call for comment at_

the kands of our representatives. :
We notice a very satisfactory dacrease
in the cost of immigration due to the
abandonment of the ridiculous policy of
granting government assistance towards
the passage money of intending emigrants.
No item of public expenditure was more
abnged (through no fault of the govern-
ment, be it remembered) than this one
wasg, and itz final abrogation in deference
to public opinion is a step that should
have been taken long ago. There is also
a reduction of half a million in the ex-
pected expenditure upon public works,
which seems to point toa more’ econonglcal
policy’ in this department in the” “fiitare,
The very liberal appropriations in this
branch for the past seven or eight years
should certainly have provided adequate
buildings for the conduct of the public
busmeas, and we may therefore expect a

lower scale of expendxture to rule in this

branch in the coming years.

The increase in the expendlture in the
militin and mounted police is due to the
increase in the number of permanent; corps
and schools in the former, and to the

greater numerical strength in the latter.

Whether, so far as the militia is concerned,
the enlarging of what may be termed our
standing army is a wise move appears to
be open to doubt. The principal advan-
tage gained seems to be the increased
opening for government patronage the new
schools afford ; but in the case of the
mounted police there can be no question
but that the growing needs of the North-
west for civil protection would justify a
far larger increment in the expenditure to
this end than is called for in the estimates.
The advance of settlement, and the ques-
tion of the' future disposition of the
Indians, now that the disappearance of
large game is practically complete, demand
that the force available in case of an
emergency shall be ample to cope prompt-
ly with any difficulty that might arise.
To curb. the efflciency of this important
force would be the most mistaken econo-
my, and we would even favor an increase
in this appropriation to be deducted from
such expensive luxuries as {he Kingston
Military College, an institution which (so
far as any benefif to the Canadian militia
is concerned) is as useless as it is costly.
We. now come to the most important
item in the estimates; the cost of carrying
our public debt; and- here we are con-
fronted with an increase of close upon one

_million in the cost of -interest, with unfor-
tunately no prospect of its remaining at its |:

preseni figures. In the:current year the

-growth of the debt was over five millions,

and now we -are confronted with an ex-

to be told that until the annual income
meets the expenditures it is useless to
contend that the country is on a sound
financial basis. Cerlainly the credit of

-Canada in foreign financial centres rever

stood higher than at present ; but this is
due largely fo the growing difficulty there
of securing sound investments at good
rates of interest, and to the continuous
lowering of the interest rate obtainable in
Great Britain, Of course the growth of
the premium obtainable on Canadian
securities materially reduces the rate of
interest payable, but, so long as we have
to face the cortainty of an annual increase
in our public debt, no. matier how trivial,
it is impossible {o laok forward to the
future with that entire confidence wluch
would be possible were our income and
expenditure to balance each other.

U. 8. TARIFF REVISION.-

.The new. American tariff-bill introduced-
into Congress with a view of reducing the
existing . surplus by adding cerfain raw
materials to the free list, whilst at the
same timo maintaining the principle of
pro‘ection upon which the present tariff is
based, has naturally aitracted a great deal
of attention from those branches of Canadi-
an commerce whicl would be directly
benefited Dby its provisions. ‘That the bill
as introdnced in its present shape will
ever. become law we dare not venture_to
hope, and as it now stands it is more typi-
cal of the new departure entered upon by
President Cleveland than.of any. expected
Still it
will form one of the planks of the Demo-
cratic platform of 1888, and as such will
probably influence legislation, and, ag itfis .
really the first practical proposition-for the .

reduction of the surplus by legitimate
means, it indicates progress in the right -
"direction at &l events, and thus will prob- .

ably be accepted in a mutilated form.

" Naturally the progress of the bill will be
watchod with intoense interest by tho lum-
ber trade, Last year 835,000,000 foet of
hewn and gsawn lumber was exported from
this country to the United States. As the
valuo of this raw material was close upon
eight million doilars, the amount of duty
it was compelled to pay under the existing
tarifl can uusily’ bo caleulated. At present,
owing tothe heavy duty, Canadian lumber-
men culling for the United States find
themselves wholly unable to touch small
or inferior pine, as it does not pay to
handle it. 1n cutting large timber even, it
has been customary in some sections to
loave the tops of tho trees in the woods, or
in othier words to waste between five and
ton per cent. of the cat. If, however, the
oxisting duty is finally abolished, tho value
of the cult will bo enhanced by this por-
cenlugo, the value of the limils will be in-
cronsed and the province will derive a
largor revenue,

In tho caso of wool the udvantage to be
gained Ly its transter to the free list is by
no means 8o exclusively Canadian asin the
cago of lumber. The farmer and the wool
grower will undoubtedly reap the full gain
of the 10 cenis per pound now levied upon
Canadian wool crossing tho frontier, but on
the other hand it is questionable whether
tho American manufacturer (now confined
to domostic markets by the heavy duty
upon his raw matorial) will not be able,
when agsisled by free wool, lo force his
woollons into our markets and thus com-
pete on advantageous terms with our
Canadian manufacturers, already luboring
under the disadvaniages of sovers com-
petition and lessencd profits, 1f the offoct
of free wool is to enable tho American
menufucturer to once more make Canadian
towns the slaughter market for his goods
in ordor to maintain his prices in the
States, it will be looked upon as a very
doubtful blessing; and it is by no means
corliin thatsuch a result would not follow.
Treo wool, therefore, would be less ex-

clusively to our advantage than free lum-
ber, and might ‘possibly be & delriment
rgthior than a gain.

A careful perusul of the bill does not
bear out the general impression that it
containg the germs of & decided departure
from the recognized American. policy of
fiscal protection. A measure which, under
the guise of & reduction of the tariff, main-
tans such dulies as $6 a ton on pig iron,
$11 atfon onsteel and iron rails, 40 per
cent. on cotton cloth, 40 per cent, on manu-
faclures of wool, 45 per cent, on ready-
wade clothing, 20 per cent. on carriages,
and 30 per cent. on manufactures of wood,
does not mark any obvious leaning towards
the principles of reciprocal trade. On the
conirary, it is evident that the whole
measure is really protection in' another
form, since it is intended to aid American
manufaclurers by giving them free raw
malerialg, while at the same time protect-
ing their products by a high tariff,. Even
in those cases where some reduction of the
present tarifl on manufactured producls is
contemplated it is merely intended to
correspond with a reduction in the duty
on the raw malerial. It matters little to
the manufacturer whether the tarifl'on his
product be 40 per cent. when he pays 10
per cent. on his raw material, or whether
he enjoys free raw materials and a protects
ive tarifl of 30 per cent. on his product.
In oither case his position is practically
unchanged and hence the whole bill, al-
though ostensibly a move in the direction
of free trade, is in reality more a readjust-
ment of the tarifl than in any sense s
reduction of it. The protectionist principle
is absolutely unchanged, and there is no
indication whatsoever of any disposition
upon the part of Congress to legislate in
the direction of enlarged commercial re-
lations with this country. Canada will
undoubledly benefit by the prospective
changes, if they ever come about, but it
must be understood that this will be the
result and not the intention of the measurs,
and that no ides of permitting foreign
competition with home industries on free
and equal ferms is in the least contem-
plated.

THYE CANAL SYSTEM.

The sum of a million and a half dollars
asked forin the estimates for the purpose
of proceeding with the long promised
deepening of the St. Lawrence system of
canals, is an item which very few will be
found to cavil at. In fact it is a question
whether fixing the sum to be spent during
the coming fiscal year on this object at so
small & sum i8 not mistaken economy,
and whether it would not have been
better to have asked for an appropriation
suflicient to enable the whole work to be
pushed to completion as expeditiously as
possible and thus allow us to reap the

"pete . successfully

advnnta"es of the 1mprovement at an

earlier period. .

The policy of canal enlargement, first in-
augurated some sixteen years ago, has
since proceeded by fits and starts. - The
proviso made that the deepening should
only be proceeded with as the finances
warranted the expenditure bas naturally
prevented any continuous action to this
end, and consequenily although the work
has been completed on ths Welland and .
partially on the Lachine Canal, owing to
the fact that the connecting links are still
untouched, the advantage-reaped by lake
shippers has been infinitesimal. Indeed
the deepening of the Welland Canal has
redounded more to the advantage of the
American ports of Lake Ontario than to
the Canadian route, and consequently has
failed to produce the resulis in the way of
increased traflic that were so conﬁdently
looked for.,

No doubt the fact that the largest class
of lake vessels can now pass down the
Welland and proceed to Kingston without
transhipment of cargo marks a consider-
able degree of progress in the right direc-
tion, but of what advantage is that to the
Canadian route so long as the necessity for
transhipment exists? It im this com-
pulsary transhipment at one portion of the
route that has for years worked so dis-
advantageously to the intercsts of the St
Lawrence route. So long as this exists,
the Erie Canal will always be able to com-
with -the Canadian
gystem, and until the increased cost it en-
tails be removed, it isuseless to expectour
magnificent system of natural waterways
to compete with the artificially improved
canal routes of the United States. The
deepening of the Cornwall, Williamsburg,
Farran's Point and Beauharnois canals to
an average depth of fourteen feet to cor-
respond with that of 1he Velland and
Lachine is an absolute necessity if we de-
gire to secure our share of the traflic that
will otherwise seek cheaper and more
convenient channels, and therefore it is
the duty of those who control the destinies
of the Dominion to see that no unneces-
gaty delay takes place in the completmn of
the task.

Still we are progressing, if somewhat -
slowly, and it is now no longer considered
utopian to expect the day when our inland
water ways will be so enlarged as to per-.
mit the largest.lake craft to descend from
the upper lakes and discharge their cargo
into the ocean steamships.at this port
without breaking bull_c. The present cogt
of transhipment is a tax‘ upon trade, an
impost on oiir commerce, and hence an

"impediment to the natural development, of :
- Canada. _ in-
.volve the assumption of the Lake St. Teter

Aliberal policy that would in-

debt ‘and the enlargement of the canals
would repay the government tha‘t_h}i@intec} ]
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it one hundredfold, and would be of in-

calculable value to the commercial
interests of the country. It is'to be hoped
that the present appropriation marks-the
conversion of the' Government -to: these
views and that for the future such a pro-
gressive policy as we have indicated will
be carried into’ force. The prosperity of
the country demards it, and therefore it
can only be a question of time before it will
become an accomplished fact. '

SPRING MILLINERY.

-Although in our last issue we pointed
out the great reduction in the height of
the crowns of all uew fashionable spring
hats, ‘but little ' difference can bhe dis-
tinguished -between last year’s styles and
those now coming into vogue from an in~
spection of the trimmed models. In every
instance the trimming is high, In fact so
high, that thig year’s hats when ready for
wear are quite as high, if not higher, thau
last year's, and honnets are certainly
larger all round. What the object of
fashionable milliners was in reducing the
gize of the crowns of the new hats if they
intended to compensate for it by increasing
the height of the trinmings, seems difli-
cult at first sight to discover, but possibly
the solution of the enigma is that the
popular taste still runs in the direction of
high headgear, and, as'it would be danger-
ous to stem too abruptly the current of
caprice, they seek by this compromise
to pave the way gradually for a- more radi-
cal change next year.

" Paking up first the ribbons whlch now-
a-days are visible in such profusion on all
stylish bonnets, we find flat edges ruling ex-
clusively for city trade, but in the country,
plcot, lcop and crown edges still monopolize
the trade, aqd for the cheaper class of cus-
tomers & double-faced satin ribbon with a
crown edge appears to be the favorite
staple, and certainly is in as great a de-
mand ag ever. For. the better trade faille
and ‘moite ribbons are called for, and all
throughout watered effects are visible,
Shaded (or ombré as itis called), changeant
or shot effects, and moire or watered
styles, are the favorite lines of the coming
year, and frequently we observe all three
styles combined in the one ribbon. Bouclé
a~d tufted effecls are out, apparently for
good, and on all hands this ig admitted to
bo 2 watered season.

. In shades, reseda or reed green, a light
gmy green ghade, is ez pacted to take the
place of heliotrope, but whether it ‘is not
too pale and artistic a shade to reach the

popular taste is yet to be decided. Other

colors are byzantine, a bright  copper,
blondine, a dark beige, and manzana, a
bright vellow emerald. Cream, ghrimp,
PopDY, strung, straw, beige, phosphorous,
tiel,"venetien and Russian blue are old

‘weason.

colors that will run Well, it is expected, for
another season.” Shaded,-shot and colored
effects appear in all these shades, and in
the newest shades, plain colors are the ex-~
ception rather than the rule.

Gauzes, so far as millinery is concerned,
appear to be somewhat on the decline, In
fact, it is more than e\ndent that Houclé
and tufted gauzes are now in their last
In newer styles shaded and {wo-
tone changeant gauzes still run well,
Stripes and checks prevall, and in every
instance, even in the cheapest 19 cent a
yard lines, the same effect of the double
color is always present. ‘Tinssl ‘gauzes,
too; in every metallic shade, from the
deepest . flame-red copper to burnishéd
steel, is largely used in sympathy with
the increased feeling for metallic bead-
work, and this idea has spread even into
vellings, which this year rule spotted with
bright metallic globules.

Tn silks'the moires reign supreme, and it
evident that for the better class millinery
trade fancy silks are rapidly supplanting
the gauzes, but as it would be ridiculous
to puta $1.35 silk ona 75 cent hat, for
cheaper lines gauzes will still run, The
plain . moire, moire antique with the long
pattern in watered effect, and moire pekin
with a satin siripe alternately with thé
watered pattern, have all their separate
admirers and all sell well. Changing,shot
and shaded effects are aléo the rule in silk
fabries, and evidently command the most
attention from the trade.

The steadily cheapening cost of beaded
grenadines enables them to retain a large
share of public patronage. In black lines
these elegant fabrics are largely called for,

‘and they may almost be said tor have
“become a staple, since jet ig always fushion-

able, and there is a growing tendency for
beads of all kinds. Fancy bead ornaments,
more especially jet and.burnished  steel,

~will be. extenively used as garniture to

costumes during the ensuing 8eason, and

although the cost of these ornaments.
“limits them to the better class trade, the

amount already sold gives promise of their
popularity in the future. Braid divides
with beads the patronage of the dress-
makers, -and opposes . its durability -and
wearing qualities to the glittering show-
iness of its .rivals, though not always suc-
cegsfully, The feeling is for one or other
of the two, and steel beads certainly seem
to be the better investment. They come
in panel, collar, bodice, cuff and epaulet

_sets, and though exponsive they are so

pretty and .striking that it is little wonder
that they have captured the popular
fancy.

In paragols we nohce an expensive
qovelty, the . * carriage” parasol.” This
convenient. shade has a spring in the
handle which, when touched, allows the
parasol to fall to one side and thus form a

couvement slm.de for the fair holder.. Iis
cost will put it-out of the. reach of any but
the best trade, as its price wholegale runs
from $15 to $20, but for those who c¢an
afford it, it will form a conv emence whose
need hag long been felt.

Bonnets are certainly much-larger,: and
there seems to be a return to pointed front
shapes like the old Peek-aboo. In all

‘cases abundance of ribbon, both in bows

and strings, is visible, and the tinsel and
chequered gauzes already alluded to are
everywhere apparent. So far as the
models are concerned, the poppy appears
to be the favarite flower, appearing upon
six out of ten of the samples; but the old
familiar moss rose is also present to alarger
extent than for some years past, and min-
gled feather and ribbon mounts are much
called for. Ping and metal ornaments in
brass and steel, studded with imitation
jewels, will' be more used in millinery
than herétofore, aud & new atyle called the
feathered arrow, in which a brass arrow is
made to take the place of the centre rib in
an ostrich feather mount, bids fair to ‘be
one of the successes of the soason.

At present ostrich feather mounts can-
not be purchased too freely, and are even
displacing flowers for the spring trade, but
throughout the trade there seems to be an
idea that the coming year will witness a
returi to low crowaed bats with bioad
brims on the Guinsborough pattern, and
then we shall have to chronicle a demand
for ‘ostrich flats to cover the wide brims,
At preseut ostrich mounts are certmnly all
that is called for, but progressive houses
are careful not to let their stocks of flats go
‘down, and seem to anticipate a fresh de-
mand for them at the close of the present
year. Xlowers, of course, will rule for the’
early months of spring, but this’ year, out-

-side of the limited demand for the - poppy,

no flower has really come to the front as-a -
popular favorite, and it is evident that
feathers will compste more strenuously
than over for general favor. .In mary
favorite spring models flowers and feathers
appear side by side, and the new mounts
of ribbons and feathers have proved most.
powerful competitors to flowers, - Besides
which the metallic craze that is- just
springing up, barmonizeg beiter with
feathers than flowers, and with- the in-
creasing competition of ribbons and gauzes
to take into account, it is to be feared that
flowers will not prove such a.good invest-

ment in the months to come, as they have -
in past seasons.

The total surplus
in all branches is $i'.3,800, against which we
must record $22,478 for outstunding claims in
course of adjustment, so that tho balance of
profit for the yenr may be placed at $11,322
ag ngainst $27,602 Inst year.

Still the company's financial position is &
vary slrong one, and there is every probability
that with the recent increase in insurance
rates Lo help them, the showing for 1888 will
be a far different one to that we are now
reviewing. It must be remembered that the
stock of this company is held by some of the
wealthiest citizens of Montreal, o fact that
offers the best gunrantee to policyholders
possible. Its grosy income for the year
amounted to $128,560 ; it claims o reserve
fund of $362,074, and shows seeurity Lo policy-
holdery of $1,335,067. Its cxperience has
only been that of its confreres in insurance
cireles, and as it is hardly like that the bitter
experionco of 1887 will bu again ropeated, we
may predict that, with increased carefulness
in inspection and conservative maunagement,

net profits earned were getting smaller every
year, and the time had come when ‘it was
hardly possible for the iostitution to carry a
profitable business through our resources.
As deposits and circulation are the two earn-
ing powers of banks, to increase our profits a
change of views in the ndministration became
necessary, and to rebuild these two items
which had been exhausted by keen competi-
tion was the first step to be taken, and to ob-
tain that result agencies were neccssary.

-years. We notice also an improvementin the
character and amount of general commercial
transactions.  Merchants must not, however,

b: over-confident and should keep their oyes

open and extend tho cash snles system to
the ulmost. The sales in dry goods and
groceries by retail merchants have been in

excess of their resources, and this is a con-

sequence of the facilities given to -our popula-
tion to live beyond their means. Thesurplus
of this illegitimate business is accounted: for
in their books under the heading of open
credits, which ave sooner or later wiped out by
being placcd to profit and loss account.
Wholesale traders ought to becareful and pre-

vent new firms from entering into this field of

operation, especially men -not having the

proper qualifications and sufficient capital,
I consider that the field of operation in almost
every line is cousiderably over-crowded and
the utmost caution is necessary. The basls
of our credit is sound as far as it concerns the
country trade, which rests in & great measure
upon the farmers of this province, who are
wealthy, but who are slow in their re-
‘miltances, depending as they do on their
crops, and country retailers are forced to grant
them long credits and depend upon ‘the
wholesale trade of the cities to carry them
over. That 1mp01ttmt section of out trade
has not been increasing much in the last
year, with the exception "of daicy produce,
which has been considerably incrcased owing
to their demand from foreign markets. Un-

less new developmmts are given to this pro-

vince to increase its rural population,-wo
must not anticipats much improvement for

we cannot realize much beyond present

necessities. In the actual inancial situation,
the tendoncy of money is still toward “ligher

_stances, be very careful in their purchases and -

not veninre into any new enterprises.. During
the year the failures have been very numerous
and heavy.
