-MAIL advices from San Francisco to the.12th inet., state that
the movement in canned fruits is light. Canners claim to be
oversold on lemon cling penches and white cherries and are sold
up close on one or two other lines. The demand for cling
penches lias been in excess of the supply, and canners have been
forced to pay high prIces for caning stock. At the date of the
letter $40 per ton was being paid ln the Visalia district.

-BicERînoiN,'under date of 4th inst., says that from ail parts
of Russia our advices speak of dlsappointing crops, and a deter-
mination to liold for higli priceà on the part of farmers. The
hast proof of this le ta be found in the official return of the
stocks ln the 15 Russlan ports on 18th uit., which gives the total
stock at only 464,000 quarters, against 1,8Õ0,000 quarters last
yeer, and 970,000 quarters in 1894.

-ADvIcics froni Halifax, N.S., say that the People's leat &
Liglit Co., ln whlich H. L. Whitney, and other Boston men are
large shareholders, le reported to have bought out the Halifax
Gaslight Co. which lias had a monopoly of the gas business ln
Halifax for many years. The figure is bolieved ta be between
$400,000 and $500,000. Extensive works have beau erected by
the Poople's Co. at the Northwest Arm, The laylng of pipes
lias bean in progress since the early spring.

-TrE month of August records a heavy falling off of 41,750,-
000 in the production of the United States cigar industry, and
that, too, ln the heat of a Presidential campaign. The total
output was 840,971,548, against 882,721,546 in August last year.
The Metropolitan and Ninth Pennsylvania districts bore fifteen
millionsof this loss, and the rest of the country suffered its pro-
portionate share. The cigarette production, however, increased
88,995,920 in a total of 884,707,800, and surpassed the cigar pro.
duction by over forty-four millions.

-I le to be regretted that there are not more farmers who
imitate the example of a farmer in Vermont who has kept a close
account of what it costs him to manufacture and sell butter.
After considerable book-keepIng with respect to his dairy liard
he found that ha made botter at a cost of thirteen and a half
cents a pound. How many farmers are there whîo have been
making butter for years who know witlh anything like reasonable
accuracy what it costs to make it, or whether the manufacture
has bean any profit ta them ?

-IT may not ba generally known that India le already doing a
great deal of dairy work. In a recent address at Bombay It was
stated thal thera were now 700 dairies in the country, and that
the export trade lad already 'assumed quite large propertions.
A dairy supply company bas existed at Bombay since 1889, since
which lime it has imported into the country a large quantity of
dairy supplies for the purpose of carrying on dairying in accord-
ance with modern methode.

-IT le now-proposed ta substitute iron for wooden barrels.In
petroleum transportation. The costliness of irooden petroleumn
barrais, which have advanced in the last few years from 1.50 to
4.50 florins in Austria-Hungary, basides requiring repaire after
long use, has induced Consul Schwimmer, in Budapest, to erect,
under assistance of other capitaliste, large works for the manu-
facture of iron barrais, welded by electricity after the latest pro-
case. These barrals will cheapenthe price of petroleum, and the
usual loss attending the use'of wooden barrels le avoided.

Hi ilrogen is liberated and reduces one atom of chlorine with the
formation of hydrochloric acid, which attacks the zinc anew, and
the cycle continues until the process is ecmplete, a condition
indicated by the cessation of the formation of thehydrochloric
acid. The upper layer of the substance ls removed and the pro-
duct refined.

-Tin Government authorities have addressed a circuler ta
the Italien Custom House in which it ls pointed ont that propri-
etary articles of which the formula is kept secret may only be
importod with the express consent of the superlor council of
bealth In Rome, but that such substances of recent introduction
as possesa therapeutic properties,, which are- inherent in those
substances alone, may be imported, although their ingredients
need not be stated. The custons officers are instructed to allow
the importation of all speclalties of which the formila is indi-
cated on the packet, on the condition that the formula shows the
article ta be composed entirely of substances which are contalned
In the Italian PharmacopSla. Those regulations do not apply
to small quantities of medicines imported by travellers for their
own use.

-P. GAUDREAU & Frere, general store, etc., St. Bruno, Chi.
coutimi Co., Que., have assigned to Paradis & Jobin, Quebec,
with Ilabilities of $2,200, and assets of about $1,400. Théy start-
ed business in 1892, and were doing fairly, but their mill was
destroyed by fire a couple of weeks ago. They had no insurance
and besides lost several hundred dollars worth of lumber. This
serlously hampered them, and was the main cause of their as-
signment. Anthime Charbonneau, hotel, St. Scholastique, Que.,
la offering 88% cents in the dollar, cash. .He owes about $5,000,
and his assets are placed at about half this amount. He has
been in business since April, 1892, and prior to coming here was
at St. Jerome. He.has.done a moderato trade, but what real
estate he had here depreciated considerably In value, at least 50
per cent, and this caused a deficit, making him unable to pay in
full.

-ADVciEs from Washington indicate that the daily financlal
statements of the Treasury exhibit in as striking a manner as
any figures which are available the baneful effects of the free
silver agitation upon business.

Under ihe o uprvision of the Dominion 0overnment.
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Of incongruous thiîîgs no two could be named hav-
ing less natural association than a theory as to the most
desirable form'of national curreney, and antipathy to a
foreign country. -It is one of the eccentricities of the
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free silver party in the States to base no small part of
their case upon a'nti-British sentiment. The associa-
tion arises to sone extent froi a cunning endeavour to
exploit the feeling against England existing in the
breasts of the more ignorant section of the American
people-those of whom the New York Sun is the chief
organ-and in part from prejudice against the old
land still lingering in the Demiocratie party. To that
party is mainly attributable the war of 1812 which did'
so much to extinguish the good feeling towards Eng-
land which survived the days of, and which was enter-
tained by Washington and Hamilton. The South,
wherethe silver party is so strong, still remiembers and
resents the anti-slavery movement in Great Britain
which led to the war of secession and the abolition of
slavery. This ill-will in the West, where Bryanism
finds its main strength, lias been alnost wiolly created
by the school histoi-ies which seei to have been writ-
ten for the purpose of exciting Anglophobia. These
histories in the hands of the illiterat2, and untravelled
young persons who are in charge of hundreds of the
small schools in the Western States, do infinite nischief
in breeding and keeping alive anti-British sentiments.

When so able a statesman as Mr. Cleveland can so
far forget what is due to his elevated office and to the
interests of bis country as to utilize this prejudice for
the advantage of the Democratie party, as he did in the
Venezuela affair, we need not be surprised at sucl
smuail fry as Mr. Bryan and his friends trying to use
the sane lever to hoist themnselves into power by the
cry of free silver being a blow at English_ nonetar
raid mercantile power. The same passionate hatred o
England as the silverites are displaving,was entertained
by General Jackson, who is largely responsible for th
wretche d banking system of the States, an extension o
the least defensible features of which Mr. Bryan advo
cates. The Chicago platformni favors the absolute mono
poly of the issuance of ail foris of, currency by th
Governient. It demands, in respect to the issue o
notes by bankers, that "the banks ouglt to go out. o
the Governmiient business." Mr. Bryani seens to b

coinage and Bank of England notes, is issued by the
Government, whereas the British Governinent issues
neither one nor the other, and for which the Govern-
ment is to no extent responsible. Not a trace of
Government " fiat" can be found in English currency.

Apirt from the bank 'notes issued by other banks,
the current noney of Great Britain rests upon either
its intrinsic market value or on the credit of the Bank
of England fortified by its reserves. So far tien the
Bryanites are wholly astray, and their attacks upon
Great Britain as "the gold bug of nations" are mere
shots at an imaginary target. Th eideu of England's

- keeping up the gold standard -by force in . order to
weaken her rivais runs through ail free silver litera-
ture. The tracts of Coin's Finarcial School depict
"Lombard Street as a golden-clawed vampire sucking
the life-blood of Anierican industry." Governor AILt-
geld at Chicago asked ; "Shall this mighty nation after
we have triunphed over English armies upon land,
after we have destroyed English fleets upon the waters,
after we have triumphed upon every field of honor and
of glory-shall we now >supinely surrender to English
greed, English cunning and corruption ?" Ail this
fiery bombast simply means, Shall Anierica have a cur-
rency negotiable at par outside its borders, or a form of

, currency worth only 58 cents in the dollar at home, and
of no service whatever in paying our debts or buying
goods in foreign countries ?

Another currency genius at the Chicago Convention
described an internationia agreemen't for a currency
available for iriternationVI financial settlements as, " a
fmere device to appeiie the people and disappoint and
-betray thei, and those who objeet to the ratio of gold

e andsilver being fixed at 10 to 1 are, seeking to place,
this nation under subjection tô Great Britain." A
third spoke of "silver waves rising until they have
buried the British policy of a single standard." A

e fourth called upon " the Demoeratic hosts to declare
f the independence of the United States of the.monetary
f despotisn of the olà1 step-mother, Great Britainî." A
e fifth said, the opposition to silver was 'a conspiracy of
n European monarchs led by Great Britain." Another

ça lç4 upo )emocrats t " throw de fiance in the face
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of England." Other speakers styled English finan-
ciers as " pirates," as men who " loot the Treasury,
stifle commerce, paralyse industry and plunder the
world." Such is the kind of "//pd odMl" spread-eagle-
ism which is being used by the free silverites in their
efforts to pursuade the American people into a policy

'by vbich 53 cents worth of silver shall be made "a
legal tender, for each dollar of all debls, public and
private." Mr. Bryan and his friends scem to be under
the iinpression that the whole of the vast exports of
America, amounting to some 60 to 70 millions every
month, can bc paid for by soine forn of,:money which
will enhance their value fifty per cent while Americans
can pay for imports by silver dollars which, in a for-
eign iarket, would only pass for 53 cents ! They are
totally ignorânt, apparently, that by whatever mone-
tary standard purchases are made of American goods
by foreign buyers, say by British " pirates," the saine
standard must he used by Americans in paying for
their purchases fromu those " pirates." They seem also
unaware that tbe vast bulk of the goods they sell to
Great Britain and to Europe are paid for, not by mnoney
in any fori, but by exchanges of credit. Least 6f all
do they know that at times, as is the case this month,
the " pirates" of Great Britain ship many millions of
gold to the States to square the balance of trade due to
the States for their exports to that " vampire of a step-
imother," the old country.

The foreign trade of the States averages not far
short of four million dollars every day. Is it possible
that any sane person in that country cau suppose so
enormious a trade could be carried on without a mone-
tary standard of value comnon to both ? England,
although sIe is, as Mr. Bryan's friends say, a " pirate,"
is by all odds the largest custoner of the States. As a
buyer she lias the right to say how she will pay for lier
purchases, and the States, as sellers, lias the saine right
to say, whether the terins offered by ber piractical eus-
toner arc acceptable or not. Business is business, and
if the Englisb ternis are not the besb obtainable, the
States can find another buyer who will pay better
prices, and in better money.

That is the only rational view of international cur-
rency relations, and the rabid rant of silverites against
Great Britain, because the old land prefers a fixed gold
standard to a fluctuating silver one, is the 'inere vapor-
ing of cranks or of designing dishonest politicians.

THE BANK STATEMENT FOR AUGUST.

The centre of ionetary interest just now is the
United States, where gold is beuing received from Europe
enough to have weakened the high rates prevailing b,-
fore the influx set in. The return of so much gold to
the States is not, however, any indication of increasing
confidence, but simply arises froni the current balance
of dèbt created by exchanges of goods betweenu Ameri-
ca and Europe being so mucb in favor of the States
that shipmnents of gold have to be made to effect set-
tienicuts. The relief to the New York and other
bankers is very opportune as the demand bas been,
and continues to be, lively for moncy to facilitate crop
movements. The U.S. Treasury gold-reserve is: now

,"0 millions, with more on the way, so that it is prob-
able the amount will shortly exceed any on record for
five or six years. Since.the Treasury reserve bega'to
enlarge the note redemptions have fallen off to a nonîi-
nal suin, which is another instance of the public not
caring for gold when it is plentif ul; it is oiily vhen it
becomes scarce that gold is urgently wanted. Gold, ln
fact, for currency purposes, is becoining relegated to
the iron safe-vaults of bankers for reserve purposes
only. When the public believe it to be there they are
content to have it locked up, but when they know, or
imagine,.that the stock is running low they become
anxious to secure some.

The. financial situation here, as mirrored in the
August bank statement, is somewhat after the estab-
lished pattern of the season. Canada keeps on " sawing
wood," without excitement over the threatening
troubles of Europe or the agitations of the Republiec
As usual the Circulation expanded considerably lu:
August, the advance over July being $1,934,000. The
amount, $31,509,000, is $771,000 in excess of the figures
for August, 1895, and larger by $1,239,000 than the
total note issues at the same date in 1894. The infer-
ence is justified that a proportionately larger volume of
business is being done this year in connection with crop
movements than in 1894 and 1895. The deposits payable
after notice increased last mointh by $1,051,700, the
aimount, $123,151,000, being $7,435,000 in excess of the
1895 figure. The aggregate of deposits and circulation
-the vorking materials of the banks-stood on the lst

'September at $219,925,339, of which the Current Loans
absorbed $207,410,954, equal to 94.30 per cent.
Last year at sanie date the total of these funds was
$213,840,658, and the Current Loans were S197,526,285,
or equal to .92.40 per cent. The difference between
94.30 per cent and 92.40 per cent in the proportion le-
tween deposits -with circulation, and discounts, shows
that the funds of the. bank this year are being more
extensively utilized for the general business of the
country, which to both the banks and the public is
gratifying. The change thus indicated bas, of course,
reduced the advances in the American market, and for
call loans. In the last twelve months the former were
lessened by $11,200,000, and the latter by $3.500,000.
On the other hand, balances have been growing in
Great Britain where the large sum of $10,747,000 is at
the call of our banks. This sum is so much larger
than is needed that we may expect the removal of a
considerable sumi to a more profitable market-if it can
be found.

In reference to the brevity of the Press reports of
the Bankers' Ass'ociation mueetings, to which we cýsn-.
ally alluded, we may say that as the proceedings*could
not be reported ver:mtim it was better to ]eave theme
with .very brief notices, as the public utterances of our
leading bankers are liable to be misunderstood and to
be even mischievous when presented in a summary
made by one not familiar with banking affairs.

The shipping business of this port is active, and the
season will prove to bave been better than for some
time past. The barvest is a good average, and will
realize probably more thian the last one. If warbreaks
out in Europe, prices vill rise.-Our usual coiparative

THE ALIEN LABOR LAW, AND THE CHINESE
QUESTIONS.

The Alien Labor law of the United States under
which foreigni artisans are prohibited fron vorking
in theStates while living- in Canada, and preveùted
also fromi entering the States~to fulfil a contract witI
an American employer. has provoked a movement in
favor of a similar law being enacted by Canada in re-
straint of American labor. So far as the insistance of
residence in the country of those Nvhose daily vork is
in the States, it is sonewhat harsh but is not oper
to any very'serious complaint. Those who earn high
wages in Detroit for instance, or Niagara Falls, o
Buffalo, can very fairly be expected to spend thei
wages where they earn them, otherwise they, on
small scale, commit the same class of wrong which th(
absentée landlords of Ireland infliet upon that country
We in Canada could not retaliate in kind if disposed
for the men who vish to work in the States and live in
Canada do so because of the economic advantage o:
getting wages on the American scale and spending
them on the lower scale of domestic expenditures in
Canada. The principal is sound that, wiere a man
income is earned there he should share in the responsi
bilities of resident citizenship.

The prohibition of men living in Canada or an,
foreigns country, entering the States to fulfil a contrac
for labor services te be rendered therein rests. on
different footing. . It is a highly objectionable restrain
upon the right of American citizens to engage in, and
import labor from another country, that is, the Alici
Labor law shuts the doors of the home labor market t
outsiders vhen they have been engaged in their ow]
country. The law is somewhat absurd in its action
for it does not prevent any person coming into th
States to seek, employment, it merely prevents a for
eigner having work pròvided for him before he enter

the States. Thus, its effect is to discrimainate against
the More desirable class of immnigrants, which manifest-
ly consists of those who are elected, by American'eni
ployers in a foreign market. Two carpenters for in-
stance, in an English workshop work side by side; No.'
1 is a worthless scanper of bad habits, lie can go to
the States, and fiad work without interference; but No.
2, who is a elever artisan of high characte' if he is en-
gaged to enter the States to follow bis calliig, is liable
te be sent back under the Alien Labor law.

It seems thein te us that this law has the reverse
effect to what is inteaded,and is undesirable as it leaves
objectionable immigrants at full liberty to enter and
demoralize the native labor market, while the immi-
gration of cleverand honorable ien and who vill be'a
credit'to the country is restrained ! The distinction
this law malkes between " artists " and artisans is also
irrational. There are plenty of men following such
callings as cause themn te be classed " working-men,"
vlo are far more trulv "artists ' than mnany whio earn
their bread torturing their neigihbors' cars by musical
instruments or feats of vocalization in whichs the art
element is not in evidence. Yet the imsost worthily
punisiable of musicians is 'exempt fron the Alien
Labor law, vhile a worker in silver or in vood who
mnay have the exquisite art skill of a Benvenuto Cellini
or Grinley Gibbons is subject te its provisions. Re-
cently a trial took place to test wlhethelr a valet «was au
artist or a workman according to United States law, he
usually being neither the one ner the other.

It is questionable wlsether the interests of Canada
cali for a similar Act in this country. Amuericans

The British Eiimnpire contributes 36, per cent of the
whole output, aud lie United States 27.7 leaiviig 30.
per cent for the pýoductioi of other countries. Ger-

many, whicli forierly ranked as secoed, lias now given
place to the United States. So far as Englanîd is con-
cerned, however, the United States des not count for
muheli as a factor in the coal situation, As TIe Satur-
<*a// Renie w points out it Shîips coal to Canlada and the
West Ildies, and in these markets it ha!s to saine ex-
tent been substituted for the English article.. But vir-
tually the whole of its annual output Vhici iast year
ran to 152,448,000 tons, is consuned at home. Cali-
fornia and tlhe otiher Pacifie States ayk largely depen-

dent for their supplies upon the imports received fron
British Columbia, New South Wales, England, !and
Japan. In 1895 Canada exported 1,070,973 tons of
coal, the average exports for the past three years being
965,516 tons, practically all of which was shipped to
the United States. The development of our export
trade is clearly marked. It lias been continuous, and
of late, rapid, and is now four times that of the first
year of the Dominion's history. Producing about
4,000,000 tons per annum Canada exports nearly a third
of its total production of coal; and im ports about 8,000,-
000 tons. Canada's per capita consumption of coal lias
increased fromn a little over a third of a ton in 1873 to
nearly three-quarters of a ton in 1883, and to 1.10
ton in 1893, or about 200 per cent in 1893 as compared
with 1873, a growth corresponding in percentage to
that of the United States in the same period.

In Europe Germany is the country which is increas-
ing its home production and its imports the most rapid-
ly. In 1890 Great Britain mined 181,614,288 tons, and
in- 1895, 189,652,562 tons of coals, or an increase in the
five years of a little more than 8,000,000 tons. In 1890
Germany's production of bituminous and brown coal
vas 79,873,522 metric tons; in 1895 it was 103,876,813

tons, or an increase of just over 24,000,000 tons. While
Germnan production is increasing the imports are also
increasing, it being as necessary there as it is in Cana-
da at present to obtain foreign supplies to meet the
demands of certain districts. England's coal exports
to Germany show a slight decrease since 1891, the
figures for 1895 being 4,143,832 tous. German coal lias
obtained a footing in Californian and Oregon markets,
and by the rebates'granted by the German State Rail-
ways on all shipments calculated to kill English com-
petition German coal is'making headway to England's
detriment in Holland and other contiguous countries.
The increase in the total shipments of English coal
during the past four years has been relatively insigni-
ficant. In 1891 the amount exported to all parts was
39,620,611 tons; in 1895 it was 42,519,449 tons. As
our zontemporary renïarks, the balance is*on the right
side, and so far that is cause for congratulation, b'ùt is
it an adequate share of the increased household, mari-
time, and manufacturing demand?

That the share is not larger is no doubt owing as our
contemporary suggests to the extension of coal-mining
in countrié which have been in the habit of supple-
mnenting their own production by large purchases from
England, and vhich are now not only drawing m'ore
upon their own resources for their own needs, but have
embraced the advantages of- convenient situation to in-
vade other markets. This is the case in South Russia,
as wé have already pointed out. New South Wales is
driving English coal from the west coast of North and
South America, and a f-esh competitor has recently ap-
peared upon this scene in Japan. Indian and Japanese
coal are driving all others away from the East. They
are both inferior in quality but are cheap. Japanese
coal is employed at a.saving of 40 per cent by steam-
ship comnpanies trading in Eastern seas. It is used in
the jute and cotton factories of Calcutta and Bombay,
and in other industries in Shanghai, Hong Kong,'the
Philippines, Singapore, and even Australia. The. field
of South African coal has ,more than doubled since
year befor hst pdnow it can Po laid down on the
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Rand and at the large towns* at 10s or 15s per ton
whereas foreign shippers charge from 27s to 39s per
ton. There now only remains the Continent for Eng-
land, and as we have shown, she is being hard pressed
there by new and strong competitors. France pro-
duced 10,(00,000 more tons of coal last year than in
1894. Evei slow old Spain is increasing its output.
England may continue to hold its Italian and Egyptian
connections thougli active competitors are doing their
best to spoil lier there as' elsewhere. Mean-while an
ever-increasing production and an ever-inereasing com-
petition at home and abroad, are, as The Satgrday Re-
view says, forcing down prices to an unrlemunerative
level.

BELATED BL UE BOOKS.

We are iudebted to the Department for a copy of the
Supplement to the Twenty-eighth Annual Report of
the Marine Branch of the Department of Marine'and
Fisheries for the year 1895, containing the report on
merchant shipping, steamboat inspection, and state,
ment of wreeks and. casualties, tidal survey, list of cer-
tificates granted to engineers of steamboats, and certifi-
cates granted to masters and mates; the reports of the
harbour commissioners of Toronto, Belleville, Mont-
real, Quebec, Three Rivers, and "North Sydney ; and
reports on various other matters of practical interest to
shippers, etc. Had it been published at an earlier date
the volume would no doubt have been regarded as an
eminently useful compilatiou by those to whom its
contents primarily appeal. But it is now very mach
of a back number, and of little use save to some future
historian. Back numbers no doubt are sometimes verv
vuiiable-especially back numbers of the JoUnNATI oE
ComomcE-but Blue Books are not produced for the
historian but for the man of affairs who wants lis in-
formation right up to date. Of what use are those famous
type-setting machines at Ottawa if there is as much
delay as of old-if it takes fine ionths to get out a
volume such as the one under discussion ?. It cannot
be supineness on the part of the Minister or his Deputy.
There is plenty of Clerical help--at least we have heard
of no complaint on that score. It is to be hoped that
the new Minister of Marine and Fisheries, the Hon.
Mr. Davies, will stir up his Department to greater
promptitude touching the publication of Blue Books.
Our object in calling attention to these matters is with
a view of increasing the usefulness of our public de-
partments. The Blue Books are usually well done, but
commercial men would take much greater interest in
the statistical, reports and the information imparted
would be of much greater usefulness if the documents
were publisbed promptly and before the matters dealt
with had ceased to be of imnmediate and practical im-
portance.

THE OUTJLOK BRIGHTENING.
During the long period of buiiness depression, of

slow narkets and low prices, which Canada in-common
with the United States and other countries has been
experiencing, though in a modified degree, our people
have returned to an economical basis of-living, and the
point where production passes the limit of safeity has
been carefnlly noted by the leaders of industrial enter-

prise throughout the country. . One after another unl
necessary expenditures, which prosperity had stimulated
and suggested, have been out off, and deprivation has
lost its keenness of effeet. Business men appear to
have adjusted themselves to these new and more healthy
conditions, and their affairs seeiu to be now on a
sounder foundation. Indications are not wanting to
show that the trade of the country is recovering, though
actual business improvement may not be as rapid as we
should like it to be. There is a steady growth of con-
fidence and even of hopefulness, and these are begin-
ning. to express themselves in action. It is true that in
the majority of cases only immediate wants are consid-
ered, but these wants are of more substantial propor-
tions than those of a few months ago, which shows that
oad stocks have been worked off, and that there is now
room for the new. Purchases in the dry goods trade
have beea liberal both at Montreal and Toronto during
the current month. Our own advices from different
parts of the Dominion are distinctly encouraging. Sub-
scribers in sending their remittances speak in sanguine
terms of the business prospects of their respective cón-
munities. A large firm dealing in lubricating and
burning oils writes under date of 18th Inst.: " We
report trade in ourline as excellent; .never was better.
Consequently we have every reason to be thankful.
The Ottawa Valley, and City of Ottawa particularly,
seem to be favoured with a lot of prosperity when
coipared with other sections." In similar strain write
other correspondents. Business in the Maritime Prov-
inces is good, the lumber industry having been especi-
ally active this season. There is a better demand far
sugar throughout Canada, for hardware, cements, and
grey cottons. There is a decided export movement in
sole leather, buif, and splits. Above all, the threshing
results quite bear out previous reports.of a bountiful
yield of grain, for which there promises to be an active
demand.

The last annual statement of this successfui company-as
shown by the returns from Ottawa-sho ys that the assets in
the Dominion are $94,734, and the total liabilities $63,735.
The total net cash received for premiums in Canada last year
was $115,527, of which amount $36,541, was for guarantee
premiums, and $78,986 for accident premiums. Adding in-
terest on deposit received direct in England, $2,823, and in-
terest on bank deposits, $100, the total income of the busi-
ness in this country was $118,450. For guarantee risks the
amount of expenditure was $6,207, and for accident losses
$39,202, making a total of $45,409, which together with $24.,.
908 for commission on brdkerage, $9,540 for salaries, and
$13,000 and odd for miscellaneous payment, make a total
expenditure in Canada of $92,920. The number of guarantee
risks in force at the end of 1895 was 5;441, the amount being
$5,577,880, and the preminums $37,652. The new business for
the year amounted to over a million dollars. In the accident
department the number of risks was $6,019, the amount be-
ing $17,856,883, and the premiums $71,643, the new business
for the year being considerably over $10,000,000. This
makes the total number öf policies in force in Canada at the
close of 'the past year 11,460, the total amou.nt $22,93,213,
and the premiums thereon $109,295. Mr. A. ., Ilubbard,-the
general manager for Canada--in Toronto-is proving him-
self to he the right man in the right place.

On Wednesday the Directors of this onergetic Company

held an interesting meeting at which a semi-annual dividend
of three per cent was declared. Senator L., J. Forget, the
President, remarked in submitting the annualstatement that
the net earnings were largely in excess of those of last year.
This gratifying state was, he said, caused by increase of trahlie
and by a decrease in operating expenses. The service was
admittedly everything that could be desired, a fact which is
attested to on all sides by the increase of passenger and
freight traflic in spito of a quiet season. It was decided to
add two large steel side-wheel steamers to their present ex-
tensive Ileet. Senator Forget, his fellow directors and Man-
ager Gilderslieve are to be congratulated on the flourishing
condition of the company, and not less the shareholders ,of
the company.

TH-LE CANiA)A MACI[NERY AGENCY.

Mrs. William 11. Nolan who is the sole owner of the busi-
ness known as the Canada Machinery Agency, Montreal, has
filed a consent to assign on demand of the Robb Engineering
Co. Mr. R. S. Deacon bas been named provisional guardian.
Beginning in the autumn of 1890 under this style the house
for the first thirce years of its existence met with success, but
during the late business depression several heavy losses were
incurred, samie of which were caused by the cancellation of
contracts that the times did not warrant in carrying out, but
for which considerable expenditure had been made by the
Machinery Agency. Mr. Nolan was thus seriously affected
financially, and experiencing dilliculty in making collections,
an assignment was found to be unavoidable.'

TRE HERALD.

Tlae assets of the Montreal Iferuld are announeed as having
beau sold Wednesday last. The purchaser is Frank Edgar,
for years of the firm of MacKay Bros. & Co. The principal
directors, it will be remembered, are Jonathan Hodgson,
Robt. Mackay, Hon. J. K. Ward, Edw'd. Holton, J. N. Green-
shields and ]lon. R. Fisher. Thora is said to have been ex-
pensded.in conducting the paper during the last few years close
on $200,000. At a meeting held a few months ago, the lia-
bilities were shown to be about $90,000; the assets consider-
ably less. We heartily wish our contenporary a turn of a£-
fairs that nay lead on to fortune. For some time past it
looked as thoughi the directing shareholders-all, or nearly
ail, of ihei mon of wealth, two or three of them millionaires
-- were fated so far as the 1<erald was concerned, in

THE SUGAR REFINERY FIRE.

The buruing of the Moncton (N.B.) Sugar Refinery on
Sunday last interested underwriters in New York on Mon-
day, as a large part of the insurance was placed in New
York through Mr. W. E. Lowe. Regarding the loss he is re-
ported to have said : " In twenty-five years no sprinkled
sugar refinery has burned, and half are now sprinkled. All
of those belonging to the American Sugar Refining Com-
pany are now equipped with sprinklers. Every refinery
burned, that I have any record of, and I think I have all,
did so on either a Sunday or a holiday, which means that
more watchmen should be employed. This fire came f rom
the top of the char house, where there are the bag filters, or
jute bags, through which the syrup first goes: You have the
combination of wet jute and the wet char, which can lie
easiiy fanned into a flame on account of spontaneous com-
bustion. If there were watchmen, or this part was fire-
proof or sprinkled, these small fires would be extinguished
before they became, of any importance, as they are every
year in several refineries."

COTTON PRINTS,

We learn from the general selling agents, Messrs. D. Mor-
rice, Sons & Co., of Montreal and Toronto, that the Magog
Mills are lately turning out exceptionally large and fine
ranges of prints of entirely new styles. These designs have
been bought in Paris and are the finest ever put on the Can-
adian inarket: There has been no copying whatever. It is
flrst-hand work. The production of prints in Canada shows
a steady yearly increase, and the orders for the spring trade
of 1897 are reported to be most satisfactory. On account of
cotton goods being so cheap in the United States our manu-
facturers find the competition keen, but they appear to be
quite able to hold their own, owing largely to superior styles
and finish. In this connection it may be interesting to add
that the so-called flannelette war really concerns only some
eastern mills. The mill at Marysville is probably the
only loser in this contest, not the Montreal house, who only
act as agents for that mil. It is a question of who can stand
it the longest.

A SAD ACCIDENT.

The drowning accidents this season have been many, but
noue that has been 'chronicled is more surrounded with-
everything that is mournful and pathetic than the drowning
of Spencer Ramsay and George Law in the Lower St. Làw-
rence early this week. In attempting to rejoin. their
yacht, which lay somewhere in the neighborhood of the out-
lets of the Rivers Outrades. and Bersimis about two hundred
miles below Quebec, tiiair skiff was upset and before assist-
ance reached them both had passed from sight for the last
time. The youngmen were strong swimners, but the high
wind and the coldness of the water made swimming im-
possible. Fortunately the bodies were recovered, Spencer
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Ramsay was but 20 years of age and the only son of Mr. W.
M. Ramsay, of Montreal, manager of the Standard Life As-
surance Co. and nephew of Mr. A. G. Riamsay, President of
the .Canada Life Co. He had just raturned froni an extendaed
tour of inspection of the Western agencies of the Standard
Life, in which difficult task he had acquitted himself with
great credit. His companion, George Law, was the second
son of Mr. David Law, both being merbers of the firin of
Law, Young & Co. Like Spencer Ramsay, he had many de-
voted friands. Proficient iu all kinds of athletics, lie was at
the same time a man of fine literary taste ind judgment. To
the bereaved families we extend our heartfelt sympathy in
their great affliction.

-AT a meeting of the Governing Committee of the Montreal
Stock Exchange on Tuesday last it was decided to list the British
Columbia mining stooks, or at least such of them as applied for
the privileges. They will, of course, be subject to the rules and
regulations which ordinarily govern the listing of such corpora-
tions on an exchange.

-JORN MCKEE, drugs, Peterboro, Ont., is offering te compro-
mise et 25 cents ln the dollar cash. He bas carried on business
at Peterboro for some years. At one time lie did fairly, but for
the past few years trade bas been dull with him, thare being
rather toc many ln this lina of business. The expanses of rmn-
ning the business, etc., seemu to have been rather hieavy. He had
a good deal of sickness te contend with, and it was rumored last
spring that lie was iu difficulties, but he struggled along, and bas
done his best. He has the sympathy of the public, and it is
thouglit will likely afrect a setlement without any.difflculty.
No figures of liabilities and assets as yet te hand.

-S. A. W'L!rst, livery, Brockville, Ont., lias assigned te J.
Smart. The liabilities are net heavy. ie has been over 20 years
in business and had made a considerable amount of money, but
lest it ail through endorsing for ýfriends, and bas boan ln deep
water on account of it for the past few years-John B. Magee,
confectionery, Norwich, Ont,, has made an assignment to Bail &
Ball of Woodstock, at whose office a meeting of creditors is call-
ed for 5th of October next. He las been carrying on a small
confectionery and toy business for the past few years. At one
time he did fairly well in a amall way, but'during the 'past year
lie does not appear to have been se attentive as he might have
been and he went behind, his trade falling off. No figures of
liabilities have yet reached us, but they are believed te be
moderate.

-CAs. CirAitTIER, grocer, Montreal,.lias assigned te court on
demand of J. T. E. Cardinal. The liabilitiesare $989. The prin-
cipal creditors are J. T. Cardinal $385, and A. Lachapelle, $189.
fHe commenced business in the summer of 1865, buying out P.
Sauvageau, HO had very little capital te start on and had no
previous experience in the business, having worked as an engi-
neer on the Ottawa River and at Quebec. Lacking knowledge
of the trade competition proved too keen for him, and gradually
used up what small means ha had-O. Chiceoine, shoes, Mont
real, whose troubles have already beau alluded te is now offering
25e in the dollar at 2, 4 and six menthe secured-Leandre -Valliere
restaurant, Montreal, has assigned te court on demand of R. Val-
liere. The liabilities are $7,000. Principal creditors-Mrs. L
Valliere, $5,000; E. Potvin, $600; L. Villeneuve & Co., $200; C.
Gervais, $230; P. P. Martin, $249. He bas beau in business some
time and was supposed te have had sone emall means,

-J. WtgEBT & Co., grocers, lontreal, have assigned on de-
mand of Mrs. J. Wright, with liabilities of $1,879. The principal
creditors are Mrs. J. Wright $400, D. C. Brosseau $81, A. Robi-
taille & Co., $62. The business was originally started by J.
Wright, who died ln February, 1891. His widow carrled it oin
until Ihe fall of 1894, when she assigned, but did not succeed ln
efectiùg a composition, and the ostate was sold by the cura ors
to her mother, and subsequently transferrei to Win. J. Wriglit,
who has been doing business under the above style. The trade
bas evidently left him, and lie lias been gradnally runniug lie-
hind. His capital was small.

-S. JAMIEsoN, gencral store, Racine, Que., whose affairs were
noted some time ago, is now offering 50 cents in the dollar, pay-
able in 80 and 50 days.

Although business on 'Change has not

shown any large increase in volume, there
was a firmer tone ta 'the market. One of
the principal influences was the more en-
couraging news from New York, and the
fact that the victory of the "Sound Money"
party in November seems to be assured.
Local influences have been, easier money,
declarations of dividends, and continued
satisfactory railway earnings. The com-
panies declaring dividende during the
week were :-The Montreal Gas Company,
semi-annual, 5 per cent ; and the Richelieu
& Ontario Nav. Co., semi-annual, 3 per
cent. In each of these cases, the amount
declared is the same as for the- previous
half year, and they are considered on the
"street" to be eminently satisfactory.
The general list of stocks have held steady,
the principal advances of the week being
in Gas and Montreal Street Ry. In bank
stocks there lias been little trading, but
quotations have held flrm. Commerce is
in demand and steady. The money mar-
ket Is easy and unchanged, call rates still
being 4% to 5 per cent., although brokers
now claim that the bulk of money is being
loaned at the first named figure. In New
York the situation is decidedly more en-
couraging. One authority is quoted as
referring to the prospect as follows :-
" The success of McKinley is assured, and
the only question is now as to the size of
his majority. * * * * Never has our
invisible debt to Europe been so reduced
in volume, never In recent years bas Eu-
rope held a smaller amount of American
stocks, and speculative securities, and
never, per contra, bas ocean steamer
freight been so fully engaged ahead for
the export~af cotton, petroleum and cer-
eals." In London the stock markets have
been more or less depressed all week, on
account of the gold movement, and the
anticipation of a further advance In the
Bank of England rate of discount, Amer-
ican securities, however, have been among
the steadiest on the list. The Paris and
Berlin markets were weak, while in Ber-
lin, dear money isalso reported. The end
of the quarter requirements, and the Paris
8ettlement at the end of this month, are

causing some appreheusion ii this connec-
tion. Exchange locally is dull: Rates are
as follows :- Between banks-New York
funds 1-16 to % premium; sixties, 8 % to
8% ; demand, 85 to 9 ; and cables 9½
to 9%. CouDter rates are-New York
funds, Y preminium; sixties, 8o to 8%; de-
mand, 9% to 9%, and cables, 9%. Ap-

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARK ETS

Tlursday.Ev'g, Sept. 17th, 1806.
The slight improvement we noted a week

ago in general trade, seems to be more
pro.. ounced, as with few exceptions, mer-
chants report a more satisfactory business.
The cooler weather has, without doubt,
been oneof thfactors in stimulating an
increased demand, notably in dry goods,
boots and shoes, and kindred lines, but a
discouraging feature of the present situa-
tion [s the continue-d grumbling met with,
on the score of collections. Merchatnts are
selling more,but they, find it as dificult as
ever, ta obtain their money, and requests
for renewals li most lines of bùsiness are
more pientiful than the trade care to see.
However, au improvement in this connec
tion Is hoped for during the next few
weeks, particularly as harvesting le now
pretty well over. The shipping trade is
keeping up very well, and large. quantities
of grain and produce are goiug forward;
indeed It is said tbat there is very little
space left ow up ta the close of naviga-
tion.. Dujing the week, theprices of the
principalgrades of Manitoba and Ontario
fours have beon advanced;'in sympathy
with higher prices that are being paid for
wheat Oats are steady and fairly active.

In ails, the features are the scarcity of
seal oil, lirmness of castor oil, and advance
in turpentine, In wool there Is a slight
improvement, but the demand from mianu-
facturers is still very small. At the Lon-
don wool sales which opened on Tuesday
the fiuest quality Morinos, held their own
as regards prices, but inferior grades de.
clined about 5 per cent. Graceries and
otherlines were steady with an average
business reported.

BEANs -The demand is exceedingly
slow and the market very dull. Wé quote
70cto 75e in car lotsand 80 to 90c, in small.
er quantities.

BoOTS AND SIoEs-Manufacturers are
still fairly busy shipping fall orders, and
sorting nrders are coming In pretty freely.
The retail trade has been moderately a.
tive, the demnand being chiefly for slightly
heavier goods,owing to the cooler weather.
Collections are said to be on the whole,
satisfactory..

CEMENTr-A much better demand bas
been noted and the total volume of busi-
ness doue is more encouraglng than for
some time past. Arrivais during the week
were 6600 barrels Belgian cemient, 2850
barrels English cernent, and ino firebricks.
Prices are steady and unchanged at the
following range:- Belgian, $1.80 to $1.00
English, $1.90 to $2; firebricks, $15 ta $21
per thousand.

DRY Goons-The cooler weather lias.
had a decided influence in tiis branch of
trade by stimulating larger purchases
This lias been experienced more particu-
larly in the City, although suburban re-
tailers report trade as quite brisk. Travel-
lers, who are now out on their usual fall
trips, are sending in very satisfactory
orders, and if reports were more cheery as
regards money receipts, one could believe
that this line of business hiad really taken
a turn for the better. Prices are firm, sud
the disposition of the trade is not te commit
themselves ahead In respect of large orders
as has been lthe case in times past, but
they are inclined to wait ta find out.what
the real policy of the Dominion Govern-
ment may be regarding the tariff. In the
meantime, merchants who had bought
sparingly, find that they must buy now oni
account of the improved appearance of
general trade, but are not buying any more
than they find absolutely necessary. A
New York dispatch says : "There has
bhon quite a narked change in tlie char
acier of the market for cotton goods this
week compared with the previous one, so
far as the volume of business lu progress
lias , been" concerned. The" demand .has
fallen off very considerably for both staple
and fancy fabrices, both on the spot'and
throught orders by mail. Buyers have
evidently filled up the bulk of their re
quirements aud are n w proceeding on a
quite conservative basisagain. The pre
vailing quietude has. naturally arrested
the upward course of the market, and few
advances have been reported, but it has not
had any efféct in weakening previous

AGRICULTURAL MACHINES FOR
SERVIA,

Eastern Europe offers a steady and in-
creasing demand for tgricultural machines
and implements, and it would be well if
our manufactuers pald more attention to
the field open to them thora. A military
correspondent of the -Pall Mail Gazette,
who has been visiting Servia, calls atten-
tion ta the opportunities for business whilch
implement makers would have if they sent
representalives to that country. In one
district alone, the correspondent noted no
less than sixty threshing machines of a
well-known English maire. At one farm
he saw two, not including a traction en-
gine by the same firm. But these ma-
chines cannot be bought in Èervia, and ta
obtain thei the Servian farmer has to
undergo the ignominy of a journey
through Hungary, a country ho detests,
to -Buda-Pesth -The farmers want the
machines and appreciato them, but ask
why an English lirm does not open an
agency in Servia itself, at Belgrade. The
imports of Servis amount, roughly speak-
ing, ta about two millions sterling a year,
of which machinery and hardware form
an important proportion, but at presont
the trade with Great Brltain la insignifi-
cant, Belgrade, th e capital has some 60 -
000 inhabitants, and this would be the
natural fdistributing centre ta which the
large agricultural population of Servis
would look for their supplies. The cor-
respondent says lie balievos thora is a
great future for English trade in Servia if
a properly equipped, genial young com-
mercial traveller, well up In mode agri-
cultural requirements wore ta make sucli
a journey as he himnself has just made.
But, he adds, the English manufacturer
knows his own business bees ! He ignores
suggestions -nd allows England's trade to
be monopolized by Austria and Germany.

THE HEAVY HARDWARE TRADE IN
ENGLAND.

Makers of cable chains and anchors for
the English dockyards state that they have
not been so busy for two years as they are
at present. Some of the heaviat chai
ever made have been sent ta the Govern
ment dockyards this month, being made o
iran about 8% inches ln diameter. An
,chors also are continually increasing I
weight owing ta the growth of lronclai
shipa. Vices sud auvils are in unusuall
good demand just now owing ta the im
proved Continental and Colonial demand
One maker saya has current orders fo
vices and anvils during the last fortnlgh
have been larger than the demand lu an.

month for the last three years. His chief
difficulty (he says) la now ta obtain a sufli.
cient number of good workmen, partly re-
cause, during the bad trade of last year,
his men drifted away luto other trades,
and partly because, owing, to the same
cause, suffclent boys anf young meu have
uat ireen brought up ta follow ibis partdon-
lar branch of local trade. It was thought
the Germans were depriving the English
vice and anvil makers of much of their
trade; but the manufacturer referred ta
says Engliali gooda stili commaud. tire
heaviest body of orders-while higher
prices are easily obtained. That district
was the birthplace, as ilt were, of the-vice
and anvil trades, as well as of the heavy
.chain, anchor, and nail trades; and it la
gratifying ta record that makers still re-
gard their prospects with confidence and
are extending their works. Nuts and bolts
are in excellent demand by the. railway
rolling stock companies, some of whom
are extremely busy, as also are railway
carriage axBes, wheels, and other heavy
iran work. The cycle trade is rapidly ex-
tending, and new works in varlous parts of
the Iran district are being erected.

ENGLISH HARDWARE IN THE
UNITED STATES.

The productsof aur American cousins lu
the.hardware line, and cdrresponding arti-
cles I made lu Germany," are not having
t quite all their own way-as was once

the boast-in the United States. A recent
letter from San Francisco describlng a
new hotel and its hardware apointments,
refera among other items ta Rodger's cut-
lery, Webb's glass, Copeland's china, Elk-
ington's plated wares, Cartland's brass
fittings, Wright's cooking stoves and kin-
dred apparatus, Kenrick's hollow-ware
Carpenter's locks and Hopkins's blinds as
being conspicuons in the ilttings and ap-
pointments of au establishment which.
prides i;self upon its cosmopolitan charac-

. ter, " Thora are of course German gâods,'
and American goods," says the correspon-
dent. " and of theilatter the wood furniture
was conspicuous, the tables, chairs, aide-
beards, wardrobes, etc., being of good de-
sigaansd god workmanship, and ta all ap-

rpearancea surprlslngly cireap."

EXPENSIVE SHOOTING.

, bean fired for experimental purposes, and
r the cost a the ammunition alone la esti-
t mated at considerably over £1000, net ta
y. speak of the damage doué by the concus-

Bion, which will be no smnall Item, and
which will have ta be made good. Full
charges were, It la stated, used wlth the
guns, which means that a shell welghing
1700 pounds was fired. The taxpayer wll
probably regard experimente in this kind
of firing as money thrown away, and it
certainly does look very much like firing
money into the ses wien the reckoning la-
considered; but it is really necessary ta
keep gunners in practice. From 12 ta -18
miles la the computed range of the most
powerful guns now mhade, but the longest
distance that a shot has been fred ta a few
yards over 15 miles, which was the range
of Krupp's 180-ton steel gun, firing a shat
weighing 2000 pounds. The 111-ton
Armstrong gun also has au extreme range
of 14 miles, firiug a shot welghing 100
pounds and requiring 960 pounds of pow-
der; but quick-flidng guns are more de-
pended upon at the present day than guns
wlth such extreme longth of range. Of
quick-firing guns the most wonderful is,
perhapa, the Maxim, wlicli cauý fire as
many as 000 srota a minute, and yet la so
light that a soldier cau carry it strapped on
hisabsck. Krupp's 180-lau guu sud Arm.-
strong's 111-ton proved too axpensive, be-
ing unable ta stand firing 100 times, and
their manufacture has practically been
abandoned. The gun most favored per-
haps lia the 22-ton Armstrong, whih hurls
a, solid alot for a distance of 12 miles.-

GATHERING SPONGES.

A proportion of sponges are obtained off
the coast of Tripoli, and at present there
are about 1700 men engaged in the sponge
fishery there. Harpoon boats no longer
go ther, as they can only work in siallow
water, where few and inferior sponges are
ta be found, and divers will not now ven-
ture into the water for fear of being at
tacked by sharks. Helmeted divers, or
thèse provided with a dress, have not beeni
known ta have beau attacked. These, it
la said, are able ta gather sponges at a
depth of from 18 ta 25 fathoms, while the
other divers cau descend as far *as 80
fathoms, but they rarely have time to
pluck away. more than one sponge at'a
dive,.

STEEL VERSUS WOODEN CARS.

In Prussia, where about 'nine-tenths of
all the raliroads have been bought, and;
are now owned by the Government, ta--
gether with extensive car shops, a good.
opportunity was offered ta sattle the long-
discussed question as ta the relative merifs
of wood and steel cars for railways. The'
Royal Niederschleisische Maerkiscie
Railroad, between Berlin and Breslau, is
the trial field for any novelty ta ie mitro-
duced ln the construction of the Govern-
ment's railroad or rolling stock, and here
and on the Rechte Oder UferlRailway, the
most practical and best-built cars, entirely

. of iran and steel, have been in use for a
number of years.: Minute and strict data
have been kept of these metal cars, and
aléb of the wooden cars, constructed
and equlpped at the. same time,
having tie same capaocity and being em-
played for the saine service. After a
period of about five years the data thus aib-
tainred proved that the wooden cars are
less damaged-than metal ones. Moreover,
the damages to te metal cat% were not
only more sorious, but required ln every
instance thre sondlng of tlie cars ta thre
siops for repàirs, while . the damaged
wooden cars could usually. be .repaired at
the place of accident, tius effecting a
large saving in thae maintenance Item.
Tire wooden cars are aise the cheapesi,
and in view of the above facts it appears
future construction will be Ilinited ta
them.
