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THE FISHERY QUESTION.
The recent, denunciation of the so-called

"brutality" of the Canadian Government
towards I well-meaning " American fisher-
mon by Secretary Manning in his latest
communication to the Americans Congress,
is a significant indication of .the approacli-
ing Presidential election in 13S8. That a
man presuimably fron his position, well
informed upon the merits of the case,
sliould opetily advocate retaliation fur the
hypothetical ''brutalit y " of the Canadian
Governiment, proves how political exigen-
cies and the desire to conciliate the vote -f
a comparatively insignificant body of fisit-
ermnen, can warp, at least ostensibly, the
judgrementt of an otherwise clever and
judicial man. Mr. Manning officially.
stands aghast at the seizure of American
fishermen for fishing within the three mile
lifiit, but at the saine time he rigorously
upholds the seizure of .presumably equally
"well meaning" Spanish lishermen, if
found within twelve miles of the Florida
coast, and even goes so far as ta endorse
the seizure of British schooners for seauling
wit hin sixty miles of the Alaskan ýsande.
Is this consistent? Is it not rather an
evidence of how warped the judgement of
any politician can be, when tie necessity
for conciliating the vote of same paorful
political section at the expense of a polit-
cally less important neighbor, is brough
into the question?
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-Thie isäumptioiita-Arican fishing
vossels have. a right to enter foreign portd
for trading pumrposed; net'by virtue "of any
tréaty stipulation or èonceasion of the gov-
ernment ruling'.at 'such porte, but simiply
on the authority of a permit ti touch and
trade issued by the United States authorii
ties,is manifestly^absurd. -No government
bas the right to a·rogate to itself the regej
latioh' of the commerce of foreign coun-
tries in'their own ports and under their
oen flag. No such contention was eveil
made by any civilized country, and:thd
fact that any officiai should miake so und
usual and unfounded a claim is a sure
proof of the sevèrity of the political exJ
igency which bas réndered it necessaryl
But even" were this claim allowed, and
American fisliermen, when authenticated)
permitted to touch and trade, it would avail
them but little. - The right would only ap-
ply C8 those porta of entry where legitimate
trading vessels pursue their iegular busi
ness, and would not, as Mr. Manning is
doubtless well aware, permit them to enter
and purchase bait and ice at any part of
the coast which might prove most conveng
ient for- the prosecution of their real cal].
ing. A permit which is only available at
regular ports of entry would be useless tW
the average American fisherman, and con
sequently the assertion that ils withhold-
ing is a "brutal" act and an exhibition of
"unworthy and petty spite," l obviouslV
made merely for the purpose of securing
political.ca pital, and not from any assur
ance that positive benefit to American
fis..ermen would result from such a con-
cespion.

The statement that it le only within the
period since the abrogation of the Wash-
ington treaty Lthat seizures of American
vessels under the provisions of the treaty
of 1818 have or urred, le equally erroneous,
The exclusion of Ainericantishing vesseli
from commercial privileges in the baye
and harbors of Canada ia neither novel nor
l it a straining of the treaty. In 1840 two
ýAmerican schooners were seized and sold
for purchasing bait ashore, and between
1819 and. 1854, miany others were seized
for infractions of the saine treaty, and con-
demnned on much less substantial grounds
than those upon wlich the recent seizures
were made. Amnerican vessels were then
detained for anchoring or hovering in shore
during cali weather, without any ostensi-
ble cause, having aboard ample supplies of
wood and water; lying ait anchor and re-
maining inside of the baye te clean ad
pack fish; purchasing and bartering bait;
sel'ing goods and buying supplies, and
landing and transhipping cargoe of fish.

-Under these circumstances can Mr.
Manning's assertion that thie recent seizures
wesre ithe result of a novel and unusual
straining of the provisions of the treaty of
1818 be considered well founded? Is it

not on the other hand abundantly mani-
feit that the'interpretation of tli "treaty
bas -been' idehtiéally the same since its
promulgatioi, and that consequently the
action of the present-government le simply
coasistentIWith that'of its predecessors,
aid necessarily equally natural and' well
warraùted? We' stand only upon our
rights, and in maintaining them are rather
deserving of coinmendation- than of blame.
It was in defence of their rights against
what was then considered foreign aggres-
sion that the- American Government un-
dertook the war of 1812, can they then
blamé us for protecting Canadian fisher-
men-from the depi-edations of unscrupu-
lóus American pbachers? The whole agi'
tation on the part of the American authori-

'ties is mànifestly for political eflect. The
letter of -Mr. Secretary Manning partakei
more of the -nature of'a bitter partisan
diatribe than of a temperate diplomatic
note. The effect it may have upon th
elections le evidently far more the point
aimed at than any hope of moving thé

-Canadian Government from its present
firm and manly position, and consequently.
it may- be safely relegated to the limbo tà
which so many other theatrical announce-
mente have been consigned.

:The claim put forward that American
fishing vessels should be accorded commer-
cial privileges is one which will not bear
the test of examination, and ie oe which
no other civilized government of the old
world; with all their intimate knowledge
of international usage, vould ever think of
advancing; and consequently, if American
fishermen are te obtain those commercial
privileges which appear to be absolutely
necessary for the successful prosecution of
their business, the desired end must be
brought about not by vague threats of
retaliation and denouncemuents of the
" brutality" 'of the Canadian Government,
but by a new treaty agreement under
which reciprocal concessions can be made
and commensurate advantages secured.
Such a position as Secretary Maning lias
assumed is directly opposed to all interna-
tional agreements, and as there la no rea-
son apparent why the United States should
be superior to the ordinary rule, it may be
safely predicted that within a very short
period after it is discovered that the Cana-
dian Government can neither be bullied or
coerced into abandoning its present atti-
tude, we may look fer suitable concessions
to be offered by the Americai auitloriti'eb.

CAUSES OF FAILURE.
The inexorable laws of average, beside

whose unyielding character the once cele-
brated laws of the Modes and Persians
would appear vacillating and contradictory,
point out with startling distimnctness that
out of every hundred men embarking in
commerce only fifteen shall attain supcess,
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another twentïfive will .be enabled to

make a living and Pa their (lebts,.but the

remainiing sixty will eithr fail entirely
and retire from the arena of co merce or,
at best, compromise with their creJitors
and struggle on with diminished chance2
of success. This la a startling announce-
ment and were it not supported by figures
which admit of no manipulation and by
the experience of leading business men,
might at first sight be open to suspicon,

Granted the accuracy of the premises.
however, the first question that naturally
presents itself is, why is the percentage of
unfortunates so largo, and wliat are the
ressons for their failure? To the latter
part of the query the answers given usual-
ly when enquiry is made into the cause of
any particular failuro by the commercial
reporter will probably be Pertinent, and as
a rule they are singularly stereotyped in
character and conmparatively few in num-
ber. Taking them in order of their fre-
quency, lack of the necessary experience
in the branch of commerce in which thoy
may have decided to adventure themnselves
seems responsible for the largest number
of disasters. At first sight it seems curi-
ous that while no one would attempt to
start as a lawyer or doctor or indeed in
any of the professions or manufactures,
without a long and severe probation and
training, the.re appears to be no hesitation
manifested in plunging headlong into the
vortex of commerce with all its intricacies,
pitfalls, and constant severity of competi-
tion. The farner quita his plow, the
scholar his desk, the clerk bis place behind
the counter, to embark in a novel branch.
of commerce and consequently to pit lis.
inexperience and lack of technical know-
ledge against the skilled competition of'
those who have mastered LIl the ins and-
outs of the trade and whose wits have
been sharpened by that best, if most cruel
of teachers, experience. Can it then b
wondered at, that hie greater bnajority of
these aspirants fail to suicceed in the
struîggle against such odds, and are cither
helplessly stranded on the shore while the
tide of success floats by thein, or are
hurled battered wrecls on the hidden
rocks and quicksands which beset them on
evcry Bide?

Their opponents are already establislied,
to a certain extent at all events, in the
favor of the public and enjoy a certain
fixed patronage or clientele, in addition to
their trained knowledge of the peculiar
and often conflicting requirenents of their
trade. Against this the inexperienced
young trader who aspires to fill the stereo-
typed "long felt want," lins notlhing to
oppose but a limited knowledge of the
general principles of commerce and the
enthusiasin of a novice, both poor defences
against the skilled attacksaor conteinptious

.indiflerence of his opponents. Only too
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son ho finds out that his purchases have
been injudicious, that his credits have
been too widely and unîskilfuilly distri-
buted, and that the general public have
no't reocognized the " long felt want," whiehl
lie lias endeavored to 111, with such
promptitude li lie was led to expect, and
Vie conseqiienc is tLhat after a more or loss
prolonged, but always incifectual struggle,
lie subsides into one of the groat majority
of the business infortiates,

'This is I exiiiple of one reply to the
qiluitioln lut as Lo tlhe cause Of failure, but
there arc imany otiers, and of very differ-
ent character whici muay be given, and in
a future article wo will endeavor to further
trace out lic mnost prominclit rcasons
given for the extraordinary percentage of
uisiccessful traders.

THE COMING ELECTIONS.
The ollicial anniouncoiont that the fifth

parliamient of Canalda liad been dissolved
before the termination of the period for
whicli it liad )een clected, will surprise no
one. For somu tUie past significanît signs'
liad been01 apparent that an early appeail to
the country was contemplatod by the Gov-
urniment, and of lato both sides have been
worlking with fororisli unergy te complote
tle organiization necessary te ensure se-
ce0s at the polls.

''lhe ruason given for the prosent disso-
lu tion is cstensibly the constitutional
axioii that, wieinever an extension of the
franchiso in granted, an appeal to the
country ihould follow in order that the
iiow electorate may be cnabled to have a
voice ii the proceeings of thie Governt-
ment. 'Tlie immense ilicreuase of the num-
ber of voterm ender the Franciiise Act of
1885, luis rondered the late parliamient
pîractically non.rprosentativo, at ail evonts
so far as i large body of electors is con-
ceried, and coisequiitly lin accordance
with1 the recogniizedl conistituitionial practice
of tUrmat Britaini, hie Governient have de-
cided to refer the uquestion of their fuîrtier

on tiinc in olice Io th1 new elocdoraite.
lroi a counercial point of view, this is

imuiicli to bu regretted. The country is
nlow comenco11 iiig thie puwaird iîarch te-
wàails un ra of prospority, indi wore Ilhe
yelir ais uineventful ais its predeessor, there
is but little doubt tlit this progress wold
be unîîinît.ainled and lconsolidttedi outil the
no. 'l'o plunge tho )oniinon iito the

fover and turmoil of a general election
which, so fir as can lit present be juiged,

vill lbe uniîixiinîltld fur political rancor and
excitemient, cinunot fail toi avo a u nfavor-
aible olffct on our. coninierial lintorests,
aind it is ( hoi faired that somle of tle
grouiid alremly gin ud iauy i coisequeice
bu temiporarily lost. Its disturbing inlui-
unacos w li probaly lot alfot th satl of
goods iii retailois Iands, but. coming ns it
does during the holiday collections, it cau-

not fail te affect paymîîents unfavorably,
and it would be well if storekeepers
thiroughout the country quietly and care-
fully pushed thoir collections, sinceif the
fariners are allowed to drift inlto b heat
and frenzy of an election contest before
they have settled their last year's store-
bills, it may be more didficult to secuire
payment afterwards, at all events for se
time to come. Marcjhl igmpl, especi-
ally the latter, are critical.months to many
small traders, and if they nogleact to catch
up with thieir Obligations by in their turn
gettinîg in the amounts due to them at
once, they mnay find thenselves considera-
b]y laimpered later. Fortunately the day
fixed for the polling is coiparatively close,
and consequently ne lengthened campaigi
will unsettle the electorate and depress
business, but unless the course just pointed
out be followed generally, it is probable
that this will be a spring of poor collections
throughout.

As regards the complexion of the nea'
parliament considerable diversity of opin-
ion naturally exists. It is probable that
the presOnt government will b sustained
but indications point to a close contest and
a imuch lesseied majority ; but let tle elec
tiens turn out as they maay. no radical
change in the Governiment's fiscal policy is
probablp. at ail events in the near future.
'le Lwo parties, in spite of vigorous asser-
tions Le the contrary, appear te an un-
bassel observer to strive toward the sanme
end, aund te a large extent by the saine
means. So fuir as can at present be judged
le radical change will be maade froin the
prescent national policy, ne miatter what
party mnay be successful at the polls, and
consequently the resuIlt of the clection will
have but little disturbing effect oin the
current of general commerce.

FR AUIUJLENT CREDIORS.
Thie fraudilent debtor has beeln frequent-

]y doeuînced in uniueiîsired terims, and
has been abiudantly legislated against,
but w e doc not so ofien see public denuici-
ations of that clas of creditors te whom
the terni " fraidulent " iniglt be witli
equal propricty applied. For some time
palst omlaitS have beei matie, more
particularly by the dry gouds and clothing
trados, tiat there are somte, fortunately
very few, but still some, wholesale louses
il this Dominion who imaiike a practit e of
seekiig out what Imlay b toried " weak"
accounts.

It is asserted, and apparently correctly
so, thaL their mode of operation is te
insinuate theinselves into hie confidence
of helil debtor and to induce him, cin if
the do net absolutely assist him, tu
obtauin a settleiment of lis liabilities ait as
sîmall a perceitage as possible, with his
uteir creditors. Tlhe motive being oither
to obtaint his accounît Il fature for thcmi-

selves, as a supply account, or else, by a
secret understanding, to mecure paynent of
their carefully doctored claim, either in
fuAIl or at all events at a percentage far in
excess of flat received by the othier
qrefitors who are net favored with under-
ground assistance. l fact tiese latter are
freqIeuntly inîduced by this firîn, posing as
largely interested creditors, to sign the
comnposition- sheet, never dreaming that se
far from sulforing the loss they deplore
they are actulally about te benefit by the
settlement, and that, too, at the expense of
the honlest creditor. How is the average
merchant to ascertain that a fri posing
il the character of heavy losers who have
willingly signed the composition sheet,
and who consequently have, presumably,
suffered a far greater loss than le lilmnself
is called upon te bear, are in reality,
througi a private arrangement, losing
little or notliing?

3ut this, bad as itis, is comparatively a
mild case compared with somne aggravated
failures, wvhere is alleged that the claim
for which the fraudulent creditor ranks on
the estate is reall the anount of the pro-
posed composition, advancied by hiiimî te
the debtor who makes the offer and which
consequent ly is, te a large extent, absolute-

ly paid by tha very creditors who ire
supposed te receive it in part payment of
their clains. Another method, too, is tlat
of obtaining dupliente notes and invoices
froi the insolvent, so ais to rank ripon the
estate for twice the amîcouit of ierchandise
rcally delivercd to iimn, it being easily
perceptible tiat if the amount really due
be doubled or trebled by these mens, a
very sinall dividend will sufilce te recoup
ail lOsses in full, It il needless to say that
the diflerence between what is actually
reccived and what would fall to tueir
share were thîeir claim only for what was
really owing, is simply deducted fromi the
dividend whiclh would otherwise have
accruaed te the other creditors, who conse-
quenîtly pay this amount in addition te
tieir othier losses.

These are ne itdle statements. It is only
a few nonths siice that a firi of creditors
enîdeavored to induce a debtor to permit
tlel te ralk upoil the sie for a sein
over oue utîndred per cent higlier than
that really du te thein by enigauging to
give him a lne of credit lit their store te
the extent of a thiousand dolirs afier his
settlemtenît iad been duly accepted by the
other creditors, and doubtless otier tases
of a similar clharacter exist. It is to frms
of tii, character tit the demoralizaion
visible miiong sohue inisolvents is due, and
wero the telml)tattiouis manci-il tuis an-
nier to a weakor unscruplous trader absent,
WC slhould lkvar less frequenotly of so called
« batd " failues, and a class of what nay
ahlmost b termued luabitual inîsolveits
wouil b rgîmoScd fromi our uidst. Wlero
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this class of trader eliminated, the position
of the honest straightforward merchant
who endeavours to pay always one hun-
dred cents in the dollar would be ameli-
orated by the absence of the competition
of a man who can afford to underselllim
constantly, because he bas no intention of
paying in full for the goods he sacrifices.
l justice to the honest trader, the fraudu-
lent creditor should receive the same
treatment as the fraudulent debtor, and in
those cases, unfortunately i are, where the
equivocal dealings can de brouglit home to
him, the scourge of publicity should be
mercilessly applied.

CIfLDREN'S DRESSES.
Party and evening dresses for children

are so soon outgrown or else worn shabby,
that no economical housewife would think
of investing in rich or expensive fabrics
for their wear, even were they suited to
the purpose or becoming to the child. For
this reason it is evident that plush so far
as ebildren are concerned bas had its day
and an entire dress of plush is now a rarity
althongh it is still a favorite for trimming
purposes. The new little froeks shown at
the best dressmakers for children's parties
are either of book muslin, veiling or else of
the new soft durable silk already men-
tioned, which bas now firmly established
itself as a favorite material for children's
dresses. So far as little boys are concerned,
however, a good many plush suits are still
worn, as they always look rich and dressy.
A novelty is the introduction of satin
brocaded full vests in lieu of waistcuats to
these suits. Fancy sailor costumes, some
of the latest shown being made in plush
and velvet, are also much called'for, and
set off a handsome manly boy to perfection.
The collars and cuffs are now bordered
with amber silk and the lanyard is of
amber cord. This does not tarnish like
gold lace and the effect is precisely similar.
Plainer suits on the same plan made of
worsted stuffs are inexpensive and to ail
intents and purposes look equally well and
in addition, do not get shabby so Foon.

In the draping of childrens skirts some
little change is shown and the use of
narrow baby ribbon is becoming a feature
of new styles. One frock showi was a
book mulslin with a full gathered skirt
edged with lace, the drapery opening at
the side to forai a panel of plaits, bordered
with loops of baby ribbon caught down
here and there with rosettes. Vandykes
of the ribbon were carried across the
panels, meeting rosettes on the other side
For younger clildren, only the full gather
ed skirt would be made, the tunie and plaits
being omitted. Another frock of white soie
souple had front breadths of pink silk, cov
ered with piece lace. The bodice came down
Vell over the hips and wýas joined to th
skirt, the join boing hidden by a pink

sash. Another of the sane material was
simply draped and edged with valenci-
ennes. Ithad elbow sleeves, and agathered
bodice, the lace at the Aeck being turned p
dow%14 n a toby frill. This style seemed to I
be à favorite and was shown in a variety 0
of light shades in silk and also in nun's
veiling, in the latter case having stripes of e
watered ribbon at the side.

The il6cked' frock does not appear to t
take so elPablieretofore, though several
samples were shown, all made the sane
way, with a smocked yoke, full sleeves,
smocked above the wrist and below the
shoulder, and a sash round the waist. The
shades were nile-water, cream witlh amber
sash, heliotrope, cardinal, corai and old
gold. Cardinal was the favorite as it is so
becoming to dark children, and in other
styles cardinal appeared to have the call.
A frock in cardinal nun's veiling shown,
was made in large box plaits entirely
covered with lace. The upper skirt fell in
square tabs and at the back in tasselled
ends caught down te the underskirt, the
band at the waist forming a point. It had
a rùff of lace at the neck and large puffs of
lace came to the elbow.

For elder children, styles approximate
closely to those worn by young ladies and
consequently do not require special men-
tion. There seens te be a tendency to-
wards more expensive styles and the
amount of ornamentation lavished on some
of the dresses appeared disproportioned to
the age of the miss who vas to wear them.
So far as evening dresses are concerned,
this is a season of magnificence, ornament-
ation having reached such a pitch that the
material forming the groundwork appears
almost a secondary consideration, and
naturally this tendency bas spread to a
certain extent te the dresses intended for
older children, rendering them richer and
more expensive than those formerly worn.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.
Advices fron Europe continue to be con-

flicting, and the telegrams arriving are
principally filled with sinister accounts of
the preparations being made for an exten-
sive campaign in the spring. On the other
hand private advices are more pacifie in
their character, and now that it is evident
that the Bulgarian episode bas lost its ia-
portance as a disturbing factor, an casier
and more settled feeling prevails. Still the
war cloud has by no means blown over,
and it is probably only the crippled finan-
cial position of Russia that compels her to
remain quiescent. Should se succezd in
securing a loan adequate to ber needs, it
might not be long before the present pacific
outlook was suddenly changed, cibd cinse-
quently international securities still re-
main feverish and unsettled, although a

e small advance in the price of silver is
chronicled.

The bank statements continue to make
avorable showings. IThe circulation shows
an increase of over two millions as com-
ared with the previons year ; current
oans and discounts have increased $12,-
000,000, while at the saine time over-due
lebts both secured and unsecured have de-
creased over a million, a very satisfactory
showing, and one which testifies forcibly te
te improved condition of business gener-
ally.

The excitement over the disputed divi-
dend of the Montreal Telegraph Company
has been again stimulated by the publica-
Lion of a cleverly written letter from Mr.
Wiman to the shareholders explaining the
position of the Great Northwestern Com-
pany on the question, and announcing the
speedy payment of the over-due dividend.
This unusual step was taken because the
Montreal Telegraph Conpany, in spite of
the severe commente of the daily press,
have seen fit to omit publication of the
usual list of shareholders. Varions reasons
are given for this signicant omission, but
the one givenby the" bears " is that the list
if published, would show that out of 50,000
shares of their capital stock no less than
33,000 is in the hands of speculators, leav-
ing only 17,000 shares of investment stock
in the concern. This would naturally lead
to the belief that investors have taken ad-
vantage of the high prices ruling last sui-
mer to sell out their stock te the spec~ula-
tive element, who now hold the preponder-
ating influence in the concern.

The local money market coutinues quiet
and unchanged, with an ensy feeling ap-
parent. Call loans are made at 5 to 6 per
cent., with commercial paper one per cent.
higher. In London money is decidedly
easier, and the street rate bas been re-
duced te 31 per cent. In the States money
continues abundant and cheap, and the
heavy dividends paid out are boing only
slowly absorbed by investments. Ex-
change is iiow approximating te that point
at which gold may be profitably exported,
and New York bankers begin to feel that
soine at all events of the recent imports
might well be returned. Winnipeg ad-
vices say that money is coming in from the
country fairly well. Real estate loan coin-
panies have now balanced up their busi-
nesa for the past Soar, and on the whole
find reason for congratulation in the result.
Payments of interest for loans on farm
properties have lbeen coming in freely, and
obligations of this nature seom to have
been well met. There seeins te bave been
a steady and satisfactory iiprovement in
the condition of the fariners throughout
the province, and though the new business
contracted during the year lhas not'beein
large, it has been of a more satisfctory
nature than ever before. In this respect it
is worthy of note that a great many of the
loans negotiated were for the purgioge of
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pusrchasing stock, which would indicate
that progress towards inixed farminig has
made rapid liadway. Loans were not
ususally for large ainouits, and none were
of a speculative nature, but in every case
for practical purposes.

The Inter-State Commerce Bill lias fin-
ally passed the ~United States Sonate by a
vote of forty-three to fifteon, and it now
romnsausu to bo sean wlether iL wili effect
the purpse for which it wis frained.

Ji' the fatrimers of Minnesota and
Dakota ltve to pay local rates for every
pouid of freighît mîsoved to the seaboard
over Anericu railways, tliey will ratur-
ally turin thoir attention to Canadian ronds,
wherover thoir locality permnits thin te do
:so, and in this way Canadianî iliterests wvilI
bo advaiced, but this relief is onily possi-
bl in certaii partis of tie country, and
conisequntly the goneral situation lias
awakoied isoie aixiety. JhlIo reaslt of
this oxtraordinary legislative enactmnist
vill he watchod witli coisiderable initorest'
and if il tiurni out as mnost railway men
predict. il will sot bo long before its repeal
or alteration will b empliatically de-

manissdesd.

During the week there lias
been a emall Ebrinkzage in values, while re-
ceipts have been uipwiards of 800,000 busehels
less, and exports about the sanie as those of
the preceeding week, with everything in Ne-
York harbor thlat will carry wleat chartered
for imimediate londing and shipient. Should
we have tie average of exports reported be-
tweens now andi tie next statement of visible,
we sIo not sec how it is possible for an>' ini-
creuse to occuîr, the decrease of receipts at the
eîglt primssary points being greater by 200,000
bushels tiai tie last visible increise. Ais
important illery at present is, will receipts in
the North-west insercse agatin with settled
weather and good roads? By sone il ls
claimel they will, and by others equally wel
inlfcrned it is most enIphatically denied.
There are many things ewhicl seemîsingly favor
of ai imsiproveinent in prices, and nirsdouibtedly
soue lieasvy capitaliits are enlised on that
side, but agaiiist, it il set tIse faut tiat tie
crop of the North-west still remains in large
part, but little of it going abroad except in
flour, huit the goverunment nows says their esti-
males were too low, tse shstaining the daims
of the bears that it woild prove te b so. Th
spring wheat, dos not iove ont, and eaci
week in bringing it nearer when May will b
cash wlseat, and the present 7e premiiiumi dis-
appeur. 'Th'nes are al items worthy of con-
sideration, whille fhe next thing te ask ls, are
they ail discounted in the present low price?
Il is a time when the average commission
nierchaint lsesitates to assume the responsi-
bility of idvisinig his friends, or attemipting a
forecast of the market.

shown by the advance iii public deposits fron
$500,000 tu $808,350 during tIse year. The
profits for tie twelvc mionths, after dedicting
expenses of ianagnelt and interest on
deposits insd providing for all bad iand doubt-
fuîl debts, amnousnted to $îG,t60, out cf which
two dividends, makulsinsg $42,606, were paid, and
$30,000 carried te tie Reserve Fiiud, leaving
$.1,653 t be carried to the credit of profit and
luss. The 94 itentI ' his now reachised the iand-
sosmue figure of $100,000, ilaking about 15 per
cent. of tise paid-up capital. IL is clearly
ovideit that theBankofIlchelags entered
on tie ligi road of prosperity, and this is
lirgely provei by the faet thalit tise stock bus
been quoted it or above par for soie tine
plist, I coniiition of things on which the

directors and the shareholders at large are to
bc congratulated, and whicis i net due to any
haphazard agency, but to the capable direction
and Management of its affairs, both in the
branches as well as la the head-ofice of the
institution.

THE USDEHZwnlTERts IN OoUNcI.-The serai-
annual convention of tihe Fire Underwriters'
Association is being held in Toronto the pre-
sent week. Tarify discussion is likely to exact
as much time as sua. It is to be regretted,
perhaps, that the "Toronto ßoard" has sO
muci power of action independent of the
Under'wr.iters' Association or its Toronto or
Montreal divisions. Wlile this continues
there can bc no ladequate pîrotection against
violations of the Provisions of flic tariff. The

plans devised for competing with the " under-
ground " systemn of the " miill mutuals " are lin
danger of proving abortive, unless sone pro-
vision be Made for a rigid observance of condi-
tions on the part of the insured; and, it is to
be feared thlat legal contests will result l case
of loss, unless the terns are literally carried
out. In a certain large factory in this city,
instead of the number of pails of water agreed
upon for each floor, it was found, on a recent
visit, that there was not even a single pul so

provided. In case of loss or damage, how
would such a case be settled i? It would pro-
bably lcad to an appeal to the courts-with ail
Uis aggravating concomitants and loss of time,
temper, money and business. If is to be
fcared that the inspection of risksis performed;
in Loo perfunctory a mnanner. An occasionah
or timnely visit and word of caution te the:
insured cold not fail to have a decided effect,
in reducing the loss ratio of or fire fosurance
companies. The insured is apt te forget the
conditions upon which ie procured his insur-
alce at so low a rate, ani, like ail of us who.
knsow the Ten Conmandments, requises to te
remiided of theni once ia week or se, te be
preacled at once in a while, te keep his lamp
properly trimmined, and his house in order.

Tiis Fisieries Department were advised of
the seizure, iear St. Ansdrew's, N. S., of two
fsBing schooners, the Jennette and tho
Maggie Mitchell, by the cruiser General
Middleton. The charge is infraction of the
Oustons and Fisieries regulations and the
vessels hlaye been handed over to the Col-
lector of Customa at St. Andrew's. It appears
thait these vessels are among a number that
have obtained Canadian certificates of registrv
but are owned eithet wholly or in part by
citizens of the United States residing at
Eastport, Me. These owners seema te think
tiat because they lave tise Canladian registry
they are entitled to ail the priviJeges of
Caiadianîs fisiermiseu, and also to obtain every-
tIing necessary for a fishing voyage, outfits,
etc., and place tise samne on board their vessels
and go in and ou1t of Canadian ports without
either reporting at tlc Customs bouse or
paying dufty on such of their goods ns may bo
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dutiable. The extent to which these frauda-
lent transactions have prevailed in that
vicinity rendors decisive action by the Cus-
toms Department necessary, not only for the
protection of the fisheries, but of the Cana-
dian revenue as well.

MsssRs. S. DowNE's & Co., of Liverpool, in
their annual circular, Bay :-

g Depressing influences were so numerous
and dominant at the beginning of the current
year thagt the most sanguine scarcely ventured
to predict any revival in trade. A reaction,
however, set in during the autuoni and the
progress ias since been steady and graduai.
That the improvement vill be sustalned dur-
ing the year 1887 is dependent upon circum-
stances, foreign and domestie. It lias been
frequrently asserted that the long contrinred
depression was the ofispring of our fiscal
arrangements, and the silver question ns
also been quoted as a factor of vital inpurt-
ance: the depreciation of this metal bers
hirdly on certain of our interests, but it aip-
pears to be genrerally thought that the effect
lias been exarggeraîted. There are, hovever,
other andg; perhaps greater considerations.
The minng industries and textile manuifac-
turcs are fairly busy, and shipping is more
fully employed. The grarzing and iirying
couinties rire in fairly prosperours condition
both in England and Ireland, but it is regretta-
ble te write that it continues otherwise with
the wlreat-growving counties.

AN action whicih bas licen watelred with
great interest was concluled at the Civil As-
sizes rat Toronto, after thrce days' heariug. It
wa tiat of Ellis & Co., jewellers, and A. W,
Dixthr, tieir tmveller, against the Richelieu &
Ontario Navigation Company. Dixon 'as a
passenger on the steamer Passport when sire
was sunk at Cornwaall in August laist. Tle
sanmples ie carried waere, it was allieged, dam-
aged te the extent of $5,000, and his loss on
persoeal baggaige 'as $250, and ie sued te re-
coyer tiese amounts. The comipany con-
tended tiat Dixon was net carried as an
ordinary passenger, but in accordance wvith
r, contract between tIhemis and the Commercial
Travellers Association, and they ivouid net
hiave carrietd sucli valuable luggrge at the
ordinary rate, bLt would have made special
ciarge, A verdict was retired for plain-
tiffs, the apiounîts te be decided þy a referce.

Tag Liverpool PIost says: g The statistics of
tþs importatiop of live stock and freshr meat
to Liverpol turing the past year frota Amer-
ican aud Canadian p.rts' have just been con-
piled, and it will bre scec from the figures
given thart tie arrivals of both live stock and
fresi rrient dsrinlg the year 1886 waere on a
smaller ECale thia n li tre rieceding yea, as tinp
total irmiports for tie lest year show a decrease
of.some 18,644 cattle, 4,741 sheep, 4,030 quar-
ters of bee, 33,830 carcases of inutton, and 76
þiogs. The total arrivals for last ycar

imouited to Y5,ý65 cattle, 43,112 sitep, 804
þrog, 443,355 quarters of btef, and 1.0,063
carcases of gmutt,.on, wlhilst thie imports of ths
year 1885 rramouniited te 04,000 cattle, 47,850
sheep, 880 hogs, 447,585 quarters of beef, and
43,902 carcases of mutton.

stipulates te do so. IL lS its duty te use
reasonable menus to guard the passenger
against theft i and if, through wvanut of care,
the personal effects of a passenger, suchr as he
migit reasonably carry with him, are stolen,
the comrpany is liable. Suc a rue is re-
quired by public policy and by the interests
of both the passenger and the company.?

Ti. annual meeting of the sharchold.ers 01

The matter was argued at length
before its Honor, who decided that the meet-
ing might be held for the clection of directors
only.

SmoNE July, 1886, the consumption of lugot
copper has very largely increased. For years
the amount of Lake Superior copper available
et any moment rau up Into the millions of
pounds, but the customary surplus has
now been very materially reduced. Protected
as the copper interest now is, the producers of
copper could undoubtedly raise and maintadn
the price another cent per pound on al grades.
The controlling interest appears for the pro-
sent disinclinei to raise the rates, possibly
owing to the unfavorible position of copper
abroad, but a slightly increaEed demand her
would offer ample reason for an advance.

AN order-in-council has been spassed waith-
drawing for the present for purpotes of settle-
ment all lands in the neighborhood of Port
loody barber. The report was passed at the
recommendation of the MrinistCr of the In-
terior, for the reason that from their position
tihese lands have become greatly enhanced lu
value by the opening of the Canadiarn Pacifie
Railway. Tie riglits of any persons who
may have settled in them are protected by
the Settlement Act of 1883 witIh Britishr Col-
umbia.

THE uncertainrty of lite and the importance
of life insurance are aptly illustrated by the
case of the ex-merchant who disappeared so
sadly and msysteritously some two inviîths ago
while out on a holiday excursion. The aTci-
dent branch of the Sun received, it appears, no0
notice to renew the policy, whicl liad expired
in August, until the day before lc was laist
seen by iis friends, the instruction to continue
it baying beeu sent by telephone just as ho
was about to ]cave tie city.

The adjourned meeting of the Montreal Cash
Bakery, limited, .was held in the Long Room
of the Mechanics' Institute on Monday evening
last, in pursuance of resolutions passed at the

meeting of the previous Monday. Owing to the
severity of the weather the attendance was
snaller, but a large proportion of the paid-up
stock was reprosented. Mr. Foley occupied
the chair and Mr. T. A. Scott officiated as
secretary. The charter, the proposed by-laws,
and the comm ittee's report were on the table.
The minutes of the previous meeting having
been read and adopted, the secretary, on
bohalf of the committee of examination, read
a dotailed statement of expenditures made by
Mr. Polo, for ail of 'which substantially
vouchers bad been produced. This having
been accepted as satisfactory by the meeting,
the drafted by-laws were 1ead and adopted seri-
atim, with occasional discussion by Messrs.
Webster, Sears and others. These provided,
among other things, for the appointment and
remuneration of a general manager. The
request of Mr. Polo, made at the provious
meeting, that the company reimburse him for
the surplus personal outlay, about $250, was
granted on motion and that gentleman was
duly appointed general manager of the coin-
pany.

The meeting next proceeded to the electIon
of directors. After a few minutes the scruti-
neers, Messrs. F. G. Webster and H. A. M. Scott,
announced the following gentlemen dnly
elected : Edward Pole, T. A. Scott, M. S.
Foley, Henry Sears and Robt. Biokerdike. It
was next moved by Dr. Girdwood and second-
ed Mr. F. G. Smith, that the thanks of the
shareholders be tendered Mr. Pole for his
efforts in establishing the business, for his
efficient Management of it throughout, and for
laving done so much to bring it to its present
state of prosperity. Dr. Girdwood added a
few apprepriate remarks and fhe resolution
was carried unanimously. Mr. Pole in reply
said ho lad not the slightest doubt that thè
business would prosper beyond"'their moi
sanguile expectatioes, and that Overy share-
holçler iyould, eyen at the prescnt condition
of the business, receive not less than twenty
pur cent aunual dividends on bis investment.

LIFE INSURANCE AND OTHER TOPICS.

EJlitor JoUaNAL OF CoMERcE. -
Sm,TL'he year 1886 has been a fairly pros-

perous one for the life insurance agencies in
tfis city. Almost all have succeeded !in
increasing tlcir business, as compared with
the year 1885, The present Is a time for
evening upI, and the companies and agents are
getting ready for another year's work. The
indications are, that 1887 will bc a year of
great activity in life insurance. Tremendous
efforts are promised on behalf of all the
compaies ; competition will bu keener tlui
ever, and unless carnest efforts arc put forth
to qtop flic practice of giving rebates to
insurers, there bids fair te be more than fhe
usual aimeount of bitterness displayed in the
strugglc for new business. Rumors of ii-
poitint changes in thue agencies of some of the
ConIsIies are current, how much truth therc
is li theim, ftime will develop.

It is understood that the Standard Life
intends te miake some changes in Ontario, and
that they are now on ic lookout for a live
man for their Toronto agiency, existing uir-
rangements not being such as to warrant their
continniinee.

in two of the large American offices alse,
changes are being hinted at, whicli will alter
nateriailly. the complexion of the agencies.
It imight notbe quite fair te mention the
particiilir compaiies just at present, but it
inay net be out of place to state that in one
case at least the attention of tie company lias
been caîlled te the fact talit the bank accouit
of the igency is being kept in the nmine of flic

WmLE the United States fishsermen have
suffered a diminution in tbeir mackerel catch,
says the Mail, those of Canada have apparently
experienced asn increase. In 1885 the Prince
EdwaËd Island mackercl catch was 24,424
barrès't in 1886 it reaclsed 29,800 barrels.
But thse financial results must show a larger
disparity than the returns of the catch, for
prices were higher by fifty per cent. in 1880
than in 1885. The gains by the mackerel
fishery, i låi-r9d a counterbalanced by
tIse lasses in the lobster industry. Compar-
ing their operations for 1886 with those for
1885, tise lobster canners are just 772,409 cans
short. The fisiermen are beginning te realize
taint the lobster industry is nearly ruined by
overfishing, and tlhey are looking for the en-
forcement of the restrictive fislery regula-
tions, which hitherto they have been loath te
observe.

TsE New England Grocer says that within
tle last week nails have advanced rapidly un-
til now tbey are quoted ut $2.30 instead of
S1.85, which price they commanded a short
time sinice: A visit te a number of the fac-
tories developedl the fact fliat the supply of
nails is short, and net much production
lately. It ils thouglt there would bu an ad-
vance of twenty cents in the price, which
would bring it up te $2.50 per leg, and per-
haps Isiglier.

-one of those good souls who in his heart
ibhors waste-bas made an arrangement with
bu bank whereby lie receives interest on his
balasnces, so thlat the maore of the coimpany's
money lie keeps standing to his credit the
arger his income is ; your readers cen draw
their own inference. Assother of this gentle-
man's practices is te take notes in payment of
preuiums, which notes be discounts ut rates
considerably below the interest be charges,
ad on renewal, if that is found necessary, lie
s particular te get se much mony on account
that it pays him better to liave the policy
cancelled than it dous to deliver it, If the
ilote is net paid by a given fimie tie policy is
cancelled, and the smoney already paid is
forfeited to hui personally. The agent who
does tIhe business gels nothing, becaise the
policy has not been delivered, and for the
sane reason the company gets nothing for
carrying the risi for tie time the policy is in
the general asgent's hands. To such an extent
have these things been practiced tlat lie
makes more money in this and similar ways
than in the legitimate pursuit of his business.

The bitherto principal agent of one of the
youînger life coipssanies-tlhe man wlho is suid
to have imade that company-has started out on
lis .owns aucount, and will apply to the nlext
session of the Dominion Parlianent for a
charter for a life insurance company with a
capital of $2,000,000. Ife la being backed by
tie mnunufactuirers' Association of the Do-
minlion and is expectea te have on his board
of directors soue of the motsit proininent
business and proffessional men in Canada.
The cosspany wvill do a general business, but
its specialty will be a naturel premiiiim
scheme, somewhat akin te tise commercial
plan of the N. A. Life, which it is alleged wit
devised by the promoter in question. AI-
ready large amouints of insurance sre promsised,
and it is within the range of possibility that
eone of thse local companuies will lose one of its
most oflicers, wlio bas been offered the secre-
taryship of the new concert.

The settleiment alleged to have been forced
uspons fle Equuitiable Life Insuîrance company
by their late representative, Mr. 11. W. Gale,
lhas raised a question lere-as te whether Mr.
Geo. B. Holland, formerly tleir Ontario
general agent, lis not a suibstantial claim
against elther M1r. Gale or the company.
Sonetime ago, owing te defilections on tise
part of Somne of lis agents Mr. Holland was
placed in the power of Ir. (Jle and of the
companlly, and was coipelil to surreînder a
valuable interest in reiiewals into the hands
of lir. Gale. The action of the comipany in
settling us they dil with Mr. Ule, under
ainost precisely siiiilar circuistances, las
brougit Mr. Holland's case prominently to
the front, aend insurance men, generally,
thiik lue is as much entitled to paymenlt for
his revenue interest, as was Mfr. le. Some
correspondence has iîeidy taken place, but
as the company is in'ined te repudiate tise
claim in toto, it is possible the courts may bu
caleid upon to settie the dispute.
