Never, we believe, gince the treachery of '52
broke up the Tenant League and plunged Ireland
into ten years’ political apathy which eventuated in
the Fenian outbreak, has such & Llow been dealt to
the Constitutional party of progress in Ireland as
that now dealt by the Government, It was the de~
sertion of those on whom they had relied_, the trea-
chery of those whom thoy had placed in power,
which broke the fuith of the pcople in Parliamenta-~
ry action, and caused them to regard all but tho re-
volutionist as mere place-liunters and traitors in dis-
guise. We believe that a simllar danger threatens
at this moment. The open enmity of an avowed
foe, even though successful, does not work half the
evil to an individual, to a party, or to & country that
is effected by the desertion at a critical moment of
a professing friend. The more that friend has been
trusted the deeper the wound it is in his power to
inflict. For this reason, wesay that the course taken
by the Government in tha case of the Galway Judg-
ment is likely to e frouglit with the gravest consti-
tutionn] consequences to Ivelund, For our part, we

" fail to imagine, far less to comprehend, or to fathom,
the motives which have prompted their prescnt
course’ of action. We could undorstand that Mr.
Gladstone might have fouud himself in an embar-
rassing position ; that ke might have dreaded Nou-
couformist hostility and English bigotry, and that,
even did he in his heart sympothise with the out-
raged feelings of the Irish people, he might, as &
party lender, have hesitated openly to express his
cenvictions. Had he left the whole question to the
deeision of the House of Commons, and declared his
readiness to be gnided by its wisles, we could have
understood, though not respected, such & course.—
It would not have Leen dignified: it might have
been prudent, Had the Government accepted, and
neted upon, the decision of the Judge,and said in
effect—Mr. Justice Keogh has sclieduled thirty-five
individuals as guilty of certain offences; we will,

ercfore, without expressing an opinion or prejudg-
ing their case in any way, put them upon their trial
—stich a course would have been intelligible. But
they have not.dome this. They have adopled a
course cnlculated, beyond all others, not only to sti-
fle n fair discussion in the House of Commouns, but
actually to prejudice the trial of the accnsed, and,
go far as iu them lies, to ensure conviction. They
have revised and coufirmed the judgment of Mr.
Justice Keogh. Judging Mr, Gladstone’s Govern-
ment Ly its action in this matter, we say that ifs
policy lias been Mnchiavellinn and treacherous, cal-

_ culated beyond any other it conld possibly lhave.
adopted to prejudice and to injure the cause of jus-
tice. Let us now congider the effect likely to be
produced upon the country by the course of the
Ministry.

The weather aud tho crops are most encouraging.
The weather has been delightful heru Iately, such
as tourists wish for, and the only wonder is there
are not more of them; for here we have pleasant
warmth (warm sun) and bracing air, not too het or
sultry, as it is ssid to be in England ; and why such
numbers seek in the Scotch' mountain districts
what-can be bhad in the West of Ireland hore wa are
at a loss to account. But true it is, that while io
England the air is hot and close, disturbed by
thunderstorms, &c., here we hnve seasonnble and
enjoyable weather. The crops are in a vory fuir
way. Tarf ltas every chance of being extensively
and properly saved quite carly. The hay crop is
lnte, but will give a heavy returu.in gencrnl. The
grain has every chance to fill now, with an unusual
promise of long straw, so useful and so necéssary.
As for the potatoes, who has not heard of flying re-
ports ns to disease or blight at this time of the year,
but on coming to inquire into it, the extent of harm
done would not be much to speak of At present
this crop looks very well, and with & few more wecks
of continued fine weather there will not be much
room for eomplnints. Our correspondent, when
writing from Achill last autumn, pointed aut how
good potatoes were there and along the seacoast to
Louisburgh ; and althonugh unusual, such was the
case. We would be glad to see more tourists come
round to enjoy this part of Ireland.—Mayo Ezaminer.

Judge Fitzgerald’s definition of undue clcrieal in-
fluence has been largely quoted by the backers of
Keogh ; but, as peinted out by a corvespondent of
the Pall Mall Qazette, such influence is not undue
influence at all. Says Judge Fitzgerald :—

In the proper exercise of Lis influence upon elec-
tors the priest may counsel, advice recommend, en-
treat, and pointout the true line of duty, and explain
why one.candidate should be preferred to another;
and may, if he thinks fit, throw the whole weight
of hiy character into the scale; but he may not ap-
peal to the fears, or terrors, or superstitions of those
he addresscs. He must not hold out lopes of
reward here or hereafter, and he must not usc threats
of temporal injury, or of disadvantage, or punish-
ment hereafter,

‘Which antounts to just this, says the correspondent
of the Gazette :— :

A priest snys to an elector, “ It is your moral duty
to vote for my candidate.” The priest, says Judge
Ritzgerald, is within ®the proper exercise of his in-
fluence.”

“ But answers the eleetor, #if I disregnrd what
vou call my mora] duty, what then ?°

“Then,” repliva the priest, % you will suffer for it
hereafter.”

If the priest says this, the law, according to the
same judge, considers him * guilty of undue influ-
ence
And therefrom he makes this very reasonable and
very obvious deduction : :

Now, I ask,in all seriousness, can anything be
more childish than such a distinction ?  Surely
when any man—priest or Inyman—tellsanother that
to'tako a certain political line is his “moral duty,”
the adviser implies, if both parties to the conversa-
tion are believers, that the recipient of the advice is
in danger ot of “suflering hereafter” for the breach
of that duty, The one idea necessarily involves the
other, :

Therte is just a distinction but no difference ; andall
Keogh's fiery tustian s, therefore, mere sound and
fury signifying nothing.—Irishman,

‘The best blood of the citizens wns shed; the very
squares were fnundated with it, and there was not
scarcely a house that was not defiled with carnnge
nud full of wailing. In my own palace, o youth
bandly sixteen ycars of age, an aminble Loy, as also
my gardener and sacristan, were craelly butchered ;
nnd the chaplain, whom I caused to remain behind
me at home, was transpierced with six mortal
wounds. These thiugs were perpetihted in open
day by the impious nassassins; and from that me-
meut (this it is that renders me a most unhappy
man}, I have neyer seen my city, or my tlock, or my
native land, or my kindred” In another letter of
the same time he says—¢In that excessive bitter-
ness of my soul, a thousand times I wished to be
dissolved, and to b2 with Christ, that thus T might
not witness the sufferings of my country. For that
puriod, I have never seen my city or my people.
As an outcast I sought refuge in the wilderness, I
wandered ihirough the woods and mountuins, gener-
ally taking my rest and repose expored to the hoar-
frost, sometimeslying hid in caves and thickets. In
the woods I passed morc than five mouths, that thus
I might administer some consolation to the few sur-
vivors of my flock who had escaped from the uni-
versal massacre and dwelt there with the herds of
cattle”  Doctor Lynch (another Wexford .man)
stated that shortly afterwards there was through the
country ¢ an indiscriminate massacre of men, women,
and childrep, by whom no less than four thousanid
souls, young and old, were atrociously butchered.”

Conference
of the Society of St. Vincentde Paul, Having chiogen
for his text the words ef St; Paul to the Corinthians,
on the greatness of charity, the Archbishop proceed-
ed to poiat out the mutual dependence of. the mem-
bers of society on each other. He compared it to
the mutual dependence of the members;of the budy,
and then proceeded to show the difference between
the gifts of tho Holy Ghost and thé graces which
sanctify those gifts, The gifis alone do notgive
geace; Judas and Solomon had these gifts, but not
the grace of perseverance. Qu the subject of chari-
ty the preacher pointed out thatit is the love of God
and of our meighbour for, God's snke, and was far
higher than mere benevolence of disposition, Fuith

by charity. Some men prided themselves on having
no faith, and were like & man who wished it to be
known to all that he was blind. The telescope gave
increased powers to sight, and thus revelation gave
anew horizon aud expanse te man’s thoughts—
Those who love the earth are earthly, but those who
love God become like unto Him. Faith was like
twilight, caused by the refrncted rays of light from
the other world. It was enough for us to walk by,

John said that the proof of having pnssed from
denth to life was loving the Lrethren.

He hadl to ask
the congremition that duy to assist theit own con-
ference. The smallest gift given for God's sake lLnd
value in His eyes; the largest given for a low nio-
tive had none. The best gifts would be personal
help us an active brother visiting the homes of the
poor. Be totliem (said the Archbishop) friends and
comforters, and in conveying consolation to them
you will be sanctifving yoursclves. Some in busi-
ness or in profussions may find this impossible;
but let all give some aid, and the Eternal Father
will reward them with full measure pressel down
and running over.—Catholic Times, Aug. 3.

"Did King James 11, violate the British Consti-
tution in such a manner as to forfeit his right to the
British threne

This is an important question. Professor
McLaren (Mail) and Ogle R. Gowan appear
to make it the turning point of the transfer of
their allegiance from James to William., James,
they assert, acted unconstitutionally, and there-
fore lost his right’ to the British throne, We
have already shewr,.that if James ucted un®
constitutionally William did so too; and that
therefore, if James, the rightful sovercign, lost
his right to the British throne thereby ; Wil-
liam, the Usurper, could a fortiori never ac.
quire one. 'What logies] connection there can
be between James' misdeeds and William's

' Tho Declaration of Rights enumerates in. its
preamble the alleged- unconstitutional acts of
James. The first it mentions s kis exercise.of
‘the dispensing power.. .1t is a remarkable fact,
‘that William after matuare deliberation with his
advisers decmed it prudent to rest the justifica-
tion of his invasion of England upon the single
point of James' delay in sunmoning o Parlia-
ment, thus narrowing down materially the issues
betwoen James and his people, and- giving rise
to the suspicion, that the other points as re-
counted in the Declaration were deemed wun-
tenable. If William had any color of a right
to interfere, it could only be on the supposition
of grave acts of injustice on James'.part. In
defonding his interference he would naturally
then recapitulate all the unconstitutional acts
complaiced of. He mentions only one. The
inference is obvious, That one was the only
one deemed tenable.

It may safely be affirmed tha if the exercise
of this dispensing power, kad not heen exercised
in behalf of Catholics; if instead of relieving
English Papists, it had given fuller religious
liberty to French Huguenots, we should ncver
have heard a word about it; a Dutch King
would never have been called upon to wsurp
the British throne :—the exercise of the dis-
pensing power would never have been declared
unconstitutional.  There is something su-
premely disgraceful in this one-sidedness,
whilst there is something supremely in-
tolerant in objecting to an act, which
gave a freer relizious freedom to Catholics and

removed pructically, if not in faet, those dis-
graceful penal laws from our statute books,
which will be a reproach to our nationality as
long as that nationality is known to have ex-
isted. ‘

The exercise of the dispensing power com-
plained of, was as follows. James had admitted
certaic Catholics to commands in the army.
This through the intoicrance of the age, was
illegal. Oune would thiok, that the fact itself
of such an intolerance existing, was a sufficient
oxcuse for sweeping it off the statute books
constitutionally or unconstitutionally, James
socms to have thought so, and though he did
not, because he could not, blot it out entirely,
he yet rendered it in these particular cases nu-
gatory by suspending its operation. Patents
under the great scal were issued, discharging
these officers from the penalties to which they
were liable by the iniquitous statute of the
25th Charles II., and cnabling them to hold
their commission “any clause in any act of
parliament notwithstanding.” This is. the dis-
pensing power complained of. That every true
lover of religious freedom now-a-days will ap-
plaud rather than condemn James' conduct in
thus suspending that iniquitous law, we feel
certain, All true Englishmen have long ago
learnt to despisc the fanaticism, that made
those laws, and the bigotry that supported their
exccution, But that is not the question. Was
James uncenstitutional as the law then stood,
in thus using the dispensing power? We
think not.  In the first place James was « Head
of the Church.”  The same power, that enabled
Elizabeth to change the religion of Enéland,
was vested in James, and must have erabled
him to modify that religion. Elizabeth by
the aid of an illegal and unconstitutional tri-
bunal—the Ecclesiastical Commissioners—sent
hundreds to a cruel death for denying her su-
premacy, This same power, as it existed in
Klizabeth had been handed down to James.
If Elizabeth could condemn by virtue of that
power, James could certainly pardun by the
same power. Either Elizabeth's power was
unconstitutional or James' was constitutional.
Protectant writers cven of our own age, to
their shame be it spoken, have endeavored to
prove, that James did not possess the same
ccclesiastical prerogative ns Elizabeth, Maecau-
ley says—¢ The ccclesiastical supremacy which
had devolved on James, was by ns means the
smie great and terrible prerogative whick
Elizabeth, James the First, and Charles the
First had possessed! The enactment " which
annexed to the crown an almost boundless
visitatorial authority over the Church though
it had never been formully repealed had really
lost a great part of its force. The substantive
law remained ; but it remained unaccompanied
By oy formidalle sanction (what does this
mean ?) or by any efficient system of procedure,
and wus therefore little more than a dead lot-

ter.” ‘

particular political or religious leanings. Had
J_ames been a staunch Protestant, or had the
dispensing power regarded any other matter
than religion, James' claim would never have
been disputed. It is exercised yearly unchal-
lenged by Qur Gracious Queen Vietoria when
she extends her royal clemency to unfortunates
condemued for murder, or for 'political crimes,
It is & remarkable fuet that should not ha lost
sight of, that even the Declaration of Riehts.
which the two Houses made at the time, ‘:hen ¢
they tendered the crown to ‘William and Mary\
did not deny the power of the sovereign to dis-
pense, but more cautiously deelared it illegal
as it had been assumed and cxercised of lute,
'his is conclusive; the grumblors-in-chief, who
would nnturally make the most of their griev-
ances, did not deny the power but objected
merely to the mode of its exercise.

Macauley’s attempt to throw diseredit upon
the decision of the judges would do eredit to
an old Bailey lawyer, is disgraceful and dan-
gerous.  The whole he would have us infer is
a plot—the judges rascals—the decision a sham,
This proves too much for his cause, sinee if it
be a true picture of the times, Protestantism
had indeed done little for the morals of Eng-
land and less for her justiciary, At a time
when “that glorious Reformation” had had
full swuy over the minds of men during six
reigns at least, Fingland’s lawyers were scoun-
drels ! and her judges fools/ or what is worse
venal ! Well! we never had much faith in
“ that glorious Reformation.” We have said
that Macauley’s conduct is dangerous. It is
always 2 practice of doubtful expedicncy,
though 2 tempting one withal for party bigotry,
to try to asperse the character of onc’s adver-
saries.

A Max Muroerep axp Throwy 1870 THE CANAL.—

About three o'clock yesterday aftermoon, J. Bar-
rette, barge Captain, arrived in haste at the Water
Police Station and gave information that a short
time previous one of his hands, named Pierre Serve,
had been murdered by one David Lalonde, also mne-
ter of a barge, at the Cote St. Puul Locks. On re-
ceipt of this intelligence, Chief McLaughlin and
Sergeant O'Donohue at once left for the scene of the
alleged crime, and were followed by Detective Mur-
phy, Lafon and Bouchard, accompanied by a number
of policemen who had also been notified of the cir-
camstance. The dotectives and police searched in
vain for the assailant, who had, in the confusion, left
the locke unrestrained, but were subsequently in-
formed that Lalonde had proceeded to the Central
Police Station and given himself up. The facts of
the case are as follows:—RBetween onc and two
o'clock the barge to which j]the deceased bLelonged,
named Jean Baptiste, was lightened of its cargo,
pagsing up the canal, when it fell in with a wooed
barge passing downwards. Serre, who was at the
time slightly intoxicated, and who is described ns be-
ing as harmless as talkative, engaged in o conversa-
tion with Lalonde, which ultimately assumed the
appearance of an altercntion, and sundry expressions
of an uncomplimentary natureare said to have been
bandied, which culminated in Lalonde shouting that
if deceased came on his barge he would  fix him.”
The latter, nothing loth, stepped aboard and was
at once felled by a blow from a cordwood stick held
by Lalonde, It is said that Lalonde struck him
upon the side of the Lead, about the ear, and that
after falling he lay as if lifeless. Unsatisfied, ac-
cording to one account, with thls brutality, Lalonde
seized deceased by the legs and flung him into the
Canal, the Lody sinking like & stone. The prisoner
himself states that he was attempting to place Serre
back upon his own barge. The other bargemen gee-
ing this act, exerted themselves to recover the body,
and in the excitement Lalonde passed-over the
barges to the ghore, and was noticed to walk down
the bank. The detectives found upon examination
no blood upon the weod, and none upon any stick
that might identify it as the one with which the
murderous blow had been given. A few hairs were
discovered by Detective Murphy upan the side of
the barge, and, it is presumed that if life was not ex-
tinct previously this additional violence must have
cansed death. Serre was married, and his wife re-
sides at Lachine. Lalonde is also married, his fami.
ly living on board of the barge. The names of se-
veral witnesses to the dreadful deed have been ob-
tained, and these, it is stated, combine in asserting

that ‘decensed was when senseless or dead, as the |

ot the Church, to foster Cliristian principles in all
departments of public life by all permissible moral
and legal means, particularly by the constitutienally
recognized and guaranteed rights of all subjects of
the State”  The address is published in the
‘Deutsche Reichszeitung of Bonn. The French Catholic
Union has presonted to the Assembly a fresh peti-
tion in favour of the rights of the Holy Seé. This
petition procecds from the departments ef the Mor-
bihan, Loire Inferieure, Cotes du Nord, Seine et
‘Marne, Lot et Garonne, Ardeche, Cote d'Or, Var,
Bouches du Bhoné, Gironde, Eure et Loir, Gers,
Calvados, nnd from' @onstantine, It will probably
Teceive no answer; but the Univers justly asks
whether, if every’ proposhl to discuss the Cathbolic
petitions is met by urging prudential considerations;
no question'is to be asked in the Assernbly'as to the
‘Teeent letter of the Pope, which was commiinicated
to the French amoag other Governments, and the
reply, if any, which hos been made to if.

The same Govern-
ment ‘on’ the- 8th of July,”1872, expresses itself as
tollows : —4 It is the sacred’ duty of every free
citizen to betake himselfto theelectoral urn, not to
dispute with the enemies of the unity and liberty of
Italy a vietory which the latfer will never gain;
but to show to the world that the immense majority
of Italians'is ready for every sacrifice to defend the
rights of the nation, and to defeat the efforts of a
party whbich, under the pretext of maintaining reli-
gien, would re-establish the temporal power of the
Pope, which is irrevocably lost for the good of Italy,
of civilization, and even of religion.” In 1848 the
