As you drive along the main roads of the
Lanadowne property, in the neighborbood
of Eenmare, the appearance of the dwellings
presents & marked improvement upon those

on other estates in the country—-for example, |-

of Liord Ventry or Lord Bantry.

The Standard newspaper, by its Commis.
gloner, wiiting in 1879, however, describes
these houses a8 ¢ whited sspulchres.” I wlll
pot endorse the etrength ol thls language;
but I do say, in point of the soclal comfort of
thelr lives, there 18 little, if any, difference be-
tween the state of the Liansdowae tenants and
the othera whom I visited. -

For many reasona I was enxlous to see
Lord Lansdowne's tenantry. I wanted to see
how o nobleman with ample means acd
credited with large vlews regarding his
tenantry, and how his tenentry regarded bim.
I bopsd to find proof that & kigh-minded
landlord could, even undesr aud in eplte of
the existing bystem, elevatd his tennniry
morally end eoclally.

1 had notlced, too, accounts widely differ-
ing in tho public press of the management of
this estate, ln the Daily Telegraph, for in-
slance, on the oocaslon of hie leaving the
Government, it was written :—

«In Lord Lansdowne the Minlstry have lost
astatesman of promise, whoBs sctessicn s all
the more importaat on account of 1ta cause.
For generations the Lanwdowne estates have
had a high fame a3 models ¢f management, the
liberality and justios of the noble owners hav-

ing succeeded in produoing what may be called
Eggnsh comfort %n Iriah soil.”

In the Dablin Freeman's Jourral, on the
other hand, of about the sams date, I read :—

#To orxdinary Englishmen ihe Mu.r?uls of
Lansdowne only presents the spsctacle of a
great Whig magnate who Las deserled his
party. Irishmen betier understand the motives
of aman who has inherited the traditions of
the most cruelly managed c¢state in all this
afflicted land.” <

put I must eay that I failed to seo any signs
of # Epgllah cosaforty” ard, so far ag the ser-
timent of the distrlet i3 concerned, the
language of the Irleh orgen more clossly ap-
proximntes to tho truth.

ing. Its bistory Is typlcal of macy estatos In
Irelond. In Beptsmber,1654, Dz, Petly came
to Ireland a8 Physlolsn-Genoral to the Eng-
Ush army, Until June, 1959, his salary was
203. o day, sud he had privatoe practice, Witk-
In & few years he was the. owncr of above
50,000 aores in Kerry, and, a8 he states in his
will (a remarkeble and Interesting docnment),
ho had in Ireland, “without the county of
Eerry, in land, reversions and reraluders,
sbout £3,100 mors."” In thoseame document
he qualntly adds that ho dles “in the prao-
tice of smoh religious worship as I find estab-
lished by the lIaw of my country.” He was a
sirongsminded, ablo man—the &uinor,
amongst othere, of the ¢ History of the Down
Burvey' and of the tPolitlcal Aratomy,’
This was the founder of the Lansdowne ¢e-
tates, :
The management of these laxge ectates Is
in the handas of Mr. Townsend Trench, son of
the late Mr. W. Bteuart Trench, to whom he
succeeded, It is difficult to ery how far the
judgment of the community over whom thelr
powers a3 1and agents wore and are exerclsed
18 juet or reliable.

Trquostionably father snd gon were apoken
of almost universally with fear and dislike—
10 use no stronger language. It wag palnful
to notlce tho mortal dread of agent aud
balllff in which many of thege tonanis live.
I notfced nothing like it olsewhere in Kercy.
Their conduct may be mlejodged, but sssur-
edly. ro kindly recollection of tho late Mr,
Trench soems to survive, and no kindly feel-
ing towards his eon, the precont sgent, exlsts.

Lord Lanedowne, aslthough ho resides a
portion of the year at Derreen, near Eonmare,
does not seem to bo generally known. to hia
tenonts. ‘Those on the Iaveragh portion of
his property bave hardly scen him sloce his
vieit there en the occasion of his aitalnlng
his mejority. MMore than once, when—some
harsh case belng cited to me—I suggested to
the tenants to appeal to Lord Lansdowne, the
answer was always tho same, % Ohb, he leaves
it all to the sgent,” or,  It's no unse—~it all
rests with Trench.”

Even plans oonoglved—and, bellove,
kindly conoelved—by landlord or agent—of
emigration, for Instamce—are looked upom
with distrugt, Nor s this remarkable, for In
the years of the Great Famine thia estato was
not only the scone of gome of tho most awiul
miserles of that awful time, but it.was algo
the place from which a large emigration took
place under the ausploss of the late Mr,
Trench which bas left to this day bitter
memories behind it. .

In hie se-called ‘Renlities of Irish Life,’
Mr. Steuart Trenoh desoribes; in s painfnily
graphic way, the state of things ln Kenmare
Unlon, He writes :=— ‘
S peope st hans Lol g
died on Tho roads end they dled in -the flolds,

they died on*the mountains and they died in
theglens; they died at the rellef works, and

T

they dled {n theirhouses, So that whole streets
or vma%es were almost without an Inhabltant,
and at last some few, despalring of help from
the country, crawled into the town, and dled &t
the doors of the residents, rRnd outside the
Unlon walls,” :

It was at thls time that the anthor, then
suocesding to the management of these eatates,
get on foot his scheme of emigration ; and, as
he pithily puts 1t—

“In little more than & year 8,700 paupers had
left Kenmare for Amerioa, all free emigrants
wilhout any ejectmentsa having tg be braughi
agalnst them 1o enforce it, or the alightest pres-
sure put upon them to go. Matters now began
to right themselvee. Only some ANy or sixty
paugers remained in the House, chargeable to
the property ot which I had thecare, and Lord
Lansdowne’s estates at length breathed freely.”

He addp, in another place, that tho rate of
transporiation of these emigrants amocunted
to a sum less than it would cost to smpporl
them in the workhouse for aplpglo year,
This I belleve menns, or then mesnt, less
than £4 per human belng. -

+ ‘That i3 one polnt of view of the question,
I do not doubt that thls wssa fcheme ap-
proved of by the then Lord Lansdowne from
humane motives. But 1ts executlon eeems
to have been grossly faulty. I¢s history i3
still told cxn the hillaldes of Kerry, and the
traditions of the place keep alive the story of
tke Lansdowne Ward in New York Hospital;
where many of these 1il-starred emigrants fell
viotims to diseass and death. :

It ig curlous thaf the present agent seems
to have denled strenuously the exlstenca of
distresa on the Lansdowne estate in 187980,
and to have refused 3 act upon any of the
severnl rellef committees established In the
neighborhood, To Mx, J. A. Fox, the Gov-
ernment inspector, to Mr. Flelcher, a mome-
ber of the Duchess of Mearlborough’s Rellef
Commlitteo, and to the Rev. Canon Bsgot, re.
presenting the Manslon House Committee, he
i3 reported to have given emphatic denlals of
the cxistonce of any disiress In the district.
Indesd, a0 far as I havo besn able to ascer-
taln, the first occaslon on which he admitted

‘ita existonce wa3sIn Aprll, 1880, when ho 8p-

plled to ths Manslon House Committes for
fonds to promots a new emigration scheme,

I mention with palo ons fact, Riles M, F.
Cusack, known a3 the Nun of Kenmare, one
of the sistersin tho Conveunt of Poor Clares,
in Kemmsre (s lady not less known for her
actlve benevolence than for herlitorary work),
in her printed expression of thanks fo
Amoerioa for the junds entruated to her for re-
leving the dlstrecsed tenantry, esys, under
the date of Eastor week, 1880 i—

i One 1and agent 8ald 10 me that when he saw
the distress coming he told his noble master
that it would bethe best thing that had ever
happened for the landlords=they would haye
thelr tenants at thelr meroy."”

She adds—

< Thesename land agents were ihe principal
cause of the distress belnF denied, for clearly if
the distress were admitied, to demand rents,
and rack rents, trom the starving people, would
have been too gross an act of inhumanity.”

1t can hardly be doubted to whom thls
Innguegs refers. I bope 1t may be shown to
ba tho result of some grave misapprehension.

This lady, by ber publio appeals, colleoted
a rum of sbout £15,000, which was In greet
part exponded In Bouth Eerry, She asaured
me that many teusnta of Lord Lansdowno
had boen reclplents of blankets, of mesl, of
geed potatoss ; and that, aa to three National
Bchools, attended principally by tho children
on Lord Lanedowne's citate, nsmely, those of
Larsgh, Lehud snd QOopperas (one of them
being eitunts ouislde the entranoce gate of
De:roon Hounse), she had to eapply clothss to
cover the children, Bhe had donp eo, she
told me, In orneequerce of statements made
to her by the echooimistresses, that for the
gake of decency they could net otherwise a-
low the children to atterd the schoole, cren
if thelr parsnts wero willlng o permit them
to do go.

A gentieman convereznt with the action of
tho Rolief Commltiees In the town informed
us that fully half of the relict whioh passed
through hia hands had been glven fo Lord
Liansdowne’s tenants. He eald:

& for it; infact,
on l?lgeeg)tﬁglteh%ggl%%ﬁlgegnh%ﬂewgol%aued on
me personally between the datss of the meet-
ings of the committee, nsking me, for God's
sa el,' ,to give them suppiemental orders for
meal.

Hea added that of theze fenaunts many were
Iiving upon the produoe of the seed potatoss
supplied by chatlty. He added, farther, that
Lord Lanedcwne had brought come forty tons
of potatoes o Kenmare, which bad besa sold
by him for cash at something below tho mer-
ket prica; that thoze were wholly insuffiofent
to sow the land ; and ke finslly added :

« My bellef ig, thet wers it _not for ihe reliel

ven by our commlitees, 2 greatnumber of the
B o ns lanants would have dled.”

This emphatle textimony received corrobor
ation In several othor quarters.

Compared with other eststes which I have
vigtted, tho rents, tested by Griffitk's valu-
ation, sre not the hikhest, Indeed, taking
gome dceen cates or more, I fonnd that the
rent did not genevslly exceed the valuatlon
by more than 50 per cemt.—not always €0
much—and yet I bslleve the cages to be ex-
ceedingly fow in which the tenamta could, out
of the iand, pay the cxlsting rent if they re-
sorved to themeelves o sufficlency of food and
of clothing for- decemi melntsnance. The
normal food of the tenantsia as I have de.
goribed 1 to ba elsewheora,

The fact that the tenemts of TLord Lane-
downe in thie neighborhood have, many of
them, asslsted (fometlmes, bat not always)
by losn from the landlord, bullé mew houzes
or added to thelr office bulldings, cauges the
rent to epprox!mase more closely te the valu.
ation, This I will hereafter explala. At
prezent Ionly desire to pote two facts :—
(1) that Griffith's original Valuation took into
actount the existiog condition of the land,
inoluding the tenants’ improvements, and-(2)
that » close correspondence betwoen amoh
valustion and tho actual rent does met neoee-
garily imply a low rent,

Terrific Explosion—-Fearial Destruetion
of Pronerty.

Loxpox, Bspt. 24,—A rocket at the ar-
gsnal nt Woolwloh exploded to-dayand many
_bulldingsdestroyed. The lossof life 1s eerlous.

Thoe ¢xplosion was cauded by a fire In the
main building, which, Including the isbora-
tory bullding, was destroyed within half an
hour. It contalned en immense number of
vrar rockata filled with destructive missiles.
The lat..r flsw in all directlons many
falling upon ths other Bslde of the
Themes, 'Ths  explosives caused &
fearful dcestruction in property throughout
thy town and surrcunding distriots, The fira
was oxtingulched at noom, when ths rockets
cenzed exploding, Old soldlers declate the
explosions of the rookets were as frightful as
et an acinal slecge. The bodles of the vic-
time of tbe cxplosions have bsen fourd.
Some of the rookets wore projected tully five
mafles, One went through tho wall of the
arzenal and another siruck the artiliery bar-

racks,
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A GREAT CHURCH COUNCIL.

NEW YORX, Sept. 24.—The Provinelal Council
of the Roman Cathollc Eccleslastical Provincs
of New York assembled in St. Patrlek’a Cathe-
dral at 10 o’clock yesterday morning. Its object
is the consideration of questions of falth, (ke
rellglous Indifterentism of the day, the policy
of church government, the atlitude of the
Chnurch toward religlous education,church pro-
perg, divores, and secrel socleties and oiher
vital questions, In referencc to which it 1s
deemed advisabio to havethe hierarchy of the
gxx;ovhi:e procialm anow the doctrlines of the

nro

The province of New York isone of the
twelve ecclesiastical provinees Into which the
Uelted States is divided. Eaoch Frovinee is rul-
ed by an Archbishoy, Cardinal Archbishop
MoUloskoy presides over ths province of New
York, thelargeet in the United Siates, and one
of the largest in the Christian world. It com-
prises two States, New York and New Jersoy,
and includes eight blshoprie?, those of New
Yorlk, Brooklyn, Albany, Rochester, Buffalo,
Ogdensburg, Newark and Treaton. fhe hler-
archy of the Provlnce is  compos-
ed, under Cardlinal MeCOloskey, of
Condjutor Archblshop Corrigen and Elshops
Loughlln, ItlcQuld, Ryan, McNiernay,
Wadhame, Wigzar, and O'Farrell. The Catholic
communicants in tho province number nearly
2,000,000, There &ars nearly 2,000 prieste, 1,017
churches and chapels, and many hundreds of
men and womexn belonging to rellglous orders,
whose mission IS tho education of the young,
thg nare of orphans and aged persons, and min-
iastration to the sick and imprisoned, under the
contrel of the provineial hierarchy.

This will bs the second Provincial Counoil
neid since the Province of Now York wud cre-
ated. The frst was summoncd by the Inte
Archbishop Hughegs, and sat in the old St.
Patrick's Cathedral, in Motll street, from the
istto the8th of Oclober, 1854, Xhe deorees of
that Counclt were approved by the Holy Bes on
the 8th 2f July, 1835. Tho present Council will
be in rossion uatil the $Gth inst. The Conncll
was originally called by Cardinal McCloikey
for the £0th o! June, but he was then too il to
preside. It iscalled at this time to enable the
Cardinal to bs informed of 1ts restits bafore he
cails.for Rome, in obedience 105% simmons from
the Vaiican, to teke part In 8 conference of the
Arckhishopd of the Upited States with the Holy
Ses, with o view (o sdvancing the interests of
the Church In this country. Lf, after the ad-
journment of tke Couucil, Cardinal McCloskey
ghonld find himself unable to endure the exer-
tion of the journey to Rome, he will be repre-
gented ot the conference by Cosdjutor Arch-
bishop Corrigan.

The Council will be composed of the Blshops
of the vrovinee and nearly ity priests, emt-
nent 85 theologlang. To facilitale buslness, the
Connctl will he dividod into {hree congregations,
corresponding to lhe eommitiees of leglalative
bodies of iaymen. Thete congregations wiil be,
respectively, the copgregation Of theologlans,
of.Bishops and theologians, and of Blshops ex-
clusiveiy. The cubjects of diseueslon have been
privalely named 1o the Bilshops and theolo-

fans, in order to af10rd an opportunity for care-

'al preparation for the debates. No member of
the Caouncil w1l epeak more than once upon
the same subjzct, except by special psrmission
of ths Council, 1he Bisbops alone will vole,
and in the order of their consecration. Ths
proceedings will be conducted ia Latin, Tho de-
rees of the Councll must ba forwarded to Rome,
tarecelve the approbation of the Holy 82e, be-
fore they arc promuigated.

“Ponlifical High Masy was Celebrated by
PBishop Loughlin, ihe eendyur Bishop of the
Province, In the Ualhedral yesterday morning.
Blshop McQuade, of Rochester, preached. Aller
ihe ceremony tho conpregatien retired, and the
doore of the Qathiedral were closeéd Lo the public.
Cardinal McCloskey openzd the Council with a
Lalin allocution. Then the officers of the
Counoll, & promoter, & secreiary, a nolery, a
magber of ceremonief, and lwo canlors, Were
chosen. After the clection cf the officers the
Counoll adjourned untll Monday, when the
transaction of buslness will begln. The
gecond pubdlo resslon of - the Council wilt
be heid on Thursday, when a s0lemn requiem:
mass will be sung for the repose of the sonls ot
the dead prelates of the ,province. Archbisho
Corrigan will dellver the commemorative ad-
dress. Oa Snuday the doors of the cathedral
will be 1thrown open to the public again, and

niigoal high maes will be celebrated by Car-

inal McOloskey, Afler mass the congregaton
wiil disperss, and the Councli will go into ex-
eccutive sesslon. The decroes of the Gounetl will
beraad by the Secretary, and If approved as
yend, wili be algned by the Bishops and asaled
for transmlselon to Rome. Then Cardinal Mc-

being ‘deoclaxred legitimate and hefr presump-
tive to the crown, - .

‘Whea . Mary ' proclalmed fer inten.
tton-." of . restoring the mnass and
ceremontes, - that were
abolishsd In the relgn of Edward the reform-
ers took alarm. Ymaginiog Mary would con-
tent hersglf with romoving Cathollc disablli-
ties, they wero astoxlished when she desclared
her 1es0lution to make the Boman Catholig
tho religion of the siate, At that oritleal
perfod—in tha gloom. that then despened
round the cradle of Protestantism—thera wag
but one star to-gulde its votaries, and that
star wag Elizabeth, From the moment Mary
restored the mass, Elizabsth became the
beacon of hope to Protestant England,
and xound her the relormers gathered
centring in  her all thelr hopes
and prospects. It was thenm ehe showed
her tnot for acquirlng popularity. She epw it
‘was high tims to set about galuing the re.
spect of the nobles "and the love of the
people. The former ske succeeded in obtain.
Ing by professing a lopping deslre for rell.
glous liberty, ond by evincing a great tasto
for philosophic and scriptural tudies; in &
word, by conforming a3 muoch as wae éxpe.
dient fo the fome snd femperament of tho
Calvinistic patty ; and the lattor—the love
of the people—sho seonred by the
exhibition of her person, her public
demonstrations of attention to their wants,
her gruceB snd her emiles, Her dress,
ber deporbment, her looke, when she af-
peared In public, were all directed to cnpti-
vasy tho love of the people. When she ep-
pesred sldo by side with her sleter Mary, an
| her first public entry Into Lozdop, sho made
an impression on the heerts of the people
that for forty-seven yoars was never efiaced,
Then In her tweniloeth yesr, tho wmpjec-
tic grace, the tall, finely-moulded figure,
snd commending features of the youang
Tudor Plantagenet attraoted every oye.
oontrasting as it did zo0 stromgly with the
diminutive person, shrivelled face, and droop-
Ing, elokly attitude of her slster queen who
‘rcde beslde her,

Mary's pride and reservs of character woald
not euffer her to stoop to win the applanse o
the multlinde; bat Elizabeth returned s
emtle for every salute, and an acknowledg-
meut for overy favor. Her worde, looks
actions, nay, every faculty of her belng, was
made subssrvient to the ever-master, ever-
ruling passion of her soul--love of popularity.
On that day of her sister's publio eniry,
Eilsabsth obtalned a hold on the affections
of her falure subjects that she never lost
tiil the gallant and accompiished Essex, the
favorite of the people, was sacrificed to her
jealousy. The day he was brought to the
block was the last day of Ellzabsth’s popu-
larlty and tho last day of her greatness.

Whon the grave charges of Bomerset, the
protector, agninet her honor had perilled her
gucoeasion to the throne,how wisely did shezet
about restoring her sullied reputation ' Any
other girl of Elizabeth's years, then but seven-
$2en, would have shrank back terrified at the
world’s Insolent gazs, or if her mental energlos
were not entirely prostrated by the shock of
80 gross an imputatiop, would have
boldly defied the mccucer to bring forth his
proois, But Elfzabsth Tudor was a girl of a
far different stamp. Ooolly and dellberately
sho set £0 work to remove the staln, Bheat-
footed to conslder the oharges &8 haxdly
worthy of a thonght, retired for a time Iato
private life, and devoted Lerself to the study
of the Sacred Sorlpiure; and when the atl-
quetts of the court required her presence, she
assumed that extreme simplolty of dress, de-
mure aspect, and ealntly bearing, which the
gtriot rules of the Calviniatic church enjoined
upon its followers, The reeunlt was, saysons
of her historians, that [n a few months Ellz-
bsth wig regarded as & ¢ pattern for alf the
young Iadles of the conrt.”

What incredible energy of mind muat not
this gix]l bave possesssd at the age of ssven-
toen ! Inheriting, aa ebe did, tha violent pac-
slons ot Henry, her father, and the lgvity of
her nnforiunate mother,” Anna Boleyn, what
struggles she must have gone through
to keep down the haughty pride of the Plsa-
tagenet,and aszume tho chastened, plous look
and bumbly demeanor of tho Oalvinls!
When Mary Stuart the beautlful young re-
gent of Scotland, camo to visit the court of
Edward, surroundsd by ladies from the gey
Louvre, brilllant In all the gorgecna fashions
of France, Elizabeth, burning with a love of
peraonal decoratiop,—the woman who, o
aftor yeare, was the poemegaor of threo that:
sand gowns—ztcod In the. widat of that
glttering throng, dréssed in her rasset gor
ments, thé loughlog stock of the gay clrole,
looking on the pagzent with a ‘dreamy 674
nnd yet emiling in Lior hearl-as ahe reflectsd
Low little-the giddy strangers knew the
thoughta of the girl who staod befors them

Suoh little facts, trifling ag they appoas st
firat, afford more light to read her subsequent

Taen there was Mary, Queen of Beofs,
whose title to the English crown was recog-
pized by many of the goverelgns of Europe,
and sapported by her father-in.law, Klog of
Franoe, who finally indaced her to sesnme the
arms and regal style of Epgland.” On thé
other hand, che saw Philip of Bpalp, whose

posal of marrisge che had Iately rejected,
pledge himself to Ellzabeth of France, and
$hus become the brother-1n-law of the dauphir,
her rival for the crown,  In a ward, ghe found
herself eurrounded by dangers of every kind
—dangers within and without, at home end
abropd—dangers to bo apprehended from her
own subjects, then on the verge of Insurrec-
tiop, not lezs than from the rivalry of France
and the hostility of -Spaln and Beotland;
and last, and greatest of all, she found her:
gelf deolared -illegitimate by the head of
the Cathollo X i
ratlon confirmed by half hier own subjscte,
and by most of the princlpal sovereigntica-of
Europe. Buch were among the difficulties
Elizabeth brd-~to- meet -on ascsnding the
throne; and ehe met. tirem’ bravaly. - From
the very begirning, she recolved to depend
_golely on the resouroes of her own raslms for
- gupport, krowing “they Wero sbundant, and,
only required proper” development. Bhe set
about the work llke cne who had studled the
golence of government. But. she requied
iime to work out her designs; and to obfain
1f, sho bogan by keeping Bpaln busy at
home or defending her poeseseslons abroad,
Sootland embroiled in plote and oonspiracles,
and Krance negotiating a matrimonial slli-
ance. Inall thess schemss sho eventuslly
pucceeded, 1111 by her prudsnt management
she elevated England from the rank of a
fourtb.rate kingdom to the digaity of arbl-
tress of Enrope. : ]

Having eald .0 much of Elizabeth a8 heir
preeumptlve and gueen regnant, we ghall now
gay a little of her private charscter. Having
regarded her as m eoverelgn, we shell now
regard her slmply an a woman. :

Immedlately sfter hsr corcnation, her
minlsters, impelled by the entreatios of the
nobility and gentry, and these backed by the
clamors of the people, presentsd a humble
petition: to her msjesty, supplicating ber to
marry, aud thus blesg the nation with zoyal
15sue to reign over them and thelr children.
She recelved the epesker and bur-
geeses of - the commons very kindly,
and made ar. extemporaneots reply that has
ever elnce been regarded as a master-
plece of cunning and adroit deception. Bhe
asaured them of her thanks for thelr good
wishes in her family’s behalf and that of her
realm, but that 1t pleased God to implant in
her haoart, even from her childhoosd, a repuz-
nance to o married life, It wad strange, ghe
sald, that thoughts of marrlage, toone of such
ripe years, could bring nonght but paln; yet
g0 it was, and in thia she could not but reccg-
nize the will of Heaven, who sees and orders
all things foxr the best; that hereaiter,
God, in his own good time, would provide
a ruler for ‘her people, Ehe then took the
ring from her finger, and holdisg it up Lefore
the negembly, aald In o quiet tono, « This
ring, which I recsived at my coronation, 18

the bond that unites mo to England.  Xng-
Innd 1z my spouse,and I am England’s. Had
1 igsue, they might share tho love that now
is all my people’s. When I dle, I shall covet
no honor, no pralse, but & little Insoription,
that will cost but o few pence, engraved cn 8

plece of white. marble, osying, Here
lieth Elizabeth, who reigned a  virgin
and died e virgin,” With this she

diamissed the deputatlon.” Her écndunot on

this occation forms the plvot on- which-

tarned her fature destlny. 1t was a publle
declazation of her bellef that Heaven did not
will her to marry; and by that daclaration
she felt herzelf hound forever afier. Why
ghe thus acted, (for no one at all acquainted
with the subsequent history of her private
life could believe for a moment. it was the
will of Godshe obsyed,) there I8 little room
to doubt. Had Ellzabeth’s conduot be-
fore her accession keen untainted and blame-
lesg, she never would hnve resolved to remain
single, Bat her name was made the table
talk of every court of Europe hefore she had
eached her eighteenth year. Her amours
with Seymour were on every tongus. Inthe
streets of Paris and Madrid, the loves of the
royal malden wers eung to the sccompani-
ment of plpe and tabor. All thig too, of
the daughter of Henry and Anne Boleyn,
parents whose lives were but a tlsene of
the groseest depravity.” And was she to
perpetuate the iniamy of the famlly, by
glving tho: slightest = reasou to sus-
pect;, by an early marmlsge, that the
charges made agalmst Lker by Som-
erget wore not altogether unfounded? 'The
truth is, she dreaded to marry, lest It would
ba attributed to motives far different and far
more gelfigh than the wish to accede to the
prayers of the people, Had the petition to
marry been presented twenty yesra. after, 1t
would have met, we think, with a more
satisfactory consideration. For then she
waa not cowering undor the’ ascetle look of
the Purltsp, ecanning every motion and
every feature, that he might detect somo in-
dicatien of & levity for which to adminieter
rebuke; and, moreover, men had almost for-
gotten that she was the offspring of an illiclt
marrisge. But it was then too Iate, Bhe
had once solemnly declared her resoiufien
net to marry, and was ever. after too proud to
xeBolnd it.

'With respect to the religlous senUments
of Elizabeth thers ghould be little dierence
of opinlon. Thkat she wag mot a Oathollc in
prastice 18 certaln, and that ehe was not a
Protestant at heart I8 almost equally oertala
She was eomething of beth; the degrade-
tion she suffered in being declored lllegitl-
mate Implanted In her hesrt an intenso and
endurlpg hatred for all Oatholle ehurck wu-
thority, whilet her early education gave her
mind a. strong bias to Oatholle dogmas—a
blas which, despite all her efforts, she mever
after could entirely check. Whe wWas 60
far Protestant as to love Hs freedem from
religlots * restralnt ; 1t gave her an Inde-

When she hzd long weighed the chances
on both sides, when she had reckoned her
strengthin the Catholic and Protestant par-
ties respeotively, and found that . the:Protest-
ant was fast proponderating, she began grad-
ually to Iean towards them, yei.did not
openly declare for thelr religlon. "We have'
a sttiking proof of ‘her dupliclity on the
Obrlatmas-day bsfore her coronation, She
attirad herself in the closet adjoining the Royal
Chapel, snd proceeded thence to her throne
attenied by her malds ofhonor, Bhe was1g-

slon to the mags for the frat time, and did 50
by dellberately walking ont of the church
-when the Gospel. wags oonoluded, and wheb
the people expected to mee her, as usual,
approach ani loy Ler cfferlng -on the aliar.
This was not a-- hasty aet, springing from
the spur of the moment, but one long pre-
meditated, and done with an adroitness that
gava high ‘promise of her fature diplomsatic
powers, The act was intended to pr¢-
para the pnblic mind, In a oertaln degreer,
for her subsequent abjuration of Uathollciam,
g0 that her abandonmeént of the old yveliglon
might not take her sabjeots by surpriee; -snd
'yot 1t wes'not so decisive as entirely to com«
mit her: for In the event of any reclamation
or disturbance on socount of so gross an in-
sult to the sacrifice; she oould ‘easlly have it

placed Jn any inferlor position in life,
she would have endeavored to reason herseif
into infidelity, £0- much .did she despise
Pioteatantism ap a religion to be saved by, and
g0 Intonsely did she hato Oatholicity, ne
exerclsing a coerclve and conservative Influ-
ence, - .
At her coronation her behavlour was such
88 to morit the coatempt of her frlonds end
the disgust of her enomies. Instead of
breaking at onco with the Catholic parly,
which she could then have easily doue, she
still tempoxizes. She Insists on belng crowned
after the manner of ths Stustt klngs of
Esgland, by tho hauds of & Cathollo bishop,
takes the oath administered to Oathoilo sova-
rolgng, namely, to preserve the ohurch in the
gama gtate it was In the reign of Edward the
Coafessor, Nor wag she oontent with this;
she even recelved the Eucharist from the
consecrating bishop, and suffered -bim to
anoint her according to the ritual of the
coronation, kissed the challce reverently, and
in all things demetned herself llka & sln-
cere Osthollo; There inatances we adduce
are proof positive tnst Elizabeth never was
frfinenced. by religlous sentiments of any
kind. Bhe made religion aiways subgervient
to her ambliion. But it will be atked, Why

Oatholle Church, after she had boen firmly
fixed on the throne, and all opposition had
ceaced, if she did not belleve In revelation,
or, bei!avlng it, had become lndifferent -to
the dutled it imposed and the faith 1t inoul-
cated:? Why did she exhibit so much zeal
In favor of the . reformatiom? " It
sarely dild not originate In the cor-
victlon that she waa sent by Heaven
to exiirpate Oathollolty. Had this been
the case, sho could not have tompozizsd 60
meanly, nor have restralned hersel{ so long
nfter her accesslon, Kanatleal zesl 1 not to
bs kept In leading-3fxinge, nor does it wear
suoh an nspect ag the. conduct of ltlzsbeth
exhlbited in the firat yeara of her reign. The
truth is, she was compelled to reject Prolec-
tantlem or persecute Catholiclty. Had she not
done 80, oivll war would have ensued, nay,
wag on the very point of breeking out. Some
party should be dominantin the s$ate, snd
Elizabsth only chose the one that promised
most help to maintain her anthority and ad-
varce her interests. Wo may add to thls her
predileotion for the mors essy sud accom-
modating forms and duties of the Protestant
church, Nor Is it to be wondered at, tiat,
having onoe drawn the sword, she wag tardy
to sheathe I{, One murder will begel ar-
other, sven in the most peaceable times ; but
how much more prolific fn tmes of retiglous
dlssenslons, when factions are rife, families
ara divided, and father and son become
the ohamplons of jarring creeds! Hav-
ing once begun the system of extermi-
pation, shae could not etop; persecution
gave birth to plots sud conspiracies, to re-
press which she had recourse to tho severest
measures. In these oconspiracies, real or
fabricated, not the enemies of the queen
only, but the personal enemies of her min-
isters, were casily made to take a part, Oeell,
ber secretary, the deadlfest  enemy of Oathc-
Uolty in the kingdom,even befors the death

Mary, was the prime mover of all
the machinery of the ' state. Hia
power was vislble not only In the

great measured of pational polley, but. even
the most minute detalls of the sumptuary
and mauniclpal lawa, Hislnfinence with Eijzs-
beth was 1llimitable; whatever be advised
she Hetened to with attentlen, and he ndvised
mapy craeitles to gratiy his owa personal
malice. A man go capable ag he proved him-
gelf to manage the helm of atate ia times gn
fraught with the seeda of snarchy and revec-
lation irom within,and with tke danger of
forelgn Invasion frem without, it was strange
to ind envy and jealousy form such proml-
nent feateres in his cheracter. It was his
misfortune that he scrved a mistress o capri-
olous as Elizabeth, Had she been less fanotfal
in her nttachements, less indiserest in the dle-
tribution of her favers, more deslzens of prc-
meting the welfaze of the state than of in-
dulging ker own selfich and ambltieua aepl-
rations, he would, besldes belng a greater,
have been a happler and a better man. But
her ohildish vanity and levity crossed hied at
every tarn, and kept bim in agea ¢f trowbles..

ed that capital punishment did not have
the deterrent effect it was supposed to exert
upen persons of a murdercus dlsposition, ag,
if anything, the czlmo of murder was on the
inorease throughout ths country. Bot these
goclal reformers do rot bear in mind that if

the ground that no other mode of punishment
than hanging ugrafifies and justifios In so
emphatic a manner the vindictive sentiment,
the exlstenee of which 18 one of the eafe.
guards againet crime: and mno other punish-
ment deters men go effectually from commit-
ting orlme aa the punlehment of death,” The
deterrent power which attaches to capital
punichment is considerably ourtalled, how-
ever, by tho uncertainty that the penalty will
ever be inflicted. Then the Isw or the execu.
tors of the law create conditiona and ofrcum.
stances around ¢ho condemned whioch tend to
deprive the gallows of its penal charaoter
and its healthy horrorg, Either the majority
oi murderers escape the gallows altogethsr
or they are made to dle like heroes, Of course
under such ocircumstances capital punieh.
meont loses half of its deterrent effect. At
the mesting of the Association referred to
above, statistics were given iliustrating the
maoner in which the Iaw of ocapital punisk.
ment was carried out.

E3Thue, we find that in the State of Uonneo-
tiout, dnring a perlod of thirty years, from
1850 to 1880, ninety-seven persons were tried
for murder In the first degree. Of these only
thirteen were convicted of that crime, and
not more than geven were havged. In New
York olty alone there were a hundred and
eighty-five homioldes durlng the four years
endlog with 1877, and durlog this same
period there ware only four executione, or just
one & year; while thers was an average of
nearly one murder a week.

The statistios for Massachugetta show that
{rom 1866 to 1882 there were one hundred
and seventy persons trled in that Btate for
maurder in the first degree, Of this number |
only twenty-nine were convlcted and only 1
sixteen pald the extreme penalty of tho law.
Of those oconvloted one committed suiclde
and twelve got their sentences commuteds
Here, then, during a perfod of Mitle more
than twenty years were a hundred and sevez-
ty murders In one State and only sixtcen &x°
ecutions.

Montreal, no man ever discharged the dutles
of his office with more fidellty, integrity and
abllity, By the death of Mr. Amnsley the
city has lost a faithful and honest servant,
and the laboring men and foremen conneoted
with the Road Department, a kind and
generous frlend. He leaves a wife and {foar
ohildren to mourn his loss, to whom we ex-

He was an ex-policemsan, with
a pension of some £46 a year. '

In oue case; and that of a tenant who Beem-
ed much better off than the rest, we took the
trouble of ascertaining, as ncourately as we
could, a profit-and-loss scoount. This was the
case of a widow, whose story illustrated an-
other subject much complained of by the
tenants—namely, rent-raisings on the ocoa-
slon of the tenants marrylog. Her son want-
ed to get marrled, and thereupor, with her
oongent, to get the land transferred into his
own name. . He went to the office for per-
misslon, which was promised conditionally
upon the rent belng ralsed. This ho dee
olined, and married witbhout permission, his
mother’s rame remalning on the books as
tenant. B

The rent was about £23; the valuation
about £17. The holding contalned grass for
ten cowz. He estlmated tbe- profiis thus:
12 firkins of butter, which would fstch abount
£40, Owlng, hs seid, to the barencss of the
1and, he would not get the highest price,
His profita from rearing and selling young
stock would be about £6, and from the keep-
ing of a foew gheep about £5. He grew erough
potatoes and oata jor home consumption, nocne
for gale. In additfon to the potatces ralsed
he reckoned that he expended on Indlan meal
olose on £17, ca flour, clathes, groceries and
1ike luxuries about £25, and In wages of sex-
vante, indoor and out, about £18, showlng,
after the support of his famlly, a loas of some
£30 & year. Pressed to explaln thie, and
bow, notwithetanding, he managed to Hve, he
gald he marrled a fortune of £160, all of
which was gone, and he owed in the town
nearly £100 more. He said that he had been
getting ont of debt in the good years, but
was now sunk again, and another bad year
would ruin him altogether. His family cor-
slsted of eight pe:sons in all, including ser-
vauts. .
This case illustrates a state of things I
fear very common in recent years, namely,

The increages of rent latterly are carried
out by Mr. Trench upon what was signifi-
osutly called by my jaformsnt the “silent
syetom,” whioh was expialned to mean that
whenever a tenanoy was changed, 88 when &
new tenant came io, or the son was ssbsti-
tuted for the father or for the mother, the rule
is tbat an inorease then takes place, As to
the amount of such iucrease, the tenant has
Iittle to may; it 18 fixed by the agent, and
generally, almost Invariably, without any {n-
dependent skilled re~valuation. The tenant
may elther agree to pay or go.

1 find that {n the end of 1879 Lord Lane-
downe offered to hls tenants dralnage work
on thelir signlog an agresment to pay a per-
petual addition to thelr rent—1g. for every
£1 given by him for such work, such additlon
to commence at the end of three years.

In reference to thia charge for the repay-
ment of public money advanced by the Btate

Under Aots of Parliament passed in 1847

On Janusry 12, 1880, a public notlce was
issued by the Board of Works stating that
dralnage loaus would be granted {o landlords

terms :—18t, No interest to be charged for
the first two years, and thereafter the in-
terost to be at tho rate of 1 per cent. 2und.
The time for repayment to be extended te
thirty-seven yesrs; and by the notlce it i8
pointed out that by an annual payment of £3
83. 6d. per cent. for thirty-ive years, begic-
ning at the explration ot two years from the
date ot the loan, both prinoipal and iaterest
would be extinguished.

In this notice it Is also stated that these
terms wonld refer to loans which had been
appled tor subgequent to November 32,1879,
Konmsre and Oshlrcivecn aro mentioned as
dlstressed districts in tke schedule to tais
notlice.

On December 27, 1879, an order was made

by the Board of Works, authorizing a loan of
£5,000 (whioh, although prior to the above
notice, was on the sbove terms) to Lord
Landdowne, and on June 13, 1880, o further
order for £1,000 was made for bim on thellke
terms,
Thus Lord Lanedowno obtalned fcom the
State £6,000, which he will repay Dby a ter-
minable assessmeat of £3 8s 6d pér cent.

1t appears that Lord Lansdowne some
years ago ereoted a large llmekiln In the town:
of Kenmare for the purpose ‘of eupplying the
tenants, and that from that time forward they
were practically obliged to take the limeirom
bim, I understand that Lord Lansdowne
does pot admit baving prohibited the tenants
using thelr 'own kilne, but undoubtedly the
impression that he did so prevails In Ken-
mare. One would have thought, indeed, that
the Hme 80 produced on a large soals would
not only be bstter burned, but cheaper, and
thua a beneflt to the tenants, They do not
seem to think eo,

These are the“favta as stated to me, From
the date of the erection of Lord Lansdowne’s
1imekiin In Kenmare, e continued until this
yesar to supply his tenants with lime at rates
varying from 18 to 1s 3d per barrel. Even at
these rates the sale of the lime ought to have
ylelded a profit. Mr, Bamuel M, Hussey,
Lord Kenmare's agent (a gentleman of gteat
ability as well a8 great experlence), told me
that at Killaxrney Lord Kenmare expacted to
be able to supply ilme to his tenants, without
loss to himselt, at 18 3d per barxel, and that
owing to the facllity at Kenmare for water
oartiage of culm, or slack coal; t41e Hime ought
to be burned at s considerably lower price
there than at Kiliarney. .

In the spring of the present year (when tho
distress wag at its height) the tenants were
informed by the agent that if they required
Iimo they would get it, on slgning thofollow-
ing agreement, a printed oopy of which is in
my posgesaion :

“wl hereby agree with the
Marquls of Lanadowne to pay annoually, after
two years, one panny per barrel, as an addi-
tion to my rent, for each and every barrel of
Iime that I take, And I hereby acknowledge

having taken from the eald Maxquis ke,
rols of ime.
(Slgned) .
Witness . .
Dated -

Blmultaneovs;y with the publication of this
agreement cthe cash price of lime was ralsed
by the agent at 28 6d a barrel,
This last statement, strongly vouched to
me, I fail to understand. It scems remsrk-
able, I oughtto add Lord Lansdowne’s is
the only publio limeklin for miles around
Kenmare, When we conslder that land such
as that on the Kenmare estate requires lime
avery seven years ,and a3 much aa eixty ber-
rels to the acre, it properly treated, it doos
not seem very seurprising that the tennnts
should look upon the above agreement, as
they unquestionably do, with suspiclon, and,
a9 an ingenious devioe for ralalng thelr rent.
One extraordinary Imstitution prevalls on
this estate, not only on the Kenmare, but also
on tha Oahirolveen portion of it—namely,
what Is oalled the hanging two galer, or
henging years reai. At first 1 supposed
that this merely meant that instesd of the
aangin gale, or half year, which is comwon
on Irish emtates, carelessnmees or liberality
bad auffered this to be Increased to two
havgiog half-years. Bat I found this was
not eo, I found it dated back to the pre-
famine yoars, aud that, while treated as non-
existing g0 long a8 the tenant continued to
pay the acoruing gales, the hanging year was
ussd as an engine of terrifis power in the
hands of the egent where the tenant fell in
AITEAr,

It 1s diffionit for the English reader to
understand this, and I was slow to belleve
it; tut over and over agaln, and In all di-
rections upon the eatate, I was Informed
that this outlylng year counted for nothing,
and dated back to a time older than mauy
of the inhabitants. My Informants added
that, although it connted for nothing so long
a8 the acorulng rent was punotually pald, it
did count for much if the rent was half a year
in arrear, for that then, and then only,was the
dormant year brought forward as the baeis on
whioh an ejeotment was founded, and by
which (it 18 not too harsh a word to use) the
sorew was applied to tho tardy.paying
tenant.

More than one instance was olted to us of
cased where an ejooted tenant, whom the
agent did not desire to continue on the es-
tate, was notallowed toredeem, except upon
payment of this stale demand ; whilet if the
tenant were not obnoxlous to the agent, no
such demand was made,

I confezs 1 was Increduloua for a long
time, until I was informed by the Rev. Mr.
M'Outchap, Protostant Reotor of Ksnmare
(bimsslf a sturdy Norihern), that when he
succeeded to the lmcumbenoy of Kenmare,
upon paying his first galo of rent, he looked
at his receipt, and, to his surprise, found
that 1t wes dated a year back. He was thus
made to appear not only to bs owing a
year's rent, but to bo psyiog for a pe:lod
whep, In fact, he was not in ocoupaticn. He
complained of this, and receivad for his com.
fort the sesurance of Mr, Trench that it was
& mero mattsr of form—that it was the cus-
tom of the office,

During the voyage O'Donnell was allowed
on deck morning snd afterncon and frequent-
ly up to ninepm, There wers always two
detectives with bnim, but had 1t not been for
this fact no one on board would have imagined

cigars and oocaslonally a pipe, and waa fre-
quently In conversation with his custodians
or with any of the pasgengers who cared to
enter into conversation with him.

Potatoes should be dup as goon aa they &ars
ripe, and kept for a-time in heaps in the ficld
to dry out. Buolight injares potatozs, and
they should thersfore be stored in a dark,
frost.proof place. All deecsyed potatoes
should be assorted ouf, and burned with the
vines, when clearing up the fleld. Mangels
and beets are {pjured by frost, and should be
harvested Jn safety. Thess roots may be
Eépt 1n heapa near the stable,and removed by
the load as required. 1t is impostaat to ven-
tilate the pits well to prevent heatiug. Tur-
nips will stand frostr, and oontinue to grow
antll the geagon closes.

Make the necespary water-courses In fields
to relieve them of the excees of eurface water
dutlog heavy storms., Tho farrowr, wide
and shallow, should ran disgonally acroes
slopee, with litllefall. All kinds of ltter,
oxcopt wesds with ripened seeds, should go
ioto the barnyard. Thereo shonid be a gen-
eral cleaning up in end around the garden
and stables, to glve a neat appearance &t the
end of the geston, Now Is a good time to
make neccssary repsirs and improvements
for wintering the farm animals before bring-
h:fblthem permsnently into the yards snd
atables.

NOTES ON LIVE BSTOOK,

Horses should no longer be turned out at
night. A cold raln may bring on troubles
which are difficuit to onre at thls timoe of
year. If horsea are unavoldably drenched,
rub them dry as sasn a3 possible, and cover
with blankets, Horsea need to enter npon
the winter in good health.

Cowa cannot bo kept in good flow of milk
without ample ratlons of rich fodder. Asthe
pastures become bare, corn stalke, cut and
mixed with ground oats and corn, may be
glven, Feed the tops of bests, turnlps, elc.,
in small quantities. 'The alm should ba to
bave the cows in fine form at the close of thelr
pasturage.

Bpeak for March lambsthis month, There
fa often o fine profit in tuying poorly-fed
sheep from sections where fodder 1s ecarce,
and turniog them off fat Ic the spring. In
this way a largo amount of straw, If fed with
oorn, may bs made {ntc manure as a second
£ourcs of gain,

Thbe pullets will Iay eggs through the
winter if kept In a.warm houso, and pre;
vided with crushed shells and good {feed.
Choppod cabbago and other green fvod is
relished by fowls along with the grain. Avold
crowdlng the poultry, snd keep the noats,
walls, oto., free from vermin, Eatly fatien-
ed poultry are more profitablo marketod duar-
ing the Istter part of Oatober and eurly in
Novewmber then at Thanksglving or Christ-
mas $ime.

GLANDERS 1IN HORSES.

Every horase-owper I3 more or less ac-
quainted -with that loathsome dlseace, the
Glanders, and <very one sghould be aware
that 1t 18 both contagious end fatal, ot only
to horses, but also to mankind., Ths fact
that the diseaza has to this day bafllad all
treatment, is cufficlent reason why the dotec-
ton of glanders in a &table 18 always looked
upon ;as gerfoud, If the dlsease always ad-
sumed the sarns characters, If every glandered
horse presented the three gpeclal aymptoma
eggentially belonging to it, namely,the green-
isb, sticky, and at timea bleody discharge
at the nogse, the hsrd, painless and adhereut
awollen glands at the jawa, and, abovae all,
the peculiar and charactezlatic ulcerations of
the mucous membrane upon the cartilage of

'{ the onvitles of the mose, there would bo no

difficulties in recognizing the disease, and
condemning the anlmal thua aliicted as most
dangerous, Bat thia is not always the case.
This dlsease agsumes many forme. BSome-
times only a slight glandular enlargement,
agaln discharges from the nostrils, while in 8
third snimel nelther of these will exist, and
only small ulgers will ba detected In the
upper angle of the nostrils. Btill the animal
i3 just as dangerous as if it ehowed all the
symptoms fully developed; In fact, even
more dangerous, for, while In this condition
it may apparently bs In perfeot health, its
skin presenting nothing unnanal {o the ordi-
nary observer, The horse may remeln in
good condition, feel as well as ever, be
able to do 1ts work, and remain thus
for months, and communicate the glanders
to many anlmale who may oome
in conteot with ft. It 18 necesaary to
detect the disease at thoe atart, and for this no
oue should ba better qualified than tho regu-
lar veterinarlan; he who has by his studies
become familiar with the different aspeois of
the dlsesse. If once debected, thers muat be
no besltatign; certslnty of tho exlstonce of
the dlzease should mean death to the animal
~fleoted. Unless it 1s killed, most serlous,
even fatal oonsequencer, may follow.

The duty of the owper of an aplmal ina
susplolous conditlon is, to have it examined
at once. If there Is no doubt about the diz.
eage, the horse must be at once destroyed. If
thera is doubt, it should be 1eolated and rathker
than walt for the development’ of all the
symptoms, which mey take a long time, in-
oculation of the matter from the discharge
con be mads on rn old horse, a dog, or a rab-
bit, bat si111 better on an old mule or a doxr-
key. Thleinoculation will produocs glanders,
no fatter how small the quantity of the vi-
rug if taken from n glandered hqrse.—Pros!-
dent Liauterd, In the Amerfcan Adgriculturist
Jor October.
