United States Consul in Montreal, who
cornes from the sanie section as these
immigrants, declared that the greater por-
tion of themn are former Canadians. This,
says the Gazette, should dispose of the
fear that the influx of these people will
eventually mean the annexation of Can-
ada to the United States.

A MEETING. of the GoId King Consoli-

vested, was lield ini Bostton on 3I-'t tilt.

They
Lre already, we are told, adequately re-
îresented in South Africa, are improving
heir connections with Australasia and
he West Indies, and are also opening
p a strong cannection with India and
ither Eastern markets. Canadian manu-
acturers will learn to appreciate more
nrd more the value of the foreign trade,

ind the services of a reliable export firm
re worth a good deal in facilitating its
evelopment.

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THE NEED FOR FORESTRY.

When somte twentv vears azo, Mr. C. T. Sargent,
professor of arboriculture at Harvard Universitv. tried
to show that the great forests of the North Atlantic
and Lake States werc by no means so inexhaustible
as they were sulpposed to bc, he was laughed at, or
ait any rate, bis remarks were treated withl neglect.
Tbe accuracy of bis prophecies, more especially re-
specting white pille, bias been verified by tbe last
United States census report, which shows that ini

1900 the remaining stock of that invaluable timber did
flot exceed fifty billion feet, board measure, a quan-
tity which lias probablv since then been reduced to
about thirty billion feet, hardlv more than enough for
requirernents in the immediate future. At the timie
that Pîrofessor Sargent's report was made, the For-
estry Association of Quebec, alarmed by what it por-
tended, memiorialized thle Dominion Goveriient tcý
make a strict enquiry into the conditions prevaîiing
in the forests of this country. Had this request bcen
iully acceded to, it would no âoubt have been the

nie;in ~sa i. the los.. of millions of dollars tlirolîl,

At that meeting Mr. Aubrev

Wh ite, I eptt (omîîissioner of Cýowil Lands for

Onîtario, delivereil an instructive discourse on the bis-

tory and results of the fire-rangîng systemi. whici bias,

been iii use in some form in that province since 18.5.

'Mr. - 1. R. Booth gave a deserved meed of praise to

those who had been concerned in this important work.

It bad been the means, he remarked, of saving miil-

lions of dollars' wortb of valuable timber, and the

chief suggestion which migbt be made now was that

settlers shoîîld be religious ly kept cut of districts not

adapted to agriculture, but that these should be re-

taîned for forestry purposes. Tt was urgcd by another

speaker (Mr. Southworth, Comissioner of Fore stry

aiid Immigration for Ontario), that better protection

should be given timber on Crown lands not already

lîcenîsed.
Tt woul(l surprise most people to learn of the

great work in forestation goîng on in the reputed tree-

less plains of Manitoba. Last year over 400,000

trees were planted by settlers on the plains of tlic

West, nnder the supervision of tbe Department of the

Interior, and it is calculated thiat a million or more

will be needed this year. The resuits of compara-

tively recent tree-plantiflg are already making thein-

selves f cît in better distribution of rainfali, in protec-

tion fromn wind, more even snowfall, facilities for fruit

growing, etc., besides ail which the general aspect

of the country is becoming vastly improved.

A DOMINION MARINE ASSOCIATION.

When the importance of our marine transporta-

tion interests is borne in mind, and wben the certain

future growtb of our lake and river marine is con-

sidered, the desirability of some central means of con-

centrating opinion on inland marine matters and of

centralizing action whcn action is necessary becomes

ap)parent. TFo the Kingston Board of Trade must

largely be given the credit of bringing about a meet-

ing of representatives of the Canadian Merchant

Marine, in Ottawa, on the 6tb inst. The aimi of the

promoters was to consider the abolition of tonnage
dues, inspection fees, and fees to customs officers for

services after hours, canal tolîs, "the rules of the

road," etc. Among those present were Messrs. John

J. Long, of Collingwood, who was elected chairman;

lion. J. I. Tarte, Il. S. and B. W. Folger, of Kingston ;

C. F. Gildersleeve, of tlue Richelieu & Ontario Navi-

gation Co.; Mr. Ilagarty, of Toronto, and many other

prominent men iii navigation circles, besides represen-

tatives of various boards of trade and interested asso-

ciations. Many of the brief addresses made Nvere

practical.
Mr. Gildersleeve said that steamboat inspection

was not iiccssary in the interest of steamboat ilcmi,
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and if necessary in the public interest, shouhi be paid
for by the public. Mr. Rathbun, of Deseronto, urged
that Canadians should follow the exanipie of their
cousins across the line and remove every toli handi-
cap of any sort, whicli, though perhiaps flot large,
constituted a direct tax on the smiall profits yielded
by marine tonnage during the last few v cars. Capt.
Gaskin, of Kingston, drew attention to the fact that
last year there was less grain shipped froin Montreal
than seven y cars .ago, and that the shipmient of grain
through the Welland Canal had virtually stopped, due
to the fact that, owing to canal tolls, the rate w-as
cheaper by way of Btiffalo,, Mr. Tarte declared the
roôt of the trouble lay in that Canada did flot possess
adequate terminal facilities. 'lhle railways and the
shipping interests ought to work more together. The
upshot of the discussion was that resolutions were
passed almost without dissent in favor of the aboli-
tion of practicall y ail taxes and tolîs on shipping.

Byno means least in importance of the matters
brought up was that of a uniformi systemn of 'fog
signaIs, confusion and danger being frequent on the
lakes because of the differences between the American
signais for vessels or steamers and the Canadian.
Much has been donc 1w Mr. A. A. Wright, of the
Victoria Harbor Lumiber Co., to famîliarize the public
with the necessity of tiniformity in this matter, lie
having had personal experience of the difficulties en-countered. It seemns to be the opinion arnong vessel
mien that înasm-ucli as the Amnerican lake tonnage is SO
greatly larger thani ours, the Government ought to
adopt the American systemn of signal.

The meeting then discussed the advisability of or-
ganizing a Canadjan Marine Association, whichi was
eventually done, with the following officers for the
first year: IPresident, Mr. C. F. Gildersleeve, Montreal;
vice-president, J. J. Long, Colliugwood; Mr. Francis
King, Kingston, secretary-treasurer. Kingston was
chosen as headquarters for the association, in recogni-
tion of the pyominent part that city lias taken in
bringing about the association, but annual meetings
are to lie lheld at various points.

THE HARDWARE TRADE.

Hardware houses-wholesaîe, jobbing, retail-ail
report an almnost unprecedented rush of business.
Spring lias corne early this year, and finds everyone
wanting goods delivered at one time. It is not to be
cexpected that this state of things will vanish until
sorte time lias elapsed after the opening of naviga-
tion. The majority of the metal-working factories are
filled with orders which will give themn as mucli as they
can possibly do for weeks to come. In one of the
houses, where lawn-mowers are made, there is sucli
a congestion of orders as cannot be expected to be
removed for two or three weeks at least. The manu-
facturers of spades and shovels, too, have more work 1
than they can properly attend to, and it is difficult to
get delivéries made, to tirne. The demand for rivets
and other goods uised in steamboat building and re-
pairing lias started earlier than usual, as is the case
with that for many other articles. Barbed wire is in
great request, especciallv in Manitoba and the West,

and the same may bie said of galvanized and ordinary
steel wires. In horseshoe and other 'nails, the move-
ment is fair, but not over the, average. For screws,
however, merchants report an exceptionally large dé-
mand. The recent advance in harvest tools lias ap-
parently led to a rush for them, as, though orders in
hand are already more than usual, they are still pour-.
ing in. The need for building supplies of a miscel-
laneous character, such as locks, building papers,
screen doors, etc., is nîakîng itself increasingly feit,
and will, it is expeeted, bie heavy in the near future.
As to prices in ahl hues of shelf hardware, they may
lie described as very firin, withotut, however, any
strong likelihood of material changes. Those that
may occur will probably be in an lapward. direction.

Coming to hieavy metals, the movernent may stili
be described as more than usually active. Steel is very
firm, but pig iron, whule wanted, inanifests an uneasy
undertone, due perhiaps to symîpathy withi the Ujnited
States mnarkets, whichi during the last fewv weeks,
ebpecially in the South, have îlot been so buoyant as
tlîey wcre earlier ini the year. Lead and zinc have
taken a firmer position during the last few days. For
Canada plates there is an improving demand. Pig
iron remains fairly steady so far, but a decline would
not astonish the trade, as the visible supply lias ma-
terially increased since a mnîth ago. For tinplates,
which are in good demand, prices are quite flrrn.
Copper is somewhat easier, thougli so far as prices
are at present concerned, no reaction can be noted.
Uld scrap iron is a little higlier, owing, perhaps, tu
poor roads in the country, which militate against
dealers getting their usual supplies. A report froini
England, dated Mardi 28th, reads as follows:

Contrary to the expectations of many consumers prices
of pig iron have improved steadily during the first three
weeks of the month, but have since been casing, values how-
ever stili rhowinig an advance of 61. Per ton in both Scotch
and Clevel.ind iron. The markets are now qniet, aithouglishipînents of pig iron are heavy. The upward moveinent ili
the highcr priced metaIs continued during the first twoc t,,
three weeks of March, since which there has been a generai
decline. Copî)er advanced about £6 5s,, anld hias since 1,,t
£2 los. Tin advanced £5, and hias since lost £3 5s., but i,
again improving. Spelter after gainiing abont £2 7s. 6d1. h-1,
since dropped Lt, and is easy. Lead gained £i 7s. 6d., and,
has since dropped 12S. 6d., but is 110w steady.

Thei noteworthy feature in the paint and oil de-
partmcnt of the trade continues to be the remarkabîe
-strerigthi of turpentine, 94c. being about the price for.
single barrels, delivered in Toronto, Hamilton or
Montreal, and 95c. or more for other places. The re-
suit is that only orders are coming in for stocks ac~-
tuallv needed, though, as turpentine is in such Iighvt
supply, this does not cause values to ease off what-
soever. Jn New York, last reports say it bias gone up
another 2c. or ic. per barrel. Whitc lead is very
strong at th-- advance of Toc. last week. Red lead,
too, is flrm. The movernent in ahl kinds of paint 1is
,risk, and is becoming more s0 every day. Glass js
meeting wîth a good request, and, if the conditions of
strength continue in the Belgian and German ruar..'
kets, there is flot unlikely to be 'an advance of price
n Canada. In Montreal thie local trade is described
as exceptionally good, owýýinig to the anticipationi of an
extra brisk building season.

LIFE ASSU7RANCE IN CAýNADA.

The table iliustrating life assurance in Canada,
whiclh we publish to-day on another page, is taken
froi the Abstract of Statements of Insurance Coni-
pallies in Canada for the calendar vear 1902, issuc(l by
the Superintetidetit of 'Insurance. Tt exhibits contiu
ous growth in the business, for the hotals are aliniost
everywhere larger than in 1901. Preintns haken,
$ 17,143,561, show an advance of 11.38 per cent.; niex
business written, $gî,5oi,Sîo, a growth of over 9 per
cent.; aggregate of îinsurance in force, $508,794,371, a
growth in about the saine ratio. From another page
of the report we obtain interesting comparative
figures iich show in liow tzreat degree the habit of

The new business uf the Canadian compatiies
showed a groxvth froni $38.330,000 in round figures in

1901, to $46,745,000 last vear. The American coui-

panies had not quite su nîncli new business (01î1Y $31,-

431,000) in 1902, where thecy had $32,541,000 in 1901.

rie share of the British in new business was $3,324,000

this vear, as coinpared wvîth $3,059,000 last year. Thus

the prestige of securing the largest proportion of new

iîsurance rests with the homle comparies.

But while tlîe if e companies have been active in

secuiring applications and taking in money, this is only

a part of thieir work and of tlîeir duty. Thexic not

only return tu policy-liolders enormuiis sums evcry

year lu thousands of cases where people die and their

beneficiaries g-et the insurance mofley, b)ut thev distri-

bute millions in the shape of (i) matured endow-

Inuents, (2) payments ho annuitaiîts, (3) surrenders of
policies, and (4) dividends to policy-holders. Last
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year tiiev paiti ont $3,887,407 in tlhese four directions,
in addition to the $5,556,656 paid for deathi daims. The
total paYnients to policv-hiolders in 1902 were $9,444,-
863, as conipared with $8,993,124 iii the previous year.

T1he shares which the tliffcrent groups of com-
paxies had in these benefactions to policy-holders niay
bc shown by the followin g figures: British com-
panies paid to policy-holders in the twelve montlîs
$9 05 ,44g; United States companies paiti to policy-
holders $3,44,700; Canadjan conipanies paid to policy-
holders, $5,093,915. It rernains to bc noted that the
total number of insurance policies in force hias in-
creased from 484,060, at the close of 1901, to 541,ý426
at the close of last year.

LIFE ASSUJRANCE ETHICS.

A number of communications have corne to uswîthin the week respecting concessions offered by cer-
tain Canadian life companies or agents of Canadian
life conipanies to policy-holders in the matter of pre-
miums. From Winnipeg, from Ontario, from Mont-
real, and from the Maritime Provinces, we have heard
crîicjsm of the action of several companies in thisdirection. One letter from Winnipeg says: "Hlaving
kept in close touch with your views generally on thesubject of life insurance, 1 have no doubt that theGreat W/est Life's proposition to allow a rebate of
33 1-3 per cent. to its policy-holders, and probably toothers, will receive the comment sucli action de-serves." Another man refers to a circular issued inFebruary by Mr. A. H. Fair, district manager of the
Iniperial Life for the Maritime Provinces, and says:
* What do you think of this ?" The circular last named
desires to sec every policy-holder an agent of the
company, and offers to each one who will forward new
business a reward, but does not say how much or
what shape it will take.

lUpon hearing of these circulars, we communi-
cated with the corrpanies concerned, and now give the
resuit of our conferences with theni. The cîrcular te,
policy-holders of the Great W/est Life bears date î9 th
March, 1903, and is as follows:

To the accusation that this is equivalent to rebat-
ing premiums, Mr. Brock replies, in effect: Our coin-
pany does not approve of rebating, and bias formally
forbidden any agent to give rebates of premiums. The
object of the company in the circular in question wab
to reward, in some way, the policy-holders who have
stood by the company these ten years since its forma-
tion, and who have assisted to give it the success it

lias attained. Wc deemed it best, .instead of offering
tlicmi rewar(ls fotinded on percentage of new business
offered or upon any other basîs, to say that, for the
space of twelve days, persons who wcre already policy-
hiolders niight increase their insurance at a rate one-
third ]ess than our regular rates. This is a verv differ-
cnt thing fromn offering, throngh agents, a rebate of
preiînis to ail and sundry.

XVith respect to the circuilar issued by the East-
ern district manager of the Imiperial Life, Mr. Brad-
shaxv, the actuary and second vice-president of that
coîupanv, tells ils that the circular issued by Mr. Fair,
and a copy of whlîi lie lias only recentlyseen, was un-
anithorized by luis company, is capable of a construc-
tion which looks like rebating, and therefore lias met
wi th bis disapproval and reproof. It is unhappily
true that the evil of rebating preminnis in life assur-
ance hias long been widespread in both the United
States and in Canada, in spite of efforts made to,
check it. To the average agent, the temptations to)
offer a rebate to clincli a policy are exceedingiy strong ;
and agents have been known to agree to a bargain of
the kind iu spite of the clear instructions of the head
office. But it is the duty of every company, in the in-
terest of sound assurance, to oppose the practice.

DECISIONS IN COMMERCIAL LAW.

Another heavy blow to trade-unionisni, or rather to the
methods which have, it is a pity to have to say,ý become prac-
tically identified with it, was struck when Mr. justice Mere-
dith gave judgment in the action brought by the H. Krug
Furniture Co., of Berlin, Ont., against Berlin Union No. îî2z
Amalgamated Woodworkers' International Union of Amnerica.
-The company sued the union and certain officers and meni-
bers thereof to recover $2.000 damages for wrongfully and
maliciously procuring plaintiffs' workmen to break their con-
tracts aàd cease working for plaintiffs, and $5,00,. damages for
conspiring against plaintfTs, and also for an injunction re-
straining defendants from watching or besetting the railway
station at Berlin or the works of plaintiffs or the approaches.
thereto, or the places of abode of the workmen employed by
plaintiffs, for the purpose of persuading or otherwise pre.
venting persons who have or may enter into 'contracts with
plaintiffs to commît a breach of such contracts, or* persuading
or preventing such persons from entering into plaintiffs' eux-
ployment; also for boycotting or intimnidating personswh
bought and sold the prodiiets of their factory. The judge, in~
preliniinary, declared that it was too late for the defendant
union, tie organized body, to contend that they were not in-
corporated, and therefore that the action should be disnxissed
as against them, for they have, without objection, appeared,
pleaded and consented to the interlocutory order against thern,
by the name under which they were sued. And his judgment
was that plaintiffs were entitled to a perpetual injunction re-
straining defendants from unlawfully besetting or watciing
plaintiffs' factory and for ail wrongful obstruction of or inter.
ference with the plaintiffs in their trade and business, and to
damages against ail the defendants, assessed at $ioo, wi-th
costs."

REPATRIATION AND COLONIZATION,

A serions differeuîce bas arisen betweeni the cîty authori-

tics anti the H-arbor Coîînissioners over a bill introduceti
into the Quebec Legîsiature. This bill proposes te tax

property on the Montreal wharves.' There is an impression

that the eity couîîcil anti the memnbers of Parliament for Mont-
real have not doue aIl that they nîight to have this city bill

withtirawn, soc the Conîssioners went to, Qnebec in a body

to remonstrate against its provisions. There is mtîch to be

saiti in favor of the contention of the Commissioners from the
point of view of the chcapening of traffie via Montreal harbuir.

AUl that the' legisiative authorities scemn to consier is the

possibility of squeezing more revenue ont of Montreal.
Building operations in Montreal are very brisk, more so

than was the case last year at this time. Last month the
number of permits issued was ioi, and their value was $,2
092. 'Tbis record is larger in number, but smaller in value
than was the case in March hast year, a fact attrîbutable te
the issue last year of a permît for the Liverpool, London anti
Globe insurance building. However, the' startimg of opera-
tions last montlî on the new C.P.R. workshops. permits for
whîch were issued in Jantiary, has more than covereti this up.
There are evidences aIl over the eity of growth in business anti
a corresponding increase in the demand for commercial
premises andi residential quarters.

Active raihway construction in Canada is foreshadowed by
the news which reached here on Saturday that ten large cargo
steamers will sail from Antwerp andi Rotterdam this montlî,
with cargoes of steel rails and metal structural materials for
delivery in Canada. Two of the steamers wîhl sail from
Rotterdam andi eight' from, Antwerp. A large quantity of
the rails are to be delivereti at St. John, N.B., for the Mac-
kenzie & Matnn railways, in Nova Scotia. Port Arthur will
also be another important point of delivery. There are saiti
to be five sailing vessels en route from Antwerp to Van-
couver by way of Cape Horn, ail latien with steel rails for the
Canadian Pacifie Railway.

You will be sorry to hear of the death of an olti resident
of Montreal who bas been familiar for se many years in finan-
cial circles, Mr. John Crawford, of Verdun. He dieti on Sun-
day in the ninetieth year of bis age. Coming te, Canada from
Ireland in 1829. he began lus business career as book-keeper
in the hotîse of Jones, Murray & Co., Quebec.

SH-ARP PRACTICE DEFEATED.

It may bie remembereti that somne wec'ks ago consitierable
newspaper noise was matie by the International Mercantile
Ageiîey at the attenîpteti expense of R G. Dun & Co. The
latter firni, suspeeting that the agcncy with the expansive
name was uuing their (Dun's) books anti infoirmation, had
causeti a legal 'seareh te be macle in Jantîary last, anti found
two of Dun's reference books in a private tirawer in tue rival
office. This looketi îretty scaly for a coneern which pro-
fesseti origiîîality anti ligh moral tone. But Dîîn's proceetied
to get further information preparatory to an injunction suit,
anti in tioing so "struck a snag," so to speak, in the shape of
an employee of the Interniational Agency who, intier prctext
of being a reformeti evil-doer, anti of hav-ing left their ser-
vice, offereti to give ruarticulars of that agency's tlealings with
Dun's books. Two of Dun's people accordingly kept an
appointment witb this man, anti he matie anîl signeti his state-

ment in a tiown-town hotel. Meanwhile, two tietectives hati

been posteti outsitie the door, and these promptly arresteti
Dun's representatives without a warrant, for cons piraCy! It

is about as braze'i a piece of cheek as we have ever known
for a man. or a set of men, conifroniteti with a xvrong tbey

have tionc to another, to turn round upon the sufferer by

that wrong and say, "you are conspil'ing to injure me, or to

injure us, anti proceeti against himn at law. But cheek lias

not availed in this case.
On~ Tuestiay of las± week the case against Mr. Minton, a
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member of Dun's firm, andi Mr. Gatens, their attorney-
which lad been po',îponed rcpeatedly since February 23rd
at the request 0f the International people, who pleadeti lack
of time came nip before Police M.ýagistrate Pool, who
promptly dismnisseti the case anti gave the officions detectives
and their shool pigeon a piece of his mmnd. In his opinion
"the conspiracy was on the other side." The Ncw York
dailies give extracts from tbis magistrate's decision which
was in part as follows:

"I shouild say most emphatically, withouît any question
whatever, that there was nothing in what the defendanîs
(Duns) did that was unlawfui. There is nothing in what
thev diti tiliat auy honorable lawyer would not bave done,
The only regret I have is that these <attorneys, who have
been practisiug for s0 many years, sho)ulti have been captured
by sncb a corps of officers andi a man sticb as Fowler appears
10 he. The defendants acted in gooti faitb. The evidence
shows that tbey sai(l to tbis man Fowlcr, wvhen be told hhem
wbat be kne'w in relation to tise matter, that tiîey wantcd bima
to tel] the trilth aIl the w ay throuigb. Ta it a crime for a
lawyer to go t0 a man who may have cvidcutce in relation to
any proceeding that is legal anti proper, and ascertain from
hlm what lie kuowýs ',bout il ? A lawyf r that does not dis-
charge that duîy to his client on ail occasions il seeins to mue
ought to go out of practice. 1 bolti that there w'as tlotîing i0the evi(detce.---noîiug ini the papers-nothioty in the couduct
of these two attorneys, that wotuld tend to show that there
was an unlawfuil conuhination to falsely ilistitute or mainhain
au action or an 'v proceeding. I ami obliged,, under ail the
circîîmsîtances, t0 inost iîîubesitatingiy dismiss Ibis complaiîît
andi discbarge tbese defendants.»

A LAKE HURON PORT.

The growing commerce of the Great L akes bas brotight
great changes in the size and character of the steamers which
carry il. So much so that the Unitedi States Government
long ago began to deepen the connecting waterways andi the
harbors, recognizing that deep-draught boats were a feature
of the age. It is. also true tbat the protection of exposeti
pier harbors by breakwaters is given more attention by the
Americans. The harbor of Portage, Lake Superior, is a
modern example of ibis; that barbor is now easy of access
Ly reason of its breakwater, wbereas a few years ago it
dared net be attempteti in certain winds. A Canadian bar-
bor wbich suffers for Iack of protection by a breakwater is
that of Goderich, which is the only one on the eastern sbore
of Lake Huron. The town bas petitioned the Minister of
Public Works to construct one, and makes somne arguments
wbich ougbt to carry weight. Here are seime of them:
Godericb is'the only barbor ou the Canadian shore of Lake
Huron that can be entered by steamers of large draugbt, and
is nearer Sault Ste. Marie river than any Georgian Bay port;
it has a fair barbor and a first class grain elevator; but the
harbor is swept by nortbwest gales in the faîl of the year
which rentier it difficult to make the piers. Last year, 3,000,-
ooo bushels of grain from our Northwest was Iransferreti at
Goderich mbt railway cars for carnîage eashward; and 8,ooo,-
ooo bushels, il is sai±l couti bave been bantilet just as well, but
for the fact that dieep draugbî boats wîll not go te Godericb
harbor in October and Novepaber in ils preserit state because
of the prevaience of uorlbwest winds in those mouths. The
ambition of Goderich is te handle grain from Manitoba and
froma Lake Michigan ports that now goes t0 Buffalo. The
Grand Trunk railway promises t0 provitie rail facilities for
this grain's carniage casîward if it can be brougbt to Goti-
erich. Thus tbere woul~l be a tiesirable outiet tlbrough Can-
ada for very considerable quantities of grain that now go ho
Amnerîcan ports. There is yet another consideration: Goti-
erich i8 the only harbor of refuge on the Canadian sitie of
Lake Huron. Our Goverumeut has already spent hundreds
of thousantIs of dollars on tbis harbor of refuge which will
bc lost unless the desired breakwater is built. In i901 five
tives were lost off that port owing to vessels not becilg able
te enter lte harbor; these lives a breakwater might. bave
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'<n cd. On the xvhole it is ranch to be hoped that a breakwater
will be got for Goderich. Money so cxpended will do somne.
thinig more than benefit a single town; i will add to the whole
grain-carrying capacity of the country, and greatly relieve
our existing overburdened outiets.

AN UP-TO DATE CEMENT PLANT.

We îlescribed, a rmonth or two ago, the latest process of
producing Portland cernent, as it is now in practice at the
works of the National Cernent Company at Durham, Ont,,
where the requisite materials, mari and dlay, lie within easy
distance. The same group of constructors are now busy
wîit the plans and specifications for a cernent nill on the
saine principles nt Hull, Que. The newer miii, however, we
understand is ho be of larger capacity. is raw materials,
clay and limestone, are aiso very convenient to the works,
The directors of tbis compauy met last week at the Russell
House, Ottawa, on an important errand. Their names are
A. F. Maclaren M.P., Stratford; Dr. Jamieson, M.L.A., Dur-.
ham; Pbilip W. Stanhope, Toronto; W. F. Cowham, Jackson,
Michigan; J. S. Irvin, Toronto. The Ottawa papers give an
interesting accoulnt of the gatbcring on several days of lasqt
week nt Ot1awa of a dozen or two representatives of iron and
steel manulfacturing concernis from varions Canadian, United
States and Germnan cities, their object heing to submit tenders
to the directors and their engineers for structural metals and
machinery for the 1-ll works, the name of the compauy being
the Interniational Portland Cernent Company of H-uli, limited.

According t0 the "Citizen," the directors had long day..
and-nigbî sessions with tise represenhatives of the iron and
steel manufactuirers who tendered for the work of building
the macbinery of the new concern. "Some idea of the magni-
ilde of the business done may be gained from tbe fact that
during the week over $350.000 worth of contracts have been
awar(ied. The plant is of snch a size that no single manu.
factnrig firm cotuld l'e relied ulpon to do ail the work of the
bigla standard that the directors insist uipon and have thet
plant rcady at the required time. Consequlently a number of
contracts have been let, each for some special part of the
plant." The Hlull people bave, we are told, the saine chem-.
ists, designers and engineers who made so compiete an estab.
lishmenîl of the Durham cement miii. A strong point in
favor of this organization lies in the fact that ill machinery,
the buildings, and the entire plant from the smokestack in
the clinker pit is made from special designs and detailed
drawings hy a staff of engineers, who have learned by many
years of practical experience how ho do the job. The favor.
able points of the Ottawa or Hull proposition are that the
raw materials are abundant, of exceptional purity, that both
limestonle and clay lie at the very door of the factory, that
they have water-power at the very low rate of $r5 per horse..
power, and that they have both water and rail transportation
from the company's owu docks. Then the compauy are flot
obliged t0 huild a railway or steamn power plant, thus enabling,
thema te build a mulch larger factory with the same amount of
capital, and thereby materially increasiug the earniug Power
of the plant. Tt is fuirther to be uoted that with their own
boat line hhey can market their cernent at ail ports in the
Lower Provinces, and throuigh the Rideau Canal cani reacha
ai ports 3turrouinding Lake Ontario. Tt is even -snggestei
that their boats instead of returniug empty from e'ssteru ports
can bring I ack coal onî their return trips. The location as
to the markets t1.1.e suppFed could not be hetter, as the
bulkc of aIl the cernent roneunsed in Ottawa, Montreal, andi
the lower provinces is of necessiîy imported! froin Germnany,
Belgium and the United States against a duty Of 4.1e. p)er
barrel. The Citizen article notes as a favorable point, that
the C.P.R. and the Canada Atlantic railways run right by the
doors of the factory and the company owns a canal which
gives a free outlet front the milI te the Ottawa river. The
bnsiness ability and scientifie skili of the People who have
ibis work in baud point to its success as an important in-
dustrial -enterprise andi promise well, We consider, for its
financial success also.

The Insurauce Institute of Toronto lîeld ils usual niontbly

meeting ont the eveîîuîg of tise 2nd inst., in its rooms on

Wellington street, tIhe presideut, Mr. T. Bradshaw, F.I.A.,

being iu the chair. The speaker of the evening svas Mr.

Arthur L. Eastmtîre, vice-presideut and managîng director

of the Ontario Accident lnsurauce Compauy, wbose subject

was "Policy Phraseology in Personal Accident Coutracis."

Mr. Easmurc's long sud successful experience in tl'e accident

business fitted hlma to speak on sucb a subjeet. The matter

was dealt with in detail, the conditions essential to every acci-

dent policy contraci being carefully cousidered, and clauses

suggested ta be îîsed by comipanies agreeing ta a uuîform

policy contraci. Inu lbe discussion that followed, it was
brought out tIsat accident insurauce coînpanies are much more
subject to, litigation than cither fine or life companies, thse
reason being the div'ersiîy o! language lu clauses used to ex-
press tbe same intentions on the part o! such associations.
TIse advantage of havirîg uniform policy conditions was
shown ta bc very great, and such an arrangement desirable.

A pleasing and interesting featune o! the eveniug was the
aWarding o! two prizes o! $25 each, lu caunection with the
prize essay coutests, conducted by the institute. The suc-
cessful candidates were S. R. Tam, M.A., and W. H. Gould,
M.A., both of the Canada Life Assurance Company's head
office.

t me to my destination himself, having stopped ou the way ta

t put me up at the club. That 15 anather reasan why Euglish-

p men feel at home in Vietoria."

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0f the latter city lie writes: "By degrees you realize that
Victoria is one of the inost bewildering spots on the globe.
It is a combination af old-fashioned English civilization and
of wild, virgin wîIderness, for the interior of the island is Still
practically unexplored. You hear the tinkling of cow-bells,
and you look up at the snowy mountains and down at the bay,
and begin ta wonder wbether the Alps have been uprooted
and dropped on the seashore. Wben you were on the prairie
"the East" meant Toronto and Montreal. Here it mneans
China and japan. You leave the club with a man who is as
European as if he had just stepped out af Piccadilly, and walk
along the wharf past half a-dozen canoes, with long flsh-tail
prows and fibre-mattings gleaming inside with salmon scales.
Their crews are the aboriginal inhabitants of the North
American continent; and five minutes later you are under
the shadow oi a joss-house in Chinatown. You look at the
heads of walrtis and bighorn, and caribou and moose on the
walls of the billiard room, and ledl as if you were near the
Arctîc regions, and then you look at the flowers and the fruit,
and begin ta wonder whether you are not in Caliiornia alter
ail. It takes a man witb any imagination at ail a long time to
get 'oriented' in Victoria."

The new Parliament buildings, of which British Columbians
are *iustly proud, but the building of which caused no littie
soreness ini Vancouver, appear to have roused the admiration
ai this traveller, who was able to compare themn with similar
buildings in other, parts of the world. He concludes a most
interesting article by saying: "There may be lovelier cihies
than Victoria in the world, but it has neyer been my luck ta
see them."

EMPLOYERS' ASSOCIATION.

The first annual meeting af the Employers' Association of
Toronto was held on the 2nd inst., Mr. A. F. Rutter, second
vice-president, in the chair. Mr. E. W. Day, the secretary,
spoke of the highly satisfactory growth ai the association,
which, he stated, was twice as large in membership at the age
af tbree months as the splendid association ai Dayton, O.,
was at the end of its first year. And this, he explained, was
due more ta tbe popularity of the movement than ta any ex-
tr4ordinary efforts on the part of the officers of the associa-
tion. It is expected that at the end af two years, practically
every tawn and city in Canada will have an Employers'
Association, ail of which will in time, no doubt, be iederated.
The necessity for some such arganization was becoming in-creasingly evident, in face of the rapid development of organ-
ized labor, and of its attitude towards the social iabric. That
the object of the association is not ta raugh-ride over the
rights and purposes of employees may be gathered from the
following declaration by its secretary:

"The public mnay be assured that we do not believe in low
wages, excessive hours, or oppressive shop rules. We do,
however, believe that c~apital is entitled ta protection and fair
dîvidends, and that labor is entitled ta favorable working con-
ditions and fair wages. We seek ta accomplish through the
agency of this association the preventian af strikes, lock-outs
and friction generally, and, as far as possible, promate har-
many in our part of the industrial world. Tbîss can only be
accomplished by organizations ai about equal strength, s0
that one body cannot presume upon the weakness ai another."

GUELPH BOARD 0F TRADE.

We have received a copy ai the repart for rgo,? ai the
Guelph Board ai Trade. It contains, among other matter,
the address ai the retiring president, Mr. R. L. Torrance, at
the annual meeting held on zQth March. That active interest
is being taken by the -commercial people ai Guelph in the
work of the board is clear irom the remnarkable addition ta

*its membership, which increased front 85 to 159 ini the twvelve..
month. There are eight standing committees of the board,
among theni being those on manufactures, local improveinents,
railway and agriculture. Of the praminent matters dealt with
during 1902 was the important one of sewerage, and in the
words of the president, "now that the trunk lines are about
in, we may say that we have a sewerage system for Guelph
in sight." Interest wxas taken by the board in a pipe rnill,

jwhich is already under construction, And the city's taking
stock in the Guelph railway was a subject considered. We
quote frorr, Mr. Torrance's address respecting a subject
second to noue in îrnporta'ice: "Ore matter reierred ta in
opening the year's service was that of increased fire protec-.
tion for our growing city, and while the council have seen,
their way clear to greatly improve the lire station, and tn
somne extent the service, I still believe it a very important
thing that addîtional facilities shonld be fnrnished in the way
ai at least one additional fire station with equipment equal

1 at least ta that noxv existing. I hope that the city cauncil
may sec Llheir way clear ta consider this favorably soan."
He believes, too, that boards ai trade should discuss thle
fiscal policy ai the country and not be afraid in so doing )f
being accused ai "talking palitics.'l

at higher figures than have beefi prevail-
ing. Ontario cernent mîlls are full of
orders. We have heard that one maiii
booked orders for sorne hundreds of cars
sice the ist Match, in lots of from ioo
barrels to io.ooo harrels. One day last
week Mr. Thomnas Black, of Winnipeg,
apeared in Ontario and Montreal rnak-
ing cnquiry about cernent. He has been
dealing in the article in Winnipeg for
more than twenty years, and is at pres-
ent looking after supplies for the com-
ing summer. He thinks there wîll be

15o barrels used daîly in that city this
year, the Winpeg city corporation
alone having given a first order for 20,-

000 barrels.

Chernicals, Drugs, Etc-No new fea-
ture has corne up since last week which
we deeni worthy of special mention.
Prices remain steady, with no fluctu-
ation worth recordiîsg. A Manchester,
Eng., report of recent date stated that a
sound and fairly good trade was being
done in rnost chernicait. During last
month, several articles made advances,
and with' the new shipping season pros-
pects rnight be considered satisfactory.
Heavy alkaiies have been rnoving moder-
ately weli. Bieaching powder was plenti-
fuI, but, though it waïs not selling very
quickiy, prices were well maintained.
Ammonia soda was quite firm, but caus-
tic soda was in siacker demand.

Dry Goods.-No further changes in
price have been reported, but they con-
tinue very strong in practically ail lines.
Trade is good; judging froni the reports
of traveilers and the orders which they
are sending in, it is good in every part
of the Dominion.

Flour and Grain.-A duli market exists
for flour. The dernand from the Oid
Country is very smali, the market there
being supplied apparently from some
cheaper source. For ninety per cent.
patents, the quotation is $2.65, but it is
difficult to get more than $2.60 in buyers'
bags, mniddle freights. Wheat is firm at
îc. higher. Barley is dull and unchanged,

the season being practicaliy ciosed. Qats
are strong, though no change is made in
price. Peas are dulI, and business is
nominal. Rye is in fair dernand at an
advance of ic. Corn and buckwheat have
made no change. Roads throughout the
country are ba(l, which hinders farmers
from bringing in their products.

Fruits.-Eastertide has broughit about
the usual active dernand for fruits.
Asparagus, strawberries and other
articles frorn the South are appearing ini
increaisinig prices. We quote prices, as f ol-
lows: Oranges, California navels, as to
quality, $37 to $4; Mexican, $2.50; Val-
encia, $4.5o to $6; lemons, Palermno, $2.50
to $2.,0; California, $3; Florida toma-
tues, faîîcy, $4.50 per crate; bandnds,

$1.75 to $2.5o; Almeria grapes, $5.50 to
$7.50; onions, Canadian, 5oc. per bag;
Spanish, 85c.

Groceries-Sugars dropped ioc. per
hundred on the 3rd inst., due to the un-
settled conditions across the line. There
is a fair movement going on. Currants,
have received an accession of streîîgth
from reports ernanating front Greece to
the effect that legislation is probable to
preverit the growing, or, at any rate
shipping, of more than a certain quan-
tity each year. Canned goods hold their
strength well, though prices have made
no further change. Trade on the whole
is about normal.

Provisions.-A certain degree of scar-
city exists in creamery butter, and this
causes prices to keep firrn. However,
the early opening of the factories this
year wiIl likely correct this state of
thîngs. Cheese keeps wonderfully firm,
large being quoted at 134. and twins
at a fraction over 14c. Eggi are tend-
ing lower stili for the ordînary grades,
but new laid are in good demand, and the
prîce keeps up. Hog products are ini

f air dernand and prices continue good in
syrnpathy with the strength in live hogs.

Seeds.-Sorne enquiry was caused to
the trade by the late cold snap, but it is
otherwise good. Prices are steady at
the following: Red clover, per bushel, $6
to $6.2o; undergrades, $6.20 to $8 for
good to choice; alsike, per bushel, $5.25

to $8.5o; timothy, per bushel, $s.So to

$2.75. For larger quantities special
prices may sornetirnes be obtained. Eng-
lish advices speak of a good trading now

going on in f arm seeds. Red clover seed
is in small supply and is alto being ex-
ported, and therefore is quite strong. For

trefoil there is a moderate enquiry.'
Alsike is selling more freely. Italian and
permanent rye grasses favor buyers,
while for sprîng tares there is a steady,
Sale.

Wool.-The condition of thîngs in the
wool trade remains very ranch the same.
fleece being in smail stock and pulled not
being in very great demand. In the
States buying is reported to have almost
ceased. From a statîstical standpoint,
the wool situation has not been stronger
than now for years, but at the same tinie
the actual'demand was seldomt lîghter..
