And the Clerk having declared Mr. Marcil duly elected, he was taken out of his
place by the said Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mr. Paterson and conducted to the Chair;
where standing on the upper step he returned his humble acknowledgments to The
House for the great honour they had been -pleased to confer upon him by unanimously
«choosing him to be their Speaker

And thereupon he sat down in the Chair, and the Mace, Whlch before lay under
the Table, was laid upon the Table.

His Excellency the Governor General desires the immediate attendance of this
Honourable House in the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly Mr., Speaker elect with The House, went up to the Senate Chamber
and there Mr.- Speaker spoke to the following effect, viz.:—

MAY 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:

The Commons have elected me as their Speaker, though I am but little able to
fulfil the important duties thus-assigned to me.

If, in the performance of those duties, I should at any time fall into error, I pray
that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose servant I am, and
who, through me, the better to enable them to discharge their duty to their King and
Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges, especially that they
may have freedom of speech in their debates, access to Your Excellency’s person at all
seasonable times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your Excellency the
most favourable consideration. I

Then the Honourable Speaker of the Senate said:—

MR. SPEAKER,

I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you that
he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to His
Majesty’s Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings will be
conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will
recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready access to
His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as
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your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the most favourable con-
struction.

And The House having returned,— )

Mr. Speaker reported, That The House had been in the Senate Chamber, and that
he had informed His Excellency that the choice of Speaker had fallen upon him,
and also, in the name of this House and on its behalf he had laid claim to all their
rights and privileges that they may enjoy freedom of speech in their Debates, and
have access to His Excellency’s person as occasion shall require, and that all their
proceedings may receive from His Excellency the most favourable construction; to
which His Excellency was pleased to say that he readily and willingly; granted and
allowed the Commons their constitutional privileges as well as ready access to His
Excellency on all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings as well as their
words and actions will constantly receive from him the most favourable construction.

Ordered, That Sir Wilfrid Laurier have leave to bring in a Bill respecting the
Administration of Oaths of Office.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and same was received
and read the first time.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when The House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General, this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to
make a Speech to both Houses of Parliament of which Mr. Speaker said he had, to
prevent mistakes, obtained a copy, which he read to The House, as followeth:—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In welcoming you to the performance of your duties at the first Session of a new
Parliament, I desire to acknowledge with devout thankfulness the abundant harvest
with which Divine Providence has again blessed us.

The Quebec Tercentenary festivities in July, which were honoured by the gracious
presence of His Royal Highness The Prince of Wales, as representing His Majesty,
marked an epoch in the history of the Dominion. The generous support given to this
National Celebration by the Federal Parliament and Provincial Legislatures, and by
the people of Canada, of the other Dominions and of the United Kingdom, emphasized
the community of sympathy which binds the various parts of the British Empire to
each other, and to the throne and Person of His Majesty the King. The presence of
representatives from the United Kingdom, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa and
Newfoundland, and from the great and friendly Republics of France and the United
States, with the ships of war of the three Nations, served not only to add lustre to the
occasion, but to provide an assurance of increasing amity and peace.

T have much pleasure in announcing that a Treaty relating to the Great Lakes
and other International Waterways has been agreed upon between His Majesty and
the Government of the United States of America and is now awaiting ratification.
Both countries are to be congratulated on having arrived at an amicable settlement
which I trust will remove during the life-time of the Treaty many vexed questions
from the field of controversy. The Treaty and papers relating thereto will be laid
before you in due course.

A little more than a year ago, the whole civilized world entered into a period of
commercial, industrial and financial depression, which may not yet have completely
spent its force; signs there are, however, that it is gradually passing away. Whilst
it is hardly disputable that owing to the abundance and elasticity of her resources
Oanada has suffered less than other nations, this depression has seriously affected our
trade, producing an appreciable shrinkage in the public revenue, and calling for ex-
ceptional caution in the administration of our national affairs.
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The rapid settlement of the new provinces calls for new lines of transportation.
The construction of the Transcontinental Railway has been vigorously pressed forward
during the last year. The line was open for the carrying of the crops from Winnipeg
to the Battle River, a distance of 675 miles.

Exploratory surveys for a railway from the western wheat fields to Hudson
Bay are being pushed energetically. Four parties have been at work since August
last. Upon their report it will be possible to reach a decision as to both the route to
be followed and the approximate cost. The provision of the Dominion Lands Act of
last session for the sale of pre-emptions and purchased homesteads has created a new
source of revenue that will be sufficient to bear the cost of the railway to Hudson Bay
without burdening the ordinary revenue. From 1st September, when the Act came
into force, until 1st January, sales of pre-emptions and purchased homesteads have
amounted to over Two million acres, all subject to homestead settlement conditions.

The total volume of immigration has not reached the high figure of previous
years, but the number of those seeking homes on our unoccupied lands has been fully
maintained during the last season, and, owing to the ever closer supervision of the
immigration branch of the public service, the character of these new inhabitants of
Oanada seems to be of the highest, and promises no small addition to the wealth of
the country.

The Government of the United Kingdom having expressed its willingness to in-
clude a representative of Canada among its delegates to the Conference, held at
Shanghai, to investigate the opium trade, my Government has been pleased to welcome
an offer so significant of Canada’s growing importance, and on its recommendation the
Government of the United Kingdom has accordingly appointed a Member of the Do-
minion Parliament to be a member of the Commission.

Representatives of Canada participated lately in the permanent establishment and
organization of the International Institute of Agriculture, with its headquarters at
Rome, an event of interest to our country in whose economic system Agriculture plays
so great a part. It is gratifying to note that among the forty-eight States adhering to
the Institute recognition of Canada’s agricultural importance was shown by election
of our representatives to some of the highest offices of the Institute.

The appalling calamity which has befallen Sicily and Southern Italy and caused
a total destruction of life and property absolutely unprecedented and unequalled in the
long series of historic disasters, has induced my Government to offer assistance for the
immediate relief of the hundreds of thousands of sufferers who were helpless against
famine and all its consequent horrors. I confidently hope that you will approve its
action.

In pursuance of an announcement made during the concluding Session of last
Parliament, a Commission was appointed to examine the various lines of railway con-
nected with the Intercolonial Railway and which might become valuable feeders there-
to. The Report of this Commission has been received and will be placed before you.

The Commissioner appointed for investigating the conduct of officers in the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries has concluded his Iabours but has not yet reported. .
His Report, however, is expected at an early date and when received will be placed in
your hands. . '

A measure will be submitted to you, based upon similar legislation enacted in
1906 by the Parliament of the United Kingdom, aiming at the repression of the pay-
ment of secret commissions and gratuities both in public and private business.

You will be asked to consider measures relative to Insurance, the Civil Service,
Tmmigration, Naturalization and other subjects.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The Accounts of the last year will be laid before you.
The Estimates for the coming year will be submitted at an early date; they have
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been prepared with a due regard for economy consistent with the requirements of the
Public Service.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I pray Divine Providence that it may guide your deliberations, and that they may
tend to a further increase in the prosperity of our country and the well-béing of our
people.

On motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, seconded by Mr. Paterson,
Ordered, That the Speech of His Excellency the Governor General to both Houses
of Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, be taken into consideration To-morrow.

5. That it is the duty of the Government early this Session to deal with the whole
question of railway crossings in a thorough and comprehensive way, and with a view
of eliminating, as far as reasonably possible, the level crossings from our system of
railways, and where this cannot be done, the adoption of such other methods and
devices as will secure, in as great a degree as is possible, the safety of the peop]e
using the highways;

MosT Gracious MAJESTY :

We, Your Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons of Canada in Par-
liament assembled, beg leave most respectfully to represent—

That in the year 1867 by Act of your Imperial Parliament commonly known as
the British North America Act,the then existing Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick were federally united and formed into one Dominion under the
name of Canada, and the constitution of the legislative authority of such Dominion
provided for and the nature of its executive government declared, and since the said
Act other provinces in British North America have also been federally united to the
said Dominion and now form part, thereof, with representation in this House of Com-
mons, pursuant to the provisions providing therefor in the said British North America
Act and amending, the other, Acts subsequently enacted;

That by the said British North America Act the executive government and
authority of and over Canada is declared to continue and be vested in Your Majesty
and Your Heirs and Successors, Kings and Queens of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland and Your Majesty is represented in Canada by a Governor
General ;

That by the said British North America Act, the Parliament of Canada consists
of Your Majesty, and Upper House styled the Senate and the House of Commons,
but with powers not to exceed those at the passing of the said Act held and exercised
by the Commons House of Parliament of the United Kingdom' of Great Britain and
Treland;

That by the British North America Act, it is also provided that Bills for appro-
priating any part of the public revenue or for imposing any tax or impost shall
originate in the House of Commons and that no such Bill or vote, resolution ‘or
address for such appropriation or tax or impost shall be adopted or passed that has
not been first recommended to that House by Message of Your Majesty’s said Governor
General in the Session in which such Bill, vote, resolution or address is proposed;

That by the said British North America Act it is also provided that where any
Bill passed by the House of Parliament is presented to Your Majesty’s said Governor
General for Your Majesty’s assent he shall declare according to his discretion but
subject to the provisons of the said Act and to Your Majesty’s instructions, either
that he assents thereto in Your Majesty’s name, or that he withholds Your Majesty’s
assent, or that he reserves the Bill for the signification of Your Majesty’s pleasure, and
that where he assents to a Bill in Your Majesty’s name if Your Majesty in Council
within two years after receipt thereof by the Secretary of State thinks fit to disallow
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the Act such disallowance shall annul the Act, and that a Bill reserved for the signifi-
cation of Your Majesty’s pleasure shall not have any force unless and until within
two years from the day on which it was presented to Your Majesty, said Governor
General for Your Majesty’s assent he signifies to the Houses of Parliament or by
proclamation that he has received the assent of Your Majesty in Council;

That by the said British North America Act legislatures for the various pro-
vinces constituting the said Dominion of Canada are also established, each governed
by a Lieutenant Governor appointed by Your Majesty’s said Governor General in
Council for five years, and whose salaries are required to be fixed and provided by,
the Parliament of the Dominion of Canada and such Provincial Logislatures are
empowered exclusively to make laws in relation to a large number of matters and
subjects of great importance, subject to disallowance by Your Majesty’s said Gover-
nor General in Council within one year, but not in any way subject to consent also
by the said Senate; 3

That in regard to all matters and subjects not within the said exclusive power of
the said Provincial Legislatures it is provided by the said British North America Act
that all laws to be made by the said Parliament of Canada must be consented to and
1assed by both the Senate and the House of Commons, before being presented to Your
Majesty’s said Governor General for assent, and the Members constituting the said
Senate are appointed for life, and not subject to election or rejection by the people,
and the Members of the House of Commons are elected by the people every five years
or at any less period at which Your Majesty’s said Governor General may dissolve
the Parliament; : :

That during the forty years since the said British North America Act has been
in force much dissatisfaction has been caused from time to time to Your Majesty’s
loyal subjects in Canada by the actions of the Senate in regard to matters dealt with
by the House of Commons and the rejection of laws sought to be made by the people
through their representatives in the House of Commons and passed by the House,
and by reason of the heavy expense and burden of taxation placed upon the people to
provide for the maintenance of that two-fold system of dealing with the making of
laws by the Parliament of Canada; ;

That in view of the many other provisions heretofore referred to for guarding
against and disallowing any ill-advised or improper legislation which might by any
possibility pass the said House of Commons, and of the aforesaid dissatisfaction of the
people and heavy burden of expense involved, and of the great advance made in
education by the whole people of Canada since the passing of the said British North
America Act, this House is of the opinion that the Senate is no longer required or
advisable for the proper carrying on of responsible government in Canada, or safe-
guarding of Your Majesty’s full Rights and Prerogatives; and that the abolition of
the said Senate would greatly conduce to the welfare of the Dominion of Canada
and promote the interests of the British Empire. :

We therefore respectfully pray that the said British North America Act be so
amended, as to provide for the abolition of the said Senate;

And a Debate arising therenupon,

On motion of Mr. Gervais, seconded by Mr. Maclean (Lunenburg),

Ordered, That the Debate be adjourned.

On motion of Mr. Bradbury, seconded by Mr. Thoburn,

Ordered, That there be laid before this House, a copy of the Treaty arranged be-
tween St. Peters’ Indians and the Government; and of all correspondence, papers,
instructions, and documents relating to the aforesaid treaty.

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Mr. Lennox moved, seconded by Mr. Taylor (Leeds) and the Question being pro-
posed, That the experience of the Provinces which have taken over the telephone
system and the evidence collected by a special Committee of this House appointed
to enquire into the question of telegraphs and telephones more than four years ago,
establish the fact that the people of Canada, outside the zone of provineially operated
lines, are paying far higher rates for telephone service than they should be called
upon to pay.

That it is the immediate duty of the Government to initiate and carry out such
measures as will remove long existing abuses, in this regard and secure to the people
of Canada, other than the people of Saskatchewan, Alberta and Manitoba, a rate of
service at least as moderate as, having regard to local conditions, prevails in countries
where a national telephone service is maintained;

Mr. Maclean (Lunenburg) moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Sinclair, That
all the words after “ That” to the end of the Question be left out, and the words
*“ this House re-affirm its approval of the legislation recently passed by the Canadian
“Parliament placing Telephone Companies under public control through the Board
“of Railway Commissioners, and expresses its opinion, that until such times as the
“remaining Provinces in Confederation follow in the footsteps of Alberta, Saskat-
“chewan and Manitoba in the acquisition of the business and property of Telephone
“ Companies within their limits, such Government control is ample to protect the
“interests of the public both as to telephone tolls and service.” inserted instead
thereof. ;

Of the Thessalon and Northern Railway Company, for an Act to declare their
railway to be a work for the general advantage of Canada, and for other purposes.

Of Donald A. Stewart and others, for an Act of Incorporation under the name
of the London and North-western Railway Company.

Of Washington R. McCloy, for an Act to extend the period of duration of a cer-
tain patent held by him for a machine for finishing glassware.

Of Francis Johnson and others, provisional directors of the National Accident
and Guarantee Company of Canada, for an Act to extend the time in which to obtain
the necessary stock required for their undertaking, and for other purposes.

The Clerk of the House laid on the Table the following Private Bills:—
