Very unfavorable reports as to the
condition of this crop are received from South Dakota, lowa,
Nebraska, Minnesota, Missouri and Oklahoma, and while less un-
favorable reports come from Tllinois, Indiana and Ohio, the crop
in those States is suflering greatly in the uplands. In the
Southern States corn is generally in excellent condition, and in
Georgia the heaviest crop for many years is ‘predicted. Reports
as to cotton continue very favorable, although some slight injury
has resulted from excessive cloudiness and heavy local rains in
portions of South Carolina’and Florida, Tobaceo is doing well in
Tennessee and in some portions of Maryland, Virginia and Ken-
tucky, but reports from Ohio are unfavorable.”

The supplement to the postal guide just issued at Ottawa
points out that the privilege whereby letters which are not deliv-
ered to the parties to whom they are addressed may be returned
direet to the sender by postmaster, provided they have a printed
address on them 50 as not to require opening. does not apply to
printed matter, cireulars, ete.  The regulations of the department
do not permit postinasters to return direct in the above manner
any class of matter exeept letters, and the department is therefore
compelled to object to the practice which has grown up of late
of‘ Drinting such requests upon the covers of periodicals, business
cireulurs, ete.  Postmasters at whose offices matter of this class
bearing such requests may be posted, are to return all such mat-
ter to the senders, requesting them ‘to obliterate the request be-
fore reposting. Foreign newspapers and periodicals reposted in
Canada are allowed to Dbass at the rate of 1 cent per lb,, but this
does not apply to copies reposted for local delivery in a city
wl{ere there is a free letter delivery. 8uch copies must be pre-
paid ar the rate of 1 cent per 4 ounces. Prices current do not he-
come liable to any higher raté of postage on account of altern-

tions which may Le made with the pen in some of the prices
quoted,

THE OUTLOOK IN ENGLAND.

Advices from England are of a cheering character. 'The
bank dividends are much more satisfactory than had heen ex-
pected. OFf the eight principal London banks, that is, banks
that do little business outside of the Metropolitan avea, five
pay the same rate of dividend as at this time last year aud
only three distribute lower dividends. Even in these cases
the reduction is not considerable—only & per cent for the six
months. The country banks, that is, the banks whose husi-
ness lies alinost entirely. oulside of the Metropolitan area,
have done much better, and so have the Scoteh and the Irish
banks. Generally speaking the banks outside of London have
been able to maintain their rates of dividend. In London
competition hebween bankers is exceedingly keen, because the
prinecipal provincial banksand all the Scotch banks compete
with the purely London banks, andso do several Anglo-colon-
ial and Anglo-foreign bhanks. Outside of London, however,
there is much less competition and business is carried vn ae-
cording to old customs to & much larger extent than in the
¢ity. 'The railway dividends so far are good. Three of the
principal companies malke the same distribution as for the fivst
half of last year, and one pays 1 per cent against ¥ per cent.
twelve months ago. 'There has been a gratifying increass in
the gross receipts for she half-year, howing that in spite of
all the depression, the volume of husiness being done is large.

Practically, indegd, the home trade has suffored little from
the crisis. ‘

A COMBINATION IN TURPENTINE.

The Southern producers of {urpentine have formed a sovk
of combination to regulate the supply and prices of the
article. There seem to be more than usual excuses for this
pool or combination, for nntil tho present, the producers have
been obliged to ship their product to mavket and fake whai-
ever Now York, Chicago or the foreigners would bid. As a -
result, the price frequently got down fo a level whexthers
was little or no money in it for the producers, and (:011".~:['uent-
ly aynumber of the producers wentto the banks and set the
condition of affairs before them very frankly, staling that it
no change was made, they would eventually he obliged to go
to the wall. As mostef them were debtors of the banks, the
lattor saw quickly that it would be well to change 1f possible
the existing ovdor of things. Accordingly, the combination

. was formed, the banks agreeing to advance the producers

nioney on their turpentine, holding it as security and vel

- ing it as it might be desired to ship it to market. 'I'he

scheme seems practicable and will result in permitting the
producers to regulate the supply on the market and it this can
be done, prices will be regulated at the same time, The sup-
ply of turpentine in New York ab the present time is undey-
stood to be rather light and it is predicted that prices will
stiffen up a trifle.

anniversary of the Bastern 'Lelegraph Co. which con-
grols aboub one-third of the submarine cable mileage of

the world, was made the oceasion also for reviewing the
progress in ocean telegraphy. From a capital of 31, 300,-
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000 and about 900 miles of eable (from Malta to Alex-
andrin) the Bastern now operates over 51,000 miles of
cable, and has a joint eapital equal to 49 millious of
Jollars. "Phe total of submarine cables operated bo-day
is 154,000 miles of which about 90 per cent was pro-
vided by private enterpriseand the remainder by various
governments, the total costing equal to 200 millicns
doans

This system of ready communication hetween the
different centres of distribution and consumption it is
that has effected so great a revolution in the industrial
relations of the world as they existed in the knowledge
of a large proportion of the present generation. Before
such mpld means of communication were in force, long
periods hiad to elapse between the despatch of amer-
chant’s order and its fullfilment by the producer or
agent, and naturally transactions of the kind were at-
tended with considerable risks to all concerned. A
merchant ordering goods, for example, had to base his
demand upon the plev{ulmg conditions of the marlket,
although these conditions might have undergone seri-
ous changes by the time thegoods arrived. It was there-
fore necessary to leep Lunre stoeks of goods on hand
with all attendant expenses and dauo‘eu So much has
this been altered that now “for every practical purpose
the sources of supply and demand may be said to have
been brought into one focus,” and the whole world into
as close and constant communication that business in
the wost distunt markets is “transacted as vapidly as if
they were next door to one another.”

Some of our readers will recall the scheme undertaken
by a London operator on *Change who fitted out a large
yaelit shortly after the A(,hmt\c cable was laid, for the
purpose of *hearing” a stock in which he and his
parbner were heavily short.  After rep eated trinls he
succeeded in fishing up a bight of the cable, and by
means of the necessary telegraphic instruments wired,
asif from New York, thata sharp panic had taken place.
The news in London ereated no little sensation, but the
adventuvers failed of their object. Suspicion was
aroused, the scheme was exposed and the operator met
with his deserts. )

That submarine cable companies have not gone wholly
unrewarded amid the general benefit to commeree, is
shown by the following table of annual dividends paid
by the principal companies during the last six years:—

lixtension companies by which the eapital was raised
from $12,887,000 fo nearly $1%7,000,000. The dividends
on the former capitals would be 8 per cent and 9 per
cent respectively. The capital of the Anglo-American
was raised from 163 millions to 35 millions when the
amalgamation with the Atlantic Telegraph companies
took place in 1873, By aid of the table foregoing our
readers ean estimale for themselvas. Nothing need be’
said here of the advantages derived by the controlling
shareholders in the facile manipulation of the stock. - -
"T'he agitation for a cable across the Pacific and Atlan-
tic via. the Canadian Pacific Railway is largely due'to
the rates established through the virtual mouopoly
established by the Iastern Celegraph Co. with its off-
shoot, the Hastern Kxtension, hetween Great Britain
and the Last including Australia.  “Itis” saysa com-
mentator “in the nature of monopolists to prefer doing
a simall amounb of work for a large sum, rather than
by reducing rates to encourage the steady growth of
their operabions; and it is scavcely to be denied that the
lastern Company has proved no exception to bhe rate.”

AMERICAN RAILWAY ARFAIRS.

Much of the business stagnation in the United States
is owing to the falling off in rail way construetion. Dar-
ing the first half of the present year there were only
I‘)a miles of railways huiltin thabcountry, the smallest
mileage by far for several years past. In 1893 the
mileage was 2,585; in 1892 it was 4,010, and in 1891 it
was 4,102. The proportion for the first half of the
year is usaally from 30 to 40 per cent of the total for
the twelve months. At this rate the total for 1894 will
not far exceed 1,500. Building has heen confined main-
ly to special short roads, not forming a part of large or
trunk lines. The decreasein the building of new roads
signifies o lessened demand for rails, cars and equip-
ment generally—not to speak of the number of hands
thrown out of employment. 'This state is not likely &
recover itselt Dbecause of railway strikes and other eir-
cumstance of & kindred natuve. In considering future
investments men of capital are likely to weigh the pro-
habilities of a repetition such troubles such as those of
Chicago, apart from the deplorable stale of many of the
existing railways, a condition admittedly not due alto-
gether to general depression in business but largely toa
corruption among oflicials not by any means confined
to the United States—a state of affairs which i in its
}nomotmn resembles « civilization supposed to Tave

long since passed away of the people of which Words-
worth wrote—

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[t is somewhat significant that the present railway
traflic in the United States appears, like that of
lingland, to he well sustained as bo passengers while
the goods traflic shows a falling off. 1t is explained by
the growth of « middle elass who practice economy in
other vespeets, and consequently are enabled to send
their families to visit places and people as they prefer
on what to so many is the most pleasurable mode of
travel, when a season of dullness in frade provides
them the leisure,

"The dumages sustained by the Grand Trank Railway
by the recent broubles in Chieago were somewhat under
$10,000, a large porkion of which was expected to be
repaid by the eity and county.

MUNICIPAL TAXA'TION,

The successful placing ol the $2,000,000 loan upon
the London market, and the high rank Montreal's
civie seeuribies now hold in Greab Britain, are no doubt
subjeets for congratulation, and, as such, they have been
dwelt upon with some complaceney by our civie finan-
ciers. 'The Fact that Montreals 4 per cents are listed
in London ab 106F, while those of such cities as Mel-
bourne can only command 103, is certainly a very satis-
factory testimony to the financial position of Canada’s
mebropolis.  Bub we must remember that every addition
to our municipal indebtedness means another addition
to the harden of the fax-paying citizen, and that short-
ly, some readjusbment, if not increase, in munieipal fax-
ation will be found necessary in order to meet the con-
stant demand for expendibure.

To undersband properly the financial position of
Moubreal it is nceessary to compare her indebtedness
and rate of taxation with that of some other city where
similar conditions exist, und possibly no bebter com-
parison could bhe made than that of her most prosperous
rival, the Queen City of the West. Comparing, then,
the taxation of Monbreal and Toronto, based on the
real estate vilues available Eor purposes of taxakion, we
find the Following results:

These ligures (which are vouched for by the eivie
comptbroller) show that, owing to the amount of exemp-
tions, the value of the real estate available for taxation
in bhis, the wealthiest eity in the Dominion, is almost
seven millions less than in Toronto whose population
is estimated nearly 10,000 smaller than ouwr own. It is
no wonder that the Real Iistate Owners' Association at
their Tast meebing decided that the time had ecome when
the praning knife should be applied to the swollen list
of exempted propeubics, or that they asked—in view of
the fact thal real estate now bears two-thirds of the

hurden of the eity’s government—that new sources of

revenue be ereated by taxing such other kinds of pro-
perty as are productive to owners who derive the bene-
fits of civic improvements without contributing to their
cost.

It is true that the rate of taxation upon real estate
in this city is only 1.79-100ths per cent. as against
2.41-100ths in Toronto. Bub that taxation can remain
ab its present figure in face of the steadily increasing
load of interest, scems impossible. It is an open secret
that the loan just negotiated is already swallowed up,
and that, so soon as public opinion will permit of it,
power will be asked to add still further to the city’s ob-
Jigations. Noone helieves that the present loan is the
last. IHow long, then, will it he before our rate of:tax-
ation and proportion of debt per capiti, réachies that of
Toronto? It must he remembered, too, that the esti-
mating of the burden of a debt by its proportion tothe
population may bhe a very misleading one. In a popu-
lation of 229,000, like our own, the percentage of those
who contribute practically nothing to the civic ex-
chequer is very large. The amount of uncollectable
water taxes proves this beyond a peradventure. T'o as-
certain the true weight of the civic debt upon the
shonlders of those who are foreed to bear it, it would be
neecessary to give the rate per capita of tax-payers. In
this case, we venture to say that the hurden laid upon
the.real estate owners of Montreal would prove to he
far greater than the figures we have given would scem
to indicate. ‘

The rigorous collection of arrears of taxes,” and. the
reduction of the volume of exemptions, are the cardinal
points insisted upon by the Real Estate Owners' Associa-
tion. They point out that the fact that nearly $2,000,000
in taxes are in arrears argues either slackness upon the

part of civie collectors, or the existence of a favored

class to whom taxation is purely nominal and upon
whom it is never enforced. Were this amount now in
the civic treasury the financial position of Montreal
would be greatly improved, and considering the ample
coercive powers with which the eity is equipped, it is to
the carclessness or counivance of its own officials that
the fact that it is still outstanding must be attributed.
On the question of exemptions, whether total or partial,
the stand of the Association is equally decided. 'That
there are many institutions whom it would he ungrate-
ful to fax all will freely admit. But there are others
which escape taxation uuder one cloak or another,
which are in reality commercial enterprises competing

. in the open market with ordinary tax-paying business

firms, and on these the ordinary burdens should be
unflinchingly imposed. Institutious cngaged in the
manufacture of tinware, harness, saddlery, hoots and
shoes, patent medicines, or in the printing or hook-
binding business, should not he permitted to escape the
payment of the some proportion of taxation that the
firms with whom they compete for trade are compelled to
pay. The principle of exemption is a grand one, and
oie worthy of the Christian character of our citizens.
But, of late, it has heen extended beyond the limits
within which its operations were intended to be confined,
and, like the charity uponwhieh it depends, it has come
to cover a multitude of imperfections.

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THE NECESSITY O0F CAUTION.

Wherever there'is any attempt to canvass the situ-
ation the principal topic in husiness cireles to-day is the
extent of the revival of business which most merchants
concede cannot he very far off. Those who are most
sanguine point out that production has heen reduced for
a considerable period, that manufactories have been
working almost solely to order, and thatstocks in near-
ly every line of trade have been reduced to a mini-
num. It is argued from this that the necessities of the
purchasing population must force a renewal of activity
in industry and trade, in order to bring the supply up
to the expected demand.

In a measure this is true. Bub it will he remember-
ed that, in times like these, people become accus-
tomed to going without articles which in pros-
perous years they deemed absolute necessaries, and that
periods of enforced economy leave behind them a habit
of cantion that curtails trade long after the real neces-
sity for it is past. This leads to the conclusion that in
prosperous times people buy a good deal more than
they absolutely need—than they do when under the
influence of economy. This applies not only to the
well-to-do classes, but to the wage-earning poor. Active
husiness means good wages, and good wages usually
produce greater freedom in expenditure. People desire
some modicum of pleasure and laxury to brighten what
to the great majority would otherwise he a mere
commonplace colourless existence, and as the habit
of spending money, like that of savingit, is contagious,
what one man does his neighbor does likewise. 'Uhis

makes trade active and merchants prosperous, so- that.

they, in their turn, not only spend more money them-
selves, but can pay hetter wages to their employes and
thus enable them to spend more money also. In these
periods of prosperity men come to think that the rosy
tinge on the future is permanent, and shape their busi-
ness and domestic ontlay upon theexisting basis. When
the turn comes, and depression in business eauses their
income to shrink, they are ab first unwilling to change
their mode of living or reduce their scale of eXpenditure.
They struggle on on the old lines, hoping that the de-
pression may be only temporary. But when it con-
tinues to press its sullen weight on the commun-
ity, they slowly recognize the necessity for economy and
reluctantly force themselves to practice greater frugal-
ity in expenditure. It comes very hard ab first; bat
after a while the framework of the business world ad-
justs itself to the changed conditions. After the first
few months of strain in liquidating and getting their
affairs adjusted on a narrower basis, they soon adapt
themselves to circumstances, and hring their Dusiness
within a safer, if a smaller, compass. )
But this change to restriction and cautiousness in
husiness cannot he brought about without considerable
friction. Ttinvolves lower wages, and scarcity of em-
ployment. The producing capacity developed under
the stimulus of an active demand soon proves too much
for the requirements of the dull period. The market
!)ecomes overstocked and the result is a surplus which
1s usually amply sufficient to meet the earliest require-
ments of the revival of demand. -
Manufacturers hesitate to admit this at first. They
argue that the population is as great as ever, and thus
must require as many goods. They point out that the

lecessities of the people must continue, and that, as-

there has heen restriction and abstention in purchasing,

“the market is probable.

they must have wants which are bound to be filled.
But they learn otherwise. Their customers have fullen
into the habit of going without things that they hither-
to regarded as indispensable, and hence the vacunm is
not nearly as large as they anticipated. Consequently
unless they adopt a conservative course a second glut of
People now-a-days ask them-
selves liow little, not ow much, shall they buy. And
they will not get ont of this habit until the turn in the
tide has become very marked. Under these circum-
stances -the revival in business is likely to be a rather
slow and cautions one. But when it does come it will
the more likely on® this account prove more permanent
than if heralded by or parbaking of the chavacter of a
hoom.

'THE FUR SKEAL MARVEST.

It is remarkable to find a condition of husiness in the
sealskin market elosely akin to that now ruling for
wheat. In both cases the yield promises to he large in
quantity and good in quality, hut these favorable pros-
pects are largely offset by low prices.

"I'he seal rookeries have not been in so satisfactory a
condition for eight or nine years past as they are this
season. 'They are fairly alive with seals and thelessees
have already secured the full quota of 20,000 skins
allowed by the government, and could get more without
difficulty if they were granted tne necessary permission.
Owing to the exceptional severity of the winter in
Alaska the furs will also be in prime condition. In fact
the company were compelled to cut roads through the
ice and snow in order to enable the seals to reach their
breeding spots. This mwade the fur thick and close, and
the company lost no time in making their collection
before the snow melted, so that the proportion of
“stagy” and “lows’ will be i nsually small.

Advices from Japan show that the eateh on the
Asiatic const will also exceed that of last year. To the
end of June 40,894 skins had heen landed at Iakodale,
and sealers reported extremely fine weather with an
enormous number of seals. These skins come under
the classification of North West Coast seals, and, as the
catch on that line has also heen good, a reliable estimate
places the offerings of N. W. €. sealskins for 1894 at
over 100,000. This is based on reports gathered to date,
and on a fair presumption as to what the hunters may do
before the close of the season at the end of the present
month, with ordinary conditions in their favor. Krom
the Copper Islands nothing definite is known at’present;
but the agents of the Russian Sealing Company say
that the collection this year will exceed that of 1893 by
ab least 5,000 to 10,000 skins. 'The Behring sex season
(which began on thefirst of the present month) found
twenty-five schooners actively at work with full Indian
crews. 'lhese latter use the spear only in conformity
with the new regulations. Bub, if the weather, prove
at all propitious, their ex pertness as harpooneers renders
them just as deadly to the fur-seal as a white man
armed with a rifle or shot gun.- Indeed their catches
are larger, since most of the seals struck are retained,
while of those shot a large proportion sink and are
lost. Thus the Behring sea catch, like those of the other
hunting spots, promises to he an unusually large one.
The whole seal harvest will thus be above the average.
It will also be pub upon the market earlier than usual,
and at least 8,000 skins of prime quality have gone for-
ward to the London fur markets already.
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It is otherwise with the sea-obter. This valuable
animal is becoming searce, and the cateh will be an-
deniably very short. - Butb few have been brought in up
‘to dute, und it is doubtful if the whole catel of Alaska
" Sea-otters this season will exceed 500 skins.  Other
furs have come in fairly well.  Bear have sold in Vie-
torin ab 827 to $28 cach, and mink at 70 to 80 cents.
Lynx brought $2.75 apicee on avernge.  Beaver have
come in only very limiled quantities as yeb, and no
grood marten are expected unbil the Alaska cateh comes
An, Mhis will likely be sometime yet, for it is many
cyears since 5o severe n winter has been experienced in
sthat dreary tand, and the heavy snowfall has entirvely
cut off all means of communicabion hebween the inland
districls and the const.  Until the furs commence to
reach the porbs of shipment it is useless to conjecbure
as to theextent of the collection.

Unforbunately the prices of furs have fallen in sym-
pabhy with every other article nob an absolute neces-
sity.  Only last week o large IBnglish house cabled to
ibs representabives in British Columbia reducing the
limit to be advanced on sealskin shipments by 10s a
skin. In fach prices in Victoria to-day are virtually
higher than $hey are in London, where theve is every
prospect of a further decline in view of the large cateh.
The pros-pects For the fali expert trade, therefore, ave
not very hright, unless i material alberation talkes pliace
in the course of the market.

THE VALUE OF WHEA

Referring to the price of wheat, and its puorchasing
power as compared with former years, an exchange re-
marks; L a farmer owed $100 when wheat was $i o
“hushel, he owed 100 bushels of wheat; if now wheat
“is 50 cents o bushel and he must pay in wheat he
“must raise 200 bushels.” Without any explanation of
the debt exeept that he owes ik and must pay it, the
reasoning looks very simple. The natural conelusion
is that he owed the ST0O0 when wheat was worth $1, and
waited to pay it till wheat fell to its present igure, which
would malke it rabher an old debt.

The fact is that tor the ordinary requivements of his
Earm and household—such articles as he no doubt pur-
chased ab the time he contracbed the debt—100 bushels
ol wheat woudd pay for them to-duy »d 55 to 60 conts a
bushel justas it did then at $1. Thereis nob a general
storekeeper in the country bo-dny who would not be
willing Lo allow %1 a bushel to his cusbomers for their
wheab if they agreed bo take in exchange bheir general
requirements ab the prices they paid for them when
wheab was 30 a bushel. In 1880 when wheat was worth
S1 to $1.10 « bnshel, granulated sugar was retailed for
11 to [24e per poand. L6 rebails now for -1 to be per
pound. Yellow sugar then brought 9 to 10e. It is now
34 o de. Ten retailed then for 50 to 80e, the great
bulk selling for 60 to Toe. It retails now for 20 to G0,
the greab bulle solling for 25 to 10, Bakingsoda then
10¢; now & fo 5e.  Currants, then (0e; now 6 to Se.
Raisins (Vadencia's) then 124e; now 8 to 10e.  Coul oil,
then 28 bo 30¢; now 14 to 18e. Dry goods, boots and
shoes, syrups, molasses, crockery, glassware ele., if
detailed, would all show a reduction saflicient to
equatize, on the whole, the reduction in  wheat.
“Where  then  exists the cause for complaint »
Certuinly mome in so  far as general supplies
are concerned. A farm rents now as it did twenby-
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- sponsibility to their customers.

five years ago tor as much as the owner can get; and, as
the value of whab can be sold oft the farm determines
that amount the present price of wheat has a lilke effect
in governing the price paid for the possession of land.
A farmer who has been raising wheat as well as
various other produets for the past thirty. years will
perhaps argue that the price of wheat does not govern
the price of land, becansge he rents a farm now for
more per acre than he did when wheat was dear. And
just becaunse he does, it proves conclusively that the
tenant can now make hetter net profits than before. If
he made less the owner would naburally be compelled
to accept less or allow his place to remain idle. It does
not follow therefore that it is almost twice as hard for
a farmer to pay for what he buys to-day as ib was
when wheat was worth $1, not even if he were to
depend altogether on his wheat erop, exeept when ib is
taken into consideration thab farmers in the ol der Pro-
vinces do nob produce the same yield per acre as they
did when the country was newly settled. In many
parts of the North-West where wheat raising is the
principal outlook, the present exceptionally low figure
is certainly not encournging; but the farmers there,
who, in intelligence are second to none on the continent,

are now realizing theimportance of raising other things:

besides wheat. Mixed farming seems already to have
replaced to a large extent the cheaper and more
plentiful crop which can be raised and transported more
advantageously from the plains of Asia.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

A decision of considerable importance to the general
public has just been given by the general term of the
U.S. Court of Common Pleas in the case of Butterman
vs. Denman confirming the decision of the court below.

‘The plaintift, Butterman, entered Denman's restaur-
ant and ordered ameal. When he had finished, he turn-
ed for his hat and coat and found that they had disap-
peared; having evidently heen stolen during the time
he was engaged with his food. Butterman demanded
compensation, alleging negligence upon the part of
Denman.  The latter refused, on the ground that signs
stating that the proprietor would not be responsible
for hats, coats and nmbrellas left, stolen, or exchanged,
were conspicuously posted in his restaurant and fhat
therefore his cusbomers were duly warned to wabeh
their own belongings. Butterman carried the ease to
the First District Court and secured judgment in his
favor. Denman then carried the case to the Court of

Common Pleas, who have just given a unanimous de-

cision that he is responsible.

The stand taken by the court is practically that res-
tanrant keepers cannot frame rules to proteet them-
selves ngainst the operation of the common law,and
that the posting of these rules in their places of busi-
ness does not in any way relieve them of their legal ye-
No one, of course,
could expect a restaurant keeper to keep thieves out of
lis establishment; for men of nnsavory repuiation
(providing they arc behaving themselves properly ab
the time being) are entitled to enter and partake of
meals, ete.  Bub the conrt has decided that the proprie-
bor must see to it that they do not ply their avocation
while they are in his house. While his customers are
there he is the legal custodian of their property, and is
bound to exercise due care for its protection even if he
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is u»mpelled to hu‘e men Lo wabeh it especially, And
he cannot relieve himselt of this vesponsihility by the
posting of rules, or even hy personal warnings fo the
guesks.

The deeision certainly scems a just one; although it
will bear somewhat hardly wpon restaurant keepers,
harbers and similar establishments where valuable cloth-
ing is left practically ungunarded save by the honesty of
the frequenters of the place. Mo expeet o man seated
in w harber’s chair, or in a crowded restaurant, to keep
a watehful eye upon his exterior garments is manifestly

unfair. 1t would be'impoessible’ iu most cases for him
to do so,  Under these circumstances he has a right o

expech the proprietor to nct as custodian for him, and
should he sulter loss to hold him accountable for the
failure to provide adequate protection for his property.
The question now is, to whal extent is the proprietor
lable?  This, unfortunately, hus not been decided by
the court. Is he liable for money, valuables, ete., that
may be left in the poekets of the gurment stolen? Or
flogs his lability cease with the value of the clothing
itself?  "This point should he put at rest at onee: for,
it liability for the contents runs with that for the ar-
ticle stolen, the generally nceepted rule that hotel-keep-

s are not responsible for valuables not especially con-
hdul to their cave, fulls to the ground. So far as the
decision goes, 1t is a fair and equitable one. But it does
not go far enongh; sinee it does not indie: ite the exact
extent of the responsibility ineurred.

DEPARTMENT STORES.

The modern department store differs bub little trom the
oviginal general stove of the early days of the country. We
have progressed or rather vetrogvessed to such a degree in
conforming our retail shops to the vequirements of the times,
that we have really veturned to the connters of an earlier
gonerition of storekeepers who grected each caller with a
smife, and were prepared to sell them any and every com-
modily they required.

It every change resulting from what seemed to be advanced
ideas, was un uupmvemem,, and these changes have brought
us again to the starting point, wherein can the improvement
be said to exist? The early dealer had one large store wherein
he devoled their respective places to dry goods, hoots and
shoes, crockery and glassware, hardware, groceries &e. In
vealily, he might have termed his shop a departiment storve, if
by so doing, he conld attach to it any merit it did not alveady
possess.  True, he conld not boast an ingenious cash system,
but, the survounding population was not suflicient to eall for
its use, even thongh its merits had been known and obtainable.
He did not even possess a cash register, but the assistants in
his shop weve, with rave excoptions, as yet unaequainted with
the “tricks of trade,” and if he could not lay his handson the
full amormt of his day's veceipts, as he counted his cash in
the evening, he ab least holieved it all there, and he was in
most cases correct. Iis shop .was nob divided off into sec-
tions like the modern department stove, but he had no oeca-
sion for them because he could the better oversee his whole

stock by its being all in one.

As population increased came the store where nothing but
dry goods was kept; another dealer only in boots and shoc:,
aud 5o on, till the man who still adhered to the general store
Wi dml_) reminded of the more varied assortment to be
found in any of these special places of business; and, ashe
mainly endeavored to reason in behalf of his own general
dssortment, he silently felb himself falling more .md more
behind in the race, as the botter class of custom drifted to
the special stores uptown.

Bub the restlessness which ever elings to the «unbltlous
retailer admits of no finality that mmht be termed perfect
tion in the art of selling goods, and .u,cmdmrrly the last {Eut‘n
in the distributing cbmne\ is a veturn to the original xyaﬁlem
of dealing in every thing. Step intoa “m'unmoth dry g goods
emporium” to-day, or what was known as such )e"Lr* 180,
prospering and enlavging ils business with the growth of its
native town or city, and not only what is required in the dry
goods line will be seen, but, in all probability, there \\'111 be
101md a first class shoe dvp.n tment.as well asa space devoted
to carpets, although this latter has also been looked upon, of
late years as a distinet branch of trade. Many of the repre-

“sentative sioves in the larger cities already furnish every

known commodity, cavrying the choicest as well as the }owest
grades. And ! 1)\00t that every chunge in business
methods is generally approved of, ono need only be veminded
of the versatility of popular opinion which is ever ready to
couform to whatever is advincsd asthe newest idea.

Ten or twenly yeurs ago the general storekeeper felt com-
pelled to patiently tisten to his L.udy customer's landation of,
“the big stove where they sell nothing but dry goods. You
could not buy anything clse there. No sir, nothing but
merely dry goods,” and necordingly sought it oub when her
parse was long as the best place to purchase her wants in
that line. To-day in the smaller towns and eities it is not
uncommon for the dealer in dry goods, or in boots and shoes
orany other of the several lines, to find himself endeavoring .
to maintain a perpebual equaniniity while wo or more ofhis
tardy cuslomers extol the merils of the big department stores
uptown, or ina neighboring city, where one need but to wallk
from one connter to the other to find whatever is required.
“Tor, you kuow they really keep everything in these big
stoves; mo matter what you want the floor-wallker will direct
you to the depavtment. [tis so wueh handier than tobe
running all over town.”

The original proprietors of most of these old established
houses dealt in everything; the mammoth dry goods establish-
ments succeeded them, and now they in turn ave gradually
calling within their walls the several other lines which
originally formed the stock of the general or country store.

THE CROP OUTLOCK.

Speuking of the crop reports sentin by its correspondents
the Cineinnati Piice Current suys:—The eftects of drought
conditions on the eorn erop have been intensified the pust
week.  While showers have given some reliefin many locali-
ties, there has continueda lack of goneral and wmple rainfall.
It ig diflicnlt to formulate satisfactory conclusions as to pos-
sibilities of the crop. Tt is nnguestionable that irroparable
damage has occurred Lo considerable extent in Ohio, Indiana
THinois, &e., representing the Central States, and toa large
extent in Ohio, Nehraska, and other States west of the Missis-
sippi River. Taking a careful survey of the evident situation
of the various prominent corn-growing States, and {he
general outlook in ofher porlions oi the country, the conclu-
sion appears to be justifiable that the corn still has a chance
for exceeding the quantity produced Jast year, which would
imply a 01030 appr oach to the usual annual consumption,

“The alarm in the Wesl eoncerning corn has stimul ?ted
speculative interest in this grain, nol, only in the 1)1*onuknent
markels but also in the intermr and sapplies are heing held
tenacionsly, and cuviously ab prices even higher than whe(d.t
in many places. Under such conditions the forces are bema
set to work to make a shorb erop of corn meet all require-
ments, under the helping servies of low- puced wheat and Lyye
and the enlarging absorption of these grains in the e mrr :
of animals. Not, only this, hut the h'lrrlnl. which hag ovet .
taken the feeders of stock willto a con.sldcr‘tl!le estent dimin-
ish the vaes of grain for suchlpurposes. A serious fealure in
the ense is the drying up of pasture—but if dm]ﬁlb raing
should he had in the near futuve there wouldsoon bL '1,163(}01'
ation in this divection,
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“In regard to wheut, the current advices are in line with
the previous reporls in general tenor, reflecting a large yield
of winler grain and a £uir ouldarn of spring wheat, with an
early harvest for the latier. 'I'he marketing of wheat since
July 1 has nearly equalied eorvesponding time last year, but
has been decidedly vednced in comparison with 1892 and 1891,
as also 1887 and 1856, There is an increasing inclination to
hold wheal for heller prices, in view of its low position in
eomparison with corn, and the relative value for teeding pur-
poses.  While it, will necessavily he diflicalt for those who
have heen unaccustomed to feeding wheat fo animals to
adopb the new material for such parpnses, the fact is posilive
that, the feeding value ol wheat is 50 to 75 per cent, greater
thitn an equal quantity of corn, and farmers who have made
tests roport oven higher in fuvor of wheat. The excitement
and sharp advance in the corn market has steadied the wheal
markel, and this geain eloses maderately higher than a weck
ago, while corn is ab a highor point. IE liberal rains should
he had this week there would likely be quite a modification of
senliment concerning the corn crop situation.”

THE BNGLISH CHEMICAL MARKET.

Phere is no speeial featnre o reeord in the chemical market
during the ciovent month.  The orders held back from the
close off the hidf year ending June, have, on the whole, main-
tained prices steady.  Buyors continue timid in their pur-
cliitses, only covering | theiv immediale requirements. This
policy muy be conlinued {oo long. Thero hasheen asome-
whal better demand for cavbolie, but sellers have been dis-
appointed “in their expectulions. The ordevs from the
districls on the Continent where cholera is roported fto be
prevatent having only heen moderale. It is difticult to find
an outlob for the quantity of ammonin alkali on the marlket,
oven al atlempiing figures, hub caustic soda maintaing its
position fairly woll.  Swmall concessions are granted for im-
porting husiness. The exports of alkali for the six months
onded Juno H50th last, as compared with the corresponding
period of 1895 areas follows, viz. =189, 135450 tons, valne
L£782,858, equal to L5154 64, per ton; 1893, 169,197 tons,
value L1LOYSA50, equal Lo £6 95, 6d, per ton.

ing investments from our Provincial instilutions to {hose

with headquarters in the other Provinces, and there is no
doubt that this has been availed of to some extent.. In large
estates the amount called for by the Provincial Government
is so oppressive that it sometimes happens there is not ready
money enough on hand to pay the {axes; and, as already
pointed out, the banks had no diseretion as to stock, the taxes
heing payable hefore any disposal could be made. Where
due foresight has been excrcised however, no difliculty can
arise, for the insarance money is payable without any such
condition and is ready to velease, if necessary, the other por-
tions of the estate. Men, in making their wills especially,
should not neglect this precaution, .'md as thore is no need {o
«o heyond a certain sum, a * withoub-profit”™ poliey would
suflice.. Of conrse, the best plan is {o maintain a policy for
$5,000 to $10,000 or $25,000 payableat doath. That the Goy-
ernment is expected eventunally to repeal ihis form of tax
tion is no good reason why it should not he provided for
for the meantime.

Outwards tho
vessols woro 345 of the tonnage of 363,733, compared with

A tax of one hundred dollars has been im-
posed upon every hroker and commission merchant doing
business in the city. Bvery money lender in the city who
makes a living solely by lending money, must pay for the
future a tax of two hundred dollars yearly. Ever y theafre
in the city and any places of amusement not paying any
other special license to the City of Montreal, will hencefor-
ward have to pay a tax of $500 yearly. One dollar per
annum. will have to be paid for each bath in dwelling
houses whose annual rental is $150 or more. Every laundry
in the city will for the future have to pay a special tax of
$100 yearly. Naburally the members of the Stock Exchange
are indignant over the increase of their special tax from $50
to $100, and the matter has been laid before the governing
Loard for further action. The tax of $100 per year for laun-
dries will doubtless have the effect of closing out many of the
Chinese laundries now so plentiful in this eity, but it will also
hear heavily upon the smaller steam lanndries, for, owing to
the impossibility ofspecial civic legislation against the Chinese
—at whom the tax is really levelled—they weve, perforcs, in-
cluded in its scope.

MANITOBA'S CROPS.

Professor Saunders, divector of experimental farms has re-
turned from the North West. He estimates that the erops
in Manitoba will average little more than last year, but on
account of the dry weather the straw is everywhere short.
The heads ripened fast and harvesting is now general. In
the Territories the rainfall has beon less than in Manitoba
and has been very irvegular, some sections of the Souris dis-
tricts receiving much more than others. The crops ab the
BExperimental Farm at Brardon are good, but thoseton the
Indian Head farm are lighter than usual. The wheat is ex-
pected to average there about 20 Lush. per-acre. At Indian
Head, south of the Bxperimental Farm, the erops are much
lighter, some of them scarcely worth eutting, while in the
distriets north move vain has fallen. The wheat is expected
to average 25 to 30 bushels, woesk of Indian IHead the crops
are said te e light. Trom the districts of Prince Albert and
Bdmonton the crops ave reported as very good. e confirms
the report of the slaughter of 28 cattle at Brandon Farm and
13 at the Experimental Farm at Indian IHead, having been
found to he afflicted with tuberculosis. g

WILL HURT OUR TRADE.

The Halifax Board of Trade are disturbed over the an-
nouncement of a treaty having been negotiated by Sweden
and Norway with the Kingdom of Spain under the provisions
of which the fishing products of the formoerare to be admitted
duty free into the markets of Cuba, and probably Porto Rico
as well, and have notified the Dominion Government that such
a treaty would injure Nova Scotia more especially. The pre-
sent duty on codfishin Cuba is $1 per quintal and in Porto
Rico 50 cents per quintal, and the import is 100,000 quintals
into Cuba and 170,000 into Porto Rico anmually. As Porto
Rico is the principal market for Bank and Labrador fish, if
this treaty admittine Norwegian and Swedish fish into the
Spanish islands free of duty goes into force, it will place our
fishermen at a great disadvantage.

THE BAILEY BANKRUPTCY BILL.

The Bailey insolvency bill, whicll passed the United States
House of Represontatives a short fime ago, has been reported
favorably in the Senate by the Committee on the Judiciary,
though with a number of amendments. One of these pro-
vides that all creditors of a hankrupt shall be provided for
whether named in the list filed or mot, but that a creditor
whose name has not been refurned to the court prior to the
debtor’s decree of discharge shall not be bound by it. An-
other provision is to the effect that the property assigned is to
be administered and distributed among creditors according to
the laws of the state where the debtor resides, as provided by
the Bailey bill. These amendments, however, do not change
the character of the bill ifself, and they offer no ground upon
which the friends of a true national bankruptey measure can
support the b111
