The convention pledged its 
unanimous support to the metal trades 
council, and decided to request the 
premier of the Domtnicei. to immediate­
ly legislate an eight-hour day and a 44- 
hour week for all workers in Canada, 
working longer hours, this to be done 
without in any way reducing the daily 
pay of such employes. The post­
ponement to Monday night will give 
time to instruct locals which sent 
delegates un-lnstrucfçd last night, as 
to necessary action.. The Trades and 
Labor Council will 'continue to work 
in conjunction with the Metal Trades 
Council.

The delegates are requested to ar­
range as to the time when a general 
movement in favor of the metal trades 
strike shall take place.

Power Strike
Very little was heard yesterday in 

connection with the threatened strike 
of the men engaged, in the production 
of the electric light and power sup­
plied to Toronto. If this strike is al­
lowed to develop It will outshadow in 
interest all other Industrial disturb­
ances, so far as the business com­
munity of the city is concerned. To 
accede to the men’s demands would 
mean adding many many millions of 
dollars to the estimates for creating 
the èlectric power the city requires 
to run the street railway when they 
take it over in a couple of years’ 
time. On the other band, if the con­
struction of the canal Is delayed, from 
what source can the city obtain this 
power? That is the question which 
faces both the Hydro and the city au­
thorities.

The immediate worry is the thought 
that Toronto may on Thursday vc 
deprived of her light and power by 
the men going out on strike. Last 
night, however, it was stated on the 
highest authority that altho some 2600 
men might walk out, the operators and 
skilled men of the generating stations 
would not follow them, but would 
stand by the Hydro in this difficulty. 
If that Is eo, Toronto will receive her 
usual quantity of light and power 
every day and night of the week.

WAS SATISFACTORYRobbers who attempted to steal 

$10,000 in money from a branch office 
of the Bank of Nova Scotia at Agin­
court during the noon 'hour yesterday 
were shot by the bank manager,'who 
also fell a victim. As a result of the 
shooting affair, which lasted for many 
minutes, all three are in the Toronto 
General Hospital in a serious condi­
tion. Robert T. Laing, a middle-aged 
man apd manager of the bank, fought 
the hold-up men when they command­
ed him to throw up his hands at 
the point of revolvers, and grasping a 
revolver from the bank vault fired 
upon both, while they made murder­
ous attacks upon him from different 
directions in the small office space in 
the building. Fred J. Putwain, aged 

’27 years, and Harold Gordon Boyes, 19 
years of age. both residents in a Selby 
street rooming house, were badly 
wounded by Shots from the gun in 
the hands of Laing. Laing was shot 
above the groin, the bullet penetrating 
the bowels in three different places.

NOVEL EXPLANATION 

OF LABOR UNREST
Paris, May 20—Jonkher Van Karne- 

beek, the Dutch minister of foreign af­
fairs, again appeared before the 
council of foreign ministers today to 
discuss Belgium’s claims as they af­
fect Holland. The position ’ of Hol­
land in the controversy appears to 'be 
absolutely opposed to any territorial 
concessions to Belgium, but she is 
willing to admit of arrangements for 
the use of the Meuse and Scheldt 
rivers by the Belgians;

The answer of the council of four 
to the German note regarding repara­
tion, which will "be handed to the 
Germans tonight, points out in reply 
to the German refusal to admit re­
sponsibility for the war, that it Is 
impossible to disassociate responsi­
bility from reparation.

The reply recalls that the Germans 
raised no objection to Secretary Lan­
sing’s note of November 5 last, in 
which toe spoke of German aggression.

The council of four also refuses to 
admit that the German people may 
disclaim responsibility for the actions 
of the former German government.

Dr Michael Steel asked the govern­
ment if it had any Information with 
regard to the famine in India.

Hon. N. W. Rowell repiMed that the 
government of India, having been in­
formed that public-spirited Canadians 
were desirous of contributing to the 
relief of famine sufferers, had expressed 
its thanks. The Indian government 
had stated that contributions in catih, 
rather than grain, would be most ac­
ceptable. It dreiw attention to the 
fact that circulars regarding the situ­
ation in India which had been distri­
buted in Canada were exaggerated. 
The food situation was indeed grave, 
and prices were extremely high, but 
up to the time of writing no deaths 
from starvation had been reported. 
The lack of food wtas due to the fact 
that a large number of young men 
had been taken from the fields for 
military service, and this with a severe 
epidemic of influenza had prevented 
extensive seeding.

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A -substantial increase in earnings 

was shown in the report of the Ster­
ling Bank of CfBiAda for the year 

ended April 30 Jjtirt, 
shareholders at the annual meeting, 
held yesterday. President G. T. Som­
ers pointed out that the*earnings for 
the iyear, amounting to 2213,632, were 
at the rate of 17.51 iper cent, on the 
bank’s average paid-up capital, as 
compered with profits of 3186,120 fur 
the previous year. After paying 
$73,146 in dividends at the rate or 6 
per cent., 360,000 was added to reserve 
bringing it up to a total of 3400,000. 
and writing off 370,000 for general de­
preciation and reduction of bank pre­
mises account, a profit and loss bal­
ance of 340,910 was left to carry for­
ward a very satisfactory showing.

“Your directors feel that the results 
of this year’s business warrant some 
recognition being now Vgiven to the 
shareholders, and It has been decided 
to Increase the dividend on the capi­
tal stock by 1 per cent., making it 
7 per cent., to date from iMay 1, 1919."

The bank’s total assets now stand 
at 219,430,884 and of these cash assets 
amount to 23.730,698, equal to 21 per 
cent, of the bank’s liabilities to the 
public, while readily available re­
serves stand at 312,364,920 or 76.48 of 
deposits and more than 64 per cent, ot 
the bank's total liabilities, a decidedly 
strong position. J

Among these assets, $8,103,906.16 is 
In bonds, of which 36,869,368.46 ere 
bonds of the Dominion, Provincial and 
British governments, the balance be­
ing almost entirely Canadian mutaiCi- 
pal bonds. A large proportion of 
these are of the war loan issues.

Total current loans amount to 
26,486,849, a little higher than last 
year.

Butter is firm, cheese in good de­
mand for export, and poultry and 
eggs scarce and likely to advance.

The paint trade Is active. Turpen­
tine and linseed oil are higher.

The failure list Is light. Remit­
tances are satisfactory, and city col­
lections improving. Notwithstanding 
labor unrest there is an optimistic 
feeling In the wholesale trade.
