JUSTICE FIELD IS DEAD.
fOUR DROWNED—EIGHT MliSMAnd Thus Is Removed Another of 

the Most Prominent of America’s 
Public Men.

Washington, April 9.—Justice Stephen J.
• Field (retired), of the U. 8. Supreme Court 

filed here at 0.30 this evening, from ail­
ments Incident to old age. Judge Field was 
62 years old. At the time of his retirement, 
two years ago, after serving 34 years, lie 
had been In biul health for some time, but 
his ambition to serve on the Supreme Court 
bench longer than Chief Justice Marshall 
had Induced him to refuse retirement, al­
though loug past tbe legal age. until after 

V his term had exceeded that of tbe first chief 
Justice.

Stephen Johnson Field was born at Wad- 
dam, Conn., Nov. 4. 1816. He was the son 
of David Dudley Field and one of four 
brothers who became so famous—David 
Dudley, Cyrus W and Henry M. Field be­
ing the other members of the quartet—that 
their names are known throughout he 
world. In 1859 lie became Chief Justice, 
succeeding Chief Justice David S. Terry. In 
1863 President Lincoln appointed him Asso­
ciate Justice of the Supreme Court of the 
l nlted Stales, and be held that position 
Until his retirement on Dec. 1, 1897.

Chicago, April 9.—A Record special from 
Glendive, Montana, says ; An Ice gorge in 
the Yellowstone River at this point caused 
that stream to overflow last night, drown­
ing four persons. Eight more are missing. 
Three spans of the steel bridge are washed 
out, causing a loss of $25,000. The North­
ern Pacific tracks are Inundated and possi­
bly washed away for some distance, and 
the loss to live stock by drowning will In­
volve a large sum. The dead persons are :

THE PREFERENTIAL TARIFF A 
DELUSION.

The design of the preferential tariff was 
to Increase our Imports from Great Britain. 
It certainly conld not, except In a senti­
mental way. Increase our exports to Great 
Britain. An Increase In our imports from 
Great Britain must be made either at the 
expense of other countries, especially of the 
United States, or of our own manufacturers. 
If the United States or onr own manufac­
turers have not suffered loss of trade from 
the preferential schedule then we take It 
that the preferential tariff has not had the 
effect Intended. The only evidence so far 
adduced by the Government to show that 
the preferential tariff has benefited Great 
Britain Is the statement that our Importa 
from the Mother Country have increased six 
per cent, during the first eight months the 
twenty-five per cent preference has been 'n 
force. This of Itself Is no proof that the 
preferential schedule has diverted trade 
from the United States to Great Britain, or 
that it has hurt Canadian manufacturera. 
We Imagine the Government has no desire 
to prove that the preference has been a 
detriment to Canada. We ourselves do not 
believe It has. Has It affected the trade 
done by the United States with Canada? 
Apparently not in the slightest. According 
to The New York Journal of Commerce the 
trade of the United States has not been ad­
versely affected by the British preference. 
On the contrary the exporta of the U. 
S. to Canada seem to have Increased by a 
larger percentage than have the exporta 
of Great Britain to this country. We quote 
from The Journal:

“Take, for example, certain of our ex­
ports to British North America for 
months, ending January 31, 1807, 1808 and 
1890. In cotton cloth there was a heavy de­
crease, but this was partly offset by an 
increase In cotton-wearing apparel. The 
value of our exports of certain groups of 
articles for the seven-month periods was 
as follows:

larged St. Lawrence canals will lose fully 
one-half their efficiency. The Grand Trunk 
and Canadian Pacific find It Inimical to 
their Interests to carry grain from Georgian 
Bay porta to Toronto. Their object Is to 
secure the long haul to Montreal. In no 
other way can the people secure the bene­
fit of the new St. Lawrence canals than by 
the construction of a portage railway, under 
Government control, from Georgian Bay to 
Toronto. This 1» one of the projects for 
which the Government would be Justified In 
borrowing money and undertaking at once. 
We are surprised that the Toronto Board 
of Trade and the City Council are making 
no move to have this project brought to 
the attention of the Government. The 
country can afford to borrow money for 
such an economical project as this. Mr. 
Tarte’s program Is right In line with the 
proposition. If we fall to secure the line 
It will be more because of our own Indiffer­
ence than from any other reason.

DOLLAR SLEEPING CAR BERTHS.
Some short time ago the Baltimore and 

Ohio Railway placed half-rate sleeping cars 
on Its night trains. As The World. has 
already described, these cars were built 
after the style of ordinary Pullmans, only 
with less elaborate fittings. We learn iront 
The Railroad Gazette of last week that 
they are to be taken off after a trial of 
two or three months.

The Gazette says: “It la given ont that 
to the railroad company the results of this 
brief experiment were very gratifying, but 
that the Pullman Company was not in a 
position to furnish the low-price sleeping 
cars to all of the roads which are running 
first-class Pullmans between the east and 
the west; hence.to reduce friction,the Balti­
more and Ohio had to take them off.” We 
take It that the meaning of this la that 
these half-rate sleepers were very popular 
with the traveling public, so popular In fact 
that other railway companies had either to 
place them on their lines or else Insist on 
the Baltimore and Ohio’s taking them off 
Its line. These lines brought pressure to 
bear on the Pullman Company, and suc­
ceeded In gettbig 
the new sleepers altogether. The experi­
ment was apparently too successful. It 
proved too much.

We do not think Canada has made a mis­
take in any of tbe railway enterprises she 
has undertaken up to date. The Inter­
colonial, It Is true, bas not paid working ex­
penses, but the construction of this line was 
a political necessity. The building of the 
C.P.K. has already been amply justified. The 
C.P.U. Is earning good Interest on every 
dollar Invested In tbe enterprise, as well as 
a large amount of watered stock. The suc­
cess of the C.P.B. has been such as to war­
rant our undertaking new railway project* 
with all confidence. But what the Govern­
ment should guard against Is the opening tp 
of new territory for the especial benefit of ■ 
bonus hunters and railway magnates. If 
the Government supplies tbe money for 
building new railways, it should retain tbe 
ownership of them Itself. We are glad to 
observe that tbe Government looks favor­
ably upon a policy of national ownership of 
the elevators which It Is proposed to build 
In Montreal harbor. American capitalists 
are anxious to secure tbe privilege of con­
structing them, but they will not do so un­
less they secure a 50 years' franchise. If 
would be a retrograde policy to tie up these 
elevators to an American or any other syndi­
cate for half a century. It Is only by re­
taining control that the Government can 
prevent extortion, and at the same time 
take advantage of new conditions as they 
arise. Without giving In detail the various 
works throughout tbe country which the 
Government would be justified In going 
ahead with at tbe present time we may 
mention a couple of projects that affect this 
city and province especially. We refer to 
the Georgian Bay-Toronto Railway and the 
deepening of Toronto harbor, 
given to understand that the latter will be 
undertaken at an early date. The former Is 
an equally commendable project.

ing the alleged ravages of the San Jose 
scale In that part of the Niagara Peninsula.

Among the many prominent fruit growers 
and agriculturists Interviewed are the fol­
lowing: Lieutenant R. W. Gregory, J. H. 
Broderick, M. Burrell, of the Township of 
Louth; J. W. Blaln, Robert Thompson, 
Grantham Township; Albert Pay, Lincoln 
Township.

H. W. Gregory stated that up to the 
present there had been none of the scale 
touml In the Township of Louth, and com­
mended the Government for the measures 
now being taken to eradicate the pest.

John W. Blaln of Grantham said that In 
two Instances the scale had been found in 
his township, on the farms of Messrs. Cott- ; 
lucyer and Stewart, whose orchards had 
been Inspected, and the Infected trees de­
stroyed. . .

Albert Pay, secretary-treasurer of the Lin­
coln Agricultural Society, and the principal 
exporter of fruit from th!- district, thinks 
that the pest can be eradicated by watch­
ing and destroying the orchards now In­
fected, and In carefully selecting the nurs­
ery stock now being set out.

Louth,
foremost fruit growers and shippers of that 
township, stated that he bad In no way 
suffered from the pest, and that he thought 
the Government wer* doing right in trying 
to stamp It out.

Mr. Robert Thompson, President of Gran­
tham Township Agricultural Society, stated 
that only the two farms referred to by Mr. 
Blaln liad been found to be Infested, the 
trees of which had been destroyed.

Drastic Measure» Bight.
M. Burrell, director of the experimental 

station for the Township of Louth, and one 
of the best-informed men on fruit growing 
and all matters pertaining thereto, considers 
that the Government are doing the right 
thjng, and that the most drastic measures 
should be used to stamp out the pest. Mr. 
Burrell, who Is an authority, supposes that 
the San Jose scale Is a native of Japan, ns 
there are and have been found In that coun­
try specimens of a scale, If not eaxctly the 
same, at least very similar to It.

Many more besides the above gentlemen 
were Interviewed, some of them stating that 
the pest was a Meaning In disguise, as It had 
led ninny to make a study of It, as well as 
the many other pests that are the enemies 
of the fruit grower.

$22.79». The decrease In the number of 
swine was 1.108,362, and in total value 
$4.241,666.

The total value of farm animals Is esti­
mate! at $1.997.010.407, an increase of 
$108.355.482. or 5.74 per cent, during the 
past year.

With such an advance in the value of 
animals, coupled with abundant crops and 
fair price4, the present prosperity In the 
United States Is easily accounted for.
