We should
not put the burden of taxation above
the revenue rate. We exempt the

700. This amount should be S1000.

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LABOR BEATS GOVERNMENT
AMENDS GONGILIATION BiLL

————

Australian House of Representatives
Makes it Apply to Railway
Servants Also.

Melbourne, Sept. 9.—The government
was defeated to-day in the Common-
Wealth House of Representatives by
the passage of a labor amendment
making the conciliation  bill apply to
railway servants, The Ministers are
cousidering their position. There was

(& very serious railroad strike in Vie-

toria in May which resulted in the
surrender of the strikers after the
rassage of a government bill pro-
viding for severe coercive measures,

The Governcr of Victoria, Sir George
Claljk, at the opening of the State
parl.xament to-day said that the deficit
of £5,000,000 had been converted into
a substantial surplus, and added that
the good rainfall justified hopes of a
bountiful harvest.

The Governor's announcement of
forthcoming legislation included mea-
sures providing for more effectual con-
trol of the rallroads, the establishnient
of a court of industrial appeal to re-
view the scale of wages upon the ap-
plication of either side in a labor dis-
pute, comprehensive irrigation works
in the arid portions of Victoria and a
measure for the compulsory purchase
of land suitable for subdivision into
farming homesteads. By the land pur-
chase bill the government hopes to
check the undue concentration of the
population in cities, to give youths
openings and to check the tendency
of people to seek their fortunes else=~
where,

KAISER AGTS THE SOLDIER
ROUGHS 17 WITH THE BOYS

How a Live War Lord Imbues His
Men With the Spirit
of War,

Halle, Prussia, Sept. 9.—A wild
storm of wind and rain at the army
manoeuvres to-day tore away the bal-
loons and made wireless telegraphy im-
possible,

BEmperor Willilam at 6 o'clock this

morning in command of two Saxon
army corps, attacked the opposing
Prussian army corps with ferocity,

stormed several of the latter's batteries
and compelled the Prussians to retire.

Emperor William bivouacked all last
night in a field near here. His phy-
sician and the officers of his staff
tried to dissuade him because of the
dangerous drop of the temperature,
but the Kaiser replied: “I desire to
share my soldiers’ hardships.”

His Majesty lay on a blanket with
his mantle as a pillow. The officers
of his staff lay around. His Majesty
slept soundly until 4 o'clock this morn-
ing, when he arose, washed at a
neighboring pump, and then sat on an
inverted barrel while a corporal shaved
him.

The troops recelvéd his act with
much enthusiasm. One of the most
'mteresting features of the manoeuvres
is the trials of military motor cars.
The Kaiser in the trials will use a
sixteen horse-power Mercedes, the
Crown Prince of Saxony a sixty horse-
power Mercedes, and forty other ma-
chines will be used for various pur-
poses, such as despatch carriers and

Calls Attention to the Warning
Issued by Trades nnd Labor
Councils of Canada.

(Canadian Associated Press Cable.)

London, Sept. 9.—The Anti~Emigra=
tion Society of Dublin, issuing an
analysis of the Board of Trade returns
for August, says: “It is unsatisfactory
to find that Irish emigration to Canada
for eight months of the present year
has ben twice as great as for the whole
of last year.,”

The society directs the attention of
emigrants to the renewed warning re
emigration to €anada, issued on the
10th of August by the Winnipeg
Trades and Labor Council, which was
endorsed by the Trades Councils of
Toronto, Kingston, Londoun, Hamilton,
Cualgary and Vancouver,

Issnes a Warning.

The society quotes this Winnipeg
warning and advises British emigrants
not to trust the source of information.,
which is apt to be biased, as the Can-
adian government agents are not like-
ly to give information which would be
likely to deter anyone going out.

The Yorkshire Herald warns intend-
ing emigrants to Canada against pin-
ning their faith to the representations
made by agencies which are neither
respongible nor remarkable for recti~
tude. The Herald advises emigrants
to treat with government emigration

officials.
The Canadian Emigration Office,
thru to-morrow’'s press, is 1ssuing a

warning to intending emigrants against

agencies. The warning includes a de-
nial of any responsibility whatgoever
on the part of the Canadian office for
the propaganda of such agencie.
A Canadian banker's letter is also ap-
pearing, offering assistance to intend-
ing emigrants and regarding indus~
trial investment along the lines of the
Ontario labor report.
Conscience Quickened,
The London correspondent
Yorkshire Post says the conscience of
the Emigration Department of the
Canadian government has been quick-
ened by the recent exposures of the
practices of numerous private emigra-
tion agencies. Any exaggerated state=-

dulge in are innocent enough in com=
parison with the guile of irresponsible
agencies. y

The Liverpool Mercury hopes that the
decision of the London Poor
Guardians in favor of encouraging the
emigration of suitable children will
induce the guardians all over ihe
country to devote serious attention to
this method of giving their young
charges a good start in life.

Sir
Norman Lockyer's presidential address, en-
titled, ‘“The Influence of Brain Power on
History,” was delivered,

president said : “‘Our position as a nation,
our success as merchants, are in peril,
chiefly—dealing with preventible canses—
because of our lack of completely efficient
unjversities, and our neglect of research.

Rather Astonishing Figures,

““We In Great Britain have 11 universities
competing with 134 state and privately en-
dowed ones in the United States and 22
state endowed in Germany. The German
state gives to one university more than the
Britijsh government allows to all the uni-
versities and university colleges in England,
Ireland, Scotland and Wales put together.
These are the conditicns which regulate
the produet of brain power in the United
States, Germany and Great Britain, respec-
tively, and the excuse of the government 18
that this is a matter for private effort.
not our ministers of state know that other
civilized countries grant efficient aid? Fur-
ther, that private effort has provided in
Great Britjan less than 10 per cent. of the
sum thus furnished in the United States,
in addition to state aid?

Do’

Trusting in Broken Reed.

“In depending in our country upon private
endowment, we are trusting to a broken
reed.

Bail Was Refusced and Washington-

After the close of Court of General Ses-

Leopold J. Stearn, who had surrendered to |

Counly
Crown Attorney Dewart objected, and said
that, acting in behalf of the chief postal|
officlal of the United States, he could not,
allow the case to proceed at once, as he'
had not the charges to show whether the |
case was extraditable or not, and that he|
could not allow bail, as the amcunt in-
volved was so large. He said that he had
advices from Washington stating that the
extradition warrant and papoers were on|
the way, and that was sufficient ground in |
itself to warrant holding Stearn until they
came. The case was postponed until Fri-
day morning, when the papers will be on
hand and the other evidence necessary to
prove whéther the case is extraditable or
not. In the meanwhile Mr. Stearn will have
to remain in the cells, as no bail was al-
lowed.

INDEPENDENCE OF THE BENCH,
In congratulating Mr. Justice Perdue
on his elevation to the Manitoba bench,
Mr. John 8. Ewart, K.C., made a hold
and striking address. Mr. Ewart is
well known to the profession in Onta-
rio- He was a lecturer at the Toronto
Law -School with the present Chaief
Justice Moss and Sir William Mulcck,
and was very highly esteemed by the
£ student body.
The subject of Mr. Ewart's address
- was the independence of the judiciary.
To put it bluntly, Mr. Ewart believes
that judges ought not to accept jobs
from governments, nor passes from rail-
way companies. He refers to the Ga-
mey-Stratton case in Ontario. He dis-
sociates himself from the attacks on
the judges, but he says: “We must not
wonder that the general public, and
particularly strong Conservatives, are
not so generous, and that these Judges
have been attacked and condemned not
only in the press but in the legislature
and upon public platforms. To a lov-
er of his profession, this is, I say, iIn-
auspicious and disquieting.” He re‘ers
also to the appointment of Judse Brit-
ton, a strong political partisan, to be
- an umpire in a political dispute in the
Yukon. Then he says:
“Now that you are Mr Ju 3
tice Perdue, you will be approact
ed by the -rdil“ay companies, and
will¥ be offered free transportation
over their lines of railway. It is
my belief that you will refuse al;
such degrading offers. 1If it be ask-
ed whether I think government jobs
and railway passes influence judges,

I reply that human nature is w eak,
that motive and mental influence
werk subtly, and their operations
are much more easily discerned by

The British newspapers are trying to
fix the responsibility for the condition
of the army, as revealed by the Elgin
report.

The government of
the republic Relieve that they may
rely upon the support of Dutch
sympathizers at the Cape and in Na-~
tal, and they intend to arm any ad-
herents who, in the event of hostili-

The numbeyr
of such adherents would in all pro-
bability depend chiefly on the turn
taken by events at the outbreak of
hostilities, and; for this reason, and
also for the sake of the loyal colon=
ists in the Cape and Natal, it is
most desirable that Her Majesty’'s
forces should be ready at once to
meet, and at least hold in check un-
til the arrival of reinforcements,any
movement in force made from the
Transvaal. Failure to do. this, or
delay, would almost certainly entail
humiliation and increased expense.

.ae necessity for the appoin‘ment of a
city electrician is a mattep that has been
discussed of late among fnsurance men, At
present there is no one responsible for the
Immense amonnt of wiring and other elec-
triec work done in the city and there is no
punignment provided for offen lers against
the ordinance relating thereto, The safety
of the public as regards danger from clee-
trie currents is muca more uscessary than
Irom fire. In a few wonghs the power and
lighting system wiid have to undergo closer
iispection In view of the fact that a hign
volltage alternating current will Dbe used
