JOHNSON, an active member of the Northern Supreme Council for the State of
Illinois, was known by reputation to all of our members, and some of
them had his personal acquaintance. The Supreme Council for Italy has notified
us of the death of Iil.*, Bro.". Lxici CASTELLAZO, its Grand Secretary.  The
Supreme Council for Mexico informs us of the death of I Bro.. L.
NICOLAS PIZARIO SUAREZ, one of its active members, Bro.*, Louts EUuGENE
CouRT, of Dunedin, New Zealand, a member of the Supreme Council of Scotland,
and one of the fornders of our Rite in New Zealand, died since our last meeting,
as did His Maije sty, KING KALAKAUA of the Sandwich Is'ands, an
Honorary Member of the Southern Supreme Council.  In our own Jurisdiction
we have to mourn the death of one of the first members of the Supreme Council,
and more recently a Past Active Member [IL.*. Bro.". HuGH WILLIAMS
CHisHOLM died on 3rd May, 1891, at the age of seventy years. Bro.'. CHISHOLM
was a native of the Province of Nova Scotia, and a great portion of his life had
been spent in this part of Canada [le was a man of strict integrity of character,
and faithfully discharged his duty as it came to him in his daily life.

** Dispensation ™ period. And yet I can easily understand why a few brethren, in
a small town or village, may desire to come together monthly, because they find it
expensive and inconvenient to go to the larger centre where the ** work ” is effect
ively done. Then, too, the sense of brotherhood, the common tie of the fm(crmu.
the almost inexpressible but conscious sentiment of being united in a world-wide
society, have their influence in drawing together members in smaller places as well
as in the larger ones. If our experience is against the creation of Lodges, or
rather against the encouragement of new creations, in smaller places we must still
recognize a want to be filled, and must hope that some simple way will yet develop
itsell by which the spirit and influence of the true Freemasonry will be made
active where now it can only remain passive, and that brethren, who, in out-of-the
way places merely ““guard the sacred fire,” may become true beacons, passing from
hand to hand the generous flame of the true light and of unselfish regard for the

The Rite is making very satisfactory progress in Winnipeg. The rooms
occupied have been improved, and the equipment of paraphernalia has been largely
added to, several hundreds of dollars having been expended during the year in the
purchase of furniture and fittings, so that the perfect rendering of the ritual is
made possible, The standard of Ritual work has greatly improved, and candidates
are now received in a highly satisfactory manner.

During the year a large increase was made to the membership rolls of the
Lodge, Chapter and Consistory, the material being, inall respects, what is desired.

A re-union of the members of the Lodge of Perfection was held in Winnipeg
on the 19th June last, the day following the meeting of the Grand Lodge of
Manitoba, when a large number of outside members joined with the city members
in receiving nineteen candidates from various points in Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories,.

The kind invitation to attend your next meeting of Supreme Council came
duly to hand, I am trying to get off, but fear I will not be able. I desire for sey-
eral reasons to go, and amongst them T am your Grand Representative and have
perhaps as close a connection with the Rite in Canada as any brother not regularly
affiliated, T also have a dear old friend living there, (a Mason) the companion of
my childhood, and whom I have seen but once since 1843. If I fail to go it will
be no fault of mine and I know I will be the only loser by not going.

OFFICIALLY I desire to say that Bro.'. ALBERT PIKE, 33, our late Grand
Commander, died on April 2nd, 1891, at 8 o’clock p. m. precisely. He was sur-
rounded by his three children and ten Brethren ; he died peacefully and without a
struggle, He presided, although sick, at our meeting in 1890 to its close on
October 26th, and was forced to give up and go to bed on Octber 28th, where
with an occasional sitting up for a short time he remained until our Father in
Heaven called him home I send you with this an account of the death, etc.,
published by Bro.-, | PR ot BATCHELOR, 33°, Lieutenant Grand Commander, who
arrived here on /47s summons on March 27th. It would be superfluous for me to
add anything to what has been written of him by friends, yet there were none at
his death bed, but his children, who had known him as long or as intimately as
I have.

In 1859, when he first presided in Supreme Council in Charleston, S. C., the
body consisted of BRro.". PIKE as Grand Commander, Bro.*. ALBERT . MACKFEY
as Secretary-General, and BRro.'. ACHILLE Lk PRINCE as Treasurer-General,
there were three candidates for the 33'—Bro.". B. Rusu CAMPBELL, of South
Carolina, and myself, of Kentucky, for active membership ; and Bro.*. HENRY
BIRST, for honorary membership. Of the six, I alone am left ; while there are active
members now in South Carolina who are older than I am, as 33° I am now the
oldest active member.

For thirteen years (to his death), except when he or I were absent from
Washington, no day or night passed that I did not spend some hours with him. 1
do not believe that I go beyond bounds when I say that the world to-day holds no
living man that was his peer. Many great men now live, men of eminence, men
standing high in court and political life, but not one who has grasped so much and
had as great a faculty for study and going to the root of anything he thought worth
finding out. His name will live, and as years pass away, he will be like the heroes




of old, better known and appreciated than he was while he lived. But I must not
say too much, and will say this in conclusion, that to me he was very dear and his
memory will so continue while I live.

His successor, Bro.". J. C. BATCHELOR, took cold at the midnight ceremon-
ies and subsequent funeral, and on May 16th was confined to his bed and only left
his room on the 18th of September for the first time. He is now at the seashore
to try and regain his health. He would like to be with you, for he was born in
Quebec, but he cannot travel.

May your meeting be productive of good to humanity and to the Rite, and
may our principles spread until all mankind shall feel its influence.

MEMORANDUM.

The Il . Grand Secretary General has submitted me certain  points in
respect of the London Rose Croix Chapt-r and the Lodge of Perfection there, in
regard to which, as I understand, [ am to be an arbitrator rather than a Judge
delivering a formal decrce,

[t appears that question has arisen in the L dge of Perfection as to the duty
of certain brethren to pay dues. Originally the one body covered all of the
degrees —4” to 18°,  But it became the settled policy of the Supreme Council to

separate Lodges of Perfection from Chapters of Rose Croix, and to constitute
Lodges as distinct organizations. The London Rose Croix Chapter existed under
the former plan, but after a time it accepted the views of the Supreme Council,
and consented to relinquish its authority over the degrees of Perfection. The
Supreme Council issued its warrant free of charge to a Lodge of Perfection at
London, and all of the brethren who were members of the Rose Croix Chapter
were named in the warrant as members of the new body. The body thus created
made by-laws for its own government, which by laws impose an annual contribution
to the funds.  Certain brethren who were life members of the Rose Croix Chapter
they having compounded their dues—contend, as I understand, that it is not just
or right to charge them dues in the Lodges of Perfection, because of this compo
sition. I may say for myself, as a member of the Supreme Council, and 1 think I
can say for the Supreme Council as a whole, that we were not aware of the
existence of life members in the London Chapter. If we had known of their
existence, and that they raised any objection to the separation of the bodies
the matter would have at least received consideration. But the Supreme Council,
while anxious to have i's policy adopted by its subordinates, did not force that
policy It left the matter to the free action of the London Chapter, and that
Chapter, having consented to meet the wishes of the Supreme Council, it seems to
me that it is to that body, and not to the Lodge ot Perfection, the complaining
brothers should seek for redress, if they are entitled to redress. All of the
members of the Rose Croix must have known what it was proposed to do. I
must be presumed that the separation took place, if not unanimously at least by a
general consent of the members

The life members of the London Rose Croix Chapter have now all the privil-
eges in that Chapter which are possessed by other members of that Chapter. It
may be said that they have to pay dues in the Lodge of Perfection which they did
not before have to pay.  But in this respect they are no worse off than are the
other members, who, paying annual dues in the Chapters, have now to pay annual
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dues in both bodies, I'hese annual contributors to the funds of the Rose Croix
Chapter have now to pay dues in two bodies, when before they had only to pay
inone. In other words the members of the Rose Croix ( hapter, by accepting the
policy of the Supreme Council, undoubtedly took up a burden. which burden falls
equally and proportionately upon the members, without regard to whether they are
lile membérs of the Chapter or annual subscribing members,  Whether or not
the burden is one which they cannnot bear is one for themselves to consider, and
upon which I need not remark [ onlv point out that a// of the members
surrendered up something when they agreed—or the body for them agreed—to
abandon the control of the degrees 4° to 14° and that no one surrendered more
than anybody else.

The Lodge of Perfection being established, it made by-laws for its own
government, and these by-laws created a system of annual dues, which apply alike
to all, [f any objection was raised to this it has not become a matter of appeal
to the Supreme Council, and I now hear of objection to these by-laws for the first
time. In the Lodge of Perfection all are on an equal footing. Brethren who do
not subscribe to the funds could scarcely expect to have the right to vote in that
body without paying the annual dues which help to pay the ordinary running
expenses of the society, and a part of which are paid yearly to the Supreme Council
to maintain that body, publish its proceedings and conduct the ordinary business
of government. .

So far, therefore, as my opinion is asked, 1 give it freely and according to my
best judgment. Whatever rights the brethren of the Rose Croix ( ‘hapter possessed,
up to the 14”in that Chapter, either as respects the degrees generally, such as the right
to vote upon the persons to whom they should be given, or as respects their individual
and personal rights under the hy-laws, they surrendered. The se general rights as to
voting upon the admission of new members are now exercised in the Lodge of
Perfection, which body has the power to make its own by-laws, but which has
made no by-law giving life-membership to these brethren who had life membership

in the Rose Croix Chapter. In no way, as I conceive, was it bound to do so.

Having said this much, I might let the matter stop here.  But it might be
well to point out that it would have been in the power of the Rose Croix Chapter
to make any compact with the Lodge of Perfection which was being created out of
it in regard to the life members, or any other members for that matter. There
might, for example have been a division of the funds, under which it could have
been stipulated that the Lodge of Perfection, in view of such division, would
continue in membership for life certain brethren, without requiring them to pay
annual dues. or withont any division of funds. There might have heen a stipulation
that any one a life member of the London Rose Croix Chapter at the time of the
separation would have the right to vote in the Lodge of Ferfection on the admission
of persons to receive the degrees, or, indeed, any compact might have heen made
at the time.  But no such compact was made, and, therefore, I do not see that. at
this date, there is any obligation for the Lodge of Perfection to assume responsi
hilities which do not strictly belong to it. Because it must always he remembered
that before and at the time of the separation the complaining brethren had the
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power and the right to raise any of the questions which are now raised. Iam quite
sure that the Supreme Council would have ratified any compact made to do justice
to all parties,

In addition to the point rais by the life members of the Rose Croix Chapter
[ understand that certain other brethren think they ought not to pay dues to the
Lodge of Perfection, because as they allege, they never joined the Lodge, although
named in the Chapter which constituted it. I have no doubt that if, by accident
or design, any names had been omitted from the charter of the Lodge of Perfection
of brethrcn who were members of the Rose Croix at the time of the separation
these brethren could claim that a great wrong had been done them. In my opinion,
when the Rose Croix Chapter at London decided to surrender its control over the
degrees 4° to 14°, so that a Lodge of Perfection with a separate existence might be
formed, it was the duty of the Supreme Council to constitute that Lodge of Per
fection out of all the members of the 14" belonging to the Chapter, and all the
members so constituted became the Lodge of Perfection, whether they signed the
by-laws subsequently adopted or not. They could at any time have asked for their
demit if they did not wish to continue their membership.  The Lodge itself has
done its duty by these brethren by continuing them in their membership and by
paying the annual dues to the Supreme Council. Having done this in good faith,
these brethren ought to comply with the demands of the Lodge and pay their dues.
Whether the brethren have exercised the rights of members in all this time I am
not informed, but they were in a position to do so, and they did nothing to relieve
the Lodge from the responsibility of continuing them as members.

While coming to this decision on the question as it presents itself to me, I can
very well understand that many honest and honorable brethren may not concur in
this view, and on both questions may conceive they have rights which are interfered
with.  Qur institution teaches brotherly love, truth, justice and prudence. On all
sides the difference of opinions which exist are probably honest differences, and I
fraternally suggest that that fact be kept in view by the brethren individually and
in the aggregate,

This melancholy
event took place on April 2nd at 8 o'clock p- m. at the House of the Temple in
Washington, the residence of our deceased Brother. By the death of our Illustrious
Brother not only is a Sister Supreme Council deprived of its Grand Commanider but
the Rite throughout the world sustains a severe loss With a bright and an active
intellect, a mind stored with the scholarship of the ages, a warm and generous
heart filled with the noblest feelings of human brotherhood, a nature influenced
by high sentiments, Brother PIKE created for the Ancient and Accepted Scottish
Rite a literature. That literature is known wherever the Rite is known, and its
teachings have an elevating influence upon the minds and hearts of cultivated men.
To our Supreme Council the announcement of the death of Brother PIKE brings
with it a sense of personal loss. He was present at Ottawa in 1874, at the first
meeting we held, and took part in the inauguration of the Supreme Council. He
was instrumental in securing for it the fraternal reception which it received immed-
iately from sister Supreme Councils ; always since he has taken a deep ineerest in
its proceedings, and has constantly placed at its disposal his

sat powers, We
mourn his death as we would one of our own active associates, Opportunity to do
full justice to all that he was does not now offer, and other hands will in time more
effectively discharge that duty.  But we can cherish in our hearts the memory of
that erudite scholar, that venerable mason, that illustrious man who deserves so

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Extract from the Annual Address of the Sovereign Grand Commander of the
Supreme Council of the Nerthern Jurisdiction of the United States of
America, on the death of I/l . Bro.". Albert Pike, 33°.

The relations existing between the Supreme Councils for the Southern and
Northern Jurisdictions of the United States are, and for many years have been, so
intimate, and Brother PIKE so well known to us all, that we have come to regard
him as of our household and to claim almost an equal share with our brethren of
the Southern Jurisdiction in the great sorrow which has fallen upon them by his
decease, Ilis death was not alone an irreparable loss to the Rite under the gov-
ernment of the Supreme Council over which he presided so many years, not
alone a loss to Scottish Masonry in the United States, but to the Rite throughout
the world. Hence our admiration of him as a leader of the Rite ; our apprecia-
tion of the great work he has accomplished for the craft, the promotion of whose
interests he made his life study ; our affection for him called forth by the many
genial and lovable traits of his haracter, cannot be bounded or limited by territo
rial lines. He belonged to, and labored for, the entire brotherhood. No man,
living or dead, has rendered to Scottish Rite Masonry the service it has received
from his head and his hands. This is a strong expression, but one which I consci-
entiously believe is fully warranted. A man possessed of strong physical powers,
great endurance, a superior intellect, cultured to a high degree, and a warm and
generous heart, he, during nearly the last half of his life, unselfishly devoted his
time and his powers to the study, elucidation and dissemination of the principles
and tenets of Scottish Freemasonry and the advancement of its great purposes,
He was a thorough and accomplished scholar, and had made himself master of
nearly all languages, ancient and modern, the literature of which could aid him in
solving any of the mysteries of Masonry. And what he acquired and accomplished
by study and labor, he gave freely to the craft. He was a vigorous and powerful
antagonist wherever and whenever what he deemed to be the right was assailed,
or wrong or oppression were to be resisted, and as tender, gentle and compassion
ate as a woman to the helpless and suffering. His great love for Scottish Rite
Masonry was manifested in a memorandum of directions made by him not many
hours before the close of his life.  * If the works prepared by me for the Scottish
Rite shall be valued, and used after I am dead in perpetuum ritus, I do not desire,
and need no other monument.” A few years before his decease, after he had
passed the three score and ten years usually allotted to the life of man, and when
he fully realized that the sun of 4 life was sinking lower and lower toward the
line of the Western horizon, he gave to the world a little poem which seems to
open to us his inner lif - and lay bare his thoughts and feelings at that period. It
is worthy of being written in letters of gold and preserved in the archives of every
Scottish Rite body in the world. I am sure you will excuse its reproduction here,
that it may be permanently printed and preserved in our Records :

1 taught in the town
of Fairhaven six months ; then in the grammar school at Nc\\lmryporl. first as
assistant then as principal ; and afterwards for two or three years taught a private
school there, until March, 1831, when 1 went to the West, and from St. Louis
with a trading party to Santa Fe.

In September, 1832, I joined a trapping party at Taos, and went down the
Pecos River, and into the Staked Plains, where five of us left the main party and
on the 10th of December, 1832, reached Fort Smith. During the time between
my arrival there and October, 1833, I was in Fort Smith, the guest of good old
Captain John Rogers for some weeks, and afterward, until Spring, of Captain
Thomas Aldridge, on the other side of the river ; then taught school below Van
Buren and on Little Piney ; met Robert Crittenden there, and was afterward, at
his instance, written to by Charles P. Bertrand to go to Little Rcck and assist in
editing the Adwocate.

The Territorial Legislature was in session when I reached Little Rock in
October, and I was a few days after elected Assistant Secretary of the Council,
and served as such until the end of the session, making many acquaintances and
some lifelong friends ; at the same time working in the Adwvocate office, which I
continued to do, learning to set type and editing, and at intervals reading the first
volume of Blackstone, until October, 1834.

That winter, when I had read only the first volume, Thomas J. Lacy, of the
Territorial Superior Court, gave me a license to practice law, saying it was not like
I ' 8 I
giving a medical diploma, because as a lawyer I could not take any one’s life,

On the 10th of October, 1834, I was married at the house of Colonel Terence
Farrelly, near the Post of Arkansas, by James H. Lucas, Probate Judge. In the
Spring of 1835 I bought the Adwocate of Bertrand for $2,500, and soon afterward
William Cummins offered me a partnership in the law, which was formed then and
continued for several years. The first court that I attended was a Territorial
Court, held at Columbia, Chicot County, by Judge Thomas J. Lacy, and the next
was at Helena, also held by him, both in the Fall of 1835. I owned the Advocate,
and was editor and typesetter, and generally useful in the office, for two years and
three months, and then sold it for $1,500 ; and after trying for a year to collect
the accounts due the office, I one day put the books into the stove, where they
served for fuel, and I had no further trouble with the accounts.

I was my own teacher in the law ; soon began to get together a law library,
and in 1839 began to purchase other books and to read them, never sleeping more
than five or six hours of the twenty-four, which was, indeed, my rule for fi ity years,
In 1840 I was elected attorney of the Real Estate Bank, and in 1842 one of its
trustees, holding the two offices in succession during some twelve years, one year
of which I was in the military service of the United States, commanding a squadron
in Mexico, in the regiment of Archibald Yell Two gentlemen who were practi
cing law in Arkansas before I was are still living— Jesse Turner, of Van Buren,
and Grandison D. Royston, of Washington. Judge Edward Cross, of the Superior
Court of the Territory, a man whom the people of Arkansas ought to delight to
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honor, is also living. When I came to the bar in 1835, there were, among other
lawyers, William Cummins, Absalom Fowler, Daniel Ringo, Chester Ashby and
Samuel S, Hall, at Little Rock. Robert Crittenden was practicing in 1834, and
I was on a jury in a case before Judge Benjamin [ohnson in that year, in which he
was of counsel, [ practised at Little Rock. in Chicot County at Helena, (where
John B, Floyd, though a planter, also practiced,) at the courts in Conway, John-
son, Pope and Crawford Counties, and beginning a few years later in Saline,
Clark, Hempstead and Lafayette, and still later in Dallas, Ouachita and Union,
riding the circuit on horseback twice a year for some ten years, and afterward
travelling in a buggy. Of course, I also practiced in the Supreme Court of the
State, and the District and Circuit Courts of the United States at Little Rock ;
and in 1849 I was admitted to the bar of the Supreme Court of the United States,
and afterward practiced there, Abraham Lincoln and Hannibal Hamlin were
admitted to the bar of that court at the same time with myself,

There is no judge now on the Supreme Bench here who was on it when I was
admitted ; and several who were placed on it after my admission have since died.
I ceased to practice there and everywhere else six or seven years ago, and have
never been in a court room since, so that I have never seen any one of those who
have been appointed since Judge Harlan.

When I went to my first court in Crawford County, at Crawford Old
Courthouse, Archibald Yell came there as a lawyer, and came near being drowned
In crossing the Arkansas on the ice, as Judge Johnson, Fowler and myself crossed.
I remember that nineteen lawyers, of whom I was one, half the others or more
being from Fayetteville, slept in one room, and in the court room, under it, a faro
bank was operated every night. Richard C, S. Brown, afterward judge, was also
a lawyer in those days, whether of earlier date than myself I do not remember ;
and my memory is at fault in the same way in regard to Bennett H. Martin, of
Pope County, and Philander Littell, of St. Francis County. Most of my old
friends are dead now ; Samuel W. Williams and Judge Rose, with Jesse Turner
and Grandison D. Royston, can tell you what was said and thought of me as a
lawyer.

I have forgotten to say that in 1851 or 1852 I determined to exchange the
practice in Arkansas for that in Louisiana,and pro :eeded topurchase the Pandects and
the civil law books, Latin and French, and to study them ; my first necessity being to
learn both languages over again, for in twenty years’ disuse I had become unable
to read either. I was then in partnership with Ebenezer Cummins, and this
partnership ceased in 1853, when I transferred my office to New Orleans and
formed a partnership with Logan Hunton. It was required then that an applicant
for admission to the bar of the Supreme Court should be first examined by a
committee, and then in open Court.  In the former, the examination in regard to
the civil law consisted of the one question, put by the venerable old French jurist
(I cannot recollect his name), who was the representative of that law on the
committee : *“ What works have you read on the Roman law?” [ answered : * |
have read the Pandects and made a translation into English in writing of the first
book.”

“ GENERAL PIKE was a W hig.  Whilst teaching school in Arkansas he wrote
a series of articles on the political topics of the da- under the nom de plume of
Casca, which were published in the 4dwocate, the organ of the Crittenden party.
The ability manifested in these articles attracted much attention, and excited great
curiosity in the public to know the author. For a time the authorship was attrib-
uted to that polished scholar, James Woodson Bates, ‘the Chesterfield of the
West,” but he publicly disclaimed the paternity, at the same time acknowledging
the great ability of Casca. The Hon. Jesse Turner informs the author that these
articles were copied as editorials by Horace Greely inthe Zvibune -literary larceny
of the worst character. The high standing of Judge Turner imparts verity to all
he says, and the author adopts the statement as a facr. Robert Crittenden, after
much delay and enquiry, ascertained the name and residence of the brilliant young
Whig, and at once, in company with his Whig friend, Judge Jesse Turner, went
to see him, with the view of adding him to the editorial staff of the Advocate, in
connection with Charles P. Bertrand. They found the schoolmaster in a small,
primitive, log cabin on Little Piney River, in September, 1833.  He boarded in
a similar structure with Abram Smith, to which the tri, repaired for much converse.
PIKE was then twenty-three, Turner twenty-eight and Crittenden thirty-seven
years old.  This trio of brilliant men conversed nearly all night in the wilderness ;
and Crittenden said to Judge Turner as they rode off next day: * PIKE is a very
brilliant young man.’ Crittenden aczomplished his mission; he returned to
Little Rock, and the next post-boy through the wilds of Arkansas carried a letter
from Bertrand, the owner of the Advocate, 10 PIKE, inviting him to a seat on the
editorial tripod.

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“ His capacity for brainwork surpasses that of any man known to our
literature, and for forty years it equalled that of Bonaparte when engaged in his
celebrated campaigns. These studious habits were stimulated by an insatiabie
desire for knowledge from every field of science, and were supported by an amazing
memory, and one of the finest brains and physical constitutions ever given to man.
It will be readily seen that this exceedingly rare combination of faculties lead to
the highest degrees of attainment. They have made him the Homer of America,
the Zoroaster of modern Asia, a profound philosopher, a great jurist, a great
philologist, a profound ethnologist and a great statesman, perfectly freed frcm the
arts of the demagogue and all the debasing factors which stimulate ambition to
pander to the frailties of man. The world produces but few such men. In the
estimation of the author he is. without doubt or rival, the greatest of American poets
His poetic work embraces a volume Privately printed, and distributed to a few

friends only. His talents as lawyer and jurist assured him constant and great
professional employment.  His connection with the o'd Real Estate Bank opened
up a large field of important litigation. The Choctaw award by the

for the Choctaw Indians for a great number of years to press their
just claims against the United States for compensation for more than ten millions
of acres of land in Mississippi, ceded by them to the government, These treaties
embrace a period extending from 1786 to 1855. The history of this claim illustrates
the struggles of the weak with the strong in all ages.  After many years of vexa-
tious delay the Senate of the United States was constituted an umpire between the

He has never been a place-hunter ; his own great soul, * with,
an upward, victorious soar.’ has *cunquered the summit of the rock ’ and reached
a goal infinitely higher than the heraldry of office. Had he been willing to stoop
for office or compromise with principle he had only to change from Whig 1o
Democrat to hold Arkansas in the palm of his hand.

“In * An Evening Conversation,’ one of his charming poems, he mirrors his
own nature in the following lines :

What service to his « ountry can une do,

In the wild warfare of the present

age
Who fights the gladiator without skill,
Fights without arms. Why ? He must lie and cheat

By false pretences, double and turn at will §
Profess whatever doctrine suits the time
Juggle and trick with words. in everything

Be a base counterfeit, and fawn and crouch

Upon the level of the haser sort

*“ This manly expression of thought and individual pride is
practice of a long life.

The lesson taught in his life opens up a fount of inspiration
to noble youth, where they may drink without exhaustion as long as wisdom and
all that is great and good is honored by man. Not only the youth desiring to
compass the boundaries of human attainment, but the sage who has toiled to the

end of threescore and ten, find each, alike, something new to learn and admire in
the trandscendent genius of ALBERT PIKE  If he has the ambition and the genius
to scale the dizzy heights of Parnassus, he may there learn from the greatest of
American poets to tune the lyre and sweep the harp of immortal song. If to grasp
a great and comprehensive science, as the foundation of enlightened government,
he will find him master of the jurisprudence of his own country, and to possess a
more extensive knowledge of Roman law than any English scholar of this or, per

haps, any other age.

** Justinian, the great and enlightened Roman emperor, caused a compilation
of fifty volumes, in the sixth century, of the decisions, writings and opinions of
the old Roman jurists, under the comprehensive title of ¢ The Pandects of Justin
ian.” GENERAL PIKE read this compilation in the Latin tongue, and translated
a great part into English in writing, and has read all the works in the civil law by
Latin and French authors of any celebrity., His work on the maxims of Roman
and French law is, within itself, a great achievement. The great scholar has
followed up Roman jurisprudence through all of its mediweval roots and branches

in Central Europe, where it became, in the Middle Ages, the foster-mother of

feudalism, which so long robbed man of his natural rights and dwarfed him into
vassalage. The Saxon, Gaelic, and Anglo-Saxon plants of Roman jurisprudence,

'n their roots and combinations, 1o day pervade the major part of the jurisprudence

7
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of the civilized world. It came into the British Isles with the conquest and pro
consulate of Cuwsar, and from thence into all the English colonies of the world.
Itis the great original on which the jurisprudence of France and her colonies is
based, Spain and Portugal are kindred Latin races, and they have planted the
Roman system wherever their arms and conquest have enabled them to plant
colonies,

I s a matter of profound interest to lovers of philosophic literature, to trace
the wisdom of the ancient Romans as it to-day finds expression in a great number
and variety of our laws, modified to meet the requirements of man in this age, yet
retaining the vigorous impress of the grand originals, This field, vast as it appears
to the ordinary scholar, was soon compassed by GENERAL PIKE, who, like Alex-
ander the Great, sought the distant plains of Asia 1o quench his thirst, not for
conquest over his fellowman, but over one of the greatest fields literature has
reserved for modern times,  Some idea of the vast scope of his designs and magni-
tude of accomplishment may be gathered from his herculean labors during the past
decade in translating and commenting on the Rig-Veda and Zend-Avesta. and
other works of Aryan literature,

* The Rig-Veda is a ¢ mpilation of the sacred literature of the Hindoos, as
far back in the past as letters and learning enable us to penctrate. The Zend
\vesta is a compilation of the same character of sacred literature by Persian sages,
This great work of GENERAL PIKE’S has now attained to the dimensions of fifteen
large manuseript volumes, A profound knowledge of ethnology and philology is

involved, required and developed in this great work,

* The Aryan family of nations is divided by ethnologists into two grand divi-
sions, each of which is sub-divided into many subordinate or cogna‘e divisions.
Man originated with the Aryan race, and was rocked in its cradle on the plains of
Asia in the beginning.  From there the race spread over the vast plains of Central
Asia, and in the course of ages, over Europe, and this branch, including its roots,
is known as the Indo European division of the Aryan family,

* This field of learning and profound  scholarly investigaion embraces not
only all the living Aryan races, and a knowledge of their languages, but also in-
cludes, necessarily, a knowledge of the ancient Sanskrit and all other fossilized
languages of the Aryan family of nations.  The ancient Sanskrit was the literary
and sacred dialect of India, hut for ages has been numbered with the dead
languages. Philologists tell us it has been more perfectly preserved inits primitive
purity than any other dead language, and that it is closely allied to the modern
Hindoo, the Persjan and the principal languages of Europe, including the dead
Latin and Greek Languages, and that all have sprung from the Sanskrit, as a
common ancestor or mother.  Often the link between the living and the remote

dead races and languages is found in nothing but similarity of language.

" Our great Philologist, Ethnologist and Oriental scholar follows up these

linguistic monuments through the dim and mysterious shadows of the remote past,
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and tells us their relation to the races of to-day.  The field is as intricate as vast,
and is only equalled by the genius which has undertaken (o compass it.  Ile is not
only great in this field, but in all he undertakes is ALBERTUS MAGNUS. He
is the Grand Commander of the Thirty-third Degree Scottish Rite Masons, the
Provincial Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of the Royal Order of Scotland, and
the most eminent Mason in the Western Hemisphere, and, perhaps, of the world,
He has contributed very largely to the learned literature of the Order, and is the
author of several unpublished manuscript volumes of profound commentaries on
Masonry. He was an ardent supporter of the Confederacy, and was led in that
direction by nothing more than his great love for right, founded on Constitutional
sanctions.  He had served with distinetion in the Mexican War, and was no
stranger to arms,

** The secession convention of \rkansas in May, 1861, accepted his services
and sent him to treat with the five civilized tribes on our Western border, and to
attach them to the South, Ife partially succeeded, and soon recruited a brigade
of Cherokees which he led in battle at Pea Ridge. The treachery and desertion
f John Ross, the Cherokee Chiel, rendered it necessary for the South to keep an
influential diplomat to look over and negotiate with the Indians, and GENERAT
PIKE was assigned to this service, For a short period during the Civil War he
was on the Supreme Bench of Arkansas, and the few opinions he delivered are
luminous expositions of law. His heart is a fountain of affection for his friends,
whom he never forgets or neglects, Whilst these friends are not always chosen
from the higher walks of life, they are all distingnished for fidelity to friends and
an unswerving devotion to principle,

‘“ Learning that there was an old blind gentleman in the ancient village
(Danville), who knew GENERAL PIki when he first came to the Territory, I
called on him at night, having more leisure at that hour, and was introduced to
John Howell,  Ancient pines studded the yard, and lifted their plumage high to
meet the gorgeous field of silver light which came flooding through the soft waving
foliage. We retired to seats beneath the pines that we might enjoy our commune
without interruption.  The quaint, garrulous, good, little old man, bearing the
burdens of threescore and ten, blossoming for the great fruition beyond the dark
river, with the windows of the soul forever closed against the world’s light,
embraces that profound, Socratic philosophy which makes him the master of mis
fortune. He was delighted to hold converse with the friend of ALBERT FIKE, and
spoke of his humble and unpretending advent into Arkansas, dwelt on the Casca
papers, Crittenden’s visit to the young school teacher, his opinion of the brilliant
young man, Christopher Norths opinion of  Hymns to the Gods,” his admission to

the bar, and rapid upward flight to a seat where viants dwell, his advent to the

Supreme Court of the United States in 1856, and the high eulogy passed on him
by Daniel Webster, one of his auditors. Continuing, he said : * Arkansas had
big guns in those days ; more brains than any other given amount of popuiation on
the continent, There was Absalom Fowler, the knotty old Coke of the bar ;
David Walker, who carved his way with sledge hammer force to the front rank of
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his profession ; and Sam Hempstead, too ; he was no orator, but a deep thinker,:
he builded a monument out of the Statutes of Descents and Distributions now so
deeply rooted in our system; and there was old John Linton, too, huge and
rough, whose memory was an index, unerring, to the whole range of legal litera-
ture, a foeman to be dreaded and respected in any field ; and there was Chester
Ashley, a man of greath depth and scope of comprehension, who carved his way
from poverty to fame and high distinction and there was old John Taylor, the

cynic, the accomplished lawyer, whose satire and withering irony would make
Juvenal blush ; and there was Jesse Turner, a rising young man, as proud as Luci-
fer, as brave as Caesar, and the soul of honor. Billy Cummins was there, too ; he
could hold his hand with the best of them. Robert Crittenden, too, was here in
early times ; he was the greatest orator Arkansas ever had, but he passed off the
stage as Pike was coming on. Old Ben Johnson, the just judge, came in 1821,
and stayed on the bench until death cancelled his commission in 1848,
Here the old man’s heart filled up, and the call of the old roll was
suspended. Fhe moon crept softly down, through the interstices of
bright foliage above, into those rayless eyes, and kissed a tear on
his furrowed cheek. His voice grew mellow and tremulous as his memory spanned
the years gone and called up the few living and the many dead in panorami pro
cession before his mental vision Pausing, he said : * We all loved Pike ; he is
one of the truly great men of this country.” I would rather be baptized in the civic
fame which inspired that tear from its crystal fount than to have won the fields of
Austerlitz, Marengo, Borodino, Lodi, Wagram, Leipsic and Eylau. Such homage
as that, to true worth and unpretending greatness, is worth more to just fame than
the Pyramids. In comparison, shafts of marble and spires of brass dedicated to
martial fame retire into the background.”

Around the catafalque
and covering the carpet was an oblong square of black fabric, while the part of the
room beneath the balcony was entirely covered with black drapery. The hangings
of the stations were of the same sombre hue, and festoons of black Danish cloth
were gracefully looped around the railings of the balconies and entirely covered
and shut out the bright colors of the stained glass windows. The draping was
very artistically done, and the massing of so much black produced a very impress-
ive eftect. Throughout the decoration a perfect unity was maintained, and the
general effect was brightened by its symbolic nature. Palms were used extensively
and everywhere. Above the sombre folds of black rose the sprig of evergreen,
symbol of eternity. The room was draped under the personal supervision and
designs of BROTHER JaMmEes H. TRIMBLE, 32°.". No official record of the num-
bers who viewed the remains of GEX. PIKE was kept, but one gentleman who was
in almost constant attendance stated that many thousands visited the Cathedral
during the two days in which his remains lay there. The casket is covered with
black broadcloth, with handles and ornaments of silver. The plate bears the sim-
ple inscription, *“ ALBERT PIKE. Born 1809. Died 1891.”

In accordance with the communication from the Acting Grand Commander,
dated 7th April, 1891, to the Master of the Kadosh, the following notice was issued
to the Brethren of the Scotiish Rite :

The following account of the midnight service is taken from the Suntay

Herala ;

The midnight services on Thursday eve ning attracted a very large attendance.
Ihe body of the church was reserved for the Scottish Rite, the Masonic fraternity
of the District of Columbia and the Masonic Veteran \ssociation.  About 12
o'clock the above named bodies marched into the church and occupied the pews
assigned to them, the galleries and re maining space being filled with spectators.
[t was a solemn scene and one long to be remembered.  Am mg all the magnifi
‘ent Rituals of the Scottish Rite there is none more beautiful and solemn than the
last offices at the obsequies of a Knight Kadosh, the ceremony which was held
over the remains of Gy, PIKE. Thg services ar. nearly identical with the
ancient ceremonies used at the obsequies of a Knight Templar, When the remains
of the Grand Commander were brought into the Church Thursday evening they
were placed within the houndaries of nine candles, arranged in triangles on the
cast, west and south of the casket. On the upper end of the coffin lid rested a
chaplet of white roses, below it the insignia of the Order and the sheathed sword of
a Knight Kadosh, Upon a table near the coffin was a skull, wreathed with ever
greens and surrounded by seven large candlesticks bearing no lights. At the head
of the coffin stood a large iron cross, painted black, and the presiding officer held
in his hand an iron hammer of similar color, Shortly after the stroke of twelve
the presiding officer, followed by twenty-one knights, all bearing tapers, attired in

black, with scarfs of crepe, and their heads bare, filed one by one upon the stage

as silently as shadows and arranged themselves in a semi-circle on the west, south
and north sides of the coffin, facing the east, while the presiding officer took his station
on the east side of the coffin, behind the cross and facing the west.  After standing
thusssilently two or three moments a few notesof plaintive music were heard, and the
presiding officer began the reading of the ritual. For want of space this beautiful
opening cannot be printed. One paragraph is so touching that it is given : ** It is
midnight and a new day begins for us. Qur brother has finished his earthly pro
bation. Death is the inexorable creditor whose indulgence nothing in the world
can purchase. Every moment that sees a new-born child laugh at the light sees
also a man die, and hears the cry of a breaking heart and the lamentations of those
who sit lonely in the desolation of affliction, no longer seeing the faces dearly loved.
Round the little island of our being on which we follow our various p. rsuits of toil
or craft, of usefulness or mischief, throbs the illimitable ocean of eternity, upon
which round theislea broad circle nfimpcnmmhl('(lnrkncsshmoding lies. But beyond
that zone the outer ocean sparkles and its white crested waves dance in the light,

and somewhere in the distance the islands of the blessed are dreaming, girdled by
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the peaceful waters.

Here in our present home we live our little life, waiting 1o
be called to othe

r duties elsewhere, and one by one our loved ones and our cher
ished friends glide away from us unseen, and are swallowed up in the darkness
which is the shadow of the broad wings of Death,”

One of the most dramatic scenes occurred after the conclusion of the opening
colloquy, the presiding officer twice demanding of the knights present if they have
aught whereof to accuse the brother whose body awaits burial. There was an im
pressive pause for some moments,

during which the entire audience was as silent
as death, when he exclaimed in

a loud voice, * If there be no accuser there can be

no judgment.  Doth no man accuse the dead?” Then all the knights, bending

on the right knee, answered in unison, ** God is his Judge and ours.,” Then the

presiding officer, giving three blows upon the iron cross with his hammer, declared,
** Let the grave then, be ready to receive this body.”  Further colloquy followed,

knights sprinkled water upon the coffin, each with his benediction. The music of
the chant sounded further and further off, dying as it were in the distance, when
each taper except that of the presiding officer was extinguished, and the knights,
kneeling with their arms crossed, prayed silently. Dr. J. C, BATCHELOR, the
acting Grand Commander, then struck three blows upon the cross and delivered
this benediction :

‘I bless thee, O dead brother, in the name of Almighty God, in the name of

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THE BURIAL OF ALBERT PIKE.
The Last Rites Performed This Afternoon Without Any Elaborate Ceremony.

The last sad rites over the remains of the late ALBERT PIKF. were held this
afternoon at Ascension Church. The services of to-day were purely of a private
character and in accordance with the request of the deceased, who expressed a dis
like to a great funeral display. Members of the family had charge of the arrange-
ments, and at their request the Scottish Rite Consistory in this city acted as the
guard of honor at the funeral. The members appeared in uniform as an armed
escort under the command of A. H. HoLT. the Master of the Consistory. This
was the only organization in attendance at the services to-day. There were Masons
of high and low degree from all parts of the country and from this city present in
large numbers, but they were there as citizens and friends paying the last tribute
of respect to a great man.  After the Scottish Rite service in the Congregational
Church last evening, the b dy was removed to the Cathedral, where it lay in state
until 1.30 o’clock to-day.

With deep regret we announce to you the death, on May 3rd, 1891, of IlL .
Bro.*. HucH WiILLIAMS CHISHOLM, one of the original members of this Supreme
Council, and until the annual session of 1887 one of its Active members. In that
vear he was placed on the Past Active list Bro.'. CHISHOLM was a native of
Nova Scotia, born over seventy years ago, but he had spent the greater portion of
his life in the Province of New Brunswick. In the year 1845 he was made a
Mason in the City of Saint John, in Hibernia Lodge No. 301, on the Registry of
the Grand Lodge, and in that city he took also the degree of the Royal Arch in
1846, and at a later period he was created a Knight of the Temple in the Union
De Maloy Preceptory, in which body he for some time filled the office of Preceptor
At the time of his death his name was first on the roll of Carleton Royal Arch
Chapter. When the degrees of the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite were
introduced into new Brunswick under the auspices of the Supreme Council in the
year 1872 he was the first to receive them. He was made a Sovereign Grand
Inspector-General by patent from that Supreme Council, and the degree was
conferred upon him in New York in the Northern Supreme Council in 1873.

In the community in which he lived the greater portion of his life—in which.
for a number of years he acted as the agent of a large business—Bro. . CHISHOLM
was greatly esteemed. He lived an honorable iife, the memory of which will long
be kept fresh in the hearts of a circle of friends by whom he was greatly liked for

his many sturdy and manly qualities. ~ As a mark of respect to his memory the

usual badge of mourning will be worn for a period of sixty days from the date of
these le‘ters, and may our Father in Heaven have you always in His holy keeping.
