Crawford murdered his wife and then
took his own life on Sunday last. in
Brocton.

Regarding the tragedy the Boston Globe,
of Monday, says'in part:— ‘ j

“The two were found dead in bed at
their home shortly before one o’clock to-
day, Crawford with his throat cut and his
wife’s face elashed with a ehoemaker’s
knife. They were in théir night clothes,

The motive of the crime was jealousy,
a demon having been aroused in the hus-
band because, of suspected infidelity: of his
wife. This fact is substantiated by letters
written by him after he had -killed her
and prior to taking. his' own life.

One
of these, dated Sunday, ! .

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PEACE CONFERENCE

WILL STAND OR FALL
ON QUESTION OF CASH

Indemnity Question Has Come Like a Stone Wall Across
the Path of a Complete Settlement---Roosevelt

L@

Looms Large l’ﬂ the Crisis.

PORTSMOUTH, N.H., Aug. 2¢ — The
personality of President Roosevelt looks
larger and larger in the crisis. He stands
between the warring countries insisting
that- the peace -conference shall not fail.
Had he not stepped into the breach the
conference probably would already have
gone to pieces.

Such hopes as remain that it will'end
in peace and a treaty, rest upon it.

The strength of the president’s posi-

tion is that he commands the ‘confidence
of both sides. He has already accom-
plished much, using his good offices to
impress upon each side the necessity of
mutual concession, and -both sides ‘have
already yielded a great deal to his per-
suasion. The main point still separates
them, but it is as it has been from the
beginning, the crisis.
"1t was Mr. Roosevelt’s compromise
proposition which Baron Komura formal-
ly presented at yesterday’s meeting in
which Japan agreed to entirely withdraw
articles 10 and 11 (surrender of interned
warships and limiting of Russia’s naval
force in the far east).and to substitute
for articles 5 and. 9 (cession of Sakhalin
and indemnity) a new article providing
for an arrangement by ' which- Japan
should get ‘a legal title to the southern
half of Sakhalin, which she possessed be-
fore the treaty of 1875, while Russia
should redeem or re-purchase. her title
to the northern half of the island for
1,200,000,000 yen, or $600,000,000.

‘While it is Mr. Roosevelt’s proposition

in substance, the giated Press is in-
formed that as offered yesterday it varies
slightly from the termsof the compromise
as the president suggested it to both sides.
In exactly what'particelar cannot be as-
certained. Russia, while/rejecting the com-
promise because’ it imelsded remuneraticn
for cost of the war under another name,
was willing and. indeed;offered the island
of Sakhalin by not obly restoring the
status quo existing before the treaty of
1875, but to delimit the frontier and re-
nounce all claim to. the southern half.
With articles 10-and 11 eut of the way
by Japan’s recession,. article 5 settled
by compromise, , the only thing which re-
mained was the indemni$y, which has been
a stone wall acroes the path of a complete
‘agreement. Under the ‘financial head,
Russia” offers to ‘pay liberally for main-
tenance of the Russian prisoners in Japan.
Her' cession of the Chinese Eastern R. R.
also will place a tidy sum in the Japanese
exchequer, but further than_ that Mr.
Witte has as yet o instrmctions to go.
So the situation ‘stooll yesterday when
the -conference - adjourned until Saturday.
But the president'did not surrender. He
carried his appeal for peace to the throne
of the -Romanoffs;: to: the..anthor: of_ the
dream of reduced armaments:and univer-
sal peace. A ; Meyer's three
hour audience with Emperor Nicholas yes-
terday during the very. time when the

" plenipotentiaries at the navy yard were

explaining  to' each other their irreconcil-
able differences, may have proved a de-
ciding factor. There is yet mo clue to the
response Mr, Meyer received from Em-
peror Nicholds, but i, is already in Presi-
dent Rocsevelt’s' possession, .and he is in

at position today to deétermine his next
step. ~ 5

If the Emperor declined absolutely to
yield there may be stil] time to turn to
Tokio for a last appeal ‘to forego $600,000,-
000 or . $400,000,000, rather than protract
the war indefinitely at the cost of mil-
lions in money and thousands of lives,
with no surety that she will ever be able,
whatever her military successes, to’force
tribute from her burly adversary.

Now, too, in the final struggle the. in-
fluence of the neutral powers, the threats
of financiers have been.brought to bear
to force the combatants to cease .the

hloody struggle which has been going on | .

for 19 months. The financiers of the
world are as potent as. nations. No coun-
try can conduct military campaigns with
an empty war chest.

The money markets of the world: have|

already shown a disposition”to close their
doors to’' Russia unless' she makes -peace.
In consequence Rusasia only the other'day
sought, to raise an “internal loan of $100,-
000,000. 1t met with a' cool response, al-
though there  is plenty: of idle money in
Russia. Yesterday the cable bronght the
report that as the attémpt:was:a failure
the. treasury had resorted to:an:issue of
paper. While. a imargin ;of ‘gold reserve
for paper issues. still. remains, . it is not
large. and foreign bankers could shortly
force Russia again upon the paper basis
from which M. Witte rescued it. A fail-
ure to respond to Japanmese appeals for
loans would probably place Japan iin even
a worse position. These considerations in
the next few days may, prove all power-
ful. s

_There was much eloquence from the
speakers of the meeting, who talked of
patriotism and ithe necessity . that the
Chinese residents of Yokohamla, a great
port, should fall in line “with their
brethren also.

SOME WEALTHY MENDICANTS

Stories About Professional Alms Séekers Who Accumulate
Vast Fortunes---italy a Paradise for Clever and Unscru-~

- (Canadian Jeurnal of Commerce.)

l That i¢ an almost unknown etory which
| links Abraham Fidler, the beggar, with
| one of the greatest and most highly
| placed of the world's millionairés. As a
| boy Abraham was kidnappéd from his

ihome in Odessa but he escaped from his
| captors and became one-of the most suc-
!cesafu] professional beggare who ever
lfound dharity a comfortable substitute for
I honest work. After his death, at Nice,
|in August last, eecurities worth £80,000
| were found attached to his body and with
them’was a will bequéathing ‘the fortune
to Lord Rothschild, giving as the reason
for such a singular bequest that “money
goes to money.” To Lord Rothschild the
fortune thus acquired has proved a source
of embarrasement and trouble, for he has
-}u}d to employ a number of detectives to
discover the testator’s next-of-kin with the
object of handing to them his undesired
legacy.

Ttaly e¢ems to be a paradise for clever
and unscrupulous beggamrs, for it was in
that country that Tori, who died a few
years ago, reaped his rich harvest of chati-
table deles. When at last “the beggar
died hig sordid rooms were found to be
treasure-houses of silver and gold and ee-
curities. When théy had been thoroughly
ransacked the spoil amountéd to no less
than 2,000,000 francs, all of which went to
two nephews of Tori who weré in a de-
plorable condition of poverty amd to
whom the old ‘man would not give a crust
of bread during his life. ;

Another Italian beggar who found his
profession highly profitable was Alberto

o Righotti, who for 50 years and more, so-

licited alme in the chief citiés of his native
country. Alberto appears to have been
born under a lucky star, for early in his
career as a mendicant he won a prize of
over £3000 with a lottery ticket given
to him by one of his patrons, and by
lucky investment more than trebled its
value. When he died in a wretched gar-
ret in Rome in 1899 he left the whole of
his fortune, amounting to £56,000, t6 sig-
nor Stelluti, one of the wealthiest men in
Italy, whose father had been his most lib-
eral and constant almegiver,

Even millionaires do not as a rule, car-
ry a fortune with them on their walks
abroad, like a ecertain beggar who has for
many ' years frequented the neighborhood
of the Qpera House in Paris. One hot
summer’s day, a few years ago, this mendi-
cant was prostrated by sunstroke and was
taken in an unconscious state to the near-
est hospital. When his clothes were re-
moved he was found to ‘be wearing a belt
which was literally stuffed with bank
[notes of the value of 300,000 francs -or
| roughly £12,000. More remarkable still is
the story of another Parisian beggar, Hen
ri Bompard who was arrested in- the
Boulevard. Sebastopa]l a few months ago
for assaulting with his crutch a gentleman
who refused him alms. On him was féund
a leather bag, suspended from the neck,
containing hundreds of precious stones,
cut and uncut the value of which was said
to be at least 130,000 franes. For many
vears Bompard had been in the habit of
investing 'his savings in this compact
and portable form, and had thus acquired
géms whith tight well fill a society queen

with enwwy. -

Just 10 years ago there died in Auxerre
a beggar in whose cellar weré 400 bottles
of wine of a raré and costly vintage, more
than a centiry old, while a single trunk
revealed coins and securities amounting to
1,000,000 francs. And Gustave Marcelin
whose career as a medicant came to an

Then
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end three years earlier in Avignon left
behind him the snug little fortune of
100,000 franes, with directions that it
should be  equally divided between the
city of Avignon and a local charity bur-
eau.

Only last year there died in a wretched
lodging off the Rue de Flandre, Paris,
one Marguerite N., who was gaid to be
a member of the one of the oldest and
most aristoeratic of French families. As
a echoolgirl she had eloped avith a young
scapegrace who quickly abandoned her,
and thus, thrown penniless on the world,
she assumed the role of professional beg-
gar. For 60 years she plied her profes-
sion and hoarded her alms, until' when
she ditd, she wad attually drawing an
inccme of over 30,000 francs a year from
her investments in government securities.

To give eome more instances of mendi-
cant Croesuses it is said that the richest
of them all now living, is one Simon Op-
pasich whose misfortune of ~being born
without legs and arms he has turned to
excellent financial account.

CHICAGO, Aug. 23—Caréfully organized
opposition to the “‘Beef Trust,” which it is
esserted will reach gigantic proportions
shortly, has taken practical form at the par-
tially completed packing plant owned by
the Ipdependent Packing Company. - With
the utmost secrecy two companies, the Inde-
pendent and Western Packing & Provision
Company, have organized in this city, and
their plants will cost nearly $500,000 when
completed. The interests represented are
the wholesale butchers, hotel men and res-
turant men, as well as other large consum-
ers of meat.

IRON MILLS. RUSHED

All Plants Running to Full
Capacity, and New Ones, to
Cost About $20,000,000,
- Planned, for Pittsburg Dis-
7 e ‘

NEW YORK, Aug.. 23. — Reports from
all sections of the country where steel mills
are located are to the effect that every one

of these plants is running practically to its
full  capacity and that the congestion is so
great that there is no present hope of its
being  overcome. . ANl the great steel:com-
aniés are busy in|every department, so
busy, in fact, that the ofticials have short-
ened their vacations, and, in Some cases,
are practically taking no vacations at all.
Not only this, but every available man is
being put to’ work, and new mills are being
planned for the purpose of providing for
the future. The activity of the present con-
dition prevents Judge Gary, chairman of the
board of directors of the United States Steel
Corporation, from taking more than a few
days at a time from hjs office, and other
men in executive positions who did not go
away some time ago when things were less
crowded are at their desks.

It is estimated, and these figures possess
the character of being practically official,
that fully $20,000,000 will be spent in .the
Pittsburg district and that neighborhood in
the erection of new steel milis, .the out-
1ook is that these will find. all the work,
they can do. Mills, furhaées and’' shops, |
which cost $,000,000 to erect, are now about
in readiness to open:. Fifty thousand men
are now at work “in, the region mentioned,
and the K' plants Will give employment to.
at-least 23,000, more. £i%

‘At “Chicago ‘the Illinois Steel) Company has'
9,000 men on its pay-roll, and when its new
beam mill is opened, which will be in about
four weeks, 500 men will be gddeéd. ' The re-
port that the United ‘States Stee]l Corpora-
tion will erect a $2,000,000 plant at Wyan-
dotte, a Detroit suburb, is again revived.
The reason the Republic Iron & Steel Com-
pany. gives for pot-putting up a new wire
mill “1s that the steel rail plant is absorb-
ing all the surplus billets the company can
manufacture, while the company is now in
the market for billets owing to the inability
of its mills to satisfy the demand of its fin-
ishing departments.

Unfilled orders on the books of the Uni-
ted States Steel Corporation have increas-
ed until at present they are well.in excess
of 5,500,000 toms, as against 4,820,655 tons
on June 30. In March they stood at 5,597,-
560 tons, but they fell' off; by about 500,000
tons toward the close of the quarter. This
temporary loss has been recovered, how-
ever, and indications are that at the end
of the present quarter the figures will stand
at 5.500,000. . On Sept. 30, 1304, they stood
at 3,027,436; in 1903, at the same date, at
3,728,742, and in 1902, at 4,843,007. What is
true, in the way of activity and press of
orders with the United States Steel Corpor-
ation, is also true with the Bethiehem, Re-
public, Penngylvania, Lackawanna and other
steel companies. .

A representative of the Lackawanna Steel
Company says: ‘‘Orders are 'getting ahead
of us at a greaf rate. <. Structural steel con-
ditions are worse now than they have been:
4t any time this year. - By this I mea
that the work being forced upon the mills s
too much of a strain on their capacity.
The rail end of the steel business is also be-
c?mllnz almost as bad as the structural
steel.” .

'BANK STATEMENT

One of the most striking features of the
Canadian cbartered bank statement for the
month ending July 31 is the large expan-
sion in call loans here and abroad. An in-
crease in this item is rather unusual at this
time of the year when the banks are pre-
paring to meet the largely augmented de-
mands at home for crop moving purposes.
However, the chartered institutions are now
arranging in order to meet the fall demands
from the agricultural’ districts and are pre-
pared to move the harvest with the mini-
mum disturbance to rates characteristic of
the Canadian banking system. The total

THAT QUEBEC TAX

Clause No. 1 of the Stock Transfer Act, re-
cently passed by the Quebec government, has
been modified, and put into a more works-
ble shape. In the original clause there was
a stipulation that a tax would be required
upon every sale, transfer or assignment of
shares, bonds, debentures, or debenture stock
issued by any corporation or company. Ow-
ing to the difficulty in applying the rule the
department at Quebec has made the follow-
dng modification:

“Collectors to be instructed that the inten-
tion of the act is to tax only the mutation
of ownership owing to contract, that only
one tax is to be levied on each contract, that
the tax may be paid on the entract or on
the transfer or assignment necessary to give
it effect, but that the tax once paid, trans-
fers or assignments connected with fhe con-
tract, and convenient, but not necessary to
carry it into effect, are not to be again tax-

on

ed.

" AGREEMENT

Between the City and Mc-
Arthur and McVey Cone
sidered by a Sub-Committee
This Morning. ;

er the proposed neéw agreement .between
the ‘city and ‘MoArthur & MoVey met in
city hall this morning.

The main feature. of the agreement is
that McArthur & MeVey be paid, on the
full’ performance of their contract, the
sum of $15,000 extra to the ecomtract 'if

such - contract be fully performed by Oc-
tober 31. This sum, however, will not be
paid unless the folléwing particulars are
also agreed to: -

1. That if in the 6pinion of the engineer
the work is not -proceeding as rapidly as
he' considers necessary, the city may at
once employ additidhal men and machin-
ery, implements and plent and charge the
cost and expenses to. the contractors.

2. That the suretiés and  contractors
shall not be veliena! from any obligations
existing under the .wriginal agreement.

3. That the .contractofs shall not have
any claim for extra work or material not
allowed wunder the original contract, or
that may hereafter be done, except on:the
written order of the engineer. 3

4. That the contractors will execute a
release to the city from all ¢laims in re-
spect of anything which may previqusly
have arisen. ;

5. That the bondsmen also become par-
ties to the. agreement,

The .general opinion appears to be that
the contractors will not consent to these
terms. It will be seen by section 3 that
they will resign all claims under the head
of extras, and under section 4 all claims
under the head of damages. They are
said to regard a claim for extra payment
for rock as one they could not relinquish,
and the width of the trench’in which they
say the work was required to be dome is
also takenexception to.

Damages is a feature which has not
hitherto been prominently mentioned.

Perhaps ‘the only possible claim that’
might be ' made would ‘be in respect to
flooding the works from the opening of
the sluice gate at Latimer Lake to supply
Little River.

A 'new feature which has not hitherto
been considered is whether the bondsmen
anight not bring pressure to bear‘'on the
contractors to accept the city’s proposal.
In ‘any ‘case/it is thought the matter will
be speedily decided one way.or the other.

In the event of the new agreement fall-
ing through, ‘the contractors have the al-
ternative of going on and trosting to the
city to reimburse them for additional ex-
penses after they have completed the' con-
tract. Failing this the city may 'step in
and, under article 21 of the original agree-
ment, take possession of all machinery,
implements, etc., found on the line of
work, and complete the section, charging
the expense to' the contractors.

It may be of interest to quote a part of
anticle 22 under which the city is pro-
tected from extras on account of the wa-
ture of the soil, etc. This article provides
that “the contractor shall take all Tespon-
sibility of the work, * * * and shall bear
all losses resulting to him on account: of
the amount or character of the work, or
because the nature of the land in or on
which the work is done, is different from
what was estimated or expected, or on
account. of the weather or other causes.”

There is a
very general feeling among hotsemen that
the “donors of the -‘Cleveland Gold Cup
ought to so change the rules as to exclude|
altogether the horses. that start in pro-|
fessional races or -elée throw the cup races
open to all; and the latter plan would be
more acceptable than the other.

by the Men of His Regi-
ment.

Qdessa, Aug. 21—A remarkable letter re-
ceived from a soldier in the Seventy-first

(Bielaveky) ‘Regiment, stationed at Novo-

ported to have been received here, relating
how the commander of the brigade, Major-

by the regiment after he had brutally
murdered a corporal.

The unfortunate man seems to have in-
herited the mania- for suicide, as his
father met death in a similar manner
here some years ago.

MecCarthy escaped from . the asylum -a
couple of months ago, and went over the
breakwater at Indiantown with the inten-
tion of drowning himself. Certain induce-
ments were held out ‘to him on that oc-
casion by one of the attendants and he
was lured back' to ' the asylum. His
mother, who resides in this city, survives
him.
