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INHANDS OF THE
BOLSHEVIKI?

Capture of Eight American
and Two British “Officers
Reported

Report of Collapse of Kolchak
Accepted as Fact and All
Siberia Ready for Red Con-
trol—French Demand Lib-
eration of Kolchak. |

KOLCHAK OF RUSSIA.

London, Jan. 30—Eight Americans
and two British officers are believed to
have fallen into the hands of the Bol-
sheviki, according to the Daily Mail’s
correspondent at Harbin, whose state-
ment does not give details and is not
precise. It apparently indicates that «he
capture of the officers occurred to the
west of Irkutsk, but no date is given.

The message to the Daily Mail, which
is dated Saturday, reports that 15,000
Czechs are spread over 400 miles along
the railroad west of Irkutsk. T'hey still
hold 20,000,000 pounds of sterling of the
Kolchak goyernment’s gold, which the
Bolshevik have sworn never to-let pass
east of Lake Baikal.

The despatch adds that General Sem-
enoff’s force has been reduced by deser-
tion to about<2,000, that the fact of Ad-
miral Kolchak’s collapse may be taken
as a fact and that virtually the whole
of the population of Siberia is ready to
accept Bolshevism.

Paris, Jan. 80—The report that Ad-
miral Kolchak has been surrendered to
the revolutionary socialist government
at Irkutsk is credited in French official
civeles, but details are not known.

The Allied high commission in Siberia
has been instructed by the French gov-
ernment to demand a report from Gen.
Janin, the Czech commander, and that
he takes measures for the liberation of

Kolchak.
Stockholm, Jan. 80—(Havas)—The

Allied military mission here has protest- |
. ed strongly to the Esthonian government

concerning the arrest of General Yude-
nitch.

London, Jan. 80—A Moscow wireless
message reports that an order has been
issued for the disbanding of the north-
west Russian army. A. Kharkov mes-
sage says that the First Astrakhan Cos-
sack regiment has surrendered complete-
ly to the Belsheviki.

There is no intention, according to this
information, of evacuating Moscow,
where the reported outbreak of plague
is denied, as well as the rumored revolt
of the Reds.

London, Jan. 80—Difficulties of sup-
ply have probably stopped the advance
of Bolshevik troops along the trans-Si-
berian railroad west of Irkutsk, accord-
ing to advices to the war office. All re-
sistance to the Soviet army seems to
have disappeared. Bolshevik detach-
ments are reported to have reached the
Chinese frontier southeast of Blisk.

Armored trains under the command
of Gen. Semenoff bombarded Irkutsk on
December 80, at which time the city was
in possession of insurgents. Then Sem-
enoff troops captured the railway sta-
tion ,but were later forced to retire. The
Allied missions were assured of their
safety by the ultimate arrival of a Jup-
anese battalion which occupied the sta-
tion

Virtually all of Kochak’s troops join-
ed the insurgents and when the Allied
representatives left Irkutsk on January
5, it was evident that the government’s
cause was lost.

In South Russia the Bolsheviki have
resumed their advance against General
Depekine. On the western half of the
front the main effort of the Soviet
troops appears to be directed southward
against Crimea, and southwestwara
against the Kherson-Nikolaioff-Odessa

area.

In the latter area the Reds have push-
ed forward, down the railway toward
Nikolaieff, after occuyping Elizabeth-
gred, but still are about fifty miles from
Nikolaieff.

On the eastern half of the front, the
threatening Red' advance along the
western shores of the Caspian Sea has
been checked and thrown back. In the
centre, Gen. Denekine’s unit have fallen
back, but in the Don region the anti-
Bolsheviki are maintaining their position.
It is said the fighting spirit of Gen.
Denekine’s men has revived.

In western Russia, the Lettish ad-
vance along a ninety mile front has at-
tained a maximum penetration of about
sixty~-five miles.

Warsaw, Jan. 80—The Polish troops
¢ontinue to pursue the Bolsheviki, ac-
cording to a staff communication reé-
ceived here. They have reached a line
along Lake Blyssyne and the Sarjanki
river.

Another group, the communication
says, defeated the Bolsheviki east of
Dryssaand northeast of Dobrujsk. The
Poles in force crossed to the east bank
of the Deresina river, and defeated im-
portant Bolshevik forces in the region
of Kloozew, taking prisoners and booty.

THE MINE LABOR
CONTROVERSY IN
CAPE BRETON

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Halifax, N. S, Jan. 30—The Halifax
Herald publishes the following despatch
from its Sydney correspondent today,
under date of January 29:—

“The acceptance or rejection of the
MacKinnon wage schedule is now up to
the district convention, which will be
held at Sydney or Truro, early in Feb-
ruery, it was decided at a meeting of the
Phalen local, the storm centre of the
United Mine Workers revolt, at Glace
Bay tonight.

“While declaring their willingness to
leave further action to the conventiony
the Phalen men re-affirm their entire |
hostility to the wage agreement entered
into by the Dominion Coal Company and
the United Mine Workers leaders, and
give uncompromising notice that they
will fight it to the last ditch when it
comes up on the floors of the labor par-
liament.

“The carpenters’ local also met tonight
to consider the schedule and, as was ex-
pected, it fell in line with divisions
which have already turned down the
principal provisions of the MacKinnon
award, including seventy-five per cent of
the wages rates, and the eight hour day
and one year contract clauses.

New Glasgow, N. S., Jan. 80—At the
request of the Canadian Press, President
Baxter and Secretary McLaughlin, of
the United Mine Workers of Nova
Scotia, yesterday issued a statement
which . concludes as follows:—

“The officers of Nova Scotia miners
asked the officials of the Dominion Coal
Company for the scale of wages drawn
up at' the Sydney convention and have
approximately obtained that for t.he men.
Never in the history of coal mining in
Nova Scotia did the miners ever com¢
nearer receiving all they asked for than
at this present time. We stand abso-
lutely behind that agreement and can
justify it7as a fair settlement of the de-
mands. When a settlement has been
reached in the United States between the
operators and the miners, the officers of
District Number Twenty-six shall cer-
tainly look for an adjustment here and
have written into our agreement as plain-
ly as the English language can make it
that such a readjustment can be made at
any ‘four month period from the first

day of this year.

Britain Had 8,654,476 Men in
the Field

'London, Jan. 30—Revised figures com-
piled by British statisticians on the
contributions of the various allied na-
tions to the fighting forces duririg the
war, place Canada well in the lead of
the overseas dominions not employing
native troops. The dominion is credit-
ed with 640,886 effectives, Australia
coming next in the list with 416,509. In-
dia’s army, composed largely of native
troops, was 1,041,350. s

The statement shows that Great Brit-
ain during the period: of the war placed
a grand total of 8,654,467 men in the
field. The contribution of the United
states is estimated at 2,000,000 men.

The following figures show the num-
ber of troops contributed by the various
parts of the British Empire:

British Isles—5,704,416.

Canada—640,886.

Australia—416,899.

New Zealand—220,099.

South Africa—136,080.

India—1,041,350.

Other colonies—134,837.

The casualties of the troops of the
British Empire are stated as follows:

British Isles—Killed, 662,083; missing
or prisoners, 140,312; wounded, 1,644,786,

Losses of troops, from India, Canada,
Australia and other parts of the em-
pire, brought the total to: Killed, 851,-
117; missing and prisoners, 142,057;
wounded, 2,067,442,

The capture of prisoners and guns in
France during the  victorious offensive
against the German army between July
18 and Nov. 11, 1918, are given as fol-
lows:

British armies—200,000- and 2,540, re-
spectively.

French armies—1385,720 and 1,880.

American armies—43,300 and 1,421

Belgian armies—14,500 anud 474.

It is pointed out that in addition to
the above there were 80,000 British com-
batant troops in Italy, who co-operated
in the final defeat of the Austrian army
at Villorio-Veneto, capturing 80,000
prisoners, and that in the eastern the-
atres of war Palestine and Mesopota-
mia, where about' 400,000 British troops
on an average througheut 1918 were
fighting the complete defeat and des-
truction of the Turkish army was ef-
fected by the British alone, and a total
of 85,000 prisoners taken.

The memorandum denounces a report
that Bolshevik Jews have been given
permission to settle in Palestine, and de-
clares the Arabs will never allow Zion-
ists to take possession of their coun-

try.

Will Be Slow in Coming,
Says Former Chancellor
McKenna

Declares Sudden Drop Would
Mean Disaster—Urges Bri-
tain to Reduce Expendi-
tures to Below Tax Rev-
enues.

London, Jan. 30—Lower prices will be
slow in coming, said Reginald McKenna,
former chancellor of the exchequer and
now chairman of the London City and
Midland Bank, addressing stockholders
today. Any attempt suddenly to bring
about a decrease in the cost of living, he

said, would mean disaster.

“The spending power of the “public
has increased from £1,198,000,000 sterl-
ing in 1914 to £2,693,000,000 at present,”
he said. *“This, with loans to the state,
has raised bank deposits-and eonsequent-
ly increased the buying capacity of the
public. - With increased - currency, prices
of commodities have soared,- but in-
creased production will bring prices
down. The purchasing power of the
world, however, is measured in money,
and cannot be materially diminished.
Deflation is bound to be slow, and any
attempt to bging it about rapidly would
mean widespread ruin among manufac-
turers and traders. :

“I would urge a reduction of the
country’s expenditures to a figure less
than the tax revenues, by which means
alone the issuance of currency can be
restricted and London re-established in
her old position as a financial centre and
the free gold market of the world. It is
my opinion that this country’s rate of
taxation is higher than any other in the
world, and is dangerously near the point
where thrift, business enterprise and the
needed development of capital may be-
come seriously impaired.”

Getting Ready Early — New
Method in Compiling Vital
Statistics.

Montreal, Jan. 80—An Ottawa des-
patch to the Gazette says nearly all the
provinces of the dominion are taking
advantage of a new method in the com-
pilation of vital statistics. It provides
that the provinces attend taq the registra-
tion of the figures, which are then sent
to the department of statistics at Otta-
wa, where all the figures are tabulated
and the forms and schedules printed
and forwarded to the provinces, where
they are distributed to registrars, the
work for all the provinces being done
on a uniform standard.

The next decennial census enumera-
tion will take place in June, 1921, and
already the department is making pre-
parations for it.

It is noticeable that, during the year
that closed on December 31, 1919, the
majority of the permits issued in nearly
every city in the country were for dwel-
ling houses. Of course, all the cities,
and especially the industrial centres, had
a number of large buildings erected dur-
ing the year, but the dwelling houses,

were in the preponderance.

During December, the largest permit
issued was for the Western University
Medical School, to cost $300,000, which
will be erected in London, Ontario. Lon-
don also has a factory for the McClary
Manufacturing Company, which will cost
$40,000. A factory is beng erected in
Hamilton for the Carr Fastener Com-
pany, to cost $75,000. Kingston is
building a brick school, to cost $112,000.

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BOOSTING RENTS.

The Times-Star has been told of one
group of five tenants in this city who
have been netified of an increase in rent
amounting in the aggregate to $750, or
an average of $150 increase per year tur
each tenant. This is almost three dollars

. per week increase, or as much as poor
tenants would be able to pay altogether.
It may be assumed that the assessors
will take note of such cases. Some in-
crease in rents is anticipated, but there
should be some measure of determining
what is a fair addition to the former
rate. There are landlords in St. John
who have settled the matter with their
tenants by asking the latter to pay half
the increased taxes, but there are others
who appear willing to take advantage of
increased taxation to get much more
than the increase from their tenants. The
poorer _people of St. John are facing a
difficult year if there is a heavy and
arbitrary rise in rents. When a family
with about the same income 3s that of
last year, and it barely sufficient to meet
their needss are asked to pay another hun-
dred dollars or more in rent, they must
either run in debt or move to a tenement
that % within their means only because
it has defects which make it undesirable
from the standpoint of health and com-
fort. Nor does the erection of new
houses which call for a rental of thirty
to forty dollars per month help the situ-
ation materially for the man who can-
not afford to pay twenty. Here is a
problem for the Board of Trade, Com-
mercial Club and City Council. In Eng-
land ‘they have the same problem, and
in a recent article on practical housing
Mr. Thomas Adams has this to say:—

“Some idea of the enormous problem
in England may be gathered from the
proposal to build under government

ncy from three hundred to four hun-
dred thousand houses at a cost of from
$2,500 to $4,000 each, involving a possible
loss to the country of several million
dollars.” :

That is to say, the country is asked
to assume part of the burden. The
problem in St. John is to make up the
difference between what a comfortable
house would demand as a reasonable
rental and what the prospective tenant
is able to pay. Apért from this alto-
gether, however, is the question of an
arbitrary and unjustified increase in
rents, and there should be some means
of protecting the tenants in all such
cases. In Halifax they have a fair rent
committee, but from reports that come
concerning advances in rents there it is
not very active. The question goes to
rhe root of community progress, and if
St. John is to become a better city to live
in the people must be provided with
comfortable homes at reasonable cost.
There are too many tenements devoid of
real comfort, and far from being as
healthy as they should be. The fact is
commonplace—what is the remedy?

COST OF HOSPITALS.

Mr. Robert Olyphant, president of
the United Hospitals Fund, New York,
zives some figures which prove that hos-
pitals are not exempt from the increased
cost of living. The buildings and equip-
ment of the forty-six United Hospitals
cost not less than $40,000,000, and their
up-keep calls for a very heavy annual
expenditure. Mr. Olyphant says: —

“We estinate today that the average
cost of free bed and treatment in an} of
our hospitals is $3.50 per day a patient.
Last year this cost was $3.18, and in
1914, before the war’s outbreak, it was
only $2.02 per patient per day. In the
past year the total,cost of maintaining
the forty-six Manhattan and Bronx in-
stitutions under the jurisdiction of the
United Hospital Fund was $9,073,065.05.
compared with $8,683,739.75 for the year
previous and $5,687,19469 in 1914. In
other words, it is costing exactly $3,-
385,870.86 more to run these institutions
{oday than was the case before the war.”

The problem, however, is not merely
one of getting more money, but of such
co-ordination and conduct of the work
as will get a dollar’s worth for every
dollar spent. FEvery outlay must be su-
pervised with extreme care, and every
change made that will make for greater
efficiency.

St. John is in urgent need of enlarged
and improved hospital accommodation.
\ first step should be an inquiry and
survey by an expert or experts, in or-
der that whatever changes are made will
be in the interests of economy as well as
of more efficient service. The cost of
up-keep prohibits any excursion into the
realm of error or extravagance in capital

. expenditure.

MENTAL HYGIENE,
The announcement that-the National
Committee for Mental Hygiene will

and crime. Their care is a proper charge
upon the community and is for the pub-
lic welfare.

CANADA—EAST  AND  WEST

Dominion Happenings of Othes Days

i EARLY DAYS

With the modern early methods qf
traveling everywhere nowadays omne 18
apt to forget the trials the pioneers ex-
perienced when business or pleasure re-
quired a journey in Canada. In the
Province of Quebec the European Sys-
temof traveling by post was in force
and regulated by law carefully. The dis-
tance between Quebec and Montre.al.
called then sixty leagues, was divided in-
to twenty-four stages. The maitres were
obliged to keep certain carts and sleighs
and to be ready to start with a traveler
at any time in fifteen minutes. They had
the exclusive right to carry passengers
by land, the charge being from twenty
to twenty-five cents a league. That made
the trip from Quebec to Montreal to cost
from $12 to $15. The time for the dis-
tance was usually three days for the
traveler had to sleep at certain stations.
- A public mail stage was established
between Quebec and St. John's at a later
date. The traveler unually sought to
make his trip by water, and it was no
unusual thing for one to go from the
maritime provinces to the Great Lakes
by a series of short voyages. As a re-
sult the development of good roads was
greatly delayed. Before the war of 1812
the land route from Montreal was
broken by several ferries along the St.
Lawrence. By 1796, with the exception
of about fifty miles, a road had been
opened from Montreal to Kingston, but
after the war of 1812 the mecessity for
completing the highway was apparent
wnd the work was hurried. Other road
weve built through the wilderness into
Ontario and during the sway of Gov-
ernor Simcoe the extent of public high-
ways was largely increased. The first
stage in upper Canada was established
by Mr._Macklem of Chippewa in 1798
between Queenstown and Fort Erie.
while on January 1, 1816 the first on¢
between Montreal and Kingston begai
to run. The next year a similar line
was begun betweeh Kingston and York
now Toronto, The fare was $18 witl
twenty-eight pounds of baggage allowed
Other lines followed rapidly until b:
1840 there were routes into almost all

the settled parts of upper Canada.

Spices Best Food Preservatives.
Some of the spices that are often em-
ployed in flayoring preserves, both of
fruits and meats, have a value that is
more important than the mere Aickling
of the palate. An investigation recent-
ly made in France shows that vinegar
is not only an excellent preseryative, but
a powerful means of killing bacteria.
| Ginger, black, white and red pepper
have little bacteriologjcal effect ,but the
action of mustard is most marked. How-
ever, the best of all are cloves and cin-
namon, which aet through their essential
cils (called eugeno and cinnamic adel-
hyde.)

La Nature remarks that these re-
searches are highly important, for they
show that,heven in the small quantities
in which they are used. these spices may
be employed in preserving far better
than chemical antiseptics such as ‘boric
and salicytic acids, which are often add-
ed, though the French law vrohibits
their use.

* NEW BLACK ROD

Sinecure Comes to Lieut.-
General Sir. W. P. Pul-
teney.

London, Jan. 11—(A. P. Correspond-
ence)—King George has appointed Lieu-
tenant-General Sir W. P, Pulteney as
Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod ‘in
succession to the late Admiral Sir Henry
F. Stephenson. The office is one of those
purely ornamental ones which are rather
numerous in this country. “Black Rod,”
as he is called for short, has next to
nothing to do and gets $1,000 a year for
doing it, and a suite of apartments, rent
free, in the House of Lords.
; Heis a glorified messenger of the here-

ditary legislators. When on duty he is
gorgeously attired in court costume with
knee breeches and a plumed cocked hat
and a dandy little sword by his side.
The emblem of his authority is an ebony
wand but he never does anything with it.

‘When members of the House of Com-
mons are summoned to the House of
Lords to hear speeches from the throne
or the royal assent given to acts that
have been.passed, Black Rod enters the
upper house and makes his way to the

“woolsack” on which sits the robed and | .

wigged lord chancellor. He is told to!
inform the members of the House of|
Commons that they are wanted. 'l'henl
he has to walk half way to the door
backwards, making a bow at every few
steps and looking very solemn.

When he arrives within a few yards of |
the door of the House of Commons the
sergeant-at-arms of that body, who is
on the lookout for him, shuts the door
in his face. Black Rod has to suppress
his feelings and knock humbly at the
door.

Then the sergeant-at-arms opens a
little panel in the door and asks him
what he wants, or something to that ef-
fect, and Black Rod tells him what he1
already knows. Then Black Rod is ad-
mitted. This little bit of comedy is sup-
posed to indicate that the House of
Commons does not take any orders from
the House of Lords. Then Black Rod,
with chastened mien, advances to where
the Speaker sits in state and in Norman
French delivers his message. This is the
performance he will have to go through
for the first time when parliament opens
on Feb. 10.

General Pulteney has served in many
campaigns, having joined the Scots
Guards in 1881, and has been the re-
cipient of a large number of honors.

Fatal accidents exceeded former years,
thirty-five . persons having been killed
and 128 wounded.

The state game bureau is paying out
about $1,700 a day at present to those
who present pelts from noxious animals
at this season. The bounty is paid from
the revenue from hunters’ licenses of

which 895,000 were issued.

SITUATION FOR
ULSTER ARISING

Carson Writes to Unionist
Council on Matter of Home

Rule BilL

London, Jan. 80—Sir Edward Carson
has written the Ulster Unionist Council
that when the new Irish home rule bill
is presented, Ulster will be confronted
with the most difficult and critical situ-
ation that has yet arisen, and that it
will be fraught with the gravest conse-
quences.

Sir Edward says that so soon as the
bill is published he will go to Ulster to
confer with all classes on the question
of what is best to do, “having regard for
the pride we feel in doing the best for
the United Kingdom and the empire.”

ACOUSTICS

Motorists, writes a London Daily
Chronicle representative, may be con-
fronted with an ingenious speed trapper
in the future if a theoretical hint given
by Professor Bragg at the Royal Insti-
tution is applied practically by the pol-

ce.

The professor was explaining that the
rising note of an approaching car was
due to its speed superadded to the na-

miles an hour.

As it came towards you the motor
pushed on vibrations; passing, it with-
drew them; and from the variations of
the note the speed of the car could be
calculated. Y

“And,” commented the professor, “you
may imagine a very intelligent and mus-
ical policeman trying to catch you out!”
(Loud Laughter.)

To determine whether a room was
suitable for speaking in, Professor Bragg
recommended that the hands be clapped
once. ' If the vibrations continued for
five or six seconds the room was not
suitable. “You must get it down to
two seconds,” he advised, “for music
a little longer is allowed.

Among traditional cures/ for bad
acvustics he included wires—“a survival
of superstition,” was his denunciation of
this method—but the real secret was in
pitting carpets, curtains, &c., aboutl
the hall. It was possible to say pre-
cisely how much material was required
to reduce reverberations in a hall.

Professor Bragg said that a corre-
spondent had informed him that the best
“echo” in London was in the Octagon
Hall of the Victoria and Albert Mus-
eum.

If one stamped on the middle of the
floor there a very good echo was obtain-
ed, which increased rapidly. “But I
hope you won’t all go'there at once and
try it,” he added with a smile.

“Clangs” of dungeon doors, which were
read of in books and “sounded dreadful,”
were due to the absence of carpets and
curtains in dungeons to break the sound.
and the strong reverberations were con-
sequently unchecked.

The habit of singing in the bath-room
was attributed by the professor to “the
note struck by the running water” and
the resonance of the comparatively bare-
lv furnished apartment. “When you get
back to the dressing-room,” he said,
“you find you have lost the advantage of
the note.” ;

CANADA'’S SHOE INDUSTRY

President Reider of the Ames-Tolden-
McCready Co., Ltd., in a recent address
entitled “A Fresh Survey of Our In-
dustry,” gave interesting figures in re-
gard to the trades, showing that thirty-
two manufacturers sell to jobbers only ;
seventy-four to jobbers and retailers, and
the rest to retailers only. There had
been an improvement in the market,
since the exportation of boots and shoes
reached $2,798.000 and the importation
$1,463,000, representing greatly improved
conditions this year over those ever be-
fore in this respect.

In 1900 there were 120 shoe manufac-
turers in Canada; in 1912, 160, and in
1919, 150. The production in 1900 was
valued at $10,000,000, now it has reach-
ed $17,000,000, for a population of nearly
9,000,000 inhabitants.

CANADA MAY SUPPLY
BRITISH TOY TRADE

Ottawa, Jan. 80—The Canadian Trade
Commissioner at Bristol, England, de-
claring that there is a largesmarket in{
Great Britain for toys and fancy goods,
points out, in the course of a recent re-
port, that in 1918, of the total 452,723
paid for imported toys and games, £1,-
183,708 was paid to Germany. These
toys, he contirues, which were of a
cheap variety, were made in the agri-|
cultural districts and taken to Sonneberg
in Saxe-Meiningen. They were chietly |
produced in the small villages surround-
ing the town, but had a certain amount
of artistic style and finish on account of
the skill acquired in the technical frain-
ing school which the children had to at-
tend. The Germans also did an‘extens-
ive trade in metal toys, such as small
steam locomotives, which were made
largely in Bavaria by the use of extens-
ive and valuable machinery. \

In the production of dolls the Germans
were also experts as a result of years of

heads and faces of dolls were made in
large china factories, where the assist-
ance of electrical machinery, and careful
work in the furnaces, helped to turn out
an attractive product. The arms and
limbs were made in the agricultural dis-
tricts by families in the long winter
evenings of the wet weather, with"the
result that German dolls were produced
cheaply.

SCANDINAVIAN HAS
i 1,041 PASSENGERS

in

One of the Roughest Passages
in Years — Capt. Griffiths’
Fine Record.

After one of the most stormy pas-
sages in years the C. P, O. S. liner Scan-
dinavian arrived off the Island early
this morning from Liverpool, and dock-
ed at Sand Point shortly after 8 o’clock.
She had 1,041 passengers, 475 cabin and
565 steerage, in addition to 2,000 bags
of mail and parcel post and a fair-sized
general cargo.

Referring to the voyage across the
ocean, Captain E. Grifiiths, R. N. R,
said it was one of the worst he nad
encountered in years. He said they had
strong head winds and mountainous
'seas from the time they left Liverpool
until off the Banks, but after that they
had good weather with the exception o1
one day when they ran into a slight
blizzard. He said he sighted some ice
floes off the Banks, but they were not
very large. He said that nothing event-
ful occurred during the passage. Cap-
iain (Griffiths has been sailing to and
from this port for the last twenty-
three years, coming- here first in the
days of the old Beaver line on the Lake
Huron. He is wearing two decorations
for achievements during the great war,
and also one which was awarded to him
for life saving. In 1902 he took com-
mand of a small boat and ventured out
during a storm to rescue some mem-
bers of a crew of a vessel which was
sinking.

RECALLS FERRY
OF OTHER DAYS

Rowboat Times Between In-
diantown and_Pleasant
' Point

Business Was Good
There Were Bids for Privi-
lege of Operating the Ferry
—A Tragedy of 30 Years
Ago.

It is of interest to recall in connection
with the sale of the ferry
Ross, a few days ago, the changes which
have taken place in connection with the
ferry service between Indiantown and
Pleasant Point, within the memory of
some of the older citizens. While it is
more than twenty years ago that the
terry' was only a small rowboat service,
yet it does not seem so long and many
there. are' who recollect passage across
the river at Indiantown in a boat pro-
gclled by oars as if it were only yester-

ay.

about Milford and Indiantown than they
are today.

Tragedy Recalled,

In connection with the change from the
boat propelled by brawn to that pro-
pelled by steam, many of his old friends
aave recalled the tragedy of a winter's
night nearly thirty years ago when Denis
Mullaney lost his life. He had set out in
his rowboat in which he had been accus-
tomed to ferrying people across, from
Indiantown about 10 or 10.30 o’clock. It
was a very dark and threatening night,
much ice was running in the river and
his little poat is presumed to have been
carried to the falls and gone under with
its ferryman. Nothing more was seen
of ' Mr. Mullaney, but those who knew
him recalled the circumstances of his
death today with as keen regret as when
it happened, so highly was he held in
the. esteem of all,

Many dangers and hardships beset the
paths of those who operated the old oar-
ed ferries. They were hardy men, how-
ever, and did not fear the risk. 'They
gave as good sérvice as possible summer
and winter ip weather bright or stormy.
The names.of James Johnston, Patrick
Lynch, Matthew Dalton, Denis Lynch,
John Conwell, Patrick McMurray, Mich-
ael Murphy and several others besides
that of Mr. Mullaney come to memory
when speaking of those days. Later Cap-
tain James Leonard, who had also had a
hand in rowing the ferry, instituted a
on the route dnd she is still carrying on.

This little steamer was built in Car-
leton by Elijah Ross, famed for his be-
ing a member of the noted Paris crew.
Besides Capt., Leonard those interested
in her at the time were Andrew Nor-
wood and the late John McMulkin of In-
diantown. After 'a time, however, the
interests of these two were taken over
by Captain Leonard, who up to a few
days ago has since conducted the service
to the satisfaction of many patrons, The
steam ferry was quite an innovation on
the Lancaster route and became very
popular.

OF CAUSES OF Th
INDIAN TROUBLE

London, Jan. 80—A white paper re-
port on the disturbances in the Punjab,
India, issued today, says that the spec-
jal contributory causes in the agitation
at Amritsar were speculation, discon-
tent over the prices of commodities, dis-
satisfaction with the income tax and an
attempt to arouse Islamic feeling among
the lower classes out of sympathy with
Turkey.

Regarding the developments at Lahore,
the report says that economic conditions,
the cost of food and clothing and the
rental rates contributed to the discon-
tent of the working classes, but that the
ready support given to the forces of dis-
order by the trading class could only
he explained by the general causes af-
fecting the Punjab as a whole.

New York and St. Louis are already
sending broadcast their announcements
for coming sales, and the former is mak-
ing claims that New York is the natural
fur centre of the continent. It may be
the centre for the consumer because of
the great wealth of its citizens and its
visitors, but Canada as the greatest fur-
producing part of the continent is en-
titled to some of the benefits beyond the
possession of the wilderness lands. More-
over, Canada has been exporting about
$10,000,000 a year in furs to the United
States which might well be sold here,
and has been importing back several mil-
lions worth annually.

Some classes of hides are considerably
lower in price than they were a month
and two months ago, but the fine leather
such as kid and dongola are very scarce
and buyers are now starting to compete
for all available supplies. Shoes made
from these fine leathers will, unless a
sudden change comes over the market,
be higher in the spring than at present.
Heavy boots made from cowhides, etc.,
are no higher now than a few months
ago, and are meeting with-only a limited
demand. It was expected that shoe
prices would remain steady or probably
decline slightly, owing to the deprecia-
tion of sterling. A short time ago Can-
ada was_doing a fair export trade in
boots and shoes, but when sterling drop-
ped below the $4¢ mark this business
dropped to small dimensions, and owing
to the loss of thé European market
wholesalers anticipated declines by rea-
son of the manufacturers being more de-
pendent on the home requirements. The
demand in Canada, however, has proved
strong enough to not only tax the fac-
tories to their capacity, but place the
output at a premium.

BRITAIN HAS A
“BETTER 'OLE”

(Toronto Telegram.)

. A packed house listened with intense
interest last night to the young Scots~
man, the soldier-artist, whose pictures
of “Old BillL,” “Alf” and “Bert” had
bropght laughter to many heavy hearts
dunr.lg the war. At the hour appointed
a ‘sllm, dapper, dark chap, in a dress
suit, walked on to the stage at Massey
Hall, made his bows to the applauding
crowd, and in a minute the audience
was listening to Captain Bruce Bairns-
father’s well told tale of how he went
to the war and how he came to create
“QOld Bill” and his world-famous pals.
Listed in ’314.

Bairnsfather rushed to enlist at the
first trump of war and got to France
as a second lieutenant in the Warwicks
in the fall of 1914, He was a machine
gun officer at first and went through all
the hell of those awful early trenches,
which, mere ditches, half filled with icy
water, were held by Britain’s gallant
sons in face of terrible odds. It was
when going in with his regiment to help
the Canadians at St. Julien in April,
1915, that Bairnsfather got his second
wound, when his corps had 700 casu-
i alties out of 900 men. “The war ended
I for me then,” said the artist, modestly
stating that after he got well the war
office had sent him off to the various
fronts to make the sketches which have
become world famous and = which,
though he did not say so, tremendously
helped the Allies’ cause.

How He Sta;tcd Drawing.

“I don’t mind telling you that the
first drawings were founded on misery,”
quoth Bairnsfather, as the limelight man
threw some of his most famous cartoons
on the screen. “I felt that we would
just like to show how we felt, and it
fell to me to express our feelings pic-
torially.”

Rough sketches on bits of paper drawn
for the amusement of his comrades in
the miresable wet ditches, caught the
lmen’s fancy, and one day a brother
officer said, “Why don’t you send that
one to a paper?” He did and got the
mlagnificent sum of three guineas in pay-
ment—$15!

It was in an old farm at Wulverghen,
Belgium, where the Canadians after-
wards held the line, that Bairnsfather
during the winter of 1915-16 fastened
! pieces of paper to the walls with bay-
onets, and having no drawing materials,
! limned his famous pictures with a mix-
ture of soot and rifle oil. His first offi-
cial recognition came when, one wet
night as he was wandering off to a dug-
out. his colonel invited him to come and
decorate the walls of his headquarters.
“Ofd Bill” Claimanas,

«] have had thousands of letters from
people claimng to be ‘0Old Bill's’ wife.
As a matter of fact ‘Old Bill’ is not
founded on any particular character,’
confessed Bairnsfather. + “I drew him
first and looked for him afterwards.
‘0ld Bill’ is always the same. He was
the same man before he put on khaki,
and now he has done his job he is back
in civvies and is carrying on as well as
ever.”

The artist then displagved his genius,
and on a sheet of paper created *“Old
Bill’ ’in a variety of attitudes. Hooded

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OFFERSKEYTO
 FARM PROBLENS

Harvard Professor Sets Forth
Advantages of Co-operative
Methods.

(Toronto Globe.)

Agricultural co-operation was the solu-
tion to rural depopulation offered by
Professor James Ford of Harvard Uni- |
versity, who lectured in the Mining
Building under the auspices of the De-
partment of Social Service of the Uni-'
versity of Toronto. He quoted Sir
Horace Plunkett as saying: “Agriculture
Jecoastruction is three-fold: better farm-
ing, belter business and better living,
but better business, that is, co-operation,
is the key to both the others.” :

Prof. Ford stated “there are very real
gains to be secured through co-operation,
which not only eliminate the middleman,
who has a very real function to perform,
but provide substitute for. him. The co-
operative society pays a limited rate on
the shares of stock and returns the west
of the surplus to the members in propor-
tion to the amount of business that they
do through the society. The society is"
a democ.acy in which both the large and
the small farmers have equal interest and
equal returns.” |

Co-operative societies, he said, should’
be started only where there was a real

need, and w"hén they were of a size to do
business economieally, with sufficient
capital and a suitable location.

Business Manager Needed.

“No profesion makes greater demands

on the ability and the intelligence than
does farming,” said the professor, speak-
ing of the many’ very varied branches
of science that the farmer has to know.
“The good farmer is not necessarily a
successful farmer. He may raise crops
above the average, yet have a deficit at
the need of the year because of mistakes
in selling.” The remedy to this was to
employ a person trained in buying and
selling to handle the business part of
the farmer’s profession, and this could
be best done by a number of farmers
co-operating to jointly employ a buyer
and seller.

The most successful organization, ac-
cording “to Prof. Ford, was composed of
fruit-growers of the Pacific coast, who
had united to form local co-operative as-
sociations with a central exchange for
California. In the year ending 1919,
72 per cent. of the deciduous fruit of the
State had been handled co-operatively
witi an advertising and handling cost of
only 16-10 per cent. of the selling price.

The fruit-growers co-operated in pack-
ing, grading and distributing with great
benefit to themselves, while the con-
sumer benefited also through lower
prices and a -good quality fruit on an
all-year market.

Dair~ farmers could co-operate equally
advantageously in buying feed, in stock-
breeding, in various industries connected
with dairying and in distributing. Grain-
growing was another large field for agri-
cultural co-operation, and in the States
there were over three thousand success-
ful local societies.

FACTORY WORKERS
INDUSTRIAL REPUBLIC

Employes Have a Direct Voice in Indus-
trial Matters of Great Motor Car
Factory.

Qut of the Willys-Overland Com-
pany’s years of manufacturing experi-
ence and its desire to give its thousands
of employes a larger hand in the in-
ternal affairs of its big plants has grown
an industrial republic.

Their aim has been to give employes
a voice in the everyday matters in their
industrial activities that affect thef. This
is accomplished through the medium of
an employes’ representation plan under
which a joint shop committee is provid-
ed by secret ballot and which amounts
practically to industrial self-government.

The plan provides for one eleeted re-
presentative on the shop committee for
every 200 to 800 employes. An equal
number of company representatives are
appointed by the management. The two
constitute the joint shop committee.

All questions relating.to the internal
affairs of the factory and the welfare of
the workers are considered by-this shop
committee. [t has produced admirable
results since it was put into effect.

The employes’ representation plan
makes it possible for every employe to
vote on a representative for him in his
department. These representatives work
with the company in settling any in-
equalities in adjusting any working con-
ditions that is bad. In a word, em-
ployes are given a direct voice in those

things that affect them in their work.

Through this industrial plan employes
realize that the interest of all those in
industry are friendly and mutual. They
have found in the plan simply the ma-
chinery for the adjustment’ of differences
or the betterment of working conditions
by direct contact with the management.

London Papers on Renewed
Slump in Exchange

[nternational Conference is
Suggested by Some Pa-
pers — American Treasury
Secretary Says Unthink-
able to Call on U. S. to Fix
Matters.

London Jan, 30—The renewed slump
in exchange is conspicuously featured in
Thursday’ss morning papers, some of
which apply such terms as “chaos” and
“grave crisis” to the position, which
they declare threatens  to bring to a

standstill international trade or drive |

nations back to barter: Some of the
papers advocate a settlement of the diffi-
culty by an international conference,
which the bankers recently asked the
government to convene, and which, ac-
cording to some sources, the government
has already invited.

Others are disinclined to place faith
in such a convention. The Daily Mail
is amongst these. It says: “So far as
Great Britain is concerned, there are
three obvious remedies ,namely, to cease
printing paper money, economy and in-
crease in production.”

The Post deprecates the tendency in
some quarters to charge the United
States with profiteering when explaining
the trouble, and says: “As America
looks across the Atlantic she sees a dis-
organized condition of currency and a
rather feeble attempt by some of the
countries to redeem the situation
through the quarter of industry, and she
may be excused for some perplexity as
to what course to take.

“The plain fact is that, serious as the
fall in currency is, it is doubtful whether
without it the attention of the varlous
communities would even now be aro
to the necessity of economy and in-
creased production.”

At Washington.

Washington, Jan. 30—It would be
“folly and unthinkable” to call upon
the United States to remedy the pres-
ent inequalities in exchange. This is
the staternent made by Secre of the
Treasury Glass last night in a letter to
a committee of the chamber of com-
merce of the United States, which con-
sulted the government as to an inter-
national conference of financiers to dis-
cuss the present business chaos of the
world.

Mr. Glass says the exchange inequali-
ties were born of the policy of taxation
in Burope less drastic than that in the
United States.

“The remedy for the situation,” writes
Mr. Glass, “lies in the actual movement
of goods, of investment securities, and
in default of these, then in gold from
Europe, and in order that such securi-
ties may be absorbed by invesiors, our
people must consume less, they must
work and save.”

Brussels, Jan. 80—Speculation in_ for-
eign exchange will be punished by
severe penalties under a royal decree to
be issued soon, according to the Belge
Independence-

London, Jan. 30—A caricature of
«Uncle Sam,” with an elongated pro-
boscis bearing the words “prohibition,”
is soon to appear on labels pasted on
every bottle, keg, cask and barrel of
beer, wine or whiskey sold in Great
Britain. The labels, five millien of
which have been printed, bear this in-
ceription: “If ‘prohibition wins, there
will be no more beer.” .

Some dealers objected to this wording
on the ground that better class custom-
ers might consider it vulgar, so a second
label has been printed, for use by gro-
cers, bearing a sketch of an inverted
pyramid designated “prohibition,” and
the warning: “[ocal option is the tt.xm
end of the wedge.

\QOrder, Says Commerce
Board Statement

Ottawa, Jan. 80—(Canadian Press)—In
a statement issued last evening Commis-
sioners O’Connor and Murdock of the
Board of Commerce emphasize import-
ance of compliance with the board’s or-
der regarding building materials, issued
some three weeks ago.
