London, Ju»e 18—Germany Is about to withdraw the bulk of her troops 
now in Russia for service on the western front, according to a statement in 
Maxim Gorky’s newspaper, the Petrograd Novaia Zhizn, quoted by the Daily

“In view of the fact that our troops on the Russian and Ukraine front,,

EVERY FOOT 
COSTS MUCH.

London, June 13—The Germans, at 
severe cost, continue to push down the 
Matz Valley, where an abundance of 
small woods afford maximum protection 
for French machine guns and artillery, 
says Reuter’s correspondent at French 
headquarters, telegraphing on Wednes­
day. Farther west the French have pur­
sued their progress on the Mery plateau 
and have pushed the enemy off the east­
ern slope into the valley.

“This position,” the correspondent 
says, “on which the enemy believed him­
self firmly established forty-eight hours 
ago, was of great importance to his ad­
vance on the centre as it overlooks the 
Matz Valley and commands the junc­
tion of the main roads between Mont 
Didier and Beauvraignes, through which 
the enemy’s troops and supplies for the 
front in the river valley must pass. The 
French thus have an observation post 
overlooking the German centre, which 
must already have become a source of 
grave embarrassment to the enemy.”

London, June 13—(Via Reuters Ot­
tawa Agency)—-At a luncheon in the 
House of Commons yesterday to the 
Japanese ambassador and delegates at­
tending an international parliamentary 
and commercial congress, Right Hon. A. 
J. Balfour, foreign secretary, said that 
Great Britain and Japan in the war had 
no difference of opinion, no divergence 
in aim and no arriéré pensee which 
either was not willing to confess to the 
other. (Cheers.) This waa the basis of 
true national confidence.

The Anglo-Japanese alliance, which 
bad done so much for peace and the 
advancement of the world, would bear 
rich fruit in the future for the higher 
interests which would be hi the east. He 

that if the exigencies of the 
conflict required us to call 
lies to make fresh efforts Japan would 
live, as she always has done, up to her 
full obligations. (Cheers.)

German methods of trade were part 
of her policy of world domination, said 
Mr. Balfour, and this made them more 
dangerous than mere trade rivalry, to 
which we had never objected. (Cheers.)

** Germany was trying to use her manu­
facturing power practically to enslave 
the rest of the world.

During 1917 the home efficiency clubs 
of New Brunswick were organized as a 
means of giving girls from ten to eight­
een years of age an opportunity to do 
their bit in food preservation.

Dr. Ricnard Francis Quigley was born 

of Irish parentage in Newcastle, N. B4 
He received his primary education irt 
the public and grammar schools there, 
after which he took a course in St. 
Michael’s College in Chatham, N. B. He 
pursued his studies in the University of 
Paris and the Catholic University of 
Paris. In 1874 he graduated from Har­
vard University with the degree of 
LL. B. He received a similar degree 
from Boston University in the follow­
ing year. He also followed a law course 
at the Sorbonne, Paris.

In 1876 he became a barrister in his 
native province. He was appointed an 
advocate in the province of Quebec in 
1908 and in the following year was ele­
vated to be king’s counsel by Lord 
Aberdeen. He practised his profession 
in Montreal for a short time but since 
1905 practised law exclusively in this 
city.

He was a director of the Canadian 
Club and in the year 1909 was elected 
vice-president of the St. John Arch­
aeological Society. He was a Conserva­
tive in politics and unsuccessfully 
tested a St John local seat in 1886. He 
was a staunch Catholic and was given 
the degree of Doctor of Philosophy by 
Pope Leo XIII. in 1891 in recognition 
of his defence of the Church in a lengthv 
controversy with the then Anglican » 
Bishop of Fredericton and one of his 
clergymen, the late Rev. J. M. Daven­
port. His letters in the Globe in this 
controversy, entitled “Ipse, Ipsa, Ipsum,” 
appeared in pamphlet form in 1890. (He 
was given his degree of Literary Docltor 
by Laval University in 1894. 1

He was a charter member of the 
Knights of Columbus, St. John Council 
No. 987, and had ably filled the office 
of chancellor. He was also a member 
of the Union Club and of the Canadian 
Club.

He is survived by two sisters, Cath­
erine C. and Mary, of Newcastle, N. B„ 
and three brothers, Laurence, Michael 
and John, of Atehinson, Missouri.

LIGHTER VEIN
With such a feeling toward Germans 

in the United States rapidly growing it 
goes without saying that the people of 
Germany itself will be held to strict ac­
count after the war, anil for many years 
after peace has bee It declared.

Not less significant is the British sea­
men’s boycott of Germany, which it 
was agreed would continue at least a 
month after every crime committed by 
German submarines. According to a 
recent cable, “J. Havelock Wilson, leader 
of the British seamen, in a speech at 
Albert Hall, said that the 25,000 men in 
^he shipping industry were determined 
not to tolerate any German on a British 
ship, and were agreed unanimously that 
they would not take a ship to any Ger­
man pprt as long as the boycott lasted; 
and the boycott already extends to a 
total of over five years.”

Germany knows wha( is in store for 
her if she fails, and that is why such 
great efforts are made to get a decision 
on the western front before the Ameri­
can armies arrive to give the Allies the 
superiority in numbers which will open 
the road to Berlin. But, in the words 
of Secretary Lansing: 1 ,

“We must go on with the war—there 
is no other way. This task must not be 
left half done. We must qot transmit 
to posterity a legacy of misery. We must 
not let this great conflict go tiffin into 
the valley of shadow because out foe is 
powerful' and iiiuied to war. We qiust 
be prepared to meet disappointment and 
temporary reverse, but we must rises 
above them. With courageous heaij^ 
we must go forward until this war is 
won.”

And when it is won the very name of 
Germany will be an offence to the na­
tions. For generations to come the Ger­
man people must pay the price of per­
fidy and crime.

a good egg from one that is not so good 

; without breaking the shell, -but candling 
has come to :be recognized as the only 
unfailing method. It has been adopted 
universally by commercial egg handlers 
and is the basis upon which federal laws 
and regulations of interstate 
and fpod handling are enforced in the 
United States. Millions of 
candled in downtown New York every 
year, not always to the advantage or the 
consumer, perhaps, but surely to the 
benefit of the seller.

In an effort to help the egg producer 
and country handler to comply with gov­
ernment requirements and to give them 
knowledge by which they may assure 
themselves of fair dealing when their 
shipments reach market the United 
States Department of Agriculture has 
prepared a set of instructions for the 

■ novice. Professional egg candlers handle j eggs with almost lightning rapidity and 
1 rarely make an error of judgment, so 
that commercial candling costs only a 
trifle per case. But the novice can soon 
do the work with a fair degree of facil­
ity. The department’s instructions are 
so complete and the apparatus suggest­
ed is so simple that any housewife may 
candle the dozen eggs the grocer delivers 
in a few minutes and send them back 
unbroken if they are not up to standard.

The process, in simple terms, is to 
hold an egg before a shaded light in a 
dark room, and by noting certain char­
acteristics seen through the semitranspar­
ent shell to determine its edible qualities.

Persons with only a few eggs to handle 
may improvise a Candler by placing a 
stove-pipe or closed box over a light, cut­
ting a small hole in the pipe, level with 
the light. The egg is held in a slant­
ing position at the opening. It is twisted 
a few times to the right and left and 
then from end to end, so that the entire 
contents may be visible. Care should 
be taken that the fingers or hand do not 
conceal small blemishes, which otherwise 
would be disclosed by the light. The 
beginner should study carefully the gen­
eral formation of an egg, as this detailed 
knowledge is necessary for an under­
standing of the markings that indicate 
age.

egg and hold the yolk in position, yet al­
low it to turn freely.

Between the white and the shell are 
two fibrous membranes with an air 
space between them. When first laid the 
contents fill the entire egg, but when 
the egg cools the contents shrink and 
these membranes separate, forming an air 
space. The size of this air space is im­
portant in determining the freshness of 
the egg. As the egg ages the air space 
increases in size. Most bad eggs have 
enlarged air spaces.

A fine thick white is found in a fresh j egg, and a weak, thin white in a stale 
egg. As the egg becomes stale the 
amount of thin white increases and the 
amount of thick white decreases. Sev- 

I eral classes of bad eggs are indicated by 
discolored whites.

The yolk of the fresh egg when twirled 
before the candle is seen dimly as a 
dark object moving slowly in the white. 
The yolk of a stale egg is seen more 

I plainly than that of the fresh egg. When 
the yolk is so weak that the shake of 
the egg in candling causes it to break it 
should be discarded. In the fresh egg the 
yolk Is slightly above the centre in the 
large end of the egg. As the egg becomes 
stale the yolk floats higher and nearer 
the shell.

The start of incubation in a fertile egg 
may be detected by a reddish glow sur­
rounding the germinal spot. Such eggs, 
although considered edible, are not grad­
ed as first class. This reddish glow is 
entirely different from the so-called blood 
ring, which indicates that the egg is un­
fit for food.

Where there is any doubt as to an 
egg’s fitness for food the candler should 
reject it as dangerous to health.

London, Ont, June 12—The Presby­

It looks as though in sheer self- 
defence Canada will be compelled to put 
an embargo on hides and skins to re­
tain wbat raw materials she can, al­
though this will not begin to meet either 
in quantity or quality the necessities of 
the country in leather production.

Although we 
have two local branches of the Manufac­
turers’ Association, one at Montreal and 
another at Toronto, there has so far been 
no united action to meet the serious con­
ditions which have arisen. If our leather 
supplies are to be cut off, there ought 
to be some action to conserve that por­
tion of the shoe trade that is at present 
going ^broad. It is most unfair to the 
shoe industry that their production 
should be seriously impaired and Amer­
ican leather in the shape of shoes be still 
allowed unrestricted access to this coun­
try. If conservation alone be the object 
of the embargo on raw materials ex­
ported to Canada, either the United 
States should prohibit the exportation of 
shoes or the Canadian government should 
assist them by preventing their coming 
into Canada. The suggestion made a 
month or twp ago to restrict shoe im­
ports would have suited both manufac­
turers and dealers here, but some silent 
influence seems to have been at work 
which prevented this plan being carried 
put.

That province was El Hejaz, which 
today has led the van agaist Turkish 
misrule, a fitting commentary upon its 
outraged loyalty.

Theoretically, El Hejaz stretches in 
the north half across the peninsula, 
where it meets the eastern district of 
EH Hasa, now included in the Mesopo­
tamian vilayet of Basrah. It consists 
of the Tehama, blistering and unfruit­
ful; beyond the Tehema, which has 
average width of fifty miles, is the rest 
of El Hepaz, with its highlands separ­
ating it from Nejd. Yemen is a land of 
promise, with its rich pastures and its 
towns and “villages embowered among 
trees; one fifth of the whole population 
of Arabia is centred there. Southward, 
in El Hejaz, is many a stretch of verd­
ure, but usually the country is hot, un­
healthy, and glittering witli vast saline 
deposits, a prey to mocking mirage and 
tormenting thirst. It is, however, the 
head and front 'of all the political divis­
ions of Arabia, for it holds in its bosom 
both Medina and Mecca. Its religious 
influence upon Arabia and indeed, all 
Mahommedan countries is supreme, and 
rightly so. Disgusted by Turkish sycop­
hancy, so damaging to the high prestige 
of a great religion, angry at the slight

I Dear Mother:—

I dan remember the exact spot 1 
wrote to you last Mother’s Day, just a 
year ago, and it just seems like a week 
to me. How the time does fly 1 Well, 
Mother, I am in a much nicer place this 
Mother’s Day, than I was last year. This 
day last year I was in an old German 
dugout well in range of the big shells ; 
this day I am syriting in a nice building 
well away from shells with plenty of 
nice trees and the birds are just as hap­
py as if there wasn’t a war on. I find it 
rather hard to write today as my arm 
is very sore, I was pitching at a game 
of ball last night and, not having any 
practice, my arm got Sore after the sev­
enth inning, but I got great praise for 
the pitching I did. We won the game 
16-7. It was a very interesting game, 
rather a large fcrowd and all the signal 
officers were there, and seemed well 
pleased. I „ won’t be able to play any 
more for at leeast a week.

We are haviiig rather nice weather 
here this last month, not much rain. 
We are having it rather easy, no one 
seems to worry much about the Ger­
mans doing any great things; we have 
our sports and concerts just the same as 
we did last year, although things have 
been looking bad this summer in the 
papers. The boys look at it in a differ­
ent way; they know they are having a 
good chance to kill off the remaining 
Huns and thus end the war soon. I feel 
quite sure in saying that this is the last 
year of tjie war, I think the old boys 
will be home this fall.
