
BELIEVE THE WATER AT INDIANTOWN HIGHER THAN
Water Level on River Two Feet Higher

Than Last Record In 1887 the river began to rise early 
in May and by the sixth of the month 
the approaches to the wharves at In­
dian town were totally covered and the 
water was so high that the steamers 
Clifton and Belle Isle could float on 
their surface.

Of conditions off the following day 
The Telegraph says:

“A wood boat lies on the public 
wharf; another and a scow laden with 
lime are where the lower end of Main 
street fully fifty feet from the river, 
edge, was one week ago. 
tain is tine-half under water, and al­
together the freshet is doing what it 
can to climb up the hill as far as pos­
sible. The stores fronting on the river 
front have all been inundated. . . . 
Then Nase’s store was reached. Yes­
terday a floor raised 18 inches was 
placed in it, and last evening it looked 
probable that this one would also be 

sroed.”
On May 8 the bridge at Spar Cove 

left its foundations and it was feared 
that the buildings in the cove Would 
be floated.

All the mills at Indiantown and in 
the harbor were obliged to close with 
the exception of the Dunn mill in Car- 
leton- and the Cushing mill above the 
falls.

Referring to floods of previous years 
The Telegraph said on May 9:

“Last evening it discounted the pride 
of the oldest inhabitant, who merely

smiled at the wonder of the present 
generation, and referred them back to 
the freshet of the ‘cholera year1 for one 
that was worth talking of. It is some 
little satisfaction to know that th'e re­
cord of the cholera year has been put 
to shame. It is now two inches higher 
than it was in 1884, and it has some 
little claim tti it yet, and unless some­
body will lay claim to having been 
with Noah in the original and cham­
pion freshet it shall probably be per­
mitted to be said, without contradic­
tion, that this is the biggest freshet 
that has ever been in he St. John;’’

On May 11 the steamer Belle Isle

On May 12 tne freshet took a rest, 
which led The Telegraph to remark:

“It ought to be satisfied, and if it 
will only go down now quietly and 
rest until somebody asks for another 
experience, it will probably remain 
down until 1987.”

The spring freshet of 1923 will go 
down in history as the greatest ever 
chronicled as the water in the St. John 
river today exceeded by over two feet 
the height of the memorable high mark 
of 1887. Proof of this was established 
at noon today when a representative 
of the Times visited the scene and aid­
ed by life long residents of that sec­
tion of the city located a mark made 
at that time of th'e highest freshet ever 
recorded-

Since 1887 there has been a marked 
change in the appearance of the lower 
section of Indiantown. Houses which 
at that time were standing on the pre­
sent site of the Indiantown square 
were destroyed during the great fire, 
over twenty years ago- The grades of 
the streets were changed and today 
are nearly two feet higher than at 
that time. Through the courtesy of 
Frank Hammond and James Paterson 
The Times secured a- picture of the 
memorable freshet, which shows the 
high water mark and also the old 
steamer Clifton tied up near the then 
existing buildings.

New York, May 4.—The rum fleet 
which apparently had run away yes­
terday* the Ufitt of a three side at­
tack by Government forces, has circled 
back and is lying in extended forma­
tion off the coast, Captain Berry, of 
the coastguard service announced to­
day. The Yacht Islar and the British 
tanker Warzawa are off Jones’ Inlet, 
while the schooners are scattered along 
in open formation about 12 miles apart 
seeking unguarded spots at which they 
can land their cargoes.

River Wharves Covered Many Means Used 
In This Journey

Occasional Rain,Members of the crew of the steamer 
D. J, Purdy, which arrived down from 
Fredericton last night, report that 
practically all the wharves along the 
main river are under water and that 
the residents on low lands have moved 
out of their houses. The farmers, they 
claim, are so busy endeavoring to pro­
tect their live stock and buildings that 
they have not time to consider ship­
ping goods to the city. At Mauger- 
ville they were informed that David 
Seeley had lost two head of cattle and 
that other residents had lost hogs. 
While going to and coming from the 
Capital, the steamer passed through 
fields of drift logs, which broke away 
from the booms. They also saw large 
quantities of manufactured lumber, 
furniture and various other things 
drifting about.

A report this morning from Prospect 
Point, just above the Reversing Falls, 
said that the river had reached a point 
approximately as high as In the big 
flood of 1887, and was still coming up.

Rising Freshet Drives People on Low Land From 
Homes—Work of Crews Last Night Almost 
Useless—Line May be Tied up for Several 
Days.

Parliament Yesterday.Flood conditions unparalleled in the history of the Province 

obtain today along the C. N. R. between the city and Rothesay, 
the worst places being at Rothesay and Riverside. Crews of men 
worked all night in an endeavor to stem the rush of waters, but 
a high wind accompanied by a driving rain through the night 
drove the whitecaps against the roadbed and undermined it so 
that it will be days before trains can pass over it. Houses and 
camps have been washed away and several families compelled to 
move out of houses which the proximity of the water made unten­
able. Between Rothesay and Kinghurst in several places the track 
is completely undermined and the water is washing in under the 
ties.» Looking from the highway bridge at Rothesay toward the 
Minister’s Face the appearance is of a sea unbroken except by 
a fringe of about one foot in width where the railway track once 
was. The rails and ties are canted at an angle of about forty- 
five degrees and are hanging drunkenly onto what little remains 
of what once was a roadbed. •

At Riverside station the water has risen to a point where it 
is five feet frotn the cross arms of the telegraph poles parallel with 
the track. Strenuous, efforts were being made by a crew of about 
fifty men to ballast with rock on the river side and prevent the 
wearing lap of water against the roadbed. For a stretch of about 
150 yards the water is under the rail nearest the river, and at al­
most any point in that distance it was a simple matter to push the 
earth between the rails into the water. At noon today the track 

being moved over and ballasted under with rock.

MAY BE OUT FOR 
SEVERAL PAYS.

Between Rothesay and Kinghurst the 
worst conditions prevail. The track 

shifted yesterday afternoon a dis­
tance of about three feet, but to no 
avail, as during the night the high wind 
and high tide together with a driving 
rain, which reached its height about one

Renforth Damage.

Desolation is rife all along the shore.

Brunswick branch of the Navy League 
of Canada is being held this afternoon 
in the Seamen’s Institute with the 
president, R. E. Armstrong, presiding.

President's Report.

The report of R. B. Armstrong, pre­
sident, was as follows :—

To the members of the N. B. divi­
sion of the Navy League of Canada, 

Ladies and Gentlemen i—
The New Brunswick Branch of the 

Navy League of Canada, affiliated as 
it is with the Seamen’s Institute of St. 
John and the Daughters of the Empire 
of the Province, has been able to ac­
complish some excellent work during 
the nast year.

The major portion of its undertak­
ings has been confined to looking after 
the interests of the sailors entering the 
port during the past winter. Despite 
unusually stormy weather on land and 
Sea, the port of St. John—which is one 
of the greatest elements of “sea pow- 

t er" in Eastern Canada—has had a very 
active season. The number of ships 
and. of sailors entering the port was 
larger than that of last year; 
grain and other freight shipments pass­
ed through its portals, there was a 
greater employment of labor, and there 
were no groups of stranded seamen 
from overseas to be cared for, as there 
have been in the past.

The total attendance of sall.ors at 
the Seamen’s Institute the past win­
ter amounted to 35,000. As usual. Man­
ager Brindle, whose heart is in the 
work, gave them the. closest attention. 
He made 61 hospital visits on sea­
men’s account, 12 gaol visits and 80 
visits to ships; 207 free beds were sup­
plied to sailors who were in need; 
5,800 magazines were donated ; 80 free

62 special feature shows given to the 
visiting sailors; 2,000 forms of relig­
ious literature supplied; 24 religious 
services held; 5,215 letters mailed;

m An agitation has been started to get 
the roads open for motor traffic. For­
tunately, as with the case of children, 
others know better than themselves 
what is good for them.

B. M. Hill, chief road 
engineer, has sent word to St. John 
that it Is not probable that the roads 
will be opened before May 1, but that 
men are being sent out to investigate 
conditions since the flood and will re­
port to him. Upon hearing their re­
ports the date for opening will be de­
cided on.

The mail to and from St. John, with 
the exception of the Fredericton line, 
are completely at a standstill, as it is 
in many other parts of the prbvince. 
The tie-up in the C. N. R. line near 
Riverside and Rothesay yesterday 
stopped the passage of mails from both 
the east and west and the main line 
of the C. P. R. is still lost to the Postal 
department as a means of transporta­
tion of mail.

It is hoped to get the letter mail 
from the two trains at presept stalled 
at Hampton to the city by team and 
truck, it was reported at the Post Of­
fice this morning. For this purpose 
the mail was to have been transferred 
to a team at Hampton this morning 
and brought in to a point where it 
could be taken over by a Post Office 
truck sent out the Rothesay road to 
meet the team It was expeoted that 
the team would have some difficulty 
in reaching a point near enough town 
to accomplish this. The bridge near • 
Lakeside is flooded and there might 
be some trouble in passing. However,
It is hoped that these mails will reach 
the city about four or five o’clock this 
afternoon. This consignment will pro­
bably include mails from both Halifax 
and eastern points and Montreal and 
western points.

The only route which is clear is that 
to Fredericton and Woodstock, where 
the mails are being sent regularly.

On the border route the department 
are using the steamer LaTour to 
transfer mail from St. Stephen to St. 
Andrews and from there are shipping 
it by team to St. George, Black’s Har­
bor, Beaver Harbor and other points. 
Teams are also being used to transport 
mail from Woodstock and Perth to 
meet at Florenceville and thus to keep 
up a service between these points.

Arrangements have been made for 
the diversion of the mail service be­
tween Edmundston and Aroostook 
Junction by way of River DuLoup on 
the Temiscouata Railway. From Fred­
ericton mails are being sent to Kings- 
clear, Prince William, Lower South­
ampton and other places by stage.

According to word from Portland, 
Me., the American mails since Satur­
day. have been diverted by way of 
Montreal.

It is expected that, if conditions re­
main the same, a consignment of mail

naturally—given to potatoes of the 
"Early Blue” variety, is an old story. 
That it originated in Ontario and in 
the manner that he describes is, as 
the boys say, “a new one on me.” It 
cannot be correct, however, for the 
word was in use long before 1817. 
There appears good reason to think 
that it had its origin in a political cam­
paign, and bore the same relation to 
the “Liberals” of 140 years ago that the 
term “Grits” does to those of today. In 
a letter written by the Rev. Jacob 
Bailey, about 1786, quoted by the late 
Mr. Justice Savary in the supplement 
to the History of Annapolis County, 
the writer says:

“The JHuenoses, to use a vulgar ap­
pellation,, who had address sufficient 
to divide the Loyalists, exerted them­
selves to the utmost of their power 
and cunning.” He is referring to the 
general election of 1786. Two mem­
bers were to be chosen for the county. 
The Loyalists had nominated two can­
didates, and the old settlers (or Blue- 
noses) two. Then a third Loyalist 
took the field. If Mr. Bailey's letters 
are acorrect sample of the feeling of 
Loyalist immigrants toward the earlier 
settlers, the ill-feeling of the latter 
toward the former, handed down by 
tradition, can be easily understood.

The “Bystander,” I think, is also in 
error in his supposition that Nova Sco­
tia “escaped the affliction" of the 
“summerless year.” It probably was 
not as severe in this “colony” as in the 
Upper Provinces, but tradition has 
handed down its story. Further proof 
may be found wherever a piece of 
primeval forest is falling before the 
woodman's axe. If the circles, that in­
dicate the yearly growth of the tree 
are counted back to the vear 1816, the 
growth of that tree win be found to 
be indicated by a mere thread. Such 
trees are scarce now, 
numerous in the ’60's of the last cen­
tury, and I have often made the count 
suggested.

According to the account given in 
the article referred to, it would ap­
pear that the winter of 1816-17 began 
in June, 1816. As I remember tradi­
tional story, the winter of 1815-16 con­
tinued to the autumn of 1816.

The original Edison plants in the 
San Bernardino Mountains consist of 
Mill Creek No. 1, with a capacity df

a capacity of 4,000 horsepower ; Santa'

Big Increase in April Figures 
In Montreal Compared With

London, April 19.—(By Mail)—The 
literature surrounding the new Law of 
Property Act elready shows signs of 
developing proportions alarming to the 
student of jurisprudence, although the 
Act itself will not commence to op­
erate for more than another eighteen 
months, says "The Westminster Gaz­
ette.”

Cutting right at the root of that 
ponderous tree into which our law of 
property has grown, the Act is itself 
a formidable volume; it is, in fact the 
biggest Bill that has ever been put 
before Parliament.

Drastic though the changes arç 
which it enacts, it is not—in the words 
of its sponsor, the Earl of Birkenhead 
—revolutionary, but evolutionary.

Its most valuable provisions would 
not be evident to the layman perhaps. 
Of fundamental importance, for in­
stance, is that it supplants the fam­
ous old Statute of Uses, passed In 
1536. This, forming part of Henry 
VTII.’s campaign against the spiritual 
poorer for the strengthening of the 
temporal, forbade trusts, but by the in­
genuity of lawyers, It was made to de­
feat its own ends, and tqday deeply 
influences every region of the law of 
real property.

By employing it, settlers have been 
able to tie up landed property from 
generation tp generation, often making 
it impossible for an “owner” to dispose 
of his land because of the interest in 
it of some one else.

Under the new Act the person in 
whom a freehold, is vested wil be able 
to deal with it at will as if he was 
absolute owner, in the same manner 
as he would sell pictures or shares.

In a word, in fact, the outstanding 
work of the Act may be said to be thé 
placing of the disposal of real proper­
ty on the same basis in many respects 
.as personal property. Chattels were 
always easily disposed of, but the old 
lawyers regarded land as being by its 
very nature different from personal 
property, and hedged it about with 
such theoretical rules as would differ­
entiate a destructible thing from an 
indestructible.

These rules, though they have the 
great virtue of making fraud exceed­
ingly difficult in the sale of land, are 
of such inconvenience that the modem 
lawyer has at last decided they are in­
sufferable.

One of the changes to be wrought by 
the new Act that will most strike the 
layman is what has been incorrectly 
described as the “abolition” of primo­
geniture. Primogenture is not a law 
of England, but a custom. What the 
Act does is to alter the right of the 
heirs-at-law on intestacy, and the real 
property will now pass in the same 
way as personal estate, the rules of 
•which are also to be changed.

If the person dying without a will 
leaves a husband or wife, he or she 
will take deceased’s personal property 
absolutely, plus £1,000 free of death 
duties. If the estate exceeds this 
amount, and if there is issue, the hus- 

‘band or wife wiU take the residue for 
life. After the claims of the husband 
or wife have been satisfied, the rest of 
the property passes to the issue (chil­
dren or grandchildren).

Among the important ancient insti­
tutions abolished are:

(1) Copyholds.
(2) Gavelkind tenure; this is found 

chiefly in Kfent, and by it land de­
scends, not to the eldest son, but to 
all bons equally. Previous attempts to 
abolish gavelkind have always been 
stoutly resisted by those among whom 
it prevails.

When Robert Stead, the new presi­
dent of the Canadian Authors’ Asso­
ciation, was a mere beginner in the 
publication of verse, a Western re­
viewer, with more, candor than gentle­
ness, said: “Stead is from the farm, 
and he had better go back there.” Not 
many months ago a member of the 
Stead family was introduced at a social 
function as a relative of “Mr, Stead, 
the author, whereupon the tea-fre­
quenter sard: “Oh, that’s the man who 
was drowned on the Titanic?”

Such are the struggles of budding 
authorship in this country, where na­
tive writing makes slow headway, but, 
nevertheless, headway, against the 
stream of books' and periodicals from 
other and older countries which happen 
to speak the same language. ,

If living the life of a Canadian, in 
many fields and at many occupations, 
is a foundation for a literary career, 
Robert Stead has had a valuable 
training, and he is reaping the fruit 
in such a novel as “Neighbors,” pub­
lished last year, and in poems of 
Prairie Life which have found their 
way into several volumes. His en­
trance into poetry came after the first 
success of Robert Service, and though 
there was at first a suggestion of the 
same vigor an8 swing which had beefn 
made popular by Kipling, there soon 
was evident a peculiar note of thought­
ful interpretation of Prairie life, and of 
the relation of Canada to the Mother 
Country, which gave Stead a standing 
of his own. On that dramatic day in 
the summer of 19Î6, when Kitchener’s 
death was reported, the emotions of the 
moment raised a white heat in the poet, 
then living in Calgary, and the result 
was the poem, “Kitchener,” which soon 
found its way round the world. It is 
said that Mr. Stead composed a great 
part of it while riding on his bicycle 
to or from his home that night, and 
when it was completed it was at once 
put on the Press wires and printed the 
next day throughout Canada.

Such an emotional outburst might 
not be suspected from the placid, 

sad, countenance of Mr. Stead.
