the charge of taking the United States
census of 1879 and 1880 has writlen a
paper in the August number of
the Forum in?which he shows that
the decrease in percentage of the in-
crease of population in the United States
come at periods in which there was the
largest immigratlon. The lowest decen-
nial census increase in the United States
since 1790 was between the years 1880
and 1890, the immigration in this decen
niumbeing over five and a quarter mil-
lions, the total numerical increase
of population in the United States in
the same period being not quite twelve
and half millions, He further shows
that the largest increase of population
iu the United States was during the
forty years ended in 1880, that aggregate
increase being 227 per cent. In the de-
cennium 1830—40 the immigration com-
menced to be very large and has
gone on since increasing until the figures
above stated of five and a quarter mil-
lions in ten years were reached.

“The main characteristic of Sir
John Macdonald’s mind, especially
as he grew to be an old, a con-
fessedly old, man, was his personal de-
votion to the Queen and the Empire. He
was no sycophant, as more than one
colonial minister could tell ; but he had
a passion of loyalty, and 8 great desire
to advance the imperial intérests:
The imperial character of the In-
tercolonial Railway ; the imperial
of the Pacific Railway;
usefulness of the great North
as an abiding place for
future generations of British pubjects,—
these things were always in his mind.
He could pardon no man who stood be-
tween him and the ultimate accomplish-
ment of his plans of making these
great public properties useful to the
empire at large. He looked forward to
the time when for trade purposes, for de-
fonce purposes, at least, there would be a
closer union of the colonies with the
United Kingdom.
