Arthur L. Adams, the hydraulic en­

gineer of San Francisco, who has ad­
vised the city respecting its water­
works improvements for the last five 
years, will come to Victoria almost 
immediately and inspect the Smith’s 
Hill reservoir. This action on his part 
follows on it having been reported to 
him that the big basin is holding wa­
ter. Seen this morning, City Engineer 
Smith reported that there was 12% feet 
of water in the reservoir and that there 
was no perceptable leakage—the seep­
age being, in fact, about ten thousand 
gallons.

It will be recalled that Mr. Adams 
in previous reports expressed the con­
viction that with the lapse of time the 
reservoir would hold water; that it 
would naturally draw together and 
that the earthy matter in the water 
would* add to the filling-in process. 
That this theory is being fulfilled is 
being contended by the friends of Mr. 
Adams.

Asked this morning if, in view of the 
recent developments, he would favor 
proceeding with the repairs to the res­
ervoir immediately, Mr. Smith answer­
ed in the negative. He pointed out 
that in the first instance he had favor­
ed leaving the work of repair over un­
till the fall, when weather conditions 
would be more favorable. Now that 
it had been demonstrated that the res­
ervoir would serve the purpose for a 

* considerable period it would, in his 
opinion, be better to leave the ques­
tion of repairs open for some time.

Peary reiterated his announcement 
that he had retired from the field of 
exploration and said that he believed 
he had earned a rest.

Commander Peary is accompanied by 
his wife and Capt. Bartlett. They will 
spend six weeks in Europe. The party 
was loudly cheered by waiting crowds 
and surrounded by a swarm of news­
paper men.

The explorer will have a busy time 
while in London. He will be the guest 
at luncheon to-morrow of the Royal 
Society Club in St. James’ street, where 
the Earl of Halsbury will preside 
a distinguished gathering of travellers 
and scientists assembled in the Ameri­
can’s honor. Wednesday evening, May 
4th, the commander will lecture before 
the Royal Geographical Society at the 
Royal Albert hall and receive the so­
ciety’s gold medal. The Prince of Wales 
expects to be in the audience. On Sat­
urday the commander will be the guest 
at dinner of the Savage Club.

After this programme Commander 
Peary will begin a short continental 
tour, lecturing at several important 
cities.

to the British foreign office and the 
London headquarters of the various 
missionary societies indicate a situa­
tion of the gravest possible danger for 
Europeans and Americans in China.

Though the Chang Sha outbreak has 
subsided, it is regarded by the best au­
thorities as by no means over.

"I feel,” says Rev. G. M. Brovfn, the 
Wesleyan Missionary Society’s secre­
tary, “that what happened^in Hunan is 

preliminary to something of a more 
serious nature. Messages we are con­
stantly receiving here show this only 
too plainly. The feeling of unrest and 
discontent makes the situation more 
disquieting."

Mr. Brown’s expression is fairly re­
presentative of the general sentiment 
among those familiar with Chinese de­
velopments. The foreign office is doing 
no talking for publication, but it is 
known that the men at its head are 
perhaps even more uneasy than the 
missionary society officials. The latter 
are fearful merely for the safety of 
white men and women actually in 
China. The former rear that'lliè Chi­
nese are rapidly becoming ripe for ex­
pansion into territories now wholly or 
mainly Caucasian.

It is conceded that local conditions, 
like unemployment, crop shortages, rice 
corners and official oppression, as well 
as the ignorant masses, fear that the 
coming of Halley’s comet potends some 
national crisis, may be Immediately 
responsible for the discontent prevail­
ing pretty well all over China, but it 
is pointed out that whenever this dis­
content culminates in actual outbreak 
it invariably assumes the 'form of hos­
tility to foreigners.

?» > Belgrade, Servia, April 30.—The 
Turks are strengthening the garrisons 
in and around Constantinople in an­
ticipation of a local uprising as a re­
sult of the revolt of the Albanians, ac­
cording to to-day’s dispatches.

The revolutionists are receiving re­
inforcements and funds from the peo­
ple from Sandjak to Novibazar, and 
nearly the entire population is in sym­
pathy with the insurgents.

Niazi Bey, among the most promi- 
net Turkish military leaders, has re­
fused to take command of a division 
of the loyalist army which is to be 
sent against the Albanians. Bey told 
the government war office officials that 
the position taken by the Young Turks 
is unjustifiable, and on this account 
he cannot fight against the rebels.

Niazi’s prominence makes his atti­
tude a serious obstacle for the govern­
ment to overcome in its determination 
to suppress the revolution.

The outcome of the battle of Katch- 
anik Pass has not been learned. There 
has been fighting in the pass for three 
days and nights, according to the re­
ports, and hundreds on both sides have 
been slaughtered in hand-to-hand con­
flict.

The rebels have captured the towns 
of Hgilan, Djakova and Ipek, and it is 
believed are still holding Prisrand, one 
of the most important towns in the 
province.

Government officials at Constanti­
nople are greatly alarmed on account 
of the action of the Austrian govern­
ment in sending a cruiser and torpedo 
boat to the Albanian coast. The war 
vessels were dispatched ostensibly to 
protect Austrian interests In the re­
volting district, but the government 
fears that Austria intends to get Al­
bania as she did Bostonia and Herze­
govina.

For several months some of Aus­
tria’s representatives have been ac­
cused of undue activity in stirring up 
trouble in Albania, and for several 
years, diplomats have whispered that 
Austria was desirous of getting pos­
session of a slice of Turkish territory 
which would give Austria a more ex­
tended seaboard.

JOSEPH MARTIN ON

London, April 30.—Joseph Martin, M.

Butte, Mont., April 29.—Advices early 

to-day state the lumber yard of 
the Humbird Lumber Company at 
Sand Point, çne of the biggest plants 
in Idaho, has been destroyed by fire. 
Over 30,000,000 feet of lumber have 
been destroyed.

The flames lighted the country for 
miles around and the terrible grand­
eur of the conflagration from view­
points on the lake made a new sensa­
tion for the population in little ham­
lets within a radius of ten miles. The 
fire broke out shortly after dark.

The fire was thought to have been 
confined to that portion of the yards 
north of the connecting track between 
the Northern Pacific and the Great 
Northern, on which was piled 2-1.000.- 
000 feet of lumber. The Are started in 
the lath shed and blew directly toward 
the piles of lumber.

The wind carried the flames away 
from the town and Sand Point is In 
no danger unless the wind veers.

Fire Extinguished.
Spokane, Wash., April 29.—After 

blazing fiercely all night, and result­
ing in the destruction of about 30,000,- 
000 feet of lumber, entailing a loss of 
$365,000, the fire in the Humbird Lum­
ber Company’s yards at Sand Point, 
Idaho, was extinguished early this 
morning. The combined efforts of the 
fire depratments of Sand Point, Pend 
D’Oreille and Kootenai were needed to 
subdue the flames, but so efficient was 
the work of the firemen that the big 
planing and cutting mill of the com­
pany was saved, in spite of the fact 
that for most of the night the mill 
was in the centre of 25 acres of seeth­
ing flames.

The yards of the Huntbird Company 
lay between the Great Northern and 
Northern Pacific tracks, and the fire 
started in the lath shed. A strong 
breeze carried the flames quickly into 
the shipuing division of the yards, 
where 24,000,000 feet of lumber wére 
piled. In an effort to keep the fire 
from spreading from this to the mill, 
great stacks of lumber Were dynamit­
ed by the mill hands, and in this way 
the buildings were saved. Flying cin­
ders ignited other parts of the yards, 
however, so that at times 60,000,000 feet 
were blazing.

Throughout the fire, crews from the 
mills and from the" two railway sys­
tems worked like beavers in the yards, 
saving wlyat they could and aiding the 
firemen In their fight against the 
flames.

Late B. W. Pearse Showed Appre­
ciation of Educational Possi­

bilities of Victoria

(From Friday’s Daily.)
Should the University of B. C. be es- * 

tablished in Victoria the senate and 
governors will be able to avail of a be­
quest left by the late B. W. Pearse, 
for the endowment of a chair of nat­
ural science.-

By his will Mr. Pearse left “the sum 
of $10,000 to be invested in the name 
of the lieutenant governor of the prov­
ince apd of the mayor of Victoria, the 
proceeds of which are to be devoted to 
the endowment of a chair of natural 
science in a college or university in 
Victoria which may have the power of 
conferring of degrees in arts or 
sciences, or which may be affiliated 
with anj- university or colleage in Great 
Britain or Canada.”

The testator’s public spirit was ex­
hibited in several other directions. The 
Royal Jubilee hospital will receive $3,- 
000 to build a new ward, the B. C. 
Benevolent Society $3,000; the Provin­
cial Orphans’ Home the income of $3,- 
000, to be placed in the hands of the 
mayor of Victoria in trust; $3,000 is to 
be devoted to building a home for or­
ganically-diseased children born in the 
province and there will be $7,000 further 
as an endowment fund. Mr. Pearse 
was one of the largest holders in the 
Esquimau Waterworks Company and 
hqd great faith In the future value of 
his stock. He left 100 shares to the 
Barnardo Homes, 30 shares to the Na­
tional Lifeboat Institution and 100 
shares to the lord mayor of London 
in trust, “for distribution to aged and 
infirm governesses, or for the purpose 
of aiding young governesses who may 
be ill or overworked to recover their 
health.”

All these bequests are subject to the 
life interest of Mrs. Pearse.

Mitchell testified that 
the surgeons performed an autopsy on 
the body while it was In a frozen con­
dition.

The question of the conservation of 
the salmon is just now engaging the 
attention of the press of eastern Can­
ada to a large extent. A few days ago 
the Toronto Globe had a lengthy ar­
ticle on the subject, which elicited the 
following letter, which appears also in 
the columns of that leading journal:

To the Editor of The Globe: The edi­
torial in The Globe of the 20th last, 
dealing with the question of the con­
servation of the British Columbia sal­
mon fisheries is of importance as show­
ing an awakened Interest on the part 
of the eastern provinces in these 
fisheries, which there is unfortunately 
reason to believe, will become ere long 
a thing of the past, so far at least as 
the Fraser çiver is concerned, if the 
present methods are continued. And 
the conservation of these fisheries is 
not a matter of merely local interest, 
but one of considerable importance to 
us here in the east, as well as to the 
mother country; for in 1905 the last 
"gtood year” for which official statis­
tics have been published, eastern Can­
ada received from the British Colum­
bia salmon fisheries some seven mil­
lion pounds of excellent food material, 
while there were exported to Great 
Britain not less than twenty-six and 
a half million pounds!

It is important that the situation 
should be clearly understood. The 

'sockeye salmon, which form the princi­
pal source of the British Columbia 
supply, spawn in the head waters of 
the rivers and arc taken by the fisher­
men on their way to the spawning 
grounds. The catch of fish returning 
to the Fraser river forms almost one- 
half the total catch of the province, 
and it is this source of supply that is 
threatened from over-fishing. A very 
large proportion of the fish returning 

the ocean to their spawning 
grounds in the Fraser pass along the , ,
American shore of Puget Sound, and (
are taken in large numbers by the >
American fishermen. The American i , Jr 
fisheries on Puget Sound were estab- j A ' 
iished about 1891, and for many years 
their catch fell far below that of the 
Canadian canneries, but the enormous 
runs of fish attracted more and more 
the Investment of American capital, 
additional canneries were established 
and older ones were enlarged, so that 
about 1898 the American catch began 
to equal the Canadian, and now gréat- 
ly surpass it. In 1907 the American- 
catch of Fraser river salmon amounted 
to 93,934 cases, as against a Canadian 
catch of 59,815; cases in 1908 the Ameri­
can catch was 170,574, and in the year 
just past, which was one of the “good 
years,” the American catch is esti­
mated at at least 900,000 cases and the 
Canadian at not more than 600,000. It 
must be remembered that all the fish 
represented in this enormous catch 
were spawned in Canadian waters and 
were returning to Canadian waters to 
deposit their spawn, that the only at- 
temps to conserve the supply by arti­
ficial breeding have been carried out 
by the Canandian governments, Do­
minion and Provincial, and that until 
very recently the American fishermen 
were limited to no restrictions in tak­
ing the fish, while the Canadian fisher­
men w-ere.

It has been the understanding of 
these facts and a realization of the 
danger of a result fatal to the industry 
if present methods were continued that 
has produced so much dissatisfaction 
on the part of the Canadian fishermen, 
and the ' restrictions proposed by the 
international commission have been 
suggested with a sense of the injustice 
of the present conditions and in a de­
sire to avert, even m a small degree, 
the threatened diminution, if not ex­
tinction, of the supply. It is easy to 
counsel continued patience and the ad­
vice is undoubtedly good, but it is not 
in human nature to adopt the advice 
under the circumstances. The quota­
tion which you made from the Seattle 
Post-Intelligencer, to the effect that 
the American canners have too keen a 
business sagacity and too large a bus­
iness experience to sacrifice the entire 
future for the immediate profit of to­
day, sounds, as you say, reasonable, 
but it is just this disregard for the 
future in the prospect of immediate 
profit that has characterized all great 
commercial enterprises dealing with 
natural resources, What else has call­
ed into existence on this continent the 
commission for the conservation of 
natural resources? Altruism in favor 
of generations yet unborn is not a 
striking characteristic of commercial 
enterprise.

The growth of an entente cordiale 
between the two governments concern­
ed is a hopeful sign. The conservation 
of the supply of Fraser river salmon is 
a matter of concern to both countries, 
and it is most earnestly to be desired 
that those in authority will act, and 
that quickly, in a spirit of equity and 
sweet reasonableness in preventing the 
greed of a few from destroying what 
is now a great natural resource.

“The presentation on Tuesday night 
last, at Ottawa, by his friends of a 
handsome monetary gift to Hon. -W.
S Fielding. Federal Minister of Fi­
nance, recalls the fact that a page 
here and there in the history of Can­
adian politics is brightened by such 
an expression of esteem which over­
flows all party limitations for some 
man whose undeniable personal merit 
and exceptional public services havez 
properly singled him out from his fel­
lows.

It was decided that a stock exchange 
should be formed, and that at 
The general sentiment expressed 
that Victoria was ripe for a general 
mart for the buying and selling of 
stocks and shares. The boom in Port­
land canal and Stewart shares and the 
general mining activity in British Co­
lumbia portends that mining business 
will be more than usually active for 
the future in every city in the pro­
vince.

There has been no regular stock ex­
change in Victoria since fourteen years 
ago-, when fifteen local men formed an 
exchange which did business under a 
charter for about six weeks, when a 
motion to wind up Its affairs was pass­
ed in regular meeting. The winding up, 
however, never took place. About six 
weeks ago a movement was made to 
revive the old exchange, but differences 
occurred between the parties, W. E. 
Laird, however, succeeded ' in -securing 
all the stock of the company and holds 
the fifteen shares.

When these were transferred to him 
the transfer certificates were signed by 
the president and secretary of the old 
company in the regular way, but both 
president and secretary passed out of 
office by the action of transfer.

The articles of the old company call­
ed for the attendance of eleven of the 
fifteen members in person to constitute 
a regular meeting. The new owner of 
the stock by the transfer became presi­
dent, secretary, vice-president and 
general pooh bah, but was unable to 
elect himself to any of the offices with­
out the attendance of at least elèven 
members. He could not transfer it to 
others without the signatures of a 
president and secretary,, who do not 
exist, and was therefore at a deadlock 
with himself.

Legal advice on the unique situation 
of the old exchange is that the holder 
of the stock would have to dissolve 
the company by application to the 
courts and form a new one.

who remember Hanlan’s visit to Vic­
toria in 1883.

Hanlan visited Victoria with Lee, the 
oarsman, his travelling partner, and 
rowed several races at Esquimau and 
Shawnigan. Among them was the race 
between Lee and pottsford, the then 
Victoria champion sculler, whom Lee 
defeated.

Before Hanlan left Victoria he was 
tendered a banquet by the athletic 
community, of which an all-round 
sportsman, William McNiff, proprietor 
of the Grotto saloon, was one of the 
leading lights, McNiff was a short 
little Irishman and he presided at the 
banquet, and it is he probably whom 
Sullivan refers to as “the little sawed- 
off Irishman.” At this time C. E. Red- 
fern was mayor of Victoria.

When the banquet was about half­
way through Sullivan arrived in the 
room and attempted to take hold of the 
proceedings. As part of his programme 
the pugilist attemtped to establish a 
champagne-drinking record for Vic­
toria, with the result that a number 
of the guests took bottles by the neck 
and prepared to suppress the noisy 
Sullivan.

A fight, however, was averted and 
Sullivan was conducted from the room. 
The events having happened so long 
ago it is possible that John L.’s mem­
ory is not as clear on “the funniest 
fight I ever had,” etc., as it. might have 
been. There is consolation 
for e-x-Mayor Redfern and those who 
remember the occurrence, that their 
memory should remain in the mind of 
John L. for twenty-seven years. Even 
if that memory is a jest with him they 
have the satisfaction that the "pub­
licity bureau” of that age did good 
work, for the seed cast upon the waters 
then has found fruit after twenty-seven 
years.

A. J. Brace, secretary of the local 
branch of the B. C. A. A. IT., this morn­
ing reviewed the Nanaimo situation as 
follows, after it had been brought to 
his notice: "I have received word from 
Mr. McLeod at Nanaimo. He is a min­
ister, and he tells me all the prizes will 
be in merchandise.

Chicago, May 2.—State’s Attorney 

Wayman will take Representative 
Charles A. White before the special 
grand jury to-day to repeat his con­
fession of alleging that he received a 
bribe of $1,000 for voting for William 
Lorimer for United States senator and 
later $900 as his share in a ‘‘jack pot” 
or general legislative corruption fund.

The public prosecutor Intimates also 
that in the near’ future the down state 
legislators mentioned by White in his 
charges will appear before the special 
inquisitorial body, the list Including 
Henry A." Shepard, of Jersey ville, 
Joseph S. Clark, of Van dalla, Michael 
Link, of Mitchell and Lee O’Neil 
Brown, of Ottawa.

The inquiry will not be confined to 
Cook county alone, for in Sangamon 
county the regular grand jury con­
vened to-day at Springfield and State's 
Attorney Edmund Burke declares that 
it will make an exhaustive Inquiry into 
the corrupt deals alleged by White to 
have been transacted at the capital.

After White is through at the crim­
inal court building in Chicago, the 
Sangamon county authorities will seek 
to bring him before the grand Jury 
at Springfield. If he repeats the con­
fession he made to State’s Attorney 
Wayman before the Sangamon county 
jurors, State’s Attorney Burke declares 
that he will be indlct'ed and prosecuted 
forthwith, no matter what assurance 
of immunity he may have from the 
prosecution in Cook county.

Senator Lorimer says he has a letter 
at Washington from White, which he 
believes proves that the writer is men­
tally unbalanced and reiterates his de­
claration that the attack Is a move to 
ruin the New La Salle Street national 
bank.

A morning paper here to-day prints 
a statement alleged to have been made 
by Albert Isley, declaring that a mem­
ber of the legislature told him he had 
been offered a bribe to vote for Lori­
mer.

Vancoucer, May 2.—J. J. Hill, the 
Great Northern railway magnate, ar­
rived in the city Friday night with 
Louis J. Hill, president of the Great 
Northern road, and a party of railway 
officials of the Great Northern and 
Northern Pacific lines. Charles F. 
Baker, who is allied with the interests 
of these railways, and president of the 
First National Bank of New York, is 
a member of the party. The party left 
for Seattle on Saturday.

“To see Oregon,” was the laconic an­
swer of Lçuis J. Hill when asked as 
to the immediate and direct object of 
the visit.

One of the main purposes of the visit 
was to inspect the Spokane, Portland 
and Seattle road, which Was placed-In 
operation late last year, carrying from 
Portland and Seattle.

Asked as to the Intentions of the 
Great Northern to extend the line of 
the V., V. & E. to connect with the 
line at Princeton, Mr. Hill stated: “We 
shall put the line through as fast as 
possible. I understand that there is 
some difficulty in getting over the Hope 
mountains, but there are no natural ob­
structions in any case that are insuper­
able, and we shall get there. Time 
sometimes means money, and we shall 
make the most of the situation."

As to the matter of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific coming into Vancouver and the 
consequent necessity for terminal facili­
ties at some convenient, objective 
when Mr. Hill was asked if the 
Northern, which has already secured 
rights in the eaét end fdr itè terminals, 
is inclined to oppose the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, he answered: “That is a mat­
ter entirely in the hands, of the rail­
way commission.”

In regard to a steamship service for 
the shipment of wheat from Vancouver, 
Mr. Hill stated that 'his company .had 
no interests in ocean shipping here and 
would probably confine itself to the 
fresh water shipping, which it controls.

Mr. Hill stated that the lines of the 
company were to be extended to Win­
nipeg from Minneapolis, and that since 
the party left St. Paul thè members 
had received telegraphic advices that 
all the negotiations for terminals and 
other details of terminal facilities had 
been adjusted. When asked if the pro­
posals of the company were to run the 
line through to the coast, thus giving a 
fourth transcontinental road, he re­
plied: “For the present we are going 
to go into Winnipeg. What we may 
do afterward is as yet undecided, but 
there is no doubt of a Hill transcon­
tinental line.”

Passes By-Law Giving Free Water 
and Light—To Be Submitted 

to Ratepayers in May Columbia III Now Being Built for 
Service in North Will Cost 

$22,000
Nelson, April 29.—The by-law intro­

duced by Aid. Rutherford to grant to 
the Y. M. C. A. free water and light New Westminster, April 29.—At a 

cost of $22,000 the Anglican church of 
this district is building a mission boat 
on Dawe’s wavs, Lulu Island, for ser­
vice on the northern coast of this 
province. The craft will be ready for 
launching in a few weeks when the 
occasion will be marked with fitting 
ceremonies.

The boat which is to be known as 
the Columbia III., is to succeed the 
Columbia II., which has been in ser­
vice for several years, but which was 
recently sold to a Victoria firm. The 
Columbia III. will be the most elab­
orate of all the mission boats carry­
ing the message of the gospel to the 
northern logging camps and fishing 
grounds, and will be fitted up with 
every regard to comfort and con­
venience. Services will be held on 
board when this is advisable; the sa­
loon accommodating one hundred per­
sons. A first-class organ and a com­
munion table and service are included 
in the equipment.

Rev. John Antie, whose headquarters 
are at Rock Bay, will be in charge of 
the boat, but will have the assistance 
of a navigator. In addition to the 
missionary, a medical man will travel 
with the Columbia III. and visit the 
numerous hospitals established by the 
Anglican church in the north, 
complete outfit of surgical instruments 
and an operating table Will be on 
board.

In addition to preaching and attend­
ing to the physical needs of the log­
gers, the officers on board the boat 
will make their craft the headquar­
ters of a free circulating library, which 
will be liberally stocked with maga­
zines and books.

STEAM PLOUGHS AT WORK.

Calgary, May 2.—A comparison of 
the cultivation going on at the present 
time in the irrigation block by modern 
steam ploughs with old horse team 
methods, proves 
breaks four times the area of ground 
at two-fifths less cost. In the Bassano 
district three 32-horse power steam 
ploughs broke 40 acres per day each. A 
conservative estimate indicates that it 
would have taken one six-horse team 
with a modem gang plough of the larg­
est capacity, at least nine days to 
break 40 acres. It would have taken 
one man working with a team and 
old-fashioned walking plough 30 days 
to break 40 acres. It is apparent, there­
fore. that with the present operation 
of steam ploughs in the West, four 
times as much land is being cultivated 
as was the case two years ago. Orders 
for gasoline and steam traction en­
gines now in the hands of manufac­
turers exceed by one-third the num­
ber already shipped in this season.

British inspection will henceforth be 
allowed for freighters doing business 
between Canadian ports. The follow­
ing order-in-council dealing with this 
matter is from the latest issue of the 
Canadian Gazette:

The order-in-council of the 29th De­
cember, 1904, imposing the provisions of 
Canadian steamboat inspection on 
steamers registered elsewhere than in 
Canada when plying in Canadian 
waters and engaged in the carriage of 
freight, be repealed, and the following 
substituted therefor:

Steamboats registered elsewhere than 
in Canada and trading or plying from 
one port or place in Canada to another 
port or place in Canada (but not en­
gaged in the carriage of passengers) 
shall, if holding a certificate of inspec­
tion from any of the following classi­
fication societies, namely : Committee 
of Lloyd’s Register of British and For­

Very little is being said about 
this property, but it is understood that 
the ore is proving very rich, and that 
news of great strikes are to be expect­
ed from there in the near future.

She took 
north a full mixed cargo to different 
northern British Columbia points.

pert, and coming south 60,000 feet of 
fine spruce was loaded at Swanson 
Bay for Vancouver. These were in ad­
dition to the usual way freights car­
ried by the steamer.

The steamer brought word from Rose 
Harbor that the erection of the new 
whaling station is proceeding at a rapid 
pace. The new wharf is finished and 
the Amur was the first steamer to dock 
there, she loaded a quantity of lum­
ber and other supplies from this port.

TRAMWAY PLANS.

New Westminster, April 29.—Gen­
eral Manager R. H. Sperling, of the 
B. C. E. R., held a conference with 
Mayor Lee in his worship’s office, dur­
ing which the latter presented the 
position of the city in regard to the 
demand for increased car service and 
other matters.

The mayor laid the views of the 
city on the Coquitlam dam matter 
before Mr. Sperling, and also brought 
up the matter of what would be prac­
tically a new agreement between New 
Westminster and the company in 
reference to running privileges in this 
city.

Vancouyer, April 30.—A party of offi­

cials of the British Columbia Electric 
Railway Company, including General 
Manager Sperling and Assistant Man­
ager Glover, were taken over the route 
of the Chilliwack tram line this week 
by Superintendent Allan Purvis, in 
charge of the division of the company's 
lines.

The steel is now laid from New 
Westminster to Abbottsford and the 
line ballasted to Harris road, fifteen 
miles west of the latter 'point. The 
overhead electric work has been car­
ried along with the ballasting. Be­
tween Sumas mountain and Abbotts­
ford the contractor has the work 
about two-thirds done and this stretch 
of ten miles will be completed by the 
time the ballasting to Abbottsford is 
finished.

San Francisco, Cal., April 30.—Harry

ANOTHER PUGILIST
INJURED IN FIGHT

Knocked Out During Contest at 
Allentown, Pa., and is in a 

Critical Condition

Allentown, Pa., April 30.—Unconscious 
from concussion of the brain and a 
broken jaw, “Kid” Harrison, a local 
pugilist, is in a critical condition at a 
hospital here this afternoon.

Harrison was knocked out in a fight 
with a Waterbury, Conn., pugilist, 
known only, as “Fighting Abe.” The 
bout occurred at the Keystone Athletic 
Club Thursday night.

It was believed that Harrison was re­
covering until to-day, when he became 
unconscious. Physicians are now work­
ing over him and declare that he has 
a hard fight for life.

EXPERT TESTIFIES
AT DR. HYDE’S TRIAL

SHAWNIGAN LAKE BALL

AT ELLIS ISLAND
Believes Paralyzing Poison or a 

Combination of Poisons Caused 
Col. Swope’s Death

Double Train Service Arranged 
for Dancers—Tickets Are 

Selling Fast QUARTER MILLION EACH 
YEAR ENTER STATES

Kansas City, Mo., April 30.—Professor 
Hekoten, the Chicago toxiologist who 

: analyzed the viscera of Colonel Thomas 
H. Swope and Chrisman Swope, de­
clared to-day on the witness stand, in 
the trial of Dr. B. Clark Hyde, that he 
found no evidence that disease of any 
kind ended Chrisman Swope’s life.

Answering the hypothetical question 
describing Chrisman Swope's _ death, 
Prof. Hekoten said:

“If the patient has typhoid and 
manifested such symptoms as those 
described in the question, death may 
have been from a poison or from a 
combination of poisons. Upon the 
manifestation of such symptoms ad­
ministration of strychnine is advis­
able.”

Prof. Hekoten testified that the' 
brain of Colonel Swope was removed 
without injuring it. He stated positive­
ly that Colonel Swope did not die of 
apoplexy. Considering his advanced 
age, he said, Col. Swope’s body was in 
very good condition.

The examination made, he said, did 
not reveal evidences of death resulting 
from disease.

Answering a hypothetical question, 
describing Colonel Swojie’s death as the 
earlier question had described Chris- 
man’s, Prof. Hekoten expressed the 
opinion that death was caused from a 
paralyzing poison, or a combination of 
poisons.

Cyanide of postassium and strych­
nine, he said, were such poisotis.

Congress Cannot Be Prevailed 
Upon to Stop This Indiscrim­

inate Admission

(From New York Bureau United Press 
Associations.)

New York. April 30.—More than 250,- 
000 “undesirable immigrants” are 
cleared through the gates of Ellis Isl­
and yearly. Of this number only a 
small percentage become public 
charges within the three year period 
when they may be sent back at the ex­
pense of the steamship company that 
brings them here.

Some of those who are permitted to 
enter the country because they have 
money needed, and seemingly meas­
ure up to the requirement for admis­
sion, hardly know their own names, 
have forgotten the name of the town 
they come from and cannot name the 
day of the week.

Officials here declare there is no 
chance of securing Congressional ac­
tion to 'plug the leak.” As soon as 
drastic measures are suggested, they 
claim, there arises a cry that an at­
tempt is to be made to prevent “liberty 
seekers gaining a hayen of refuge from 
European oppression.”

Dr. Sidney D. Wilgus, chairman of 
the committee on immigration of the 
State Lunacy Commission, who has 
spent years investigating the matter, 
and admitedly one of the best posted 
American experts on the immigration 
problem, is authority for this. Dis­
cussing the subject to-day, he said:

“There is. no apparent cure for the 
great evil of immigration.. If any at­
tempt is made to hold up some of the 
most undesirable there comes a wave 
of protest from every quarter of the 
United States. We are told that 
are trying to prevent people improving 
their condition, and newspapers unite 
in denouncing the officials and many 
times raise money enough to get those 
held up into America.

“An educational test and an increase 
in the-head tax might aid, but there is 
little chance that congress will act on 
this problem. The three-year period in 
which an immigrant who becomes à 
public charge can be sent back at the 
expense of the steamship line bringing 
him, should be extended to five years, 
however. Statistics show most of the 
aliens who fall back on the communi­
ties for support do so within three to 
five years. If they get over the five 
year period they usually are all right.

“My declaration that many aliens 
coming here are so weak mentally they 
cannot remember where they came 
from, or in sôme instances cannot re­
call their ntltiies, is not far-fetched. 
They have flttle idea of the division 
of time;- one" day is the same to them 
as another aftd they ïive and die here 
without imprôving mentally.”

William Williams, commissioner of 
immigration of the port of New York, 
in many respects concurs in the views 
of Dr. Wilgus. The exclusion laws 
are easy going, he says, and even when 
strictly enforced keep out only the 
very bad port i oh of the foreign ele­
ment. -

“But between these elements and 
those that are a real benefit to the 
country,” he said, “there lies a class 
who may be quite able to earn a liv­
ing here, but Who in doing so tend to 
pull down our standard of living. I 
am now concerned with the question 
whether or not laws can be framed 
which will correctly describe this un­
desirable class. I wish merely to em­
phasize what must be known to every 
thinking person, that this undesirable 
class is coming here ih very consider­
able numbers and that we are making 
no effort to exclude it.”

Wilgus and Williams, however, dif­
fer materially on the manner in which 
inspections should be made at Ellis 
Island. Wilgus insists that ttiere is no 
adequate system of inspection which 
would tend to exclude the least desir­
able while Williams insists the exam­
ination Is as severe as can be possible 
under existfng laws.

Licensee of Regent Saloon Charged

W. A. Anderson, licensee of the Regent 
saloon, Johnson and Douglas streets, was 
charged in the police court yesterday 
afternoon, on remand, with selling liquor 
to a man who had been interdicted. J. A. 
Aikman prosecuted and Frank Higgins, 
D. S. Tait and J. S. Brandon appeared for 
the defence.

Two witnesses gave evidence that they 
had purchased beer for the man in the 
saloon on the night of Saturday, April 
16th. Both were aware that he had been 
interdicted. They identified J. R. Mc­
Kenzie as the barman who served them.

The father gave evidence as to his son’s 
drinking habits, and stated he had warned 
Anderson not to supply him with liquor.

This morning, at the request Of Magis­
trate Jay, the interdict was. put in the 
box and confirmed the statement that he 
had been served with beer at the hotel the 
night in question. He received $44, his 
pension for service in the South African 
war, where, he lost an arm, on the 4th of 
April. This money, with the exception of 
about $10, had been spent in Anderson’s 
saloon.

Both J. R. McKenzie, the bar tender, 
and W. A. Anderson, the licensee, swore 
the man was not in the saloon on the 
night of April 4th, and that they had not 
served him with liquor. There were, how­
ever, fifty to seventy-five people there at 
a time that night. A barber, with pre­
mises next the saloon, said he had an ap­
pointment with the interdict on the- 4th 
April which had not been kept by the lat­
ter. He had not seen him in the saloon or 
about the place all day.

After hearing addresses for the prosecu­
tion and the defence, the magistrate re­
served his decision until Tuesday morn­
ing.

AT CITY HALL

VANCOUVER ACCOUNTANT 
IS SECURED BY CITY1

J. F. Helliwell to Enter Upon His 
Duties of Investigation Early 

Next Week

;
(From Saturday’s Daily.)

J. F. Helliwell. the well known Van­
couver accountant, lias been selected by 
the city council to investigate civic 
methods of bookkeeping and, where 
possible, to make recommendations for 
improvement in the System. Mr. Helli­
well was present at a special meeting 
of the council held last evening and 
was introduced by Mayor Morley, who 
insisted that such an Investigation was 
imperative In the public interests. His 
worship went on to explain that the 
vote of $5,000, which had been included 
in the estimates for the purpose of en­
gaging Griffith R, Hughes to act in this 
capacity still stood, and nothing re­
mained but for the board to give sanc­
tion to the selection of another man 
to fill the position.

Mr. Helliwell, in explanation of 
What he purposed doing, said the audit 
to be a thorough ope would occupy 
some six months, arid during that time 
he or one of his assistants would be 
engaged in an investigation of present 
methods at the city hall. He hoped to 
be able to inaugurate such systems as 
would result in a great saving of money 
for the city.

In the civic estimates for the cur­
rent ye^r the sum of $5,000 was set 
aside for this audit, and while no 
fixed sum has been agreed upon in re­
muneration of Mr. Helliwell’s services, 
it was decided last evening that it 
must not exceed that amount. The 
work of investigation will be com­
menced next week.

During the conference with Mr. Hel­
liwell, the reporters were asked to 
withdraw, and therefore the public has 
no means of ascertaining what are the 
opinions of the individual members of 
the board regarding this proposal. It 
is known, however, that several mem­
bers are opposed to securing the ser­
vices of an outside accountant, it being 
contended that local talent is available 
for the purpose.
