Ihavenada good many decisions tomake since last session, and
have endeavored as far as possible to be guided by the laws of the Grand
Lodge, U. S. Among others T decided that when the fact ofa candidate’s
prédisposiliun to ill health or his liability in any way to become a burden to
the Lodge, is discovered between the time of his election and the time of
initiation, the Lodge, is at liberty”and will be justified in refusing him ad-
mission.. T also rule thataP.G. depositing his card ina Lodge is en-
titled to his rank in that Lodge, but is otherwise governed by the local
By-laws. The name under which the dispensation for a Liodge at Mt. |
Vernon was granted was Kirby Lodge, but -upen a petition of the mem-
bers and - with the advice of the D. G. M. Van Brocklin, it has~ been
changed to Imperial Lodge No. 37, L am very happy to notice that through
the exertions of our. worthy Bro. D. D. G. M. Claris, the ladies of St.
Thownas ‘have shown an intrest in our order, and a goodly pumber have
received the degree of Rebecca. It is pleasing to notice the advancement
of this branch of the order. .Wherever the influence of woman is exerted
in a labor of love good must result.

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The Grand Secretary then submitted the following report :
To the R. W. Grand Lodge of Canada West, I. O. O. F.

It has been the commendable custom and practice of t’hOse who have
beeu appointed to fill a similar office to the one which you at your last
Annual Communication did me the honor (much against my wish, for
reasons which I then expressed,) to confer upon me, to lay before the Grand
body in which they may have held the office, a detailed report or state-
ment of the manner in which they may have discharged the duties thereof
during their respective incumbencies, and I have observed. that many of
these Reports are the result of much, and oftentimes great labour and
consideration. ' e

Tt has, however, been my good fortune to have been so honored under
and during the administration of one, I mean the horored originator and
founder of your noble institution in this section of the Province, who has
watched over its every interest, and been unto it a nursing father from its |
birth up to the present cheering, gratifying, and (as I hope from the
bottom of my heart it may prove) auspicious moment, that I have had
little or nothing to do, indeed, he feels such a paternal regard and solici-
tude for all its interests, both physical and mental, as to be unwilling to
trust even the least of them in the hands of any of his subordinates without
his supervision ; and while those interests have been thus better promoted
and protected, the labour of his subordinates has been rendered comparatively
light and easy, and, therefore, I, as one of them, have very little to say on
this occasion, indeed nothing, unless it is by way of apology.

When I accepted the post assigned me, I did 1t most reluctantly, fearing,
as I did at the time, and as I then stated to you, that my official and pro-
fessional duties were likely to be such as to render it out of my power to
discharge those which would necessarily devolve upon me by its acceptance
in a manner worthy of theit importance, and my fears have been more than
realized, as I feel that T have come far short of my duty in many if  not in
every respect. :

1 am consoled, however, in the reflection, that the great interests of our
beloved and heaven-born institution, under a good and all-wise Providence,
in the hands of our noble, most excellent, and highly esteemed Grand
Master, have not suffered in any manner, but contrariwise have been pro-
moted beyond anything we could have anticipated under all circumstances,
and such being the case, I can and do with some degree of confidence throw
myself upon your kind and fraternal indulgence for all my short comings,
and sins of commission and omission, since I was honored with the office

which I now surrender up to your hands. ’
