EDITORIAL N O: S,
So far as legislation can accomplish
it all of Africa lying between Egypt
and the Sahara on the north and the
Zambesi and German Southwest Africa
in the south, has been turned into an
immense game preserve by the Euro-
pean Powers which have seized the
continent. Representatives of Great
Britain, France, Germany, Portugal,
Italy, Spain and of the King of the
Belgians, acting for the Congo State,
signed a convention at London for the
preservation of wild animals, birds and
fish in Africa. Within a month after
the certificates of ratification have
reached London the convention comes
into force and will last for (fifteen
years. The signatories comprise ~all
claimants to any part of the protected
area with their exception of the Re-
public of Liberia.

Among tLhe commissioners were
sportsmen, naturalists and explorers
as well as diplomats. They prepared
schedules of animals, the hunting or
killing of some being prohibited, of

others limited and of others permit-

ted and encouraged. No one will be
allowed to hunt in Central Africa
without a license from the local gov-
ernments. Reserves are to be establ-
ished as far as possible within which
all hunting is prohibited and close sea.
sons established for the protection of
breeding. Dynamite and poison shall
pot be used, while restrictions are put
on the employment of nets and pitfalls,
Measures are to be taken to prevent
the spread of cattle diseass and other
epidemics and for interfering with the
destruction of specific animals.

The classification of animals is in-
teresting. Those which must not be
killed at all are partly useful, name-
ly, the vulture, the owl, the secretary
bird and the rhinoceros bird, and part-
ly rare and likely to be exterminated,
the giraffe, the gorilla and chimpan-
zee, the mountain zebra, the wild ass,
the white-tailed gnu, the eland and
the little Liberian hippopotamus. On
the other hand harmful animals are
marked out for destruction, and spe-
cial efforts will be made to reduce
their numbers. These are lions, leo-
pards, hyaenas, hunting dogs, Lycaon
pictus, otters, baboons and other
harmful monkeys, crocodiles, poison-
ous snakes, pythons and large birds
of prey which are not useful.

—

A distinction is made between the
protected animals which may be
hunted under restrictions. Of some,
the young and the females, when ac-
{companied by ‘their young or other-
wise recognizable, must not be killed,
This picturesque list includes the
elephant, the rhinoceros, the hippo-
potamus, the zebra, the buffalo, the
antelope and gazelle, the ibex and the
chevrotain. Export duties will be
imposed on their hides, tusks and
horns. In regard to the elephant,
especially, seyere penalties will be im-
posed, and tusks weighing less than
ten pounds shall be confiscated where-
ever found. For others the restric-
tion is merely that the number to be
killed shall be limited by the local
authorities. Among these are fur
monkeys and small monkeys, dugongs,
manatees, small cats, various pigs,
jackals, large tortoises, bustards,
guinea fowl, and other game birds,
whose feathers have commercial value
like marabous and egrets, and ostrich-
es, for the preservation of whose eggs
special measures are to be taken.

It will be seen that hardly a single
inhabitaat of the African jungle has
escaped the watchful eye of the con-
vention. The London Times, in com-
menting on the report, thinks never-
theless, that the commissioners did
not go far enough and that they
should have prohibited all hunting for
specified periods, a suggestion that
seems even more impracticable than
the prohibitions of the convention,
The recommendations are almost
purely academical for the chief de-
stroyers of animal life in Africa are
the natives in search of food or cloth-
ing, or of the means of satisfying the
requirements of commerce. If they
can be educated to abstain from wan«
ton destruction of useful animals some
part of the fauna peculiar to Africa
may be saved from extinction. Mean-
time it is something to have secured a
general international agreement as to
what the civilized nations should do.
It will act as a deterrent on Europ-
ean ‘‘sportsmen’ who seek only to de-
stroy, and may even reach the traders
outside of Africa, whose short-sighted
policy of immediate gain is a large
factor in the threatened extinction of
the most valuable and interesting of
African animals.

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BREEDING, FEED AND CARE OF
THE BACON HOG.

John M. Harris, of the firm of C.
& T. Harris & Co., apnd chairman of
the Clane, Eng., Pig Feeding Ex-
periments Committee, has an inter-
esting article in the last issue of
the Journal of the British Dairy
Farmers’ Association on the profit-
able production of the lean hog
bacon.

For some years past, says Mr.
Harris, his firm have been trying to
find the best breed of pig for the
class of bacon in request. First it
tried Tams, both pure and crossed
with Berks. These, he said, carried
a large quantity of lean, but took
a long time to fatten, and were
often coarse and hard of skin. The
Berks pure were mnext tried, and
were found good, but too much inclin-
ed to thickness in the shoulders, and
in cross-bred ones there was a thin-
ness in the belly, or streaky parts, a
serious defect in a side of bacon.
Then large white Yorks were tried.
In these, says Mr. Harris, either pure
or crossed with Berks, were found
what the pig curers require. They
feed well, mature quickly, are very
prolific, not thick in shoulder or too
thick in the back, are thin in the
skin and pield a side which is thick
in the belly, or streaky part.

Mr. Harris also refers fin his
article to experiments carried on in
feeding for bacon. In these experi-
ments barley meal, corn meal, barley
meal and bran mixed in proportion of
two to one, corn meal and bran mixed
in the same proportion, corn meal and
pea meal in the proportion of (hree
to one, corn meal and bean meal in
the same proportion, and a ration
made of barley meal, a gallon of separ-
ated milk and three pounds of po-
tatoes were all tried. In the bar-
ley and corn meal experiments, in
some cases, a gallon of separated
milk was added to the meal.

Now for the results. It was
found'that barley meal gave a great-
ter weekly increase than corn meal,
either when used alone or used in con-
junction with other foods. The addi-
tion of milk to either corn or barley
meal added considerably to the weekly
gain. - When the hogs were Kkilled it
was found that those fed on corn meal
alone showed the least loss in dres-
sing, less than 23 per cent. On
corn meal mixed with separated milk
the loss was a fraction over 23 per
cent. Those fed on barley meal alone
showed a loss of a little over 25 1-2
per cent. and those fed on barley meal
mixed with bran almost 28 per cent.

In the matter of quality it was
found that the best bacon was pro-
duced from hogs fed on barley meal
and bran; barley meal and separated
milk came next, barley meal third,
barley meal, milk and potatoes fourth,
corn meal and bean meal sixth, corn
meal and separated milk seventh,
corn meal alone eighth and corn meal
and pea meal ninth. Excess of fat
was, the report proceeds, the general
failing in corn fed hogs, but this was
less pronounced in pigs which had been
fed on a mixture of corn with
either separated milk, bran, bean
meal or pea meal. All things con-
sidered, ,barley forms, says Mr,
Harris, a rather more valuable sta-
ple food for pigs intended for lean
bacon than does corn, although as
the price of the former is coansider-
ably in excess of that of the latter
corn may be more economical es-
pecially if wused in conjunction
with a considerable proportion of
foods rich in albumenoids, such as
separated milk. Milk is, he says,
by far the most valuable addition that
can be made to either barley or corn
meal, for it is unique in its power of
accelerating the weekly increase. As
compared with other supplementary
foods it improves the quality of the
meat more than any other, with the
exception of bran. With corn meal it
is more potent for good than with
barley meal. The addition of pota-
toes, three or four pounds to a pig
per day, to a diet of barley meal and
milk greatly improves the ration.

The conclusions arrived at by Mr,
Harris are that bacon hogs should be
bred from large white Yorks or
from those crossed with pure Berks;
that pigs should be fattened in dry,
warm, well-ventilated buildings placed
if possible in a sheltered, sunny posi-
tion for fattening; the meal should be
soaked in cold water; barely meal
should be the staple food, supplement-
ed as far as possible with fresh separ-
ated skim or buttermilk at therate
of one gallon per pig per day, togeth-
er with three or four pounds of boiled
potatoes.

CARE OF SHEEP.

There are two things that the sheep
need as much as any animal on the
farm. They need fresh air and they
need exercise. The sheep shed should
be so built that when it rains er
snows so that the sheep cannot take
their daily run‘in the field the win-
dows-or upper half doors can be opened
to allow the fresh air to enter freely,
If they have not been shorn they will
not feel the cold, and only those who

grow winter lambs shear in the fall,

But whenever the weather is suitable
they should have a run out in the
field, not a yard bare of grass and fill-
ed with mud and manure, but in an
open field. Even in a damp day they
may be out for a short time, but not
long enough to get their wool wet
through. The uneasiness of sheep
when in a pasture shows their need
of -exercise. They will not eat and
lie down as a cow does, and some of
the smaller breeds are almost asready
to jump on a wall for the fun of jump-
ing as goats are.

SHYING HORSES,

‘Horses often have what is called the
vice of shying—that is, of starting

suddenly at the rustle of a leaf or a

piece of paper or at the approach of
any object to which they are not ac-
customed. Clearly this is the rem-
nant of an iostinct inherited from
their wild progenitors in the’ steppes
or prairiés, where the sudden rustling
of a leaf might indicate the presence
of a wolf and where everything that
was strange was therefore suspici-
ous.

It is idle as well as cruel to beat
a horse for shying. That only in-
creases his alarm and may easily re-
duce him to the state of terror in
which he loses his head entirely.
Horses ia that state seem to lose not
only their heads, but their perceptive
senses, and a horse in that condition
may dash headlong against a stone
wall. The habit of shying when once
formed is difficult to cure, but it may
almost alway3s be prevented by such
consistent kindness of treatment as to
overpower the inherited instinct of
instant flight from possible danger in
which the habit originates,

THE WAR IN ASHANTIL

Rebelll us Natives H-1:ed by the Climale
and Natural Difiicalties.

The Ashanti troubles seem to be
proving more serious than was ex-
pected. Kumassi, the capital, where
the Governor is besieged, is surround-
ed by large bodies of natives fairly
well armed, the garrison being com-
posed of 700 native troops, under the
command of Major Morris. This offi-
cer, however, with six others, has been
seriously wounded, and one officer has
been killed.

This was according to despatches
from Kumassi dated Jume 4. Since
then an attempt made by the relieving
force to cut a way through the na-
tives holding the country between the
Prab River and Kumassi has been
repulsed with some loss. The road
from Prahsu is blocked by a great
number of armed natives, who con-
structed stockades and placed trees
and other impediments to obstruct an
advance of the British troops. The cli-
mate also adds to the difficulties of an
advance, the rains being incessant and
torrential. and the rivers flooded,
while the bush with which the coun-
ty is covered, besides being almost im-
penetrable, is at this season of the
year turned into one vast swamp in
the lowlands. It is true that the na-
tive Af: an troops do not suffer ser-
jiously in uealth from the exposure,
but the.r English officers fall victims
to the mialaria and heat.

The chief difficulty, in the absence
of railways, is the transport of sup-
plies and ammunition. So virulent is
the climate that horses succumb after
a brief period, and at present the only
source from which carriage can be
provided are the natives ; but they are
untrustworthy, being subject to pan-
ic, ready at the least alarm to drop
their burdens and flee into the bush.
There is, moreover, the additional dif-
ficulty that a sufficient supply of
carriers cannot be had. It was pro-
posed the other day to meet the em-
ergency by a decree impressing the
natives, but as soon as it was known
that it was in contemplation, so many
took to flight that it had to be drop-
ped.

Meantime considerable re-enforce-
ments are reported arriving at Cape
Coast Castle, so that there must be
quite a small army now in the field
at different points of concentration.
It is important that the relief of Ku-
massi should be effected with little de-
lay. News travels fast in those re-
gions, and as it is known that there
is quite a number of men who have
been trained by British officers with
the insurgents, there is the danger of
the troubles spreading to the interior
to the Niger country, from which
these men come, which would be a
very serious matter.

That the British Government is
alive to this is apparent, from the or-
ders just given to prepare a number
of light draught gunboats and steam
launches for African river service. It
would be a great misfortune should
the Governor with his garrison in Ku-
massi be compelled to surrender, for
white troops cannot very well be em-
ployed in that country for another
four months, and the supply of am-
munition in Kumassi is running short.

CAUSE OF CRIMEAN WAR.

One of the Wost Bloody Wars Had a Mest
Trivial Origin.

As an instance of what great events
can follow trivial happenings, the
genesis of the Crimean war is inter-
esting.

In 1851 Louis Napoleon demanded
of the Sultan that the Latin monks
should have a key to the great door
of the church at Bethlehem; that they
should have a key to each of the doors
of the Cave of the Nativity, and the
privilege of setting up there a silver
star bearing the arms of France.

After a year of arduous negotiation
the Turkish Government yielded, and
in February, 1853, the keys were hand-
ed over to the Latin monks and the
silver star was established in the sanc.
tuary of Bethlehem.

Uafoktunatey, Lne Emperor
Nicholas, as head of the Greek Church,
considered this an infringement of
his rights, and immediately ordered
150,000 men across the Turkish fron-
tier. At the same time he demanded
that the claims of the Christian
population of Turkey should be secured
by treaty with himself ; but the Sultan
refused this, with the support of
France, Austria and Prussia.

The Czar then proceeded to seize
the Danubian provinces, proclaiming
at the same time that he had no inten.
tion to commence war.”

The central European countries at-

tempted to secure a compromise, but
neither party would agree to their
mediation, and in October the Sultan
declared war.

England and France joined him, and
so, from such slight begmmngs,
sprang the most merciless, bloody and
fruitless struggle of the nineteenth
century.
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WONDERFUL RUSSIAN EGGS.
e
Faster Souvemirs of the (zarina and the

Dowager Empress shown at Paris,
Easter is celebrated in Russia with
great ceremony, and the custom of
giving elaborate Easter eggs has been
carried to extravagance by the weal-
thy and aristocratic people in St. Pet-
ersburg ; but no other Russian women
have such collections of Easter eggs
as the young Czarina and the Dow-
ager Empress.

It has, for may generations, been
a court custom for the reigning Czar,
to give his wife at Easter time an
egg containing some handsome gift,
usually a’ souvenir of some particular
event, and the present Czar and his
father, Alexander III., have always
observed the old custom. The two Em-
presses have, with considerable mis-
givings, it is said, allowed their Eas-
ter egg collections to go to Paris and
be placed on Exhibition in the Russian
section of the Exposition, and the
French dramatic temperament is
deeply stirred and moved by this test-
imony to the intimate and cordial re-
lations between the two nations.
From the Easter eggs are being
hatched fraternal sentiments and
touching enthusiasm with regular in-
cubator expedition and despatch.
Many of the eggs are exceedingly in-
teresting as objects of art.

The first received . by the present
Czarina was given to her in the year
of her coronation. It is a large, gold-
en egg, enamelled in rose color, and
contains a tiny and perfect model of
the state carriage in which the young
bride rode to the Moscow cathedral,
on her wedding day. The coach is of
gold, cushioned in red enamel, and
hung with tiny silver curtains which
can be drawn on gold wires. The Im-
perial crown in beautiful diamonds
ornaments the panels.

- The last Easter egg added to the
Czarina’s collection was presented this
year and incloses a splendid jeweled
heart set in rare, many colored gems,
and surrounded by twenty-five tiny
miniatures, portraits of the members
of the Russian royal family.

Among the collection of the Dow-
ager Empress is one egg that com-
memorates a family storm, and a roy-
al problem. Nicholas II., the present
Czar, when a boy, had, as all the
world knew, a most irrational and ve-
hement love affair. Society was
shocked, the heir apparent’s fond par-
epts were distressed and altogether
there was a very interesting exhibi-
tion of the tempest that Cupid can,
upon occasion, stir up in a royal fam-
ily. Nicholas was hurriedly sent
around the world to complete his ed-
ucation, and, as usual, time and ab-
sence reduced the royal heart to its
normal cohdition, but the Empress
grieved greatly over the separation
from her son, and on Easter of that
year, the Czar gave her an egg, in-
side of which was a model of the ship
in which her rebellicus lad was sailing
away from heart entanglement. A gold
smith of famous skill had spent ten
months making the ship, which was
of solid gold, mounted on a beryl
stone, and was complete and accurate
in every detail, down to the smallest
cable.

IN THIRTY YEARS.

Consumption May Be Abolished in That
Time.

Sir J. Crichton Browne and other
well-known medical experts in Eng-
land are said to have endorsed the
opinion that consumption will, in the
ordinary course of events disappear
from the United Kingdom in the next
sixty years, but that by careful treat-
ment it might be got rid of in the
next thirty yearvs.

No discovery of the century equals
in importance to the human family
the recognition of consumption as a
contagious and curable disease. With
something like the fatalism that
curses eastern countries, the people
of the west were long content to re-
gard consumption as the one disease
against which it were useless tocope.
The victim was usually sent away to
the mountain when too late and re-
turned home in time to die. He was
regarded as one marked by nature to
perish at the noon of life. But now
the erroneous idea that the disease is
hereditary and not to be baffled, has
been rejected entirely. In the blood
there can be nothing more than a
predisposition to lung trouble, and
even when this exists and declares
itself, there is no reason why the
disease should win if the patient is
withdrawn from unhealthy surround-
ings and treated scientifically as to
diet and exercise.

Families have been wiped out who
might have been saved if the houses
they lived in had been burned down.
There are doctors who say that small-
pox and consumgtion, in its fatal
stages, are the two diseases above all
others in which the patients should
be removed to isolation hospitals.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is to address
several public meetings in the Maritinie
provinces in the latter part of August.

Senator Burpee has resigned his seat
to become a member of the Canadian
Paris Commission, in place of Mr.
Gillmor, and it is said that Mr, Ellis,
M. P., of St, John, is to succeed Mr,
Burpee in the Senate.

General O’Grady-Haley sailed last
Thnrsday from England, en route for
Ottawa, by the steamer “Tunisian,” to
assume command of the Dominion
Militia forces. ‘

The time of holding the next general
elections for the Dominion House of
Commens is a subject of much specula.
tion. The indications favor the conclu-
sion that it will be, at all events, not
earlier than the middle of October.

The Chinese Situation.

The situation in China, according to
the view of President McKinley and
his cabinet, as advised by experts of
the State Department, shows ‘four
“provinces, aggregating a population of
87,000,000 and covering territory ag-
‘‘gregating 112,700 square miles, are
“in revolt against what has been
“hitherto recognised as the government
“de jure, and against all foreigners.
“Qther provinces, aggregating a popu-
“lation of 236,000,000 and covering
1,200,000 square miles of territory,
“are apparently neutral and under the
“complete control of the viceroys in
““charge of the respective provinces.”

As loug as this condition - obtains
therg will be no. general war against
Chins. Such exchanges of views as
have taken place between the powers
favor confining all operations to the
northern part of China, or that part
in which there has been actual hostility
against® foreigners. ~ While this of
course, means actual hostilities and, in
a broad. sense, war, technically none cf
the powers has yet declared war against
China or in any way formally acknowl-
edged sthat war actually exists, save,
perhaps, Russia. Indeed, the ten-
dency on the part of all the foreign
governipents is decidedly against a
general war in China, notwithstanding
the terrible outrages which have been
perpetrated. For the time being hos.
tilities are being pursued solely for the
protection of foreign life and property,
This situation, however, may be alter-
ed at almost any moment,

It will be seen by the latgst avail-
able desputches from China that the
general massacre of the foreign
ministers and all other whites at the
Pekin legations, reported to have
taken place on Gth inst., is doubtful.
[ndeed, unless there is a conspiracy in
which all the Chinese officials are band-
ed together to mislead the Powers, it
seems most probable that the reported
massacre did not take place.

ThsC.P.R.andI.C R
The standing difficulty between the

I. C. R. submits to the demands of the
C. P. R., the la'ter will cease to do any
winter poit business at St. John. There
does not seem to be any good reason to
beligve that the C. P. R. will go to the
extireme stated, but eome of i‘s demands
are we think unususl. For instance, the
C. P. R. says that when the Iutercolonial
railway receives goods for Montrea] and
other western points, it should not itself
cArry them to that city, but hand them
over at St. John to the C. P. R. thus it-
self foregoing the right of earning the
“freight for the long haul. We confess
that we cannot see any justice in such a
demagd. Itissaid on the other hand
that the I. C. R. refuses to deliver to the
C. P. R. freight at Montreal bound for
points further west and which the con-
signors expressly direct to be handed

1 over to the C. P. R. and that the I. C. R.

delivers such freight to the Grand Trunk
Railwdy. I this be true it is not right
aud the C. P. R. has good cause to
complain of it.

We pbserve that a conferenca was held
at St..John last week between Mr. T. G.
Shaughnessy president of the C. P. R. and
Mr. J. N. Southerland, freight agent,and
Mayor Daniel and members of the com-
mon eouncil of that city in reference to
next winter’s shipments tarough that

Mir."Shaughnessy, after speaking briefly
of the large elevators and other shipping
facilities recently provided at Boster by
the Boston and Maine Railroad, said they
were very anxious to have the C. P. R.
make an agreement with them for the ex-
port of western business. The Short Line
to St. John from Montreal was longer by
140 miles thau the route to Boston. It

There were many disadvantages in this

these being the heavy grades on the Short
Line, which would have to be cut down or
remaved at a heavy cost if the business
was to continue, Last winter the imports
through St. John were but ten per cent.
of the exports, and this meant a large
movement westward of empty cars, and
these were hauled at a loss. As they
made sacrifices for this businese, they
thought the government railroad should
do the same by giving to them freight
that, under strict buainess principles,
might be taken to Montreal by the I.C.R.
The C. P. R. did not think that all the
patriotism should be on its side, or that
it should be more patriotic than the
government itself.

The traffic is not large, probably not
large enough to quarrel about ; but we be-
lieve the government, through its railway
system, should assist us in developing the
export trade via St. John, and if they
won’t, then we must also stand on the
same stritt business and geographical
grounds that they take, and go where we
can do business much mere profitably. To
operate and maintain the Short Line for
export traffic will cost much more money
thau if we simply used it for local freight
and passenger traffic, but that is how the
I. C. R. will compel us to use it. The
government has during the past two years
given to the Grand Trunk to strengthen
its line east of Montreal more money than
was ever given for the Short Line, besides
giving them all their traffic.

We have no setiled policy at this
moment,and do not know what couvrse we
will take if the government adherss to its
policy. Under the old arrangement the
I. C. R. received from the C. P. R. what
is known as constructive mileage—that is,
on all freight delivered to the C. P. R. at
St. John, whether from Hampton or from
Halifax, they got freight for 303 miles,
and the C. P. R. offered to increase this
last year to 330 miles, but they demand
the long baul.

Referring to last winter's export busi-
ness, Mr.Shaughnessy said the grain ship-
ments throogh St. John were all made at
a loss,and if the I. C. R. traffic that could
be given them at St. John would recoup
that loss, he asked, ‘‘why should we not
have it?’ Thel. C. R. say no, and de-
clare that sound businees principles re-
quire them to hand all this business to the
C. P. R.’s rival, whc de not ship a pound
of freight in winter through a Canadian
pors.

It sesms, from the foregoing, that the
C. P. R. really demands that the I. C. R.
shall forego some of its legitimate earn-
ings and, perhaps, face renewed deficits in
order that the C.P. R. may be made
more profitable, The Jate Dominion
government was willing to do this, but it
appears that Mr. Blair dees not see
things in that light. Supposing that the
I. C. R. were a private, instead of a gov-
ernment road, would the C. P. R. expect
it to make any such concession as that
demanded by Mr. S ughnessy ?

A Unigq:z Work.

From a mass of zorrespondence given to
him by Mr. F. E. Winslow of the Bank
of Montreal, Chatham, Rev. W. O. Ray-
mond, of St. John has made selections
and produced a very unique and interest-
ing work. Itiscomposed chiefly of cor-
respondence and papers of Col. Edward
Winslow, a former judge of the Supreme
Court, and at one time administrator of
New Brunswick, who was Mr. F. E.
Winslow’s grandfather. The book i3
composed of 912 type-written pages of
about letter size, exclusive of an index,
aund is bound in Morocco, with gilt edges
and gold lettering on the back. The
coatents embrace an introduction giving
particulars of the Winslow ancestor whe
came out to America in the Mayflower, a8
well as the record of his descendants,
represented by the New Brunswick Win-
elows of the present time, of whom Mr.
F. E. Wiuslow, of Chatham, is the senior
representative.

Amongst the-lctters and papers in the
work are numbers from gentlemen who
figure in New England and New Bruns-
wick history in Edward Winslow’s time,
and which were written between January
10th, 1776 aud June 19th, 1815.

Some Canadian Exhibits at Paris.

The Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s
exhibit is on the ground floor of the Cana-
dian court of the Paris Exhibiiton. In it is
an immense map of the world, in the well-
known form, with the North Pole in the
centre, done ia colored glass and illuminated
by 48 electric lamps. There is also a full-
size sleeping car section, prepared on alter-
nate days for day and night use, and a model
of the SS.

The Chinese Troubles.

Victoria, B.C., July 19-—Advices reccived
from North China contain - particulars of the
awful torture inflicted on the Rev. H. V.
Norman, who, with the Rev. C. Robinson,
were among the first of the American mis-
sionaries to become victims of the Boxers,
A correspondent writing from Tien Tsin
June 7 says that refugees who had aprived
there gave the ghastly details of Mr. Nor-
man’s murder. ;

It seems that he fell into the hands of one
Li, the head man of a little town hard by
the Anglican mission, where he and Mr.
Robinson had their headquarters. Li had a
short time before lost a son in a quarrel  be-
tween Boxers and Christians, when the
converte had driven off the Boxers from the
mission, and he vowed vengeance. This he
took in a horrible manner when Mr. Norman
was thrown into his hands.

After his capture by the rioters, from
whom Li took the captive, the missionary
was stripped by the retinue of Li, and a
collar of iron was fastened on his neck. A
short chain was attached to it and he was
tethered to a stake. The Chinese women
and children then poked sharp sticks iato
his flesh, and jabbed him with tridents,
When he sank down, faint from loss of
blood and half crazed by the torture, he was
unable even to get up on hie knees, the chain
being made too short, and ss he succumbed
he strangled slow!y, Molten lead was then
thrown on his nude body, and as he writhed
in agony he was stabbed to death, and his
body cut to pieces.

Mr. Robinson, the other missionary, was
slanghtered without liogering so long in
agony, He wascut down by a mob and
hacked to pieces almost instantly.

A number of mission converts were
slaughtcred. Some were asked to recant,
and those who did so, to save their lives,
weore sadd'ed and bridled, and forced to
crawl to the temple of idols.

London, July 21,—The Admiralty this
morning received the following telegram '
from Admiral Seymour: “Tien Tsin and '
neighborhood - entirely by
Chigese.”

London. July 21.—The Daily Express has
received the following from Tien Tsin, dated
July 18:

The casuslties of the allies in the three
day’s fighting before the native city ot Tien
Tsin, exceeded 1,000. It is now certain that
there were several Russians and Frenchmen
fighting on the Chinese side. The Chinese
killed their own  women wholesale to pre-
vent their falling into the hsnds of the
Russians,

‘“Among the incidents of the fighting on
July 13 was the precipitate flight of 500
French troops from Annum., They had
been ordered to hold an importart position
but on being charged by the Chinese with
bayonets, the rear detachment bolted panic
stricken. ‘The Russians  killed all the
Chinese wounded in revenge for the Pckin
massacre.”

Washington, July 24.-—The following cor-
tespondence between the President of the
United States and the Emperor of China was
made public by the state department to-day.

Translation of a cablegram received by
Minister Wu ou July 1900—

Have received a telegram from Governor
Yusn (of Shan Tung) dated 23¢d of this
moon (July 19th) who having received from
the privy council at Pekin a despatch em-
bodying an imperial letter to the president
of the United States hus instructed me to
transmit to your exce lency,

THE EMPEROR’S LETTER.

The Imperial messige is respectfully
transmitted as follows : Tke Emperor of
China to his Exzellency the President of
the United States. Greeting.

China has long maintained friendly rela-
tions with the Uuited States and is deeply
conscious that the object of the UnitudStates
is * interaational local commerce, Nsither
country entertains the least susp'cion or
distrust toward the other. Recent ontbreaks
of mutual antipathy between the peopls and
Christian missions caused the foreign powers
to view with suspicion the position of the
Imperial Goveroment as favorable to the
people and prejudioial to the missions, with
the result that the Taku forts were attacked
and captared. Counsequently there has beea
a olashing of the forces with calamitious
consequences, The situation has become
more and more serious and ecritical. We
have just received a telegraphic memorial
from our envoy Wa Ting Fang and it is
highly “gratifying to us to learn that the
United States goveroment having in
view the friendly relations between the
two countrier, has taken a deep interest
in the present situat'op. New Chira, driven
by the irresistible course of events, has un-
fortunately incurred well nigh universsl
indignation. For wsettling the present
difficulty China plices special reliance in the
United States. We address this message to
your excellency in all sincerity and can-
didness with the hope that your excellency
will devise measures and take the initiative
in bringiog aboat & concert of the powers for
the restoration of order and peace. The
favor of a kind rerly is earnestly requested
and awaited with the greatest anxicty.

This cablegram was at once communicated
to the President at Canton, and the follow-
ing is his reply ;

The president of the United Scates.
the Emperior of Chins, Greeting :

To

I have received your Majesty's message of
the 19th of July and am glad to know that
your Majesty recognised the fact that the
government and the people of the United
States desire of China nothing but what is
just and equitable. The purpose for which
we landed troops in China was the rescue
of our legation from grave danger and the
protection of the lives and property of[
Americavs who were sojourning in China
in the enjoyment of rights guaranteed them
by treaty and by isternacioual law. The
same purposes are publicly declared by all
the powars which have landed military
forces in your Majesty’s empire. Iam to
infer from your Majesty’s letter that the
malefactors who have disturbed the peace
of China, who have murdered the minister
of Germany, and a member of the Japanese
legation, and who wvow hold besieged in
Pekin these foreign diplomatista who still
survive, have not only pot received any
favor or encouragement from your Majesty
but are actually in rebellion against the
Imperial authority. If this be the casel
most solemnly urge you aud your Majesty’s
government to give public assurances wheth
er the foreign ministers are alive, and if so
in what condition.

2. To put the diplomatic representatives
of the powers in immediate and free com-
maonication with their respective govern-
ments and to remove all danger to their
lives and liberty,

3. To place the imperial authorities of
China in communication with the relief

secured between them for the liberation cf
the legatlons, the protection of foreigners
and the restoration of order.

If these objects are accompl'shed itls the
belief of this government that no obstacles
will be found to exist on the partof the
powers to an amicable rettlement of all the
questions arising out of the recent troubles
and the friendly good offices of this govern-
ment will, with the assent of the other

| powers be cheerfully placed at your Majes-

ty’s disposition for that purpose.

Hon. C. H. Labillois, actiog commissione:
of Public works, is calliog for tenders for
masoary substructures aud approaches for
the St, Louis bridge, Kent county ; for re-
building Wright Brook bridge, Hestigouche
county ; for repairing MgpBean's bridge,
York county; repairing Murray bridgs,
York county ; repairing North Forks bridge,
York county; rebuilding Long’s Creek
bridge, Queens county ; repairing Hay’s
Mill bridge, York zounty, apd rebuilding
Killey bridge, York county.

The Tetagouche bridgs, on the road be-
tween Bathurst Village and Youghal was in
a very dangerous condition last week.

Qo Friday of lsst week a span of the
upper bridge leadiog from Bathursi town to
the Railway Station fell down. It was one
of the spans near the town end of the bridge
and spanned perhaps the deepest water over
which the long sgructure is built. Some
persons attributed the mishap to over-
straining by the cirpus elephang, but an
examination leads one to wonder why other
spans have not given way as the work is a
very weak one from an engineering stand-
point, inasmuch as the striogers have not an
adequate bearing on the cribwork piers, and,

i liveliest sentiments qof

in this case, simply slipped off after being
bent with the weight of earth and gravel on
the flooring. A strong argument in favor of
permanent bridges and competeat engzineer-
iog is furnishel by this flimsy Bathurst
structare.

The action of Mr. T. M. Barns, M. P. P.,
in having the broken span promptly repair-
el 80 that interrapted traffis by the bridge
might be restored and the pablic inconveni-
ence entailed reduced to a minimum, is
highly commendable, and shows the advan-
tage of the people having wide-awake and
self-reliant representatives.

Thoe Apostolic Delegate at Bathurst.

Hie Excellency Mgr. Diomede Faloonio,
Archbishop of Larissa and Papal Delegate to
Cavada, who has been making an official
visit to the bishops of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, arrived here last Friday eveniog by
accommodation train,

Long before the arrival of the train about
three thonsand persons in teams and on foot
had gathered in the vicinity of the I. C. R.
station to welcome His Excellency to our
town. Mgr. Falconio, who was accompanied
from Chatham by Mgr. Barry and a number
of clergymen, was received at the station by
the Bathurst town and village church com-
mittes in charge of Rev. W. F. Purcell,
assistant to Mgr. Barry, and Rev. W. F.
Varilly, of the V.illage, and escorted to a
team cf handsome grays driven by Mr. P. P.
Foley. The line of march was immediately
formed in the following order :—Mr. K.
Bateman, marshall, the Village band, the
Micmac Indiane, Town and Village church
committee, His Excellency with Bishop
Barry and Rev. Father Fisher, about forty
members of the C. M. B. A, forming a body
guard on either side of the carriage ; next
came members of the clergy in teams, His
Honor Judge Wilkinson and the Sheriff of
Gloucester, Rev. W. Street and wardens of
St. George’s Episcopal Church, Members of
Parliament, Wardeos Brison and Mahoney
of Gl ter and Westmorland ties,
man’cipal councillors, citizens in carriages
and on foot. The proceasion was the largest
ever seen on the north shore, and covered a
distance of over two miles.

The citizens of Bathurst left nothiog un-
done to show that they highly appreciated
the preseace of such a distinguished visitor as
the represenaative of our Holy Father,
Everyone seemed to vie with each other iu
their attempts to make the reception grand
and imposing. The decorations all along
the line of march were very elaborate and
gave evidence of the deep attachment of the
catholic population of this section of the
province to their religion and the head of the
church.

At the I. C, R. station a handsome arch
with appropriate mottoes and decorated
with  British and Papal colors epanned
the street and from that point along
the streets of the Villags across the bridge
to the town, a distance of nearly two miles,
on either side were to be seen decorations of
spruce and buatiog, lending an enchantment
to the scene which woald be difficult indeed
to properly depict. The private decorations
were very artistic and attractive. Before
leaving the Village His KExcellency and
those who followed him had to pass uader
a second sroh erected in front of the resi-
dence of Dr. J. C. Meahan, Asthe visitors
entered the Town another very large arch
spanned the street in front of the post office
which bore the motto ‘“Bienvenu,” The
procession continued along Water street to
King street and to the handsome gragite
church of the Sacred Heart where immedi-
ately opposite the resideace of Bishop Barry
another arch had to be passed under. This
arch wag sprmounted by a large croes around
which were entwined the Papal colors and
was profusely decorated with British, French
and Papal fligs. Across the front of this
arch was the word ‘‘welcome.” Streamers
of flags were stretched from the presbytery
to ghe churgh and to the school lately erect-
ed for the Sisters of Charity, The handsome
decorations on the verandah of the preaby.
tery and throughout the church grounds
were very attractive aod brought forth
many expressions f admiration especially
from the visitiog clergy and His Exceilency.

Qa his arrival at the presbytery His
Excellency was escarted to the chyrch by
the clergy, sltar hoys and 0. M, B. A,
where the following address of welcome was
read by the Rev. W. Varrily.

GREENLAND'S EAST COAST.

Lisut. Andrup Wil Try to @niline the
Uakunown Farilef it

There is a part of the east coast of
southern Greenland that has not yet
been visited by any explorer. Quite a
number of Arctic investigators have
been north and others south of it, but
the region between 69deg. and 67deg.
22 sec. north latitude, a distance of
about 100 miles is as yet entirely
unknown. A year ago this unrevealed
part of the coast was a good deal
longer than it now is, but Lieut. And-
rup explored a part of it last year and
now. he will return to complete the
work.

Andrup is an officer in the Danish
Royal Navy. The work he was detail-
ed to do last year was very success-

- fully carried out. He mapped the east
coast from 65 deg. 45 seo. to 67 deg.
22 sec. north latitude. He will leave
Copenhagen this month on the steam.
er Antarctic with three companions
and his intention is to go ashore near
the 69th parallel, and will then travel
south between the island and the coast
ice. His destination is Angmagsalik,
65 deg. 45 sec., the only settlement in
East Greenland. During this journey
he will pass all along the unexplored
coast. .

While he is on this mission a party
of five naturalists on the Antarctic
will travel north to the entrance to
Scoresby Sound for the purpose of
studying natural history and explor-
ing the northern fiords if the condition
of the ice permits. At the end of
August the Antarctic will go to Ice-
land to take on a supply of coal and
will then proceed to Angmagsalik to
meet Lieut. Andrup. .

It may be that the ice will prevent
Andrap from reaching that station
this fall. In this case he will have to
camp where winter overtakes him and
will resume his route toward the
south next year. Arctic ice experts
are very much afraid that the ice con-
ditions will not be favorable this sea.
son and some of them predict that
Andrup will not be able to go as far
south as Angmagsalik, but that he
will be compelled, like Licut. Ryder in
1891, to winter on the bleak coast.

STEAM PLOUGH.

Une of the Very Latest-Milltary Inven-
tioms.

One of the latest military inventions
which has attracted the attention of
army officials is a steam plow, which
in one hour can dig a four-foot trench
three miles in length. The body of the
machine comprises a strong horizon-
tal frame formed with an angle iron
wheels. At sach end a plowshare is
mounted, provided at its front end
with a steel point. The shares are so
arranged that the earth can be
thrown to the right or to Ehe left as
desired. The steel point breaks clods
of earth which may lie in its path.
The machine is merely an ordinary
Fowler steam plow modified to meet
the requirements of military service.
Tt is said that in the Transvaal the
plow has been successfully used in
digging rifle pits ; but whether the re-
port be true cannot be ascertained.
From the military standpoint, the
contrivance is clearly defective in so
far as there are no means for pro-
tecting the men who must guide it.

INDIA’S STARVING PEOLPE.

A Vivid Piciare of the Suffering in the
Famine Distriets.

Every mow and then in some news-
paper or magazine, little known to the
general pablic, one comes across pass-
ages which bring vividly before the
mind the almost indescribable horrors
of the Indian famine. Here are some
passages from aa article in the Indian
Magazine written by A. Rogers and
describing ‘what he saw recently in an
out-of-the-way part of India.

“Numbers of ‘women, with children
at their breasts vainly striving to
draw a little nourishment, surrounded
me with such cries as: ‘Saheb, I have
had no food for two days, and have no
milk left for my child; Saheb, I have
no food for myself; how can I produce
nourishment for my starving child?
Children, with a blank look of stupe-
faction through actual hunger, sat
naked on the ground, and ‘helped
each other in searching for and scrap.
ing up grass seed from the dry sand. I
saw one boy, not 8years old, who was
the sole provider for himself and two
younger ones. The ribs of all could
be distinctly traced on their bodies,
while their legs and arms were like
dried-up pieces of stick. One blind
man, terribly emaciated, was led to my
tent every day by a stick held by a
naked little girl of about 4 years of
age. Another, a miserable old wo-
man, with her gray hair floating in
the wind, and with no clothing but a
loin cloth of rags, with her bones al-
most protruding through her skin,
came and stood before the tent in a
dazed state, and could not understand
what I said to her in her own lan-
guage, but saw a small silver coin I
pressed into her hand, and looking up
into my eyes threw her arms round my
neck, and ‘with her head leaning on
my chest sobbed aloud.

“I had to shut my tent doors down
to prevent them really mobbing me in
their despair, and, if I put my bhand
out to drop a coin into some-one’s
who seemed in a more pitiable state
than others, fifty more hands were
thrust through the opening, and I
had to close every hand I put some-
thing.into for fear the money should
be snatched out of it by another
starving wretch, as frequently hap-
pened.

“And yet the patience of the poor
people was wonderful. When I was
not actually giving away money they
would sit silent for hours looking pite-
ously at the tent to see if I showed
no signs of coming out or beckoning
to any of the worst cases to come for-
ward.

“The weather was bitterly cold in
the mornings, and they sat in the cold
wind shivering with their daked bodies
till the sun warmed them. MayI be
preserved from seeing such scenes of
misery againi”

NO MORE ‘* HELLO CENTRAL”

The Telephone Bell Will Be Abolished in
Engiand and s Place Taken by an
Eleciric Light.

The National Telephone Company of
England proposes to introduce into
their metropolitan system an entire-
ly new method of “ring-up.”

Under this new method the electrie
bells at the exchange end of the sub-
scriber’s wire will be done away ‘with,
and small electric glow lamps used in
their stead. These will be so arrang.
ed that the moment the subscriber
lifts the receiver from tha switchl the
lamp will be alight at the exchange,
and the attention of the operator
called without the subscriber having
to literally “ring-up.”

When the operator at the exchange
has switched the caller on to the
required number, the latter’s call-light
begins to glow, and the caller’s light
dies out, aad remains so as long .as
the conversation is in progress.

By this means the exchange opera-
tor can tell without interrupting the
speakers when their conversation is
over. :

This new system has been success-
fully tried by the National Telephone
Company on the trunk lines with Scot-
land, and was inaugurated at Bristol
on Whit Monday for the benefit of
local subscribers.

This system of “ringing-up” is to be
employed on thbe mew British post-
office telephones.
