The sensation caused by the asser­
tions of Byron E. Lurchin In Boston 
regarding smuggling operations in 
which he claimed to have been 
elated, among others, with Adam Bell 
of this city and John M. Johnson of 
Calais, has hardly subsided, though 
both men are earnest in their denials 
of the charges. Mr. Johnson’s friends 
In Calais evidently do not take the 
matter seriously, as in his canvass for 
a second term as mayor there he is 
meeting with hearty support.

Lurchin claimed to have smuggled 
wool for Mr. Johnson from his branch 
store in this city to the states. The 
managers of Mr. Johnson's business 
here state positively that they have 
had no dealings with Lurchin for about 
three years. At one time they used 
to sell him wool in some quantity here, 
but had no idea what he did with It. 
Finally, suspecting the integrity of his 
methods, Mr. Johnson ordered his peo­
ple here to have nothing more to do 
with the man. They state that he has 
never received any wool from them 
since.

In the wool trade In 6t. John there 
is annually about 640,000 to 650,000 busi­
ness done. But it varies considerably, 
as there seems to be some lack of sys-, 
tem about it. Farmers all over the 
provinces who raise sheep keep them 
chiefly for mutton. The Wool is only 
a by-product. As a rule they dispose 
of it in trade to merchants throughout 
the country, who in turn hand it over 
to the wholesale dealers. In all from 
one to two hundred thousand pounds 
reach this city annually, the most of 
which comes from Prince Edward Is­
land.

The local wholesalers find their ‘mar­
ket in various Ways. The provincial 
woollen mills take 
quantity, some Is sold to persons In St. 
John, and the balance is exported 
either to the states or to Upper Can­
ada. According to the dealers, that 
which is sent to the states goes almost 
entirely by train, and everything in 
connection With the trade is open and 
above board. They could not afford 
to have it otherwise even should they 
so desire. They assert that if any 
wool is sent to the states by other than 
the regular channels it is done by 
persons not connected ln any way with 
the, recognized business here. All the 
Wool from J. M. Johnson’s concern 
here, the managers state, goes 
M. Johnson & Co. In Calais, an& is 
shipped thither over the d, P; R. On 
the wool he Imports from various 
sources Mr. Johnson pays annually 
about 636,000 to the U. S. customs.

AUGUSTA, March SO.—Gov. Hill re­
ceived a communication from Secretary 
ot State Hay Monday calling his atten­
tion to the act which was before the 
legislature entitled "An act to incorpor­
ate the East Branch Company." Ac-- 
companying It was a copy ot a note 
from the British embassy to the state 
department at Washington, which was 
in the nature ot a protest against the 
passage of the bill on the ground that" 
the company would be enabled to divert 
the waters of Chamberlain lake and the 
upper water* of . the Allegaah river 
from their natural course down the St. 
John into the Penobscot river, 
diversion It was claimed would deleter- 
iously . affect the lumbering Interests on 
the Allegaah and SL.John, and in con­
sequence of the resulting damage to 
navigation in contravention of the third 
article of the Webster-Ashburton treaty 
of 1847. A reply from the governor was 
asked for.

Accompanying the letter was a Copy 
of an abstract from a report of the 
committee ot the Privy Council of Can­
ada, approved by the governor general, 
March 10, 1903; also a copy ot a com­
munication from John Coatlgan to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, prime minister ot the 
Dominion, both pertaining to the dfune, 
matter. Copies ot notices, articles pub­
lished In a St. John paper were attach­
ed. x

An act was passed by the legislature 
incorporating the East Branch Im­
provement company, but the company 
is not given any right to divert the 
water of the upper Allegaah into the 
east branch ot the Penobscot, as the 
following provision appears in the act: 
“Nothing in this act chall be construed 
as giving said cqmpany the right to in­
crease the height of the dam at the out­
let of Chamberlain lake or enlarge the 
canal as constructed by the Telos Can­
al company."

There was considerable objection to 
the passage of the bill on the part of St. 
John people until the above provision, 
which was wanting in the original bill, 
was added.

But, says the leader of the 
opposition, although your cam is a strong 
one, you should leave this money In the 
hands of the dominion government for them 
to expend. That is a statement I am sur­
prised to hear, that although that money Is 
ours we should give it to the dominion be­
cause they are devoting It to a good pur­
pose. That is certainly a novel doctrine. If 
that money belongs to 
our duty as trustees of the people to plaise it 
In the prtsvincial treasury so that the people 
can do what they please with it.

moved his home rule resolution. In 
bringing down his motion he was sub­
mitting a resolution on a matter which 
was engaging the attention of the 
whole world. Ne referred to his privi­
lege In moving a similar resolution 20 
years ago. He asked that Canada’s 
support be given to secure for Ireland 
a fair share of the freeborn and self- 
government enjoyed by Canadians. He 
did not consider that the action of the 
British government in making an effort 
to solve the land question should stay 
the hand of Canadians from assisting 
towards the solution of a long vexed 
question. It was a problem which In­
terested all sections of the empire, and 
it would be well to strengthen the 
hands of the home authorities in ac­
cording Ireland more generous treat­
ment in the matter of autonomy.

MR HACKEfTT
seconded tfie motion, and strongly sup­
ported Home Rule. He waa only giv­
en an hour's notice that he would be 
expected to assume the role of second­
er, and made a brief speech. He had 
always taken a deep interest In home 
rule and believed it would be well for 
Canada to support such a measure.

MR. CHARLTON

thought the presentation of the resol­
ution was an insult to the British gov­
ernment which should be left to man­
age its own affairs. He thought it out 
of order. He compared the fathers of 
the measure to political demagogues 
who were using the Irish cry to pro­
mote their own interests. He felt 
that parliament would be better em­
ployed In minding its own business 
and dealing with the great questions 
necessary to promote Canada's growth. 
Great Britain had quite as much right 
to interfere with us as we with her, 
but any attempt on her part to meddle 
with us would be resented.

In debate after dinner on Costlgan's 
resolution, Robinson (West Elgin) and 
Sproule opposed the motion on the 
principle that Canada should look to 
her own interests and allow Great 
Britain to transact her business. The 
Orange Grand Master referred to the 
coolness with which similar advances 
were treated In the past.

Mr. Mardi (Bonaventure) made an 
earnest appeal In favor of the resolu­
tion which would help to settle the 
much heard of question.

Mr. Broder called attention to the 
omission made by Mr. Costlgan from 
his resolution of 1882 in framing the 
present motion. No mention was made 
of the rights of the minority. Instead 
of moving a resolution of condemna­
tion, Costlgan would have done better 
to have sent congratulations to the 
British government on the settlement 
of the land question.

Mr. Borden thought that a happier 
time might have .been selected for the 
introduction of the resolution. He 
criticized the phraseology of the mo­
tion and suggested that it was 111 ad­
vised to criticize the tone of debate In 
the British commons. He did not 
know that any good had resulted from 
such resolutions In the past. He asked 
how far the government was prepared 
to give substantial aid to home rule. 
In Canada, the Northwest had de­
manded home rule two years ago, and 
had not yet received it. He agreed 
very largely with the remarks of 
Laurier, but submitted that if Ireland 
was to get relief, it would be through 
legislatures cheated to relieve the con­
gestion of business in the imperial 
house. He hoped that the land bill 
would secure for Ireland the measure 
of prosperity which was anticipated of 
1L He paid an eloquent tribute to the 
loyalty of the Irish. He looked to the 
King to do much for the people. He 
would support the resolution.

After Porter, Bourassa, Belcourt, 
Wright, Murray, Hughes, Kemp and 
Ross (Victoria) had spoken, Sir Wilt- 
frid Laurier addressed the house. He 
Intended to give the motion his hearty 
assent. Times had changed since Can­
ada had been recommended to attend 
to her own affairs, and today he did 
riot deem it Impertinent for Canada to 
express herself on questions of Inter­
est to the state. No rebuff had been 
offered when Canada expressed her 
sympathy with the minority In thç 
Transvaal. He felt that under home 
rule, Ireland ' would prosper and be­
come a credit to the Empire.

On division the motion was carried 
by a vote of 102 to 41, and the house 
adjourned.

McNeil, a prominent fruit grower of 
Ontario, now on Prof. Robertson’s staff 
at Ottawa, will visit orchards in the 
neighborhood of Fredericton, Andover, 
Florencevllle, Woodstock. Harvey Sta­
tion, Westfield, Sussex, Hillsboro, She- 
diac, Hampstead, Upper Jemseg and 
Upper Sheffield, In the order named.

At .each place he will give practical 
Illustrations of how to mix the various 
preparations for spraying fruit trees, 
and with an up-to-date spraying outfit 
will show local fruit growers how to 
get the best results from spraying. He 
will also give practical Illustrations of 
pruning and grafting. Evening meet­
ings will also be held at most of the 
places named, when Mr. McNeill and 
others will discuss various matters of 
Interest to fruit growers.

Mr. Peters, the deputy commissioner 
of agriculture, is making arrangements 
for these meetings and has ordered 
several of the best spraying outfits. It 
Is the intention to place one of these 
In the hands of a competent man In 
several of the leading apple growing 
districts, so that fruit growers may, 
at a small charge per tree, have their 
tAes thoroughly protected against In­
sect pests and fungous diseases.

In-tbs act grant­
ing the land to the railway company it ts 
provided that the company, with the ap­
proval of the governor in council, shall 
oi>en up land for settlement, but no price is 
named; We have found order» in council 
rrovtding for the issue of certain grants In 
ho vicinity of 50,000 acres, with the condi­

tion that they shall 'not be sold for less 
than 75 cents an acre. This is the matter 
which the paragraph refers to. I do not 
wish to make any reflection on the gentle­
men who had charge of the interests of thq 
province when the 1,600,000 acres were grant­
ed to the railway company, but it is a 
singular fact that only in respect of 50,000 
acres is any condition of settlement named. 
Therefore all we can do is to deal with a 
small quantity in respect to which condi­
tions of settlement are provided. No doubt 
that with this land the government will be 
enabled to do a great work in affording an

After the construc­
tion of" such a dam the same condi­
tions should eitist, because the dis­
tance of shipments by rail on the Can­
adian side Is shorter and the English 
lumber market for log lumber better 
than the American. The same condi­
tions exist at St. John, where nearly 
two- thirds of the lumber ’manufac­
tured from the upper St. John Is Am­
erican cut, and a large portion is ship­
ped to the British market There ‘was 
nothing in the claim made by Mr. 
Gregory that the saving made In 
the cost of driving would be a lose to 
the province, otherwise the St. John 
River Log Driving Co. and the Sheer 
Boom Improvement Co. could never 
have been chartered, as by means of 
their operations thousands of dollars 
have been kept from laboring people. 
The real test is in the reduction of 
ooet in producing the finished article. 
The only real objection that the St. 
John lumbermen can have to the blU 
lies In the fact that they may have In­
creased competition In securing lum­
ber for their mille.

Angus Bernier, of Edmundston, mer­
chant, next took the floor In favor of 
the bill. He said that while not direct­
ly Interested Ц lumbering, he had 
taken interest In the advancement of 
the country and felt that the measure 
under consideration was one of the 
most important that had yet been 
taken up. Tpe young men of the com­
pany received their wages for the cut­
ting of the lumber, but wished to 
share in the work and profit of their 
manufacture, that deep Interest was 
taken In the company In the establish­
ment of the works, as they promised 
to improve the condition of laboring 
classes as well as business interests.

Cyprien Martin, ex-M. P., of St. 
Basil, farmer, said that he also took a 
deep Interest In the passage of the bill 
because It was the first measure that 
had been proposed that held promise 
of permitting Madawaska to join the 
general progress of the country. The 
people of Madawaska got no benefit 
from the great lumbering Industry and 
numbers of our young men hffid to go 
to the States to obtain continuous em­
ployment. If the measure passed, 
works would be established, and he 
felt sure that the counties of Mada­
waska and Victoria would become as 
prosperous and flourishing as any In 
the province, and as their great na­
tural resources and facilities deserved 
'they should be. Hie whole population 
of these counties was united in the de­
sire to see this great improvement, and 
he had come at the request of the 
county cofihcll to express their views.

The committee then adjourned to 
meet at 11 o’clock tomorrow morning, 
when a delegation from the St. John 
River Log Driving Co. will present fur­
ther views In favor of the resolution.

Advocates of the Scheme Gave Evi­
dence Yesterday Afternoon and 

Evening Before Committee 
of the Legislature.

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FRBDÈRIOTON, March 81. — The 
special committee on the Winding 
Ledges dam scheme met at noon to­
day, there agajn being a large attend­
ance of thoee Interested in the pro­
ceedings. Maxim Martin, of' Bd- 
mundeton, stated that he was boom 
master at the Madawaska river, and 
had acted in that capacity for many 
years. It was his duty to sort out the 
logs as they passed down the river, 
to look at every log, allow those in­
tended for the St. John river to pass 
"on, and to catch those Intended for the 
Murchle mill at the mouth of the 
Madawaska and push them Inside the 
boom. He had four or five men work­
ing with him, and they had no difficul­
ty In sorting the logs as they came 
down the river, and there was no delay 
to the logs. The gap in the sorting 
boom Is about thirty feet wide. The 
sorters stand on the boom and watch 
the logs as they float past, and those 
Intended for the Bt. John river are not 
stopped for an Instant There are 
about 6,000,000 feet a year for the 
Murchle mill, and two or three mil­
lions go down river. There Is a dam 
about quarter of a mile below the sort­
ing boom, but the logs are not detain­
ed In the least at the dam. Logs do 
not catch very often on the piers of 
the bridge.

Mr. Martin stated that he is familiar 
with the conditions at the Winding 
Ledges, where it Is proposed to build 
the dam. He did not think that logs 
would be detained In coming down the 
river by the erection of a dam and 
booms at the Winding Ledges if proper 
and sufficient sorting gaps were pro­
vided. He was familiar with the driv­
ing of logs in the St. John river, and 
he thought that from one million to 
two million feet would be the outside 
quantity of logs that come down the 
river in any one day.

R. A. Betey observed that If 
only 1,000,000 or 8,000,900 logs came 
down in a day,, the St. John drive 
would never get down.

Robert Aiken said that he be­
lieved as many as 20,000,000 feet of logs 
would pass a given point some days.

James Burgess, M. P„ of Grand 
Falls, said that he had been following 
the business of driving logs since1 boy­
hood. He had worked on the St. John, 

.Penobscot, Chippewa and Mississippi 
rivers. He had seen as many 10,000,- 
000 or 15,000,000 feet sorted in one day 
at the sorting works on the1 Chippewa. 
He believed that logs could be as suc­
cessfully and satisfactorily Sorted at 
the Winding Ledges on the St. John 
as on the Chippewa.

Mr. Burgess was asked his opinion 
on the statement which had been made 
before the committee that the building 
of dams and booms on the Aroostook 
river had so detained the logs that op­
erators on the St. John river had been 
compelled to abandon the Aroostook, 
and stated in reply that the reason the 
down river lumbermen had abandoned 
the Aroostook was because mills had 
been erected on the latter river which 
take all the logs. He said that he had 
seen far more lumber driven down the 
St. John river In a year, and he was 
unqualified and decidedly of the opin­
ion that the proposed dam and sorting 
works at the Winding Ledges will not 
detain the logs Intended for down river.

Aaron Lawson, of Edmundston, was 
next heard. He stated that the average 
width of the river at the Winding 
Ledges is about 200 feet, with high 
banks on both sides for a distance of 
a couple of miles. Because of the swift 
current in the St. 'John river during 
the driving season, it Is not now pos­
sible to hold or sort lumber, and all has 
to be allowed to go down together. If, 
however, dams and booms can be built 
in the vicinity of the Winding Ledges, 
the logs can be sorted out as they go 
down the river. It Is well known to 
all lumber operators on the St. John 
that the greatest difficulty In driving 
arises from the sudden rise and fall 
of the water In the river, and if any 
means can be devised "to regulate the 
flow of water, then driving operations 
will be benefited to that extent. The 
dam proposed to be erected at the 
Winding Ledges will retain a certain 
quantity of water and thereby assist 
the driving operations. Mr. Burgess 
explained minutely to the committee 
the process of sorting logs at the boom 
on the Madawaska, and contended 
that conditions would be very similar 
at the Winding Ledges, only upon a 
larger scale. Mr. Lawson contended 
that 11 was not at all likely that the 
logs would come down the stream In a 
bunch or like a raft, but In case they 
should, such logs as are not sorted out 
will go down river, and the loss will 
fall upon the up-river log owners and 
the gain would be that of the Bt. John 
mill owners.

The committee adjourned until 2.30.
FREDERICTON, March 31—Aaron 

LaWteF barrister, of Edmundston, re­
sumed his argument before the com­
mittee at 2.80. He explained that the 
platform and sorting gaps could be ex­
tended wide enough on the river and 
for a sufficient distance up and down 
the river to pick out and hold up on 
the side booms all logs intended for 
mills on the upper parts of the river, 
and to pass along and over the dam 
without any delay all logs Intended for 
points below the Grand Falls. These 
sorting works are hot an invention but 
have been used and tested on the Pen­
obscot, Chippewa and other large and 
swift rivers for many years. When 
Pond's patent sheer boom was first 
taken up practical lumbermen ridi­
culed it when first explained to them, 
but now It was In use on all rivers, and 
the same is probably true In respect to 
Pond’s patent sorting works.

A condition of the proposed dam and 
sorting works at Winding Lodges are 
entirely different from the sorting 
works at Fredericton, and no compari­
son whatever can be drawn,

Mr. Dunn, in reply to Mr. Hazen, said 
since the publication of the Hickman 
hand book (so called) another book 
has been prepared, giving Information 
in respect to the province and its re­
sources. It was written and com­
piled by Dr. Hannay, and printed at 
the Gazette printing office. The total, 
cost of the work was $3,817. The num­
ber of copies published was 15,000. 
They have been sent to England, dis­
tributed from the St. John Immigration 
office and from the department here. 
The cost of publishing was $8,167 and 
$660 was paid to Dr. Hannay for pre­
paring the book.

only be a matter of arrangement. We 
also had verbal communications with 
the minister of railways, who stated 
that he would urge upon the govern­
ment that It they could not agree to 
adopt our views with reference to re­
presentation they could provide that 
the question be submitted to the su­
preme court of Canada. A few days ago 
the premier received a telegram from 
Mr. Blair, stating that the government 
would agree to submit a ease' to the 
supreme court. The question is a high­
ly important one, and the provinces of 
Ontario and Nova Beotia are also In­
terested to K. Briefly stated, our ar­
gument is that to 1891 the population 
of New Brunswick equalled 7.844 per 
cent of the population of Canada as 
defined by section four of the British 
North America act. In 1901 the popu­
lation of the province equalled
7.163 per cent of the popula­
tion of the same four provinces of 
Canada, a decrease of .181 per cent., as 
compared with our proportion to the 
population of Canada in 1891. Nut to 
lose a member we would have to de­
crease one-twefttieth, of 8.672 per cent., 
and as our decrease was less than half 
that, we are entitled to the same re­
presentation as before.

"CAHADA COVETS OU В LAND”

(From the Milwaukee Sentinel.)
People In the United States have 

been under the Impression that Can­
ada is a sparsely settled country. But 
this, it seems, Is a popular error. While 
we have been vegetatln* In our slow 
and unprogresslve way the Dominion’s 
population, fed by immigration and 
French-Canadian fecundity, has been 
advancing by leaps and bounds, and 
now something has to he done to re­
lieve the congestion.

T<j a martial and predatory power, 
short of land of its own and with an 
abundance belonging to a neighbor ly­
ing temptingly adjacent, the Idea of 
conquest would at once suggest itself. 
But (fortunately for us) that Is not 
Canada’s way. If she wants land she 
is willing to buy It, and on a scale 
and for a price commensurate with 
her resources and rank to the family 
of nations. A scheme to this effect Is 
now on foot, which is of much inter­
est to the people of this country. The 
town council of the great Canadian 
city of Windsor, near the village of 
Detroit, Mich,, adopted a resolution 
favdring the purchase of the United 
Statea by Canada. The resolution sets 
forth the overcrowded state of the 
Dominion; «and suggests that a petition 
be forwarded through the governor 
general te King Edward VIL praying 
him to .confer with President Roose­
velt and to ascertain the terms upon 
which the people of the United States 
would consent to transfer themselves 
and their territory to Canada, The 
resolution Was "favorably received by 
the- mayor, and referred for further 
consideration to the committee on 
markets and property.

It is reassuring to find that there is 
no hint of coercion or forcible annexa­
tion to the manifesto of the Windsor 
town council, should the proposed ne­
gotiations fall through. Our presum­
able sense of national dignity Is cour­
teously referred to, and we are to be 
guaranteed “the same laws and pro­
tection - that Canada now enjoys," 
should the bargain be effected. Presi­
dent Roosevelt will "doubtless give the 
Windsor plan serious consideration 
whçn It is brought to his attention by 
his majesty. King Edward VII.
