Rose Insects.

The insects most harmful to roses are
the green fly, red spider, rose hopper or
thrips, the rose bug and the biack siug.
Now, the combatting these insects in-
volves some little trouble, yet success
will attend all persistent efforts.

The green fly, the thrips and the black
slug can all be kept under Ly syringing
the plants with a solution of whale-oil
soap. Ove pound of soap is sufficient
for eight gallons of water. Throw the
water in a fine spray on the under as
well as the upper sides of the leaves. A
syringe with a bent nozale is the best in-
strument with which to apply the liquid
to the lower sides of the leaves,

The red spider can be held in check
by syringing the ieaves with clear water;
in dry times this should be done every
day. " If the rose bug, Melolontha sub-
spinossa makes its appearance, which is
not very often, it can be destroyed by
the [nsect Exterminator.— Vick's Maga-
zine.
