Nationalists Agree To
Swallow Budget for
Home Rule and Calm
Is Restored.

Government Secures Ma-
jority of 103---Uproar-
ious Scenes Enacted at
Westminster.

London, April 14.—Amid scenes of
intense excitement hardly paralleled
since the Gladstonian Home Rule de-
bates, the House of Commons tonight,
by a majority of 103, recorded its ap-
proval of Premier Asquith’s resolu-
tions dealing with the veto power of
the House of Lords and heard the pre-
mier’s declaration of policy for carry-
ing them into sthtutory effect. Hay-
ing formally introduced, amid loud
chears, his bill embodying the resolu-
tions, Mr. Asquith said that they were
confronted by an exceptional and, per-
haps, a unique case. The govern-
went's effective -existence depended
upon the passing of the resolutions
futo law, If the House of Lords fail-
ed to accept or declined to consider
their policy, the government would
feel it thelr duty to advise the crown
as to what steps necessary to ensue
their policy receiving statutory effect.
It would not be right, he continued,
for him to disclose the terms -f Tt
advice, but unless the government

* found themselves in a position to give
their policy statutory effect, they
would efther resign from office or ree-

d di ion of parli But
in no case would they advise dissolu-
tion except under such conditions as
would ensure that in the new pariia-
ment, the judgment of the people as
expressed at the elections would be
carried into law.

Cheers And Counter Cheers.

The premier’s statement was inter
rupted by cheers and counter cheers.
e < Was much latghter -fHrom the
Conservativé benches when he said
he could not disclose the terms of his
intended advice to the King.

Mr. Balfour, leader of the opposi-
tion, rose amid a considerable uproar,
and sald that the premier's important
statement repr the culmi
tion of long negotiations with the Irish
party. The Natlonalists had agreed
to swallow the budget, their aversion
to which they had pever concealed,
in order to get Home Rule,

The negotiations seemed to him to
have left both parties rather poorer
than they were and the government,
he declared, was paying a monstrops
price for the budget. Then in what a
position had the premier put the
crown. The announcement months be-
forehand, that to meet certain unde-
fined conditions, the government would
suggest what was nothing short of
destruction of the constitution, was
beyond the #dea of duty as entertain-
ad by any peedecessor of the premier,
who had bought the Irish vote at the
price of the dignity of his office and
the great traditions, of which he, of all
wmen, ought to be the custodian.

The speakers having adjourned the
House, an uproarious scene ensued,
There were hisses and cheers and
cries of “dynamitard,” “traitor,” and
slmilar names. While Mr. Redmond,
the Irish leader, who appeared to be
trying to reach a Conservative mem-
ber, who had used offensive expres-
slons, nothing serious occurred, but
the demonstrations were renewed in
the lobbies where the members, es-
pecially the Natfonalists, lingered in
sxcited discussion, until the lights
w~ere extinguished. . The Irish mem:
bers appeared to be highly pleased
with Mr. Asquith's statement,

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Westerly,- R. I, April 14—With.a
death roll numbering 12, of which
three names were added within the
last 24 hours, interest in the alleged
wholesale  whiskey poisonings ‘in
Westerly and adjacent towns, took a
new turn tonight' when.

Although a large
amount of whiskey and dther intoxi-
cants was found, nowhere weres any
e\"menwx of “moonshining” uncover-
ed,

Three sudden deaths ih .ot near
Westerly since yvesterday morning de-
veloped renewed attention to the un-
usual situation in connection with
the increase in the death, roll here
and in the sourrounding towns this
month. In two of the cages, those of
Mrs. Rosario Tatti, of Pdwtucket and

Daniel Sullivan of White Rock, death
may haVe been due to normal causes,
An autopsy on Mrs. Tatti revealed no
trace of poison. In the Sullivan case
the medical examiner said:

“If it" were not the suddeness of
Sullivan's death, I would think that
the cause of death was congestion of
the ‘lungs or kidney disease. I am,
however, unable to arrive at a satis-
factory conclusion as yet.”

While an autopsy upon John Me-
Avoy, 65 years old, of Westerly, ife
latest vietim, has not been made, it
is supposed that his death was due
directly to poisoned whiskey. It is
known that McAvoy, who is the father
of Mrs, Albert Tucker, an earlier vie-
tim, drank whiskey yesterday after-
noon. He retired apparently. in good
health last night but awoke ill today
and died before noon. *

Of the dozen persons whose deaths
are popularly ascribed to poison in
this temperance town's supply of
whiskey, five are. almost certainly
known to have been victims of wood
alcohol contained in whiskey they
drank.

Humorist Returns . To. New
York From Bermuda Broken
In Health—Physicians Are
Hopeful Of Outcome.

Clemens (Mark Twain) humorist and
author, stricken in health, arrived to-
day from Bermuda on the Oceana. He
was 80 ill when the vessel reached
her pier in the morning that he could
not be removed until.the physicians
summoned by wireless got to the pier
at the foot of West Tenth street.

After an examination they consent-
ed to his removal.He was carried from
the liner and taken across the city
in & coach ambulance. He left on
the 2.32 p. m: train for his home at
Redding, Conn,

Mr. Clemens’ conditions it is admit-
ted, is serious, but his physicians be-
lieve he will improve in the quiet of
his country home. He has angina pee-
toris,

The author made the voyage fvoni
Bermuda ill in his stateroom, He spent
the winter in Bermuda going there im-
mediatély after the sudden death of
his daughter. .

Mr. Clemens was carried from the
Oceana in an invalid chair by two ste-
wards. He was assisted into the coach
and with Dr. Halsey started for the
Grand Central station. Mr: Clemens
appeared to be extremely weak, On
reaching the railway station a few
minutes after 3 o'clock, Mr. Clemens
raised his arms feebly while two sta-
tion attendants lifted him from the
carriage to a wheel chair. They took
him directly to a drawing room car,

Robart Underwood Johnson, edi-
tor of the Century magazine has been
impelled, by ympathy for the
young 'man to write to the Minnesota
state bogrd of pardons respecting that
he is conyinced thal here is a case
in which clemency might be wisely ex.
ercised.

He explained yesierday that “Car-
ter'” had in no way asked his assist-
ance gnd that he was taking action
simply because of the opinion he had
formed of the man from his self re-
velation in his poems.

The one published 'in the Century
is called Con Sordini, that is With
Muted Strings, it shows not only that
the author was not bearing his punish-
ment with bitterness but that he has
an’ exceptional knowledge of music
and feeling for it,

had brought out and matured his poe-
tic gift.

In this poem the prisoner contrasts
his own fate with that of his loved
ones. He says:—

And I that wander am glad of it

1 may not sip of the glowing fire
That burns in your eyes, O Heart's

Desire,

But ‘ont of* the lantern’s steadfast
gleam
In utmost dark I weave me a dream.”

* SUFFRA

President Confesses To

GISTS BEE

Llack of Absolute Sympa-

thy In Suffrage Cause at Washington Meeting
and Demonstration Follows--~Chief Executive
In Return Has Severe Reproach for Fair Visitors.

Washington, D. C., April 14.-—The
President of the United States, the
first chief executive of the nation ever
to greet a convention of weman suf-
fragists braved the danger tonight of
facing an army of women who want
the ballot, had the courage to con-
fess his opinion and was hissed. So
great was the throng that sought ad-
mission to the hal] that hundreds were
turned away.

Pregident Taft was welcoming to
Washington the delegates to the con-
vention of the National American
Woman Suffrage Association.  He had
frankly told them that he was®not al-
together in sympathy with the suf-
fragist movement and was explaining
why Jie could not subseribe fully to
its prineciples. He sald he thought
one of the dangers in suffrage for wo-
men was that women, as a whole,
were not interested in it and that

the power of the ballot, as far as wo-
man was concerned, would be con-
trolled by the “less desirable class.”

When these words fell from the
president's lips, the walls of the con-
vention hall echoed a chorus of fem-
inine hisses, It was no feeble dem-
onstration of protest. The combined
hisses sounded as If a valve on a
steam engine had broken.

President Taft stood unmoved on
the platform during the demonstra-
tion of hostility—for hissing continu-
ed but a moment-—and then smiling
ly answered the unfavorably greeting
with this retort:

“Now, my dear ladies, you must
show yourselves capable of suffragy
by exercising that degree of restraint
which Is necessary in the eonduct of
goveérnment affairs by not hissing.”

The women who has hissed were
rebuked.

PHLADELPH
STRIKE 5 OVE

Committee Of 19 Reach Agree-
ment With Company And

Philadelphia, Pa., April 14.—The
committee of 19 composed of repre-
sentatives of striking motormen and
conductors from each of the barns of
the Philadelphia Rapid Transit Com-
pany met tonight and voted in favor
of accepting a settlement offered by
thé company through representatives
of the American Federation of Labor.

The. termg of the settlement have
not yet been made public, but it is
expected they contain many of the fea-
tures of the proposal made through
Mayor Reyburn on March +20, when
the company agreed to take back all
the strikers and to guarantee them $2
a day until regular runs could be se-
cured for them. The cases of the 174
men whose discharge precipitated the
strike on February 19, will be submit.
ted to arbitration.

Since the beginning of the strike 28
persons have been killed by trolley
cars. The accidents the strikers say,
were caused by inexperienced motor-
men.

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DEAL IN INDIAN LANDS
A CONTEMPTIBLE

TAFT HISSED AT

SWINDLE

So Declares Mr. T. H.
Crothers In Discussing
the Latest Scandal at
Ottawa.

How the Government
Assumed Wardship of
Redmen and Then Be-
troyed Them.

Ottawa, April 14,—The House spent
the entire day over the surrender of
the St. Peters. Indian reserve on the
Red river, 25 miles from Winnipeg
and close to Selkirk. This was a large
rederve of about $0 square miles for
the most part of choice farming lands
and including ewwlh-né marsh hay
lands, In 1907 this wad surrendered
after protracted negotiations.

Last night Mr. G. H. Bradbury
brought the matter up showing  that
about 48,000 acres were disposed of.
The larger portion was sold, the In-
dians receiving the money, part being
paid to them in eash, partly being
funded for their benefit. An area of 21-
000 acres was given in individual lots.
Subsequently the Indians sold their in-
dividual holdings for all ‘sums and
the auction of the remaining land was
carried on after insufficient advertises
ment and realized small prices,

“The Indians claimed,” sald Mr.
Bradbury, “that they had been practis
cally robbed of their lands by a few
Grit party agents and land specula-
tars under the very nose of the Indian
agent who seemed to be looking ad-
ter the interests of the Indians whom
he neglected entirely.” He. gave fall

“TIndians and reflected severply on the

conduct of Mr., Frank Pedley, deputy
superintendent for Indian affairs

sured persons who contemplated pur-
chasing from the Indians that no
transfer or pledge by any Indian would
be recognized by the department, and
the patents would be delivered direct.

This
deterred most people from buying,
However four men bought about 18,000
acres resorting to various devices to
induce the Indians to part with their
property and when the parents came
they were handed direct to these pur-
ers, 90 per cent, of the Indians not
seefng the patents at all.

Ottawa’s Policy

The effort to secure the surrender
of the reserve, he said, had been made
in pursuance of the government’s pol-
icy of, administering Indian lands for
the benefit of the Indians and for the
development of the country.

The reserve presented peculiar and
indeed - extraordinary circumstances,
and therefore extraordinary measures
had to be taken in connection with the
surrender. That these measures
might be beyond guestion the highest
authority obtainable in the province
of Manitoba's chief justice Howell,
was engaged to do the work., The afs
tempt was successful, The Indians
have received their langd in severalty.
They have received a large sum of
money asg the result of the sale of the
land that was surrendered. They still
have the marsh land to be sold as it
comes into value. They have receive
ed 9 new reserve very much betten
suited to their manner of life, of an
area of 75,000 acres, and they have
received assistance at the hauds of
the department to remove to the new
rererve and to establish themselves
upon it,

As a resclt the Indians have benefits
ted, “lustead of having lost anything
by the transaction they have gained
greatly  The ouly criticism of the ar-
rangewment from Mr. Oliver's point of
wiew was that the Indians had been
too liberally dealt with.

The new reserve it appeared, is on
Fisher Lake on the west side of Lake
Winnipeg, about 100 miles north of
Selkirk and north of the Kelandic set-
tlement. The Indians are being set-
led gradually.

The value of the land on the reserve
Mr. Oliver added rather innocently,
has appreciated tremendously, *“The
Red River Valley and the locality of
Selkirk had been put in line for im-.

(In 1872 there was a great comeét
scare, It was predicted that the earth
would be destroyed on Aug. 12. In
July the Aldine magazine, of New
York, printed an imaginary account
of the event, written by W. T. Alden.

It is unnecessary to dwell upon the
steady increase of the excitement here
in New York during the month of July.
By the first of August all hope that we
should escape a collision had been ab-
andoneéd. The only question which now
dividea scientific men was the hour
when the collision would take place.
This became a matter of the utmost
importance. Were it to oceur during
the day the comet would strike some-
where on the opposite hemisphere, and
it was then hoped that the people of
the western world might escape all
injury. Most of the scientific men as-
serted that the blow would fall at ¢
a. m, on the tenth of August, and
that the immediate point of contact
would be in the plains of Siberia. An
unfortunate astronomer who took the
opposite view and claimed that the
comet would strike near Washington,
was denounced a traitor by the Tri-
bune, and narrowly escaped mobbing,
There was yet no apparent falling off
in the number of customers at the
shops ang broker offices, or in the
throngs which filled the theatres. It
was kuown, however, that few large
purchases of goods were made by re-
tall merchants, and that business in
real esiate was almost at a standstill.
There was a strong revival of religion
in progress everywhere, but at the
same time the thieves and burglars
vere unusually active, The police had
relaxed their strictness, and many of
the patrolmen neglected their beats
1o attend religious services.

The
mother and children were therefare
to have been deported, but the Hamil-
ton St. rge's Soclety was appealed
to and the secretary of the Society,
knowing that he, Senator Gibson, had
gone to Quebec to meet -his family,
wired ‘to him to pay the charges so
that the mother and children might
be sent on to Hamilton,

¢  Had Little Time.
He had very,little time, but under-
took to do this and only succeeded
after much difficuity because he was
referred from one official to another
and it seemed impossible to find any-
one who had authority to deal with
the case. However, he eventually
succeeded. But had he not been there
or had not some one in like circum-
stances been in Quebec, this woman
and the children woul have been sent
back by the steamer which was sall-
ing that very afternocon.

Ottawa, Ont,, April 14.—In the sen. -
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Annapolis Royal, April 14.—Howard
Murphy, of Margaretsville, had a curi-
ous and unlucky experience while re-
turning home from town one night
last week,.

The horse was a valuable
one and in all the loss will amount to
nearly $700, every cent that the man
possessed.

Sabeans in Toils Again.

Frank Sabeans, the notorious out-
law, who a few years ago terrorized
the whole of the Annapolis Calley by
his daring robberies and holdups, is
again in jail.

1t will be remembered that after the
sensational fight at Bridgewater, when
in escaping arrest, Sabeans shoved the
point of. a revolver through Detective
Wright's cheek, he was later arrest-
ed and placed in the jail at Annapolis.
Here he made one of the most dar-
ing escapes in the history of the pro-
vince, by sawing three of the bars and
after greasing his body, drawing him-
self through the hole leaving patches
of his gkin on the bars. For two
years he continued his criminal  car-
eer, despite the organized efforts of
the police of five counties to capture
him. He was finally arrested at Bridge
town and sentenced to a long term
in Dorchester,

About a year and a half ago he
was released on suspended sentence,
since which time he had been living
a law abiding existence on a farm in
Kings county. Last week he was once
more arrested, charged with a rob-
bhery at Alyesford, and has been re-
manded to stand trial at the June
term of the supreme court.

He's Wiser Now.

Arthur Haines of Morton Port, re-
turned from England last week a
poorer, sadder and wiser man. About
three months ago he received a com-
munication from a firm of solicitors
in London informing him that he was
the heir to a large estate in chancery.
Correspondence ensued, and so con-
vineced did Haines become, that he
borrowed enough money and made
the journey to London. When he ar-
rived there the solicitors demanded a
Jarge fee, and could give him no as-
surance of the genuineness of his
claim. Investigation showed that
these solicitors had been making a
practice of writing to people all over
the Empire, who bore the names of
estates in chancery, for the purpose
of getting a large fee for an investiga-
tion, which was practically always a
z-omplm.e failure, Haines déclares
that he will never have anything more
to do with estates in chancery, one
such experience being quite sufficient.

Cut By Saw.

With his head badly cut and the
scalp nearly severed, Arthur Morri-
son made his way to a doctor last
week to have his wounds dressed.

DIES N TRUNK

Body Surrounded by Acid-
soaked Garments, and Club
I.iw.

Hannibal, Mo., April 14—In a clos-
ed trunk and surrounded by clothes
saturated with carbolic acid, the body
of Mrs. Gertrude Maxwell, a wealthy
widow, was Tound today at her home,
near Palmyra, twelve miles from
here, by Sheriff Thomas (. Lasley.
Mrs. Maxwell, who lived alone on her
farm, telephoned a physician last
Wednesday that she was ill. The
physician prescribed for her over the
telephone. Since then neighbors had
seen nothing of her, and finally the
Sheriff was informed and a search
made,

A coroner’s jury this afternoon
brought in a verdict that Mrs. Maxwell
came to her death by getting into the
trunk and closing it. The trunk was
open when the Coroner's jury viewed
it. The verdict was rendered despite
the fact that the Sheriff produced a
club which he had found lying near
the trunk., There were no marks on
the body.

Testimony revealed that Mrs, Max-
well was worth between $30,000 and
$40,000. She was sixty-five years of
age.

When shown that he sald the
“greater” proportion, Mr.-Carvell sald “I stand by that
statement.”  Once more Mr. Carvell took the floor
to declare that he took the full responsibillty for what
be had said and did not intend to withdraw a syllable.
The evil which Mr. Miller sought to remove is a
grave one, but not solely or mainly because betting on
the track leads to the sale of the race by the contestants.
Race track gambling is an evil in itself, and ought to
be abated. The selling of races is a different oftence,
and especially a scandalous breach of faith with the
publie, who are invited to the course with the promise
of a real race.
But is the statement of Mr. Carvell true, that nearly
every race which takes place in the Maritime Provinces
is sold before the horses start? This is a clear
charge of systematic and contemptible fraud, against
nearly all the owners of fast trotters in the provinces.
These men are accused of deliberate and studied swind-
ling operations, by which those who bet are cheated out
of their money, and those who go to see a fair race are
cheated out of their entrance fee, and their legitimate
entertainmnt. No doubt such sales of races occur, but
if it is the rule and regular proceeding, then there are
in this province, as well as in Nova Scotia, and P. E.
Island a class of rascals who have hitherto passed
among gentlemen as respectable members of society.
These include prominent farmers, leading business men,
and professional men of apparent good. standing.
If the statement made and repeated by Mr. Carvell
is not correct, he has given his native province a bad ad-
vertisement, and done his neighbors a serious injustice.

MARK TWAIN,

The Rnglish-speaking world will be grieved to learn
that Mark Twain has returned from Bermuda more feeble
than he went, and that the end of his busy and us:fai
life is believed to be near. He was gives to a goo
oration of men and women so much pure amusement as
Mark Twain has bestowed in the last forty years, may
be regarded as a public benefactor. Several of Mark
Twain's books are serious history or argument. These
are not important contributions to literature, The
works by which he deserves to be remembered are
“The Junocents Abroad,” “The Pilgrim's Progress,”
“Roughing It,” “Tom Sawyer,” “Hucklebury Finn,” and
others of that elass. The entertainment in these books,
especially the accounts of travel, is mingled with in-
struction.  There Is philosophy of a wholesome kind
in the biographies, say of Tom Sawyer and Colonel
Sellers.  But the main element is entertainment,” and
that is the justification of Mark Twain's literary career,
Personally he has had his share of the hurdens of life.
Like Sir Walter Scott he wrote many books to pay debts
that he did not personally incur, though he assumed re-
sponsibility for them. If he had been free the last
twenty years of his life would have produced less copy
and more books after the style of his earliest and best
writing,

THE SITUATION IN ALBERTA.

The sitnation in Alberta is exceedingly awkward
for the Rutherford administration. After the resigna.
tion of two ministers and the revolt of a dozen govern-
ment supporters on the guestion of the railway com-
tract, the premier staved off the crisis by ordering an
inquiry by royal commission Into all the transactions
connected with that remarkable enterprise. The prin-
cipal members of the contracting company stated that
they would appear and give evidence covering all mat.
within Kuowledge. This undertaking has
been violated, These contractors with the government
have escaped from the jurisdietion of the commissgion and
refuse (0 return to Alberta. This refusal naturally con-
firms the worst suspiclons of the mémbers who at the
beginning saw evidence of corruption. It will be hard
to convince the public that the government desires the
appearance of ita contractors. The Inquiry can hardly
be complete witbout the evidence of these witnésses,
and it may be suspended altogether, pending a report to
the legislature, which has been adjourned during the
investigation. The Rutherford ministry is not likely
to last long after the House resumes business, if the
inguiry collapses through the flight of the contractors.

A goodly number of upirnnu for
civic honors at the coming election
interviewed by The Standard yester-
