263,000,000 bushels in 1910. Harvest

has commenced in many districts,
and the quality promises to be very
good,

Germany—The latest official report
indicates an out-turn of about 136,000,
000 bushels against 142,000,000 in
1910. The weather has recently been
very favorable, and the quality prom-
ises to be better than last year,

Russia—The weather continues
very hot in the Volga districts, very
great damage has been done and the
yield is expected to be very small
In most other parts of the Empire
fairly good results are expected, and
if there has been no particular de-
crease in the area sown, compared
with last year, a relatively large yleld
of wheat may still be gathered, even
if some 15 per cent. smaller than last
year.

Turkey—The area sown is reported
to be much larger than last year; con-
ditions generally have been favorable,
and the yield promises to be an ex-
cellent one,

Roumania—The overflowing of the
Moldau in its upper reaches has done
immense damage, especially to the
timber industry. The crops are in
danger.

The cause of the lamentable tra-
gedy was the overturning of a canoe
in which Mies Cowan and Wm. Lath-
am were canoeing. Miss Cowan was
drowned and Latham had a very nar-
row escape from losing his life,

Miss Avis Cowan with her sister,
Miss Flossie, of the millinery depart-
tment of Manchester, Robertson’and
Allison Ltd, in. company with an
aunt, went to Belyea's Point Satur
day afterncon on the steamer Majes-
tic for the purpose of spending a few
days with a party of friends’ who were
camping out.

A Jolly Party.

The party of young people were en-
joying themselves to the fullest ex-
tent.
