Bydney, N. 8., Oct. 1.—T. P. Mason,
of Shaw & Mason, Limited, and presi-
dent of the Cape Breton Automobile
Association, recelved injuries from
which he afterward died in one of
the most serious automobile accidents
which has taken place in Cape Bre-
ton for several years.

Mr. Mason left Sydney this morn-
ing for a day’'s shooting in the woods
behind Coxheath in his big Chalmers
car. The accident happened just after
turning onto the Scotch Road and
mear the junction of that byway and
the main thoroughfare.

The exact cause of the accident is

known. From the marks on the
Mr. Mason lost control of the
machine, which ran diagonally off the
yoad and down a slight embankment.
The machine at one stage of its run
bad apparently ridden on two wheels
and it was thought that gne of the
springs, which was found broken, was
the member responsible for the ditch-
ing. After leaving the road the ma-
chine ran obliguely on the incline,
smashed through a wire fence, carry-
ing several posts away, and finally
overturning in the fleld.

Mr. Mason styck to his machine
pnd endeavored to regain control, but
was finally thrown out’ beforagsire Tir'
oyertarn He was found by & pas-
gerby lylng in the fleld between the
road and the wrecked machine. Medi-
eal aid was at once summoned and
Drs. Bruce, Johnstone and Rice hur-
tied to the scene at a furlous rate of
speed. The ambulance followed and
after first aid had been given, the
fnjured man was brought into the
cfty and taken to his home, where

;- an operation was at once performed

for internal injuries received. Mr.
Mason passed away at 2.45 this after-
noon.

Mr. Mason, who was 42 years old,|

was & native of Pictou. He came to
Sydney in 1899, representing the St.
John firm of T. McAvity & Sons dur-
fng the boom period. Afterward he
became associated with E. E. Shaw
fn the firm of Shaw & Mason, who
conduct a successful hardware manu-
facturing industry., Mr. Mason was
extremely popular and his death is
keenly deplored.

New York, Oct. 1.—A rainstorm that
reached almost cloudburst proportions
descended on New York this after-

The average yield of wheat will run
to twenty bushels to the acre for the
province. While the quality generally
is high the difference in yield is more
marked than is usually the case. The
average grades for wheat are numbers
1, 2 and 8 Northern,

The distinguish-
ed Premier of Canada's most populous
province is affectionately known to
his admirers as the “Old Man,” but
he does not appreciate the implication
age.

THE PASSING DAY

THE JEWISH NEW YEAR.

Happy New Year! Rosh Heshanah!
Such is the greeting today through-
out the Hebrew world, for this is the
first day of the month Tisri, and
marks the beginning of the year
5674,
Rosh Heshanah is a day of plety
and prayer, of remembrance, and of
joy and gladness. The holiday ends
at gundown tonight, but the orthodox
Jews will observe the “second day”
tomorrow. Services in the Synagogue
open with the sounding of the shofar
or ram’s horn, hence the day is some-
times called the Memorial of the
Trumpet. The purpose of the horn
is to rouse the slumbering conscience
of the sinner and to remind the pious
that this is a day of self-examination.
The shofar, or ram's horn, has been
used to call the faithful to solemn
assembly ever since the beginning
of the Jewish race. In reform con-
gregations the ram’s horn has been
replaced by @ trumpet or coraet, but
the sounds of the ancient instrument
are reproduced, prayers following
the blowing of‘the horn.
Among the orthodox, those who
observe the “second day” the
“gelihot” or penitential prayers are
chanted. The adherents of the ancient
faith hold that on Rosh Heshanah the
book .of fate is opened, and the sin-
ners are given an_ opportunity to
“gwear off” and to have & new and
more favorsble entry following their
nemes. If they fail to repent of their
evil ways within the penitential ten
days following New Year, they fall
under the sentence recorded in the
Psaims, “let them be blotted out
of the book of the living and not be
written ~ with - the righteous.” The

Commenced Mass Concrete
Work at Connolly Whari
—Two More Cribs Ready
to Sink now.

Excellent progress is being made
on the new whart on the West Side
of the harbor, under contract by Mi-
chael Connolly. As there is an urgent
need for increased facilities, the work
is being rushed as rapidly as possible
in order to give an early relief to
the congestion.

A new turn was taken in the work
at the first of this week, when a
commencement was made on the mass
concrete work. For some time men
have been éngaged in concrete work
on the wharves, but that has been
merely for filling in purposes. On
Monday of this week a crew of about
fifty men were added to the number
of workmen on the job, and these
were placed at work on the mass
concrete. The plant used for the
forming and pouring of the concrete
was put in operation.
The shortage in timber during early
spring held back the construction of
the crib work considerably, but dur-
ing the summer remarkable progress
has been made.
Two more cribs, which have been
under construction for some time, are
nearly completed and will be ready
to sink in about ten days. After these
two cribs have been sunk the com-
pany will have completed, so far this
year, about 1000 feet of crib work.

That nothing definite will be known
regarding the plans of the Grand
Trunk Pacific in respect to St. John
until President Chamberlain makes &
visit here and looks into the situa-
tion, was about the principal feature
of the news brought back from Mont-
real by the Mayor.

At the medting of the city council
yesterday, His Worship made a state
ment regardiug his interview - with
Vice-President Wainwright, the chief
engineer. The president of the G, T.
P. is away in the West.

“In consequence of a letter received
from the G. T. P, which sald that
pending the completion of the Valley
Railway the company was not taking
any ‘action relative to securing an
entrance to St. John, as it was felt
running rights could be secured over
the Valley Rallway. I was author
ized to go to Montreal,” said His Wor-
ship.” The council felt that the reply
to the request for information was
evasive. “My interview with Mr,
Wainwright was very pleasant and
very agreeable, but the impression
left on me was that the G. T, P. is
not very much concerned at the pres-
ent time about the question of getting
jnto St, John,

“The reasons are possibly sound
enough. The Transcontinental has
not been completed to Levis and will
not be till next year. The car ferry
will, it is said, be in operation neiyt
year.

“The Valley Railway is being buflt
to a certain point on the St. John
river, but no preparation appears to
have been made for the heavy work
on the bridges or the ultimate exten-
sion to St. John. It seems to be the
intention of the G. T. P, to use the
Valley Railway as a means of ap-
proach to St, John, and that is quite
a long way off.”

“If the G. T. P. operates over the
Transcontinental when that road is
completed and the car ferry running,
it will no doubt run freight to Monc-
ton, to be routed from there, either
to St. John or Halifax, as the ship-
per wants it

Com. Schofield—That will probably
mean that it will go to Halifax?

The Mayor-—It looks to me as it
the G. T. P. had™its eyes on Halifax
more than St. John. Mr. Wainwright
pointed out that no dredging had been
done in Courtenay Bay, and.that no
wharves could be built there till the
dredging was done, Furthermore it
seems there will have to be great
changes at Lower Cove to establish
terminalg for a great rallway.
Grouped together these and other
things left me with the impression
that the G. T. P. was not greatly con-
cerned about their extension to St.
John.
