Beriin Claims British Attack Near
Loos Failed

Berlin, via London, Oct. 5—The
British attack on the German fortifica-
tions north of Loos has been again re-
pulsed. The war office announced to-
day that the efforts of the British
were fruitless and that they sustained
considerable losses.

The statement follows:

“A British hand grenade attack on
the fortifications north of Loos was
again repulsed. During fruitiess at-
tacks on these fortifications, the Brit-
ish Jeft more than eighty prisoners, as

. well &3 two minethrowers in our
hands, in addition to their very con-
siderable losses in killed or injured.

“A géction of a trench which had
been oecupied by the French, on the
hill northwest of Givenchy, was re-
captured yesterday. Four machine
guns were taken.

“In the Champagne the enemy di-
rected a strong artillery fire om the
position northwest of Souain. When

i the intentions of the enemy to make
an attack could be observed our ar-
tillery fire prevented the enemy from
advancing. At Vauquers we forestal-
led the enemy with our mining oper-
ations. Numerous mine positions of
the enemy were destroyed.

“Aviators of the enemy dropped
bombs on the village of Hiachi-St
Vaast, northeast of Arras. One inhab-
itant wag killed. Otherwise no dam-
age was done.

“Eastern theatre of war:

“Army group of Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg: After their defeat on
October 3rd, the Russians yesterday
repeated their attacks on our positions
with weak forces which were repulsed
easily.

“There is nothing to report concern-
ing the other army groups.”

French Report.

Paris, Oct. 5.—The following official
communication was issued by the war
office tonight:

“A bombardment of a somewhat vio-
fent nature occurred on all sides to
the north of La Scarpe ang to the east

f Arras. There was trench fighting
mm. grenades and bombs in the sec-
tors of Libons and Andechy.

“In Champagne the enemy continued
with the aid of asphyxiating shells,
the bombardment of regions in the rear
of our new front, to the south of the
Navarin farm and in the environs of
Souain, Our artillery responded very
energetically against the Glerman
trenches and works.

“The artillery action was almost
continuous in the Argonne, in the sec.
tor from Houyette to Les Eparges, in
the forest of Apremont and in Lor-
ralhé near Moncel, Arrancourt and
Ancerviller,

“On the evening of October 4 the
enemy attempted a sudden attack
against our positions to the east of
Orbey, in the Vosges, but was com-
pletely repulsed.”

The Belgian official communication
reads as follows:

“There has been slight activity by
the artillery of the enemy along our
fron't."

Anglo-French Troops
Ready to Strike When

Bulgaria Makes Move

No Reply to Russia’s Ultima-
tum and None Expected by
- Entente Powers.

PREMIER VENEZELOS
OF GREECE RESIGNS.

Stormy _ Session in Greek
Chamber—King Says He
Cannot Support Policy of
Venezelos Ministry.

Bulgaria gxpired at four o’
3\«:65. ::Ea. to- & late hour to-
night, 8o far as was known in London,
no answer had héen received and none
was expected.

It is taken for granted here that
King Ferdinant and his ministers are
definitely committed to the Germanic
Allies, and, in réturn for territory to
be ceded after the war, some ports,
including Constantinople, and all that
remains of European Turkey, has un-
dertaken to assist actively in the ope-
rations against Serbia, thus Hoping to
open the way for the Austro-German
army, the objective of which is the
Sea of Marmora. i

The Entente Powers, in this belief,
haye landed or are landing a force at
Saloniki which will take upon itself
the duty of protecting the main rail-
way through Serbia and Greece, and
give what assistance it can to the
Balkan allies, should they be attacked
by Bulgaria. This infringment of
Greek neutrality has brought forth a
formal protest from the Greek govern-
ment, but, in the words of one corres-
pondent, it is “being winked at,” by
the great majority of the people ot
Greece.

The opposition in the Greek Cham-
ber has also made protest against the
policy of Premier Venizelos, which, it
is claimed, is forcing Greece into an
unnefessary war. But the Premier,
who geemed firmly fixed in the saddle
and working in harmony with the
King, until his resignation was an-
nounced tonight, succeeded in getting
the Chamber to pass a vote of conf}-
dence, after a stormy all night ses-
sion.

The next move devolves upon Bul-
garia, and as soon as she moves, the
Anglo-French troops, which are being
mobilized, will be put in motion, while
the fleets in the Black Sea and the
Aegean will assume their appointed
roles.

Greek Premier Resigns.

Paris, Oct. 6, (1212 a. m.)—An
Athens despatch to the Havas Agency
says:

“Premier Venizelos has resigned, the
King having informed him that he
was unable to support the policy of
his ministry.”

Buigaria Means War.

Berlin, Oct. 5, via London (6.30 p.
m.)—A despatch from Sofia dated
October 4, to the Zeitung Am Mittag,
says:

“Premier Radoslavoff of Bulgaria
today made the following declaration
to representatives of the government
parties:

“We confront war and must defend
our national interests. We must
wrest from our enemigs everything
they took from us two years ago, and
get satisfaction for every insult.”

No Reply to Russian Ultimatum,

London, Oct. 5.—A despatch from

Roumania thus is safe from
all surprise attacks.”

French Troops at Salonika.

Athens, Oct, 5, via Paris, Oct. 6.—
(Delayed in transmission). — The
French troops, landing from five
transports at Saloniki, Greece, con-
sist_of seventy thousand men. They
will proceed along the Guevgheli-
Uskup railroad to guard the line.

Paris, Oct, §.-—France notified
Greace -on the arrival ‘of the first de’
tachment of French troops at Saloni
ki that they were going to help Serbia,
Premier Venizelos replied, protesting
against the passage of foreign troops
Through Greek territory, on the
ground that it violated Greek neutrfl-
ity.

The allied governments made pre-
parations and gave the neeessary ord-
ers for the landing of the troops sev-
eral days ago. Previously they had
entered into negotiations with the
Greek government, which, being still
neutral, made a formal protest, as it
was obliged to do. At the same time
the French officers were given every
freedom to prepare for the landing.

Paris, Oct. 5.—A field correspondent
of the Havas Agency in a despatch
received here gives further details of
the struggle between the French and
the Germans for Hill No, 191, one of
the heights of Massiges in the battle-
field of Champagne, which was captur-
ed by the French in spite of the Ger-
man staff order that it must be held at
all costs,

‘The hill,” the correspondent says,
“was believed by the Germans to be
impregnable. They used to say of it
that with two sweepers and two ma-
chine guns the hill could be held. On
the contrary, however, the position
was taken on September 25 by a splen.
did advance of the Colonial . troops,
one of the prlgades of which charged
with a general at its head.

“Down the other side of the hill,”
says the correspondent, “the allied
troops advanced methodically, reach-
ing Mount Tetu toward the north and
then eastward. They operated hour by
hour and day by day in descending the
hill in the direction of Ville-sur-Tour-
be. As each (rench was reached the
Germans in smal groups held up their
hands. One cfiicer who was made pri-
soner said: ‘We can't make them move
except by the use of a cudgel or with
a revolver” .

“During the fighting three thousand
grenades were captuged and used
against the epemy, as well as two “77"”
guns, each with a supply of 2,500
shells, The French soldiers were de-
lighted with the success of the ad-
vance. An officer said he could not
find men to conduct prisoners back of
the line, as all of the men wanted to
stay with the advancing forces.”

Hill No. 191, which the French have
captured, lies north by east one-third
of a mile from the village of Massiges,
the ‘town lying on the sotith slope of
the ridge of which Hill No. 191 forms
a part. A small stream known as
De I'Etang flows to the southeast at
the foot of the ridge on the south side,
The French in making the assault of
Hill No. 191 had to pass down into the
valley, cross the stream and cut their
way through the entanglements for a
distance of one- third of a mile.

Looking north from Hill No. 191 Cer.
nay is seen just beyond at a distance
of one and three-quarters miles. The
capture of Cernay is the immediate ob.
jective of the French.

The main French attack is at pre-
sent directeq along both sides of the
national turnpike or macadam road
which leads north from Ville-sur-Tour-
be to Cernay. Hill No. 191 is to the
left of this turnpike at a distance of
threequarters of a mile, and so long
as the hill remained in German hands
the defenders were able to sweep the
approach along the road for a distance
of several miles,

Between Hill No. 191 and Cernay
there remains only Hill No. 155 to oc-
cupy. This latter hill, as its number
indicates, is not quite so high as Hill
No. 191, but its position close to the
hamlet of La Justice enables it to
command the approach on the Cernay
road beyond Hill No. 191,

The possession of Cernay by the
French will place them within four
ang one-eighth miles of the Somme-Py-
Chellerange railway. This distance is
the actual mileage reckoned along the
national highway, which passes north
from Cernay through Sechault and
crosses the railway at Trieres.

The French right wing advance to-
ward the Somme-Py-Chellerange rail-
way originated in the vicinity of Ville-
sur-Tourbe. From Ville-sur-Tourbe to
Cernay the distance is tow and one-
half miles.

The measure of the ultimate suc-
cess of the French drive in the Cham.
pagne is possession of the Somme- -Py-
Chalierange Railway, a stretch of nine
and one-half miles of railroad. Beyond
Challerange lies Grand Pre, at a dis-
tance of six miles: At Challerange the
railway branches northward toward
Vouziers, which latter place is the
main depot of the army of the Crown
Prince. Vouziers is distant six and a
half miles by rail from Challerange.
From Somme-Py to Vouziers the total
railroad distance {s sixteen miles.
Against the Somme-Py-Challerange
stretch of roaq the French front ex-
tends from Auberive in the west to
Ville-sur-Tourbe in the east, a distance
of about thirteen miles.

The efforts to advance ‘which com-
menced in the Champagne a week ago,
and which still continue, will necessi-
tate the bringing up of large forces of
fresh troops. The French are enabled
to utilize the Chemin<de-Fer de I'Est
(Eastern Railway) and the important
city of Chalons on this railway. The
distance from Souain, right on the
battlefield, to Chalons is only fifteen
miles, Supplies and troops can be
pushed north from Chalons by the St.
Hilaire-Ste. Menehoul raflway as close
to Souain as Suippes. This last nam.
ed place is distant three miles only
from Souafn.

Bethlehem negotiating for

New York, Oct.. 5.—Negotiations for
the acquisition of the Pennsylvania
Company by the Bethlehem Steel Cor-
poration, which, if successful, may
lead to a still larger combination of
steel companies, were in progress to
day in this city. While it was learned
that the deal was not finally closed,
it was stated, on authority, that there
was a likelihood that announcement
to that effect would be made soon.

It was also learned that negotiations
are pending for the purchase of the
control of the Cambria Steel Co., and
that there is a possibility of a combi-
nation of this company with the pros-
pective Bethlehem-Pennsylvania merg-
er. In fact, according to a high au-
thority familiar with the situation in
the steel trade, there was never a
time since the formation of the United
States Steel Corporation, fourteen
years ago, that so many deals, involv-
ing millions and millions of dollars,
were under way, as at present.

Practically every steel and _ironm
company in the country of any Amport-
ance had been approached, it was s id,
in the efforts of rival interests to ¢
nize larger corporations.| k‘af-’si:hlcd
leaders in the steel trade foresee,
after the war, a period of re-construc-
tion in Europe as the result of which
there should be a large demand for
American steel products, it was said
in steel circles today. Such a motive
combined with the more immediate
demand for ordnance and other steel
products which the war itself has cre-
ated, governs the promoters in their
efforts to bring together the smaller
steel concerns in order to reap the
benefit, through the economies of
large organizations, of the prospective
increase in trade.

sonal pecuniary advantage to obtain,
and so I assume that what he does,
what he has done, is In every case
that which in his judgment is most for
the public good, There is, however,
sometimes in public officials, as well
as in public bodies, a disposition to act
in an arbitrary manner and to treat
it as impertinence on the part of oth-
ers to disregard their instructions or
to interfere with their proceedings,
and therefore it frequently happens
that they do not adopt that reasomable
course of conciliation and free and
frank communication of their plans
which this Court always looks for and
generally finds on the part of individ-
uals. Notwithstanding the advice giv.
en the Commissioner in respect to re-
moving rails of the company, no evi-
dence has been furnished that he was,
and it seems at least doubtful if he
could have been, advised to fill up with
concrete the track of the plaintiff af-
ter the removal of the rails, and to do
this in the night, and yet, apparently,
he clandestinely proceeded to do-an act
which he knew woulj absolutely pre-
vent the operation of the plaintiffs’
raiflway. From the evidence before me,
I find it as a fact that the commission.
er by laying this conerete as stated,
has made it impossible, while the con.
crete remains so placed, for the com-
pany to replace its rails upon a suit-
able foundation and at the grade of
the street, as contemplated and provid-
ed by the statute, and I think the dam.
age done by the placing of the con-
crete, with its result, comes within
the legal definition of irreparable dam.
age. This act of the Commissioner, 1
am of the opinion, cannot be justified,
and was an injury to the plaintiff com.
pany of so serious a nature that the
removal of the concrete is the only
remedy which will meet the require-
ments of the case. The wrong is the
obstruction of the plaintiffs’ line of
railway by placing the concrete, which
seems to me furnishes & cause of ac-
tion in this case, and brings the subject
matter thereof within the class of
cases which can only be treated by
granting the order asked for, in this
case as to the removal of the concrete,
and as there is no order which pre.
vents the granting of the mandatory
injunction when the injury sought to
be restralned has been completed be-
fore the commencement of the action,
the motidn will be granted and the in-
junction allowed with costs to the
plaintiff.

Continuing, Judge Grimmer de
clares: “In view of the undoubted right
of the city to take up rails of the com.
pany when constructing a street or
changing the grade, the injunction will
be limited to the removal forthwith of
the obstruction, consisting of the con.

Oscar Hanson tendered his resigna-
tion as chairman of the Board of As-
sessors for the Parish of Musquash
to the County Council yesterday, but
Warden McLellan ruled a motion for
consideration out of order. In view
of the fact that the proceeds of the
bonds issued for the construction of
the sewer in Lancaster was in excess
of the amount required it was decid-
ed to use the surplus in constructink
sewers in the district. A bill to re-
duce the poll tax in the county will be
presented at the next session of the
Legislature. The Warden announced
that he and Commissioner Russell
had decided upon a site for the mor-
gue in Water street, at the corner of
Duke. The lot was about sgventeen
feet by thirty feet.

Other business of a routine nature
was transacted.

There were present Warden McLel-
lan, Councillors Frink, Wigmore, Rus-
sell, Potts, Smith, Howard, Carson,
Black, Shillington, Thompson, Bryant,
O’Brien, Golding, Dean and Stephen-
son with J.  King Kelley, the county
clerk.

After the minutes of the last meet-
ing had beem approved and the report
of the finance ¢commitiee, presented
by Councillor Smith, adopted, the
matter of the Hanson resignation was
taken up.

There was quite a lively discussion
regarding the authority of the council
to deal with this matter. Councillor
Russell asked if an official of the par-
ish had any right to resign until his
year's work was completed.

A motion was made to the effect
that Hanson's resignation be accept-
ed. Councillor Potts moved an amend-
ment that the matter be referred to
the finance committee and that they
report back to the council at the next
regular meeting.

Warden McLellan was of the opin-
fon that the city commissioners, who
were members of the county council
ex officio, had no voice in the matter
whatever. They did not vote on par-
ish appointments and therefore had
no right to relieve encumbents from
office.

Councillor Dean was under the im-
pression that the full council had vot-
ed on. parish appointments and had a
perfect right to vote in this matter.

The money raised would come out
of the taxpayers of the city and coun-
ty.

~famittee and the balance be given to the

triotic Fund. .

Couneillor Howard in seconding the
motion expressed himself as strongly
in favor of doing something for the
Patriotic Fund. He said the Munici-
pal Council had been critieized for
spending too much money, but so far
as he was concerned he was willing
to vote the last dollar if necessary for
this purpose. He felt that the money
should be raised by general assess-
‘ment.

Warden McLellan thought the ques-
tion' a serfous one that should be con-
sidered by the civic as well as the
county representatives. While hearti-
1y in accord with the idea of doing
something for the fund, he thought a
proper committee should be appointed
to go into the matter thoroughly. He
‘said that any change in the assess-
ment law should have calm consider-
ation.

Councillor Wigmore was in favor of
making some provisions for the Patrl-
otic Fund. He thought it disgracefu’
that there was more going out of the
provincial fund than was coming iu
and that the St. Johm branch was de
pending on contributions from the
rest of Canada.

‘ He said the amount contributed by
St. John was smaller than in any
other municipality in Canada.

The whole $25,000 should be given
to the Patriotic Fund and if more was
required for recruiting purposes it
should be dealt with independently.

Today
there are 70 branches of the Women's
Institutes in New Brunswick with a
total membership. of 2,500.
