The ve-
presentatives of the workmen, according
to this report, are not to be- appointed,
but selected by the laboring men them-
selves, 'This would be the first concession
to the representative principle.

Strikers Marking Time.

The factory and mill districts of the
city were practically deserted today. The
strikers had no plans for demonstrations
and no special meeting point had been ar
ranged. The absence of any definite ob-
jective led the strikers to drift towards
the principal thoroughfare, the Nevsky
Prospect, which has been ithe centre of
today’s dess thrilling events.

As the afternoon wore on the crowds
in the Nevsky Prospect became dense, and
the authorities, possibly fearing that cars
might be converted into material for bar-
ricades, stopped street railway traffic and
reinforced the already considerable num-
ber of cavalry patrols. Toward 5 o’clock
driving up the Nevsky Prospect the Asso-
ciated Press correspondent saw through
the gathering gloom the blazes of camp
fireg in the palace square, with the dark
forms of troopers sitting around them.
The Neveky Prospect itself was ablaze
with light and animation. Strikers and
curiosity scekers promenaded the two
miles of sidewatk between the admiralty
and the Nicholas station, and squadrons of
hussars and cuirassiers rode up and down
in endless procession. The crowd sesmed
peaceful enough, the watchword evidently
being “don’t abuse the troops.” The only
shouts heard were few dsolated hurrahs.

Camp Fires Only for Light.

Suddenly the electric lights in the up-
per section, between the bazaar called
Gostinny Dvor and the Nicholas station,
were extinguished, and the thoroughfare
was planged without warning into utter
darlmers, which was mot relieved even by
lights in ehop windcws, as all the stores
were closed.

Ottawa, Jan. 23—(Special)—The amnual
report of the Indian department for the
year ending June 30 last was distributed
todey.

The deputy superintendent general, in
his report to the minister, says that the
country has no little reascn to congratu-
late itself upcn a pcliey which has trans-
ferred itg aboriginal population into a
law respecting, prosperous and contented
section of the community, which, so far
from being a menace to or burden upon
the commonwealth, contributes in many
ways to its welfare,

Within the treaty limits the births dur-
ing the year have exceeded the deaths by
262, In Ontario there was a gain of 115
births over deaths; in Quebec a gain of
117; in Nova Scotia, 16; in New Bruns-
wick, 28; in P. E. Island, 4; Manitoba, 42;

REVOLUTION 2

The question of the hour is: Do the
bloodshed and turmoil in St. Petersburg
mean the downfall of the autocracy and the
extinction of a dynasty, or is this sucn a
disturbance as an iron hand may put dowh
with a battery or two of machine guns.
It would be easier to judge were the corre-
spondents farther from the mob and closer
to the facts. From the despatches one
may surmise abything—even that the
flames of the long pent up revolution have
broken forth and that the people have
taken from the Romanoffs the power tney
never conferred upon them.

The reports tell us that the military have
shot down from 500 to 5,000 men, women
and children; that the capltal, a city of
1,500,000 people, is filled with revolution-
ists maddened by the sight of the blood
of those they deem innocent of offence;
that the Czar is virtually in retreat, fif-
teen ‘miles from the Winter Palace; that
more. than 100,000 workmen join the com-
mon mob in an effort to arm for defence
against the soldiers of the Czar; that some
of these soldiers have refused to fire upon
the people—a circumstance recalling the
stand. taken by the French guards when
the ‘people of Paris tore the Bastile stone
from stone. In fine St. Petersburg very

,m'uoh:;,eéembles {Paris at _the outset of that

world-shocking and world-terrifying pmod
we call ‘the Revolution. Already & nun-
dred and one cbservers compare Nicholas
I with’ Louis XVI, and say the “people
will take their sovereign’s life and estab-
bsh a republic.

‘Perha?e. Tf:ese of which we have now
the’ first reports may be the initial steps
of revolution; but_the next few hours will
by their events proclaim the full signifi-
cance of the ferment—tell whether the
common Rugsian’s reverence for his ‘“Little
Father” the Czar, and the unsparing use
of shot and steel, can steady a throne that
is plainly rocking, or whether slow, stub-
born but patient Ivan has bad his fill of
bureaucracy and will set his foot upon the
monarchy no matter what the cost. Rus-
sia is not France.

A man who is forced to smoke in a
powder magazine takes precautions; there-
fore we have been accustomed to think of
8t. Petersburg as a city where the mob
might become terrible but where, terrible
preparations have been made to crush out
any dangerous popular uprising. But of
Russian unpreparedness the world has seen
many startling evidences within a year,
and in the capital the preparations may
have been in no sense on a parity with the
peril which has blazed out in astonishing
proportions within the last few days, and
which is now a portent upon whicu the
eyes of the world are anxiously fixed.

In this supreme hour the Czar will be

tried by fire, and he WAy great-
ly dare and save the monarchy
and the semblance of royal pow-

er; or he may greatly fail, and his
house may fall. In any event, the end of
the autocracy in Russia eeems written.
The end of the bureaucracy secms to
have come; for though the royal house
may stand, the sleeping giant is stirving
at last and he sees red. We do not know
how far the military resources at the
command of the Czar's ministers may be
successful in quieting the populace; we do
not know whether or not, as London is
asking this morning, thereis a Mirabeau or
a Danton in Russia or whether the people
are really ripe for such Jeadership—But a
thing has been done in St. Petersburg the
news of which will iy on wings to the
sullen masses throughout Russia in Europe,
and farther, and steel and gunpowder
alone cannot snuff out the turmoil which
will follow. Violence may be put down
by violence for the time; but nothing short
ora radical change of policy and the end
of the bureaucracy can appease the fealing
throughout Russia of which yesterday’s
blood shed in the capital was but one of
the manifestations.

Russia has faced grave disturbances be-
fore. The eoldiers have shot down hun-
dredse betore. 'L'he grandfather of the
present Czar was sesassinated. But the
beart and soul of the nation ivere not in
sympathy with these other disturbances.
The common Russian reganded Alexander
as a martyr and his assagsin as -an un-
grateful dog or a madman.

disgrace. That war makes the present
arisis doubly acute and doubly significant.
It has fomented revolution and accentua-
ted poverty and discontent. It has gharp-
ened the ever present dislike of one branch
of the Russians for another, and of all of
them for the bureaucrats who have stayed
the hand of the Czar when he would have
sought safety and progress in giving the
people a greater measure of freedom.

It is sugxegted in the despatches that
the priest who led the people may have
intended to show them how little they
could depend upon their “Little Father”
by hbaving them shot down with their
women and children while seeking to pre-
sent to him & petition for mercy,
for freedom. The priest probably had no
such plan; but the massacre of the peti-
tioners mo doubt frenzied the mob, and
placed them beyond the reach of all coun-
sel save only the bloodiest. :

The Russian capital may be peaceful—
and desolate—today. Meanwhile the fate
of Russia and the future of the war in
Manchuria are in the balance, and the
scale may incline one way or the other
within a few ‘bours. Probably violence at
home will be subdued, and the “war, for
the present, will go on. But there are in-
dications that bureaucratic methods and
madness in Russia bave had their final
warning. -

THE NOsLE RED MAN

The census man reminds us that if all
of our Indians were to go on the warpath
at once they would crowd it—for there
are in Canada, he says, 107,978 of them.
‘I'he number remains about stationary.
Out West a correct census wipes out some
hundreds of imaginary redskins who
figured in the last report, and with this
exception a slight increase is reported in
nearly every province. New Brunswick 13
credited with 1,694 Indians of all hues and
sizes, and their tribe has grown some-
what of late. Besides, a valued contempor-
ary now publishes a column of Micmac.

The braves of British Columbia head the
list, numbering more than 25,000—a total
from which an enterprising war party of
5,000 might be enlisted under favorable
circumstances. Ontario has 21,000 odd and
Prince Edward but 202.

The Red Man holds his own surprising-
ly considering the lean years he encount-
ered formerly. Of late a kind government
and many fat seasons have given him a
measure of repose and comfort. And re-
cently no great numbers have been kiued
off in the dime novels.

Col. McLean Speaks of Improvements
Under Way.

Col. H: H. McLean said Monday that

the management. of the New Brunswick

Southern Railway are making extensive
preparations for the improvement of the
road in the near future. In addition to
the new snow plough from Rhodes Currie
& Co., which cost more than $13,000, the
company are making efforts to obtain a
new 60-ton engine, but are finding great
difficulty in placing their order, owing to
the pressure of work with the various
makers, At present the hauling is done
by three engines of 30 tons weight, bat
they are not modern enough or heavy
enough for the winter requirements. There
is a large amount of business requiring at-
_ten’ﬂion' on the various eections. Lumber
is awaiting ehipment from Lepreaux,
Mineral Springs and St
George, and there are 1,000 cords of pulp
wood also on the road. Of the 150,000
new sleepers ordered, 10,000 have been de-
livered by the Musquash Lumber Com-
pany, and the remainder will be on hand

by next August.

For repairs on the road. a steam ‘dhovel
and plough have been purchased and are
to be delivered in April mext. The pine
lumber to be used with the four new steel

bridges has been delivered on the sites,

and the bridges themselves are construct-
ed and ready to put together. Owing to
the demand for engineers on the G. T. P.
survey the company have mnot yet been

able to secure the services of a. competent

man to take charge of the reconstruction
of the road, but hope to be in a position
to start pperations as soon us the season

COLONIZATION AND

It is not a pleasant task to criticise ad-
versly ‘that concerning which you enter-
tain only feelings of friendship. I am not
an opponent of the provincial government,
but some features of the present adminis-
tration must be called in question. Some
of these are indicated in the heading of
this article.

When, for instance, one considers the
splendid agricultural possibilities of the-
province; her euperior geographical posi-
tion nvith regard to markets, both at home
and abroad; the small and practically sta-
tionary rural population; ‘the immense
areas still held under the crown, together
with the vast multitudes that are con-
stantly passing through our territory to
take up homes thousands of miles farther
on, he cannot help the conviction that
there is something seciously wrong some-
where. Our history as a province ante-
dates that of P. E. Island by some years,
and yet, if we had the same density of
popwation, we would have no less than
1,350,000 people, or a round million more
than our actual pumber. This is not an
unjust comparison since, though our whole
area may not be so uniformly arable, we
have a much greater variety of resources
and an urban population proportionately
in excess of theirs. How very different
our position as a province, financially,
commercially and politically, would be if
our population were something near what
it seems it should now be.

Why ehou!d the population and especi-

ally the rural population of the province
be so comparatively small and elow of
growth; and why should agriculture be so
apparently unprggressive and unpopular?
This may, in part, be dilustrated by the
‘fact that while P. E. Island will only
make an average.sized New Brunswick
county, their vame of farm products, a8
given by the last census, was about two-
thirds that of ours, while the value farm
for farm was nearly double that of our
own. . This unfavorable showing is cer-
tainly not owing to lack of markets since
there is a constant home demand and
ample facilities for exportation. Kvery-
thing the farmer has to gell, he gets, prob-
ably, a better price for than any of his
maratime neighbors, and he con'd get bet-
ter prices if he produced a better article
jn some lines. For instance, thousands of
dollars go to Ontamio every year for beef
which sells in our markets at from two to
four cents per pound better than ours.
And, yet, the Ontario farmer tells us that
New Brunswick is more suitable for beef
vaising than his own province. In addi-
tion, hundreds of thousands of dollars,
probably, go out of the province annually
for flour, which in quality is little, if any,
the superior of the hiomne production. Now
both of these staples of daily food could
and should be raised within whe province
in sufficient quantity to supply the home
demand, and even for export.
If the difficulty is not lack of .profitable
fharkets it is equally certdin’ dt is mot for
lack of land.

1t would be equally dle to say that bhe
opening up of the west was ito blame for
the conditions which prevail. A sutficient
answer to this is the splendid succeas of
some farmers in all parts of the country
and ‘the splendid conditions ‘which pre-
Tail in certain communities. Or, if need
be, reference could again be made to P.
E. Island, where farm lands never sold as
tigh as they do today. Agriculture never
had as good a chance to be made a suc-
cess in the maratime provinces as it has
at the present time. o

In the opinion of the writer, there are
three chief causes wihich contribute to the
present condition. First amomg fthese
would mention ‘the predominating influ-
ence of the lumbering industiry. The lum-
bering business is one of importance and
has, in various ways, contributed to the
revenue and the industrial development
of the country in the past; and yet, from
the standpoint of agriculture and generd.
development, it is quite likely it has been
a bane rather tham a blessing. This, of
course, does not apply bo the lumber busi-
ness per sg, but is owing to its ali-prevail-
ing influence on the public mind, and on
the policy of ithe government. It is to
us what codfish are to Newfoundland, and
what coal is to Cape Bretom, with the daf-
ference that nve have something still more
profitable as a provincial asset and as an
occupation for our population. .

The fur trade formerly occupied this
position in Manitoba to the exclusion of
agriculture and true development; and ?he
extinction of that trade was a good thing
for that province. Agriculture and popu-
lation and peltries could not each be
profitably developed at the same time.
To some extent the same is true of lum-
ber and agriculture in New Brunswick.
Extensive lumber resources and trade are
fatal to a high development of agriculture.

The sudden destruction of our forests
would, of course, be wanton and com-
mercially disastrous, and yet, it is improb-
able that if our lumber industry had come
to a natural end fifty years ago, s0 far as
our agricultural lands ave concerned, we
would be much better off today. Much
of our province, still a wilderness, would,
if rightly administered, be now covered
with smiling farms and happy people—the
true wealth producers of the land. In-
stead of this, to use an expression, a con-
siderable portion of our people are ‘born
with a peevie or timber axe in their
hands,” in the use of which, they devote
their lives. The young men who grow
old in this calling would serve both their
own and ther country’s interests much
better as tillers of the sodl. Widespread
and advanced agriculture, moveover, would
be the best and surest cure for the la-
mented exodus.

1t is also a fact that the farming in-
stincts and success of a great many pro-
fessed farmers are entirely demoralized
by the prevalence of this industry. They
either attempt a little lumbering on their
own account or engage their services, for
o considerable mortien of the year, to
some of the large concerns. They earn a
Jittle ready cash, but sacrifice their real

intereata by neglecling their farme, cvan

of “Geres of ' most extesent

though it be in the winter season. No
man can do his best on a farm by fol-
lowing this method; and .the chances are
he will fail altogether. Except as a mar-
ket for his produce, the farmer should
give the lumber business a wide birth.
The result of a divided interest on the
farm is only too apparent in many sec-
tions of the country.

It s, of course, true that there -are
considerable sections of the province
which should be reserved as permanent
timber limits since they are unsuitable for
settlement; and probably some sections
should be expropriated by the government
for reforestration. The idea of setting
apart a large block in the central water-
shed for a park, in the interest of big
game and timber, is also an excellent one,
and should be carried out. Such sections
would afford amrle scope for an adequate
and permanent lumber frade. Therefore,
while we would give this industry suffi-
cient encouragement and protection, we
must learn, in this as in other matters,
to put first things first. In other words
to come to our own ae a province we must
elevate agriculture to its true position.

So much for the first.and prime canse
of our agricultural backwardness. The
two remaining causes, here to be consid-
ered, may be said to grow out of the first.
As a second, and subsidiary cause, we
must mention the administration of our
grown lands. Tn this T do not refer to
any maladministration of this department.
Tt is the government’s crown land policy
that is at fault. The crown land report
affords an interesting study of the con-
ditions that prevail. The Hepartment is
under a survevor general and a deputy.
and. yet. it would seem, from the allot-
ment of space in the report, that the chief
business of both these gentlemen, refer-
red to ftimber limits and stumpage regula-
tiong. A few pages only, refer to crown
tands for settlement. and that in the bar-
est manner. The whole report seems to
fairly emell of spruce logs and lumber
camps.

To foster the lumber industry is tacitly
declared to be the policy of the govern-
ment. We quote from the report: “It
is not the policy of the department of
crown lands to eell outright any lands
which are well timbered.” Or -the fol-
lowing: “The department has no objec-
tion to disposing of such lands as are
suitable for seitlenent.” Think of it;
“no chjection!” Should it not rather be

\
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and the plan of lots. These need not be
as complete as those of England or, even,
as .those of P. E. Island, but something

| similar to those published by the Ontario

government. A general map of the prov-
ince, on a scale of about seven miles to
ﬂhe inch, with all crown lands indicated,
should be published with each report. It
would be better to publish this as a small
deseriptive report for the use of immi-
grants.and intending settlers. This should
be £r_1eely distributed to the public. In
addition to this, there should be a set of
gheets, covering . the entire province, giv-
ing detailed surveys of each section on a
larger scdle with full description of crown
lands." Some simple system of shading
could easily be made to indicate the char-
acter-of the soil, timber, or other features.
These latter could be furnisied, on appli-
cation, accompanied Wwith a small fee to
cover interest on cost. This would lay our
whole province open to the eye of the
puplic and, though it would, at first, re-
qusre a little outlay, it would pay in the
end.

In addition to these surveys of land, a
system of colonization roads should be
vndertaken to furnish the means of access
to the lands desired to be settled. It is
folly to wait till actual settlement compels
the opening up of the mecessary roads. It
is also not creditable to a great province.
}\To one, in these days, wants to go very far
in advance of roads, and neighbors in a
forested country. If, however, roads were
provided, even if crude at first, settlement
wou]q soon follow.

It is to be regretted also that, though
the province has paid large sums of money
by way of subsidies to branch railways,
these, for the most part, have gone through
poor sections of the country. In ehort,
they seem to have been built in the inter-
est of companies or individuals rather than
that of the agricultural development of
ﬂ‘ne province. In, some of the provinces of
Canada they even build railroads in the
interest of agricultural development. Could
ot we do the same?

I have, on vamious occasions, chanced
upon large sections of most excellent land
in remote parts of the country. The qual-
ity of this land as well as its existence has
been a surprise ‘to me, and I have omly
seen a fraction of it. Such scenes have
led me to exclaim: “What a place for
a colony of settlers!” Doubtless others
have felt the same, but these splendid
lands must remain as ‘they are till they
are made kncwn and accessable. 7

If the surplus population of eastern

the chief aim, and the declared policy of
the department to open up, and induce
the speedy settlement of all lands at all
suited to farming? Why should our crown
lands be retained as preserve for
wealthy dorporations? Tet them be open-
ed up to the sons of the soil by the adop-
tion of a policy more in sympathy with
our true interests. e _

Another cause of our undeveloped state
‘may be attributed to our inadequate col-
Fﬁmzakd' ion - policy. Indeed, this part of
our machinery seems to: be badly out.of
pear. I believe we have an immigration
agent, but his chief duty seems 1o be to
look after orphan children that may ‘be
cent among 1s. We need a vigorous im-
migration policy capable of bringing forth
fruit in justifieation of its existence. Some-
thing I believe has been done to advertise
the province abroad, with a view to Te-
‘habilitate our abandoned farms. This,
while good lin its way, is not sufficientt.
Quebec, Ontario and British Columbia,
4o say mnothing of the Northwest, with
epporitunities to offer in no wise superior
to our  own, have efficient colomnization
policies by which new areas are constant-
ly being opened up and the population
greatly increased from year to year. It
is a peculiar fact that large numbers of
our young men are attracted to these
western lands by offers no better than
we could give. Not only should the larger
portion of these be retained, but we
should detain a goodly share of the strang-
ers that come within our gates. All this
could be done if a reasonable effort were
made.

Is there a remedy for these conditions,
and what is it? There should be no great
difficulty .in making some improvement.
Of course, one great meed is agricultural
education. The best methods of farming

L} nust be taught and followed if it is to be

made either popular or profitable. Some-
thing is at last being done along this line,
thanls largely to the dominion govern-
ment. The real remedy, however, is in a
complete change in the colonization and
crown land policies of the government. To
open up the crown lands to settlement
mugt be at the heart of any true policy.
Other provinces recogmize this and their
reports are well supplied. with descriptions

ed with splendid maps.

With us the case is in great contrast.
Settlement is passed over. with as little
reference as possible. There is not a map
of any kind, no description of lands, and,
of course, no illustrations. If a man, by
any means, learns that there are crown
lands, and should he desire information
concerning them, he must go to Frederic-
ton to find out where they are located and
personally examine the ground to learn of
their quality. Then, he must make a cash
deposit on application for a survey, and
at‘terwargi pay the ful cost of such survey.
If he wishes to secure the land by pur~
chase, he must take the same procedure,
in addition to which he must deposit, in
cagh, the amount of the upset price of the
whole; and then submit to have the land
sold at-public auction, whereby anothier
party may get the land which he has lo-
cated and had surveyed. His time and
trouble and plans go for nothing, and he
must feel thankiul to have his deposit re-
turned. The whole thing is preposterous,
and it seems to be planned with a view
to discourage the taking up of land by
intending settlers.

There should be a fair upset price for
crown lands for settlement, but no auction
mm addition. Moreover, lands for settle-
ments should be surveyed at the publie
cost, and, as far as posaible, in advance of
application. In England you can get, for
a trifling cost, a map of survey of any
district named, in great detail, showing
stones, trees and the smaller streams, with
their flow and volume.

TUCKER TRIL
NEARIG AN END

Prisoner's Counsel Makes a
Long Address in His
Behalf.

GREAT CROWD PRESENT

Alleged Murderer of Mabel Page
Seemed Much Buoyed Up Till
Attorney General Began His
Scathing Arraignment--

In' Jury’s Hands
Today.

Cambridge, Mass,, Jan. 23—The case of
Charles L. Tucker, charged with the mur-
der of Mabel Page, will be given to the
jury tomorrow. James H. Vahey finished
his final effort on behalf of the prisoner
shortly after 3 o’clock this afternoon, hav-
ing occupied four and one-half hours in de-
livering his argument to the jury.

Attorney General Herbert Parker fol-
lowed; and began his final summing up,
but-has not concluded when court adjourn-
ed the day at 4.30 o’clock. He will re-
sufie his argument at 9.30 o’clock tomor-
row morning. This will be followed by
the dharge to the jury.

Throughout the day the attention of the
jury and spectators was held by the final
arguments. In the courtroom were seated
nearly every person who has in any way
been connected with the case.

Murs, Tucker, with her son Walter, were
in tine court early and remained until ad-
Journment this afternoon. Not five yards
away was seated Edward Page, the father
of the girl with whose murder Lucker is
charged.

Perhaps the most interesting feature of
the entire day was tihe prisoner himself.
Wihen he entered, the courtroom he looked
pale and worn, but Mr. Vahey had been
speaking in his behalf but a few moments
when a vivid flush spread over Tucker’s
\face and he watched every movement
made and listened intently to every word
uttered by his counsel. In strong con-
trast to this attitude was that assumed
by the prisoner while Attorney General
Parker was speaking. The sphinx-like ap-

* OF NENNGITS

Three Succumb in Maine
Camp, and Two More
Are Likely To

WHOLE CREW INFECTED

-

Two of the Victims Were French-
Canadians—Other Workmen Have
Deserted the Place, But Most
of Them Showed Symp-
toms of the Disease.

Dover, Me., Jan. 20—1hree men are
dead, two more critically ill while tne
others of a crew of 30 lumbermen have
been exposed as a result of an outbreak of’
spinal meningitis, or spotted fever, in &

The camp is operated by the Williamtic
(Conn.) Spool Company, and is situated
twelve miles from this place.

The camp has been broken up, and the
men scattering in all directions, have
thrown this section into alarm. Most of
the lumbermen are said to have already
exhibited symptoms of the disease, which
is pronounced dangerously contagious. Dr.

Again it is question-
ed whether the bestowal of so vast a sum
ih librarvies is the best use that can be
made of $40,000,000. The wants of the
world are many. There are millions who
are denied the blessings of liberty; there
are tens of miltions who suffer from hope-
less poverty; there are hosts who' suffer
from disease. - Nearly. two-thirds of the
world’s population is yet ignorant of the
Christian faith. Intemperance -and vice
prevail to a frightful; extent even in Chris-
tian lands. It is easy-to sce that the be-
stowal of $10,000,000 along other lines than
those adopted by Mr. Carnegie niight have
dgne much for the uplifting and better-
ment «f the world.

Let us suppcse, for instance, that Mr.
Carnegic bad instead of giving libraries to
people, many of whom already read more
than they can digest, had devoted $40,000,-
000 toward the promotion of peace and
the abolition of war among the nations.
It would seem ‘that a great endowment to
organize and maintain a propaganda of
peace through the generations to come
might be fruitful of incalculable good.
This is, of course, merely a suggestion.
Nor are we decrying the advantages of the
Carnegie libraries. He has adopted the
excellent plan of etimulating local interest
by providing a stipulabion that a library
once set up shall be liberally supported
for all time by the surrounding commun-
ity. We believe his beneficence will be
fruitful of good, while still inclined to
question whether a greater good to a
greater number might not have been se-
cured in another way with a like outlay.

GREAT PROGRESS MADE

New Capital Will 'Now Permit of Working
by Machinery and Turning Out an Im-

“Since Mr. Tweedie became superintendent
a year ago, he has steadily and very suc-
cessfuly carried on development work.

A&rim Scene.

The most harrowing scenes of the day
occurred around the palace square. This
enormous place back of the Winter Palace
is swrounded by gardens fronting the ad-
miralty, and by a vast semi-circular build-
ing containing the offices of the general
staff, the minis'ry of finance and the for-
eign office.

When the Associated Press correspond-
ent arrived at the palace square early this
morning he found a consid:rable crowd of
demonstrators already lining the railings|
of the admiralty garden and the boulevard.

The square itself presented the appear-
ance of a mi'itary encampment. Several|
companies of the Pavlovsk and Precbra-
jensky guards hed piled their arms,.while
the men were sitting arcund camp fires or |

Will you shame the mother who bore
you, who was a Russian like ourselves
were some of the cries that were heard.
Later such expressions as “Scoundrels,”
“Mercenaries,” “Dogs,” and worse were
heard.

A long-haired student among the crowd
hurled an insulting epithet at an officer,
who sent a couple of men to arrest him.
The crowd tried to rescue the student;
but the latter was dragged and kicked
across the sunlit square, his lorg hair toss-
ing in the wind. The crowd, broke out
into a storm of hoots and hisses. Then ¢
young workman jeered ac a soldier, who
applied his rifle butt and, with the help of
comrades, dragzed the workman, despite
his piteous pleadings, to the lockup.

Great splashes and streams oi
blood stained the snow. Only a few of
the viciims remained alive, for the fatal
volley was fired at a distance of not more
than twenty paces, and so the ambulances
had little work to go. The pdlice recruit
ed a large number of droshkys (sleighs) to
carry off the dead. Heartrepding scenes
were witnessed as wives, husbands and
mothers came up to claim their dear ones
and were carried off with them in the
sleighs.

Meanwhile the crowd had drifted up the
Nevsky Prospeet, yelling “murderers, mur-
derers,” and the square resumed its calm
espect, the troops returning to their sta-
tions,

Only Bricks for Weapons.

St. Pet-rsburg, Jan. 23, 2.30 a. m—Llhe

kiliing of thirty of the defenders of the
barricades. The strikers, driven from the
river [ront, had gathered in front of tae
union hetidquarters out of sight of the sol-
diers.

Others swarmed up poles and cut
down telegraph, telephone and electrie
tight wires, which they strung from lamp-
post to lamp post asross the street (o,
preak up charges of cavalry. o b

At first none of the leaders seemed to
have any plans. Suddenly two men ap-
peared carrying ladders, and others. pushed
up* with. more ladders, timber and lumber
from incomplete buildinzs and with old
sleighs. In the twinkling of an eye a sub-
stantial barricade had been constructed,
bound together with wires and ropes. On
this water was poured which immediately
froze. As a last contribution Christmas
trees were added to the pile and the crowd
rushed to repeat the process at the other
end of the block.

Meanwhile others were bringing on brick
and breaking them for missiles. When
the troops advanced the strikers lined the
barricades and offered what resistance
they could, but while half of the infantry
rested their riflés on a barricade and vol-

tion and marched over the street, which
was then encumbered with fifty dead or
wounded and the snow of which was erim-
coned with human blood.
