- But the
consumer catihot see.the propriety of
these monthly advances, while the stock
of coal steadily accumulates at the pits’
months,and vigorous protestsare entered
against the forcing: up process that has

im—

been begun by the monopolists. To|.

convince the public that prices must go
up, and frighten people into making ad-
vance contracts at extortionate figures,
the companies are industriously promot-
ing a strike among the miners. ‘When
the men are on strike, and the coal
stocks materially diminished,/there will
bo a general fear of another coal famine,
and the brisk demand will enable the
companies to carry out their policy of a
gradu)l rise until eold weather sets in,
when they will have everything their

| own way. Thé popular indignntion at
| these tactids is expressed by the follow-

ing from the N. Y.\ Mail :
It becomes our bounden duty to de-

| nounce this meamest of all attempts at

monopoly and extortion. As matters
stand, the coal i  and coal carrying
interests are all consoliddted in opposi-
tion to the requirements of pnblic policy.
Thus far the pinch has been so gradual
and so quietly administered as not to
have extorted any very loud cry of dis-
tress; ‘but it is easy to forsee what is
toming. With aigeneral strike among the
miners to ‘help- ‘the’ monopolists
are playing an open and shut game With
the public which falls little short of rob-
bery. It is time, obviously, to speak out
plainly and warn consumers of coal of
what is impending over them. The in-
terests at stake are of sufficient magnitude
to suggest a counter-combination where-
with to meet this dssault upon the people.
Common prudence,nolessthan philanthro-
py, suggests that something should be
donetoforestall the wicked plot whichaims
to “freeze” everybody into paying an out-
rageous price for coal next winter. And,
now that the enemy is showing his hand
so plainly, by.this process of improvis-
ing unnecessary and gratuitous strikes

among the mlm‘fs, it becomes a serious

There is a despairing helplessness in
the above that provokes the sympathy
of all mankind. Semething must be
done—and what? One thing that should
be done, as a blow atthese coal conspir-
ators, is the abolition of the duty on
Canadian conl. There can be no pre;
text that. any profection. is required for
the development of coal mines in the
United States: * The oppressive policy
of the home producers willcompel Con-
gress to removetheduty before long,and
then our coal will have a fair chance to
compete with the Pennsyvlania article.

- Butler and Party Machinery.

Very often, in disgust at self-nomi-
nation and personal canvassing, New
Brunswick people ery out for some-
thing like the party machinery used in
the States. - But that has its - disadvant-
ages, as will appear by the following
from the New York Journal of Com-
merce: * e ‘

The more respectable people of Mas-
sachusetts are conyulsed with anxiety at
the proépect of Butler’s bécoming Gover-
nor. The last Atlantic Monthly has an
article about it, written in such a terror-
stricken, helpless vein that it must con-
vert a great many of those who seek the
winning side in ‘politics into supporters
of Butler as the coming man.

The reader will naturally ask why
« the more respectable of Massachusetts
people” and the political opponents of
Butler do not unite to defeat his raid on
the gubernatorial chair—ask how it is
possible for Butler to become Chief
Magistrate of a State against the moral
sense of its. people. The answer is:
Party machinery is so powerful and
party discipline is 86 strict that, if But-
ler gets the regular Republican nomi-
nation, he is almest certain to be elect-
ed. Nominating conventions are con-
trolled by politicians, particularly of-
fice-holding politicians and not by “the
more respectable people” of the party,
and, with the influence of the Washing-
ton Government in his favor, Butler’s
capture of the convention and subse-
quent election are confidently pre-
dicted.

Robbery in Iowa. 5
Des Moixes, Ia., July 23.
A thousand conjectures are gurrent
here in regard to the persons who robbed
the train on the Rock Island Raflroad.

The most probable one is that the robbery | Po!

was committed by.persons living near
where the robbery took place. A valise
used to carry off the money taken from
the express safe was found fiye miles
south of the wrecked train to-day. Vigi-
lant parties are scouring Tows, and it is
confidently believed that the robbers will
be caught if they remain within the State.

A telegram says the robbers crossed
the Burlington and Missouri railroad last
night. ;

William Smith, conductor of the ill-
fated train, testified: ‘“Went forward to
see who was hurt. The first person I
met was one of the masked men near the
baggage car door who pointed a re-
volver in each hand, and told me. to go
back, firing at the same time. The
passengers were in a hubbub and the
women and children were crying. Itried
to borrow a revolver but failed. I could
see 3 man from whete I was, andsaw an-
other passing up and down on the oppo-
site side of the train. Some of the pas-
sengers asked me te get into the train as
these men were firing at me, and I would
be the cause of some of them beingkilled.
I then went into the sleeping car at the
rear, still trying to_get a revolver and
urging the passengers to Kéep quiet. Two
balls passed through my clothing while
trying to reach the engime. <After the
passengers got quiet I investigated the
cause of the wreck. At the hind truck
of the smoking ear I fornd the fish plate
had been removed from the rail on the
north side, dismounting the rail at both
ends. A rope and strap were.tied in the
bols holes of the disconnected rail at the
west-efid; and the ropes passed across the
ditchand up on the bank. The passengers
reportthosceneuterﬁble,andb-ﬂlingde—
scription. When the crash came all were
thrown forward, some entirely out of
their seats; then came a recoil, and, im-
mediately after, they heard firing, but
supposed it came from the wreck. Many
jumped from their seats and started for

Trouble Over a Lottery Prize.

The lucky lottery ticket-holder, of
Philadelphia, is in danger of not beingso
lucky after all. In May last, it willbe
remembered, Mr. Richard Penistan drew
a prize of half a million dollars from the
Reyal Havana Lottery, and after the de-
ductions had been made there was left to
Mr. Penistan’s order the sum of four hun-
dred and ten thousand dollars. It now
appears there is some difficulty in regard
to the drawing of the prize, Mr. E. D.
Whitney, a well-known brewer, of Phila-
delphia, claiming' one-half the net pro-
ceeds. To make good his claim Mr.
Whitney, & short time since filed, in the
Suprefne Court, of New York, a de-
position, attaching all that portion of
the proceeds which Mr. Penistan
had not at that time- drawn from
Mr. August Belmont, his agent in the
transaction. The balancé thus remain-
ing was in the neighborhood of one hund-
red and eighty thousand eight hundred
dollars. As to Mr. Whitney’s assever-
ations that he is entitled to one half the
proceeds, that gentleman states that Mr.
Penistan, upon being apprised of his for-
tune in drawing the princely prize, went
to him and informed him of the fact, and
entered into an-agrecment by which Mr.
Whitney was to receive one-half
the net proceeds. -On the other hand
Mr. Penistan asserts that there is not the
slightest foundation upon ' which the
claim can be .rested. He is abso-
lutely astotinded that suit should have
been actually brought for the recovery of
two hundred thousand dollars from him.
Mr. Penistan ignores the clain complete-
ly, and says that for an attempt to be
made to recover one-half of his immense
prize simply because that on the visit to
New York to look the money up the
claimant accompanied him, is utterly re-
diculous, and so, he thinks, the courts
will consider it. .

Itis a mat-
ter of considerable curiosity among the
young eriminal’s associates 1 ow he man-
ages 1o live, and they are forced to the
conclusion that he gets his food private-
ly, notwithstanding the prison regula-
lations forbidding such an arrangement.
Mrs. Walworth, who has taken up her
residence permanently just outside the
prison frequently calls to see herson,and
there is said to be.no smallfeeling of dis-
gust among the other prisoners that this

lives and take shelterinone of the houses
near by. Both the sergeant and the
policeman were struck and severely
injured.

and Cape Breton pier yesterday with
coals, and the wind being ahead, she an-
chored in the stream. The seamen wish-
ed to go on shore and asked for the bhoat,
but the mate in charge refused them pos-
session, and on their acting in a threaten-
ing manner and attempting to use vio-
lence, he shot one of them, after giving
them warning which they treated with
contempt. The wounded man is on shore
and is likely to recover, and the mate, we
learn, has taken his land tacks.”

A Brutal Baronet.

A diyoree case in high life is now oc-
cupying the attention of Scottish nobility.
Lady Pollok, of Pollok, Renfreeshire, has
raised an action of separation and ali-
ment against Sir Hugh Crawfurd Pollok,
her husband.

On one occasion he turn-
ed her out of the bed room, and previous
to this witness heard something like a
body falling from the bed to_ the floor.
Lady Lollok had to be carried to another
room by a visitor and a footman, but Sir
Hugh attacked her and seized her by the
throat. The gentleman who assisted in
€arrying Lady Pollok to amother room,
finding remonstrance unavailable, knock-
ed Sir Hugh down ; but as his hest pro-
mised to behave himselfhe was allowed
to get up.again.

A Servant Girl Thief.

The career of a sprightly young woman
as a wholesale domestic thief, in New
York, has just been brought to a sudden
and unexpected check by the police au-
thorities of that city. The name of the
woman is Pauline Sholken, and she is de-
scribed as bright and intelligent in her

manners and of prepossessing appearance.
It appears to have been her plan to an-
swer advertisements for domestic ser-
vants, and after working well in each
place for a few days and gaining the con-
fidence of her employers slie would pack
up the most valuable portable property in
the house; especially wearing apparel,
and quietly depart with her booty.
