Tbere must be something
wrong'in their methods, or ¢lse the man
| who refreshes-his fakukies By devéting
a portion of his time to something for-
eign to his business is able to do more in
a few hours’ work than they are ab'e to
do in many. : The truth is'that their
methods are wrong, and that continuous
‘| application dulls their perceptions.—
Their business machines are so con-
‘structed as'not to run smoothly except
in presence bf the  ‘and the master
must stand by them all the time. This
constant application tends to keep his
mind and his business in ruts, and hasa
detrimental effect on his health and, his
faculties. That “ all work and no play
makes Jack a dull boy" is as true of men
a3 it is of school boye. There must be
change of some Kkind, or the facultics
wilflag. Everywhere we secexamples
.of the business success of men who de-
vote much of their time to politics, soci-
“ety, religion or literature. It is not a
prompting of the Devil, or the craving
of a depraved appetite, that takes some
mcn to barrooins niglitly, but the honest
demands of nature for something to dis-
.tract the mind from the anxieties, dis-
sppointments and hopes of business.
Happy he whose tastes, associations or
aspirations lead him to seck this dis-
traction in literary and benevolent occu-
pations, thus improving his mind, ex-
panding his sympathies, and laying up
a store of pleasant memories. Few
men can accomplish for others what
“Mr. Boyd has, becaunse few have the
subtle power of pleasing an audience,
but most men can aceomplish as much
for themselves—can find healthfal re-
creation by devoting a portion of their
time to benevolent pursuits. The. rs-
war.l is length of days, soundness of
slumber, hosts of friends, and the con-
sciousness of well doing. The trouble
is-that most men do not begin right.

The
consequenee is.that many of the-bright-
est and-ablest men, instead of taking an
aetive part m the duties of citizenship
and society, ‘become mere counting-
house machines or barroom habitues,—
mental blanks, physical wrecks, and hife
failures in either case.

Franciseo harbor, the
just beendotermined. The first rock lies 340 feet
cfi shore, NW by N from Fort Point lighthouse,
with 9% ft on’ it and 3 fathoms close to it, the
water deepening to 7 fathoms at a distarice of 500
ft outside. The second rock lies 360 ft off shore,
NE by N¥N from Fort Point lighthouse,with 11
ftonit and 4 fathoms close to it, the water deep-
ening very rapidly outside. A rock, bare at low
water, lies half way from the second sunken

rock to the shore, and nearly in range with the

castern edge of the fort, and another hare at low
water 300 ft W, 14 from this. It will be apparent
that these sunken rocks are well inside the fair-
way of the channel; but they are especialls
d ngerous on account of the violent eddies of the
tidal current which prevail in the vicinity of the
Point, a close approach to which should be care-
fully avoided.

Gough—I was under the impression at
that time. Atter pledging fidelity in their
commeon cause,and promising they would
rise or fall together, he and the Attorney
General had got into power and kept their
positions for the last six years by the use
of money plundered from the Public
Treasury. God forbid that he should
ever so far forget -his principle and con-
sign his name to so infamous a place in
his country’s history for the sake of
piace and power. He claimed it ¥as not
right ior Mr. Tibbets, who lived in Fred-
ericton, to draw $88 a year for travelling
expenses when visiting his mills in Vic-
toria. The Government could not show
where Mr. Peck had paid out but $8Q of
the 600 he had received. He had looked
carefully over the Public Accqounts and
he could not find it. He found Mr. Peck
had drawn $620 and the Auditor General
could not show him any vouchers for it.

The Attorney General said the vouch-
ers were transmitted to him. 5

Mr. Hanington said the Chief Commis-
sion(r had informed him that Peck still
owed that money. .

Chief Commissioner—I did not.

Mr Gough said the Attorney General
wished the Opposition to acknowledge
hitn (Gongh) a failure. The Attorney
General had certainly been' a failure by
his own shewing; for he had lost the
papeis in the Peck suit, and the Govern-
ment supporters would not know which
to admire most, his frankness or his
feehleness, or his confessions of a wreng

-which he defends by his amendments. He

passed on to the case of Lindsay, and de-
picted the plans laid to catch ‘him. The
Attorney General had said Lindsay had
beeén indépendent; bt he always man-
agedl tq vote with the Government.

Mr. Lindsay—I voted with the Oppo-
sition against the Chatham Branch Rail-
way.

Mr. Gough said several members on
the Government - side voted against the
Chatham Branch Railway, which showed
it was not a party question.

Mr. Hibbard—I was urged by Mr.
Gough to vote against it on the grownd
that it would be 4 tTote ot want of confi-
aegee,,

Mr. Gough—Mr. Lindsay’s plea of a
long and nnsullied career would not do.
He had talked with pious cant about
leaving the Government because he wish-
ed to see the Executive reduced to five,
when the fact was he saw the ship was
sinking and, like any other rat, he left it.
Now he comes and. takks about his hon-
orable career, and yet he has taken $310
for laying out $1900 in constructing a
bridge, or sixteen and two-thirds per
cent of its whole cost.

Mr. Lindsay—That is untrue. = The
whole amount, as shown by cheek to
Wm.

Here My, Napier wanted to see the
despateh and know if K. F., who was to
be a candidate next election, had not sent
it. .
Mr. Gough said it was Burns who sent
the despatch, and he had also sent an-
other stating that Kelly offered to give
Napier back his property, on which he
held a mortgage, at a nominal sum if the
latter voied right this session, etc.

Mr. Napier said he was mistaken the
other day in stying Mr. Hatheway had
anything to. do with’ the loan to him.
Myr: Kelly made it, as he before stated,
and it was a shame for private matter to
brought up and telegrams from prejudiced
and interested p irtics read in the "House
to blacken his character. He was an
honest—[ Napier was called to order.]

Mr. Gough said after Mr. Napier had
kept the moncy obtained the first ses-
sion for Supervisor Clifford, and compel-
led hiin to go to the bankrupt court and
take 40 cents on the dollar, the Govern-
ment shoull not have entrustéd him with
Cole’s or any other money.
