The bacteria are the hardest to 
kill. Some of them are able to grow 
inside of a can, away from the air, 
but most of them remain dormant un­
less there is a leak in the can. Acid, 
salt, and sugar are preservatives of 
food, and help in canning. They are 
the only legitimate preservatives. The 
wise housewife will not use canning 
powders, but will be scrupulously 
careful in having food clean and well 
processed. A neighbor told the writer 
that she always used a canning pow­
der for tomatoes. In this way she 
was endangering the health of her. 
family, since some canning powders 
contain 95 per cent, boric acid. I have 
never yet had a can of tomatoes spoil, 
either using the old-fashioned way or 
the cold-pack method.

Dandelions Outwit the 
Lawn Mower.

To see the manner 2. which a dande­
lion plant spreads itself close to the 
ground on a lawn kept closely cut is 
almost to believe that the dandelion 
is possessed of the power to think and| 
to reason out a way to circumvent the 
constant menace from the whirring 
lawn mower. In tall grass the dande­
lion grows upright, taking the form of 
the erect-growing Cos Lettuce, or 
Swiss Chard. Now, if that grass is cut 
and kept cut the dandelion plant that 
formerly sent its leaves almost perpen- 
licularly into the air sends them out 
almost horizontally.

Why? If you will take a tin can 
and a glass jar and place them over 
dandelion plants on the lawn and leave 
them undisturbed for a day or two 
you will be astonished at the differ­
ence in the growth of the two plants. 
The dandelion growing under the glass 
jar will be found apparently just as it 
was in the beginning.

But when the tin can is removed a 
plant will be seen that is shooting its 
leaves up into the air just as did the 
dandelion in the tall grass. Light 
causes the upper sides of the leaves to 
grow more rapidly than the lower 
sides, so that they more closely ap­
proach the horizontal as the light be­
comes more intense. In the shade of 
the tall grass or the tin can this stimu- 
lus is removed and both sides of the 
leaves growing uniformly, they grow 
erect.

tion plant." Many and wonderful 
were the tales told of the plant by 
these itinerant salesmen to persuade 
their prospective customers to buy 
Most of them either stated directly or 
else led their hearers to infer that the 
plants came only from the Holy land, 
where they were emblematical of the 
Resurrection. Most of them, however, 
were Polypodium incarium, the com- 
monest of all the ferns of Florida.

During the dry season the plant 
curls up into a small bull and has the 
appearance of being dead In this con­
dition it will bear transportation well. 
When placed in a bowl containing a 
little water its leaves will unfold and 
assume a bright green color, making 
a pretty and ornamental plant.

TREATING RINGWORM

Everybody Wants A Billie Burke Hot A Parasite Skin Disease Affect­
ing Calves.

Easily Spread by Contact —Symptoms 
Described — Treatment Recom- 
mended—Strict Isolation of Af­
fected Animals Necessary.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

The term "Ringworm’ is applied 
to a akin disease of animals which is 
caused by a parasite of a fungus na­
ture, and the disease results only by 
an animal becoming affected with 
this parasitic fungus o; ringworm 
parasite.

The vitality of the rinkworm Par­
asite is very great, and often, after 
removal from an animal. It will live 
and remain active tor a great length 
of time in a stable.

Ringworm may be conveyed or 
spread either by direct contact with 
affected animals, or indirectly by 
various intermediate agencies, such 
as infected bedding, blankets, curry 
combs and brushes, which have been 
in use.

Calves and young cattle are most 
commonly affected, although they are 
more especially when kept confined 
in close, damp, winter quarters, 
which are predisposing factors.

Adult cattle and horses are less 
commonly affected although they are 
also liable to be attacked.

On certain premises, where ring 
worm occurs among calves, the para 
site may remain on the walls, stalls, 
posts of the building and fences, and 
the dis ase may be continued on the 
premises and conveyed to the calves 
from year to year, each winter. 
Symptoms of Ringworm.

The parasites attack and destroy 
the hair, so that the disease becomes 
manifested by the formation of cir­
cular bare patches of skin. The af­
fected parts of the skin become scaly 
in appearance and encrusted with 
scabs of a silvery gray color, and 
when the scabs are removed a raw 
bleeding surface is exposed.

Among yearlings and calves the 
disease occurs most frequently, and 
is noticed to affect the regions around 
the eyes, ears, neck and shoulders, 
and, in some cases in calves, may 
chiefly affect the skin around the 
mouth and lips.

In horses, ringworm is chiefly seen 
affecting foals and young horses, and, 
in them, is noticed to more often af- 
feet the upper parts of the body, such 
as over the shoulders, the back, loins 
and croup, and along the side of the 
neck and head.

Ringworm is also transmissable 
from affected animals to human 
beings, so that a person should guard 
against this possibility.
Treatment of Ringworm.

Animals affected with ringworm 
should be separated from nun-affected 
animais until they have been cured 
from the disease, in order to prevent 
its spread.

The first steps in treatment should 
be to remove all of the bedding and 
litter from the stalls each day, and 
have it burnt and replaced with fresh 
clean bedding. The curry combs, 
brushes, blankets and other articles 
in use with affected animals should 
be disinfected either by boiling or 
soaking in a strong antiseptic solu­
tion, such as a 3% solution of car­
bolic acid or creolin, made by adding 
three parts of the drug to 100 parts 
of warm water.

Stables occupied by the affected 
animals should be cleaned and disin­
fected with limewash and carbolic 
acid. If these precautions are fol­
lowed oût, the affected animals can 
then be readily cured of the disease 
by thoroughly washing the affected 
parts with warm water and soap to 
remove all the encrusted scabs and 
matted hair. The hair around the 
margins of the affected parts should 
be closely clipped. After washing 
the affected parts, they should be al­
lowed to dry, and then dressed with 
tincture of iodine. In using the tinc­
ture of iodine, it should be mixed in 
au equal amount of clean water and 
applied to the affected parts once a 
day by means of a small brush, or a 
cotton swab, until all of the affected 
parts are completely coaled over. The 
iodine treatment should be applied 
daily until all of the affected parts 
are healed.

Another good preparation for the 
treatment of ringworm is a mixture 
composed of equal parts of tincture 
of iodine, carbolic acid and water, 
and which is applied in the same 
manner as the iodine itself.

Another useful remedy tor the 
treatment of ringworm is sulphur 
ointment. This is made by mixing 
one part of sulphur and two parts of 
lard together, to form an ointment.| 
The ointment is then smeared over 
the affected parts each day until a 
cure is affected.

While the affected animals are 
under treatment they should be kept| 
separate from non-affected
on the premises until they are com­
pletely cured of the disease.—C. D.

Fruit Crops in Canada.
Last year, according to the Fruit 

and Vegetable Crop Report of the 
Dominion Fruit Branch, a bumper 
crop was harvested of practically all 
varieties of cherries, plums, peaches, 
and pears. The plum crop was par­
ticularly heavy, averaging almost 300 
per cent, over that of 1921, and the 
peach crop in the Niagara district of 
Ontario was not only one of the 
heaviest on record, but also of excel­
lent quality. The production of ap­
ples was less in every province in 
1922 than in 1921, excepting only in 
Quebec, where there was an increase 
of over 75,000 barrels, as an offset 
against a total deficiency in New 
Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Ontario 
of 227,778 barrels. British Columbia 
was shy 172,449 boxes, the numbers 
being 3,000,000 boxes in 1922 com­
pared with 3,172,449 in 1921. On-

United States Bug Experts 
Send Insects to Assistance of

Dominion Entomologists.
A despatch from Winnipeg says:—• 

Dominion bug experts will import 
from the United States tills summer 
a horde of parasitic wasps which they 
will turn loose in the Canadian corn 
belt to destroy and fatten upon their 
hereditary enemy, the corn boring 

i worm.
Tho campaign will be waged along 

lines drawn by W. R. Walton, super­
intendent of the insect division of tho 
United States Bureau of Entomology, 
who offered his aid at a recent meet­
ing of grain growers.

Wherever corn is grown in America, 
there lives the corn borer, taking his 
toll of millions of dollars from the 
value of the crops each year. He 
makes his home within the green husk 
of the tender plant, and eats his way 
over the milky ear, completing his 
work of destruction long before the 
crop matures.

Until the United States entomolo­
gists discovered in France the tiny 
wasp, there was no known means of 
destroying the borer without also de­
stroying the corn. This Insect does 
the trick, according to Mr. Walton.

Brought to America to a new hunt­
ing ground, it was discovered he liked 
the climate, reared large families, and 
had a predilection for corn borers, 
making his home in the husk of the 
ear within easy striking distance of 
his game.

With the aid of this parasite con­
siderable progress has been made to­
ward exterminating the borer from 
the corn fields of the United States, 
Mr. Walton reported. It is now plan­
ned to bring several armies of the 
insect from the Government nurseries 
across the border and liberate them, 
in midsummer, in Ontario and other 
provinces of the corn belt where the 
borer has been most destructive.
