Industry

)

The leather industry of Canada
comes within the thirty leading indus-
trial activities of the Dominion. In
the year 1921 there were 118 plants en-
gaged in the industry in Canada in
which a total of $32,137,488 was in-
vest&> These plants gave employ-
ment to a total of 4,208 people, who re-
ceived in wages and salaries the sum
of- $4,081,062 during the year. The
total Canadian leather production in
that year was valued at §22005528.

Of the total plants 5 were situated in:

Nova Scotia, 2 in New Brunswick, 64
in Quebec, 40 in Ontario, 2 in Mani-
toba, 4 in Alberta and 2 in British
Columbia.

The progresaive growth of the in-
dustry {5 exhibited In every feature.
There were only 100 tanneries in
operation in 1920 in comparison with
119 in the following year Twelve
were addel in Quebec, 3 in Ontario, 2
in Nova Scotia and 1 each in Alberta
and Britis Columbia. The capital in
vested in the industry in 1920 was $29
739,987 in comparison with $32,137
in the following yvear. Owing to the
depreciation of pricaes the value of pro-
duction was lower, being 905,528 in
comparison with $39,967,831.

The principal items in point of pro-
duction were eole cather and upper
leather. Though On‘irio falls below
Quebec in the number of plants it
leads in the value of production with
a value of $18,900,556 Quebec fell
very far behind with $3,517 The
Maritime Provinces accounted for
$268,192 and the Westcrn
for $219,225. Ontario, too, naturally
Jeads in the amount of capital invested
in the industry with §27,190,722 cut of
the total Dominion $32,137,488. Que-
bec has $4,540,978; the Maritime Fro-
vinces $2 00; and the Western Pro-
vinces $115,979.

A survey of the industry indicates
that practically every imaginable sort
of leather Is manufactured and utilized
in Canada, and that whilst a substan-
tial import is found necessary, there is
an export trade of equal volume to
balance it Over the past
years, thero has been an almost exact

balance between tte import and export |

trade. Tct~] imports in the year 1921
amounted to $4,059,222 in comparison
with $8,467,5628 in 1920 and $11,143,56566
in 1919. The chief articles of import
are waxed or gl zed skins, glove leath-
ers and upper leathers The corres-
ponding ex,.:t trade was in 1921, $4-
025,420, in 1920 $7,692 328, and in 1919
$10,199,698. The principal articles of
export are harness leatber, sole leather
and upper leather.

Dnndelions.Outwit the
Lawn Mower.

To see the manner I
lfon plant spreads itself close to the
ground on & lawn kept closely cut is
almost to believe that the dandelion
is possessed of the power to think and
to reason out a way to circumvent the
constant menace from the whirring
lJawn mower. In tall grass the dande-
lion grows upright, taking the form of
the erectgrowing Cos Lettuce, or
Swiss Chard. Now, if that grass is cut
and kept cut the dandelion plant that
formerly sent its leaves almost perpen-
licularly into the air sends them out
almost horizoutally

Why? If you will tin can
and a glass jar and place them over
dandelion plants on the lawn and leave
them undisturbed for a day or two
you will be astonished at the differ-
ence in the growth of the two plants.
The dandelion growing under the glass
jar will be found apparently just as it
was in the beginning

But when the tin can Is removed a
plant will be seeh that is shooting its
leaves up into the air just as did the
dandelion in the tall grass Light
causes the upper sides of the leaves to
grow more rapidly than
sides, so that they more closely ap-
proach the horizontal as the ligh* be-
comes more intense. In the shade of
the tall grass or the tin can this stimu-
lus is removed and both sides of the
leaves growing uniformly, they grow
erect

One and one-half milllon dodlars plus
is the amount of the protection
supplied from all sources to the Cana-
dian forests. The plus represents the
interest of the people of this country
fn the forests and thelr care In pre-
serving them from fires. It is upon
this latter the future of the forest and

pendent. The money expended Is
largely used to guard against and
counteract the carelesstess of our peo-
ple with fire.

The total value of forest products In
Canada in 1920, the last year for which
complete returns oa-e available, was
approximately $316,000,000, says the
Natural Resources Intelligence Service
of the Department of the Interior. To
this, of curse, must be added the in-
creased value due to processes of
manufacture through which woed pass-
es in reaching its complete form. This
would at least double its value, and
make a total well over six hundred
million dollars. The one and one-half
million dollars, therefore, would repre-
sent an insurance cost equal only to
about one-half of one per cent. of the
value of the product of the forest.

Insect Bites.

The Insect enemies of man #re
numerous, especially in the tropics and
in the North during the summer, and
their stings are often extremely pain-
ful; fortunately, however, they are sel-
dom dangerous.

The parasites of man of his
couch and also the flying bloodsuckers
such as gnats and mosquitoes, inflict a
painless sting, but one nevertheless
that causes swelling and considerable
ftching. The Irritation is owing to
formic acld or some other substance
that the insect injects for the purpose
of thinning the blood and preventing
its coagulating until it can be sucked
in. The itching ceases when the acid
is neutralized by an alkaline applica
tion such as ammoenia, soda, limewater
glycerin or soap T
should be made Immediately after
bite, before scratching has abraded the
skin and has given opportunity for the
germs of inflammation to infect it

Attacks of insects, especlally of the
flying ones, can be more or less pre
vented by the external use of ofl of
citronella, cedar oil or kerosene. The
most serious stings are inflicted by
outdoor insects—ants, WAaspS,
hornets, spiders, tarantulas, scorpions
and centipedes. The ordinary ants of
temperate regions are not formidable,
though black ants may inflict a some- |

_ Community Picnic for July First

Community picnics
more popular every year as the best|
means of gathering families, friends!
and neighbors together to celebrate
the First of July.

The picnic place should be an at-
tractive outdoor spot where everyone
may share in games and fun, and be
central or easy of access so it can
be reached without too much effort
on the part of those responsible for
getting the dinner there and served.

The men usually take charge of the
entertainment part of the picnic and
have a committee appointed to assign
duties and look after the games and
prizes. Girls should be on this com-
mittee too. It is most important to
have a committee of the women folks
and girls to take charge of the dinner
arrangements and serving; the men
folk can help on this committee.

This committee should consist of
three or five or more, if it is a great,
big picnic. The committee assigns
duties to the different families, plans
the menu several days beforehand and
knows definitely what each one may
be depended upon to bring. In this
way there will ‘be no danger of food
shortage or excess.

A dinner to be served to large num-
bers in the open is best prepared at
home and carried to the picnic
grounds ready to serve. Coffee should
be made on the grounds, and plenty of
it, piping hot, should be provided.

Fruit Crops in Canada.

Last year, according to the Fruit
and Vegetable Crop Report of the
Dominion Fruit Branch, bumper
crop was harvested of practically all
varieties of cherries, plums, peaches,
and pears. The plum crop was par-
ticularly heavy, averaging almost 300
per cent. over that of 1921, and the
peach crop in the Niagara district of
Ontario was not only one of the
heaviest on record, but also of excel-
lent quality. The production of ap-
ples was less in every provinc: in
1922 than in 1921, excepting only in
Quebec, where there was an increase
of over 75,000 barrels, as an offset
total deficiency in New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Ontar'o
of 227,778 barrels. British Columbia
was shy 172,449 boxes, the numbers
being 38,000,000 boxes in 1922 com-
pared with 3,172,449 in 1921. On-
tario produced a large crop of all
smeall fruits, with the exception of
raspberries, which suffered from win-
ter injury and later on from disease.
In British Columbia the small frait
crop was rather less in 1922 than ia
1921, strawberries and raspberries
both suffering winter injury. The Re-
port states that on the Canadian mar-
kets the wholesale prices throughout
last year were low, mainly due to the
large shipments of inferior quality
low-grade stock. All the provinces re-
port a backward season this year, but
trees and plants are generally stated
to have wintered well.
