ley, wife of a clergyman, was charged 
at the Old Bailey yesterday with pub­
lishing a false and defamatory libel 
concerning Lady Gwendoline Cecil, 
daughter of the late Marquis Salisbury. 
The defendant was not represented by 
counsel and decided to conduct her own 
case. Charles Gill, K. C., conducted 
the prosecution. In opening the case 
he said the libel contained in pam- 
phlets published by the defendant 
headed:

“The Hatfield business. The Cecil 
plot. Astounding revelations. Great 
is the truth and in the end it will pre- 
vail."

One paragraph in the pamphlet reads 
as follows: "Scandal arose between the 
chaplain of Hatfield house and a lady 
of the household who Is a member of 
the Cecil family. It appears that in 
1890 this woman gave birth to a child, 
of whom, it is alleged, this chaplain 
was the father, and in order to shield 
this lady the parentage of this child 
has been infamously attributed to me, 
and tradesmen's bills have been made 
out in my name."

In another.leaflet Mrs. Stanley ex- 
plicity names Lady Cecil as the lady 
for whom she has been made the scape- 
goat.|

Mr. Gill said the libels were a culmi- 
nation of the series of wild statements! 
and a wild attack against all sorts of 
persons extending over several years 
and directed against any one from 
whom the accused is unable to obtain 
money. The defendant's father has been 
employed for years by the late Mar­
quis of Salisbury, and she had acted, 
as organist at the daily services in 
Hatfield house. Mr. Gill cited several 
acts of kindness the Cecil family had 
shown her. They even had helped her 
in obtaining a church living for her 
husband. She constantly wrote beg­
ging letters, he said, to Hatfield house. 
The fact that these appeals remained 
unnoticed possibly gave rise to her re- 
rentment against Lady Cecil. The de­
fendant for a long time went from 
place to place, staying with persons 
from whom she obtained money on the 
strength of her statements as to her 
sufferings and the allegations that she 
was about to institute proceedings 
against the Cecils. The sums of money 
she obtained In this manner were con­
siderable,particularly as what she said 
was guaranteed by a committee of five 
women, who wrote:

She assert­
ed in a rambling manner that she had 
been the victim of a loathsome libel 
for fourteen years and that in con­
sequence she had lost her place and had 
suffered terribly.

The defendant, continuing, talked so 
fast that only such terms as “ruin" 
and “persecution" could be heard by 
the reporters. She admitted that she 
had no documents to prove her charge, 
but she said a lady member of the 
Cecil family had confessed to her the 
guilt of Lady Gwendoline.

Witnesses for Mrs. Stanley were 
called, but adduced nothing to substan­
tiate the allegations made in the pam­
phlet.

The Jury found the libels untrue and 
that the plea of justification entered 
by the defendant had not been proven.

Mrs. Stanley was sentenced to six 
months’ imprisonment, and the docu­
ments in the case were ordered sent 
to the public prosecutor to ascertain 
whether the author should not be pro- 
secuted.

LIFPhiladelphia, Pa., Sept. 20.—Gov. Penny­
packer has decided to call the second and 
decisive national congress on uniform 
divorce laws in Philadelphia next month, 
instead of in Washington, as originally 
planned.

If the delegates have their way—and 
hundreds of influential lawyers say the 
congress will be supported by the various 
state legislatures—South Dakota, divorces 
will become a thing of the past, and they 
are determined that when a man or 
woman wishes to secure a divorce he or 
she must stay at home to get it, and that 
every state shall have identical regula­
tions.

Among the delegates appointed by the 
governors of various states to this con- 
gress are many women, and the women 
who attended the last session as delegates 
have announced that they will try hard 
to induce the governors throughout the 
United States to appoint more women to 
attend the session here.

Judge William H. Staake, who is secre- 
tary of the congress, does not like this

Divorce is a delicate subject to handle 
before a large audience,” said he "and 
when the congress first assembled last 
February men were afraid that in treat- 
ing the various phases of the question 
they might say something that would 
offend the women delegates.
"We will not be afraid of that this 
time, he continued, "for after we had 
listened to one address made by one of 
the women delegates seven months ago, 
we felt the audience room no place for 
simple men.”

Good Exhibit of Grain.
Although the country surrounding 

Petrolea is generally considered as only 
oil land, the wheat and oats grown there 
surpass that of many other sections of 
Western Ontario, and the exhibits of 
grain are splendid.

All the roots necessary for the feed­
ing of stock are well displayed. together 
with many varieties of potatoes and 
table vegetables. In this department 
many of the exhibits have come from all 
over the Province, but none of them 
are ahead of what have been grown in 
the country immediately surrounding 
Petrolea.

Probably the most interesting feature 
of the exhibition—to women, at least— 
is the “Ladies' Work and Fine Arts 
Department." This exhibit occupies 
the upper part of the main building, and 
is as large as that of any of the fall 
fairs. In former years many profes­
sionals exhibited in this section, but 
this year, for some reason unknown to 
the management, not one specimen of 
professional work appears.

Agricultural machine manufacturers 
are well represented. They have on 
exhibition large numbers of machines, 
and the machinery department is ex­
ceedingly interesting.

Other charges 
of obtaining money under false pre­
tenses may be laid if any of his vic­
tims come forward and make a com­
plaint.

Peabody says that he comes from 
New York, and admits having had

trouble with the police there. He has 
been staying at one hotel and receiv­
ing his mail at another since arriving 
in Toronto, but explains that he In­
tended to stay at the second place but 
could not get accommodation. A sec­
ond man was arrested with the pris­
oner. Investigation showed, however, 
that he had picked up with Peabody 
since coming to Toronto, and did not 
know his business. He was not de­
tained.

What are the terms of each, and in 
what manner have the municipalities 
been protected, both In regard to com­
pelling the lessees to supply stated 
amounts of power, and rates at which 
such power shall be supplied?
